New properties on the tax rolls 
and Increases In assessments 
would be considered new growth. 

The pooled money would then be 
distributed to in-formula districts 
only.

ATMS, Crubba said, because the 
technology is evolving and federal of­
ficials are Willing to Invest tax dollars 
on testing projects. 

"We're probabty going to have to 
install this system ariyway," Crubba 
said, because ATMS is believed to be 
the most efficient way of managing 
traffic congestion. 

"But if (Oakland Coun^ moves 
now, federal dollars are available," 
said Crubba. who has b>ecn conduct­
ing private discussions with state 
and federal officials for more than a 
year.

Commissioners were happy to 
receive a proposal that Oakland 
County invest $2 million to qualify 
for $70 million in federal funds to 
manage traffic congestion.

A lawsuit against the state seeking 
to return S72 million to 56 property 
wealthy school districts, Including 
Novl and Northville, was dismissed 
Nov. 9 in a surprise move by the Mi­
chigan Court of Appeals. 

The lawsuit sought to return "rc-
. captl1red" state aid lo pay for sodal 

security benefits and categorical aid 
Uke UTinsportatlon and special edu­
cation io out-of-formula school 
districts. 

Attorney for the school districts, 
Dennis PoUard. said he feds the dis-
rrlissal was based on a court error. 

".All I know is that Just reading it 
they've confused two sections of the 
(Michigan) Constitution," Pollard 
.said. "It Was Just an oversight as far 
as I can see." 

Now adminisU^tors are planning 
to stick With the lawsuit, and feel po­
sitive about their chance of winning, 

"Wc felt It Was a mlsappUcation of 
the proper sections (of the ConsUtu-
Uon) as ouUincd by Mr. PoUard," said 
Superintendent Robert Piwko. 

Pollard received word of the dis­
missal on Nov. 12 and Wrote a peti­
tion for rehearing the next day. The 
pcUtlon was submitted to the court 
Nov. 21. 

The dismissal came five days after 
the same court ruled in favor of Ma­
comb County's Fitzgerald .school dis­
trict In a similar case. 

In the lOyear-old Fitzgerald case, 
the court decided the state cannot re-
duce aid for state-mandated 
programs. 

The decision in Fitzgerald has 
Piwko cof111dent of success in the 
pending case. 

'Just (Fitzgerald) alone points at 
the fact that what the state has done 
Is illegal," Piwko said. 

If the court decides to rehear the 
current case. PoUard said. It could be 
decided quickly, at least more 
quickly than the Fitzgerald case was 
decided. 

The Fitzgerald case asked for dam­
ages caused by state aid reductions 
while the current case asks for an in­
junction preventing aid reduction. 

But some delay may be Inevitable. 

Pollard hoped to get the Macomb 
Circuit Judge who recommended the 
Court of Appeals rule In faVor of the 
schcwlsin the Fitzgerald case, George 
Denewlth. to hear the current case. 
But Denewlth, who had been hand-
Ung the case for three years, died 
soon after the Fitzgerald decision Was 
handed doWn. 

Bringing a ncWJudge up to speed 
on school finance issues could take a 
long time. 

The problem Is that this case is 
extremely complicated," PoUard said. 

The Judge you find has to have the 
ablUty to set aside his docket for a 
while and become involved in the 
case." 

And the court has not been as 
speedy as PoUard had hoped up to 
this point with the current case. 

"It took them two months to get to 
tills point when I thought it would be 
a few weeks," Pollard said. 

Ftollard is optimistic that the court 
will rehear the case, and decide favor­
ably for the school districts. 

The same Judge and the same 
court issued a decision that agreed 
with our position that recapture was 
unconstitutional." he said.

The dty council Is working on a compromise 
witil developers. Who want to build a 31 -lot subdi­
vision on tiie West side of Nowl Road between Nine 
andTen MUe roads. Forty-two percent of tiie trees 
are niaiked for removal in the plans. 

• The planning commlsslOTi on Nov. 7 hacked 
•dawn iJtysUc Forest Associates' request for a 
twoodlands permit and preliminary site plan ap-
•prwaL saying tiiat more trees shouW be spared. 
I In an action council member Nancy Cassis 
'called precedent-setting, an appeal was made to 
•tiiedtycoundlonNov. 19.Thepennltrequestand 
.site plan apprcrval have been held over until 
December. 

The plans orignally called for felling260 maple. 
Wild cheny. pine and elm trees, whliih are rooted 
In four acres of tiie 15-acre chunk ofland. The site 
indudes an abandoned apple orchard. 

"It's basically Wetiands, maple, cherry, the old 
apple trees, young woodlands. It's certainly not 
wonderful mature tieech woodlands but It does 
have habitat value," said dty consultant Unda 
Lemke. 

The council sent the developers back to tiie 
drawing ana to figure out how more woods could 
be saved, at the possible cost of building five fewer 
houses. 

The subdivision would be located next-door to 
Tlmljer Ridge subdlvisltm and across tiic stiieet 
from Saddle Creek .Apartments. .Alternative plans 
for duster development would save 50 to 70 per­
cent of the woods, but develf^rs say there are al­
ready too mariy cofxilmlnlums planned in tiie 
Wdnlty. 

"From the developer's standpoint, they don't 
sell to near arrytiilng like single-family sells for." 
said CUf Selbcr. consulting engineer to Mystic 
Forest Associates. 

The builders agree to replace trees along Now 
Road, in open areas and along the entrance of tiie 
development 

"Actually what We're going to see Is reforesting 
from an area that Isn't enjoyed by evetyone to an 
area tiiat can be seen by evetyone," said coundl 
member Martha Beyer. 

Cassis said that in terms of community ba­
lance, more duster housing on Now Road would 
give tiie area too metropolitan a look. Planning 
conmllssloners airbed earlier Oiat tiie developer 
should buUd dustered condominiums. 

If approval is in {dace, a May groundbreaking is 
planned.

The district refused to allow a 
Westland teenager attending North-
vjUc's Bryant Center to use a head­
band that dispenses an 85-volt 
shock for two-tenths of a second 
when the head is struck. 

The student, Terry Phelan. has a 
disabiiliy that causes him to hit his 
head as often as 100 times a minute. 

Permitting the use of the 
headgear, called SIBIS (self-
Injurious behavior inhibitiflg device) 
was never considered in Northville, 
Rezinierski said, because it goes 
against the policy of the district and 
possibly the law under the Michigan 
Corporal Punishment Act. 

NortlivUJc has until the end of this 
school year to show that an alterna­
tive method of treatment could be 
successful. Two New York specialists 
have been working with the district to 
develop an educational plan for 
Teny. 

Rezmierski will accept an award 
for the district's intervention in Chi­
cago on Dec. 7 from the Association 
for Persons with Severe Handicaps or 
TASH. 

He will accept the award by speak­
ing before over 2.000 people, and he 
has mixed feelings about the honor.

Competing at the World Cup intema-
tlorul cook-off in Luxembourg on Nov. 
9-11. the foiu- students raised some eye­
brows by bringing home four individual 
gold medals, as well as a gold medal for 
their team efforts.

"1 honestly didn't expect them to do that 
well." said Chef Mary Brady, executive chef 
at Schoolcraft who. along with Chef Jeff 
Gabriel, acted as team captain. There 
were nearly 1,000 people competing in 
Luxembourg. To come home With four gold 
medals and a team gold, we Were Just ec­
static. We couldn't have asked for ariy-
thlng else." 

The students — Shawn Loving of De­
troit, Don Bargo of Arm Arbor, Pamela 
Ford of Plymouth and Kim Larson — spent 
months preparing menus which Included 
hot hors d'oeuvre platters, cold food plat­
ters, and five-course meals. 

"You start out With a menu," said Ford, 
'but by the time the competition comes ar­
ound, it can be something totally different 
because you're constant^ refining. Don 
had a dessert that started out as a simple 
tart, and ended up being this beautiful 
dessert." 

Bargo added, "Right now. I'm starting to 
think of ideas for shows in April." 

The compeUUon itseff lasts Just three 
days, over which time the students pre­

pare their food, or as Larson caUed it, 
"three days and one all-nighter." 

Judging Is based on many things in­
cluding appearance, presentation, use of 
ingredients, compatability of the menu, 
flavors, textures, technique and cooking 
skill. But the area where the Schoolcraft 
students feel they scored most decisively 
was creativity. 

The European compeUtors all had very 
large pift:es. very heavy food," said Larson. 
"What wc concentrated on Was food that 
could have .nctuallybeen made In an every-
day resu. unnt. It Was simple but 
spectacular.' 

In competition, food is elevated to the 
level of artwork, and Uke artists, the stu­
dents made use of color to make an 
impression. 

"The colors really stood out when you 
looked at our dishes next to the others," 
said Bargo. "The Germans and Europearrs 
had a lot of browns and tans, and then 
ours Just Jumped out at you." 

Things got hectic as the end of the com­
petiUon neared, and there Was all the pres­
sure of a one-run bascbaU game. 

"There Was a bunch ofyeUlng, scream­
ing, swearing and c1ylng," said Brady. But 

she said dedication and a strong team 
ethic helped the group puU together. 

They got some great support fiom 
everyone, from the schooL" Brady said. 
"They were a very strong team. Everyone 
helped everyone else, and that was a real 
kick to see. 

"You need people that are extremely de­
dicated. M d ff it wasn't for the support of 
the spouses, it wouldn't have happened. 
Of cotuse they also had to have the talent 
to begin with." 

The compeUtion was more than Just a 
means for some chest-thumping by the 
students, however. Eicperiencing Europe 
was a lean11ng experience as Well. 

"It Was a dUTerent culture and dUTerent 
food," said Larson. The grocery stores 
over there were incredible. Nothing Uke we 
have here. I could have spent days there. 
One store had 10 varieties of Wild 
mushrooms." 

The students Were in general agreement 
that American grocety markets paled In 
comparison to their European counter-
parts, for both quaUty and variety. 

"They have higher standards, and 
they're Just more aware of their food," said 
Bargo. 

Said Ford, "You could go into a candy 
store, and the counters were made of ma­
hogany —not Just In one of them, but aU of 
them." 

Understanding the European apprecia­
tion for food \vas something the students 
could bmlg back With them, and keepWlft 
them throughout their cuUnary careers, 

'You come back, and your Ideas are re-
freshed," Bargo said, *You want to take 
your Ume more with your own food. It Just 
changes your atUtude towards cooking."

Meritage (rhymes with heritage) is the 
name adopted for CaUfomla proprietaty , 
wines styled in the Bordeaux Image. 
These wines are always in the super-
premium catcgoty but may not be labeled 
with a varietal name since they contain 
less than 75 percent of a single grape 
variety. 

Meritage wines must be blended en-
Urely from Bordeaux grape varieties. For 
red Wines, this Includes cabernet sauvlg-
non, cabernet franc, mcrlot, malbcc, and 
petit verdot. For white Wines, the blend is 
limited to sauvlgnon blanc, semUlon and 
muscadcUe. 

UnUl 1978, tile best CaUfomla cabernet 
sauvlgnons were made entirely firom 
cabernet sauvlgnon grapes aiid most CaU­
fomla wineries foUowed thls model. 

Wlnemakers generally agree tiiat, of the 
Bordeaux varieties gnsWn in CaUfomla, 
cabemet sairvlgnon ls most complex in 
aroma and flavor. It Is tiic slowest to de­
velop and provides the structure which ^ 
holds the otiier elements togetiier. 

Merlot broadens the palate impression 
of cabemet sauvlgnon WhUc contributing a 
fleshier, more expansive moutiifcel and a 
subtie perfume of strawberries and 
raspberries. 

Cabemet franc has an aroma that em­
phasizes the cheny and bell pepper chaii-
actcr of cabemet sauvlgnon. Malbec high-
Ughts the Wine's fruit intensity With rasp^ 
bcny flavors reminiscent of zinfitndel. 

One of the leaders In the effort to pro=\ 
ducc pnoprietaty Bordeaux-style wine is -
Lyeth Vineyards. 

Lyeth blends grape varieties and viney­
ard characteristics to build a wine that 
has both concenti^Uon and richness. 'For 
my palate, lOO percent varietal cabemet: 
sauvlgnon Is finequentiy too aggressive," ' 
according to wlnemaker Bfil Arbios. 

On average, Lyetii Red is 75 percent : 
cabernet sauvlgnon, 20 percent merlot, 
and 5 percent cabemet franc and malbec. 

Merlot from Alexander VaUey contri­
butes herbaceous, raspbenty, plummy fruit 
aromas and flavors, along with richness 
and body. Cabemet franc is deUcate and 
Ught with berry character that is often : 
spicy and black peppery. Malbec provides 
depth of color. berty-Uke aromas and 
black raspberry anil peppery flavors. 

"We're looking for a complex, harmoni­
ous,'balanced, rich, soft and approachable 
Wine With no single component sticking 
out," Arbios says. "Cabemet sauvlgnon 
gives the Wine structure. It has muted 
Jell pepper qualities With plums, currants 
and varietal splclness ln the eucalyptus. 
1nlnt end of the specti-um. 

"The other tiiree varieties flesh out the,.' 
Wine and give It complcxIUcs. Meriot 
shows green olives and cassis. Cabemet ; 
fi:anc hlghUghts sti:aWbcrries and general 
IhilUncss whUe malbec Is chewy and . S 
spicy." - ' 

Arbios' goal witii Lyeth White is to pat' ̂ • 
tern lt after the great white Bordeaux, La--" 
vlUc Haut Brion. Principally a blend of 
sauvlgnon blanc and semlUon, tiie propor­
tions vaty from vintage to vlntage 
depending on the ripeness of sauvlgnon ; 
blanc. 

Scmfllon adds a rich flg-lflte character ^ ! 
to the wine that Is particularly lmportanl . 
In years when the sauvlgnon blanc is lean 
and crisp. . , 

C h e f M a r y B r a d y 

i n p u r s u i t o f t h e p e r f e c t p i e 

Pies are defined as any filling, 
sweet or savoty, contained In a crust. 
Quiche, tarts, flans, "pasties" and 
calzones aU fall Into the pie catagoty. 

Pie maldng can be traced back to 
the Golden Age of Greece and rccljjcs 
have been passed on for centuries 
Witil each generation adapting tiie in­
gredients and methods to fill tiielr 
specific needs. The Word "pie" Is actu­
ally traced back to the magpie, a 
black and white craw, which Was a 
popular filUng In past times. 

Pie redpes were brought to the 
new worid by British settiers and the 
eariy pioneers developed endless var­
ieties d pies using the ingredients of 
thelr new land. Ples were e a ^ to pre­
pare, fllUng and economteal and thus 
a malnsUy of dally Ufe. 

Pies are mistakenly beUevcd to be 
very fattening and unnutriUonal. In 

. trutii. It's all ln the fiUlng and crust 
• There arc marty Ways of cutting calo­
ries and still bdng able to serve a deU-
dous -pie. 

Use vegetable fats when possible 
and keep to a minimum. Reduce su-
p t pnoportkms by taking advantage 
'oTthe natural sweetness of fruits and 

vegetables. Use sugars that oontaUi 
some nutrients and minerals such as 
honey, maple sugar and molasses. 
Avoid using prepared foods wltii ad­
ditives whenever possible. 

Grains, cereals, dried beans, peas, 
and lentflsare economical and can be 
used in fillings and crusts —- not to 
mention their high protein and fiber 
content. SmaU amounts of nuts can 
be incorporated for, flavor and tex­
ture. Use defatted meats and poultiy 
and fresh fish to keep cholesterol 
amounts down. 

Basic pastty preparation by hand 
starts with sifUng tiie diy ingredients 
together Into a large bowl. Cut in the 
cold fats with a pastty blender, two 
knives or a fork until the d o u ^ is In 
the size of small peas and is crumbly. 

Drizzle lee water over the mixture 
one tablespoon at a time untfl dough 
holds together but is not sUcIty. 
Shape Into a smooth ball, wrap In 
plastic and refrigerate 30 minutes 
before proceeding. 

If you are using a food processor, 
sift the floura Into tiie food processor 
bowl ahd ptllse on and off for tiiree 
seconds to aerate. Cut chilled fats 

into 1-lnch cubes and add to Work 
boWl. Pulse on and off until mixture 
resembles coarse crumbs. Wltii ma­
chine running add ice water slowly 
until dough ptdls aWay from sides of 
boWl. Shape into a smooth baU, cover 
wltii plastic and refrigerate for 30 mi­
nutes before rolling. 

Some simple variations include 
mixing grated orange or lemon. 
Wheat germ, bran, finely chopped 
firsh herbs or cheeses into the flour 
use cream cheese Instead of a fat; re­
place Ice Water With egg or egg yolk, 
buttermilk or liqueurs. To roU the pa­
stty, place the dough onto a lightiy 
floured surface, form into a baU and 
flatten. 

Sprinkle pastry and rolling pin 
virtth flour and roll from the center 
outward using Ught even stinkes. Lift 
the pastty and turn lt over, repeating 
the process. Continue untfl the pa­
stty ls -inch tililck and 2 lnches lar­
ger tiian the container. 

Roll tiie pastiy onto your roUing 
pin and place in the center of the pan. 
Unnril It to cover the pan. pat into 
place and trim any overhangs of more 
than '/« -inch. Flute edges with fin­

gers or fork. Chill before c c » k l n g to 
reduce shrinkage. To avoid soggy 
crusts brush with egg white and bake 
at 475 for a few minutes until egg 
White sets or brush wltii butter or 
oUve oU before fllUng. 

Use cold utensils, hands and 
boWlsand touch the dough as Uttieas 
possible. Buttering or oiling pie pans 
wfll help the crusts to brown. Do not 
omit salt from recipes as it acts as a 
browning agent, strengthens the glu­
ten in the flour and adds flavor. 

Some equipment that is neccssaty 
for making pastjy Includes measur­
ing cups and spoons, a sifter, mixing 
bowls, wooden spoons, electric 
mixer, pastry brushes, pastry wheel, 
pie pans, heavy rolUng pin and a 
hard, non-porous work area (marble 
slab) forroUing pastry. Afood proces­
sor Is a nice addition to any Idtchen 
but not a necessity. 

FilUngs are Umited only by the im­
agination of the cook. I have Included 
several Ideas to get you started. Ples 
fineeze Well, are easy to prepare and 
can be nutritional. They are a nice al­
ternative for dinnera and lndl\1dual 
sizes are fiin to pack for lunch.
