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City prepares
to fix tornado
damaged roofs

Repalrs to the roof of the Novi
Civic Center, which was damaged
in a Sept. 14 tornado, should begin
by the end of the week.

Assistant City Manager Craig
Klaver said construction of a tem-
porary roof, which will cover the

glass atrium of the center, should -

begin by the end of the week. He
added that the temporary roof will
be made of plywood and will take
about a month to construct.

The tornado caused extensive
damage to the center as well as the
roofs of the lbrary and pollce de-
partment. Klaver said the civic cen-
ter and library reols have to be re-
placed and the police roof will re-
quire patching.

The repair bill for the Lthree build-
Ings will be between $£1.1 million
and $1.3 milllon, Klaver said. The
city’s insurer, Michigan Municipal
Risk Management, will cover the
cost of the repairs, he said.

The Novi Civic Center's roof Is
constructed in two sections: a glass
portion which covers the center's
lobby, and a covered portion, which
is steel framed and covered by a
rubber layer.

A 80-foot section of the glass por-
tion of the roof was torn off and
blown across the roof by the tor-
nade causing tears in the rubber
layer. Another section of the glass
was sent crashing into the lobby.

Novi’s science scores debated

The test scores are In for Novi students who
tock the Michigan Educational Assessment Prog-
ram test earlier this year, and they did about as
well as last year in most categories.

The state will release MEAP results comparing
scores statewide in January. Unitil then, local dis-
and how they could be improved.

“They want you to do your own analysis,”
Superintendent Robert Piwko said.

The MEAP tests math and reading inthe fourth,
seventh and tenth grade. Sclence Is tested In the
ffth, eighth and eleventh grade.

Novl's analysis locked at scores below 80 per-
cent, spectilcally the science test scores, which av-
eraged below 80 percent at every grade.

Novi teachers will take the analysis one step
further in comparing the areas of strengths and
weaknesses of students In sclence.

“It is going to the stafl and the staff will take
much, much more time analyzing It,” Piwko said.

Novi students answered 74.5 percent of the
questions correctly in the fifth grade, down 5.7
percent from last year.

In the elghth grade, Novi students answered
correctly on 67.6 percent of the questions, down
5.8 percent from last year,

Inthe tenth grade, answering 61 percentof the
questlons correctly, was the only grade whose scl-
ence test scores Improved over last year on aver-
age, The tenth grade scored 58. 1 percentlastyear.

The test scores were broken down by grade and
topicto find areas that were particular problemsio
Novl students,

“We tried to analyze if this is something our stu-
dents should know and if they didn't, why,” Plwko
said.

What the analysis called “relevant distractors,”
or trick questions in the test were Included in the

Is.

swers that could draw students to an incorrect
conclusion,” Plwkae said. "Youlook at why they are
going to that particular breakdown,”

The district analysis to this point found that
some of the problems with Novl's scores were
caused by the test and not the students.

“There are trick questions all through,” sald
board president Robert Schram.

Schram was referring to questions thathad two

~answers . which could be considered carrect de-, ..

pending on the test takers approach.

Piwko sald students in the district's Odyssey of
the Mind program were taught that being able to
Justify ananswer was as important as simply find-
ing the most correct answer.

“We tell them Ifyou can reasonan answer that's
sometlmes just as good,” Piwko said.

Another problem in analyzing the test results
occurred after the district somewhat rearranged
the order in which students are presented science
information to accommodate the MEAP.

The state changed the grade level at which stu-
dent's are tested from fourth, seventh andtenthto
fifth. eighth and eleventh beginning with the
1989-90 school year.

Science scores can only be compared lo last
year's, making trends difficult to establish.

Now district officlals need to decide If the
courses should agaln be resequenced to put the
school in sync with the test, which might not be
the best aption.

“We might decide the sequence that's best for
teaching isr't the sequence that's best for testing,”
vice president Stephen Hitchcock said.

Now may not be the best time for charnging
Novi's sclence program just for the MEAP because
the test is being revamped by the state,

“It's going to be a very different test,” sald assis-
tant superintendent of instruction Rita Traynor.

The test, although useful, could somewhat dis-
tort the true skill of students, Plwko sald.

"It has not been my intention to discredit the
MEAP,” Piwko sald.

“What [ was trying todo was paint out that there

are a few things that could distort,”

Schram expects Novi to do well in comparison
to the state average.

“Our results have always looked bad untll we
get the comparison to the rest of the state, and
then we look fantastic,” Schram said.

Math scores, above B0 percent in every grade
tested, were cause for less discussion than the sci-
ence scores.

..The fourth-grade test takers answered 96.8
pcrcent of the questions con'ect]}r down.8percent
from last year.

The seventh-grade answered 90.1 percent cor-
rectly, up 2.6 percent from last year.

The tenth-grade dropped 4.4 percent from last
year {oc 84.8 percent,

Reading scores could not be extensively
analyzed because the state does not break down
the scores as it does In science.

“The stale . . . is saying we don’t want you to
look at the parts that's the problem in language
arts right now,” Piwko salid.

Fourth-grade reading skills scores increased on
average this year by 1 percent, scoring 98.9 per-
cent. The essential skills scores decreased by 3.1
percent, and the story information skills de-
creased by 3.4 percent.

Seventh graders scored .9 percent lower this
year than last answering 95.9 percent correct on
the reading skills portion of the test. The essential
skills scores increased by 8.7 percent, and the
story information skills decreased by 3.1 percent,

Tenth-grade reading skills scores remained the
same at 96.4 percent. The essential skills scores
Increased by 5.1 percent, and the story informa-
tion skills increased by 15 percent.

The significance of the test scores, however use-
ful, should not be over-emphasized, or used to
grgpare districts, board member Raymond Byers

“We have to be careful of not over-emphastzing
the MEAP because we would be guilty of aver-
cmphasizing something that shouldn't be over-
emphasized,” Byers said.

Nothing Is recession proof but
there are jobs — well-paying jobs —
even in a slow economy for those with
the right sidlls and background.

The trick is getting the comect
tralning and education to prepare
yourself, local job professienals say.

With more people eating out all the
time, it's little wonder that being a
chef i3 an occupation with great po-
tentlal — especially in scutheast Mi-
chigan where hungry consumers are
catching up with the cuisine scene in
other metropolitan areas.

Femon Feenstra, assistant dean
of culinary arts at Schoolcraft Col-
lege, sald there will be positions for
those who have the knowledge and
sidils to be an outstanding chef.

"But top-notch chefs are a minor-

- ity of the field,” he said. Those chefs

who pass muster can make between
$60,000 to $80,000 annually,

Like every job, there are less pleas-
ant aspects, "Ifyou go Into this occu-
pation, expect to work a lot of hours,
between 50 to 70 hours a week,”
Those hours include many weekends
and holldays, as well as odd evening
hours, he added. .

But being a chef {s more than be-
ing a good cook -~ It's creating me-
nus, buying supplies and managing
kitchen staff. "Probably only 10 to 20
percent {of people who pursue a ca-
reer as a chef) will have the necessary
requirements to move up the ladder.”

Most successful chefs will go
through at least a two-year culinary
training program, before going out
and hirilngonasan assistantundera
chef. “Many will round out that with
courses in accounting, business
management and quality control,

all goes well”

Restaurant managers — even fast
food managers - can expect salaries
ranging from $30,000 to $60,000,
but hours can be long, arduous and

_people in this occupation will often
work evening hours. .

Environmental whatever — engl-

nieers, geologists, managers —are in-
-creasingly imporiant ina society that

. is putting a premium ori waste man--

agement and environmental clea
nup, according to Ruth Grass, an
academic and career counselor at
Oakland Community College.

“The 1590s is seelng a big push to
gsave the environment,” she said, The
environmental engineers — those
who will design safer landfills and in-
cinerators and figure out ways to
clean up the messes of the past—will
be in great demand.

Job hours will be irregular, and
travel may also be required for people
In this fleld, she said, but the poten-
tialfor good pay will be high. Environ-
mental engineering is so diverse that
£t is difficult to give average salaries.

The schooling necessary for be-
coming an environmental engineer
requires at least a bachelor's degree
and probably a master's degree. “So
you're looking at four to elght years of
schooling.”

Thereis alsoa great need for quall-
fled executive secretaries, according

- toLori Wiiman, president of Widman
Personnel Division in Farmington
Hills.

Business has grown so much In
southeast Michigan that the market
has increased, but fewer people are
golng into the secretarial fleld, she
sald,

Part of the problem, she said, isthe
stigma attached to the word "secre-

tarial.” Secretary carries a connota-

tion of a low-paying. low- prcsuge.
subservient job.

That's not the case today. Widman

said. “Today, the executive secretary
has positioned herself as a profes-
sional — her fob is an extension of the
executive.”

Beyond typing and grammar

gkills, the executive secrelary must

pick up the slack for an executive, . -

screen the executive iérom unn$5-
ann ces and must ue
:;?ﬁdenugﬁ? “She {or he) must like
a challenge and thrive on stress —
you have to be career-oriented rather
than job-oriented.”
Quite often, the executive secret-

ary will have a two- tp four-year de-

gree in business or education.

Widman said the salary range for

the position is enormous, but on ay-
erage they can expéct bétween
$25,000 and $30,000 a year. “Some
will make in excess of $40,000,”

Workdays, while typlcally 9 to 5,
require frequent overtime in an ac-
tive, growing company. “The execu-
tive secretary has to be far more
worldly — you fly to Europe like you
used to fiy to Chicago,” she said.

Food processing plant manage-
ment and quality control, according
to Samuel Skeegan president of Roth
Young Personnel Service of Detrolt In
Southfield, is another occupation
that has great possibilities in the
1990s.

Skeegan sald plant managers and
quality control people are essential
because efficlency and quality are
just as important — if not more im-
portant —in ashrinking economy.

Exacting government regulations
mean that people in these positions
must be better educated which usu-
ally means a four-year degree in che-
mistry, microbiology or-natural scl-
ence as well as training in the specific
job.

New name for ‘right to die’ bills?

Newspapers Uke the HomeTown chain, we know,
have been buylng and using recycled newspapers for
reprinting. But what about consumer products?

In researching those guestions, we learned that find-
ing recycled products takes a little bit of doing, but it ts
do-ahle,

Print shop stock. slationery, copler machine paper,
fax paper, etc, are out there. For vague reasons, how-
ever, the prices are higher than virgin paper, sometimes
Insignificantly, sometimes considerably.

Another question —~Why? And f the costs are higher,
what's the consumer’s incentive to get Involved at both
ends of the recycling process?

We took our numercus recycling questlons toarum-
ber of people tnvolved In the recycling business, someas
envirorunentally consclous tndlviduals or group rep-
resentattves, some (n the business.

The experts, we found, don't agree, even about the
quality of the recycled product.
® LIBBY HARRIS of the East Michigan Envirenmen-
lal Action Council admits the price for recycled paper is
higher.

“You have to pay more but the prices are coming
down, but that's the way we measure costs. It's still
cheaper to buy paper made from virgin timber.

“In recycled paper you're paying for transportation
costs, external costs — the manufacturing plants are
not everywhere — those costs of production don't need
to be there.

"We're undervaluing virgin timber as we are land.
The costs of virgln timber have not made it to the
marketplace.”

A year ago it was impossible to buy recycled paper,
Harris sald, “but at least today you can get it.

*In general the cost Is half again as much. A ream of
virgin paper might costs $5-8$7. Recycled may cost

- $10-812. And the color choice isnt as good.”

The higher costs are a prohibitive factor for many
people, Harris sald, “but environmentally minded
groups and individuals llke EMEAC feel an obligationto
use the recycled stock.

“When we purchased stainless steel
tanks for fermentation and small French
barrels for aging some of our wines, peo-
ple began to label us ‘new wave,' * Boffa
claims, “But we have not broken with our

to maintain our identified style.”

Boffa believes that through the 100

years of Plo Cesare’s existence, spring and

dinner In our home, the most popular *

one being composed of greens, Itisan
appropriate accompaniment o most
entrees, stimulates the appetite and
provides essential vitamins, miner-
als and fiber.

It is a great asset and reasonable
filler to any meal. Traditionally, a
green salad is composed of greens
anda dressing, Any otheringredjents
should be kept to a minimum — they
should enhance and not dominate
flavors,

The greens available in the mark-
ets today are greatly varfed, Take ad-
vantage of them. A salad made every
night of iceberg, tomatoes and ranch
dressing gets old fast. Try romaine,
red or green leaflettuce, boston ores-
carole. Mix and match greens for an
interesting contrast in flavor and
{exture. .

The addition of fresh herbs to a
green saladis magnificent. Sweet ba-
sil lends its distinctive taste toa vari-
ety of dishes. Classically it has been
used with tomatoes, but it also en-
hances seafood, eggs, pasta and veg-
etables. Capers add a bite” to fish

and poultry salads and is good as a
h if used in small amounts,

Dill {a en excellent accompani-
ment to seafood and Is superb as an
augmentation toa simple oll and vin-
egar dressing, A most popular herb,

ey is useful for flavoring and
h. It is available fresh year
round in the markets.

Garlic and chives are strong in
aroma and taste and should thus be
used sparingly. Both are excellent
supplements to a simple salad. Use
fresh herbs whenever possible for the
best flavor.

Certain fruits, vegetables, sceds
and nuts go well also. Examples
would be orange or grapefruit sec-
tions, apples, pears, dried cherries,
artichoke hearts, mushrooms, red
onion, cucumber, poppy or toasted
sesame seeds, sunflower seeds, wal-
nuts, hazelnuts, almonds, bacon,
chopped egg and anchovies.

The importance of using an excel-
lent quality oil and vinegar cannot be
over-emphasized. A fine red wine,
rice or herb flavored vinegar can do
miracles for a salad, Olive, sesame,
walnut, peanut, or flavored oils lend

their distinctive flavors and add in-
terest when paired with the proper
herbs, greens and vinegars.

The top grades of olive ofls are ex-
tracted from the olives without the
application of heatand are called ex-
tra virgin. They are fruityand clean in
flavor. Olive oll flavors vary according
tothe country of origindue to the var-
jances in climate and soll. It is fun to
compare the different tastes from
Greece, France, Italy and Spain,

The nut olls are very strong and
should be used sparingly. Flavor oil
by adding a clove of crushed garlic
and allowing to sit for several days.
Or add curry powder and allow to
steep.

A successful salad depends on the
crispness of greens. Knowledge of
selection, storage and cleaning is es-
sential. Choose greens that are fresh
and crisp. Remove wilted, broken
and dark outer leaves. Handle with
care as they bruise eastly.

Wash greens well n advance of
service to allow some drying time.
There are numerous salad spinners
avallable and 1 strongly suggest the
purchase of one. Spinners with slot-

ted bottoms allow the water to run off
as you wash and spin at the same
time. Use moderately cold water.
There is nothing worse than biting
intoa gritty piece of lettuce, sabe very

thorough.

Wrap the greens ina clean kitchen
towel after spinning and store in the
refrigerator. Use within several days.
Leaves should be torn, not cut, tnto
bite-sized picces and totaily dry so
that the dressing will adhere to them.
Serve salads on cold plates to keep
them crisp.

Salads are extremely flexible crea-
tions. The combinations are endless.
Choose a salad to compliment the
rest of a meal. A salad can introduce
orend a meal, or be a meal in {tself.
With imaginative seasonings and fla-
vorings oll can beomitted and a salad
can play a role in reducing calories
and [at.

While many think joumalists
rank somewhere between used-
car salesmen and politiclans on
the popularity scale, tast week in
Southfleld the press recetved at
least a *B" from some of {ts tradi-
tonally harshest eritics.

Al a special panel discusslon
Nov. 14 at the Southfleld schools
complex, police, & prosecutor, a
doctor and victims of violent
crimes gathered to exchange views
on how the medla cover stories of
domestic violence and gexual
assault.

Hosted by the Society of Profes-
sional Journalists, the pane] dis-
cussion also included representa-
tives from local print, radio and TV
news organizations.

Perhaps to the surprise of the 25
or so journalists in the audlence,
the media did not end up on the
chopping block after all was sald
and done. Even more shocking was
who turned out to be the media’s
biggest proponents: thes victims
themszlves who had been covered
by the press.

Four years ago a young woman
was raped by an unknown assail-
ant who broke Into her home. To-
day that woman, Julie Frawley,
doesn’t mind talking about it — or
havingher name used — il that can
foster beiter relations between
other victims and the press. All in
all, she told the panel, the repor-
ters she dealt with were
“compassionate.”

Frawley wasn't contacted by a
reparter until a year afler the at-
tack, when the rapist was caught.
He turned out to be a serial rapist,
and suddenly she was wanted for
interviews. Admittedly, il was ¢a-
sler for her to talk about it sintce 12
months had passed, she said,
“You feel vulnerable enough
when you're attacked, and then
even more so in talking to reporters
about {t," satd the Macomb County
resident. "It's hard to describe your
feelings.”

Frawley likened her [rame of
mind to what a child goes through
who i3 afraid of “monsters coming

T cut from under your bed. [ fell that

way 24 hours a day for a long time
.| afterward,”

Frawiey also had some advice
for reporters, whom she admired
for belng the only people who could
“look her in the eyes” when talking
to her. "Assure me that I'm doing
something good by talking to you,
that I'm helping the public in some
way.”

A second panelist, who asked
that her name not be used, had a
different story to tell. This woman’s
plight never made headlines, but
| was shecking nonetheless. She
.1 and her three daughters suffered

Victims call papers
sensitive to tragedy

20 years of physical abuse at the
hands of her former husband
whom she divorced one year ago.

‘Though she never dealt directly
with the medla, her personal ex-
perience has given her rare insight
[nito how similar domestic violence
sltuaifons are reported. She
pointed to the coverage of the mur-
dered nurse from Berkely, Rose
Marie Kado.

The womnan, a Birmingham of-
fice manager, sald she identified
with the nurse somuch -- bothwo-
men had Chaldean husbands —
that "1 relived the last moments of
her life, the horror she must have
known."

Every day she and her daught-
ers would rush home to caich the
newsand read all they could onthe
slaying. she said, calling the cover-
age by TV and newspapers factual,
balanced and falr. The womarn said
she appreciated the fact that re-
porters weren't digging shame-
lessly Into the backgrounds of Lthe
nurse and her husband.

Particularly, sald the woman,
she was pleased that coverage of
the Rose Marie Kado case has not
succumbed to the level of reporting
that surrounded a grizzly death
last year in Macomb County. She
was speaking of the case where a
husband wasaccused of killing his
wife and storing her body In the
family freezer.

She said reporters who dug into
the murdered woman's back-
ground wrote storfes about her
less-than-virtuous life, including

aflalrs she'd had. The results were
articles that almost seemned to jus-
tfy the husband's actions, she
sald.

“Don't print stories blaming the
vicm,” was her advice.

Two other panelists, the parents
of a daughter who had been brut-
ally raped and murdered, had both
positive and negative things to say
about how the press covered their
highly publicized tragedy three
years ago.

Most in attendance had no trou-
ble remembering the case of

22-year-old Pam LaMoreaux, who

was found murdered en the bank
of Lower Straits Lake in Commerce
Township. Her parents, Elizabeth
and Duane LaMoreaux, are active
members of the Metro Detroit
chapter of Parents of Murdered
Children. Duane {s program
director.

Duane's first piece of advice was
actually more a trulsm.

“Right afler it's happened the
victim's family is in shock, and
probably won't lke your message
no matier what you say." Their
family attomey handled all initial
requesls for interviews. he sald,

The niews from Jefl Cohen is that
we're not getting all of it.

The executlve director and
founder of Falmess & Accuracy In
Reporting said during a recent jec-
ture at the Livonia Town Hall that a
lot of news 18 not belng writlen about
or seen In the media.

Corporate domination of the me-
dia, storfes “missed” by the press,
and news outlets that blindly swal-
low the government line were just
some of the subjetts discussed by
Cohen. The Town Hall audience, at

" Roma's of Livonia, iistened intently.

In a way, Cohen's appearance at
the Town Hall meeting rings with a
bit of Irony. This (s the same Jeff Co-
hen who in 1969 led a student pro-
test at North Farmington High
School to reperl the dress code.

The rebel had retumed, neatly at-
tired [n a blue sports coat and e,

espousing views that have not |

changed much from the late 1960s,
during the height of the protest
mavement,

“It's important to discuss the me-
dia in the United States,” sald Cohen,
a 1969 graduate of North Farming-
ton. “We're probably the most media-
dominated culture in the history of
the world."

When 98 percent of the house-
holds in the U.S, have television sets,
when two-thirds of the population
gets its news from TV, when more
than half of U.S, citizens can Identify
Judge Wapner from “The Peoplt’s
Court™ and less than 10 percent can
identify the Chief Justice of the Su-
preme Court, Cohen has a point.

So, General Electric’s ownership
of NBC, the merging of Time and War-
ner and Gannett’s ownership of 90
daily newspapers, 40 weekly news-
papers and 26 broadcast outlets
should be a concern - or at least
pose a question: Who really shapes
the news we read and hear?

Cohen belleves he knows the
answer.

His prime example s GE's owner-
ship of one of the country's largest TV
networks. Cohen said GE is one of
the leading weapons producers,
makes profits from “Star Wars™ tech-
nology and doesn't have a stunning
ervironmental record.

GE is also Tom Brokaw’s boss,

A major conflict of interest exists
there, in Cohen's opinion. Those who
own the media have a say In what's
reported.

Cohen estimates 25 corporations
dominate the media in this country.
If the present trend continues, he

“Tous at FAIR, GE NBC is
not the scariest thing,” Cohen added.
"What's scarier is GE was allowed to
take over one of the largest networks
and [t wasn't even debated in the
media.”

Missed stories are numerous, He
cites the savings and loan crisis, the
impact of the budget deflcit and the
actual number of civilians killed dur-
Ing the Panama Invasion as
examples.

But U.S. involvement tn the Per-
slan Gulf is where the medie has
been particularly remiss, in his opin-
lon. The press should have ques-
tioned the mililary’s objective from
the start of the crisls, he sald.

Instead, Cohen said, the media
was (oo busy pralsing President
George Bush in a jingoist fashion ab-
out how swilly he acted.

“Now It's too late,” he said. “The
question we should have been asking
from the start Is, ‘Are we willing to
risk tens of thousands of American
lives, in addition to innocent Arabs
lives, Ini order to protect the border of
Kuwalt? * :

News shows such as ABC-TV's
“*Nightline™ and PBS-TV's “MacNeil-
LehrerReport” have not sel agood ex:
ample. Part of the problem is the ex-
perts interviewed on these shows,

Cohen points toa study conducted
by FAIR oni “Nightline.” The group
studied 865 programs with 2,498
guesls,

The report released in February

Jeft Cohen speak on crrate control of the media

1989 concluded guests on the show
hosted by Ted Koppel tend tobe white
and male and members of the con-
servative povernment, or military
and corporate elites.

Some of the most [requent guests
included Henry Kissinger and Ale-
xander Haig (14 appearances as of
February 1989). Kissinger and Haig
have also been on “Nightline® during
the Persian Gulf crisis,

Cohen said minontles, who make
up a good portion of the soldiers be-
ing sent to the Persian Gulf, or people
like Ron Kovic, on whose story “Born
on the Fourth of July” Is based,
would offer differing oplnions.

Kovic was recently on “Nightline®
debating U.S. involvement in the Per-
sian Gulf with General William
Westmoreland.

“He {Kovic) did get on,” Cohen said,
“but he was treated rudely in a way
Herry Kissinger never would have
been treated.”

Cohen is 2lso critical of the print
media. He labels the New York Times
and the Washington Post “propagan-
dists” for the government, and said
unnamed sources oflen supply a
good deal of the news to those papers.

Daily papers, privately owned and
removed from the Washington scene,
doabetter job ofreporting on the Per-
slan Gulf crisls, he said.

FAIR was founded in 1986 to exa-
mine media bies, especlally a per-
ceived right wing one, The public In-
terest group is based in New York and

added, the number could dwindleto *§ "~

half a dozen.

Too much power concentrated in
too few hands is a threat to Liberty as
abasic tenet of conservative thought,
Cohen sald. Today’s conservatives
have not been critical of the current
trend, mainly, he said, because cor-
porations that own TV stations and
newspapers tend {o be conservative.

“They believe if corporations conti-
nually gobble up most of the medla,*
Cohen sald, *It will help conserva-
tives dominate the media and drown
out ather polnts of view, especially
those points of view that don't have
big money behind them.
