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Consent judgr

It was a long, tough war. But the
peace treaty may be signed tonight.

The city council Is expected to
have on its table a consent Judg-
ment with Lee Walter on the con-
troversial Briarwood Plaza develop-
ment at the northeast comer of Ten
Mile and Beck roads.

Originally, Walter heped te build
a 90,000 square-foot Great Scott!
supermarket, 48acres of additional
retal and a gas station on the ten
acres,

The agreement now under con-
sideration calls for 30,000 square
feet of retall, There is no restriction
astothe type of stores whichcanbe
placed there, but they must be com-
patible with the B-1, general busi-
ness zoning category.

“The size of the facllity wouldn't
accommodate a grocery store, but if
theycan fit it in, they could do that,”
sald Assistant City Attorney Dennis
Watson,

“Lee Walter mentioned a drug
store may go there.”

-1 agreed that a supermarket is not
'] likely for the land.

*Everything is in a {lux now but
given the size of the area that's
avallable for commercial it will be
‘| diicult to put a supermarket into
that property now,” he said.

Walter and members of Citizens
for Responsible Development (CRD)
are expected to be on hand tonight
to see firsthand if the swords will be
beaten into bulldozers.

“I think they've gone back and
forth, they've met with the deve-
loper a number of times, I think
they're basically satisfled with
what's beenproposed. There are se-
vencounclmembers and they'reall
individuals., Their discussicns
Monday will indicate what they
think about It."

The consent judgment includes
one entrance instead of two from
Ten Mile Road, a greater setback of

:Road, acceler-

mlanesonTen
Mile and Beck Toais, improved left
turn lanes and a by-pass street on
Beck Road for southbound. More
trees will be left on the comer.

Hyman said the Briarwood deve-
loper was not prepared to discuss
what he'll be bujlding on the hotly-
disputed site. The developer has
agreed to construct 81 detached
condomlniums adjacent to the
shopping center, rather than his or-
iginally planned apartment com-
plex. This would further reduce the
trafflc impact at Ten/Beck.

“The Briarwood people are not in
a position at this polnt to be dis-
cussing that, It's a settlement,
which means that i\)mu getless than
you hoped to get but the city gets
gives more than you expected them
to give. This is what settlements
are,” Hyman added.

Walter first applied for rezoning
of the 10 acres from general busi-
ness and residential io B-2, com-
mercial business in Cctober 1988,
The city 1967 and 1980 master
plans called for a neighborhood
shoppling center on the corner.

But due to traffic salety con-
cemns, residents in the area were in-
censed when the developer won the

48375

. rezoning, A referendum election in

June 1989 reversed the city coun-
cil's rezoning decision.

Walter filed a lawsuit in April
1989 challenging the legality of the
election and seeking a reinstate-
ment of his requested rezoning, as
well as monetary damages above
$10,000. Members of CRD weyre
subpoenaed by Walter's attorney.

“Twelve Oaks has a gigantic sign directing people to

The signs will be placed along1-86 if the exit {s closed.

However, Grubb said the widening of Novt Road *has
helped immensely,” and the exit may not have to be
closed,

Inaddition, he said, alessintense shopping rushand
a great deal of cooperation between the police and mall
officlals Is making the situatton much better.

Meet David Dixon, Renalssance
man of Northville schools,

“You're a well-rounded person,”
co-worker Joyce Ebvy told Dixon, whao
attends the University of Michigan by
day and cleans the halls of the Early
Childhood Center and administra-
tive offices by night.

A 10-year emplayee of Northville
Public Schools, Dixon recently fin-
ished a school project requiring him
towork with 38 students topublish a
newspaper deallng with a soclal
reality.

The conflict in the Middle East was
choscn as the soclal reality the group
would address. A newspaper, named
The Home Front, was completed and
mailed to Michigan service men and
women in Saud] Arabla asameans of
addressing the {ssue,

The newspaper was malled last
week to 4,500 soldlers.

As head of circulation, Dixon was
required to find the names and units
of as many Michigan soldlers In
Saudi Arabia as possible. He met
with little success from the Pentagon,
where officials told him such infor-
mation was classifled.

Thelr plight was mentioned in Bob
Talbert's column in the Detroit Free
Press, and that was how Dixon finally
recefved the names of Michigan's
soldiers.

The responsibilities for production
of the newspaper were shared by
everyone in the class, Dixon sald,

“We ail had to work together,” he
sald.

"We each had to wrile 25 pages of
paper total having to do with putting
together a newspaper.”

He’s a family man, janitor, future lawyer, poet to the middle east, more

The 25 pages could be written as
minutes of meetings or even letters.
Everyone wrote at least one story for
the newspaper,

But not everyone got thelr story
into what becamne a 24-page news-

paper. Dixon was among the pub-
lshed students in the class. A
poem Dixon wrote to the soldiers ran,
as well as a quiz he wrote challenging
his readers to guess what Michigan
city he was describing,

The city was his home town of
Jackson. The poem, titled *I'm Proud
of You,” was writtenasa tribute to the
American soldiers in Saudi Arabla
and s printed below as it appeared in
The Home FronL

I wonder, as you answer duty's
aall: And, lacing up your boots, gojoin
them all. Who's goal it is to build a de-
sert wall, I wonder {f you know I'm
proud of you?

As ‘Nightline” shows the image of
that place: I long to see a smile upon
your face. [ search, and though I may
not see a trace, I wonder if you know
I'm proud of you?

On long, dry, desert nights, when
winds blow hot: You may lie wide
awalke upon your cot. Alone, you ask
yourself, *Have they forgot?” I won-
der If you lnow I'm proud of you?

If with & darkness brings on
thoughts untrue, Search out the
dawn, where black skies turn to blue.
Aim thoughts toward home, and let
Your soul renew; And know within
your heart, I'm proud of you

An academically mediocre high
school career was [ollowed by a
somewhat short-lived college experi-
ence in Jackson. Dixon worked In
theater and later for Northville
schools when maintaining a career in

theater was not enough to pay the
bills,

“If you like food, theater is not a
good thing to get inte,” Dixon said.

Dixon worked for Northville as an
alde for bus drivers workingwithspe-
cial education students.

He returned to schoot after work-
ing for the district for five years. His
starting point was Schoolcraft Col-
lege, where he recetved an assoclate’s
degree in business.

With a 3.9 grade point average
under his bell, Dixon decided he was
ready for the Big 10. He was accepted
to the University of Michigan and ex-
pects to receive his bachelor's degree
in a year. He sald he sees law school
in his not-teo-distant future.

Dixonrelies on the one thing every
college student is familiar with to get
throuph late nights of studying: “1 do
drnk a lot of coflee.”

The fteld of journalism was never
in his plans, but he said he enjoyed
the experience.

“I'd never been really interested In
Journalism; that's why 1 wasn't that
enthusiastic about this project in the
beginning,” Dixon said. ‘1 didn't
think we would be able to do it.”

Doing it required the participating
students to ralse money for the pro-
fect. Two raflles raised $2,000 the
group used to publish one edition of
The Home Front,

As head of circulation, Dixon was
responsible for geliing the names of
soldiers and mailing the newspapers.
He saved around 400 capies.

He sald he is willing to send out
more coples of the newspaper if
Northville residents with relatives in
Saudi Arabla are interested. Dixon
can be contacted by leaving a mes-
sage through Northville schools.

The newspaper could be enjoyed
by anyone, Dixon said. But the {dea
was (o send it to Michigan's soldiers,

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Vigil mourns Montreal massacre

Lighting candles and singing “We
Shall Overcome,” women from North-

ville joined about 75 women and men
from cther parts of the state includ-
ing Wayne and Oakland county at a
candle-light service in memory of 14
fernale engineering students killed tn
Montreal a year ago.

The women were killed by a man
who, after belng rejected from the
Untversity of Montreal's School of
Engineering, entered an engineering
class and told the men in the class to
Jeave before callingthe women femin-
tsts and shooting them.

Northville resident Tracey Martin
was involved In planning the event
held at the University of Michigan's
Dearborn campus which brought
mixed feelings to sponsors attending

' from seven National Organization for

Women Chapters including Westem
Wayne County, Oakland County,
North Cakland County, Macemb
County, University of Michigan-
Dearborn, Detroft and Downriver.

“There’s a conflict of feelings,”
Martin sald. “We feel strength
through solidarity and bonding and
at the same time a sense of
helplessness.”

The sense of helplessness comes
from knowing we can expect many
more violent crimes will be commit-
ted against women In the future,
Martin said.

“It's going to happen again and
again and agaln,” she sald.

What happened in Montreal could
have happened as easily in Northwille
because the root of the problem lles
in an unspoken socletal understand-
ingofviolence by men against women
from rape and spouse abuse to mur-
der, Martin said.

“(The murders inMontreal) are not
an aberration,” she sald, “It's difTe-
rent in degree only.”

Outgoing NOW president Made-
line Hansen agreed, citing justifica-
tions of frustrated engineer Marc Le-
pine’s actions in last year's
newspapers,

Newspapers, she said, explained
the murders by citing the examples of
Lepine’s broken family, lack of
academic success and problems re-
lating to women..

By listing his problems newspap-
ers documented an undercurrent of
thought in society, Hansen said.

“Of course they deserved to die;
they were linked with the ‘F word,”
Hansen said. 'Thc ‘F word being fe-
minist of course.”

The issue 1s missed by discussing
Lepine's problems, Hansen said.

“As long as we keep asking why did
Markdo this —did he have a bad day
— we are asking the wrong question,”
Hansen said.

What should we be asking?

“The question we should be asking
iswhy we train half eur pepulatfon to -
be viclent and the other half to be
passive,” she said.

Scodeller added he was convinced
that was true because she was previ-
ously found [ncompetent to stand
trial.

Ingharn County Prosector Donald
Martin sald a pre-sentencing report
has been prepared for the court.

Kozdron, a 40-year-old mother of
four, was Incarcerated in the Ingham
County Jall following a high-speed
chase that ended on I-96 near Wil-
ltamston last February. She was sus-
pected of robbing an Okemnos bank
Just priar to her arrest and was later
charged. She remalned in jail Jast
week.

A hostage homecoming nears.

Almost four-and-a-hall months
after he was taken captive by Iragi
forces, former Northvilie resident Ke-
vin Bazner Is set to come home,

And according to Bazner's sister

Pati Heath, the media can prepare {o pa

take the preface “former” from Baz-
ners residental status.

1 know Kevin and (wife) Dawn's
plans are to come here,” Heath said.
“Davm just told me: *Pati, Kevin said
we didn't have to go back to
Malaysia.'

“l'want to go out to California to see
them. but ! think I'l just wait until
they come to Northville house-
hunting.”

The Bazners moved here [n 1984
and lived at 4615] Bloomerest in
Northvilie Township. Kevin Bazner is
vice-president of {nternational oper-
ations with Livonia-based A & WRe-
staurants. Inc

Heath sald Friday that her brother

could leave Iraq by mid-week — this
week. .

“The very latest Is, my mom (Virgl-
nia Bazner) called today and had
heard from Kevin,® she safd. “He's
fine and they're in real good spirits.
“Kevin's got his paperwork com-
pleted and they're waiting for the Ir-
aql government to complete their
perwork.

“He could be (released) in as little
as five days.”

“It's unbelievable,” she satd.

Heath can be excused for an ina-
bility to comprehend a possible
release.

Kevin, Dawn and their two child-
ren — along with thousands of other
westerners — became unwilling
guests of the Iragi government after
Saddam Hussein's troops invaded
Kuwait.

Dawn and the children were re-
lcased Sept. 2, and could only anxd-
ously await the conclusion of a
drama that began when their lay-
over {light to Malaysia was detained
in Kuwait.

For weeks, tensions seemed to
mount until war seemed inevitable.
But Hussein recently surprised the
world with offers to release the
hostages.

And now it appears that the anx-
ety is about to wither; the fears are
about to be calmed.

“We couldn't talk about this be-
fore, but we had been hearing from
Kevin sporadically,” Heath sald. “His
life had been more precarious the
first month after Dawn and the kids
were gone (but) all of a sudden . . .
they were exercising and getting
around.

“The picture (Friday. in the Detroit
Free Press) of Kevin locked great.”

Dawn Bazner was reunited with
her husband Thursday as she ac-
companied an Iraq-bound delegation
led by Detroit Roman Catholic Auwdli-
ary Bishop Themas Gumbleton.

For Heath, her vigll and meteordc
rise to local-celebrity status has al-
lowed her to spread the word about
her brother's plight. Local residents
have embraced her cause, too.

*It's so neat,” she said. “We were at
the Northville Victarian Festival and
people were so nice . . . hundreds of
people just stopped to say Kevin was
In their prayers.

“I know Kevin and Dawn enjoy it
here because this is such a neat little
town.”

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In May 1989, a 30-year-old truck
driver died in a steering-loss accident
in Ontarlo, The accident was traced
to a counterfeit bolt, manufactured
overseas, that was falsely marked as
meeting Society of Automotive Engi-
neer standards.

Today, automotive manufactur-
ers, including the Blg Three, con-
Unue to fighl counterfeiters of re-
placement parts. Companies esti-
mate that as much as $3 billion of the
$50billion peryear automotive alter-
market involves counterfelt or simu-
lated parts. The Federal Trade Com-
misslon translates this into 210,000
lost jobs for Americans, who weuld
be producing legitimate equivalents,

“Counterfeiting s the imitation of
something genuine with the inten-
tion to defraud or decejve,” said Mi-
chael Dinger, Chrysler product deve-
lopment manager. “Inmy five years of
fighting this problem, all counterfeit
parts | have examined were definitely
inferior to genuine ones.”

Counterfeit parts may originate
overseas, imported legally as generic
parts before being placed in counter-
felt boxes, or be made in the United
States. Original equipment manu-
facturers warn that these parts usu-
ally fail to meet industry or individual
company standards,

In other cases, called simulation,
parts of uncertain quality are offered

~ In “look-alike” packages. Baxes with

Motorcare and Autocralt labels, for
example, have been used to deceive

customers looking for Ford's Molor-
craft trademark.

The counterfeit and stmulation
problems need to be distinguished
from the current crash parts con-
troversy where less costly, but clearly
marked, parts are used In colliston
repairs, Dinger said, In this case,
automakers contend that such “im-
itation™ parts do not provide satisfac-
tory quallty of repairs.

Manufacturers, worried about
safety as much as lost sales and
reputation, are getting tough with
counterfeit parts makers and
distributers.

In April, Southfleld-based Federal
Mogul Corp. claimed success Ina of-
vil case against a Marysviile, Calif,
paris distributor doing business as
Mid-Valley Industrial and Hust Bros.
Inc.

The suit charged that Roy Lanza,
operator of both businesses, sold in-
ferior olf seals as Federal Mogul parts
he placed in counterfeit Federal-
Mogul boxes that he had printed.

“We discovered the preblem in
1988 when a customer of Mr, Lanza
tried to return the oil seals to Federal-
Mogul for credit,” said George
Bashara, Federal-Mogul vice presi-
dentand general counsel. “This prac-
tice, involving hundreds of thou-
sands of dollars of parts, had been
going on for at least three years.”

In a federal court-approved settle-
ment, Lanza adinitted fraud, pledged
to stop counterfelt practices and

“Federal-Mogul is no longer going to assume that this
is a cost of doing business and let it go at that.”

agreed to pay damages to Federal-
Mogul. The counterfeit parts and
boxes were conlfiscaled by the U.S.
Marshail's office.

Manufacturers have an ally in the
Federal Counterfelt Trademark Act.
Enacted in 1986, the act imposes
criminal penalties of up to five years
in prison and fines ofup to $250.000
for individuals and $1 miltion for bu-
sinesses dealing in counterfeit goods.
In contrast, thos¢ “simulating” ge-
nuine parts are subject only to civil
penalties.

The message for counterfeiters,
Bashara said, ls that “Federal-Mogul
{s no longer going to assume that this
isa cost ofdolngbusinessand letitgo
at that.” In the past, Bashara said,
Federal-Mogul feared bad publlcity,
but now will prosecute whenever it
carn.

In 1989, altermarket sales ac-
counted for 68 percent of Federal-
Mogul's eamings of $56 million.
Federal-Mogul components include
engine bearings, sealing devices, fuel
pumps, and lighting and electrical

tems.

Federal-Mogul contlnues vigl-

lance against counterfeiters with the
same strategles used by the Big
Three: constant checking ol products
in the field, Information programs,
improvements in packaging, and the
willingness to prosecute offenders.

InJanuary, a nationwide FBI sting
netted 30 counterfeit parts distribu-
tors. The FBI had been working on
the case with major manufacturers
for nearly three years, The investiga-
tlon Is continuing.

“Seven indictments have been
handed down, but no cases from Ja-
nuary have heen completely settled
yet,” sald Ken Myers, marketing
manager for Ford's Parts and Service
division,

While Myers sees less counterfeit-
ing from Ford's standpoint in the last
few years, he belleves that it “prob-
ably will never go away; there is too
much money to be made.”

Myers safd that counterfeit parts
distributors are getting more sophis-
ticated, with some using telemarket-
ing schemes to reach auto service
centers.

Both Chrysler's Dinger and Ford's
Myers belleve that counterfeit parts

*In my experience, no prosecu-
tions over the last four to five years
have Involved any legltimate parts
stores,” Dinger said.

Locally, auto parts dealers also see
less of a problem than in the past.
Scott Harthun, manager of South-
fleld Auto Parts In Southfield, said he
has never encountered any counler-
feit parts or offers of them.

“We also buy direct frorn manufac-
turers, so we are unlikely to have the
problem,” Harthun said.

Bob Morton, owner of Stem's Auto
Supply in Livonia, agreed.

“l am not aware of any prohlems
with counterfelt parts for the last two
ar three years,” Morton said. “Brand
name stufl s all I sell; other profects

Manufacturers crack down on parts

don't last.”

At Mid-5 Auto Supply In Livonia,
manager John Ginther said he may
be offered parts from independent
jobbers two o three times a year.
Ginther shles away, buying strictly
from established warehouses.

Morton and Ginther, each with
more than 20 years of experience In
auto parts, suggest buylng from
reputable stores and repairing cars
at well-established service centers
which are more likely to resist the
temptation of selling off-brand parts
as genuine.

*The problem is probably greater
away from the city, especially when
you are on a trip and need a repair,”
Morton said. He recommends carry-
ing routine replacement parts such
as belts or hoses when traveling.

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Berst energizes dulcimer

Mike Berst is aplly named.

A virtuoso hamniered-dulcimer player, he
takes an Instrument most often played in a soft
and pastoral manner, and tnfuses it with a burstof

energy.

Berst will be performing in concert at the Mar-

quis Theatre in Northville on Dee. 11-13.

For those unfamiliar with the hammered dul-
cimer, it Is an Instrument with a long history.
“It goes back te Persla aboul 2,500 years ago.”
sald Berst. At that time the instrument was known

as a sanltur.

It has strings fretted across a (rapezoldal
wooden sounding box, and when the strings are
struck with small hammers — not unlike those in-
slde a plana — the sound produced is samewhere

between a plano and a harp.

The hammered dulcimer came to America with
the British colonists, and saw [{s greatest popular-
ity in the Appalachlan Mountains region in the
mid-1800s. Only in the past scveral decades has

the instrument’s popularity waned.

“The dulclmer survived mainly in Michigan,”
sald Berst. “People are surprised to learn that the
best ones are made right here. [lwas Henry Ford's
favorite instrument, and he hada dulcimer player

on the Ford payroll.”

Berst also noted that the dulcfimer is generally
taught by ear and abservation, without formal les- .
sons or sheet music, and passed on from genera-
tlon to genecration. In that traditlon. Berst, a De-
trolt native, was taught by his father, who worked

in a dulcimer factory.

*] started out playing in clubs [or older people,”
he said. "I did the usual assortment of private par-
ties, and then festivals, art fafrs and cralt shows. 1
was a fixture at the Old Shillelagh (a Detroit night

More good news for Chaplin fans.
Media Home Entertalnment witl
quench your thirst for comedy with
its Chaplin six-pack — six lapes at
$19.98 each, or the entire set for the
price of five,

The collection very nicely compli-
ments the three 55-minute “Un-
known Chaplin® tapes released In
August, That footage demonstrated
Chaplin's techinque. *Unknown
Chaplin® contalns extensive sequ-
ences of Chaplin's experiments in de-
veloping comic routines for “The
Cure” — one of the selections in this
new set.

Running from 80 to 100 minutes
each, these six programs contain fust
over8!4 hours of early Chaplin, 250f
the 62 Alms he made for Keystone,
Essanay and Mutual Studios from
February 1914 through October
16817

Mack Sennett spotted Chaplin
playing in Philadelphia with Kamno
Komedy Kompany, a British music
hall (vaudeville) company, with
whom Chaplin had appeared for sev-
eral years. Interestingly enough,
Stan Laurel wes also a Karno alum-
nus. Sennett thought Chaplin was
very funny and put him under con-
tract for the calerxlar year 1914.

Appropriately, Chaplin’s first film,
“Malidng a Living" (February, 1914),
opens the first of these six tapes,
“Charlie Chaplin at Keystone Stu-
dios,” which includes four more of

the 35 fllms Chaplin made for Key-

stone that year.

So successful were those 35 films
that Chaplin was lured away from
Keystone by Essanay for $1,250 per
week, more than eight times his $150
weekly Keystone salary. The second
and third tapes in this set present
eight of the 15films Chaplin made for
Essanay fromJanuary 1915 through
April 1916,

The musical
selections range back and forth —
with no apparent theme — from "50s
“cool” Jazz, to schmaltzy orchestra
and elevator music with an occa-
sional [and appropriate) vaudeville-
style plano selection. In one case,
“The Champion,” the switch from
“cool” [azz to plano comes right in the
middle of a baxing match,

There's no sense to it whatsoever
and such weird selections throw the
visual rhythms off balance. The first
three tapesin this set are best viewed
with the sound level at zero.

Charlie’s first year at Keystone led
10 his lucrative salary at Essanay. By
April 1916, when he left Essanay, he
was an intemational starand Mutual
hired him for $10,000 per week —
beyond comprehension in 1916,

The 12 Mutual comedies are con-
sidered Chaplin's best and were pro-
duced from May 1916 through Oc-
tober 1917, when he left Mutual.
Some of Charlie’s finest routines and
cleverest comic comments are in
these )2 flms.

Despite the complaints about the
music and titles of the first three
tapes, this set has alot going for it. In
addition to some very funny stuff, the
visual quality is excellent for fllm of
that ega; - - .

FOOD
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Rice breaks
free from the
ordinary stuff

It was inevitable: rice, the food that is
relled upon as a dictary staple by more
than half the world's population, is begin-
ning to be appreclated in the United
States. .

There are more than 40,000 varieties of
rice in the world but only a handful of
them are changing the way Americans
think about this simple grain.

Walk Inte any trendy restaurant in
metropolitan Detroit and rest assured that
rice will have some sort of premier pre-
sence on the menu. With the exception of
Oriental eateries, plain old white rice took
the last slow boat to China and, it is
hoped, will never returm. In its place, the
new and coming rices o watch for will
have exatic names like Basmati, Texmati,
Wild Pecan, Arborfo, Jasmine and Black
Japonica.

Most common on the trendy rice circult
these days Is the very aromatic Basmati,
heralding from Pakistan and Northern In-
dfa. This thin, long-grain, cream-colored
rice fills the kitchen with an aluring
aroma from the minute it begins to cook
- an aroma which lingers all the way to
the table and stays on the palate.

Not to be outdone, the Americans have
since developed a strain similar to Bas-
mati .called Texmati. This domestic ver-
ston, grown In Texas, smells much like
popcorn and carries a typically nutty
flavor at about half the price of the im-
ported competition.

Arborio rice is a shart-gralned import
heralding from Italy. With ncarly 80 per-
cent of the rice eaten in’ America being a
long-grained version, the short grains are
gaining in popularity, mainly because they
are softer, stickler and, il anything, more
versatile in cooking. Their outer layer sof-
tens more readily and has a tendency to
absorb the flavors in the cooking medium

more than long grains. Aborio makes a

great rice used In the preparation of ri-
sotto, a classic creamy rice dish flavored
with chicken stock, butter and Parmesan

cheese.

Here's a rice that's creeping up in po-

pularity: Knoriko Wild Pecan. This aroma. |. .

tic rice grown in New Iberla, La., is
nelther wild nor tastes of pecans, but it
smells nutty when cocked, Mike Davis,
president of Conrad Rice Mill, the oldest
operating rice mill in the USA, says they
are called Wild Pecan because, “When we
think of nuts, we think of pecans, an
the best pecans are wild." :

Already appearing on the best-dressed
plates on the West Coast are telltale signs
of Jasmine and Black Japonica rices. The
Jasmine varlety is a long-grain rice that
cooks up like a short grain, soft and
moist. And. yes, it does have a faint
aroma of Jasmine, something that West
Coasts chefs are sporting as the latest
food trend.

The Black Japonica variety appearing
from Japan has unusually tinted indigo-
colored bran layers that leach out during
the cooking process, tuming the cooking
water and rice purple. Unfortunately, this
rice looks better than ft tastes and can

usually be found being mixed with ather

The Chrisimas yule log recipe traces its roots to Austria

Yule log cake warms hearts

Holldays in the Janes Gang home just
wouldn't be complete without the iradi-
tional log cake, otherwise known as a
Bushe de Noel or Baumstaum Cake, As fa-
miliar on the table as the sliced contents of
an Ocean Spray cranberty sauce can, this
luscious creation has always been the cen-
terplece of our dessert table, But the cake’s
heritage goes far beyond Its calorle-laden
nulmeat batter and artery-hardening
frosting.

To call this dessert a simple cake would
be like calling a Maserati a car. Steeped in
European folidore, the creation of this cake
brings with it many tales.

The term “Buche de Noel” is French.
“Buche™ translates into “log” while the
“Noel™ denotes “Christmas.” It didn't take

Tong for this heliddy tradition to go beyond *
territorial borders: ‘betatise research indi-

cates the Germdns have a similar cake
dubbed “Baumstaurm,” alsc meaning “log.”
Actual recipes are similar, but folilore

has it that the cake was invented when holi-
day revelers, traveling from home to home,

would carry a Jog that was presented to
each homeowner. The log, signifying the
[riendship between the visitors, was
promptly thrown on the fireplace, to bring
forth warm wishes for a happy holiday.

The travelers undoubtedly tired of carry-
Ing around all those heavy logs, and the
cake was created as a deliclous substitute,
Tradition declares the cake must be rolled
inthe shape of a log, complete with frosting
resembling the bark.

Her recipe was brought
directly from Austria from her immigrant
in-laws. [t was originally made usinganau-
thentic balance-beam-type scale fo mea-
sure the ingredients and had to be trans-
formed from metric to standard American
equivalencies.

Sure, there are other recipes that call for
box-mix chocolate batter and, if need be,
you could even cheat a little by using a
Betty Crocker chocolate frosting, but to
quote my sister directly, “The cake and fill-
ing itself Is rather simplistic, and when the
recipe calls for unsalted butler and not
packed but loosely measured nuts, for opti-
mum results, don't cheat.”

Personally speaking, I made the recipe
and found it [alrly easy, with the majority of
time spent on the actual rolling and frost-
ing.

Family bakes for 118 years

It was 1872 when German immi-
grant Anton Burghardt began selling
his crusty sourdough 1ye bread In
Detroit.

Down through the generations,
family members carried on the bak-
Ing tradition. They carefully guarded
the recipe’s “secret formula,” which
Anton Burghardt brought from Ger-
many where he had been a baker’s

apprentice.

Today, Burghardt's Bakery Is still
going strong, with a plant and retail
bakery in Livonia. Bob Burghardt,
great-grandson of the founder, runs
the 118-year-old family business.

*[ started working at the bakery
when I came back from Vietnam,”

- sald Burghardt, 47, of Northville. "T'm

the fourth generation.

“Everything happened so fast,” he
recalled. “My dad had a heart attack.
Iwas the only one available to keep

the business going. After [ got into it, I

felt the tradition was still there.”

Burghardt's stock-In-trade is the
sourdough rye, a hearty bread with
no preservatives, oll, fats or sugar,
The recipe has been known only to a
handful of family members through-
out the years.

The companyhas prospered by ca-
tering to the tastes of people who rel-
ish hearty rye breads and Old World
pumpernickels. Among the most
loyal customers are people from Ger-
man, Slovak and Pollsh back-

grounds, Burghardt sald.

“Its a hard-crusted bread,” he
sald. "It's different from ordinary
bread. People who lived in Germany
say this is the closest they can find
here." Burghardt learned to bake
bread from his father, Robert.

The eider Burghardt and a
brother, Joseph, operated the bakery
for many years. Both now are
deceased.

In 1978 Bob Burghardt moved the
business to Livonia. The scurdough
rye, which lasts for severaldays if re-

[rigerated, is versatile.

Smear on butter and savor the
slightly sour, chewy taste. Peanut
butter is a simple, tasty accompani-
ment. Or goall out with a stack of si-
Iced ham, topped with sweet onion
and slathered with hot mustard.

Around 4,000 loaves are baked
each week., Most are sold through
major supermarkets and indepen-
dent groceries In areas with a large
demand for European-style breads.

Burghardt also targets his market
by advertising in the Detroft Abend
Post, a German-language news-
paper. The sourdough rye is sold un-
sliced. It Is wrapped in plastic and
packed in a brown paper bag. The
price ranges from around $1.50 for
per one-pound loaf to arcund $2.50
for a two-pounder.

Burghardt's Livonia shop alse
sells avariety of otherbreads, includ-
ing pumpernickel, French, white,
wheat and cinnamon raisin.

During the holiday season Buurg-
hardt sells traditional German cook-

ies called springerle and pleffer-
neusse. Both are flavored with anise,
which has a subtle licorice overtone.
Both cookles are baked by outside
vendors and available only at the Se-
ven Mile Road shop.

“A little old man makes the spring-
erle,” Burghardt said. “The pfefler-
neusse cookies are made in Ca-
nada."The plefferneusse has a soft,
fresh texture and a delicate anise fla-
vor. It is covered with fluffy powdered
sugar. The springerle is stamped
with quaint, old-fashioned designs.
Both sell for $3.99 per pound, which
yields 24 to 30 cookles.

Burghardt aiso sells stollen, a
yeast-based Christmas colfee cake
studded with candied fruits. This,
too, is baked elsewhere,

Burghardt's Bakery is at 33309
Seven Mile Road, just east of Far-
mington Road. Hours are 9 a.m. to 5
p-m. Tuesday-Friday and 8 a.m. to 4
p.m. Saturday. Closed Sunday and
Monday. Phone 477-7153.

Tfmy could cite success stories of advertising going into a
market, how this was followed by a shift in purchase patterns,
in market share, in immediate sales.

But no one expressed the value of advertising as return-on-
investment until The Strategic Planning Institute did its study®
called PIMS (Profit Impact of Market Strategy) with the Ogilvy

Center forResearch and Development.
The study found that advertising near-

ly doubled return-on-investment! The
graph on the left makes it perfectly clear.

Brands that advertise much more
than their competitors enjoy an average
return-on-investment of 32 percent.
Brands that advertise much less than
their competitors average 17 percent.

The PIMS study provides the first
systematic evidence that links advertis-
ing, profitability, and growth. It draws
on more than 700 consumer businesses in
North America and Europe, spanning the
years 1970 to 1986—years of bothrapidand |
slow inflation, both good and bad yearsof, ,
thebusinesscycle.

The graph on the lower right shows
further evidence. It represents the com-
petitive performance of two actual
brands over a 10-year period, as analyzed by Robert M. Prentice, a
management consultant in advertising and marketing. He dis-
tinguishes between consumer-franchise-building (CFB) ac-

tivities (whether advertising or
promotion)} and non-CFB activities.

Brand A used predominantly price-
incentive promotions. Brand B spent
approximately the same amount.
However, most of the money went into
consumer-franchise-building activities—-
particularly advertising and promotion.

In the first year, the two brands were
nearly even in their category. But after 10
years in which they took dramatically
contrasting approaches to the spending
of marketing funds, they ended up in
remarkably different positions.

Brand B had become a resounding
success, not only in terms of its sales per-
formance versus Brand A, butalso in
terms of its contributing profitstothe Jizz il oot &
company.

For brand franchise owners and managers, the insight into
how advertising contributes to profitability will be as interesting as
how much it contributes. |
