The design of award-winning
Parkview Elementary School re-
cetved further accolades Thursday
when a group of Chinese educators
visited the school.

“A paradise for the kids® and "a
dreamland for the children™ de-
scribed the impression the bullding
feft on Jirm Wetxian, a district super-
intendent {n Tianfin, China.

Tlan|in s the third largest city In
China located to the southeast of
Beijing.

The 18-month-old Parkview
Elementary School bullding won a
national award for design on Its
opening from the American Assocta-
ton of School Administrators.

Weldian agreed, speaking through
a translator, that the bullding is well
deslgned, and said the school's un-
ique style makes the building conve-
nient and practical.

School superintendent Cui Fu-
hang has 1.4 million students filling
4,000 bulldings i his Tian{in school
district. Fuhong would have to see a
different school In his district every
day for 12 years (f ie hoped to see all
the bulldings.

None of the 4.000 schools in his
district are like Parkview, at least not
yel, Fuhong said. He praised the de-
sign of the bullding as practcal.

The fve-member delegation came
tothe U.5. as part of an ongoing edu-
calional exchange program. They
came at the Invitation of the L'Anse
Creuse school district in Mt,
Clernens.

Mostofthe week was spent visiting
UAnse Creuse school bulldings. The
delegation was expected to spend the
weekend In New York before return-
ing to China teday.

L'Anse Creuse principals Don Jor-
dan and Chen Chang have visited the
Crient in the past.

"We are Just reclprocating,” Jor-
dan said. “We have set up a network
of sister schools with Talwan.”

The group that visited Novi Thurs-
day was the second group to come
from China to Michigan, Jordan said.

I hear that & natonal test out of
Washington D.C. is going to be given
to every child in our schools. Spoak-
ing as a teacher, we already have
enough testing In our schools. Will
this new nstional test serve any

pumosa?

Depends on who you talk to.

Some believe the new national
testing program is a significant maove
by Washington for more national in-
fluence and possibly more control of
state education agencies and local
schools.

Indeed, President Bush has a na-
tional Educational Goals Panel glv-
ing much time and effort to an ex-
panded national assessment test,

There are those in Washington
who belfeve that student leamning
would be greatly enhanced if each
state and our 83,000 schools would
all agree on nationa] goals, on a ma-
tional curriculum.

The inference by some in
Washington is that each state and
each school district 1s a kingdom
unto itself. That educational goals
and curriculum vary as much as one
superintendent'a style can vary from
another’s,

However, the war drums are beat-
ing ih many local school districts,
The message (s always the same,
local control of cur own destiny —we
know our students and what is best
for them.

Education's most powerful
teacher/curriculum group, the Asso-
ciation of Supervision and Currieu-
lum Development sees little value in
the national assessment test, Execu-
tive director Gordon Cawelti believes
there is already too much testing
which takes too much time from
what fs really important, dassroom
instruction.

In Michigan, we have the Michigan
Educational Assessment Test
(MEAP), standardized tests, locally
developed Criterion Reference Tests,
the SAT, ACT, and others,

Carried to the extreme, those op-
posed to more testing would say:
“Knowledge of lousy. results is not a

" motivator or healer, Let's spend the
millions of dollars that will go inta
this national testing program into
funding programs that have proven
successful in ralsing student
achievement.”

You ask if this new national as-
sessment test will serve any purpose,
It's not new, It {s stmply an expansion
of the National Assessment of Educa-
tional Progress (NAEP) testing prog-
ram which has been going on for 20
years. .

Frankly most teachers, most
building principals and many central
office péople are not even aware —
some don't really care — about the
testing results of the NAEP. Why?

There are no diagnostic results
-that a building principal or teacher
can use to improve the learning of
specific children in the building. And

the child is usually the focal point of
the quality principals and teachers,
not natlonal test results.

ment test,

This type of information {s most
valuable and a national test brings
this evidence to the educational lead-
ers’ attention.

The political problem for many is
thatanational testwill result ina na-
tional report card for each and every
school district, information which
can be used for comparison purposes
by citizens, This will not be a problem
says Washington, the report will' go
directly to just your own school
district. :

The Michigan Department of Edu-
cation promised that Individual
MEAP teat results would not be pub-
lished, that the MEAP tfwt was for

for local district use for program
glgrovemcnt. The “sunshine law’
changed that, and rightly so. Today,
every Michigan school district com-
parestheir MEAP results to other dis-
tricts whether they like what they see
or not. ol

On the other hand, some educa-
tors see nothing wrong with school
districts comparing test results, San
Diego Superintendent Thomas Boy-

sen stated in Educationa] Weekly -

About $2.3 million In motor vehl-
cle bonds were sold to pay Farming-
ton Hills' share of the first segment.
The Oakland County Road Commis-
sion contributed the engineering, en-
vironmental assessment, inspec-
tons and helped coordinate pay-
ments to the Novl contractor,
American Construction & Ma-
nagement Co.

City oflicials have long planned to
widen the oflice corridor — home to
many national and iInternational cor-
porations — not only to relieve trafflc
congestlon, but also to boost
development,

Improvements on Twelve Mile also
are necessary for the long-discussed
Haggerty Connector, which Is still in
the planning stages.

The secorii one-mile phase, from
Halsted to Haggerty, Is supposed to
be built next year. The city recelved a
$3.6 million matching grant from the
state transportation development
fund earlier this year.

This phase is expected to be more
expensive because "the ground con-
ditions are worse and the Seeley
Drain runs through there,” Call said.

The
environmental assessment, which
covers the area west of Drake to Hag-
gerty Road, is available for review at
the Farmington Hills and Nowvi ibra-
ries,

The third phase of the boulevard
would run from Drake to Halsted.
But that area Is not experiencing de-
velopment and would not qualify for
the same grant used for the first and
second phases.

After years of disappointment try-
ing to get Twelve-Mile improvements
moving, the Farmington Hills Eco-
niomic Development Corporation lent
a hand. In 1988, the EDC financed
and completed a computerized right-
of-way plan for the boulevard.

Think of it as retooling.

Cramped guarters and changes in
health care are prompting a $30 mil-
lion. multi-phase expansion prog-
ram that will add another 130,000
square feet to 25-year-old Botsford
Ceneral Hospital,

“Now is the Ume. We feel it’s quite
essential to us that we retool similar
1o what the auto Industry faced sev-
eral years ago,” said Peg Relhmer,
vice president of planning, marketing
and corporate development at the
Farmington Hills hospital.

Expansion and renovation will be
financed with a new public fund-
raising campalign, some of the hospi-
tal's own money and with tax-exempt
bonds issued by the Farmington Hills
Hospital Authority.

By 1993, two new buildings will be
added to the medical complex and by
1894 areas of the existing hospital
are expected to be renovated, Nonew
beds will be added to the 336-bed
hospital.

“Beds are not where it's at. There's
a lot of indications there are a suffl-
clent number of beds in the reglon,”
Reihmer sald.

Botsford {s retooling to meet in-
creased emergency services and out-
patient care, Technological changes,
for example, have already made
Botsford's operating rooms toosmall.

Emergency services and outpa-
tlent care are hot areas for hospitals,
now and in the future.

‘The days of long hospital stays are
over. Today, hospital patients gener-
ally are slcker and have shorter hos-
pital stays. A lot of care, including
diagnostic testing, surgery, rehabiit-
tation, for example, is provided
through outpatient services.

Because some people lack com-
prehensive health care [nsuyrance
and others do not consistently visit a
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doctor, urgent care services — un-
scheduled, {mmediate need for
health care — has Increased.

“‘Cur emergency department is
very busy. We want to meet all needs
of these people. We are not meeting
all these needs as we would like to
and at a price structure where you
reco a trauma versus a sore
throat,” Rethmer said.

Botsford saw a big jump In
emergency services when Redford
Community Hospital on Grand River
closed, and expects more visits when
Crace Hospital closes next year.

An average 30,000 visits are made
to Botsford's emergency room annu-
ally. The expansion, Relhmer sald,
will accommodate an average 40,000
visits,

Botsford plans to modernize

Increased eflficlency is expected as
a result of the expansion though
some new jobs are also anticipated,
Relhmer said.

In the old days, competition was
pretty much restricted to status, now
it's having enough business volume
tomaintaln the hospiial and investin
the ever-changing technology.

One of the niew butldings — on the
east side of the complex between the
existing north and south towers and
the administration building — will
provide more space for emergency
services and inpatient surgery on the
first floor, The second floor wilt be de-
voted to medical records, laborato-
ries and supplies. Parking will be in
the basement.

The cther new building, near the
professional bullding on the west
slde, will house expanded outpatient
and recovery services, The third floor
of the building will be avallable as re-
ntal units for physiclans.

Hospital officlals expect to get the
required certificate of nneed from the
state Department of Health by Janu-
ary for the new west-end bullding
with construction sometime next
year. The expansion, including reno-
vations to the existing building are

Experts predict occupancy will remain low for three years

Occupancy rates and average
da!.iy room charges for hotels in
‘metro Detroit are expected to decline

‘during 1980 for the third year in &
vow, according to a study compiled
by the accounting/consultng firm of
BDO Seidman.
' That's good news for business
iravelers heading here and locals
‘Who enjoy getaway weekend pack-
‘ages. Oversupply generally leads to
competition and top value for the
dollar.

But the decline isn't especially
good news for hotel operators and,

Firms need better sales letters

<. A a freelance writer and market-
ing consuitant, lamfrcqucntlya.skcd
to prepare company proposals, bro
chures and other written matcrials
for organizations of all sizes. Regard-
less of the project, one question never
fatls to come up: "How can we write
better sales letters?”

Unlike letters addressed to indivi-
duals, sales letters are designed to
reach large nnumbers of current and
potential customers at the same
time, They must capture readers’ at-
tention and Interest while further
convineing them to do whatever it is
you have asked. As a result, writing
better sales letters requires much
more than a unique writlng style to
be effective, The following guidelinea
will help those who want assistance
in this area.

Before you stari, put yourself in
the right frame of mind. Anyone who
recetves promotional material ex-
pects to be scld on something and
wﬂl throw your letter out if they have

to waste time trying to discover what
it is that you want. The purpose of
any sales ietter Is to sell the audience
— and to sell them right away.

Next, the opening of the letter can
make or break its overali effect. It{sat
this point where recipients decide to
keep onreading or file your letter into
the wastebasket. Any opening re-
marks, headlines or introductory pa-
ragraphs must get attention and ar-
ouse Interest if you want your audi-
ence to read one.

Little-known facts, “startling” sta-
tIstics and quotable quotes that per-
tain directly to the point of your letter
would be appropriate to use in this
section, And whatever you do, don't
start off your letter with salutations
such as "Dear Loyal Customer,”
*Dear Neighbor,” or other meaning-
less greeting. It’s already obvious ta
the reader that a sales letterisnota
personal letter, -

Maintaining reader attention until
the letter ends 1s a trickier proposi-

tion, yet itis possible when you make
your point Immediately, expand
upon it and wrap it up. Don't waste
words or include additional informa-
tion that causes you to stray from
your original paint. If you want your
materal to promote a particular pro-
duct or service of your business,
don't confuse your readers by men-
tioning everything else that you offer.
Your company brochure is meant to
be used for this purpose, not your
sales letters.

Also plan your letter so it will be
written from the readers’ point of
view. Why should readers call you for
an appointment, visit your shop or
buy your product/service? What
makes you any different (and better)
than the competition? How reputable
are you? The answer to these gues-
tions explaining the benefits of doing
business with you ensures that your
sales letters will be written from the
proper perspective,

*If it was $500 more, | wasn't going
todelt, but $181s nothing for a cause
that's worthwhile,” McEwen said.

*[wasn't surprised. Too many peo-
ple think that i's too expensive.
That's just the perception.”

McEwen has since begun a cam-
paign to persuade Henry Ford Hospl-
tal totake an active part in “the green
challenge,” and adapt a system-wide
use of recycled paper and other
products,

If not recycled, those batteries
have the potentlal to contaminate
soll and water with sulfuric acld and
lead.

BClI also discovered that while 65
percent of us realize batteries are re-
cyclable, 45 percent of us don't know
how.
