The State Board of Education wil l 
promote -achodii of choice" between 
public schofd dlstilcts as well as 
within them. 

The eight-member boaid said It 
- will ask the Michigan Leglslatuie to 
provide Incentive funds forpUot prog-
rams. I h e board Itself vowed last 
week to give technical assistance to 
dlstilcts wishing to develop choice 
programs. 

Last Wednesday's vote was unani­
mous although lame-duck Democrat 
Rollle Hopgood of Tajior dearly had 
reservat ions . "The Legis la ture 
should make equity happen before it 
makes c h o i c e happen ,* s a i d 
Hopgood. 

NoUng Uiat some of the state's 560 
school districts spend as little as 
$2,500 per pupil while others spend 
$8,000plus , Hopgood fears stu­
dents wil l abandon poor districts and 
fkick to r ich ones. 

'I don't see them fleglslators) mak­
ing any strides on equity," said Bar­
bara Roberts Mason, a Lansing 
Democrat. "At the same Ume, I see 
students who could beneQt from 
dlolce." 

Under "schools of choice," parents 
may choose to enroll their children In 
any school. 

Ihe idea is favored, by busljwss-
people in particular, as a method of 
breaking the monopoly of the neigh­
borhood public school and foit±ig 
schools to compete In the marketp­
lace for students. 

The plan was pioneered i n New 
York C l l / s District 4, Spanish Har­
lem, where administrator Sy Fllegel 
credits Itwlth ralslngjunlorhlghstu-
dent performance dramaUcally. 
Some schools even developed spe­
cialties such as science and the per-
forming arts. 

Minnesota adopted It gradually 
beglniling l n 1987, made It lnandat-

oiy i n 1989 for districts with more 
than 1,000 students, and imple-
mented it statewide last fall. 

The state House of Representa-
ttves in Februaiy rejected. 61-36, a 
Voluntaiy Intra-dlstrict schools of 
choice plan. Politically, at this point, 
the prospect of an inter-district 
choice bill appear even dimmer. .And 
with state revenues falling, the pros­
pects of finding money for pilot prog­
rams is dimmer yet. 

Hopgood, an .American FedcraUon 
of Teachers staff member, lost an 
amendment that would put funding 
equity ahead of schools of choice. 

"Rollle, you are the father of this 
goal. I applaud your passion," said 
Barbara Dumouchelle. a Republican 
from Crosse Ue. 'Bu t this (choice) 
may be the opportunity for students 
to seek the eqi11ty that politics have 
denied Uiem. They would be voting 
with U1elr feet," she said. 

Hopgood had another fear 'Are 
schools of choice going to be ways to 
recruit good footijall teams?" 

T h e y could," said Donald L. Be-
mls , superintendent o f publ ic 
InstrucUon. 

The board's resolution said state-
funded pilot programs are needed to 
work out prciilems of program plan­
ning, the role of parents, pupil trans­
p o r t a t i o n , m i n o r i t y b a l a n c e , 
counse l ing , b u i l d i n g dec i s ion ­
making, and co-currlcular acUviUes.

Schools of choice might sound

BeU said. 

Not so, said Northvllle resident 
and Citizens for a Better Northvllle 
member Jeff Hampton

Bell said opcn-maiicet theotes 
can not successfully be applied to 
educat ion as they w o u l d to 
commeroe. 

But it 's competition in an open 
inarket that could make schools ef-
flclent, Hampton said. 

"Once the public schools have to 
start competing they w i l l get 
efficient. 

'If you take a look at what private 
schools are doing. They are operat­
ing at one-half to three-fourths of 
what it's costing pubUc schools to 
do it. 

"They're terrified of having to 
compete wi th private schools, "niey 
realize they'd be losing kids In 
droves." 

NorthvlUe's tax base and its sup­
portive conlmunity woidd make 
Northville schools desirable fw pa­
rents in poorer, less technologically 
advanced disUicts. BeU said.

A sUght majority of WaUed Lake 
School District dtizens beUeve the 
disblct has made strides in impro­
ving its image, a new poU shows. 

Citing better teachers, higher stu­
dent achievement test scores and an 
improved cturlcuilum, among other 
improvements, dtizens gave the dis­
trict high marks i n a survey by Pro-
Ject Outreach, tiie opinion research 
arm of the Mich igan Board of 
Education. 

Fifty-two percent said the district's 
- image is improving, compared to 32 
percent who beUeve it Is staying the 
same. Only 6 percent said the image 
is declining, whUe 9 percent didn't 
know. 

"I waJs iavorabty Impressed with 
the survey." saM school board Presi­
dent Esther Mclnnis . "Ireally thlnkit 
confirmed the fact that we're on the 

move to bigger and better things-" 
The survey, conducted i n late Sep­

tember ^ d October, was based on 
telephone interviews with nearly 400 
dtizens in the nine communities, in ­
dudlng West Bloomfleld. that the 
distilct serves. Project Outreach de­
signed the survey and analyzed the 
flirulings. Local volunteers made the 
telephone caUs. 

The siBvey strongly indicated that 
WaUed Lake district residents believe 
their schools are better tha1L or at 
least as good as. other schools in 
Oakland Coiuity. 

Forty percent said Walled Lake 
schools are better than other county 
schools, whUe 39 percent said tiiey 
are about the same. Only 6 percent 
beUeve the local schools are worse; 
others are undedded. 

When asked to assign the district a 

letter grade, two-thfrds of those 
poUed gave it an "A" o r ' B . " None gave 
it a faUlng m a i ^ 

Thirteen percent saki the school 
system deserved an ' A . " whUe 53 per­
cent gave it a " B . " Fol1rteen percent 
a s s i ^ c d it a "C" grade, and 1 pereent 
gave it a *D." T w e n t y percent couldn't 
dedde. 

Most dtizens appeared to have at 
least some degree of confidence ln the 
elected school board melnbers and 
the school district's administration. 

Seventeen percent said they have 
a -great deal" of confidence i n the 

school board, whUe 52 percent said 
they had ''some" confidence i n the 
board. Five percent had "vety little" 
confidence, 3 percent had "no" corlfl-
dence, and 22 percent couldn't 
dedde. 

The numbers were si1nilar for the 
district 's school administration. 
TVenty-two percent had a great deal 
of confidence in adminlstratora; 51 
pencent had some; 5 percent had vety 
Utile: 2 percent had none, and 20 per­
cent ccHildn't dedde. 

WhUe only 4 percent of those 
poUed said the distilct does an "excel­

lent" Job of managing its money, 39 
peicent said lt a o e a a "good" job. 
Twenty-five percent beUewid the dis­
trict does a "fall* Job, whUe 6 percent 
said it does a "pijor" Job a n d 25 per­
cent coukin't dedde. 

WaUed Lake teachen drew much 
support In the survey, which found 
that 61 percent of respondents are 
veiy satisfied with teachers. Thfrty-
seven percent are somewhat satis-
fled, arid 2 percent are somewhat dis­
satisfied. None said t h ^ are very 

dissatisfied. 
When asked to identity the one 

thing that the district could do to 
further improve, 9 percent caUed for 
stricter dlsdpUne and 8 percent sug­
gested curriculum changes. Those 
were the top concems,

"BuL we arent here to 
iliaxlmlze profits wi th every parcel.* 

The rezoning proposal was made 
by owners of the parcel, Mary J o 
McGrail and Felix Valbuena. I h ^ 
asked that cranmlssionerB n o o m -
mend a change of zoiling f a r the par­
cel from residential a^ lcu l t i l ra l to 
one-family residential district 

Valbuena told Commissioners that 
he and McGrai l woilld like to devek>p 
one-Camily homes for the site. He said 
the homes would be In the pdce 
range of about $200,000. 

T o develq) this small parcel we 
would need at least 18 units.* V a l ­
buena said. 

Attempts to change the zoning 
have been made by himself and 
afcGrail over the last six years, he 

said. Valbuena said responses from 
Brandon Rogers, the c i y s planning 
consultant have been vague on the 
Issue. 

"We want to develop the property." 
he sakL "But the present zoning cre­

It's Whlrly baU. it's ln Weat Bloom-
fleld. It's drawing crowds from as for 
away as Tlny, Southfleld. Birming­
ham. DctiDlt and Mount Clemens. 

And lt Works Uke this. 
Two teams of five members each 

cllmb lnto red and yellow bumper 
cars parked on opposite ends of an 
80- by 50-foot liidoor court. They 
took at each other nervously. 

In their handa they hold plastic 
Whlrly ball scoops that they Wlll use 
lo try to retrieve a plaSUc ball that re­
feree Tom Bencvldes ls about to toss 
out from a balcoiry above. 

The a^11y of Waiting. 
Suddenly a bu22cr sounds, Bcne-

vldes throws the ball, and lO bumper 
cars move at maddening speeds of 6 
mph toward center court. A i r d team 
member scoops up the ball, avoiding 
the urge to touch it With his hands. 

That Woilld be a penalty. 
Red team members toss the plas­

tic ball back and forth as they head 
down the court toward a red back­
board thathas a hole and a net In its 
center. The aim ls to hit the net and 
score 2 points. 

Soimfis easy. 
It's not. 
The yellow team gets the retwund, 

and the bumper cars, crashlilg Into 
one another, begin the cross-court 
Journey to the yelloW backboard. 

"The big zero.' Bencvldes yells into 
a n1k:rophone as a yellow team mem­
ber misses the goal. 

And so It went Thursday night as 
Workers from Blue Cross-Blue Shield 
paid $120 an hoilr to rent a Whlrly 
ball court at the new Whlrly Ba l l West 
on Drake Road, south of Walnut 
U k e , in West BloomJQeld. 

That seems expensive, but not 
When you have 20 or so players chip­
ping in . 

Teams can score ln tWo Ways—by 
making shots or acquiring pena l^ 
points assessed against the opposing 
team for such iiiifractions as goal-
tending or causing collisions at ex­
cessive speeds. 

Teams can cause turnovers for 
various reasons, such as When a 
team member M s to pass the ball 
wlthln 20 seconds or When the team 
doesn't shoot Wlthln 30 seconds. 

There are even technicals. Don't 
harass the referee or you lose 2 
points; a second offense shaves 4 
points from the score. 

T h i s isjust great great fun.* said 
Hlmanshu Desal o f Orchard Lake, 
who played Thursday for the first 
time. T o u get to enjoy the teamwork, 
and lt also gets rid of your aggres-
slons. But lt takes time to get the 
hang of it." 

Che iy l Kavanagh of T r a y had 
iriayed foi1r times before. "It's a lot of 
f i in," she sald. 'They should open a 
lot m o K of these for entertainment." 

Rtehard Poihola. a 35-year-old 
bus ines sman from Royal Oak, 
sought a franchise from the Las 
Vegas-based Whlrty Bal l Intema-
tkmal and leased two tennis courts at 
the Centaur Racket Club, transform-
lng them into the first Whlrly ball 
courts in Oakland C o u n ^ . 

Centaur's owners had found that 
they couW fill only six of thefr eight 
tennis courts. 

Porbola had opened the first 
whl i ly ball d u b i n Michigan five years 
ago In Mount Clemens. He'd heard 
about the sport frx>m his brother, 
S tanley , of A l a s k a , where the 
10-year-old game had al ready 
caught o a

Two years ago, Porhola sold a 
franchise in A n n Artxir. West Bloom-
field seemed like the next logical spot 
for a dub; people from this area Were 
going to the other dubs to play. 

"It's an all-around sport that men 
and women can play competitively," 
Porhola said. "The bumper cars 
make them equal." 

Most whfrty ball games are played 
i n 18 minutes, and the dock never 
stops. Porhola requfres a minimum 
one-hour reservation, though some 
groilps rent the courts for as maiiy as 
four hoilrs. 

People 10 years or oWer may play, 
but most of the partidpants are 
adults. Many organize company 
games In whlch the competition may 
pi t manage r s aga ins t h o u r l y 
workers. 

These people get pretty serious 
about It." said Bencvldes. a former 

Florida resident Who also worked at a 
whfrty bal l center there. He's seen 
some Florida leagues play hour-long 
games i n Which the scores topped 
100 points. As local enthusiasts frn-
prove at the game, he hopes that 
leagues wil l spiring up here. 

Porhola, with several business 
partners, spent between $300,000 
and $400,000to start the twfri courts 
at Whfrty Ball West, where games 
may be played from 9 a.m. to 4 a.m., 
seven days a Week, by maldng 
reservations. 

Thus far, onty 18 whii iy ball cen­
ters have sprung up i n the United 
States, said Porhola, who's proud 
he's behind the three fiirmchises In 
Michigan. 

'Ou t of 18 fri the nation, fve got 
three." he said. "What the hell. Fm 
havfrig fim."

Wlth easily recogtilzabk styles. 

Veuve (widow in FVench) Clicquot 
was the first woman to rise to power 
in Champagne and ls often regarded 
as the first businesswoman of the 
modem era. 

Widowed at 28, NIcoIe-Barbe 
Ponsardfri-Cllquot was determined 
to cany out her husband's cham­
pagne business plans. 

Hiough inexperienced i n commer-
d a l affairs, and In an age (eaii)r 19th 
centui^^ when commerce was con-
sldercd socially Improper for wcunen, 
the yoimg wlfkw was undaunted i n 
her efforts to capture foreign 
markets. 

Veuve Clicquot was an early mas-
ter of marketing slogans. With her 
motto. "One quality o n l y . . . the fin­
est," she sent her sales agents 
woddwlde. 

In 1814, a secret shipment ofher 
champagne to Russia was her great­
est coup. She triumphed Where 
others did not dicam to venture. 

Until Madame Clicquot's time, 
champagne was a doudy wine wlth 
dead yeast sediment. No one dared 
drink the last drc^. 

CfHivlnced that a oys ta l clear pro-
duct would enhance c h a m p a ^ ' s 
reputation, she concentrated wlth 
the help of her cellaimaster on 
achieving thls. 

Together they developed the pro­
cess known as remuage or riddling. 

Accordh1g to legend, bottles Were 
positioned With the necks lodged In 
holes cut l n the widow's Wooden 
kitchen table. By shaking and rotat-
frig each bottle dally, she forced the 
unwanted deposit into the neck, 
settled against the cork. 

Today, riddling Is an essential part 
of champagne production. 

While champagne toasts have long 
been used to celebrate special events 
and good health, several supersti-
tlona have also become associated 
wlth champagne. 

Afraid the dcvll would enter thefr 
bodies wlth the wlne, and bellevlng 
the noise would scare him away, 
superstitious people clinked glasses. 

Today, FVench lovers often intert­
wine fclrearms wdlile sipping cham­
pagne after a toast 

In 1776. the same year the United 
States declared its indepr.ndence, a 
small champagne producer began, 
the company that became known as 
"the house of Crlstal ." 

In 1833. Louis Roederer. an Alsa­
tian birth, inherited the company, 
gave It his name, and began to deve­
lop the reputation of Louis Roederer 
C h a m p a ^ , Which now boasts 214 
yea r s o f c o n t i n u o u s f a m i l y 
ownership. 

By 1876, a n n u a l production 
reached 1.5 mlllton bottles, 80 per­
cent of i t M c h was sold to the Russian 
maiket. a i ld Crlstal , the first prestige 
cuvee, was created for the court of 
Czar Alexander II. 

Roederer Champagne became 
such a favorite of the czar that he 
asked Roederer to reserve the best ( i " 
each harvest to produce a special; 
wine for h im. • 

The czar's court cellarmaster vis­
ited Roederer a11nualty to approve 
the selection. Alexander 11 also re­
quested that Roederer design a spe­
cial bottle for his exclusive use. ~ 

He desired two things from the 
select bottle. 

First, he Wanted lt to be recogni­
zably one of a k ind, even When it Was 
wrapped With a table napkin, and 
second, it was to be a stylish addition 
to his dliling table. The result Was 
Cristal.
