Michigan National Bank will be
opening a new branch in Novt in the

) year.

pcmmngPlansfor a 5000 square-foot
branch office were approved by the
city Planning Commission at Its Dec,
19 meeting, The bank will be located
at the northeast corner of Novl and
Ten Mile roads.

“We are delighted that
National Bank has decided to stay in
;\hreu;lly.' said Commissioner Emnest
(\

* The bank currently has four loca-
tions In the city. The proposed
branch will replace an existing office
adjacent to the new location on Ten
Mile Road.

“The projectis kind of on hold right
now,” sald Dennis Jonies, project de-
signer for Donnellon and Associates,
architects for the bank. "The branch
will open sometime next year."

‘Before construction can begin, he
sald, a final bullding permit will have
tb be obtalned by the bank from the
city. Jones sald it's unclear when the
bank would apply for the permit,

. “1 don't kmow what the bank in-
tends to do at this point,” he said.

‘The new branch office will take ab-
out four months to build after con-

structon begins. Jones said design

for the office is in a "very preliminary
stage.”

The bank will feature a four-lane
drive-through service and will be
“very well larxiscaped,” he said. The
branch will also feature services pro-
vided at the current Novi Jocations.
Jones declined to say how much the
new bank will cost to construct,

Michigan National Bank will close
the current Ten Mile Road branch af-
ter the new office opens. Jones said
they will then sell the building.

Comtrnissioners voted unanim-
ously to approve the new branch. In
Seplember, the commisalon granted
special land use approval for the
lt':mn‘k.

orm to the light industrial zoning o
the parcel, which covers nearly two-
and-a-half acres in the city, and not
to abut any residential area.

Commissicners votc;lhn mmrﬂmomﬁl}{ 10 lgt‘:antw.--
vised preliminary site app or the mau-
soleur;r’l. A “section four” walver, addresaing the
buildings facade, was also granted.

According to Blalr Weiss, a controller for the
cemetery, the masoleum would be 32 feet wide, 66
feet long and stand 20 feet tall. The cemetery,
which covers 155 acres in Novi, is located on the
northeast corner of Twelve Mile and Novi roads.

*The bullding itself Is a mausoleum and crypt
for the entombment of the dead above ground,”
Welss told commissioners. “A partion of the butld-

ing will be the mausoleumand anwther part willbe
for meditation and prayer.”

Gary Eppolito, manager of Oakland Hills Me-
morial Gardens, said the new mausoleum will
hold 576 crypts. He added that the mausoleum
will be located towards the middle of the cemetery.

Planning Consultant Brandon Rogers recom-
mended approval of the plans with two conditions.
He told commisaioners the section four waiver
would be needed because plans call for the facade
of the building to be constructed of Aeldstone and
granite, He said soil type characteristics and prop-
exty line dimensions information missing from the
plans would be needed before approval. Rogers
added that a parking lot for the mausoleum
wmﬁ%n't be n% sh this facill

“Off-streel parkingia shown ty
a5 being off the side of internal mys.' Rogers
sald ina letter to commissjoners, “This method, in

my opinion ls acceptable for type of parking likely
to be needed.”

Commisaioners were in support of the plan with
some peservations, Planner Emest Aruffo mo-
tioned that approval of the plan be sublect screen-
ing from view a garage and work vehicles, visible
from nearby Twelve Mile Road.

Eppolito aald landscaping work needed to
screen: the building and vehicles may not be possi-
ble.HesaJdtherroposedvdde.rﬁngof’IWelveMﬂe
Road wouldn't leave enough space next to the
cemelery's property line to do the work.

Commission Chalrperson Edward Kramer
asked Asalstant City Attorney Dennis Watson if
gmnunf the revised preliminary site plan ap-
proval for the mausoleurn was a revision to the
cemetery’s original site plan.

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year > mixed results far the City of Novi.
It made good progress toward the resolu-
tlon of some longstanding problems,
such as alleviating road congestion, but
it failed to make much headway In sev-
eral other critical areas. One such area
was the development of the town center,
which suffered a setback hy the demise
of the Grand Plan. Another was a lack of
progress on efforts to obtain more city
parkland.

The city’s mixed results were also
typified by several events city officials
could not have anticipated gaing in to the
year. For example, its efforts to control
and direct development citywide took
heavy fire, but also yetided some worth-
while resulis. The suit by Paragon Inc.
over a proposal to build a mobile home
complex in Novi was one example. Not
only did the city get overruled by the
courts in its efforts to block the construc-
tion of that complex, it looked for a time
as if the city would end up having to
cover a tab for damages.

On the other hand, Novi legal
counsel managed to obtain a settlement
in alawsuit over the proposed Briarwood

shopping center at the corner of Beck
and Ten Mile roads that seemed a ge-

nuine improvement. That suit, remem-

ber, was the one that resulted after a re-

sident petition drive forced areferendum

on the zoning of the parcel. Only recen-

tly, it was announced the city and the de-
veloper had reached agreement for a
downsized mall there. And the residents
who pushed the issue to the ballot sald
they were pleased indeed with the
compromise.

And at year's end, there remains a
question as to whether 1991 will be bet-
ter. As the year drew to a close, it became
clear Novi and the Southemn Michigan

Oil Company (SOMOCO) would go to

court in an attempt to over tumn the city's

decision to bleck the drilling of a well

here, And city offictals announced they

would go back to court to appeal the de-

cision in the Paragon case.

As 1990 began, we set out our

agenda for the coming year, naming

those tasks we believed would be impor-

tant for the city to accomplish. The city

made good progress on the following:

Alieviating traffic congestion

The primary development in this
area occurred on election day in Novem-
ber. Novi voters approved 3,949 to 3,004
a proposition on the ballot allowing the
city toflcat $18.8 million in bonds toim-
prove eight miles of city roadways. Ulti-
mately, the proposal 18 expected to cost
city taxpayers one additional mill in
p taxes for 22 years and will pay
for 10 road improvement projects. A key
portion of the pack includes road wide-
ning on Twelve Mile Road and paving of
Thirteen Mile Road from Haggerty Road
to Meadowbrook, which wilt allow city
drivers to make the best use of the up-

Connector.

All said and done, the road projects
included i that package should take the
city a long way towards a solution of its
congestion problems. But twoeadditional
advances helped the city this year as
well, For one, the Taubman Company,
owner of the Twelve Oaks Mall, under-

took improvements and widening to a
portion of Novl Road it the hopes that

work would alleviate congestion around
the city's major shopping centers during
the holiday season, ,

At the same time, the city added
signage in the area to aid the flow of
traffic. And the city police department
continued to develop its program for
traffic control in the area, All put
together, driving in the mall area during
the holiday season was a great deal less
troublesome than it has been in the past,

Develop a code of ethics

This one hasnot been finalized, but
jt certainly has nof been forgotten either,
City council members approved theidea,
in concept conly, of creating an ethics
codes for city officials back in June. Now
the council is with the difficult
question of exactly what that code
should inciude. ‘

So how much disclosure can the city ask
for from 1ts officials before residents de-
cide it is too much of an invasion of pri-

vacy to be involved.

Nonetheless, city counicil members
seem committed to some kind of an eth-
ics policy, and it does not seem lkely
they will let the issue go away. At amini-
mum, the discussion has heightened

sensitivities to the issue,

Areas in which the city was less

able to gain headway included:

Acquire more pak land

This agenda item was on the list
due to the proposal last year, and failure
at the ballot box, of a proposal to buy
more park land for the city. Unfortu-

nately, no additional park land was ac-
quired this year and the question was
not raised at the polls, Quite frankly,
other issue toak precedence.

30, 1965 — that Philip H. Power
bought the six Observer newspapers
and thereby established the base for
what is known today as Suburban
Communications Corporation.

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Right now, some of you may be a bit confused.

“Suburban Communications Corporation? But |
thought this was one of the six HomeTown News-
papers. Used to be Sliger/Livingston Publications
until they changed their name to HomeTown News-
papers earlier this year.”

Well, you're right. This is one of the HomeTown
Newspapers. But HomeTown Newspapers is an in-
dependently managed division of Suburban Com-
munications Corporation.

In other words, this Iis one of the HomeTown
Newspapers. And HomeTown Newspapers is part
of Suburban Communications Corporation — one
of the country’s most successful publishers of
community newspapers.,

Of course, all of the papers in the HomeTown
group — The Brighton Argus, Livingston County
Press, Milford Times, Northville Record, Novi
News and South Lyon Herald — have been around
a lot longer than 25 years. The Livingston County
Press, for example, is 147 years old, making it the
oldest paper in Livingston County.

The Northville Record, founded in 1869, is the
oldest weekly newspaper in Wayne County. And
the Milford Times, which began publishing in
1871, is the oldest in Oakiand County.

But even though each of the HomeTown newspa
pers has its own interesting history, it is the 25th
anniversary of our parent company — Suburban
Communications Corporation, the company that
brought us all together — that we are celebrating

this week.

Commitment to Community

First, a little about our founder and Suburban
Communications Corporation (SCC). An Ann Arbor
native, Power was only 27 when he purchased the
six Observer newspapers. He traces his ancestry
back to the pioneer families in what is now known
as the western Detroit suburbs. His great, great,
great, great grandfather, Arthur Power, founded
Famington in 1824. A Power Road stilt exists in
that city.

In addition to his historic roots to the area,
Power also has a great interest in joumnalism. He
graduated from the University of Michigan where
he was editorial director of The Michigan Daily, the
student newspaper. He also worked as sports
editor and acting city editor of the Fairbanks
(Alaska) Daily News-Miner in 1961 and '62. And
later worked as a stringer at the Chicago Daily
News.

When he purchased the Observer Newspapers
25 years ago, it was the first step toward building
a company that today publishes 53 community
newspapers with an overall circulation of 500,000
each week, puts out 30 shopping guides with a
weekly aggregate distribution of well over 500,000
and runs eight composing rooms and three web

v

press installations.
In addition to HomeTown
Newspapers, Suburban Communications

Corporation also includes the Observer & Eccentric

Newspapers, a chain of 13 bi-weekly papers based
in Livonia; Press Community Newspapers in Cincin-
nati, Ohio; Community Newspapers, Inc., in Lan-
sing; Camden Publications which publishes the
Farmers Advance Newspaper; and Advertising Sys-
tems, Inc., which publishes the Pennysaver in nu-
merous suburban Detroit communities.

Suburban Communicaticns Corporation and its
newspapers are regarded widely as among the very
best companies in the community newspaper
industry.

The HomeTown Connection

HomeTown Newspapers is an important part of
Suburban Communications Corporation. How did
the six HomeTown Newspapers come together?
How did they come to be part of Suburban Commu-
nications Corporation?

Each of the six HomeTown newspapers has its

" own distinctive history, in many cases tracing its

roots back more than a century into the early days
of community newspapers.

What is today known as HomeTown came about
as a result of two Suburban Communications
Corporation acquisitions.

On October 1, 1976, SCC purchased from Wil-

" the Livingston
County newspapers, the new company was called -
Sliger/Livingston Publications, a name that was
retained until changed to HomeTown Newspapers
in September 1990.

And it's a story too of the growing need for com-

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Snowboarding

‘Street wizards’ attack the slopes at Mt. Brighton

. Pat Schutte, who coordinales the
snowboard schoo! at Mt. Brighton
Skd Area, grew up as one of those
street wizards who could take a small
_board with rollers on the bottom and
skateboard like a champion.

He moved naturally to snowboard-
ing, so his life on the slopes parallels
the history of this growing winter
sport.

It all started out as a picture ina
magazine. There was this shot of a

,Quy carving a turn through some
-deep snow on a suriboard-like play-
"thing. It was just one picture, but it
was to foreshadow something that
has taken Michigan winters by
storm.

The picture, published in the
winter of 1978 in the now defunct
“Skateboarder” magazine, inspired
altemative-thrill enthuslasts from
Detrolt to the U.P.

- I was one of those enthusiasts.

Snowboarding i the 1990s is an
accepted mega-million dollar sport.
Virtually all of the ski areas now ac-
commodate snowboarders by bulld-
ing speclal ditch-lke runs called
*halfpipes” and allowing snowboar-
ders to ride the chairlifts with the
skiers.

- Technology, adapted from the skd
industry, permits snowboarders to
travel as fast as skiers, and with
proper Instruction, with Just as
much control.

In Michigan, skateboarders have
only six to seven months of good
skate weather, so they have
taken to snowboarding with
enthusiasm,

- -David Seelbinder, 27, of Ortonville
has skateboarded since the late
1970s and is nowa snowhoarding in-
structor at Alpine Valley in Miliord,
Also a skier, Seelbinder compares the
two sports.

. "With snowboarding you're always
hitting lumps, bumpsand jumps, By-
ing around and having a blast. It's
like surfing in the snow.” he said.
“Skilng is up and down and old."
. BenKnaak, 18, of Brighton Is also

+ *“I found that with skiing I couldn’t
go the distance that I wanted to,
probably because [wasn't that good,”
sald Knaak, a top area snowboard
competitor. “I tried snowboarding
and found that it was the sport for
me. Skiing was Uimiting . . . you had
to go out west to get the full affect.
With snowboarding you can have &
blast in your own backyard.

. Twelve years ago we didn't have
the luxuries that riders have today.
Wherever you wanted to ride, you
had to hike to get there. Skd areas
would have nothing to do with snow-
boards back then. And the boards we
rode would crack up a Third World
boarder today.

* My first board was a Snurfer (a
wooden, water-ski-like contraption
that Inits very rudimentary form was
the' grandfather of the snowboard)
with a skateboard deck, minus the
wheels, mounted on top. The bind-
ings consisted of rubber garbage can
straps or bent metal hooks with ath-
letic tape for padding

. Ifwe were dropping down a steep,
gravel-faced gorge in a sand pit dur-
ing the summer, we wore tennis
shoes. If we climbed through deep
snow to “catch a ride,” we wore two
pairs of socks with our tennis shoes,

The first board you could actually
purchase back then was a snappy,
pressed yellow plastic version of the
skateboard we had so cheaply, and
crudely modifled. We had todish out

a whole 60 bucks at Don Thomas
Sporthaus in Blrmingham for this
board. But once you had one, you

could hang out with the area’s top
riders.

In Michigan, snowboarding took a
dive when skateboarding suffered its
first death In the eariy 1980s. Many
of the original riders had gone off to
college, left the state to find work, or
headed to Colorado to ski. It was as If
someone had pushed the pause but-
ton on Michigan sn . And
though it laid dermant for a couple of
years, everyone who knew the thrill
first hand also Jmew that snowboard-
ing would become the popular sport
that it is today.

Snowboarding has given the ski
industrya shot of ad.mnﬂllvene. For the
first time in the history of skiing in
North America, sid areas allow a new
recreational tool on thelr runs. Sleds,
toboggans, inner tubes, rolled up
sheets of plastic. . . you can name a
bunch of snow gadgets, but none of
them have been allowed at ski areas
except for speclal events.

~Snowhoarding has created more
exitement and enthusiasm due to the

differenice of the sport,” sald Joe
Bruhn, general manager of Mt

Brighton ski area in Brighton. “We

Jeff
Zwielel, M.S., exerclse physiologist
for the The National Exercise For Life
Institute explains, “you can avoid be-
coming muscle-bound by working all
major muscle groups, performing ex-

Muscle Turns To Fat When You
Discontinue Tralning

You don't have to worry about
muscle tumning to fat, reports Dr. El-
lington Darden, Ph.D. Muscle and fat
are two completely different tissues,
and one cannot become the other. If
you are not strength training or dis-
conlinue training, your muscles will
only atrophy, or decrease in strength
and size. You can preserve your
strength and lean body mass with a
regular strength training program,
but without exercise, your strength
will deteriorate at a predictable rate.”

Women Develop Masculine Fea-
tures When They Strength Traln

Although women can become very
strong through strength training,
they won't normally develop the bulg-
Ing muscles that some men do. This
parily because they have less testos-
terone, the male hormone, in thelr
badies. According to The Strength
Connection: How to Bulld Strength
and Improve the Quality of Your Life
by the Institute for Aerobics Re-
search, women produce testosterone
at a rate of one-tenth to one-
twentieth of men. Combined with
heavy lifting, genetics and several
other factors, testosterone helps
make men's muscles big, Strength is
proportionate to lean body mass, re-

ess of sex.

Strength Tralning Is a Man's Sport

Both men and women need and
can epjoy the benefits of strength
training. The body, male or female,
adapts to the stress of strength train-
Ing with both quantitive and qualita-
tive increases in strength. According
to Dr. David Lamb, Ph.D., an exercise
physiologist at Ohlo State University,
"women show the same percentage
increase in strength as men, even
though the muscle hypertrophy
(growth) is less. Women can certainly
also enjoy the many benefils of resis-
tance training including improved
body composition, increased resting
metabolism through the addition of

muscle, improved self-concept, pre-  muscle fibers fall into two types, fast

vention of low back problems and
Jolnt injury, stronger hones and per-
haps a delay of osteoporcsls.”

Strength Training Leads to High
Blood Pressure

“In the past, le with
blood pressure hapvc:];l,)ecn disc?frh
aged from performing amy form of

strength training because of the per-
mivﬂsk of heart attack or stroke,”

says the institute for Aerobics Re-
search. Long term ellects of strength
tralning on blood pressure have
falled to show any negative eflects
and some have demonstrated that
strength tralning can reduce resting
blood pressure, The Physician and
Sports Medictne magazine has also
reported an additional reduced risk
of cardlovascular ¢Zscase reflected by
a lowered overall cholesicrol (and an
increased leve! of HDL-C, which ls
the good <iwolesterol), plus lower
blood przssure readings, as a result
of resistance traluing.

There Is now increasing evidence
that strength training has both phys-
Ical and mental benefits. Professors
Rebeoca Brown and Joyce Harrison
at Keene State College and Brigham
Young University have discovered
that most women had major changes
In attitude when they did resistance
training. “The better they looked, the
better they felt — and the more moti-
vation they had to continue to shape
up.” says Brown. Strength training
has a psychological rather than
phystcal effect on mood, Subjects re-
ported that their posture improved,
thelr strength Increased and thelr
self-confidence grew. According to
the study strength training was
“empowering.”

What About Muscle Fibers?

If you're it an exercise program
that only includes aerobic activities,
you're missing cut on an important
aspect of conditioning. Because
you're only exercising half of your
muscle flbers. Here's why: Human

twitch (FT) and slow twitch (ST). The
FT fibers are very explosive, can pro-
duce a great deal of force in & short
time, but are easlly fatigued. The ST
fibers have a greater capacity for en-
durance or aerobic wark, but are not
very powerful.

In general, low-intensity aerobic
activities will use the ST Obers, and
high-intensity activities use the FT
fibers. That's because ST Gbers have
more aeroblc capability and will be
used In those situations, As the In-
tensity increases, the FT fibers are
called into action. FT fibers are used
for short duration, high intensity
work, such asliftinga heavy object or
swinging a golf club.

Conditioning these fibers with
strength training helps ensure they'll
be strong enough to carry out the
task, As we age, our FT, or explosive,
muscle fibers atrophy or decline ata
faster rate than our ST, or endur-
ance, fibers. Strength training can
help retain the explosive capacity of
the FT fibers.

Balanced Fliness at Home

Eventhough people are aware that
they need a balanced tness program
that includes strength training plus
aeroblc exercise, they may have trou-
ble fitting both types of exercise Into
thelr busy schedules. New in-home
exercise devices such as rowing ma-
chines, stalr climbers and excreise
bikes are solutions to that problem.
<The Natlonal Exercise For Life In-
stitute advises that you consult with
proper medical professionals know-
ledgeable about your condition be-
fore starting any excrclse program.

The {ilicit use of anabolic stericds
has skyrocketed in high schools, col-
leges and in weight gymnasiums
across the country. Contrary to po-
pular belief, sterfod use Is not limited

to athletes, Over the past decade,
conscious Individuals, both

" male and female pursuing improve-
" ment In thelr physical appearance,

have turned to steriodstoadd muscle
mass to their physique. Conse-
quently, our soclety now faces a new
frontier in flicit drug use,
Anabolic sterlods can increase
muscle mass and strength when
combined with a rigorous training
-program and proper diet. Sterlods
also decrease fatigue In endurance

B - athictes. Whether pursuing power,
g - endurance or physique lmprove-
"ment, sterfods enable an athlete to

train harder and more frequently.

%  More work with a shorter recovery

time Is the true advantage of these

drugs.
The medical profession gol into

. trouible with athletes through the
BB 1960s and 1970s by claiming that
N 'sterlods did not work. Athletes knew

better. Unfortunately, very few of the
users knew much about the side ef-
fects of these drugs, and users who
did usually ignored the medical
wammnings. There is no doubt that
anabolic sterfods have deleterious ef-
fects on the heart, blood vessels, liver
and genitals. Premature arteroscler-
osis {s common. Alterations in liver
functon and liver tumors have been
reported. Testicular atrophy and in-
fertility in males is predictable with
prolonged use of these drugs.

It's difficult to determine how sig-
nificant and uently these prob-
lems occur. Rcmle co:{trolled medi-
cal studies are not available and
probably never will never be done be-
cause of the subject matter.

Recent clinical surveys have ex-

profound psychological effects
with regular steriod use. These drugs
are addicting and can cause an In-
crease in aggressiveness. Keep In
mind that these medications were
first used by German stormtroopers
{n World War Il to increase hostile be-
havior in front line combat. While
somc may view this increase inagres-

Recent drug testing by the NCAA
and by professional sports teams has
failed to detect the level of use that
most observers in sports medicine
would have predicted. However, we
should not interpet this low rate of
detection as meaning the use of ster-
fods {s Jow. Athletes have become so-
phisticated (n their use of these
drugs and when the drug testing
schedule becomes predictable, ath-
letes can alter their drug regimen to
avold detection, Drug testing needs
to be unannounced and randomized
in order to reflect trize rates of usage.

Unfortunately, the use of anabolic
sterfods is no longer a “male phe-
nomenon.” Females are experiment-
ing with thesc drugs in athletics and
in pursuit of body beautiful. Most do
not realize that while some of the uri-
destrable effects are reversible in
males In early stages, most of the un-
desirable physical changes are not
reversibie in women.

Current local surveys have shown
siveness as desirabie in football or

hockey players, the reports of bizarre

. behavior and viclence involving those

athletes are worrlsome.,

that these drugs are quite available
and can be found in high schools,
weight rooms and local gyms. High
school surveys inour own state of Mi-
chigan suggest that 15-20 percent of
all high school students efther exper-
imented with these drugs or know
someone who has. Current efforts in
our state to harness the problem in-
clude high scheol drug education
and legislation todecrease the avalla-
bility of these substances, When one
considers the possible side effects of
these drugs, these efforts are no
doubt warranted, and should be -
gorously supported by parents,
teachers, trainers and coaches.

The new all-faiths
Protestant chapel at Boys Town, Neb..

The new 7,500-square-foot Cham-
bers Chapel seats 400 people. The

ceiling is 45 feet tall and its epire
reaches 71 feet abave the ground.

Thechapel structureincludesunique
elementslinked to ancient Gothicarchi-
tecture and the concerns and expres-
sions of today’s kids.

For example, terra cotta floor tiles
decorate the altar area in traditional
Gothic-designed churches. In Cham-
bers Chapel, the tles bear a deeper
meaning, being individually designed
by Boys Town boys and girls as a
personal expression of their faith.

The Protestant chapel was the fulfili-
ment of a long-time dream of Father
Peter, He was determined to provide a
more fitting and worshipful facility for
his young Protestant citizens. it was
primarily funded by a gift from Ray-
mond G. Chambers, chairman of
Wesray Caplital Corp. in Morristown,
N.J., and his mother, Claire.

Even today’s church remedeling and
improvement projects often reflect
historic architectural concepts and
modern or visionary creativity.

Copper sulfate can
rid moss from bricks

Q. How do you kll} or get rid of
fungus on a brick pailo without
killing the surrounding grass? We
put In a 30 by 20 brick patio off cur
family room. The area !s partlally

1 shaded.-At first we did not have a

problem. But now there Is fungus
growth m the shady areas. We have

1 tried uslnglime and stralght bleach

with a wire brush. This Is etfactive
for only a short peried of time. Is
there anything we candoto remove
the fungus and keep It from return-
Ing?—L.S.

A. Copper sullate, also called
bluestone or hluevitriol, isa chemi-
cal you can use to get rid of moss
with a minimum chance of harm-
ing grass or garden plants nearby.
Sold at feed stores and some nurs-
erles, it Is available in both pow-
dered and crystal form, The pow-
der i3 the easler to dissolve in
water—mix 1 pound of it in 20
gallons of water and spray over the
maossy area Copper sulfate may
seem to be stalning your brick, but
the color ts casily hosed off. For
future protection. apply a good
masonry sealer over the surface
when it has dried thoroughly.

A. The solution {s a combination

d of 2 pounds each coarse salt and

ware, enamelware or plastic that
is not affected by boiling water are
recommended. A S-gallon plastic
garbage can Is a good choice.

Put the salt and borax in the
container, Pour in 2 gallons of
boiling water, stir vigorously to
dissalve the solids as much a$
possible. Let the solution cool,
stirring from time to time. For
soaking the logs, stand them on
end in the solution in the con-
tainer, Put in as many as you can
without crowding or causing overt
flow. The solution should rise to
the top of the container. If it does
not, add warm water to fill. .

Let the logs spak for about 24
hours, Add 2 quarts of warm water
and turn the logs upside down. Let
soak, tumning several times, for
two or three more days, or unti} a]l
of the liquid has been absorbed.
Remove from the container and lie
on paper In a warm place. Let dry
thoroughly — at least two weeks,
For those readers who don't have
a device for rolling paper into logs,
this can be done by hand, Use any
type of paper—newspapers, maga-
zines, scrap paper or junk mail.

A. Care after flowering is ex-
tremely important to butld up plant
reserves for next year's flowers.
When the last flower fades and the
flower stalk has completely dried
out, cut off the floral stalk (not the
leaves) 2 to 3 inches above the
bulb. Encourage vigorous plant
growth for the next five or six
months by watering when the
medium dries and fertilizing to
encourage good root, bulb and
stem development. Usea compiete
houseplant fertilizer high in phos-
phorus (e.g., 5-10-5 or 15-30-5) or
bone meal, following the direc-

tions on the label for proper
amounts. The yellowing leaves may
be a sign of inadequate nutrition.
Extension bulletin E-1848, “Forc-
ing Amaryllis,” can provide other
hints on growing these plants.

A. The alms of a winter mulch
are to protect plants against ex-
tremely cold temperatures and to
prevent the alternate thawing and
freezing of the soil. Such tempera-
ture fluctuations cause the soil to
heave, pushing plant roots right
up out of the ground. Two to 4
inches of pine needles, chopped
corncobs, straw or bark chips are
sufficient for winter mulch.

Q. Does It do any good to try to
knock snow and ice off my ever-
greenshrubs? Aheavy Inadof snow
just about flattens them. And what
about landscape trees?

A. If you can gently shake or

sweep snow ¢fl your shrubs, by all
means do it. Being bent under a
load of heavy snow can damage
and even kill plants. Ice is another
story. Tryingtoknock or shake the
ice off of brittle branches generally
does more damage than leaving it
tomelt off. Trying to prop drooping
branches on a stepladder or other
support may help — or it may just
cause them to snap ofi where they
rest on the support. Generally the
best strategy toavoid damage from
fce stormas isto plant trees that are
less susceptible to damage. Trees
to avold include Siberlan elm,
American elm, silver magple, birch,
willow, boxelder and poplar.

Fear of [aflure prevents many of us
{rorm pursuing "The Great American
Prream.” What do you do when you
like a risk, 1t falls, and you're left
with the dead weight of all the bills?
3eb Gardner, counselor for Credit
Counseling Centers (CCC) in Nov,
hielped one dreamer fght his two-
year nightmare of bills, come out an
top. atd save his American dream.
~athan James of Saginaw took a risk
and started a plzzerta that failed due
tapoor management. In March 1988,
Jatnes came to CCC, a nonprofit can-
sumer credit counseling service,
more than $38,000 in the hole not
counting his $62,000 outstanding
morgage, July 1990 he was debt-
free.

Unlike Trump, the average person
ran’t threaten bankruplcy and get a
565 miiion loan to pay off large
debts, The James family tried using
rredfl cards to supplement the lost
income from the pizzera and found It
only dug a deeper hale. Borrowing
aut of debl just doesn't work., In fact,
recent court rulings have sided with
vredltors and they are putting the
kibosh on people who charge to pay
bills. Altormeys are successfully
stoppliyg deblors from discharging
credit balances accumnulated afler
the person knew they were [n finan-
clal trouble. Bankrupley Is easy as
123 — an American right gone
wrong. The bankruptcy laws were
upsdaled in 1976 to encourage Amert-
canenterprise and the pursuit of the

American dream. Ever since the revi-
sion, bankruplcy rates have skyrock-
eled. Many people don't realize the
full impact of how bankruptey will
change thelr lives forever. Nathan
and Rachel James, after speaking
with CCC and weighing thelr alterna-

tves, dectded not to lle bankruptey,

but to dig their way out of the hole the
old fashloned way and pay their
debts,

if James had filed bankruptcy, he

would have lost his $110,000 home,
uprooting his wife and two childsen.
Financial crises often are emotio
traumatic for the whole family. Inad-
dition to losing his home, bankruptey
would have required selling off the
cars and other assets, possibly Jeo-
pardizing his employment and most
ofall his honor. A high price Lo pay for
the dream America was built on.
James wanted to do It right. He also
would have foregone any future
loans, house purchases, and per-
haps employment promotlons for a
long time. Bankruptcy {s commonly
thought of as a light tap on the wrist
and actually Is a lifelime slap. Bank-
rupley Inforrmation rernalns on your
credit bureau report for 10 years and
is given out for the rest of your llfe
when applying for a job paying over
$20,000, life insurance with a face
value over $50,000, and a loan for
more than $50,000.

“People with money problems sul-
fer rom economilc discrimlnaton
and low esteem. Strangers will talk to
you about thelr sex life, drugs and al-

cohol, but they won'l tell you what
their income 1s,” says Gardner, CCC
is bound by law to keep all Informa-
ton personal and confldential. "We
never call someone at work without
their permission and even then we

don't leave the company name to pro-
tect the client's privacy,” she ex-
plained. "Society places a lof of em-
phasls on where you live, what you
wear, the type of car you drive. If you
don't have a credit card you can't
even rent a car and in some places
cash a check wlithout being
humiliated.”

The James famlly sacriflced.
scrimped, and scrambied for two
years in order to keep out of the
courts. Rachel went back to work.
They cut back $350 per month ln ex-
penses by stopping the children’s al-
lowances, golng out to eat and other
entertalnment, donating (o the
church and began hand washing and
ironing their dry cleaning lems, cut-
ling down on buying clothes, and
brown bagging it to work. Although
the extra income and $350 helped, it
wasrn't enough. They still needed to
find another $300 per month tomake
it through. To make ends meet, CCC
helped them budget thelr lax re[unds
andyear-end bonuses to pay the bills
each month. Mrs. James says they
took it one day at a time, living from
paycheck to paycheck. Her advice is
to really check out a situation before
jumping into it. And, even thourh
they made a lot of cut backs, the
children didn't really saffer.

Another entrepreneur, who
started a T-shirt business that failed
had the same advice —~ don't act too
fast. He alsowent to CCC forhelp and
then decided to file bankruptey in
stead. Now, he wishes he had stuck It
out. Four years alter his bankruptcy
In 1986, he sull couldn't geta $2, 500
loan to buy a used 1983 van. He fI-
nally got a loan from his credit union
by using $2,000 In savings as colla-
teral for the $2,500 loan. “It's tough,”

Nice guys don't always fnish last
and banknuptcy, though easierat the
Ume, Is not always the best American
freedom to exercise. If James had not
won a lawsult against the plzza man-
ager and recouped some of his losses,
it would have taken longer 1o pay off
their debis.

rules on

charity deductions

In the spirit of the holiday season,
the Michigan Association of Certified
Public Accountants offers advice for

the tax treatment of your charitable paying

donations. . .

Youwr contribution to a gualifled
charitable organization can take the
form of cash, property or even your
time, If you itemize on your tax re-
turn, you are entitled to a deduction
int returmn for your generosity. To be
deductible, your giit must go to a
nonprofit. religlous, educational or
charitable group that meets IRS
standards.

There is a limit to the amount you
can deduct for charitable contrbu-
tions. The rules are complicated but
you need not concern yourself with
them {f your contributions total 20
percent or less ofyour adjusted gross
income, For cash gifts to public char-
iies, the deduction Is capped at 50
percent of adjusted gross income.

When you make a monetary con-
tribution, keep your canceled check,
a receipt from the organization or
some wriltern record showing the
name of the charity and amount of
your donation. In the event you are
audited, you may need to produce
these records to substantiate your
donatlons,

Ifyou receive samething of value in
return for your gift, you cannot write
off the full amount of your contribu-
tion. Suppose a local charity spon-
50r$ a special benefit performance of
the State Ballet Company and sells
tickets for $75 each, if a ticket tn the
ballet would normally cost $25, you
may only declare a deducton of $50
per tickel.

The most common property dona-
tlons are used clothing, furniture
-and appliances, Your deduction for
(his type of property is the fair market
value of the property at the time of
your contributior}, an amount that {s
generally far less than what you orlgl-
nally paid. If the organization does
not provide you with a receipt show-
ing the fair market value, checking
the prices a thrift shop charges for si-
milar items should be sufficlent
research.

When the total noncash property

| you donate exceeds $500, you must.

file Form 8283, Noncash Charitable
Contributions. On this form you indl-
cate what and when you contributed,
to whom you contributed, when and
how you acquired the property, your
cost or adjusted basls and the
method used to value property.
Ifyou are donating a single itemor
a group of similar items valued over
$5,000 {$10,000 for non-publicly
traded stock}, you must have an ap-
praisal performed {o determine the
value of the property. The appraisal
must be made within the 60-day per-
lod that precedles the date of the con-
tribution and must be signed and
dated by a qualifted appralser.
When you contribute stocks, real
estate or other investments that have
gonie up in value, your deduction de-
pends in part on how long you have
had the property. If you have owned
the property for more than a year,

u may write off an amount equal to
the full market value of the property
at the tUme you donate it. You avoid
tax on the appreciation that
bullt upwhile you owned the donated

‘property. For stock or other capital

assels that you have held for less
than a year, your deduction is gener-
ally limited to your cost.

As an example, let’s suppose the
shares of stock you acquired (wo
years ago for $2,000 are now worth
$7,000. If you cheose to danate this
stock toyour [avorite charity. you get
o deducl the falr market value of
$7.000 and you avold the capital
gains tax that would be due for the
$5,000 in appreciation. This means
the cost of your contribution is re-
duced by the tax deduction you claim
for the donadon and the tax you
avoided by not selling the property.
The organization you are contribu-
tiug to doesn’t mind because it can
sell the property and end up with the

same value in cash.

One caveat: The untaxed appreci-
ation of charitable gilts is now con-
sidered a preference item for the Al-
ternative Minimum Tax (AMT)] which
generally applies only tohigh-Income
taxpayers with exceptionally large
deductions. If you think you might be
subject to the AMT, you should cori-
sult a tax advisor before making a
large donation of appreciated
property. ,

When you donate tangible per-
sonal property ke artoblectsoranti-
que fumnlture, the way the organiza-
tions plan to use youyr donation can
affect the amount you are eligible lo
claim. For example, f you donated an
antique dresser loamuseum and the
plece is exhibited among the mu-
seum's collections, you may deduct
the full market value of the dresserat
the time you donate it. If, however,
the charitable organization plans to
sell your gift or use It for an unrelated
purpose, only your original cost for
the property is deductible.

The IRS allows you to deduct the
cost of unrefmbursed expenses
which you Incur while volunteering.
These expenses may include phone
calls, postage, supplies used tomake
posters and even the ingredients fora
cake prepared for a bake sale, You
may claim the purchase price and
cleaning bills for a uniform that you
wear when.you volunteer, providing
it is not sitable for everyday usec.

. If you drive to and from volunteer
commitments, you can deduct the
actual cost of your gas and ol or you
can claim the standard mileage rate

" of 12 cents per mile for 1990, plus

tolls and parking. If your volunteer
work requires that you be away from
home overnight, 'you may deduct
igravel expenses, lodging costs and
80 percent of the amount you spend
for meals, providing there is no “sig-
nificant element of personal plea-
sure, recreation or vacation,”

Ifyou are in need of more detailed
information, requestacopy of the IRS
publication on charitable contribu-
tlons, or consult your CPA.

THE GRAND PLAN GONE AWRY

Officially delivered in Nov. 1989, the
city-initiated Relocation and Enhance-
ment Program led a shorl and rugged
life. While the city hoped to clear out 30
acres of land in Novi's downtown by
cffering incentives for non-conforming
industries 1o move west, residents in
Sect. 18 balked at the idea.

The innovative design called for
uprooting cement plants and heavy
machinery companies to make way for a
pedestrian-friendly downtown with
commercial and residential areas inter-
mingled.

Novi, Lyon Township and Wixom

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OIL FEVER

Temperatures of Echo Valley Estates -
homeowners soared as the Southern
Michigan Oil Company (SOMOCO)
renewed its attempt to drill for $50
million worth of gas and oil on vacant
land a quarter-mile from their subdivi-
sion.

Residents feared diminished propeny
values, potential well water contamina-
lion and odors. The oil company prom-
ised to install safety requirements above
state standards and to pipe the crude to
an existing oil production facility on
Eleven Mile Road.

After prolonged deliberations, the city
council in October tumned down the
permits necessary for the operations,
saying that the operation could have a
negative impact on orderly development
along Ten Mile Road and that SOMOCO
had not proved that the oil welt would
not have serious consequences, Council
'members also said that it might be
difficull to extend city water te Echo

-Valley in event of groundwater contami-
nation, due (o the water moratorium.

SOMOCO in turn filed suit against the
city, claiming that the company and the
landowners who have leased out their oil

GLOBAL OUTLOOK

The world seemed closer'to Novi this
year. Local schoolchildren, Cub Scouts
and Girl Scouts sent their leters, cookies
and best wishes to the U.S. troops in
Saudi Arabia. Families with servicemen
and women in the Persian Gulf proudly
flew yellow ribbons,

In July, Mayor Pro Tem Edward
Leininger dropped in on his counterparts
in a namesake city in Italy. Leininger
exchanged “war stories” with the Italian
elected officials and upon returning
home posted a package of Novi, Michi-
gan memorabilia. In retum, the Italians
sent the city council a box of their prime
local product — gourmet chocolates.

A new clue surfaced in the unsolved
mystery of the origin of the city’s name.

that Novi, Michigan had been named
afier a city in that country, Mutch is now
irying to track down the story he related
of a French soldier in Napoleon's army
who ran off with a Yugoslav Moslem
girl. The eloping pair were supposed to
have landed in frontier Michigan, where
the settlement was dubbed Novi in honor
of the bride's hometown,

HAPPY TRAILS

In November, voters agreed by a 4-10-3
margin to drive ahead into the next
century with an $18.8 road bond issue
which will improve eight miles of locai
thoroughfares.

Property taxes will go up .44 mills in
1991 and average out at about one-mill
increase. As new residents and busi-
nesses move into town, they'll pick up
their share of the bill, reducing payments
for everyone.

A key component of the program is the
widening of Twelve Mile Road from two
lanes to a four-to-six lane boulevard,
which will tie in the Haggerty Connector
project.

OVER-BEDDED?

Providence Hospital's bid to open a
200-bed facility here was slapped down
in January by the Michigan Department
of Public Health. In denying the
hospital's certificate of need, the state
said there were already to many hospital
beds within this health service region.

But Providence’s appesl is scheduled
for review by the health department in
spring 1991.

In the meantime, the Southfield-based,
non-profit health care organization plans
to begin work this spring on an ambula-
tory health care center and medical
offices at the proposed hospital site, the
Westbrooke Golf Course at Ten Mile and
Beck Roads.

NOVi CARE

The July 9 death of Alzheimer patient
Esther Tauren triggered restrictive
measures by the state against Novi Care
Center, a nursing home on Meadow-
brook Road, Tauren, 70, choked while
being spoon-fed by an aide. Earlier, she
had been treated for dehydration,

An aide, said to have been unable to
tell that Tauren was gagging, was
charged with a misdemeanor.

In August, the state Department of
Public Health stopped admissions to the
cenler, saying that patient rights were
violated and that the staff was inade-
quately trained,

Two other Novi Care aides face
charges — one for allegedly kneeing a
patient in the buitocks and the second for
allegedly slapping a senior citizen there.

DAYS IN COURT

To build in Novi, some developers
were willing to wage legal battle.

In July, Paragon Properties won a five-
year court case and was granted permis-
sion to build a 100-unit mobile home
park at Napier and Twelve Mile roads.

Negotiatons continued with Lee
Walter, who hopes to build a strip mall at
the comer of Ten Mile and Beck roads.

In 1989, residents grouped together in
|

Citizens for Responsible Devetopment
tried to block the shopping center with a
successful referendum election.

Walter responded by suing the city,
Now, before parties expect toreacha -
compromise with a scaled-down retail/
residential complex.

In May, the stale supreme court dented
Novi leave to appeal in a lawsuil brought
by the Selective Group, which plans to
build a convenience center at Novi and
Nine Mile roads.

HOLD THAT TIGER?

The decade's first year ends with
questions. Will the city maintain the
spectacular growth rate of 1980s? Or will
the recession and a state-imposed mora-
torium on new water lines slow down
development in the 1990s?

The state depariment of public health
has said that no new Detroil water lines
can be extended in western Wayne and
Oakiand counties until a new $650
miilion water main is built in Bloomfield
Township. In Novi, this could stop new
construction in some areas.

City officials hoped voters would be
willing to save some of the remaining
green space as park lands, but in April
voters for the second time nixed a half-
mill parks and recreation fund property
lax increase.

Major developments now underway or
soon to be include the 325-home Chase
Farms on Eight Mile Road anrd the
massive Sandstone planned vrban
development of 1,400 housing units,
along with retail, at Thirteen Mile and
Decker roads.

(DARE) program in the city. He also
serves the department as its crime
prevention officer.

As Novi DARE officer, Gatt's main
responsibility is in educating Novi
middle school students about the perils
of drug use.

“My biggest accomplishment has been
the success of the program,” he said. Tt
teaches kids siot only about the dangers
of drug use but how to say no — not just
