Oakland Coimty r an Into prob­
lems with its sliare ofthe financ­
ing earlier in the year When the 
road commission's budget was 
cut $6 mlllion fiom the previous 
fiscal year. The Eight Mile Road 
Was then lowered on the cotinty's 
priority list, accordi1ig to J o l l n 

' Jo^ , public informaUcBi officer for 
: the O a k l a n d C o u n t y R o a d 
Conunlsslon. 

"I don't knoW i f we're withdraw­
ing. The Issue was, we had to say 
We'd talce a look at it , ' Joy said In 
September. "We do everything In 
the name of safety. Ifwe lose $6 
million In revenues, tliat loss 
could alter some of our priorities." 

But, in a letter dated Nov. 28 
from Kent Rubley, Oak land 
County director of eiiglnecrlng, he 
sald the coilnty was "prepared to 
enter lnto an agreement With 
Wayne County" to get the project 
started. He sald construction In 
1991 Would h e done by Wayne 
County using Federal Aid Urban 
Sytems (FAUS) funds. 

Rubley said Oakland County 
Would be able to contribute a por­
tion ofthe funds tliat it promised 
by Ji1ne of 1991, after federal 
fimding Is received. 

Plans for starting the project 
are currently undear, Holmberg 
sald. He added tliat, depending on 
funding, the Eight Mile project 
would likely begin next summer. 
Hoknberg couldn't specify when 
construction would be complete. 

The project Will be done l n ph­
ases. Holmberg said the first 
phase Would Indude paving and 
widening fiom Novl Road i n the 
dty to Halsted Road i n Fannlng­
ton Hills. 

Pbase two woiUd condude the 
project by paving and widening

A s the United Nations' Jan. 15 deadline of a n 
Iraql'>Wltl1dra\^ from K u ^ t apiHoadhes,~th& 
thought of War is on the xiilnds of area Vietnam 
veterans. 

"If We are going to be lnvoh«d In a war we 
should do it right," said Novl resident Dale 
Lampl. "Do it one time and get It done with." 

Lampl served In the U.S . Navy during the 
Vietnam War. His tour of duty was spread out 
fiom l967 to 1972. Lampl served as a n electron­
ics teclinlclan aboard several destroyer ships. 

The 43-year-old dty resident said he doesn't 
see many sImllariUes between the Vietnam War 
and the potential conflict In the Middle East. 
America's goals In a War with Iraq. Lampl said. 
Would be more clearly defined than In Vietnam. 

Among tliose goals, h e said, woldd be to l ib­
erate Kuwait and protect American Interests fii 
the region. Lampl added that tlie enemy woukl 
also lje more dearly defined than In the Vietnam 
War. 

Iraq has a "uniformed force," he said. Lampl 
said one ofthe biggest problems In Vietnam was 
that enemy soldiers Were IndlsUnguisliable from 
civilians because they didn't Wear uniforms. 

The Vietnam veteran said he believes tliat War 
With Iraq can be avoided. 

"I don't t l i lnk there WUl be a War," Lampl said. 
"I think President B u s h is tiying to avoid It. That 
Is his chai:ge." 

Northviile resident James Sugre. also a 
Vietnam veteran, sald he wsisn't sure •lfthc^ 
Middle East conflict would turn Into War. He said 

he also lias mixed feelings alwut American In-
vohfement In a war. 

'I don't care If gas costs $4 a gallon," Sugre 
said. "It's not worth one drop of American blood. 

"We shoidd keep our noses out of It." 
Establishing a better diplomatic base ln the 

Middle East and protectiiig American oi l sup­
plies are the reasons tlie U.S. Is In Saudi Arabia, 
he said. Before resorting to military action over 
the oil supply, Sugre said, the U.S should pursue 
other options. 

"I tlifiik we should go the sanction route as 
long as possible," he said. *I t l i lnk We liave other 
oil options, too." 

Despite l i i s reservations alxiut war. Sugre, 
wlio served i n the l O l s t A l i b o m e Division ofthe 
Army toi Vietnam, said he supports the troops In 
Saudi Arabia. If war does break out, he said the 
American allies In Europe should send troops to 
the Middle East. 

T h e y should malce more of a conunitment," 
Sugre said. "They need tlie oil more t l ian we do.* 

In Vietnam, he said, tlie U . S . government 
stopped military forces fiiom winning the War. 

Sugre added that he tli lnks tliat wouldn't hap­
pen In the Middle East. 

"The people In tliis coimtiy wouldn't let It hap-
pen again," he said. *{lf war starts) It wouW be a 
swift, fast action. 

"It shouM be liandled that way." Sugie said, 
"and not let (the miUtarys} hands be tied behind 
their backs." 

Paul Root,aVletnam veteran and cumntpos t 
commander of the Novl American LeigofL said a 
potential war w o u M lie dUTerent than the 
Vietnam war because of support fiom the public. 

"I think It's a lot Uke Worid War D," he said. 
"The public has shown Its support." 

Root said Vietnam was a "war that never 
should have happened." He agreed with Lampl 
and Sugre, however, tliat If the U.S. goes to war 
with Iraq It should be done as ellldently as 
possible. 

"Do thejob and get out," Root said. "Don't he­
sitate on the force. Do what you have to do and 
get out." 

The Navy veteran said he didn't Want to pre­
dict If War would come. But, he said. If it did It 
woii ld likely tie costly to the U.S . In terms of lives 
lost. 

"I don't know tliat we should necessarily be 
there or tie big brother," Root said, "but someone 
has to do It."

Northvllle students are publishing 
their Writing and improving the ap­
pearance of their work thanks to a 
new IBM computer system in North-
vUle schools this year. 

A n d although student interest In 
writing may be declining, some 
Northvllle studerits may be Writing 
better, accorcft%tc^a Stiivey arid C a -
lifomia Achievement Test results ta­
k e n at Winches te r Elementary 
School at the end of the 1989-90 
school year. 

The $3-mill ion teleconununlca-
tlons system was flna11ced by an Oc­
tober 1989 bond Issue. 

The new computers combined 
wlth the "process Writing" method of 
teaching writing skills have North­
vlUe students publishing Work i n for­
mats as detailed as Illustrated news­
letters. Process Writing teaches stu­
dents to take specific steps or follow 
an established process When Writi11g 
a stoiy or essay, hence the name pro­
cess Writing. 

I There's a whole process you have 
t<j igo through, that's Why it's called 
process writing," Winchester teacher 
six Keen said. 

^Winchester Elementaiy School 
students get an extra dose of process 
Writing because school ofSclals chose 
iniproved writing as a goal for the 
school under the district's Strategic 
Hahnlng Initiative for district-Wide 
taiproVements i n education

T h e survey shows a decline In stu­
dents' Interest In vi^tlng, Winchester 
Pri11clpal Kathy Morhous said. 

"We're not real happy With the test 
resillts," Morhous said. But she said 
she believes the test may have raised 
more questions than It answered, as 
the school's first attempt to measure 
an effective goal like increasing stu­
dent Interest In writing. 

"We're real enthusiastic because 
We think kids a1% doing more writing 
than they have ever done before," 
Morhous said. 

If students are writing more, then 
they may haVe become better critics 
of their own Writing. Whteh could ac-
coimt for their decreased interest i n 
Writing as shown by the survey, 
Morhous said. 

California Achievement Test re­
sults for 1989-90 showed imprcrc-
ment In language expression fay an 
average of nearly 3 percent The test 
s h o w ^ an average Increase of 9.15 
percent In language mechanics. 

The "process" of writing Northvllle 

students use to complete their work 
begins w i t h brainstorming ideas. 
Students do a rough draft or "sloppy 
copy." T h w hold "conferences" with 
their i t i e n a s and teachers to get Ideas 
for improving their stoiy. "Ilje final 
step requires the students to type 
their stories Into a computer 

The computers make ftirther revi­
sions easy because stories are saved 
on a disk, Morhous said. Ekliting re­
quires only a few k ^ strokes, rather 
than rewritiilg the entire stoiy by 
hand. 

They're more willing to do drastic 
editing," Morhous said. 

Students are t a u ^ t to put their 
hands on the computer's keyboard, 
and do their best from there, she 
said. 

'Some do quite well," Morhous 
said. 'Especlalty If they have compu­
ters at home." 

Writing on the computer Is a big 
advantage for Winchester fourth-
grader Ju s t i n Dllly, Who said he likes 
writing class more now that some of It 
Is done on the computers. 

"I like writing on the computer," 
Dllly said. "Fm not veiy good at writ­
ing by hand."

Michigan students might be In 
school 200 days a year tmder a prop-
osal by the state superintendent of 
public instruction. 

"Drill and practice do make a dff-
ferenoe. Drill and practice do make a 
dlflerence," said Donald L Bemis, 
who heads the state Department of 
Education. 

For a generation, the state has re-
quired 180 days of class a year. In 
earlier years, BemIs said, some dls-
trlcU offered 190 days or more. But 
the ISO-days law had the effect of 
making that the maximum. 

Bemis, In a year-end Interview, 
billed his 200-day8 proposal as a 
methodofmaklngMIchlgancompeU-
tlve In an International economy. 

Japanese students have 243 days 
In a school yean South Korean, 220: 
Israeli. 215; Scots, 200. 

Michigan ranks with Mexico and 
Sweden i n requiring ovfy 180 days. 

"It's the way we have to go," agreed 
Dorothy Beardmore, a Republican 
member of the state Board of Educa­
tion firom Rochester. "It may not be 
200 class dajrs; there may be some 
staff development time." 

A spokesperson for the Michigan 
State Chamber of Commerce, a sup-
porter of quality improvements In 
public schools, said that business 
group was not Inclined to support the 
Idea at this point. 

A longer school year would cost 
more money, and BemIs has a way to 
finance it. 

"We ootild do It five days at a time 
over four years." he said. 

"We've been increas ing K-12 
school fimdlng 7 percent a year. We 
would allow 4 percent for inflation. 
That leaves 3 percent. Wi th 3 per­
cent, we could Ivlnd five more days a 
year." 

Under his plan, the state would 
provide monetaiy Incentives to 
schools willing to extend the length of 
the school year. 

BemIs' Sgures make two unspo­
ken assumptions: Inflation wouU be 
held to 4 percent, and school emplcy-
ees would accept pay Inceases l im­
ited to the rate of Inflation. 

In recent years, the annual i n ­
crease In the consumer price Index 
has been 4 to 6-idu8 percent. 

Bemls launched his Idea i n a n O c t 
5 speech i n Flint o n the "state of edu-
catton'andatflbrBtgotlittkattentkm. 

His 200-days proposal was added 
at the last minute and wasn't In the 
original speech text. A departmental 
news release bur led the Idea In the 
13th paragraph. There has been vlr-_ 
tually no putulc discussion of It since-. 
then. Ne i the r Democra t ic G o v . ; ' 
James Blanchard nor J o h n Engler. 
his successful Republican challen­
ger, discussed It. 

A former superintendent of UUca 
public schools. Bemls was appointed 
to the state post In Janua iy of 1988 
with support from Blanchard. 

In mid-1990 Republicans on the 
State Board of Education tded to gm 
him an unsatisfactoiy perfomance 
evaluaUon. But with a 4-4 partlsari-' 
split, the board was unable to dump 
him. Under a rul ing by attorney gen­
eral FVank Kelley. Bemls has 2 % 
years left on his contract 

Bemis plans to stay around that 
long. Meanwhile, RepubUcans ha've 
picked up a 5-3 majority on the state 
board. 

Another major Idea tn Bemls' 
speech was to raise the mandatoiy 
school attendance age from 16 to 18 
and to prohibit those under 18 from 
holding full-time jobs until they have 
reached "essential skills standards." 

The student wouldn't necessarily 
have to be In class imtU age 18. He or 
she might engage In 'job shadowing, 
apprentlces^ps. mentor kinds of 
things that give hands-on ejqxrt-
ence,* i ^ s ^

"We keep hearing about the eco­
nomy slowing down, but We're buck-
Illjj the trend Uke crazy. Sales are up 
50 percent," Blumenstein said. 

Very few biillders are building for 
(he u n d e r - S I O O . O O O m a r k e t . 

Jllu.-nenstcln said, but not because 
wiey don't Want to build affordable 
housing. "Unless you're a vertical 
comp<iny like we are. you Just can't 
(io it." 

Classic Construction Is able to 
save a great deal of money because 
the company not o111y assembles and 
buys the land, but rczones It, deve­
lops it and builds the homes as well. 

"Ifyou do all that, and you run a 
tight ship, you can still do it," he sald. 

Instead of someone maldng a pro-
nt at each step of the development 
process, he can sell homes at 15 to 20 
percent savings because he cuts out 
several midtllemen, Blumenstein 
s<11d. 

And Just because it's affordable 
housing doesn't mean it's cheap 
housing, he said. A nine-hole goff 
course, nature and Walking trails 
and common areas, and commurllty 
centers and pools are available to the 
homeowners. 

Classic Construction Is developing 
the 900-u111t Maples of Novl develop-
1ncnt Wl1ich has several options 
available for under $100,000.

Bill Lawson, a partner with the 
Michigan Home Builders Inc. in 
Rochester Hills, said rising costs 
haVe made It Impossible to com­
pete. 'We can't buJld a home for 
the same price as an older home 
and give you the same thing." 

Increased regulations, land 
costs, material costs, labor costs 
—all haVe risen in the last decade. 

The main selling point of the 
neW home is exactly tliat — lU 
neWness, he said. 

High property taxes Is another 
reason It Is dlfllcult to bulld homes 
for under $100,000, Lawson said. 

Even though assessments haVe 
risen signlllcantly in the lilgh-
growth areas, they haVe not risen 
as quiddy as building costs, LaW-
son said. 

Assessments on older homes of 
the same size and type as a newer 
home a r e generally lower for the 
older home because the assess­
ment Was established at the origi­
nal lower sale price, he said. 

LaWson said some people point 
toward re-urbanlzatlon as tlie an­
swer to building affordable homes 
— the argirmcnt tielng that buil­
ders should construct homes In 
Detroit and other urban areas 

Where land costs are relatlVely 
loW. 

Image problems, radsm and 
lack of dty services aside, buHders 
are sUll reluctant to build in es­
tablished urban areas — even 
though the extensive Infrastruc­
ture makes property alluring, 
LaWson said. 

Because property lias either 
devalued or not appredated, tax 
rates ln urban areas are generally 
much lilgher than In less urban­
ized areas, he said. "So why would 
I Want to build in Detroltr 

The taxburden on newer, high-
cost housing Would t>e huge, he 
said. 

For example, tWo $100,000 
homes—one In Detroit and one in 
Rochester HUls — Would cost the 
same to build, but taxes Would 
prol»bly be more tlian double on 
the Detroit home. 

True, the Detroit home Woukl 
probably be larger because fewer 
costs were eaten up by land ac­
quisition, but the two similar^ pr­
iced lxanes would have extremely 
disparate tax bills, he said. 

"Until thqr a o i r n that probkm. 
builders are not going to want to 
build (In the urban areas)," lie 
said, suggesting that a system si­
milar to the tax abatements 
granted to industrial and com­
mercial properties might tie an av­
enue to explore. 

condomlnli1ms start at $89,900. 
Homes adjacent to a nine-hole goff 

course start at $139,000. 
The single greatest obstade to 

building homes under $100,000, 
Blumenstein said. Is the price oi 
land. 

"You can't buy the land clieap 
enough and you can't de'vek)p it 
clieap enough to (build homes for 
$100,000 or less).-

Once the price of the lot goes over 

$22,000 to $25,000, the price of 
building materials and labor makes 
$100,000 an unattainable goal, he 
said, lhat's what's really killing the 
undcr-$ 100,000 nuuicet" 

Bltlmensteln added that kx»l gov­
ernment restrictions on minimum k>t 
sizes, woodlands and wetlands are 
the greatest factors ln driving up land 
costs. 

To make affordat^ bousing more 
common. Blumenstein said com­

munities will have to loosen tlielr re 
strictlons and rea^gnlze the need for 
lower cost housing. 

Some communities, he said, are 
already taldng a second look at their 
ordinances. The restdt? More flexible 
zoning ordinances tliat allow bull-
ders to develop projects with a lilgher 
density on part ofthe site In excliange 
for open space, woodlands or wet­
lands preservation on anotlier i»rt of 
tlie site. Blumenstein said. 

Communities that insist on stric­
ter zoning ordinances, he said are 
learning the liard way tliat the costs 
of restrictive zoning ordinances are 
high. 

In mariy recent lawsuits, the 
courts liave sided With buikiers in 
saying that some of these restrictive 
ordinances constitute an unlawful 
taking of property. 

Bill Lawson, a partner With the Ml-
clilgan Home Builders Inc. ln Ro­
chester Hills, said land costs alone 
have made home construction vinder 
$100,000 virtually Impossible. Law-
son primarily builds custom liomes 
and small projects. 

"It's realty tough," he said. "You 
can go out Into the sticks Where tlie 
land Is clieap, but you're going to 
liave a liard time anywhere el^.' 

LaWson builds homes In the 
$100,000 to$150,000range InNoith 
Oaldand Coimty wliere land prices 
liave sltyrocketed In recent yeais. 

IMPROVED LOTS, depending on 
where they're located, can cost as 
much as $100.000In desirable areas 
and even In less desirable areas will 
frequentty cost more tlian $50,000, 
he said. 

"If you're building in Rochester it 
will cost you $40.000just for the bt 
— tliat means you would have to 
build (the house) for about $50,000. 
You can t do It" Lawson said. 

James McLennan, president of 
WlUoW Devekipment in Birmingham 
said there aren't aity secrets to build­
ing liomes for under $100,000. Buil­
ders arrive at a liome's cost by adding 
labor and materials costs and tlien 
factoring In tlie profit 

"And franldy. you don't make 
much of a rehim for $99,900," 
McLennan said. 'It's a real price, but 
it's also a pramodfBial price."

Mike Claffone, a sales manager 
for the Michigan Condominium 
Corp. said some builders will lie 
tunning to remodeling Jobs of ex­
isting structures — espedaUy In 
light of the slowing econonty. 

Remodeling can offer algjilflc-
ant cost advantages to new con­
struction dependfrig on the prop­
erty, lK said, malnty because the 
tiulldln^s strudural frame — <me 
ofthe greatest costs In building— 
already exists. 

The feet that we start with an 
existing structure reduces our 
costs slgniflcantly," he said. 

Remodelers can also purchase 
existing buildings In hligh-price, 
high-growth areas at half tlie cost 
of building new, he said, because 
assessments — even though 
theyVe Increased — have grown 
as fast as building t o r n scratch. 

Ey remodeling old apartment 
complexes, builders can often 
bring In condominium projects 
well below $100,000 — even as 
low as $59,000. 

And some existing facilities, 
Clallbne continued, offer great op­
portunities. The Michigan Con­
dominium Corp. recentty re­
vamped 116 executive rental un­
its In West Bloomfield and 
r e n a m e d It M o o n L a k e 
Condominiums.

Most homeowners know tliat 

caulking cracks In tlie exterior of 
their house helps reduce heat loss In 
Winter and makes It easier to cool In 
siBnmcr. 

Caulk also keeps out molstirre and 
pests. But with so marty kinds of 
caulk iivailable. deddlng which to 
buy can be daunting. 

Here are the facts so you can fill 
those cracks. 

Caulking compounds are sold in 
bulk cans, in cartridges for use with a 
gun, in squeeze tubes, and In rope­
like strips good for temporaty seals 
around storm Windows and air con-
dlUoners. Fora homeowner. It's usu­
ally most convenient to use car­
tridges In guns. 

There are six bask types of caulk. 
B Oil-base caulk is incjcpenslve and 
Will bond to most surfaces Indudlng 
Wood, masonry and metal. But It 
dries out relatively fast and is recom­
mended onty for tempora1y fbces. 
R latex-base. Water-thlnned caulk 
is fast-drying and WlU taJte paint ve1y 
Well. It's a g<x)d all-around caulk that 
Isi eas>' to use and relatlVely long 
lasting. 
a Butyl rubber caulk is long-lasting 
and best suited for making metal-to-
inasoruy Joinls. 
> Polyvinyl acetate caulk Is a dur­
able material that adheres to all sur­
faces. Indudlng pafr1t 
H Silicone caulk Is long ktsting and 
takes well to aU surfaces except 
paint. 
,; Because paint won't adhere to 

pike silicone caulk, it's usualty licst 
to; choose dear caulk or a color that 
^xs with tlie color of your house. Or 
i ^ a silicone aayllc caulk, which Is 
palntable and fairty durable. 

• Where windows and doors meet 
siding, Indudlng under sills and 
above drip caps. 
• At all comers formed biy siding. 
• Between the underside of eaves 
and gable molding. 
• Between masonry steps, porches, 
patios, decks and the main body of 
the house. 
• Around pipes, exhaust-fan outlets 
and dotlies-diyer vents. 
• Between skiing and aiiy part prot­
ruding from the main b»dy of tlie 
liouse. 

Sizable cracks In wood skUng, con­
crete, roofing and masonry surfaces 
1nay require a permanent repafrjob 
Instead of caulk. But you can fill 
maity cracks wider than a lialf-Inch 
With oakum (loosely twisted hemp or 
Jute fiber Impregnated with taij. 

Before you begin, be sure to pre­
pare tlie surfaces to be caulked. 
Scrape away aity dirt grease and okl 
compound vidth a putty knife. Finish 
cleaning with a wire brusli. 

To ensure adliestoa most caulks 
require wiping tlie surface with a sol­
vent such as mineral spirits. Check 
the labd dlrecttons. 

Wlien dealing with a lacquered 
aluminum surfiux, first remove tlie 
lacquer with t̂ylol, then wire brush 
tlie surface and flnalty appty a metal 
primer with a rust-iiihlblting agent. 

For an average-size Job, use a car-
tridge inserted In a caulking gun. Cut 
tlie end of tlie nozzle dlagoiiaUy at a 
width equal to that of most cracks, 
and push a long nail down tlie spout 
to puncture tlw Inner seal. 

Squeeze the trigger slowty and 
draw tlie tip along the seam you want 
to fill Work at a slow, even pace. If

Begonia tuberhybrfda. Multfftora 
bear many m o r e fkwere but smaller 
ones, about 1 Inch across.

Plant b ^ n l a s tuliera in Februaiy 
in moist peat moss, spliagnum moss 
or vermlcuUte In open trays. Place 
tuliera with the round end down and 
3 to 4 Inches apart.

Inches tall. 

Place the trays where tliey wlll re-
celve a llttk indirect sunlight and 
temperatures of 65 to 70 degrees.
