C a b l e f i r m 

t o h i l < e f e e 

f o r s e r v i c e 
Metrovlsion of Oakland County, 

which provides cable television ser­
vice for the Novl area, wUl once 
again raise Its rates effective Feb. 1. 

The last increase came In Febru-
ary of 1990. 

Basic service will b e priced at 
$16.95 per month, an Increase of 
$1.45. M oth«r rates. Including 
those for premltun services, remote 
control converters and additioilal 
outlets, will remain at current 
prices. 

"We understand that nobody 
likes a rate increase, but the cost of 
doing busineiss has gone up,* said 
Tom BJorklund. regional manager. 
"What we are being charged has in­
creased by 35 percent" 

BJorklund sald that the compariy 
las had an increase of 35 percent ln 
the rates char:ged basic prog­
ramming networks over the last 
year. 

The percentage of the increase 
Varies depending on the customer's 
evel of service. The average in­

crease, based on an average bill of 
about $30.55, will be 4.7 percent. 

BJorklund said that Metrovl-
slon's premium service rates con­
tinue to be the lowest ln the area. He 
gave examples of other kxal basic 
cable rates: $19.90 In Plymouth: 
$20.45 in Walled Lake; $19.95 In 
Warnn; $18.45 in Birmingham: 
and $17 in Detroit. 

Lark Samouliaa executive direc­
tor of the Southwestern Oakland 
Cable Commission, could not be 
reached for comment about the rate 
Increase. 

BJorklund said that during the 
past year. Metrovlsion has ex­
panded its ofDce hours and adopted 
a new set of customer service stan­
dards developed by the national 
Cabk -Television Association.. 

Among other things, the stan­
dards provide for maximum service 
problems and for efflclenq^ In re­
ceiving phone calls.

"We had a big blow torch," is how 
Fire Chief Arthur Lenaghan de­
scribed the gas main fire that red­
dened the evening skies over Grand 
River Avenue last Wednesday. 

It was a 30- to 40-foot tall blow 
torch that led to a night without 
telephone service for 300 Novl cus­
tomers, as well as a shut-off of the 
fuel needed to warm650homes and 
businesses when the temperature 
plunged to 13 degrees. 

The utility companies are cur­
rently assessing their financial los­
ses. Consumers Power does not ex­
pect to have a final report on the ac­
cident finished until late this week. 

"We'll talk to the contractor in­
volved and we have to determine 
what led up to the incident. If the 
contractor was resporisible, we 
have to negotiate with the contrac­
tor about the cost of the Interup-
tlon," said Garth Behrendt. pubUc 
information director for the 

compaiiy. 
*If the contractor is responsible, 

standard procedure is that they pay 
damages." 

Customers will not see an in­
crease in their gas bills caused fay 
the fire, he added: "That's why we 
try to recover costs fi:om the party 
responsible. Some of them pay up; 
It's negotiated. Some of them we 
have to take to cotrrt."

The Novl Police Department replaces a squad 
car at an average of one every six 'weeks. A new 
police car serves the department for approxi­
mately V/i years. 

But the life of a police car doesn't end there, 
Novl Police Lieutenant Thomas Hesse explained 
after recent Novl City Council approval for the 
purchase of 12 new viehldes for the Batrol 
Division. 

Total cost of the n«w Ctievrolet vehkdes was 

$180,226. with each IndMdual police car cost­
ing $15,018. Police cans have heavy-duty sus-
pension and tires, as well as the larigest engine 
available. 

The Individual vehicle cost Is lower than the 
average person woidd be able to get, Hesse said, 
because the dtybitys them th rou^ the Oakland 
County Cooperative purchasing program. This 
program serves police departments of many d-
ties by obtaining very large quantities of vehicles 
at one time. 

"These {xnev/l cars have to last us until April of 
1992," he added. 

Hesse said retired police cars, which are taken 
off the road at 60,000 miles for contractual rea­
sons, go on to be used for court transportation 
purposes, school programs, police seminars, 
and to other uses by City of Novl employees. 

The retired vehicles, he said, are spray 
painted black and "used by all different depart­
ments in the dty until it's dedded the car can no 
longer be used." 

"nlat decision, he said, is usually reached 
whenrepalrcosts exceed the value of the car. Ul--
timately the cars are put out for bid and sold to 
ar^body that wants them.

Guardian Industries Corp. In 
Novl has shown some Interest in 
purchasing enough of Optical Im-
aging Systems Inc. to gain nearly 
one-third of the compariy's stock. 

CIS develops flat panel displays 
or viewing scrseni vtduedby aeros­
pace and defense industries for 
their hig^-resolution pictures. Ex­
cept for prototypes, ttle compary 
has not produced any of the 
screens. 

The compary lost $591,000 on 
$1.8 million in revenues for the fis­
cal quarter ending in September. 

Guardian treasurer Wallace 
Rueckel said the purchase, which is 
still under negotiation, will be for 
investment p11rposes. It will not af­
fect Guardian's Novl offices, he 
said. If the piunchase is completed. 
Guardian would have controlling 
interest In OIS. 

The corporation has signed a let­
ter of Intent to pay $ 10.5 million for 
29 percent of OIS with an option to 
biiy another 22 percent for an addi-
Uonal $10.5 million within the next 
three years.

Meads MUl students are already 
• • -experienced computer users having 

competed In a computer knowledge 
competlUon since the fall of 1987, Re­
cently, they have expanded their 
computer skills. 

The 1989 voter-approved bond 
Issue permitted the district to Install 
computers In cvBiy school. At Meads 
Mill, that means students can see an 
impressionist art exhibit from the 

• Toledo Museum of Art right in the 
building. 
- The exhibit was shown on a laser 
disk system in the Meads MUl library. 
The system Is "like a video but a lot 
better," according to librarian Robert 
Stover. 

Stover displayed tlie copies of the 
work of Impressionist artists like 
Pierre Auguste Renoir and Vincent 
van Gogh around the building to 
promote the new equipment. Stover 

; also took the opportunity to encour­
age students to try their hand at im­
pressionism. He held a contest for the 
best copies of Impressionist work. Six 

=! students won for their Impressionist 
renderings. 

Meads Mill students have parttoi-
pated In the Knowledge Master Open, 
a competition on computers between 
schools arouiHi the world for three 

, years. The competition Is held four 
timesperschoolyear.Studentswork 
In a group to answer questions from a 

computer disk sent to the school by 
competition oiganizers. 

Prelimlnaiy results a n phoned to 
the school's adviser. Stover at Meads 
Mill, soon thelvaAer. Meads Mill's fi­
nal rank was 15th and Cooke third 
out of 51 competing Michigan 
schoob. 

Meads Mill ranked 444th out of 
1.350 schools competing Interna-
tlonally from as far away as Korea 
and Uruguay. The official results 
were recently mailed to the advisers 
at both schools. 

Mead Mill shidents have also had 
their computer car designs evaluated 
by engineers from Ford Motw Can-
paiiy In another competition avail-
able to students attending schools 
with computer systems. 

The ftjturistlc technology found In 
the Meads MUl libraiy Is not only for 
speclal competitions and events. 
Card catalogs and library cards are 
becominga thing of the pastatMeada 
Mill. 

'Ihese things are going to be defi­
nite dinosaurs In a fewycars," Stover 
said. 

A computer wand checks out 
books, and Immediately notifies the 
computerized card catalog that the 
book being checked out Is no longer 
available. Students can search the 
card catalog from thefr classrooms 
and the libraiy. 

Wor ld Book and GroUer's 
.Academic American encyclopedias 
are avallble on computer which can 
search the volumes of information 
with a few key strokes. 

For example, the Woild Book En­
cyclopedia mentions the words "Ken- , 
nedy" and "Dallas" 19 times In 12 ar­
ticles. If a student is writing a paper 

about former president John Ken­
nedy's asslnatlon, then they can 
print all of the World Book references 
to Keimedy and Dallas. The compu­
ter also suggests other searches that 
m l ^ t provide relevant Information. 

And the new microfiche system at 
Meads Mill Is Stover's pride and Joy. 

"This Is what they have at high 
schools and, of course, theyVe had It 
In the colleges. Now they have it at 
this level," Stover said. 

The district subscribes to Text on 
Microfiche which provides students 
access to 120 magazines fiiom Ms. to 
Good Housekeeping. The magazines 

are printed on microfiche, and pro­
vide easy access to current events. 
Stover said. 

'Now that teachers know about 
this they're assigning real ciurcnt-
event type projects," he said. 

Younger students often will look 
up a stoiy In a magazine on microfi­
che even If a copy of the same maga­
zine Is available In print at the libraiy. 
Stover said. 

"It's new amd exciting. That's why 
they like it," he said. 

"The next step In computerizing 
district school buildings 1111ght In­
clude purchasing equipment to en-

laige Information on a computer 
screen and put It on a waU screen or 
monitor. This technology would en-
able more students to participate ln 
the Knowledge Master Open. Cur­
rently, they are limited to Including 
the number of students who can fit 
around a single computer. 

The technology would have other 
uses, and Stover is not sure that the 
Knowledge Master competition 
would actually benefit fiom it. 

"If you get 60 kids all trying to say 
an answer It might detract fi:om the 
competition," he said.

Because they Were dressed in fire 
resistant si1its. ̂ ovcs, hoods, protec­
tive face gear and goggles, the injured 
workers were burned primarily on 
the face, neck and hands. 

By 11 a.m. the foUoWlngday, Con-
stuner Power employees had Indivl-
dually re-lit all ft1n1aoe and pilot 
lights in the area atong Grand River 
Avenue area between Beck and 
Wlxom roads, By 9 p.m. o n Jan. 3, 
the telephones Were back in woildng 
order. 

"Consumers Power was there dur-
ing the day when they were working. 
The (gas) pipe started to deflect and it 
came up.' said Novl's superintendent 
of public works. Bruce Jerome. 

Jerome sald the puncture was at 
the sewer line locaUon. not the water 
line as originally reported. 

"We're not at liberty to make ariy 
comments on that incident at aU," a 
State-Wide spokesperson said. 

It was two hoirrs before the gas 
lines were shut, Novl's Are ch ie fs^ . 
The department received word at 
5:18 p.m. of an explosion with Inju­
ries. Because there are no hydrants 
at the site, tar1kers were called in 

from the Northvflle, Wlxom and Lyon 
Township fire departments. Walled 
Lake firefighters maxmed Novl's Fire 
Station 2 to free up the local force. 

"It was easier Just to shut If oflf and 
let it bum ofi'," Lenaghan said. 

"It was a high-pressure main. It 
took time to bleed ofl'." 

The firefighters watched a nearby 
house and Jimmies Rustics furni­
ture store to make sure sparks didn't 
reach the buUdlngs. Lenaghan es­
timated the monetary damages of the 
event wfll be aignliicant. 

The toss at the scene Is going to be 
fairly high because there was power 
eqtrlpment Invohred." he said. 

Along v/lth the gas which either es­
caped into the afr or was burned, two 
Consumers Power back hoes were 
torched. Two Michigan Bell tele­
phone poles, two cables and some in­
dividual drop lines were scorched 
and had to be replaced. A pIck-up 
truck and a trafler were also charred. 

Michigan Bell also has no tally o ' 
its losses, said Southern Oakland 
Public Relations Director Mary Jo Fl 
farek. By 5 p.m. on Jan. 3,90 percent 
of the customers had thefr tele 
phones back in working order and 
the remainder were on line by 9 p.m. 

Due to media coverage of the 
event, only 11 customers called the 
phone company to coraplalrL she 
said: "We assume they knew what 
was going on in the area." 

A telephone compare crew con­
tinued to complete work on Grand 
River on Jan. 4. 

"We do have glitches but not any­
thing that would eflect customer ser­
vice," FUiarek said. 

The gas line was turned back on at 
3 a.m. Jan. 2, but as a safety precau-
Uon, each pUot light in the650homes 
and businesses had to be Ignited the 
next morning by Consumers Power 
employees. The company sent a 
15-member crew to Novi. brlngtng in 
workers from Lansing and Saginaw. 

R r e from the gas main consumed nearby vehicles . The damages have not yet been totaled.

The Novl couple's home was one of 
650 in the dty that lost gas service 
Wednesday night because oT the ex-
ptosion and resulting flre. Gas ser-
vtoe was restored to residents and 
businesses by about 11 a.m. 
Thiusday. 

Service was restored by 10 a.m. 
Thursday at the Schumann home. 
Both Schumann and his wife re­
mained at thefr home Wednesday 
night despite the lack of heat 

"It got a little coU," Sch11maru1 
said. 'But I kepi warm with an 
electric blanket and heavy afj^han." 

Schtlmana who is handicapped, 
said the biggest irlconvenience of the 
Incident was that his wife stayed up 
nearly all night to takecareofUm. He 
sakl that she made sure he was warm 
and was able to sleep. 

'She slept in a rediner.* Schu-
marm sakL "She tokl me to stay fri 
bed and tum the electric lilanket up. ' 

Ron Kourte. another resklcnt of 
Old Dutch Farm mobfle heme pailc. 
i m p r o v ^ to keep his family warm, 
m said his family decided to stay at 
tttefr liome after the ftlmaoe went oflf 
atal}out 5:50 pjin.

The eight-year resMent of the mo­
bfle home pailc said he used a ker­
osene lieater to warm his family.

Kourte saM aU four membera ofhls 
famlty slept in thefr Uvlng room. He 
added that he stayed up through the 
night to keep an eye on the Ittater. 

No damage was done to the borne 
from the cold, Kourte said. He said 
his water pipes were weU raped didnt 
freeze. 

"It was more of an Inconvenience 
than anything," Kourte said, "^ t be­
ing able to take a shower a-have hot 
water. We had a big pfle of dirty dis­
hes by the time it was turned back 
on." 

According to Deputy Pdlce Chief 
Richard Faulkner, the Novl Civic 
Center was made avaflable to resi­
dents fca- overnight shelter. He said 
the center was open fixjm 7p.m. untfl 
to 2 a.m. Thusday. but nobody 
showed up. 

The flre, which occurred between 
Beck and Wixom roads on Grand 
River Avenue, brought police from 
Novl, Wixom and the M k ^ i ^ State 
Police. Faulkner said three or four 
Novl ofiBcere were irjvohwd, mainly to 
direct trafilc away fiiom the area. 

The mile stretch of road was dosed 
fixMil 3 p.m. Wednesday to about 2:30 
a.m. Thursday. Faulkner said. Be­
sides six Consumera Power workera 
injured In the incident he saM there 
were no other reported bijuries.

The seller, after notification that 
the mortgage was approved, 
started pacUng. took time off to 
move and lost income firom U s ac­
tivities. What i f the seUer skeady 
had a commitment to buy another 
place? Is the credit rating of the 
Aef&vlting buyer affected? Must 
the de&ultiiig purchaser compen­
sate the seller other than Just de­
posit monies? 

You have asked a niunber of ques­
tions, the answera to which depend 
in pert on the terms and conditions of 
the purchase agreement Generally, 
irl the event of a defaillt by a buyer, 
the seUer is entitled to foreseeable 
damages that could be ejqiected 
linderthe purchase agreement Gen­
erally, the purchase agreement pro­
vides that the seUer may maintain 
the earnest money deposit as liqui­
dated damages, which tiaslcally 
means that the parties have agreed 
that in the event of a default the 
amount of earnest money is deemed 
to be the measure of damages sus­
tained by the seller.

Smoke interrupts the flow (tf current 
whtoh sets off the akum. An toniza-
Uon detector responds more qutokly 
to the filmes of a fast-burning flre. 

"Photoelectilc" detectora use a 
smaU Ught beam whtoh Impinges on a 
Ught-sensiUve photocell. The akirm 
sourlds whenever smoke friterrupts 
the Ught beam. The Ught buiJb pro­
ducing the beam klsts about three 
yeara; then it must be replaced. A 
photoelectilc type of detector gives a 
taster response to smoke t a r n a 
smolderlngfire. It is also less prone to 
false alarms from innocuous kitchen 
fumes. 

Either type of smoke detector may 
be powered by a battery (usualty 
9-VDlt) or house current For effective 
use: 
• Test your smoke detector about 
once a month to make sure it's oper-
ating property. 

To test simply press the test but­
ton on the finnt of the unit The alarm 
(a contfrmous blare) wiU sound as 
tong as the test button is depressed. 
This test automatically checks the 
electronk; drcuit hom and battery. 

If the hom does not sound, repkice 
tiie battery. If it stiJl does not sound, 
have the detector repaired or 
replaced. 
• When the smoke detector battery 
begins to weaken, ft wfll sound a 
warning signal (usually Intermittent 
beeps or chirps). Replace the battery 
Immediately foUowlng the manufitc-
turer's dlrecUons. 
• Cleanyour smoke detectoreyealiy 
to remove dust grease and other soU. 

Where to kcate: 

• In haUs leading to aleepkig areas. 
• At the heads of stalra leading to 
Uvlrlg areas. 
• In yoiu* basement but not too 
near the furnace. 
• In the iMdroom any smoker m 
your fiuQlty. 
• On the same house level as your 
kitchen, but not too near your ap-
pUances since everyday oocddng can 
easily set i t off. Caution: Never Uvn 
offasmolw detector because you are 
cooking something that wfll cause ft 

to sound off. It's too easy to forget to ' 
tum ft on again. 
• Away fi:om afr ctrrrents (vents or! 
radlatora. for example), dead afr cor-
nera and ends of halls. 
• On the cdUng at least 20 inches ;> 
fitjm aU comera or waUs. % 
• On waUs. at least 12 frlches finm> 
the cefling and the nearest comer.:' 

Note: Dont patat tiie detector.'-
Painting dogs the holes and reduces: 
Its effectiveness.

Ixwking back, or l(x)klng forWalnd, there's no-
thing but good news for the Video cassette busi-
ness. Although figures aren't yet avallable, 1990 
was a banner year With cVciy indlcatlon of record 
sales and rentals for video cassette pfT>ducers and 
distributors. 

Recent theatilcaJ motion pictures lead the list of 
favorites but exercise tapes and other self-
improvement materials, cable TV pics and comedy 
programs as well as old bfmdcast television favo­
rites continue to attract home entertalilment 
dollars. 

In the last categpiy. CBS Fox Video decorated 
the holiday season With a long thought k»t rendi-
tlon of the principle cast members of "1 Love Ixicy" 
singing "Jingle Bells." The clip first aired on 
ChristiilaB Eve 1951 and again the following year. 
Entitled 'I I.uc/s Jingle Belle." it ts avallable 
on a home cassette, "I Lov» Lucy and Th« Honty-
moonm: A TV Chrlatma* Pftsant" Thls 52-ml-
nute tape aiao includes hi^day episodes 6t>m "I 
Love Luty" and "The HoneymooFiers." 

A slightly different type of hoLday tie-in is al-
moete'/i hoursofGodfattwrlandirboxedlna 
special cdlectoi's edition with a 12-page comme-
morattve booklet and additional footage from both 
parts. 

This may be the ticket (just under $10(^ for 
"Godfather" devotees although it seems a bit much 
foracoupleof gangstermovles that are not conski-
ered as ̂ eat as they say. at least not in this comer. 

Despite the lukewarm criUcal response to 'Look 
Who's Talking* when it debuted theatrically ln late 
'89, the film cracked the $100 million box ofBce 
banicr and sold more than one million units on 
video cassette. Tri-Star rushed producdon of 
"Look Who's TalkingToo" to take advantage of that 
success. Their haste was apparent In the latter 
fllm!a weakness. That translates into "look for it on 
cassette early in the year." 

Other new trends in home video programming 
slated for the new year include a lot ntoie motion 
ptetuies available on laserdlcs and wider distribu­
tion of the newer format, ftBrn Video.

As competition grows and popularity of the 
Video Walkman TVA'CR grows, no doubt large 
numbers of 8mm video fonnatted films will be­
come available. Certainly, they're already compe­
titively priced with Buena Vista and UVE titles an­
nounced in the $20-30 range. 

Another change to watch for. open pricing was 
announced by Orion Home Video. Beginning in 
April 1991. all oftheiricleases priced above $30 
will no k>nger cany a manufacturer's suggested 
retail price. 

This suggests that competition is buUding in 
the home video marketplace and at least one com-
pany Is willing to take Its chance with market pres­
sures and. of course, the Wholesale price they set 
for their dealers.

Wood Knapp Video announces the Jan. 4 
release of *Tha FIva-Mlnuta Workout," an hour-
k>ng exercise tape with Sandy Duncan and cho-
reognapher Kevin Cafiise. 

This one is sponsored l : ^ Nabisco Biscuit Com­
paiiy (there's a $3 rebate If you pitrchase the right 
crackers) and is advertised and effective, exercises 
that can be done i^ille shopping or waiting for a 
bus. Sounds intriguing but v/by does it take an 
hour tape to explain a flve-nllnute workout?

Such empkyees as the computer

,i^q{frealcu8tonwr needs, Khappen-> n 
heiiger sakL "Tbo oiany pe<[^ inside 
o(]ganlzations don't understand the 
linkage to external customera." 

Knappenbeiiger does claim some 
recent American success stories, dt-
ing companies like Xerox, KMllken 

and Co., and the Cadillac Division of 
GeneralMotm as havingqualityand 
customer satisfaction as business 
fundamentals. Al l have won the Mal­
colm Baldridge National Quality 
Awards, established by Congress in 
1987 and administered In part by 
ASQC. 

But only 37 percent of the workers 
svirveyed this year think that the Un-
Ited States is gaining on foreign com-
petltorB.lncontrast 51 percent of ex­
ecutives polled in 1989 fay Gallup for 
ASQC said the United States was 
gaining on foreign competition. 

Knappenberger believes the new 
concepts of quality demand new 
leadership s^es and skiUs fi:om 
management 

"Employees want to be invohred. 
We talk a good game but we real^ 
don't empower employees," he said. 

His message to managers: Give up 
sane power. Letlndlviduals use their 
creative Jukes. Be a coach or fiudlita-
tor rather than an inspector or 
checker. 

n^eneedtogetallpeopleInvolved 
and empowered. We can no longer 
mandate people to Improve quality: 
we l»ve to excite them. Those in lead­
ership roles have to be willing to give 
up some control and have faith in the 
results." 

While Knappenbeiger said that 
this should lead to better quality and 
more fijlfilled employees, he con­
ceded that "this is a whole different 
flavor for management than in the 
past It is like the first lieutenantask-
ing, "How can 1 take that hllir 

Such an approach Knappenber-
. ger said should enhance a new per-
oeptksi of quality as things gone 
ri^t," rather than Just what meets 
e3q)ectation8 or specifications. 

"We all want something more. We 
can all get more together i f we all 
wotktogether.golngfor win-win situ­
ations rather than win-lose situa-
tions. The 'win-win mentality adds 
value to empkyees. companies and 
society." Knappenberger sakl. 

Something else that emplcyees 
want more of is Job skills training 
mentlonsd l y 21 percent of surveyed 
empkyees as the most important 
way companies can make it easlerfor 
them to do h l ^ quality work. 

Knappenbeiger agrees, but again 
stresses the importance of mindset 
adding that training is different finom 
educatton. He said that while Indus-
tiy can train woikers in specific Job 
skills, they must have the educa­
tional skills to learn and think for

Savings and k a n converskm activity in Mkhi-
gan prolxlbly will be limited to afewisdated cases 
—mainly because there are rekitlvely few thrifts in 
the state, but also because state thrifts are by and 
large healthy. 

According to Gary Midock, deputy director of 
the Michigan Financial Institutkins Bureau, there 
have been only three applicattons finom federally 
chartered t h r ^ — induding FVanklin Savings 
Bank — to convert to state chartered banks. 

There will be more (thrifts applying fiirconver-
ston), but not maity,* Miekxk said. The main rea­
son is there arent a k t of thrifts in Mkhigan. 

There are onty two state diartcred thrifts i n Mi­
c h i ^ neither <^whkh have applied for ccnver-
skm, and 40 federally chartered thrifts. 

Procedurally, the ccaiverBkn finm federally 
chartered thrift to state charteredbankis different 
than federally chartered thrift to federalty char­
tered bank, Mlelock sakl. 

Federal thrifts must firat convert to state thrifts 
before converting to a state chartered bank, while 
the conversion to federaUy chartered bank is ap­

parently a direct cpnverskn, he saM. 
Midock said Ftanklin Savings does not need a 

state charter In additton to a federal charter, but 
may foUow th rou^ with its appUcatlon In case the 
federal charter --- v M : h has been conditionally 
granted — is denied 

The state charter/federal charter system was 
estatdlshed to ensure a check and balance, Mie-
k>ck said, the aigument bdng that If one charter 
authority becomes too harsh, it will offer achoke 
to the financial instltutton. "ff we become to k-
ntent, it canbe measured against the other and we 
expose oursdves to some the things that hap-
poled (in the savings and k a n indusb}^. 

"Mkhlgaii has takni no position on savbigs and 
kans converting to banks,* he said. "Or for that 
matter, we haven't taken a positton on banks con-
vertkigtothilfts—whatever the request, we'll pro­
cess it as the ruks allow.' 

Michigan Financial butltutkms Bureau regu-
latoiy analyst Darwin Saiibom sakl there is little 
difference between a state chartered and a feder­
ally chartered bank, so converston fiom a thrift is 
laigely a matter or peraonal preference. 

"Doyou want to be called a natknally chartered 
or federally chartered bankr he asked. The dtf-
ferences are so minor that the general public 
wouldn't see them.* 

Sanborn said ifs not dear ff there will be a 
wholesak conversion of thrifts to banks in the 
nextdecade, mainly because there is less ofaneed 
forconver8ianfinomthrifttobankinMkhigan.Ml-
chlgan's financial Instiuttons are healthier than 
those i n other parts of the countiy, he said 

IfathriftdoeswishtoconvertitwlUprobabhrbe 
for the options being a bank can offer, rather than 
the stlgrna of being a "savings and loan," he sakl. 

Recently pubUdied reports in financial and 
general readership publications show Michigan 
and Ohio as having some of the most stable finan­
cial Institutkns in the ooimhy. 

The percentage of loans that are repossessied 
in MklUgan is the second kwest in the nation," he 
slad. "Oiu'lenders have proven to be more conser­
vative," he said Because of Michigan's and the 
Midwest's more cycUcal economy, financial insti-
tutkn managera approached investment oppor­
tunities more cauttously.

Quick recipes 
let you enjoy 
your own party 

Evcly now and then. We foodies need to be 
kneaded down a Ilttle. Must be all that yeast, 
flour, good food and Wine that so often "goes to 
our heads." 

At one of my favorite restaurants last 
Weekend. I ran into a faithful reader who com 
mentcd on the fact that all I ever write about 
are "elaborate* foods and Ideas that few work­
ing people have the time or erxxgf to create 

Well, you asked for It Just when you 
needed It the most, here are some basic boll 
day tips the Janes Gang uses to make life in 
the kitchen Just a little more comfortable and 
less hectic. 

First, never luiderestimate the qualities of a 
good meatbaf. Most folks look at this reces­
sion staple as a Tuesday night dinner. At my 
house, we use a basic meat loaf recipe and use 
it to stuff mushroom caps, wrap in puff pastiy 
or phylb dough (precooked) or nuike meat-
balls, «4iich are mixed with equal parts of 
grape Jelly and chili sauce for a tasty hot 
appetizer. 

ff thcje's ever airy left, we crush it up and 
mix it with taco seasoning for a topping on na-
chos. Never has one food item served to be so 
versatile. It's freezable. mkinwavable. but 
most of all. inejqpenshwly easy. 

Everyone has their 15 minutes fame and 
adulatton. or so Anchr Warhol says. But as for 
me. Tmjust waiting for some fistncy food maga-
zine to ask me to name three ingredients in my 
cupboards. 

Because so much of our entertaining is the 
non-planned kind, open up my cupboard and 
you'll find at least two cans of "exotic' veget­
ables along with an expanse of different oils. 

The vegetables are kept for foodie emergen­
cies like the time v/heru out of de^jeratlon, 1 
opened a can of artichoke hearts, drained 
them and mixed with eqilal parts of mayon­
naise and Parmesan cheese. 

The mixttue was then plopped Into a small 
pie plate and baked at 350degrea for 30 mi-
nutes. A hot, aromatic and thoroughly pleas­
ing hot dip that Was at home with french toast 
points or Rltz crackers. 

Ditto for that can of garbanzo beans that 
can be blended or finely chopped and mixed 
with some finely chopped onion, a little oil. ^ t 
and pepper for a humus-type cold spread that 
when (lipped with pitas from the fieczer and 
heated in the oven can be a godsend for the 
busy homemakcr. 

Speaking of fieezers. mine has never made 
it through the holidays without a constant 
supply of unsliced nench-type b r e a d . This is 
the stuff that can be taken fiom the fiieezer still 
fiozen, sliced lengthwise and brushed with 
either olive oil. vegetable oil or nut oil and 
sprinkled with dried basil (firsh chopped is 
even better but not mandatoiy). 

Add some Parmesan and, if available. 
Ktper-thin slices of tomato for a homemade 
lot bruschetta that can be slkxd Into wafera. 

pkted and passed as a hot appetizer that will 
warm anyone's heart 

Sitting next to the Campbell's Cream of Mu­
shroom soup that, v i h e n heated and mixed 
with two cups shredded cheese, turns into a 
hearty cheese fondue is the ever-present can 
of refiried beans. Old £1 Paso makes a regular 
refried bean with lard, and a vegetarian 
variety. 

Either one can be spread onto a laiige heat­
proof platter and then ringed with shredded 
cheese. choi^Kd onion, chopped and drained 
canned tomatoes and a sprinkling of cumin 
and garlic powder for a nacho-type dip calling 
for more. 

So ff you think that entertaining has to be 
plaimed out with ample dollar and time out­
lays, think again. Entertaining should be a 
time of fun and only you can It that way.

tive. I also suggest cutting up that fiilit cake 
you received as a gift and those holiday 
cookies, sugarwglngerbreadmenwllldo, to 
make it a little more festive for the holiday 
season. Place them next to the fondue pot 
and watch them disappear, along with the 
other accompaniments. 

Tty some condiments sudi as chopped 
nuts and toasted coconut for rolling your 
dipped £r1ilt or confections in. This adds a 
different texture and treat to your fondue. 

While fondues are simple to make, here 
are a few general hints you m l ^ t want to 
keep in mbid when preparing your dessert 
fondue. Be sure that the temperature, or 

fiame. is set low so that the sauce is warm 
enough without biuning the fondue. 

Also, when making the fondue that calls 
for egg yolk, be sure that you continue to 
whisk the mixture while on the stove so that 
the yolks do not scramble v M e heating, 
rihe egg white may be used to make mer­
ingue for dipping.) 

TVy limiting your party to a small ntlmber 
so it remains intimate and more infonnal.

The spice is 
right if ifs 
from the East 

In an earlier column I wrote about the vlr-
tues of herbs. Herbs are the aromatic leaves 
and sometimes flowers of plants, usi1ally of 
temperate origin. Herbs are not plenUful in the 
colder months, making spices more popular 
due to their availability. 

A spice is defined as a natural product 
which are the dried seeds, buds, fiuit or flower 
parts, bark or roots of plants, usually of tropi­
cal origin. Tb put it more simply, herbs are 
firesh and spices are dried. The countries from 
which they originate differ in temperature, 
herbs fiiom neutral climates and spkxs fiom 
hot. humid areas of the globe. 

Tbday we take spices for granted. They area 
reach away fiom the dish we are preparing or 
readily available at the local grocery s t m . Yet. 
throughout recorded histoiy sptees have 
played a role in man's fate. The phrase "Spice 
of life" conjures images of romance and ad­
venture •— not oookirig. 

The first ejqperiences man had with spices 
likely occurred 50.000 years ago when wrap-
ping meat in leaves to protect it fiom the fire 
and ashes. Much to their delight people dis­
covered different leaves imparted varied fla-
von. Earty food was often spoiled and tupa-
latable by the time it was eatea so this disrav-
e1y was pleasing at the least Spices made it 
possible to eat food that would otherwise be 
untasteflil. 

The doctora of andent Rinne and Greece 
discovered the medicinal value of spkxs. Wine 
mulled with spices and honey was thou^t to 
be effective in treating many illnesses. Spices 
also became impniant in religion and remain 
so today as evidenced by the use of incense. 

Generally speaking, the most important 
spkxs come fiom the East spedfically fiom 
India, Ceylon and the Spice Islands. Spice 
trade canbe traced back to the ancient Greece. 
Sptees were brought fiom their sources to 
main ports in India and shipped fay camel to 
Syria. 

The bible has numerous refere11ces to this 
spice trade. The Queen of Sheba bore camels 
of spices as gifts when she visited King Solo­
mon and Joseph was sold to spice traders 
when he betrayed his brothers. 

.As the Greek aiid Roman coloriizera spread 
throughout Europe so did their knowledge of 
spices. Very quickly their value was recog­
nized and spices were used in trade and war. 
For several centuries after the decline of the 
Roman Empire spice trade ceased. 

The Arabs resumed the trading of spices 
and for several hundred yeara enjoyed a com­
plete monopoly. GraduaUy. Europeans redls-
coveied the sources of spices. FarnotTs travel­
ers such as Marco Polo ^ C o l u m b u s dls-
dosed practical routes to the spice centere and 
soonevery major European port biecameahub 
: br spice tradfe. 

For years the dockworiera of London had 
their pockets sewn shut to prevent the piffer-
Ing of the exotic car^s tlxy unloaded. The 
first pure food law in histoiy was an English 
ordinance passed In 1447 prohibiting the 
adulteration of spices. Yale Unlverelty is the 
result of an endowment fiom EUhu Yale's for-
time made fiom spice trade. 

America's invoh^ment with spice bartering 
began in the early 19th century as the clipper 
ships traveled to faraway ports. So manyjour-
neys were made that the supply of pepper 
corns was greater than the demand for the first 
time in history. Prices fell, drastically affecting 
marty businesses. 

In 1835 American settlere in Texas deve­
loped chill powder Ity combining different 
dried pcppere fiom Mexico. Immigrants fiiom 
many lands brou^t their distklctivety fla­
vored dishes to America. Soldiere returning 
fiom Worid War II brought home a taste for Or­
iental, Mediterranean and Italian foods. 

Today's modem methods for gtondng. dty-
ing. packaging and shipping have madeawide 
variety ofspioesavailableatreasonable prices. 

When cooking, spices, like all seasonings 
should enhance, not overpower, the excep­
tions being chilles and curries. Start 'ivith a 
pinch and add more as needed. It is impossible 
to fbc oversplccd foods. 

Spices make It possible for you to serve a 
variety of Interesting foods. They need not be 
exotic or expensive. Well seasoned food is food 
that has been made to taste good without any 
predominating flavor. Let your imagination be 
your guide.
