If 90. this would be the third time 
In two years residents would be 
asiced to finance parks acquisition. 

In November 1989 and . ^ r l l 
1990. voters emphatically said no 
to a one-half mill tax Increase Which 
would have purdiased a11d deve­
loped new parks, induding the Novl 
T n e Garden. 

A mlllage or bondiiig proposal 
could come on the November ballot, 
with coundl approval, Krlewall 
said. 

The only i s s u e left Is parks and 
recreation in the immediate future. 
Wie purposely set it aside so we 
could getthe road j ^ f f a m forward. 

issue in this conlmunity for the next 
ten years,'he said. 

Gerald Shulman. chairman of 
the paiks and recreation comnlis-
slon, wondered If voters thoilght 
bitylng paiks was a frivolous use of 
money. The dtys argument In pre­
vious elections has been that rapid 
growth of the dty will leave little 
available and affordable free laxld. 

Tonight, the commission is ex­
pected to discuss potential sites for 

purchase, Davis said. 
In a Joint meeting Monday with 

the commission, some dty council 
members suggested that stockpll-
ing vacant land before developers 
snapped up the remaining acreage 
ml^ t be preferable to earmarking 
a v ^ b l e funds for the development 
of existing sites such as Power Park. 

"The present need in the dty is 
for addiUonal land. 1 think the 
thrust should be in this dlrecUon,' 
Council Member Joseph Toth said. 

'If It's a good deal, if you're saying 
this is potentially a $5 million piece 
we can get for $ 1 million, we're will­
ing to listen to It." 

Look at lower-priced sites abng 
stonnwater retention areas and in 
flood plains, as well as adjacent dty 
parks. Mayor Matthew Qulnn sug­
gested to Davis: "If Indeed there's 
any land like that available, start 
snooping It out." 

The dty needs 50 additional 
acres of park lands and $180,000 
won't bigr that, Conurllssloner Phil 
Koneda cautioned. 

"Then buy 10 acres," City Coun-
c l l Member M a r t h a Hoyer 
a11swered. 

But Hoyer was skeptical about 
voters buying a parks and recrea-
tlon millage hike. The current tax

M o h a w k f o u n d u n f a i r i n s t r i k e

The National Labor Relations 
Board (NLR^ recently upheld a De-
ttoittxial court decision that Mo-
hav«1c Uquornegotlated fri bad laith 
with strfldng employees in 1987, 
but quashed a ruling which would 
have forced the firm to rehire a 
woiker who aUegedly lobbed stones 
at a Job applicuit's car. 

The compaity was wdered to pay 
interest cm cost (tf living allowances 
(COLA) withheld from 72 employees 
for twp months, as well as post a 

sign bi Its Novl plant stating that it 
was fri violation of the National La­
bor Relations Act. a three-nlember 
panel in Washtoigton, D.C. deter-
mfried Dec. 31. 

The twist is that there's no place 
to tack up the sign and no one leit to 
read it. 

That's really a moot point. The 
plant Is no longer fri existence. 
There are no employees," said Do­
nald Greenspon. attorney for the 
AFL-CIO's Local 42, Geneiul bi-
dustrtal Empbyees. 

"No strikers were absorbed by 
the parent compaiiy." 

The dlstllleiy shut Its doors in 
earty 1989, not long after a final 
contract was ratified with Local 42, 
which represents the producUon 
and maintenance workera. The im-
ion eariler filed the unfafr labor 
practice complafrit with the NLRB. 

Greenspon said he will recom­
mend an appeal of the NLRB nolfrlg 
to the sixth federal drcuit court In 
Cincinnati, but a dedsion has not 
yet been made by the union.

With a record of 59 Variances granted out of 
the 60 that have been requested, at l«ist one 
member of the Novi Zonbig Board of y^peals be­
lieves the dty coundl's year-old basketball hoop 
ordbiance ought to be revised. 

In a Jofr1t meeting between the tivo paneb 
Monday, ZBA member Usa Foote said she be-
lleVed a review and possible revision of the ordi­
nance Is now fri order. She did not suggest fri that 
session precisely what might be amended. 

But she did explain the problem. The ordl-
nance, adopted in October of 1989, prohibits the 
placement d a . basketball backboard or hoop on 
a free standfrig pole any further away t o r n a 
house than the half-way mark to the property 
line. Ihe object is toavoididacement of hoops too 
dose to the road or to an adjofrifaig property 
owner's home. Backboards and hoops attached 
to the roof or garage a r e allowed. 

Foote isafd that many of those seeldng var-
iaiuxs for thefr baddMard poles are those with 
laiger parceb Where the mosit level area is lo­
cated further from the house than the halfway 

point bl these fristances, placement of the pole 
beyond the halfway mark did not place It too 
dose to the road. 

"1 don't like to see people have to come before 
the ZBA aity more than they have to," Foote said, 
suggesting some easing of the wordfrig to allow 
for such circumstances without the need for a 
variance. 

ZBA chairman Gerald Bauer however dis­
agreed. That is what we are here for, to grant the 
exception to the nlle," he said. He said that to at­
tempt to draft the ordfriance In such a way as to 
accommodate unusual cfrci11nstances on a lot 
ml^ t open the door to undeslreable placements. 

In any case. Bauer said he believed It was too 
soon.to review the ordfriance. He suggested he 
would rather wait untfi the current rush of Var­
iance requests Is over. 

The dty coundl allowed a one-year grace per-̂  
lod to allow those those who afready had in­
stalled bacldx>ard poles to move them to permit­
ted locaUons. The effective date of the ordfriance 
therefore was October. 1990. 

The Variances requested were for those who 
had poles up. City officials are not grantfrig var­
iances for new poles.

Department recently proposed rate 
Increases for Its suburtan custom 
ers — Including Novi. If the rate in­
crease Is approVed it could mean a 
Jump of $2 to $3 per month on an aV-
erage city resident Water bill, accord­
ing to NoVl I^iblic Works Superinten­
dent Bruce Jerome. 

Tile city has scheduled a meeting 
with Detroit (water departnlent)," he 
said. "We Will scrutinize their Justifl-
catlon for the Increase." 

On average, a typical city resident 
uses 25,000 to 35.000 gallons of Wa­
ter per month, Jerome said, He said 
that the increase Woi11d add 8 cents 
to the cost of eVery 1.000 gallons of 

water that Novl residents use. 
Currently, The Detroit Water and 

Sewerage DeparUnent charges Novi 
$8.06 per thousa1id cubic feet of Wa­
ter. A cubic foot equals 7.-48 gallons. 

The new rate for the city would be 
$8.66 per thousand cubic feet of Wa­
ter. Jerome said the city adds an ad­
ditional fee to residents for mainte­
nance costs. 

City oHlcIals Will hold an intelnal 
meeUngon the Increase Jan. 10. Jer­
ome said they Will then meet With De -
trolt ofllclals Jan. 17. 

The Detroit Water Board of Com­
missioners will hold a public hearing 
on the increases Jan. 23. The Detroit 
City Council Will also hold a public 
hearing on the matter Feb. 14 before 
Voting a later date. 

Jerome said the new rates Wotild 
take effect July 1 of this year if ap-
proVals are granted.

Three Detroit men invohred In an 
attempted armed robbery of a Novi 
McDonald's last month will be ar­
raigned Jan. 15 in Oaklarld County 
CiTC'jlt COLUl. 

The three men were boimd over to 
the circuit court Jan, 3 by 52nd Dis-
Ulct Court, Division 1, Judge Michael 
Batchik after a prelimlnaiy examI1ia-
tlon. District court officials said the 
men are currently tjeing held at the 
Oakland County Jail. 

DeMarco Hawkins, 20, of Detroit, 
a fonner employee of the restaurant. 
Ijas been charged with two counts of 
armed robbery, four counts of pos­
session of a firearm in comnifssion of 
s( felo11y, one cot1nt of felonious as­
sault au1d one count of kidnapping. 
The charges carry sentences raiiging 
from two years to life in prlsion. 

• Maurice Moses, 20, of Detroit was 
also charged With one count of armed 
robbery. 

" Onree Graham, 19, of Detroit was 
charged with one count of armed rob-
bety. The charge carries a possible 

life sentence, Graham allegedly drove 
the two to the site. 

The three men will be arraigned 
next Tuesday before Circuit Coiut 
Judge Richard Kuhn. District court 
officials said an examination or trial 
Would be set by the circuit court after 
the arraignment. 

A $25,000 bond was set for Hawk­
ins. Bonds of $7,000 and $5,000 
were set for Moses and Graham, re-
spectlVety. None of the men had 
posted bond as of presstime. 

The attempted robbery occurred 
Dec. 22 at the McDonald's restaur­
ant in the Twetye Oaks mall. 

According to poLce reports, the re­
staurant's manager, Chrlss Pease 
and her 11 -year old son. Ricky Harri­
son Dietz, were leaving the building 
at about 1 a.m. When two men ap­
proached her with a gun. Pease bn-
medlatety shoved her son back into 
the restaurant where the door kwked 
automatically behlild him. Dietz 
dialed 9-1-1 and called Novl Pdk* to 
the scene. 

Pease was then struck on the bead 
with one of the suspect's guns. The 
suspect that struck Pease, kter iden­
tified as Hawkins, then forced her to 

unlock the door and go back into the 
restaurant with him. The second 
man. Moses, didn't enter the store 
With them, accoidlng to reports. 

After entering the store, Hawkins 
allegedfy threatened tokill the bey for 
calling poUce. But, Dietz told Hawk­
ins that he hadn't called police, he 
had called home and got no answer. 

At that point, Hawkins onicred 
Pease to open the safe. He again 
threatend to kill them both, reports 
said, if the safe wasnt opened In five 
seconds. The safe was opened and 
cash fiiom the safe was placed in a 
plastic garbage bag. 

As the safe was being emptied, po­
lice b u m Novi, Wlxom and Farming-
ton Hills arrived at the scene. Hawk­
ins then looked out a side door of the 
restaurant with the IntenUons of es-
caplrlg, and saw poUce. 

Reports said Hawkins then again 
threatened to kill the txy, but 
changed his mind, saying that he 
would use him as a hostage instead. 

At that point Pease puched Hawkins 
in the face, collected her son and and 
ran into the parking lot to poUce. 

Hawkins refused to come olit of 
the restauraiit, but was later taken 
into cust'octy When a police dog was 
used to apprehend him.

T11e lawsuit was first brought 

against the city ln 1987but a consent 
agreement has b e e n ln place since 
1988.

Parks and Rec ponders 
higher program fees

> Program cuts and higher prices 
are how the parks and recreation 
commission may re-organize its 
budget. 

The dty council last spring pared 
back t>y $50,000 a commission re­
quest for a $200,000 subsidy t o r n 
the dty's general fund, Instead, they 
were told to balance the books-

Monday, the commission reported 
back with a series of proposals, some 
of which will come to the council for 
approval later this year. 
: "We don'twant this to be perceived 

by the citizens of Novi that we are 
punishing them for turning down our 
millage. This is a necessaiy evil. We 
were challenged by the council to 
make up the money you took away 
from us," Parks and Recreation Com-
inlssloner David Riiyle said. 
. Entiy fees at Lakeshore Park for 

residents and outsiders alike arc one 
way some funds Wotdd beplcked up. 

Currently, no entry fees are 
charged to Novl residents at the park 
and non-residents pay $2 for a dally 
pass and $300 for a season pass. 
Under the proposed fee structiire, re­
sidents would pay $15 for a season 
pass and $1 for a daily pass while 
non-residents would pay $50 per 
season and $4 per day. 

Parks and Recreation Director 
Dan Davis calculates that use of 
Lakeshore Park Will go down about 
25 percent wlth the fees, but an addl-
Uonal $7,700 ln revenue will still be 
generated. 

With a 50-percent hike in picnic 
shelter rental fees at Lakeshore Park, 

the commission hopes to bring in 
another $1.9 thousand. Residents 
pay $40 to rent the full shelter while 
non residents are chai^ged $70. This 
could goupln 1991to$60forNovld-
tizens and $100 for non-residents. 

For parks and recreation prog­
ramming, parUdpants who live out­
side of Novi are assessed an addi­
tional 10 percent fee. This could be 
upped to 20 percent. 

Some non-profitable programs 
might be deleted all together, such as 
cross-countiy skiing, the BiU Koch 
ski cLnlc, Youth Theater and WaUc 
Michigan. 

Othere could see higher partldiM-
tlon fees,indudingyouth basketbaU. 
youth Door hockey, Novi Day Camp 
and the Providence Run. 

Lakeshore Park admission fees for 
residents didn't meet with much en­
thusiasm fiom several dty coundl 
members. 

"If we're going to start chai:glng 
people to use our paiks. exacts what 
does the average homeowner get 
from their one-half miU in (parks and 
recreaUon) property ta»8?,* Coundl 
Member Martha Hoyer wondered. 

"You're going to get a huge savings 
of $7,700 and you're going to irritate 
a large number of t̂ bqpayers in this 
dty. 

The fees would finance staff and 
maintenance at the park. Davis said. 

'Once your kids are out of school, 
you say why should I jay taxes to the 
schools arymore. The activities and 
the quaUty and the maintenance 
we're tiying to buUd at that park, I do 
agree with the doUar fee." Mayor Pro 
Tern Edward Lelninger said.

Novi jwUce may have a suspect in an investiga­
tion of a bomb threat that emptied Novl Pilgh 
School and forced cancellation of most of the 
school day Monday. Chief Lee BeCole said. 

The Novl Police Department received an 
anoiwmous call at 9:33 a.m. Monday claiming a 
pipe bomb had been planted in the high school. 

The caU was placed by a person with a young, 
male Voice. Deputy Chief Richard Faulkner said. 

PoUce were able to record the caU and can make 
a voice print which could be used as evidence in 
court if die suspect is eventually c h a i ^ , Fatdk-
her saii . 

No oUier Information regarding the possible 
suspect was available Tuesday. BeOole said. 

Novl High School students had Just returned 
fiiom their two-week hoUday vacation only to be 
evacuated within hours of their arrival because of 
the bomb threat. 

Novl poUce Informed the school ofllclals of the 
threat, the school was evacuated, and classes 
were cancelled for the remainder of die day under 
poUce advice. 

The Novl Fire Department conducted a visual 
search for the bomb, foUowlng the buildings eva­

cuation, but found nothing. 
A canine unit fiiom the Flat Rock State PoUce 

post arrived around noon to search for a bomb. 
The poUce dog searched the high school with 

IVooper Laurie MacDonald untU 3:45 p.m. when 
the buUdlng was declared dear. 

The explosives-sniffing golden retriever, named 
Bandit, was used to search places that could not 
be searched visually, he said. 

PoUce recommended evacuating the high 
school because, based on their conversation with 
the caUer, they beUeved it may have been 
authentic. 

"It wasn't treated as a prank because the poUce 
department advised us to conslder.it seriously." 
Superintendent Robert Ptwko said. 

The caU was regarded as authentic enough to 
Justify evacuation of the h l ^ school and the 
canceUation of school fay poltee and school offi­
cials, associate superintendent WUlam Barrsald. 

"The caU was such that Uiey felt that it was veiy 
authentic. So, (the poUce) In their wisdom dedded 
the best thing to do would be to vacate the build­
ing," Barr said. 

Students who view bomb tiireats as an easy 
way to get out of school wlU have to think again. 
Most such calls are determined to b>e pranks be­
fore students are sent home for the day, school of­

ficials said. 
Making a bomb threat is a felony. Ihe maxi­

mum penalty for placing a bomb threat caU Is four 
years in prison for an adtdt ofiender, according to 
state poUce. Minors can be tried as adldts if they 
are 16 or 17 years oki. 

"Until we know who did it. we won't know what 
kind of charges wlU be brought The prosecutor 
wUl have to teU me that," juvenUe investigating of­
ficer John Zimmer said. 

If tile person charged with making the bomb 
threat is a student. Ox suspect can esqpect the 
Novl Board of Education to receive an expulsion 
recommendaUon. Superintendent Robert Piwko 
said. Ihe accusedstudentorstudentscanalsoex-
pect the district to press charges. Piwko said. 

Bomb threats are not a common occurence In 
the Novl area, FauUmer said. 

"We get them now and Uien, but not with any 
regularity," he said. 

Novi schools have received bomb threats Irre­
gularly in Uie past. 

A pipe bomb, which is what Monday's caUer 
claimed had been placed in the school. Is made by 
fiUlng a pipe witii explosives, capping tiie ends, 
and wiring a fiise into the pipe. 

"The object is it tiirows shrapnel about. It could 
cause injury or death," Faulkner said.

The association does not 111sure 
school districts.

'Bus Stops and Danger Zones" today 
ffhursday, Jan. 10). Novl Commun­
ity School District ofllcials have noti­
fied the assoclaUon that a district 
representative will be there. 

. The video Is designed for all 
elementary school students, even 
those who do not ride a school bus. 

Copies of the video, teaching kits, 
posters and safety Information will be 
distributed statewide through AAA 
and the state Ofllce of Highway 
Safety Planing. 

The video examines three areas of 
bus safely: 
• A "danger zone" Is the area sur­
rounding a school bus. The video

outstretched hand, he or she Is In the 
bus's danger zone. The most danger­
ous areas, according to the video, Is 
die area In front of and behind Uie 
bus and around the tires. 

• Safety spots are Where students 

wall to board a school bus. WalUng In 
a salety spot wlU prevent a student 
fix>m being caught in a danger zone 
when the bus arrives. 

• Crossing In front ofUie bus is safe 
If students follow the correct proce­
dure, according to Uic video. Stu­
dents must stay out of the danger 
zone When crossing In front of a bus 

which means thw must be far 
enou^ away from the bus to be seen 
by the driver. Flashing red lights on 
the bus do not mean crossing Is safe.

2:30 p.m.Robertson txgins his day 
by catching up on paperwork. He

Of die eight hour workday, Robert-

son said he and Anderson spend five

that much of Uie rest of the time is 
spent writing reports. 

2:45 p.m.Robertson gets Uie keys 
for Uie patrol car and heads to the

' a n d breath analysis equipment, 
• 'among other Uiin^. Before leaving, 

Robertson gets a semi-automatic 
rifle fiDm a locked portion of the 
supply room. 

With die equipment fri hand, Uie 
. 32-year-old trooper makes his way to 

die patrol car. After loading the car, 
he performs a check of Uie cars Ughts, 
radar, radio and other mechankal 
'equipment. 

2:50 p.mAiderson arrives. The 
28-year-old native of Spring Lake, 
near Muskegon, looks tired from 

^ fighting Uie flu. 
Botii Anderson and Robertson 

make thefr way to the post's squad 
room, where six other troopers are 

-cracking jokes about doughnut 
• shops. 

3:15 p.m.On die road. 
The partners head to 1-696 and 

" Orchard Lake Road, the scene of a re­
ported six-car acddent. Dave drives 

- Uie patrol car while Judy operates 
Uie radio. 

3:38 p.m.The troopers arrive on tiie 
scene. Three cars are Involved ln the 
acddent, aU pushed oflfto tiie sides of 
the highway when Robertson and 
Anderson arrive. 

4:15 p.m.A tow fruck removes two 
of the vehkles from the scene. Athird

, Dtulng the 37 minutes of action. 
. Robertson and Anderson check the 
condition of Ule drivers (Uiey were 

unhurt), caU Uie tow truck, flU out an 
acddent report and radio the post to 
inform them of a downed frafflc sign 
at the scene. 

5 p.in.After spendfrig 45 minutes 
cruising 1-96, tiie officers arrtve at 
SUvenman's Restaurant ln Fanoing-
ton HiUs for dinner. 

"We eat at Denny's and SUver-
man's a lot," Robertson said. 
"Denny's has Uie best coffee." 

Dave feasts on a "Pizza Burner" 
whUe Judy picks at a corned beef 
sandwhlch and b<)wl of soup. Topics 
for discussion Include: potenUal re­
duction of state troopers by Ule new 
governor; academy days and other 
poUce departments. 

5:50 p.m.Dinner break condudes. 
Robertson said thefr breaks usually 
nm a half-hour. 

6:05 p.m.The troopers arrtve at the 
scene of anoUier acddent on west­
bound 1-96 near Wlxom. 

BoUi exit the pafrol car to check on 
passengers In a fruck that has sUd ofl" 
tiie highway. After a short Investiga­
tion, they return to the car. 

Robertson says tiiat the buck has 
lost Its driver's side wheel and Is 
stranded. The three passengers, he 
says, have help on the way. 

6:20 p.m.A traffic stop is made at 
Grand River and Mflford Road. 

A Whitmore Lake man, is caught 
doing five mUes over tiie speed Umlt. 
A momentary scare comes when Uie 
driver gets out of the fruck and heads 
toward the troopers. 

After taUdng to hlm, Robertson 
asks the man to perform several so­
briety tests. He passes the test and is 
released with the five-over ticket. 

6:35 p.m.Headlng east on Grand 
River, the troopers make another 
speeding stop. 

Yet anoUier truck, heading west­
bound. Is caught speeding. Alter a 
brief discussion with the di^er, he is 
given a Verbal vramlng and released. 

6:50 p.m.R6bertson and Anderson 
arrive at 1-96, between Meadowbrook 
and Novl roads where a Jeep has gone 
oS the highway. 

Anderson makes her way down a 
steep ditch to the vehlde arid discov­
ers several^ otcaipants,- none hurt.' 
Ihe troopers advise them to stay put 
and radio the post for a tow truck to 
be dlspached.

S u b u r b s a ' d a n g e r o u s ' a r e a ?

On this cold, snowy day Judy Anderson had a 
touch of the flu. 

About two Inches of white powder feU Saturday 
in the Detixiit metro-area. AU In all, it wouild have 
been a great day for Anderson to have stayed 
home, remain warm and catch up on some rest. 

Only one Uiing stopped her from getting that 
rest — her Job as a Michigan State Police trooper. 

"We don't get weekends ofl"," Anderson said. 
Tou are always Uvlng witii your Job. 

"But, you learn to Uve with it." 
Anderson, along wlUi her partner, Dave Robert­

son, have lieen stationed at the state poUce post in 
NorthvlUe since 1988. The post's JurisidlcUon In­
dudes state highways through the Qty of Novl. 
Anderson, 28, came to Uie area from the Ionia 
post, near Grand Rapids, and has been on the 
force almost five years. Robertson. 32, came from 
the state post in New Baltimore and has also spent 
about Qve years as a trooper. 

The two oflacers, who are "prefen^ partners," 
Were scheduled to patrol about 20 miles of high­
way fiiom Kent Lake on 1-96 through Novl to Ink-
ster Road, on 1-696, In Farmington Hills. The 
troopers worked the afternoon shift, bom 3 to 11 
p.m., Jan. 5, and expected several acddents due 
to the sUppety road conditions. 

Robertson arrived at Uie post first Uiat Satur­
day. He said he likes to show up for work about a 
half-hour before the start of his shift to catch up on 
paperwork. 

Before going out, Robertson said the patrol car 
has to be checked and stocked. 

lights, radar, radio equipment and other me­
chanical functions, even the wiper blades, were aU 
checked by Robertson before the troopers left the 
post. Anderson arrived shortly after Robertson's 
car inspection looking tired bom her lUness. 

Before leaving, the post's dispatcher alerted the 

ofllcers of a slx-car acddent on easUjound 1-696 at 
Oichard Lake Road. 

Tou try to get there as qiUckly as yo\i can if the 
accident is blocking the highway," Robertson said, 
"because someone coidd plow right into them. The 
safety of the people in Uie acddent is our first 
concern." 

After leaving, at about 3:20 p.m., the troopers 
arlved at the acddent scene In 20 minutes. Three 
cars were involved in the pUeup. not the reported 
six. (See related stoiy.) 

AU Ulree of tiie vehkdes were out of the paUi of 
fraillc when tiie ofBpeis arrived. Two of the cars, a 
mlnlvan and a sport utiUty vehicle were on the 
shoulder of Uie road whUe the tiiird, a subcom-
pact. Was facing trafilc near tiie median waU. 

Drivers of die utiUty vehkle and the smaU car 
were at the scene of the acddent and apparenUy 
were unhiIrt. The mlnlvan was parked at the time 
of the accident and unoccupied. 

After checking for Injuries, Uie tiwpers caUed 
in tow trucks for the cars and heard the account of 
die acddent fixim botii parties. The tiroopers deter­
mined Uiat no tickets would be Issued for the mis­
hap and let the drivers go on thefr way. 

In many Ways, the acddent was typical of what 
the troopers encounter on the roads. Besides tak­
ing care of U1e acddent victims, Anderson said 
they must be carefi11 about Uiefr own safety. 

The danger of gettliig hit by on-coming titifflc Is 
veiy real, I^bertson said. He added that motorists 
rarely slow down at the scene of an acddent and 
seemingly care Uttie for the safety of the troopers. 

Like any law enforcement workers, Robertson 
and Anderson said seU"-preservaUon on the Job Is 
always In thefr thoughts. Despite working In the 
subiubs, Anderson said she doesn't necessarily 
consider it safe.-

"We woric In a veiy dangerous area," she said. 
Eveiytline troopers lea've thefr patrol cars, Ander­
son said, they are at risk. 

"You have to be cautious." Robertson said. 
'Onceyou have done i t for awhUe, you get an Idea 
of what Is going on." 

The 32-year-oId trooper's point was filusfrated 
later Uiat evening. 

While cruising down Grand River Avenue near 
New Hudson, the ofiQcers observed a Uxick going 
faster Uian the posted speed Umlt. Robertson, who 
drove on the eight-hour shift, quickly turned the 
patrol car around and gave chase to the speeding 
truck. 

After going Uirough tiie intersection of Grand 
River and MlUbrd Road, Robertson turned die 
car's flashiirs on and the truck puUed over. Botii 
he and Anderson exited the patioL vehicle usfrlg 
flashlights to Uluminate the driver of the buck. 

As Uie man — later Identified as a 32-year-old 
Whitaiore Lake resWcnt — exited tiie truck. 
Robertson kept his hand near bis pistol. E '̂en 
tiiough the man didn't appear to be dangerous, 
Anderson said he beUeved that ttie time they are 
not carefiil when making such a stop wlU be the 
time when one of diem couU get hurt 

"They have the first move," she said. "They al­
ways know what you are doing and what they are 
going to do. We are always a step behind." 

Tipoopers have to antidpate the "first move," An-
derson said. She added, however, that officers 
should never use thefr pistols unless it's 
neccessary. 

The trafllc stop turned out safely. The Whitaiore 
Lake resident cjqilained that he was returning 
home from a day of tee fishing. He said tiiat he 
wanted to get home to show his wife the fish he had 
caught and lost track of the truck's speed. Robert-
son Issued ttie man a ticket and the Inddent was 
over. 

Many of the trooper's woiidng hours arc spent 
Uke this one: doing paperwork, helping acddent 
victims, making traffic stops and cruising the 
highways. 

"It'snot Uke'Adam 12'outhere,"Anderson8ald.

The most serious Inddent of The 
Nod News' day wldi die Michigan 
State PoUce Involved a three-car acd­
dent on eastbound 1-696 at Orchard 
Lake Road. 

A 21 -year-old livonla woman and 
a 23-year-old Royal Oak man were 
Involved In the acddent, which re­
sulted in severe damage to two vehi-
des. NelUier driver was seriousty 
hurt In Uie acddent and didn't re­
quire hospitalization. 

Joann Kniga, 21, lost control of 
her car at about 3:30 p.m. Saturday, 
she told poUce. She said the car, a 
blue sub-compact, liegan to "fish-
tale" causing her to weave into 
another traffic lane. 

Vincent Difonzo, 23, driving a 
sports UtiUty Vehlde behfrid Knlga, 
slamed into the back of the car, ac­
cording to police reports. DUbnzo's 
vehlde Was then forced off the 
highway. 

A Uifrd vehlde, described as a ml­
nlvan, was parked on Uie shoulder of 
1-696 at Uie time of Uie acddent. Dl-
fonzo's UtiUty vehlde slammed into 
Uie back of Uie mlnl-van after going 
ofl" the highway, reports said. 

"I caught a ^Impse of his (vehlde) 
Just before he hit me," Knlga said. "I 
was praying that nobody woukl hit 
me ln the fiont end." 

The 21-year-old's car was spun 
arotmd fixim the impact of the crash 
according to State PoUce TVooper 
Judy Anderson. The vehlde was fac­
ing traffic, out of the roadway near 
the highway's medldan waU, she 
said. 

Knlga said she suffered a bump on 
her head fix>m the acddent. She said 
it wasn't serious, despite some dried 
blood on the l>ack of her scalp. 

"I Just remember whacking my 
head," Knlga said. 

The 21-year-old said she hit her 
head on Uie driver's side door win­
dow. Knlga said Uie Impact shattered 
the window. 

Dffonzo was unhurt in the Ind­
dent. He drove his vehlde away. 

BoUi Knlga's car and the mintvan 
were towed from the scene. Anderson 
said Knlga's car was heavily da­
maged while the unoccupied mlnl­
van was also seriously damaged. No 
estimate of the da1nage was given.

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C o n s t r u c t i o n , r o a d s , w a s t e a r e i s s u e s

Now Is the fastest-growing cximmunlty in Oakland 
Coimty and among the fastest in all of southeast Michi­
gan. Despite prtdlcUons of a recession in the year ahead, 
the pace ofN(]vfs development is not expected to slow. . . 
at least not by much. 

Ed KrlcWaU, Novl's city manager since 1974, has 
guided the community through Its devcbpment so far. 
He said he bellervta the development of Novl. for the most 
part. Will txintlnuc at the same rate In the year ahead. 

The Noli N e w s recently asked Krlewall to make his 
predlcUona for 1991. The questions and his answers 
follow: 

Lsf • start with tha Town Canter project Where is that 
llltely to go in the rtear future? 

Krlewall: Planning Is continuing along the lines that 
have been developed. We do haVe a ve1y good plan that 
has been developed Workljig With the Oakland County 
Plarlnlng Department. The project they Worked out with 
our Town Center Pla11nlng Coiilmlttec was Just a tre­
mendous effort to visualize what could happen In the 
area. The planning b Virtually In place. Wc haVe W11at ap­
pears lo be an optimal plan and there la not much more 
plannlJig that Wc need to do. 

I think We are a crossroads now as to What can happen 
from the private sector side. That is the big question 
mark. There have been some signs of commercial market 
weaJoless as of late. Wc know We have enough commer­
cial In the area, but It might take a little more to make the 
econon11cs work for the rest of the Town Center. In other 
words, wc might have to have commercial mixed In With 
residential and ofilcc and restaurants and hotels to make 
that Work. Wc don't kiwW how the present economy will 
Impact that though. 

And of course I think the defeat of the Grand Plan Is a 
factor, too. 1 thlnk Wc lose atlracUVencss In tWo of the 
quadnints because of existing Industrial uses. There arc 
some Industrial uses already established In those areas, 
and that could affect the third quadrant, the southeast 
quadrant. The Grand Plan tended to dear all of that out of 
there and enabled us to start With a clean chart. 

Of course, when the city council voted down the Grand 
Plan, It didn't vote down the concept of moving the incom­
patible businessee out it just eliminated the coordinated 
approach. 

Kriewall: That Is correct and We are still Working ac-
UVely With some of these businesses to move them out of 
there. I don't know how successful that Will be. 0111y time 
will tell. It Is a little more dlfDcult piecemeal, Ijecause We 
can't tell them up friont where they might go. We haVe to 
find them some site. We probably also have to deVelop 
some zoning changes. And It Is a piecemeal approach. It 
might Just take some tfrne. 

So, I thfrik the defeat of the Grand Plan will have 
slowed doivn the redevelopment of the Town Center area 
substantially. Maybe that's good; maybe that's bad. It Is 
dlfBcult to speculate on the end Impact of that. Maytjc a 
pause In the development of that area, fri the long run. Is 
healthy. There could be some positives to that 

But I think that with the defeat of the Grand Plan, more 
of the Impetus goes back to the private sector. In other

words, the dty has kind of backed out, althou^ we 
Would be involved In relocatfrig busfricsscs, and a lot of 
the Impetus is shifted now to Ihe private sector and the 
economy Will frnpact that a little more directly. In other 
words. It Is going to affect our short term potential In that 
area. 

Now, what percentage of the Town Center is In the 
ground, and up and operating at this point? 

Kriewall :EVen though the TYammell Crow project In the 
northeast quadrant is one fourth of the project in real 
terms I would say It represents half of the overall project 
because the acreage is significantly less In the other thiee 
quadrants. 1 would say 40 to 50 percent is alreacly dcVe-
loped In the Town Center project. I think we Just have 
more question marks In the '90s with how that Is going to 
fare. 

fri a iy community's dcvetopment, I thfrik there Is a fine 
line between grabbing opportiuiities and missing oppor-
tu111tles. fri other words, we would hope that we don't 
miss an opportunity fri the Town Center and that deve­
lopment would move to the west of i1s, that It would skip 
us and move to Brighton and other points west I don't 
thfrik that's gofrig to happen, but you never know. You 
look back at the communities to the east of us and there 
are some Vacant areas where some people Just waited too 
long or drove too hard a baigafri at some point in time. 
And they are still vacant 

Maybe that isn't bad: maybe to have some parts of the 
community undeveloped is not a bad thfrig. Except that 
fri the Town Center, this Is veiy high-priced real estate 

and It will have to devdop at some pofrit fri tfrne. fri other 
words, the banks that are holdfrig the property or the pri­
vate sector that is holdfrig the property is being taxed 
quite heaWty, because it ia valuable property. So some­
thing has to happea 

Well, in a Town Center area, which Is to count as Novl's 
downtown, would you really want to go to a full 100 per-
cent development or have some for future development? 

Krlewall: Well, I thfrik you have to do it when the com­
munity Is at its optfrnum point of development In that 
area, because the more viable it is when you develop i t 
the more we can negotiate from developers... in tenns of 
amenlUes. open space, fountafris, artworks, sculptures. 
}arks, ponds. You realty woukl want to develop an area 
ike this when It Is at its peak In terms of the majketplace. 

Even fri the Tiammell Crow project some of the feed­
back is that the dty squeezed them pretty hard In tenns 
of amenities... the park, the fountaia the ornamental 
lighting, the brick, considerable open space, very adequ­
ate parking. 

The private sectormay tell you that because of all these 
extra costs, they are going to have a dlfDcult tfrne making 
a profit. That's what they'd like to tell you. Whether that Is 
100 percent true or not I don't know. 

But in terms of getting those amenities, you would 
want to hit the target exactfy right in terms of the evolu­
tion of the commtuiity, so that you can negotiate more. 
And that is the nature of our ordi1iance for the Town Cen­
ter and that is what we are tiyfrig to do, fri place of impact 
fees and those sorts of thfrigs, is to be able to negotiate 
amenities for the community. You get a higher quality 
project 

Apd we would hope that we can stfil achieve that goal. 
And I think we can. I think 11 isjust going to be a little more 
dlfBcult now with the demise of the Grand Plan. 

Now, what about Trammeii Crow's financial troubles? 
According to company officials, It is tha national company 
that Is experiencing the money troubles. And they say the 
local operation actually counts as a separate company 
and that it Is not affected. So they have told us the prob-
iems will not have an impact locaiiy. But do you see an inl-
pact on tha Town Center because of Trammeii Crow's fl-
nanclai troubles? 

Krlewall: Probabty not They tend to sfrilcture aU of 
thefr deals as independent limited partnerships and they 
realty stand alone flnandany. They use the TYammeU 
Crow name to achieve the initial finandng. put the pro-
ect together, but once It's rolling it is a separate entity. It 
weaks oS' reallstkalty and flnandalty fix)m the central 

compaity. And overall, then, if they are saying they are 
healthy, then 1 would go along with it. I think they are 
pretty healthy. 

Of course, tha Town Center is not the only portion of 
Novl that Is developing. When the figures came out from 
Southeast Michigan Coundl of Govemments (SEMCOG) 
recently on residential housing starts, Novi was listed as 
one of the fastest developing communities In the metro 
Defrolt region. Where do you think development overall In 
Novl Is going to head In the coming year with the pros-
pects for 8 recesskin? 

Krlewall: It would appear that sfrigle famlty develop­

ment could stfil be fafrty strong. Thty are talkfrig about 
lowering mortgage rates in the near future. Of course, 
much wfil depend on the fraq-Kuwalt slhiation. But over-
afi, it appears they are tiylng to pump new life frito this 
economy. And a lowering of the mortgage rates wouM fri-
dteate single family construction wotild stfil omtfriue. 

The biggest question mark from the real estate sector, 
as far as we can teU. Is that a lot of the sales might weU be 
contingent sales. And whether people can sell thefr 
homes on the other end Is the question. It woukl appear 
the used home market is very soft right now and you can 
(Hity scU so niaity new homes untfi that begins to catch up 
with evelybody and the contfrigent deals start to faU 
apart. So that Is tbe question mark 

We are poised, however, vety weU to contfriue strongty 
with single famlty constnlcUon. We have several subdM-
sions that InstaUed thefr uUlitles and paved thefr streets 
in 1990.1 don't know the exact number, but we have a 
significant inventoty of single famlty lots right now that 
are on the maiket and available for construction. We 
could adjust veiy rapldty to an upswing fri the economy 
for that reason. Normalty, the development cycle takes 
quite a bit of tfrne. And our development community had 
readied a slgniflcant number of lots because they were 
ridfrig a strong trend of sales. So we do have quite a few 
single famlty tots that are ready to go. If the economy 
turns positive, we could deliver a k>t of homes fri 1991. We 
don't have that lag time thatwe have had hbtoricalty fri a 
couple of downturns. 

LocaUy, it is very true that the ofiSiae, commercial and 
hotel market is gone. Right now. that is so saturated that 
we wfil not see much of that in the next two or three yeara. 
Even If the economy rebounds, I don't thfrikyou are gofrig 
to see much construction In those three categories. The 
focus In Novl now continues to be resldentfril. We wouW 
see a fluny of residential construction if the economy 
turns us, but not much on the commercial end of It. 

Any industrial? 

Krlewall: There might continue to be some scattered 
light industrial development but nothing of any major 
proportions. We do not have a lot of fridustrial large par­
cels in our community. It is mostty platted Ught fridustrial 
lots or smaU acreage parcels along Gra i^ River. 

So, there wfil be a moderate flow of that over the next 
two or three yeara, but nothing amazfrig. 

Now, there has been a call for reductions In the amount 
of urban sprawl. SEMCOQ has been looking at the ques­
tion. A number of grass roots organizations have sprung 
up, calling for less devetopmant and looking for ways to 
discourage sprawl. What's your vlatItf of the sprawl Issue 
and what can Novl do about it? 

Krlewall: I know it has been a concern and recentty It 
has been a heightened concern, but I dont thfrik it is rea­
listic to be OHicerned about it because I thfrik the sprawl 
is gofrig fr> slow aityway. 

AU the statistics do show that we have veiy little new 
population (in southeast Michigan), that it isjust moving 
around. But I think economics are going to stabfilze lor-
ban sprawl generalty. fri other WOTi&, areas Uke South-
field, which are now concerned with sprawl, have veiy 
good homes that were constructed fri the past 20 to 30 
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yean, they are gdng to retafri thefr value and people are 
going b) be less Ukety to leave areas Uke Southfleld and 
Wanen and Livonia, as they left Detrofr. 

Detroit has had some dder housing stock — homes 
that were buUt back fri the '20s and '30s and a lot of that 
housing is fafrty old and people have hlstoricalty wanted 
to leave Detroit for the suburbs. But I don't necessarity 
see them leaving some of these fiirat-ring suburban areas 
to go b^ond that. There wfil ahvays be some movement of 

; people because of economics. People - - as they move 
through thefr careera from lower management to middle 
management to upper management — those people WlU 

, be movfrig somewhat from community to community to 
And more expensive housing. But the kind of abandon-
ment that has plagued communities Uke Detroit I do not 
see that happening necessarity to those flrat tiere of sub­
urban communiUes. 

So, 1 beUeve urban sprawl wfil stabfilze economlcalty in 
and of Itself because of the zero population growth In the 
metro area. We Just haven't quite reached that point yet 

, but 1 think we are approaching it. 
1 thirk that what we see gofrig on now. even in Novi, 

with the used home sales market and with the contingent 
sales in the new home market shows that. You know, if 

^ there is not a market for used homes, then they are not 
going to be able to ex|>and. 

bi the fiiture, fri terms of the communiUes to the west 
of us, I thfrik Novi is going to be the last of the so-caUed 
large suburban growth communities on the western 

- ed^ . We do have exlstfrig Detroit water and centralized 
, systems. B^ond us fri LyonTownship or BrightonTbwn-

ship, I don't know that those ccHiununlUes ever have 
centralized sewer and water systems. They may have to 
forever get by on community weUs and septk: tanks, and 
this wfil also tend to stabfilze urisan sprawl. 

So, I thfrik it fldU end. I don't see people leavfrig Livonia 
and Just abandoning good infrastructure, good quaUty 
homes and Just leap-froggfrig out into the hfriterlands 
somewhere. 

You are never gofrig to stop that guy from going out to 
Brighton Township and buying 5 aCTCs to put a house on 
i t It is sandy soU; you can put a weU on i t put in a sepUc 
tank and you can exist out there happlty ever after. But 
the kind of subdivision growth weVe seen that are the 
smaUer lots, the 80- to 100-footera that require water and 
sewer, we may be the last communityon the wcstemedge 
that has that kind of development. Novl, maybe Wlxom, 
but that wfil be about It. 

If water mains and sewers are part of the iimitation, 
does that mean the problem Novl has experienced in past 
years with water pressure mean the system has expanded 
as far ss It can go? 

Krlewall: It is near the edge. PoUtlcaUy and otherwise. 1 
don't see Detroit wantfrig to extend it much further fiian 
it already is and Novi's on the edge of that. 

I thfrik it's quesUonable whether Wlxom wfil ever be on 

DetroU water. T h ^ have talked to Detroit but the expan-
skm of the Detroit water system has slowed dramatkMy. 
And that mafri miay stop on the east side of WaUed Lake 
where It presentty sits. 

We do have enough voltune and pressure to bufid the 
Defrolt system to a pofrit vrest fri our community some­
where between Beck Road and Wixom Road. And that's 
about i t We wfil be runnfrig out of Internal pressure, un­
less we get frito booster pumps or somethfrig else. 

So, f<M- aU fritents and purposes, Novl wfil be covered 
with Detroit water, at least two-thfrds of the community. 
Sewer, agafri we expect to have enough capadty to cover 
about two-thirds of the community vrtth sewere. Maybe 
thewestemfilngesofoiu-communltywfilhave todevelop 
with sepUcs and weUs. 

What Is the solution to the water problems Novl has had 
the last two summeni for those homes already on the wa-
ter system? 

Kriewall: Most of the Mures we have had fri the last 
couple yeare have been fritemalpumping problems in the 
Defrolt system. Now, the 72-frich (main) Uiey are bringing 
down from PrankUn to loop thefr own system provides 
some back up capabUities that they don't have right now. 
biotherwords, ifcertabikity pumps go down right now fri 
the system, Farmfrigton HUls, Novl, Uvonla and North­
vflle are frnpaded directly. And Uie 72-Inch that they 
have been frying to sort out the route on. should take care 
of that It should give them a back up suppty. 

It 6bstenstt)ty could provide some growth potential to 
go west but poUUcalty, I thfrik we have seen the western 
extension of the 'water suppty. 

Novl just passed Ito road bonding. How much of the 
road consfructkMi do you think we'll see this year? 

Kriewall: We could see some bid lettfrig takfrig place, I 
would say, by late summer or earty faU on one or two pro­
jects. Our concentration however inl991wfilbetogetas 
many plans on the shelf as we can and expend our re­
sources getting the engineering completed and the right-
of-way acqufred. We have todo that irst fri any event and 
we wfil be gofrig back to dty coundl earty fri'91. We have 
afreatty given them a master plan of our frilUal efibrts and 
t h ^ have given us the green Ught to go ahead with our inl-
tlal designs on aU of the projects. 

What we WlU do is we wfil return to coundl withfri the 
next 60 days with some preUmfruuy plans so we can seU 
the bonds fri Febniaiy. When we return t o cotmcfi. that 
should give us an klea of the kfrid of prioriUes we want to 
concentrate on in terms of final design and what projects 
wc want to target for lettfrig late In 1991. 

The other factor would be the M-9 Connector and 
Twehre MUe Road, which we should know more about fri 
the next 90 days. We may have to move rather qifickty 
with that and make tt a priority to mesh with the highway 
department.

they can start theirs? 

Krlewall: It could probabty go on sfrnultaneously. 
We have some fiexlbUlty earty fri the program, so we are 

going to concentrate on engineering and get as many pro­
jects ready to go as we can. Rights-of-way can be tricky, 
so you would want the projects ready to go when you get 
the rights-of-way. 

And you might also have to consider certain develop­
ment projects. You can see developere fri our community 
kfrid of scunylng now tjyfrlg to work with our road prog­
ram and fine up various parcels for levelopment So ttie 
private sector Is dofrig thefr thfrig too, and that might af­
fect the prioriUes. If we can get some gifts of right-of-way 
t o r n certafri projects, or projects might evolve as priori­
Ues that are not cunentty prioriUes. We hope that does 
happen. We hope the private sector does come forward 
and provide us some opportunlUes to work With them by 
donaUng right of way, because someUmes that right of 
way is more expensive than bufidlng the actual road. 

So, it Isjust a lot plannfrig and engineering that wfil be 
taking place and then coundl wfil be setting some con-
strucUon prioriUes. 

What about property taxes? Where do you see property 
taxes heading? Wiii the city's large tax base keep them 
down or wiii they be rising? 

Kriewall: It should be pretty stable. Hlstoricalty, we 
have paid our friflaUonaiy costs out of the growth of the 
community. That's why we have been able to stay at or 
near truth-fri-taxaUon leveb for most of our operaUng 
funds. Most of the iiUps on our total mfilage levied over 
the yeara have been votera' approved bond issues. You 
wfil see that this year. We will attempt to bring our 
1991-92 budget to dty coundl at or near truth-ln-
taxaUon levels agafrL The onty bUp this year wUl tx the 
voter-appnwed road Ixxid issue and that was taî getted at 
being about a one mUl community responsfiiUity. 

People fri our community are fortunate in that the 
growth of the colnmunity has covered most of the lilfla-
Uonaty cost of the operaUon of our government Ifyou 
look at file total mfilage, almost of half of that is bond 
issues, for capital imi»xiveinents which were voter ap­
proved, such the poUce station, flie dvlc center, the road 
programs, stufi'lilce that Even fiie enhanced poUce and 
fire mfilage was voted by the community. 

And ifyou look at our tax rate 'with suirounding com­
muniUes. we compare veiy lavorabty. But it is the com­
mercial tax base In Novl that aUows that to happen. You 
take our shoppfrig centere in general — Twetye Oaks, 
West Oaks and the Town Center—they pay a very large 
part oftheoveraU tax bUl.Itls somewhere between lOand 
15 percent. And you could add that right on to your tax 
bfils a they weren't there. T h ^ are vely frnportant to the 
schools and the kx:al luilt of government fri tenns of de-
frayfrig costs. And Uiat is wlty our community enjoys a 
total taxbfil that Is lower than surrounding communiUes. 

Are there any other Issues you see coming to the fore-
front in Novl In the coming year? 

Krlewall: I think weVe covered them aU pretty weU, ex-
cept for soUd waste. 1 thfrik we should say fri general that 
soUd waste wfil be Uie Issue of the '90s quite fiankty. So, 
It's upon us. 

We are ready to march with a dUzens committee that 
WiU be working with our PubUc Service Department to 
formulate our local plans translUonfrig frito re<tydfrig and 
a total waste management plan for Novi. This wfil be done 
In concert with the Recydlng and Resources Recovciy 
Authority of Southern Oakland County (RRRASOC). And 
of course, the authority is workfrlg with the county In a 
cooperative eflfort. 

So file '90s wfiU be the decade that we wfil realty focus 
on solid waste issues and I fiifrik we are pretty weU post­
ured to cope with that 

I Uilnk It ia frnportant that we are fri the authority. And 
1 thfrik the authority has provided some leaderahip that 
in some ways has been more successfiil Uian Uie county 
has been fri formuIaUng its county-wide plan. 

The cotmty plan apparentty is gofrig to be challenged 
on a number of fronts, and it might h e a veiy good thfrig 
tiiat we are frwotyed fri the authority so we can deal wlUi 
our needs on a regional basis.

Agenda for schools 
in the coming year 

Some exdUng things have been 
happening In the Novl Communi ty 
SchoOl District In recent days, and the 
comlngyear promises to hold more of the 
same. But as the district's tward of edu-
cadon looks to the coming year, it wil l see 
cllallenges as well as opportunlUes, and 
Its members shoidd h e using t i l ls time Of 
year to review the district's agenda Of 
what lt hopes to accomplish. O u r priori­
ties for the school district for the 1991 
year include: 
Expand the FAMS program 

The NoVl district was fortunate to 
have been selected In the past year to 
participate In a pilot program lmown as 
the Ford Academy of Manidac tur ing Sc i ­
ences (FAMS). The program Is unique In 
that It was the Ford motor car company 
wli lch designed the curr ic idum and 
trained Novl teachers to Instruct the 
courses. The idea, of course, was to give 
students the k i n d of education they need 
to tletter prepare them for worlc i n the 
manufacturing woIid of the future. 

What's exdtlngaboutl t Is the work­
ing relationship that has tleen estati-
llshed between a private sector business 
and the public sector school district. For 
a long time, businesses haVe complained 
that students are not learning what they 
need to In order to perform successfully 
In the working world. Such a program 

E d u c a t i o n 

The school district wi l l be working 
to build and put Into operation Its Tech-
llnk building tlds year, w ^ c h will glVe 
students more access to computers and 
even to satellite communications. These 
are Of course priorities for students to 
Jeam In tlds day and age. 

But we w o n y that culh i re . art and 
language skil ls could get lost In the 
shuffle If instructors aren't careful. 
Those skills aren't Just for enjcyment 
and aesthetic appreciation, they also 
help to teach students cu l tura l Values. 
Now, Novl administrators have said they 
are aware of that danger and are hoping 
to avoid it. Some of UieTechl lnk building 
facilities will be used for o d t u r a l prog­
ramming as well. 

But It Is important this be kept i n 
mind . While computers are useful tools, 

should, of course, help to remedy that students still ought to know how to paint 
problem, and to help insure the future 
enlployablll ty a n d success of NoVl 
students. 

The only problem Is that eIiroll-
ment i n the program Is extremely limited 
so far. School officials hope to increase 
the enrollment i n the future a n d appa­
rently other businesses haVe expressed 
interest in participating In s u c h a prog­
ram. That's good. 

B u t we'd lllce to see It t aken perhaps 
a step further. Employabl l l ty s ldl ls 
should be part of the education of al l NoW 
students. Itmay take more t h a n a simple 
e^qjanslon of the program to get that i n ­
formation to a l l Novl students. It may 
take a n effort t o generalize the skills 
taught i n the F A M S program to a l l s tu­
dents, wi th instructors i n the F A M S 
program filling In other district teachers 
on how those ski l ls can l>e t a u g h t 

Technology is a priority 
B u t It ought not h e emphasized at 

the expeilse of lltieral arts subjects. 

wi th a brush and see at least a few of the 
Master's works In person, not jus t over a 
satellite h-ansmisslon. 

Keep taxes down 
With all this i n mind, the school 

board must also keep die tightest possl-
blereins onits budgetary process. Credit 
were It is due — the s chod district has 
been fixlgal with Its funds In the past. 
B u t continued vigilance Is In order. 

Tile Novl school district has been 
lucky so far. Located In a development 
hot spot, the district has reaped the ben­
efit of an ever expanding tax base. Bu t 
that won't last forever. Development of 
the d t y will slow i n the not too distant fu­
ture, and the school board should be 
preparing for that now. Besides keeping 
its contingency funds and fund balance 
at substantial levels, the dlst i lctneeds to 
be conservative i n its spending patterns, 
lt must design a program It can maintain 
into the futvlre, not one that the develop­
ment of the d ty cannot hope to sustain. 

Buying up parldand? 
Novi's Parks and RecreaUon C o m ­

mission got Its marchlrlg orders from 
City Counci l Monday Idght. G o out and 
find some land to b u y for parks, a n d once 
the parks department and comndsslon 
have found the land, they shou ld come 
back to c o u n d l for the money. 

Counci l members did not spel l out 
how they intend to pay for any p a r c d s i f 
any are found, bu t Uiey suggested a 
number of possibilities. Direct alloca­
tions from the d t y general fund were 
considered. There are always state 
grants available for such things from the 
state. There were some suggestions also 
of "aeative finandng." .And finally, the 
council d id not ru le out the possibi l i ty of 
taking anodier ndllage question to the 
ballot for Voter approval, or of pu t t ing a 
bond Issue on the tiallot. 

l n fact d ty manager E d Kr iewal l 
encouraged the counci l to proceed wi th a 
bond Issue proposal forpark land p u r c h ­
ases. His contention was that at the pre-
sentratc of devdopment of the d t y , i t w i l l 
not he long—perhsqps as little as two or 
three years — b e f i ^ l and available for 
j m k a is gone. A n d he wanted to avoid 
the criticism down the road tha t d t y 
cotmdl h a d not tr ied haId enough to pre­
serve park land because It failed to offer 
voters a bond issue. 

Frankly, the coundl ' s e m p h a ^ on 
the purchase of p a r k land was good to 
see. The issue was ra ised when pa rks d i ­
rector D a n Davis proposed the d t y ex­
pend some of its reserve revenues m en­

gineering and devdopmai t for a couple 
of parks to which the d t y afready holds 
tide. The council left no doubt they'd 
rather see the existing parks left as they 
are while the parks department and 
commission concentrate on acquiring 
new land. 

We can't argue wi th the Idea that 
time is runidng short for the d t y to ob­
tain good land for parks. A t the present 
rate of development here, i t indeed wrai't 
be long before most available p a r c d s are 
gone and what remains becomes too ex­
pensive. The emphasis now m u s t be on 
acquis i t ion . Development a n d i m ­
plementation of recreation programs 
can wait. 

B u t some doubt was cast i n the 
meeting as to whether voters w o u l d i n ­
deed approve a mlllage or a b o n d issue 
for a parks purchase. It was noted voters 
have twice turned down millages and the 
chairman of the commission wondered 
aloud whether parks aren't considered a 
low priority by t aqwycrs . 

W e don't see the ballot quest ion re­
jections as a statement that voters don't 
want new parks or don't count acqtdsi-
tion as the priority. Rather, we see it as a 
statement they don t want to pay more i n 
taxes for i t The voters gave their march­
ing orders to the d t y i n those dec t ions— 
find a w£^ to get the land i n the least ex­
pensive maimer possible, wi thout .new 
taxes.

Now I'm not a pacifidst dther. I understand perfi^ct^ 
well diat there are some folks you Just can't reason with; 
theyil push you as & r as you will let them, and the only 
way to stop them from punching you to the nose is to 
punch Uiem in theirs. From what I know of Saddam Hus­
sein, he would appear to be one of them. 

The reports IVe read Indicate Hussein has a long histoiy 
ofhutnan rights violations. Probably the most notable was 
die case of his using chemical weapons to suppress Kurd­
ish rebels within his own countiy. But Amensty Interna­
tional has also chronidcd a long list of oUler vtolatlons, in­
cluding executions of his political enemies. 

What txlthers me about that is that he was once consid­
ered our ally. In a manner of speaking. Not all that long 
ago, when our most netUesome problems in Uie region 
were wiUi Iran, and Iraq had it tied up in an eight-year king 
war, Uie U.S. supported Hussein. U.S. ofBclals recognized 
he wasn't aveiy savory character, but they considered him 
the lesser of two evils. 

So now the U.S. appears to be ready to go to war wlUi 

him. And Ule point of Uiat war, primarUy. Is to remove his 
army from Kuwait and restore the •legitimate" government 
Uiere. But It was pointed out to me recenUy Uiat Kuwait's 
'legltmate* Isn't exactty a model nation itself. That "leglU-
mate" government is also a dictatorship. The rulers we­
ren't democraUcalty elected. And while Uiey may not have 
run up the record for rights violations Hussein has, Uiey 
haVedlscrlmlnatcdheaWlyagalnstmlnoriUesandwomen, , 

So I'm beginning to wonder whether our siding wltil K u ­
wait Isn't anoUler lesser-of-two-evlls choice. I'm wonder­
ing i f we should be cxfracting some promises from Uie K u - ^ 
waltis for ftec elections and establishment of an open 
democracy in return for all this support we're giving. 

But that Is not Uie reason we're there. The primary rea­
son is to keep Hussein from grabbing the lion's share of the 
worid oU supply and using It to put a stanglehold on the . 
global economy. I can't argue WlUi that But I do think 
human rights ought to become a higher priority for the ' 
U.S. government We ought to remember that oU wasn't al­
ways the crtdcal natural resource it has become. Our, 
country's greatest resource has always been people, and 
notjust its own but those who come from foreign lands, as ' | 
we l l And our best allies have been those counbles wMch 
count human rights as a top concern. 

Peidiaps if the U.S. government made rights a priority in 
foreign af&Irs matters, we'd avoid having dictatois side 
with us when it is to their benefit and turn on us when it Is 
not 

And maybe tiiat's a standard we shoukj apply to our 
personal Uves right here In Novi and NorthvlUe. If youVe 
eversaldsometiilngllke,*Idon'tllkeUlewayhe/shetieats ' 
so-and-so, but I have to do business with him/her,", 
mjybe you've fallen into the same trap. If you disapprove 
of someone's ethics who you do business with, maybe you 
should consider how those eUiics m l ^ t one day Impact 
you.

won a $12.5 million setUement In a lawsuit 
against Tom and John Metzger, founders of 
WAR- The Metzgers were found to be responsi­
ble for die 1988 deaUi of Mulugeta Seraw, an 

Ethiopian man living in Portland, Ore. Seraw, a 
studeilt and father, had been kicked and hit 
with a baseliall bat until he died in an unpro­
voked attack. Seraw's attackers had attended 
an organizational meeting of a Portland racist 
group called East Side White Pride where rep­
resentatives of die Metzgers had encouraged Vi­
olence against black and Jewish people. 

The Metzgers argued they had a First 
Amendment right to free speech. The Southern 
Poverty Law Center argued Uiat sending agents 
to Portland for Ule specific purpose of inciting 
violence was beyond First Amendment protec-
tton. The July agreed. 

I felt powerihl My $15 helped dent racism. 
Most people daydream about winning the lot­
tery or finding romance, I daydream about sav­
ing Ule world. Maybe it's a hazard of iny trade. 

Thinking about iny donation, I ttnaglned a 
scene where a group of Southern Poverty Law 
Center lawyers were gathered. They received 
nly $ 15 money order. A cheer rose at the cen ter I 
had created in my daydream. Thqr had needed 
Just $15 more to file Uiefr lawsuU, and the day 
had been saved. The realist In me Is scoffing at 
the idealist Uiat created that twisted vision. 

My illoney actually must have financed the 
onslaught of letters I have received t o r n Uie 
Southern Poverty Law Center and nearly eveiy 
oUier organization espousing a liberal cause In 
America and the worki, the realist says. 

Since sending the first payment to the cen­
ter, I have received about five letters asking for 

more money. That's Just from Uie SouUiem 
Poverty Law Center. They apparently sold my 
name to seveial other organizations in seareh of 
liberals anxious to part with their money. I have 
since heard from the Sierra Club, Amnesty In­
ternational, Greenpeace, the National Organi­
zation for Women and the Natural Resources 
Defense Coundl several times each.

I feel a little guUty eveiy time I throw a m y a 
request The Initial good feeling I got fiiom glvblg 
a llttie money to a deserving organization Is 
gone, overshadowed by a guilt created by nqr In-
abUlty to do anything to end radsm, save the 
earth or encourage equality of the sexes. 

Instead of spending my days saving the 
world, I spend them sifting through plies of 
mafl. I hoped the Idealist in me could he satis­
fied wiUi sending a UtUe monqr here and there 
to help advance the causes I most believe in. In­
stead Ule idealist Is In hiding. The realist Is 
smug. 

I Uilnk It's time to make my second contribu­
tion. I know It wUl make me feel better. But tins 
time be smart about It I figure If I send mo­
ney anonymously, I can save a good cause a few 
dollars.

pkte. Ferguson was refused service on Uie re­
staurant skle. 

'* Ihavebeenlnsultedbyoneofyourwalters," 
!t%iguson protested to Gles. 
* Gles repeated ttie "rule" ofthe house, adding, 
JIf you sit over at tiie next table In Uie oUier row, 
I wUl see Ulat you are served there all right the 

; same as any other person will be." 

"No," said Ferguson, who stalked out and 

filed suit In Wayne Cfrcult Court for damages. 
Judge George Gartner's instructions to ttie 

Juiy were the heart of the case. 
"All citizens under the law have the same 

rights and privileges and are entiUed to die 
same Ilnmunlties — it makes no dlflerence 
wheUier white or cotored," Gartner begaa He 
noted the state in 1885 passed a law prohibit­
ing discrimination in public restaurants. 

T h e defendant has Uie right to reserve cer­
tain portions of his business for ladles, and 
other portions for gentiemen.. . certain tables 
far vviiHt men, and oUiers where colored men 
would be served, providing Ulere be no unjust 
discrimination." 

WlUi ttiose Instixictions. tile Juiy found for 
Gles. 

Ferguson appealed to the state Supreme 
Court aild won. Justice AUen B . Morse wrote 
the oplJllon, Issued Oct 10, 1890: 

"The fault of this Instiuction Is Uiat It permits 
a dlscrilhlnation on accoimt of cOtor alone, 
which cannot be made under Uie law vdth any 
Justice.. .In Michigan Uiere must be and is an 
absolute, unconditional equality of white and 
colored men before Ule law. 

"Socially people may do as Uley please wittlin 
Uie law, and whites may associate togeUier, as 
may blacks, and exclude whom they please 
from Uielr dwellings and private grounds: but 

there can be no separation In public places be­
tween people on account of their color atone 
which Ule law wlU sanction.* 

Some court decisions upheld separate but 
equal accommodations In public transporta­
tion, said Morse, "but It must be remembered 
that Uie decision. . . was made In the a n t e bei-
l u w days, before the colored man was a citizen 
and when. In nearly one-half of the Union, he 
was but a chatteL It cannot now serve as 
precedent" 

Morse noted the state law provided fiill and 
equal accomnlodattons in Inns, badber shops, 
public conveyances on land and water, theaters 
and all oUier places of pubUc accommodation 
and amusement 

The high court sent ttie case back to circuit 
court for rctrlaL Ferguson won and was 
avrarded "nominal" damages, according to a 
footiiote. 

Wllllam Ferguson later was elected Michi­
gan's first black state legislator. His attorney. 
Dean A Stiaker, later was dected Michigan's 
first black Judge and also wrote several books, 
some of vi/hlch Ferguson's press published. 

And aUofthls was 64 years before U.S. Chief 
Justice Earl Warren.

COLA payments per Worker 
ranged Irom $2,000 to $2,500. At file 
onset of bargaining, the union was 
seeking a 75-cent-per-hour wage 
increase staggered over three years, 
as weU as keeping the COLA which 
had been In place since the 1970s. 

In the 1988 Detroit trial. Admini­
strative Law Judge Arline Pacht 
found that Mohawk's use of the final 
COLA check under the previous con­
tract as a bargainl1ig chip to get a new 
contract Violated the labor relations 

act and that the stifice was caused at 
least in part by unfair labor practices. 

This was upheld by the NLRB. 
When the company agreed to 

deliver the final COLA checks In 
August 1987, the strike continued as 
the union sought fiie names of stafl" 
who might be fired due to aUeged 
picket iSie misconduct. The uifion 
contended that Mohawk did not 
readily provide fiiese names, but 
Pacht disagreed. 

In mid-August 1987, the employ­
ees submitted an unconditional offer 
to return to Work, reportedly to 
defuse decerUflcaUon action In the 
plant. .However, the company only 
reinstated 15 union workera because 
48 replacements had already been 

hired. 
The NLRB supported Pacht's find­

ing that the strike changed In charac­
ter fiom an unfair labor practice 
strike to an economic one after the 
June 4 COLA was issued. This means 
that the compaity did not violate 
labor laws by hiring a new staff. 

The compaity held interviews with 
12 employees accused of misconduct 
and found six gufity. Two eventuaUy 
got their Jobs back when openi11gs 
were avafiable. 

Six others were fired for allegedty 
behaving in a threatening manner 
towards staff membera who crossed 
the picket lines. Including spraying

The 314,277 square foot structure 

at the southwest Intersection of Novl 
Road and Interetate-96 takes up

ment. It is owned by the AdeU 
Brothera Chfidren's Trust of Sunny-
>^e, Texas, and has an assessed 
maiket value of $7,087 mlUion. 

Mohawk ceased production In 
Novl on Jan. 13,1989, laid ofi'the em­
ployees and closed up shop about 
two weeks later. The firm was owned 
by the McKesson CorporaUon. which 
was (iivesting Itself of its alcohoUc be­
verages division. 

Mohawk produced fi-uit brandies, 
cordials, schnapps, vodka, rum and 
gin, with annual profits in the $46 
miUlon range in the final yeare. Re-
portedty, profits were dropping off, 
espedaUy after the compaity tost a 
lucrative contract with Hiram 
Waficer. 

In Dec. 1988, Mohawk was pur-
chased fay a Joint-venture company, 
Moha«rik-Dlstfiled Products Ltd. but 
the Novl plant has stood empty. 

Steve Gordon, a salesman with 
Signature Associates of Southfield, 
said his firm has been seeking ten­
ants for the bufidlng for almost a 
year. 

A hybrid use of the plant would be 
ideal, Kriewafi said, with space do­
nated for the Motoraports Museum: 
They make it pretty attracUve with a 
convention center type of use. We 
have been tiylng to find them a firee 
home."

After yeare of complaints by resi­
dents and dty officials, the Oakland 
County Road Commission recentty 
agreed to InstaU a traffic signal at the 
intersection of Vfilagewood and Hag­
gerty Road.

The "temporary" will have 
cosmetic value in maintaining 
the appearance of your mouth, it 
will also serve some important 
functions, such as maintaining 
ihe proper space and bite 
relationships with adjacent and 
opposing teeth. 
Often the temporary crown wili 
be made of acrylic material of 
the exact shade to match your 
other teeth. But is not intended 

to last very long, only until the 
permanent crown is in piace to 
give the tooth iong-lasting 
protection. 
Sometimes a temporary crown 
may have to last several months. 
This can happen if other work 
has to be completed before the 
crown is put in place, if this is the 
case, a longer-lasting temporary 
crown will be made. This may be 
made of a heat-processed 
acrylic, which has a harder, more 
durable finish than the usual 
acrylic, or of some other 
wear-resistant material.

In letters home. Carol has said 
she's busy and her ward ls full. "But 
It's difficult for Women over there, 
particularly, because the/re not al­
lowed out among the civilians,' Patri­
cia sald. They're not allowed to drive 
and they're not allowed to go Into 
town unless they're escorted and 
then they have to h e covered. She's 
not allowed to leave, except to a recre­
ation camp. It's kind of Isolated. 

"She said we probably know more 
about what's going on, world-wise, 
than they do. 

Edens ls proud ofTheresa, he said, 
but mostly he hopes for a peaceful 
solution to the Middle E ^ t crisis so 
she can rejoin her husband and 
child. 

"She called the day after Christ­
inas," he said. 'She's getting used — 
a little bit — to the condlUons there. 
But she lnisses her husband and her 
baby. Tlie waiting is the hardest part. 

-We miss her tenrtbly," he added. 'I 
wish we la1ew exactly what was going 
on. I Just hope It's not another 
Vietnam . . . I was there, myself." 

Maybe you know Brent Daniels, a 
1987 Novl High School graduate Who 
pitched for the 1987 KVC Champion 
Novl WUdcat baseball team. 

Brent Joined the Marine Co1ps In 
October 1988 and was stationed at 
Cheny Point, N.C. until Aug. 23, 
when he left for the Persian Gulf on 
the USS Nassau. 

"He wanted to go. He volunteered 
to go," said Brent's mother, Barbara 
Daniels. "His division asked for Vol­
imteers and he Volunteered." 

As the Jan. 15 deadline ap­
proaches. Barbara said she Is be­
coming "a little more apprehensive," 
but she Is still Veiy supportlVe of her 
son. 

"And we support President Bush's 
decision," she added. "Of course, 
we're Worried about them all." 

Corinda McMahon said she be­
lieves the members of the mllltaiy In­
volved In Operation Desert Shield are 
more worried about their families at 
home than they are about 
themselves.

I 
know a lot of people are scared to 
death. But deep down. I feel It won't 
break out right away." 

Sean Harding Is a 1987 Novl High 
School graduate who tells people that 
his Army position as crew chief of a 
Chinook helicopter "keeps him up In 
the air." 

Do you know Sean? Apparently a 
lot of people do. "He has been veiy ap­
preciative of the people who have 
written and sent things to him," said 
his father. Rev. Leslie Harding. 

He's been getting letters from old 
friends from the Novl Wildcats 
1narchlng band as well as his church. 
Holy Cross Episcopal, and an entire 
elementaiy school class. And those 
letters do a lot toward keeping his 
spirits high. 

Sean, who was formerly stationed 
In Germany, was looking forward to 
coming back to the United States 
Oct. 31 for a new assignment In Ken­
tucky.

worid huni;er probicms. umil a siudv revealed that one of the in­
gredients could cause significant weight loss. 

Researchers in Europe found that an ingredient in the aptly 
named produce Food Source One actually caused people to lose 
weight, even though specifically instructed not to alter normal 
eating patterris. according to one study published in the presti­
gious British Journal of Nutrition. Researchers in an earlier 
study had speculated diat the weight loss was due to a decrease 
in infestinaj absorption of calories. 

ttTiile the development of Food Source One. a project of Na­
tional Dietary Re.<.tarch. would not be u.<,ed fo successfully fulfill 
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people. A Daytona Beach. Florida woman lighting a weight balUe 
for 12 years used the product on the recommendation of her 
physician and lost 30 pounds. She stated. "Not only have I lost 
30 pounds, hut my cholesterol has dropped from 232 to 143. I 
have two closets full of clothes which have not fit me in two 
years that I can now wear." In a separate report, a telephone in-
terview revealed that a Wilmington. North Carolina pharmacist 
lost 14 pounds in ls days on tlie product and was never hungry. 

Food Source One is avaiiabie through physicians and phanna-
cies without a prescripUon because il is nol s drug and contains 
only natural ingredienU already luiown to be safe. Copies of the 
referenced styie are avaiiabie free from National Dietary Re-
search.

,to the swlnlmlng pool at Wlndjai11mer Landing. 

A resort tram Will take you up-1nountaln to your 
Yllla or doWn-1nou11taln to the sea, but I was stlU 

,ln my mainland mode, too lmpatlent to Walt, so I 
. took the red hyacinth off the artlsUcally-fokled cot-

ton lobe, tucked the floWer behind my ear ai1d 
walked. 

Lights climbed up and down the hill around me, 
following the road that switch-backed between the 
,two-sto1y white villas and down the hill to the 
main complex around the pool. L l ^ t s climbed the 
peninsula across the bay In Castries, capital dty 
of the Island of St. Lucia. 
. Far out against the horlzoa a tall-masted sailing 
ship and a modem cruise ship were Wrapped in 
lights against a darkening sea. 
- I was really Into lights by then, so I floated on 
i n y back in the long curved swimming pool and 
counted them: lights on the terrace bar, lights in 
-the open-sided dlrilng room, lights in the minarets 
;that capped the red roofs and a universe of lights 
In the sky above me, at least two of them moving. 

All this stuff about lights was a fantasy, of 
course, but that's why people come to the wind­
ward islands . . . to spend hot days and warm 
nights amid white sand, emerald green seas and 
palm trees. 

St. Lucia is a small mountainous island in the 
eastern Caribbean, with resorts of various kinds 
tucked into emerald-green coves around its edges. 
J h e green slopes rise straight out of the sea with­
out preamble and culminate in rain forest, home 
of t h t endangered green parrot. 
- The only flat land on this 27-by-14 mile island 
$eems to be at Hewanorra airport on the southem 
tip. The i;.S. built an airstrip there during World 
^a r II and the St. Luclans bi1tlt their modem air-
i»rt on top of it. 
' One of the ironies of paradise ts that you must 
b:)d for two hours across potholed mountain roads 
to get to your resort, unless you stay south at 
Club Med, because most resorts are at the north 
end of the Island near Castries, 
i Smaller planes, like the American Ea^e, and 
jntcr-island planes, larid right in town at Vlgle Air­
port, but the big planes come in to the south. 
4 The FVench and the English fought over this Is­
land 14 times, their boys dying for empire, so the 
yolces yoix h e a r along the road and in the small 
villages are speaking a FVcnch patois and a lilting 
par£bean Erlglish, sometimes both In the same 
sentence. 
w Children in school lullforms canV their books 
H'̂ me along the road. Banana workers wave from 
^ back of a truck Old women sit on the steps 

wooden houses set In a tangle of flowers and 
. s beside the road. 
ihere are cows chewing the grass ln a planta­

tion of coconut palms. C ^ r e d wooden boats 
pulled nose-flrst into a bay. Women carrying ba­
skets on their heads. Boys riding bicycles down 
the road. If you measure wealth by television sets 
and cars, what'you see al<xig the road are poor 
people. 
: If you measure it by ftesh food and water, sun­
shine and beauty, they are rich. 

The logistics of Island travel make your choice of 
resort important on S t Lucia. The bus that goes 
at "no particular time' and arrives '^henevei' 
could he part of the filn ff you have the time and

iridlnatioa Taxis, available at every resort, cost 
about $30 from one end of the Island to the other. 
Car rentals are available. 

Visitors tend to spend most of their tlrne at 
their resort, taking taxis to Castries for shopping 
and restaurants, visiting the colorful Castries 
market, and the historic citadel remalris on Mome 
Fortune, Hill of Good Luck. 

They take at least one day-tour by boat from 
Castries to the town of Soufrlene (and the nearby 
resort of Anse-Chastenet) on the southwest coast. 

Where you can toirr the few special attractions of 
the Island—the Sulphur Springs at Diamond 
Falls/Baths, one of the old plantations, and the 
two cone-shaped Pltons which are the mountain 
landmarks of St. Lucia. Hikers walk the rain forest 
in search of the elusive green parrot. 

Ifyou really want to experience the Urn and 
lau^ter f the island, spend FWday night at the 
street party on Gros Islet, a village of small tradi­
tional timbered houses north of Castrie. 

People start gathering about 9 p.m. and soon 
the local bloods are all there, dancing on the 

street to the heavy thump of music. You'll find 
British tourists canylrig beer out of the tlr1y Cocs-
pur Bar. 

You will And Veroriica and her daughter De-
Iphien selling their hand-made, two-headed cloth 
dolls on the street. Street vendors sell chicken, 
conk and shrimp on a stick, the fragrant barbecue 
smoke fllllng the Friday night streets. 

SL Lucia Is embroidered around the edges with 
first dass resorts, but it is still a relatively unde­
veloped Island, ff a Hollywood director designed a 
Caribbean market, he would design lt like the Sa-
ttuday lnarket in Castries—the streets and plaza 
full of people, tunbrellas to shade them fiom the 
hot Sim, old women leaning over piles of barianas 
and baskets, children running between heaps of 
colorful fruits. 

There are thin old ladies in red scarf hats, fat 
ladies laughing thefr great booming laugjis as they 
talk together over produce spread on the street All 
will smile at you imtil you bring the camera up 
and then they will turn away in anger. 

St. Lucia was for centuries rxm by the plantoc-
racy, plantation ovmers with names Uke Chastanet 
Barnard and Deveaux. who grew cotton on huge 
spreads of land like those at Cap Estate at the 
northern tip of the Island. Their descendants are 
found today frl hotel management banks and as 
powers beWnd the political throne of island 
politics. 

When I climbed out of the swfrnmfrlg pool at 
Wlndjajjimer Landing, and shook the stars out of 
my eyes, I shared ^ o d food and wbie with the 
Canadian owners of the resort and asked Allen 
Chastenet for an Insiders guide to the Island. Allen 
was tiom and raised here and attended school In 
eastern Canada before ret1u:nlng as part of the 
hotel busfriess. 

A lot of Island Ufe Is centered aroimd the vari­
ous resorts, but there are many things you would 
not experience without an frislder Uke .Allan to 
guide you. I asked hfrn to teU me whe1« he goes 
off the beaten path: "A husband and wffe run the 
Bon Appetlt on a hill above Castries: it seats ab­
out 20 people and you get a good meal for two for 
$35-U.S. Go to Jimmie's at Vlgle Cove for fish and 
green figs, the local specialty. Green •figs" are re­
alty bananas, usually filed. "There are great views 
of the sea from the Charthouse fr1 Rodney Bay. 
The service is slow at the Mortar and Pestle, but 
the Caribbean food is terrific. They also serve good 
Creole food at the Harmony Apartel fri Castries. 

"Tou must go south to Sou&lere. Drive down 
with a stop at Marlgot Bay and at villages Uke 
Anse La Raye. The Hummlngjjlrd fri Soufrlere is 
my favorite restaurant on the island. The StlU is 
good for Creole food and the least expensive of the 
good ones. 

•There is a spectacular vew b o m Dashcene 
hotel, a small hotel set between the two pltons. 
Then there is the tour that nobody gives you. Go 
past Soufrlere to Choiseul, where four or five In­
dian families each make a different style of basket. 

'One of the island's nicest beaches is caUed 
honeymoon beach; it's past the Hewanona airport 
and there's no slgi, so ask a taxi driver to take 
you there. 

"Do a forest waUc fai the central island area 
where the wild green parrot Is becoming extfrict. 
There are two places where the green parrot is 
found In a cage—The Green Parrot restaurant and 
the St Luden Hotel."

The 1990 NaUon Hockey League 
trafrilng camp Was the one NorUMle 
naUVc Todd Krygier had always 
wished for. The one where improve-
ment wlUi Uie Hartford Whalers fl-
nally became more Important than 
Impact. 

Too bad he didn't seem to realize it. 
"I think It would have been wrong 

to say Uiat my Job wasn't on Uie line,' 
Kygler said. "There were a lot of wfri-
gers QghUng for a few spots here and I 
know I had to compete Just as hard, if 
not harder, than the oUier guys to 
keep my Job." 

It was a compeUtlVe tralnfrigcamp 
for Uie Whalers. Coach Rick Lqr kept 
eveiyone on Uie Ups of Uiefr skates to 
ensure Uie best players made the 
team. 

Not 80 long ago Kiygler had a few 
more obstacles other than competl­
Uon to overcome, like trying to con­
vince management that a hockey 
educaUon from the University of 
ConnecUcut stood for someUllng. 

"I Uifrik what I did last year proved 
to management that I have the talent 
to play In Uie NHL and Uiat Fm not a 
n1frior league player," said Kiygler. 

Kiygler made quite an Imi^ t as a 
rookie last season. .Actually, he be­
gan widening eyes around Hartford 
two years ago with a spectacular 
trainfrig camp which almost con­
vinced former Whalers CM Enlile 
Ftancis to give him a Job during Uie 
1988-89 season. 

"Actually, it became apparent to 
me Uiat I could play here (in Uie NHL) 
alter I played a few games in the AHL 
for New Havea" Kiygler said. "1 real­
ized I had Just come from collet and 
here I was playfrig with the pros who 
are onfyone call away from the NHL 
That's when I knew I had a chance. 
That's when Uie hope began to buUd." 

Kiyglerdid a lot with his opportun­
ity to play, when It finally came last 
year. Not onfy did he make the Whal­
ers, but he started the season on the 
first Ifrie wiUi Ron FVanda and Fat 
VeHbeek whUe Kevin Dlneen rested 
an Injury. 

"I don't know if that helped t o e or 
hurt. I don't know if I was ready to 
play with FVancls and Verbeek. 1 felt 
pressure. I didn't know what m y role 
was." said Krygier. ' P a n was the 
pla)rniaker. Rat the scorer. I dkint 

realize I was there to be a deccy.' 
And an agitator. Krygiei's impact 

didn't come as much fima his 30 
pc^ts (18 goals frl 58 games) as from 
his speed and work ethic. It didnt 
come easily, elUier. After startfrig Uie 
season wlUi Vertleek and FVaiKls, 
Krygier soon found himself refining 
his skills back with Bfrighamton of 
Uie A H L 

"I don't think I ever really needed a 
kick frl Uie rear end," said Kiygler. "I 
didn't get here because people had to 
moUvate me. I Uifrik last year Uie de-
moUon (to Uie AHL) allowed me to get 
some confidence back. It helped me 
learn more about the game and frn-
prove my play. I needed to work on 
usfrlg my speed better, to learn how 
to come back fixnn behfrid Uie play 
and to improve my puckhandling.* 

Krygiei's desire to accelerate his 
game a gear was dampened by a her­
nia operaUon fri July- And wiUi 63 
players fri camp fighting for roster 
spots, Krygier suddenfy became 
concerned. 

That's another reason this camp 
was so different,* said Kiygler. 'At the 
first camp (1988-89) I Just wanted to 

show a U-Conn kid could skate with 
Uiese gliys. Last year I wanted to 
make & team. Thi^ season I wanted 
to have a good start and have a great 
year. 

-But Ulen I got tiie hernia, which 
Uirew a curve hall a t me.* Kiygler 
conUnued. ' I had to come to camp 
wiUiout trafrifrig or hltUng, vAiich 
m a d e it veiy hard. Thw cut through 
iny stomach muscles during the op-
eration. w i M i made it impossible for 
me to train for a couple c^weeks. And 
once I couM play, I wasnt much.* 

Yet Krygier did win a spot on the 
roster thaidcs to bis usual all-out ef-
fort and desire. 

The Whalers tiifrik so much ofKiy-
gler t h e ^ entmsted Czechoskiva-
Man itxdde Bobby Holik to his care. 
The two make odd but compaUble 
roommates. 

"Bohs funny, a good guy to he ar­
ound. Veiy easy gofrig.* said Krygier. 
'He loves the game and helps me wlUi 
my atutude. I should charge admis­
sion to k t Uie guys come over and be 
entertained by hfrn.*

The Silent Generatlfm, the IBeat 
Generation, the Woodstock Genera­
tion and the Me Generation all have 
taken their place in American hls-
toiy. Could the Generation of Teen­
age Couch Potaloe tie next? 

It's possible, as numerous studies 
have concluded that many American 
teena have poor dietary habits and 
are physically unfit. 

Plitnty of exercise and a balanced 
diet, Iriludlng the recommended 
dietary aUoWance (RDA) for calcium, 
provide both Immediate and long-
term benefits to teens. Short-term 
benefits Include higher energy levels 
and better physical appearance. 
Long-tenn benefits indude a de-
cre^ed risk of chronic diseases and 
the building of suflllclent bone mass 
to help delay or prevent osteoporosis, 
a degenerative disease Which leaves 
bones brltUe In later life. 

Although the nutrttlonal status of 
teens as a group generally la consid­
ered adequate, numerous dietary 
practices may put them al risk of 
chronic diseases If their eating prac-
tkxs continue Into adulthood. The 
following data fiom a Variety of sour­
ces helps put teen nutrition In 
perspective. 

Teen-agers' diets typically arc high 
ln sugar, saturated lats a11d sodium. 
Teens firquently snack. 1nls3 meals, 
rely on convenience and last foods, 
arid eat on the run. To Improve their 
appearance and self Image, they may 
experiment with £ad diets. 

Surveys show that the most popu­
lar food items among teens are soda 
pop, milk, steak, hamburgers, pizza, 
spaghetti, fnench files. Ice cream, or­
anges, orange Juice, apples and 
br«id. 

A 1988 Gallup Organization 
survey of youth 12 to 17 years old re­
vealed that: 

• 71 percent considered po­
tato or com chips, cookies, candles, 
ice cream or other sweets their favo­
rite snack foods; 

O Only 10 percent named 
fiiiit as their favorite snack; 

• 79 percent said they pre­
ferred hamburgers, cheeseburgers. 

Numerous studies have concluded that many American teens 
are physically unfit 

pizza and luncheon meat for lilnch; 
• Only six percent said they 

consumed milk most often for lunch 
and Just five percent saM they con­
sumed cheese. 

According lo a Nationwide Food 
Consumption Survey (NFCS); 

• 19 percent of teenage girls 
and 11 percent of teenage boys miss 
breakfast; 

• .About 65 percent have one 
or moî e snacks a day. which provides 
aboul 20 percent of their dally caloric 
inlake. Nutritious foods could make 
snacking beneficial, but soft drinks 
and sweets arc the most fipequently 
consilmed s11ack foods; 

• Teen Intake of some vlla-
mins and minerals—Induding iron, 
zinc, and calcium—are low, partlcu­
lariy among females. Ieer1s of low so­
cioeconomic status and certain 
ethnic groups. 

Many teens consume caklum at 
levels well below the RDA of 1,200 
mg. Surveys suggest that substitut­
ing soft drlr1ks for milk is partially to 
blame. 

The good news Is that teen partld­
pation in physical fitness has In-
creased corlslderably In recent years. 
According to some estimates, about 
seven nUlUon partldpate In h l ^ 
sch(3oI sports, at least 20 million are 
Invohred In community-sponsored 
athlelic programs and another 20 
million In ur1supervlsed recreational 
aclMtles, Also, more females partld­
pate in sports. 

Despite this, the general level of 
physic^ fitness among youth re­
mains low. A 1986 s t u ^ of 19,000 
youngsters ages 6 to 17 for the Presi­
dent's Coundl on Hiyslcal Fitness 
and Sports turned up these results: 

• Teenage girls performed

have poor dietary habits and 

worse than a decade ago In eight of 
nln fitness-related tasks such as slt-
ups, the standing long Jump and the 
12-minute run: 

• 40 percent ofboys ages 6 to 
12—and 70 percent of glris ages 6 to 
17—could do no more than one pull-
up. Thqr should be able to do at least 
two. 

• Only two percent of the 18 
million children who took tlie "Presi­
dent's Chafienge," a series of exer­
cises that measure strength, flexibil­
ity and endurance, performed well 
enough to qualify for the award. 

Without self-motlvaUon and help 
fiom parents, teachers and other in­
fluential leaders, the poor dletaiy 
and exercise habits of maiiy of 
America's teens likely will remain the 
same. If they do, the Couch Potato 
Generation could be the next to come 
of age.

I ahrayt wear high heebu IVe 
noticed my calves aren't as 
shapely as my friends who wotk 
out. I do like to n m occasionally, 
but Mily occaiidonally. Can youglve 
ffi0 some help to improve the 
s h i ^ of my cahreo? 

You tell me you "always wear high 
heebr Oh. my adiing legs and feet I 
know high heels do make your legs 
kxJc sexier, but the downside lo these 
sexy shoes is that the Achilles tendon 
(bdow the calf musde) shortens and 
becomes prone to Injury. Not to men-
tion the position of your kiwcr back 
(arched) and those powstressed feet 

Waildng tn this position tends to 
create a tmiade imbalance — your 

calf overpowering your shin musde. 
With correct exercise, you can Im­

prove your condition and create 
bcauUful sexy legs. Bufidlng up your 
legs while neglecting the muscle In 
your shins can lead to muscle Imba­
lance and Injuries, such as shin 
splints. 

In addition to Injury prcvcnUon. 
strengthening these musdes can Im-
prove yoi1r ^rfonmance In various 
sports and activities. The muscles in 
your lower leg are vital to walking, 
running dtanbtng stairs, etc. 

You must also work through the 
range of motion w i the r you are 
stretching or strengthening. 

Just for tbe record, you have two 
calf musdes. The gastrocnemius is 
the thinner, more visible musde that 
gjvesyour lower leg its shape, and the 
soleus Is the laiger musde under­

neath it, which provides the bulk in 
the calf. The Achilles tendon attaches 
both the gastrocnemius and soleus 
to the heeL 

There are some simple exercises 
that can be done at home to 
strengthen your shins. Daily for the 
first week, sit with one leg out sand 
pidl your toe back toward you ap-
proixlinately 30 times. Repeat with 
the other leg 

Dally for the second week, stand 
wlUi you w d ^ t forward and hands 
on your thighs, and with one leg at a 
time, lift and lower toes 20 Umes for 
each leg. 

The dally exeidse for the third 
week consists of standing on a step 
approKlmately two Inches high and 
raisli^ up on your toes for 10 sec­

onds, then slowly bringing your heel 
down 10 more seconds to 1nld-alr 
and holding another 10 seconcis. Re-
peat the sequence 10 times. 

Ifyou are a slim person with falriy 
slim legs, you wfil see an improve-
ment In around six weeks.

Home mortgage losins are becoming 
more flexible and creative. Increas-
higly. they are being custom-designed 
to meet the needs of indiVidual borrow­
ers. 

For example, a jnan recently needed 
a permanent mortgage loan to finance 
a new home he had constructed on a 
12-acre site. He contacted 10 lenders 
to determine who could come up With 
the most faVorable loan. 

The Winning proposal came from a 
loan officer in the mortgage depart­
ment ofa regional bank. It Was a 'pig­
gyback combination loan"—actually 
two loans seci1red by both a first and 
second trust deed. 

The first TD loan was In the amotint 
of $187,450. the maximum loan 
amount that is salable to the secon- , 
dary market (Fannie Mae). 

The second TD seciJred a companion 
loan for the remainder of the needed 
total amount of-260,000. Both ofthe 
piggyback loans carry a fixed Interest 
rate of 103/8 percent With payments 
calculated on a 30-year amortization 
schedttle. 

HoweVer, the second TD portion is 
due (must be paid ofl) in 15 years. Only 
one percentage point Was paid as a 
total loan fee. 

Reason for two loans: Since the first 
loan ls ln an amoimt that can be sold 

by the baIik to the secondaiy market, 
a lower interest rate was possible. The 
remainder of the needed funds was 
generated via the second TD loan, and 
since the second loan was part of the 
financing packajge the same low inter­
est rate Was approved. 

T m Very pleased with this special 
loan," said the borrower. T h e only 
downside Is that I caimot place an­
other second TD loan on the property if 
I should need it. But considering cveiy-
thing. this was the best and most cren-
tive deal from any of the lenders 1 
contacted." 

Incidentally, the maximum loan that 
Fannie Mae (Federal National Mort­
gage Association) will purchase fi-om 
primary lenders will be raised to 
$191,250 as of Jan. 1. This appUes to 
mortgage loans for single-family home 
financing. 

In another case, a professional man 
wanted a no-point, one-step mortgage 
loan to finance his home purchase. 
This means there would be no hiltial 
loan fee and there would be only one 
adjustment in the interest rate (typi­
cally after seven years) in an otherwise 
conventional 30-year loan. 

After shopping several Jenders, with 
the help of hls real estate broker, he 
found precisely the type of loan he was 
seeking. He plarmed to resell the home 
in Qve or six years, so this loan met his 
needs. 

For other personal situations, a 15-

year loan term can be arranged, or a 
biweekly payment plan. Or a gradu-
ated-payment plan or an interest buy-
doWnmortgagemlglit best meet a home 
buyer's needs. These and other special 
types of mortgages arc available In 
today's market. 

Even mortgage loans insured by the 
Federal Housing Administration are 
becoming more flexible. Over 15 mil­
lion AmeIlcans haVe purchased homes 
with FHA loans. Most of those loans 
are of the fixed-rate 30-year Variety. 

HoWeVcr. a graduated-payment FHA 
loan Is aVallable (245 program) that 
starts With an exceptionally low inter­
est rate and payment schedule. Thus, 
many low-Income families can qualify 
for this loan who could not meet quali­
fication requirements of other mort­
gages. 

With the Increashig number of home 
financing options, and related com­
plexities, most buyers need help In 
sorting it all out. Many real estate 
brokers are equipped to help buyers by 
keeping up to date on mortgage plans 
and terms oflered by lenders in their 
area. 

Many lenders, realizing the Value of 
broker referrals, communicate dally 
mortgage information to selected bro­
kers Via fax or computer. 

In a growing number of metro areas, 
"family finance centers" are being es­
tablished. Through these centers, home 
buyers can obtain up-to-date informa­

tion on mortgage loans aVallable from 
local and regional lenders. 

Q. Are delinquencies rising on mort-
gage loans used to finance condos and 
townhouses? 

A. No. Delinquencies are decreasing, 
accordhig to a recent report fi-om Fan­
nie Mae (Federal National Mortgage 
Association), the nation's largest In-
Vestor in home mortgages. 

Multlfamlly delinquencies of 60 days 
or more declined to 1.3 percent at the 
end of tiie third quarter, from apeak of 
6.6 percent in the fourth qujirter of 
1988 and 3.7 percent in the third 
quarter of 1989, the Fannie Mae report 
stated. 

Q. Are farmland values Increasing? 
A. Yes. .Agriculture Is enjoying its 

fourth consecutiVe year of recoVery—a 
trend that posltiVely influences farm­
land Values. 

"Unlike commercial real estate, agri­
culture Is in good shape." according to 
the Real Estate Research Corp. "His­
torically, agrioiltural real estate has 
had average returns of 10 percent per 
year. We expect these strong returns in 
agriculture to continue In the 1990s 
and to attract more Institutional In̂ ^ 
Vestments."

P i g e o n f e e d i n g n e i g h b o r p o s e s l o f t y p r o b l e m

Q. We live In a moblle-home park 
and have a very messy problem. 
Our next-door neighbor Insists on 
feeding pigeons, and they have 
come to roost on top of our mobile 
home. The mess caused by bird 
excretion Is considerable. 
: Doyou know of any bird repellent 

that I could use, so that at least they 
won't pick my roof as their resting 
place? 

A. Your first step ls to get your 
neighbor to stop feeding the birds. 
You might eVen discuss the prob­
lem wlth the ma11agemei1t ofyour 
mobile-home parlc. Some cltles 
haVe passed ordinances making it 

unlawful to feed pigeons, because 
they are of the worst known dis­
ease carrlers among birds. 

Discouraging blrds from perch­
ing on railings, gutters and other 
structures around the home can 
be a Very frustrating problem. 
Furthermore, they can cause 
considerable property damage, and 
they are a health hazard. 

There are several steps you can 
take to dlscoLirage these birds, but 
none is foolproof. 

One product. Tanglefoot, is a 
stldfy substance that can be ap­
plied to eaves, gutters, fence tops, 
etc.. While lt does not entangle the 
blrd'sfeet, lt does discourage them 
from alighting. 

This product is usually found at 

a Well-stocked nursery or liard-
Ware -store, lt Is manufactiued by 
The Tanglefoot Co.. 314 Straight 
SW, GraIId Rapids, MI 49504. 

This paste product is available 
in tubes or one-pound cartons. 
Unfortunately, the substiuice Is 
not long-lasting and will have to be 
repeated periodically. 

One other draWback is that the 
sticky substance attracts dust and 
dirt, and becomes discolored and 
dirty. HoWeVer. short of killing tlie 
birds, it is one of the most effectlVe 
control methods. 

Another method of dlscouraglIng 
these pests ls to lnstall metal strips 
of sharp prongs that prevent birds 
from ali^tlng. Usually these are 
made of springtempcred rustproof 

nickel. clIromliun. stali11ess steel 
or aluminum. They are Installed 
permanently and should last a 
long time. Most of these pioducts 
are proVided With ample means of 
attachment to a Variety of surfaces 
and come With Instructions aIld 
diagrams for installation. 

HoweVcr. they may not be read­
ily available. CheckWlthyour 1.iwn-
and-garden supply outlet, a large 
hardware store or even a building-
supply firm. 

Other deterrents Include rubber 
snakes or owl decoys, lt ls a good 
idea to move these fake decoys 
perIodlca11y for more effective re-
suits. Birds become used to these 
non-moving decoys and wiU fre­
quent the area despite their pres-

or soft fabric on fumlttire." 
Relder suggested the scratching 

post be no shorter than three feet 
In height. Wofxl posts are best. 

"You can traln them to use the 
scratching post. But you have to 
bepatlent. You can't Just set them 
In front of it and say, 'OK. scratch 
at it.' Ttaln them to scratch lt and 
Work with them," Relder sald. 

Cat owners also are advised to 
avoid investing in silky fumiture. 
Relder sald cat claws WlU grab the 
fabric and snag lt. Relder recom­
mends vcrtlcal blinds histead of 
long drapes because cats fre­
quently climb the drapes. 

Because of the a111mal's ability 
to climb — often times in places 
completely lInlmaginabie, such as 
on top of refilgerators. televisions 
and closet shelves — cat owners 
should be discouraged from plac­
ing expensive mementoes and 
knick-knacks In places where the 
cat can easily knock them over. 
: The Htunanc Society dlscour-
liges cat owners from having their 
pet declawed. Even though lt may 
save the fi1rnlti1re from tears, in 
t̂he long rtm it could be detrlmen-

ial to the animal. 
; "Some cats that are declawed 
lose their litter box tratalng and 
some begin to blte. Plus it's a very 
gainful procedure for the animal." 
^Relder sald. "A cat that is declawed 
3s completely defenseless on the 
;outside. It can't flght back or climb 
irees." 
- For puppies, the biggest prob­
lem Is chewing. 

"Their biggest chewing period 
comes after they're about 6 months 
old," Relder said. "They'll cheW on 
fumiture and other household 
goods." 

She sald puppies can l>e trained 
to chew on other Items, such as 
rubber or nylon bones. Real or 
rawhide bones are not recom­
mended. 

"Real bones and rawhide bones 
are unsafe because both can splin­
ter." Relder said. 

An emphatic "no" ls perhaps the 
best method for dlsclpllnlng an 
anlmal. For cats, a stream of Water 
ln the face can also be a method of 
dlsdpUne. 

Repellents can be used to keep 
arllmals away from certain areas 
of the home, according to Pam 
Klobukowski. owner of South Lyon 
Pet Shop. 22884 Pontlac T r a i l in 
South Lyon. The sprays are non­
toxic and safe for the arilmals. 
Humans, she said, aren't affected 
by the repellents. 

"You can spray the repellents to 
keep them away from certain ar-
eas, such as the kitchen or couch. 
But many of the pets grow out of 
their problems as they get older," 
Klobukowski said. 

Child proof gates also are fine to 
use for rooms where the cat or dog 
isn't wanted. 

Cats have much different per­
sonalities than dogs. KloukoWskl 
said. Whereas dogs will refrain 
from doing somethLng they're not 
supposed to whether the owner is 
home or not, a cat Is different. 

"When you're home, cats Won't 
do something they're not supposed 

to. But When you go aWay. then 
they'll do 'that something' because 
of thefr curiosity," she said. 

Small children shotild be super­
vised when playing with dogs or 
cats, Relder reconvmended. Some­
times, she said, they may play a 
little rough together. 

Klobukowslii said anytime a 
child does receive a scratdi from a 
pet while playing— especially With 
cats — the wound should be 
washed Immediately. 

"With mild scratches, put an 
antibiotlc cream on the wound. If 

it begins to fester or swell, a phy­
sician should look at It," Iflobi1kow-
skl said. 'Because cats scratch In 
a litter pan, they may have more 
bacteria on their claws. 

"Small children often don't real­
ize the aI11mal has feelings, too. 
.And If they're playing rough with 
the animal, eventually the animal 
is going to become irritated and 
possibly strike back. So parents 
must not oI11y remember to teach 
the animal not to abuse the child, 
but also teach the child not to 
abuse tlic ardmal."

Q. Do you know of any effective 
nnethod to combat ternflltes without 
using harmful chemicals? I sus­
pect that we have a growing prob­
lem with this pest in our home. 

A. Termite hispcction and con­
trol ls best left to the profession­
als. 

The standard method of getting 
rid of termites Is fumigation. Where 
your entire house ls tented, and 
strong chemicals destroy the pest 
and their eggs. 

HoWeVer. today there are some 
other methods available from pcst-
control firms. These range from 

electilcal treatments where loW-i 
Voltage cturents zap the pests, to 
space heatfrjg. which raises lnte-
rlor temperatures high enough to 
destroy the pests but safe enough 
for your home furniture and appll-
ances (])1astlcs shoiJd probably 
be remoVed). 

Pest-control firms also are using 
cold—a non-toxic chenalcal that 
reduces the heat and Ilterall;^ 
freezes these pests and thelr eggs.

Staff inust 
complete the program, the most com­
prehensive in the industry, before the 
doors open. Cook calls It "Inflnltl 
School.-

"The entiy price Into the auto busi­
ness nowadays ls customer satislac-
Uon," said Cook. "Many of the things 
we're already doing will carry over." 

Cook has had success with high-
line automobiles before. Al the BUI 
Cook Motor Mall in Farmington Hills, 
located at Grand River and Ten Mile 
Road, he sells and services Bulck, 
Audi, Mazda and Nissan cars. He has 
also sold Porsches and Lotuses. 

Joining Inflnltl at the new "Novl 
Motor Mall* will be another Nissan 
outlet, as well as a Chiysler-
Plymouth dealer, relocating from 
FanT11ngton Hills. Lexus cars will 

also be sold. 
Nissan Is already building Its 

North American Research & Deve-
lopment Center at Haggerty and 
IXvelve Mile, and he confides that the 
company Is veiy happy to have both 
of Its dlvlislons selling Just two miles 
away. 

The InflnlU line will Include the 
045 luxuiy/perforraance four-door 
sedan, the M30 luxuiV/sports 
coupe, and the G20 four-door mid­
size luxuiy sedan 

Inflnltl also broke new ground 
with Its controversial advertising this 
past year. In what is perhaps a first 
for the automobile Industiy, the ad­
vertising showed no pictures of the 
cars themselves, choosfrig Instead to 
portray on the motivation and mind­
set of the division through images of 
forests and waterfalls. More recent 
aiis have been closer to the main­
stream, and show the cars. 

The cars may be seen at the North 
American International Auto Show 
starting Sattlrday at Cobo Hall.

Car and truck dealers harvest 
sales from exhibitions like the North 
American Auto Show. Most families 
that attend buy a vehkJe within a 
year, said Daniel Hayes, executive di­
rector of the Detroit Auto Dealers 
Association. 

But hundreds of models, singers, 
dancers and musicians, local talent 
for the most part, can expect a more 
Immediate payoff and a pretty good 
one during the run of the show Jan. 
12-20 In downtown Detroit. 

They'll work as 11arrators and floor 
people at exhibits. They'll greet digni­
taries at the airport, assist In the 
press room and sell tickets at Cobo. 
They'll entertain at parties and 
breaklastii. 

•Ahdintheend, theywiUean1$2-3 
million for their aggregate efforts, 
said Tlm Rice, general manager for 
Gall & Rice Productions of Troy. 
There are a lot of people workliig 
down there," he said. 

"Manufacturers prefer not to be 
used by name. We'll have at least 115 
people, male narrators, female nar­
rators, spokespersons," Rice said. 
They're pre-screened before the 
client sees them. 

"We look for a nice appearance. 
They have to be s11iart enough to talk 
one-on-one. Anyone can learn a 
script. They have to have a nice per­
sonality. "They can't be stuck on 
themselves," he said. 

Narrators can earn from $135 to

tion circuit through the following 
March. 

"A lot of our people are cany over 
fipom previous years, about 50 per­
cent," Rice said." 

Margeiy Krevsky, vice president 
for Productions-Plus of Birmingham, 
will place upwards of 70 flcorpnoduct 
specialists and narrators for Pontlac, 
Bulck, Nissan and InflnlU. 

The floor specialists wfll earn up­
wards of $200-$30O dally, nanators 
$160-$250, she said. 

Krevslty expects some travel from 
her placements. 'I won't consider a 
person who wlU do Just one week," 
she said. "It's expensive to train 
talent." 

Cynthia Guenther. president of 
United Talent Agency of Detroit and 
Dearbonrl, helped the Detroit Auto 
Dealers Association select some 80 
women to help with public relations 
tasks relaUng to the show. 

They will do credentlallng. Maiiy 
women wlU greet dignitaries from ' 

Paris, Tokyo; mariy women will sell 
tickets," she said. 

Those Jobs, which pay $7-$ 10 per 
hour, often are used as stepping 
stones to narrator and product spe­
cialist Jobs, Guenther said. 

Guenther also placed about 20 In 
exhibits with Buick, Hyundai. Ford 
and Pontiac. 

Then there are opportunities for 
local tale11t with aumbltions other 
t h a n m o u t h p i e c e s f o r 
manufacturers. 

"We're doing all the domesUc man-
ulacturers parties. 15, easy," Rice 
said. M o s t \ « ^ b e after^owsfolkiwlng 
the charity preview Jan. 11. and the 
fare varies. 

"One party hks a 22-pIece big 
band, another atrto,' he sald. A large 
orchestra could command about 
$3,000 for three hours work; a piano 
player $135-$250, Rice said. 

Chiysler wfll feature a five-piece 
Jazz band for Its parly, said Peter 
Brown, shows and exhibit spedalist 
for Chrysler. "I told the ageniy In this 
particular case what I wanted — a 
nice piano, bass, drums playing mel­
low, light music for the 45- to 
65-year-old group," he said. 

Entertainment Connection of 
SoutMeld has booked a tdo for a 
dealership party and Doug Jacobs 
and the Red Garter Band for a break­
fast, said Karen Hafl, a sales agent. 

"Once we find the location and 
type of atmosphere. we'U suggest a 
certain type of music," she said. "It afl 
depends on what the client Is trying 

to do." 
Some exhibitors hire entertain­

ment to supplement the narrators. 
"We've got eight dancers for Chev­

rolet, the Chevy Thunder Dancers, 
and eight dancers for Toyota, Team 
Toyota Dancers," Rice said. They can 
expect to make $150-$250 per day 
and hit the road for other big domes­
tic shows, 

"It's pretty tough to get a Job," Elce 
said of the dancers. "We looked at 
160, the client looked at 80." 

National talent sometimes supple­
ments local entertainers. 

GMCThickhas hlredagroup&rom 
the Up With People troupe, while 
Chevrolet has engaged Mike Sweet, a 
comedian/maelclan and former De-
trdlter, aild Ttie Ptaho Jui^er,"b0th" 
from Los Angeles. 

"We have "entertainment for one 
reason only — to attract an audi-
ence," said Jim Wagner, lnanager of 
shows and exhibits for GMC Truck. 
"It (auto shovil is a family afiafr. You 
have one Uiird who come there basl-
calty to be entertained, another one 
third are Interested in concept cars 
and the other third are true bijyers," 
he said. 

But there's another school of 
thought Chiysler, not wanting sin­
gers or dancers to detract from the 
vehlcles, complements narrators and 
floor people with simulators and In 
exhibits.

ler. They get into vehides." 

The industiy has become much 
more technical," said Barbara Mcin­
tosh, owner of Afflflated Models of 
Troy. Her agency wfll supply 70 nar­
rators and floor people for the Detroit 
show and another 60 for four other 
auto shows arotmd the countiy at 
the same time. 

"Schtick has gone to a technical 
levd," Mdntosh said. 'It's more to in­
form the public than Just entertain." 

You may know where to find the 
distributor cap In your business car. 
but do you know where to find your 
business car deduction? If you're not 
sure, park yourself in a comfortable 
chair and browse through the follow­
ing tax tips provided by the Michigan 
Association of Certified Public 
Accovmtants, 

Unreimbursed employees' trans­
portation costs are considered mls-
ccllaneousitemlzed expenses. As you 
probably know by now, such ex­
penses are deductible onhy to the ex­
tent that they exceed 2 percent of ad-
Justed gross Income. Transportation 
expenses of a self-employed person, 
however, are not subject to tbe 2-per­
cent floor. 

If you drive your car for both busi­
ness and personal use, you must al­
locate your expenses between the 
two forms of travel, so be sure to 
maintain thorough records. 

Driving a car for business use gen­
erally means traveling between two 
places of business. A recent IRS rul-
ing may also enable you to claim 
travel from home to the flrst business 
stop of the day as a business ex­
pense. For exaiTjple, a management 
consultant who has a flxed business 
ofllce may often have eaify momlng 
appointments that require her to 
drive directly from home to a client's 
office. Ihe key is that the client's of­
fice is considered a temporaiy busi­
ness locatlorl. Since this Is a recent 
tax change, you should coilsult your 
CPA to see If it applies to your 
situation. 

One important fact to keepin mind 
is that commuting to and from wo11c 
ls not considered business use. The 

IRS defines commuting as travel 
fVom your residence to your flrst Job 
locaUon of the day and from your last 
Job locaUon to your home. And for 
those of you who have equipped your 
car with a ceUular phone, take note 
that doing business on your car 
phone or discussing business with 
associates on the \ray to and from 
work does not allow you to define 
your trip aa a business expense. 

When you deduct automobile ex­
penses, you have two opUoils: You 
may claim the standard mileage rate, 
which allows you to deduct a flxed 
amotmt for each business mfle you 
drive, or you may deduct tiie actual 
costs of opcratlngyour car. Using the 
standard mileage deduction Is the 
simpler of the two methods since you 
simply keep track of the business 
1i1iles you drive during the year and 
multiply the total by the standard mi­
leage rate. For 1990, the standard 
mileage rate was 26 cents per mfle. 

The actual cost of using your car 
may exceed the amount allowed by 
the stantlard mileage rate. Ifyou use 
the actual-expenses meth(iid, you 
may deduct a percentage of your 
automobile expenses equal to the 
percentage of mfleage attributable to 
business. By keeping track of your 
business mfleage and comparing lt to 
your total mileage, you can deter­
mine what pencentage of your car's 
use is for btislness. For example, if 
your total mileage at the end of the 
year ls 20,000mfles and your records 
show that 15,000 mlles of that was 
for business, 75 percent of your car 
expenses are deductible.

If you i1iM the actual-expenses 
method, you n1ay deduct an ainoimt 
for dcpreciaUon. The method you use 
and the amount you can deduct de­
pends onanumbcr of factors, includ­
ing When you first began using the 
car for business and hfjW much of 
your mileage Is attributed to busi­
ness use. In addition, you can deduct 
a hoot of other expenses. Some of the 
most common deductible automobile 
expenses arc: automobile club mem­
berships, batteries, gas and oil. in­
surance, tune-ups. repairs, registra­
tion and licefistng fees, supplies 
(such aa antifreeze), tcmporajy lrnt-
als. Washing and Waxifig. 

Whether you deduct actual ex­
penses or use the standard mileage 
rate, you may also deduct parking 
fees ajid tolb paid hi connecUon With 
the business use of your car. Ifyou 
are an employee and you take out a 
tar loan, the interest you pay ls con­
sidered (jersonal interest — and that 

mca11s you Will bie able to deduct only 
10 percent of your Interest charges 
for l 990. Next tax season, the deduc­
tion Will no longer exist 

Keeping good records ls a renist re­
gardless of Which method you use to 
calculate your transportation costs. 
Use a logbook and be sure to keep lt 
up to date. In addition to recording 
the distance driven on business each 
day, you should note the bLtsiness 
purpose of the trip, the 11ames of the 
persons you saw, and any expenses 
for Which you did not get a receipt. 

CPAs point out that the ERS forms 
you use to deduct ycjur expenses de­
pend on Whether you arc an em­
ployee or arc self-employed. Ifyou are 
self-employed, you deduct your auto 
expenses on Schedule C. Jfyou are an 
employee, you use Form 2J06 to 
claim automobile and other em­
ployee business expenses. Ifyou use 
the actual-cost method, you Will need 
to complete Fonn 4562 to compute 
the alloWable depreciation. 

1990 a rough ride for carmakers 

S m a l l b u s i n e s s s e m i n a r 

c o m i n g t o N o v i H i l t o n 

There's no question that thls has been an odd 
year for the auto Industiy, What With l 990 taldng 
stabs at one tlme or another at emulating 1929. 
1932,1936,1942, and even 1893, the memorable 
year the Baring Brothers Merchant Bank failed ln 
London, Which created a financial panic and a run 
on gold that nearly rtilncd John Qulncy Adams JI, 
bringing home the point that even the Rcpubll-
cans get a little crazy at times. 

Achially, 1990was shaping up to be somethirlg 
of a ahoWdoWn in the showrooms When It got 
started. What With the incredible flood of new mod-
els coming from the Japanese and even a new car 
from Volkswagen, of all things. 

Then, things began getting a little soft cconoml-
cally, and We decided to face oS With Iraq, and all 
bets Were off. 

Not that the bets were covered to begin With. 
Someone dedded to make 1990 a fast-forward 

of the Whole decade of the 1970s With a strange 
combination of government legislation, a rdn-
Vented eiiVlronmentalist movement, a credit 
cnuich and the establishment on U.S. soil of 
foreign-owned car plants. All in a single year. 

That alone Would have been enough to rattle a 
few ntMinally stalwart auto execs, even biefort: you 
tossed in the collapse of the savings and loans, the 
Wobbling banks, and the subsequent arrest and 

barlkruptcy of a vnhok generation of Wall Street 
hlgh-llyers on whom k)ts of BMW and Mercedes 
dealers in the East Were heavily dependent 

In fact, the one amazing thing about 1990 Is 
that with all the shocks, alry one of w*ich Would 
have been silffldent to justify a serious sales col­
lapse, the overall car maiket stayed remarkably 
strong, albeit down about 10 percent or so—no-
thing like the big dive In 1974. 

The Irfg stuff did, however, tend to overshadow 
some faii^ signifk»nt events that otherwise mi^t 
haVe gained some attcntiai. The troubles at Sub­
aru, for example, Whteh delnonstrate something 
about the question nobody seems to ask - - exactly 
how do the Japanese react to a bad slide In the 
U.S., aiqrWay? Prttty much as you would expect--
by buying out thefr U.S. inVestors, then cutting 
back on U.S. operations to salvage some profits. 
Foî et aiiy paternalism or lifetime employment. 

On the other hafid, Honda distributed profit-
sharing based on its Worldwide operations, some-
thing no U.S. company has seen fit to offer its U.S. 
employees. Which get their share based only on 
North American profits. 

On the hardware side, 1990 goes down as the 
year safety began to sell seriously, with the accep­
tance of antllock brakes and something akin to a 
buying panic on alrbags. This left the Japanese 

rushing to catch up. Also left behind. Saturn gets 
the dumb-dumb ofthe yearawardforlgnorliig the 
alrbag. missing a chance to seriously one-up the 
competition with what was otherwise an out-
standlllg effort 

Other odd things happened, including the &ct 
that the second most expctlslVe auto program 
launched in 1990 (after the Saturn. Which techni­
cal^ doesn't really get started until next year after 
all) Wasn't a car at all, but an engine piogram at 
Fond Motor Co., launched furtively In a year-old 
Uncda 

But malr1fy. It Was a bad year for car enthu-
siaats, as Nissan floundered despite the strongest 
Investnlent in new product in decades. Winning 
bts o i congratillatlons but few checks far down 
payments. 

It was, of course, the swan song for Ftoger 
Snllth. who managed to end his reign at CM as the 
farthest-thinking, and most shortsighted chafr-
lnan in histoiy, leaving histoiy to decide What is 
most Important 

Meanwhile, after a taking a good look at What is 
coming up In Janua1y, the auto business decided 
to do What we are all doing now.

If you decide to take on a fiieiid or 
family member as a oJstomer of your 
business, you must establish some 
groimd rules. Regardless of how Well 
you get along With one another, the 
potential for abuse is an ever-present 
clanger and must be rilpped in the 
bud before lt becomes a major 
problem. 

For example, receiving busliless 
calls at aiiy hour of the day or 111ght 
from relatives or friends Who are also 
"customers* of your businew is not a 
good sign. This potential problem is 
further complicated when What 
starts out as a personal cdl at home 
turns into a business conference in a 
matter of minutes. Rather than hy­
ing to figilre out how to handle such a 
p1edlcament. it is easier to simply 

111ake a habit of not discussl11g busi­
ness w h e n accepUng pcrstxlal calls 
at home. 

All that is required is to re111ind 
Aimt Clara or cousin Betty of your 
regular business hours and offer to 
call them back the next momblg. lile 
same principle holds true for per-
sonal calls you accept from friends or 
relatives at the office. 

TVtklngvcrijal abtise b o m a friend 
or relative you're workiilg with is 
another proUem that you have the 
power to avî d. .According to Janet 
Kellman, a Plymouth Interior desig­
ner, business owners must ahvays 
weigh the pros and cons of prospec­
tive business relatlo11shlps lnvdving 
people they know well. 

"If a friend or a relative exhibits 

questionable personality traits or is 
veiy difficult to please In the general 
sense. Ifs foolish to think that your 
business relationship 'ivlth them will 
change all that," Kellman said. 

"Rather than riding the roller coas­
ter with this type of person and be­
coming a tai^t for abuse. It may be 
best to slmply liidlcate that your pre­
sent relationship wlth them Is more 
important to you than having them 
as a client* 

Handling payment for services Is 
another issue that can lead to dlfil-
allty. Ifyou don't feel comfortable ac­
cepting money from a friend or rela­
tive, consider a swap or barter ar-
iBngement You may also choose to 
set a Unlit on the 'value of the product 
or service you are wilillig to provide 

free of char̂ ge. For example, a consul­
tant may waive the costs of an initial 
consultation, with any time spent af­
terwards being billed at the nonnal 
houliy rate. 

Of course, there wlU always be 
those situations where you simply do 
not want to be professionally in­
volved with friends or relatives. The 
best pdky here is to be upfront about 
your unwillingness or Inability to 
work together v M e being prepared 
to recommend someone else that can 
help.
