Jeny Sonimers, supervisor of 
construction safety at the state 
Department of Labor's Bureau of 
Safety and Regulation In Detroit, 
said that a gas &re of this severity 
ts rare. 

"We do have fire in an excava­
tion where they do repairs on the 
line and It causes a 01 .̂ Usually it 
Is done with a piece of equipment 
andnobodysdown therewith it It 
bun1s up the equipment and the 
guy Jumps out and they turn oflf 
Uie gas,* Sommers said. 

•Maybe the suits they have 
were good but t h ^ didn't protect 
them completely." 

Consumers Power Public Infor­
mation Director Garth Behrendt 
said the workers were viwarlng 
fireproof gloves, silits and face 
masks. 

While working in the construc­
tion pit, the men suffered flrst-
and second-degree bums --- pri­

— and were treated and released 
by area hospitals that night. T h ^ 
are back on the job. 

The utility compa11y employees 
were mending a puncture caused 
by-aewcr line contraction when 
the fuel sparked for an as yet un-
detenillned reason and bunted in 
a 40-foot blow torch for about an 
hour and a half.

A steering committee made up of 
representatlVcs of the 56 school dls-
tJicts InVolVed In the laWsult has au­
thorized their attorney. Dennis Pol-
lani. to proceed With an application 
to the Supreme Court to grant sup>er-
Intendlng control cfvcr 5lc case. 

The laWsult wa:s Qicd after the 

state recaptured $72 million from 
out-offoraiula school districts last 
summer when, for the flrst time, so-
clai security payments Were declared 
"categorical" aid and subject to 
recapture. 

Categorical aid Is state money gi­
ven to school districts to fund specific 
programs llJte transportation or spe­
cial education. Sociai security pay­
ments for school employees had for­
merly been paid by tiie state. By dcc-
Lirtrig the money categorical, the 
state Was able to take money allo­
cated for the payments from 
property-Wealthy school districts 

and use It to help fund poorer 
schools. 

Northville schools lost over $1.3 
million to the recapture. Novl lost 
$890,000. The districts Joined forces 
With 54 other school districts ln a 
laWsult attempting to have the mo­
ney returned and prevent future 
nxapture. 

The stale Cotul of Appeals dis­
missed the case on Nov. 9. Pollard 
said the dismissal Was based on a 
court error. 

The court. Pollard said, ln dismiss­
ing the suit quoted Section 30 of the 
Headlee Amendment, tile law upon 

Which the grievance ls based. 
But the school districts have flled 

the sult based on SecUon 29 of the 
amendmenL he said. 

He flled a peUtlon for rehearing 
with the Court of Appeals soon after 
the case Was d l s m l M « d . Because the 
court has not responded. Pollard 
may ask the Michigan Supreme 
Court to assume Jurisdiction. 

Northville Superintendent George 
BeU has not decided If Northville 
schools should continue participa­
tion ln the laWsult. He hopes to learn 
more and make a final decision at a 
Michigan Out-of-FormuIa District 

Association meeting later this week. 
"It's going to depend on the price 

tag," Bell said. 
Bell Is unsure whether the $72 

mlUlon would be returned even if the 
lawsuit were successful. 

"If Wc did win the case, where 
would the state get the moneyT Bell 
sald. 

He sald If a lawsuit were success­
ful the governor could Issue an ex­
ecutive order returning the money 
once again to the state. 

But setting a legal precedent that 
could prevent future recapture may 
make the legal costs worthwhile, he 

said. 
If the Supreme Court rejects Pol­

lard's request to have the court as-
sume superintending control of the 
case, then the 56 school districts will 
have to wait until the Coilrt of Appe­
als rides on Pollard's motion to re-
hear the case. 

If the appellate court rejects the 
moUon, the schools will have the di­
rect r l^t to appeal to the Supreme 
Court.

Roy sald Hosklns, a recovering 
crack addict, also had a stolen VCR 
with him in the Grand .Am Tuesday.

Consumers Power officials are 
oflering a $1,000 reward for Informa­
tion useful In determining the source 
of an odor that drifted through parts 
of Oakland and Macomb counties 
Friday aftemooa Jan. 4. 

The natural gas utiLty company 
announced the reward after an 
extensive investigation failed to 
locate the source of the mysterious 
odor. "We have not been able to iden­
tify lt," company spokesperson Garth 
Behrendt said last I'uesday. 

Behrendt said the compaiiy fol­
lowed up on numerous reports 
related to the odor throughout the 
day and night Friday and lnto Satur­
day morning. "We got about 1,500 
caUs, and weVe checked out a l l l , 500 
of those caUs," he sald. 'We had 
reports that ranged anywhere fi-om 
the west side of Oakland County way 
over to Macomb County." 

The odorant Is stored separately 
fitim gas and routinely transported 
fil trucks, Behrendt added, sajing an 
open valve or damage to any of the 
storage locations or trucks could he 
possible sources of the leak. But 
"nothing has turned up yet," he said. 

"We're not finished wlth it yet. 
We're conlfiiuing to try to get to the 
bottom of It. We'U rest a whole lot

AcxMrdlng to Consumera Power, 

the odor did not emanate fi-om a gas 
leak or the spfilage of a gas odorant 
anywhere In its system. Thomas L 
Rugh, community services manager 
for the utfilty company's Metro reg­
ion, said, 'Our Investigation has not 
discovered the s o u r t » of the odor 
and, to our knowlege, no other com­
pany that deals wlth natural gas or 
gas odorant has acknowledged 
responsibility." 

Rugh said Consumers Power per­
sonnel worked wilh state poUce, local 
poUce agencies, sherlfrs depart­
ments and others ln thelr attempt to 
determine the odor's source, "The 
volume and pattern of calls Indicated 
to us that there was a substance In 
the air that smeUed Uke gas odorant 
and that It was moving in a south­
west to northeast pattern," Rugh 
said. He explained that nattural gas in 
Its pure state is colorless, odorless 
and tasteless. The gas used to heat 
homes and cook food has an odorant 
added to It — which is described as 

smeUlng sulphiux)U8 or like rotten 
eggs — to aid ln detecUng leaks. 

The odorant is reportedly harm-
lessto Inhale, and had the odor actu-
ally been natural gas, compairy ofia-
clals said there wotfid not have been 
a threat to people because of the large 
area lnto which It was leaked. 

The odor, beUeved to have origi­
nated In the WaUed Lake-West 
Bloomfleld area, prompted the eva­
cuation of five schools In the WaUed 
Lake district, and one In the West 
Bloomfleld district. 

The smeU permeated the air In at 
least a 12-mUe wide swath, drifting 
eastward and causing hundreds of 
residents to caU their local police and 
fire departments. 

Behrendt said the gas company ls 
confident the odor was not actual gas 
because workers checking out hun­
dreds of odor complaints -— particu­
larly at the schools — found no gas 
leaks Whatsoever. 

Consumera Power fielded hun­
dreds of caUs beginning at 3 p.m. 
Jan. 4 throughout the Northvfile/ 

Novi area. The odor was detected as 
far south as Northvfile City HaU, 
where ofQcials called Consumera 
Power fearing a gas leak fii the 
bufidlng. 

By3:30p.m. the odor was detected 
In Tioy, and one hatfhour later lt was 
found In Rochester. By 4:30 p.ra.. 
Oakland County caUs had subsided 
and the compaiiy began getting caUs 
from Macomb County. 

West Bloomfleld PoUce received 
some calls on the smeU. but did hot 
beUeve there was cause for concern, 
sald Sgt. Mfice Madlgan, who eariler 
guessed the problem was Ukety 
caused by odorant onty._____.--— 

Bloomfleld Township Flre Depart-
ment CapL Jlm Moor said fireflghtera 
received at least 20O caUs and 
responded to about one dozen, find­
ing no gas leaks anywhere. 

Txoy PoUce Sgt. Mfite Kerr said the 
poUce department alone received 
about 150 calls finom people "Vho 
thought they had gas leaks in their 
homes." 

"You can smeU it aU the way from 
Square Lake, to Big Beaver to Adams 
to John R." Kerr said. He caUed lt a 
"gas cloud." 

PoUce in Rochester and Rochester 
Hfils also flelded numerous cafis Fri­
day, but told caUera there was no 
cause for concern.

A new 250-seat restaurant Is In 
the Works for Novl. 

Plaris for the restaijrant. Which 
Would be located on the south side of 
Fourteen Mile Road, east of East 
Lake Drive, Went before the Novl 
Planning Commission at its Jan. 9 
meeting. The restaurant is being 
developed by Ted Andris and Qaude 
Romaln, Who own several parcels of 
land adjacent to the restaurant site. 

Commissioners Voted unanim­
ously to grant prellmlriary site plan 
approval to the project. 

*lt will be a Visually, extremely 
attractive restaurant," said commis­
sioner Kathy McLallcn. Tou will be 
almost assured of success." 

The restaurant Would cover nearly 
tWo-anda-half acres In the city and 

Would be located In a general-
business zoned district. A total of 
6,500 square feet would be used In 
the restaurant. 

According to Greg Acrts, an 
architect for Victor Sarokl & Asso­
ciates, deslgncre of the restaurant, 
the building will resemble a ship. He 
added that it Will be a two-story 
structure. 

"We expect It will be a sit-down 
casual 'dlnrilrig place," Acrts told 
commissioners. 

.Andris and Romaln are currently 
unsure of Who wUl occupy the 
restaurant, said Glenda Meads, of 
Sarokl & Associates. 

'Plans aren't past the design 
phase at this point." she said. "We 
Will break ground this summer if 
everything falls Into place." 

Plans for preliminary siteapproval 
were first presented to the commis­

sion In November of last year. Meads 
said. She said Andris and Romaln 
have been trying for several yeara to 
develop the land. A shopping center 
and restaurant development was 
firat proposed for the site in 1986. 

But, Meads said, homeownera 
fiiom East Lake Drive stalled the 
plans by raising concerns over 
increased trafilc in the area from 
such a development. 

Plarmer John Balagna said the 
cormnlssion received a letter finm 
one dty resident, David Clal^ who 
opposes the construction of the 
restaurant. He said Clark dted 
increased trafiSc as the reason not to 
allow the development. He said Clark 
asked him to Vote against the 
restaurant. 

Despite the resident's opposition, 
commissioners agreed that the 
restaurant would be a good addition 

for the dty. 
T m very pleased with general 

design," said plaimer Ernest .Aruflb. 
'It will be a massive, positive 
Improvement for the land." 

Balagna agreed with Aruflb. He 
said it was a "good use for the proper-
ty--

Several questions were raised by 
the commlsslonere, however. 

McLallen said potential problems 
could arise bom the restaurant. She 
said the development would be sur-
rounded by residential areas on three 
sides and would have Insulfldent off-
site parking. The commissioner wor­
ried that restaurant goers Would end 
up parking in the residential areas. 

Devclopere will likely be before the 
commission again In Febmary for 
final site plan approval.

Local Ice flshere may be braving 
the cold more this winter than In the 
past. 

This U the flrat season the dty's 
new daily removal ordinance for 
shanties has been given a try-out. 

Only two of the structures have 
been registered at the dty derk's 
office to date — while 25 were last 
year. 

"It makes a difference if you've got 
to bring it in every day, especially ff 
you've got no where to put it," said 
aty Clerk Gerry SUpp. 

Novi's Superintendent of Public 
Works Bruce Jerome said only one 
delinquent shanty so far has been 
dragged off Uie ice of Walled Lake. 
That happened the night of Jan. 7. 

"We pulled It off to Uie edge and put 
a note on it. We didn't Impound it," 
Jerome said Thursday. 

"I was there today. There were sev­
eral shanUes on the Walled Lake side 
but Uiere was onty one shanty on the 
Novl side. It appeara most of them are 
fishing wlUiout a shanty." 

The sea lion's share ofWalled Lake 
lies in Novl. But Uie City ofWalled 
Lake does not have a daity removal 
ordinance. 

Over the past two yeara, Novi has 
been cracking down on fishing shan­
Ues at Ule request of Uie Lakes Area 
Residents AssoclaUon (LARA). LARA 
members say the abandoned and 
submerged shdtera pose a safety 
hazard to swlmmera and boatera. 

But the organizaUon was pushing 
more for enforcement of last year's 
licensing ordinance than the 
revamped VeraioncaUingfor all shan-
ties to be off the lake from one-half 
hour after sunset to one-half hour 
before sunrise. 

"I sUll think Uiey should be allowed 
at night if Uiq^re occupied. A lot of 
guys work days," said LARA presi­
dent Sarah Phelps. 

"WaUed Lake doesn't want all Uie 
shelters on their side." 

When registering for the Novl 
license, applicants are asked to name 
thefr access point to Uie lake. LARA 
has contenclied that some flshera 
trespass across residents' land to 
readi the ice. 

It costs money to support Novi's 
successful Drug Abuse Resistance 
Education (DAR.E.) program and 
one Way the ftinds are raised is 
through Uie armual D .

yards of dty residences and busines­
ses. The ordinance defines an inter­
ior side yard as one that abuts 
another lot.

The act Is designed to 
provide the opportunity to obtain 
employment, housln;? and other real 
estate and full and equal utilizaUon 
of public accommodaUons. public 
services and educational faclliUes 
WlUiout dlscriminaUon because of a 
handicap. 

Please note that there Is a specific 
provision in the condominium sta­
tute regarding modifications to the 
conunon elements requested by a 
handicapped person, but Uiat specif­
ic provision Is exclusive of the rights 
guaranteed to handlcappera under 
Uie Michigan Clvfl Rights Act. 

l l y ez-husband and I are 
divorced but paid off a house on a 
land contract but still owe taxes. 
Now that we are divorced, we would 
like to know if we did not have the 
title recorded, do we own the 
house or do we have to wait until 
the taxes are paid? I want to seU 
my half of the hotise. How do I go 
about doing this? 

You vrfU pn>bably not be able to 
record Uie deed untfl Ule back taxes 
are paid. If the taxes are paid, presu­
mably by getting half ofthe contribu­
tion from your ex-husband, get a 
deed from the land conUact seller, 
ask them to make the deed to "Jane 
SmlUi and John Smith, tenants In 
common." If you got a deed, record It, 
and then do another deed bom 
yourselves to yourselves as above 
and record that. I am assuming of 
course, that the dhrorcejudgment did 
not discuss the house. 

Once you own the property as ten­
ants In common, you arc legally free 
to seU your half. Bear in mind, 
though Uiat as a practical matter. It 
can be difficult to sell a one-half inter­
est In real estate. Perhaps yoi1r ex-
husband wfll Join In the sale and you 
can spilt the proceeds. You should 
seek the advice of an attorney to pro­
tect your Interests once you are clear 
as to your Intent concerning the dis­
position of the property.

C o m p u t e r p r o g r a m p u t s m i n d o v e r m a n a g e r 
IflformaUon changes behavior. 
That Is the gultling premise on 

which a new computer diagnostic 
to-3l — developed by Plymouth 
ToWnsliipljascd Human Synergis­
tics Is based. 

Available In Januaiy. the cximpu-
ter program Is designed to help man-
agers overcome the stumbling blocks 
that act as impediments to 
productivity. 

"Every organJzaLlon ln this coun­
try is Irylflg to change, and they're 
starting to recognize they're getting 
in their own way," said J . Clayton Laf-
ferty. chief executive ofhcer ol 
liurnaIi Synergistics. 

"How we manage is the single big­
gest block to productivity." he said. 
Most managers llIlnk external forces 
— (lie economy, market demand, 
competition — prevent greater 
sua:ess, 

"(Dut) most of the problems people 
have Is the nature of the sluilTln their 
heads," Lafferly said. The most 
Important skill a manager — or any­
one — can have Ishlsor her behavior, 
and behaviors flow from thinking 
patterns. 

People may not even be aware they 
have a problem, lalTerty said. What Is 
needed Is a Way to Identify poor 
tllinklng patterns. 

That Is What the Management 
Growth Report, based on the Life 
Styles Inventory (LSI) does. 

Once an Indlviducd ls conscious of 
the problem, he can change the poor 
thinking behind the problem. 
Human Synergistics president Bill 
Neale said. For example, power-
seeking may be a problem for a 
manager. 

A case study of a manager With 
power-seeking problems showed an 
(jxtremely high grievance rate among 
subordinates. "The company 
invested $15,000 trying to get his 
grleVance rate down." Neale said. 
• Seminars, charm schools, dlscus-

siions - - nothing worked, Neale said, 
'fhe numljer of grievailces continued 
to climb and employees Were 
demanding the manager be 
terminated. 

"What we found Was that he (the 
managcii had an unhealthy notion of 
power." Neale said. lather than 
viewing power as something that Is 
delegated, he VleWed power as some­
thing to hold over p>eople. 

When the problem was explained, 
the ma11ager Was able to correct It 
himself. Neale said. 

"The problem Was that eveiyone 
Was tiylng to reduce the number of 
grievances, but no one was gcltingat 
the root of the problem — Why there 
Were so many grievances." 

For example, an Individual con­
scious of his or her own avoidance 
behavior can then focus on exactly 
When he or she is avoiding things (In 
stressful situations, all the time), 
where (at work, at home, during 
mcetlf1gs), and what Is being avoided 
(people, situations). 

Before an Individual can improve 
his thlnldng and behavior, he has to 
accept the premise that people can 
change, laffcrty said. "That is the 
biggest mytli — that people can't 
change." 

The Management Growth Report 
(MOJ^ might then suggest steps to 
get beyond the avoidance problem, 
Includhig setUng goals, trying dllTe­
rent things, or accomplishing small 
tasks as a precursor to more signific­
ant steps. 

By forcing changes, even in small 
steps, people can modify their beha­
vior, but not if they don't Icnowbeha-
vlor needs modifying, Lafferty said. 

The MOR measures personal 
beliefs, values, behavior, assump-
tions and consequences concerning 
ourselves. All that is required, he 
said. Is that a person take about a 
half hour to honesty a11swer about 
250 questions. The computer prog-
ram then prints out a 50-page man­
ual on the test taker, which gives a 
person insight into himself, Lafferty 
said. 

"It's literalty a custom book about 
the person," he said. 

Lafferty said Human Synergistics 
encourages followups after sbc 
months to gauge changes in behavior 
and to reinforce the results of the first 

test. It is also a good Idea, he said, to 
ask four or five people Who you know 
Wefi to flU out a form With you In 
mind. 

If they reafiy know you, he said, 
the report generated by them should

Lafferfy also said retaking the 

management growth report is benefi­

Most people wifi be interested in 

taking the Ufesfyles Inventoiy and

But some deny the report is 
accurate and resist the resifits, he 
said. There's veiy little a report can 
dotochangethis, Lafferfysaid,butin 
the report's lavor is the fact that the 
person took the report virlUingfy and 
wfil hopefully accept it with an open 
mind. 

Because file repxirt ls confidential 
and no one but the test taker sees it, 
Lafferty added, people may be more 
wUlIng to take a dose look at It and 
Uiemsehies. 

EarUer computer diagnostic tools 
on the maiket — at best — identify 
onfy four basic management styles, 
Lafferfy said. "That's absurd." 

The MOR incorporates more fiian 
20 years of research, Lafferfy said, 
and whfie the nu11iber of dfiferent 
reports is flifite, there are potenUafiy 
thousands of posslbfiitles. 

Each response to a quesUon — 
and comblnaUons of quesUons — In 
the Ufe Styles Inventoiy triggers a 
different aspect in the report. 

There are 12 basic Ufe sfyles, onfy 
foi1r of which — aflUlative, achieve­
ment, humanistic/encouraging, 
self-actualizing—are psychological­
ly healthy. The others — approval 
seeking. convenUonal, dependent, 
avoidance, oppositional, powerseek-
Ing. compeUUve and perfecUonlsUc 
— are unhealthy. 

Each person's thinking and Ijeha-
vior are made up of several of these 
sfyles to Varying degrees, Lafferty 
said, butoneortwo are predominant.

Human SynerglsUcs began tesUng 
the computer program on air trafilc 
controUers, bank managers and 
school ofQclals throughout tl1e coun­
tiy in March. 

Deborah Mondro, director, sales 

and marketing for Human Synergls­
Ucs, said employers firquentfy send 
employees to seminars to learn how 
to be better managers, but many of 
these seminars are too broad and 
don't address the specUlc needs of 
the fiidlVldual. 

The management growth report 
generated hy the Ufe Sfyles program 
Is written about the Individual, she 
said, and wfil be more helpful. 

Seminars are also far more expen­
sive than the computer program, 
which wfil seU for roughty $125, she 
said. Discounts wfil he available for 
buUc purcliases. 

•Companies don't have the money 
or the time (for senfinars) today," 
Mondro said. When companies send 
employees to seminars, costs — 
Inclutilng travel, boarding and seufi-
nar costs •-- can nm into the thou­
sands of doUars. 

Mondro also said that Whfie com­
panies spend a substanUal amotmt 
in tralnfilg doUars. those trafiilng 
doUars are the flrst to faU in budget 
cuts. An easy-to-use. relaUvcfy fiiex-
pensive computer program could cut 
tralnfilg costs by two-thirds and offer 
U1e same and proljabfy more beneflU 
she said. 

Mondro said Human SyneiglsUcs 
Is launching its program at the Best 
Of American Ttalning Conference i n 
New York ln Januaiy. 

Ffify percent of the problem is 
Identifying the problem. "Sometfines 
it's that simple." 

Human SyneiglsUcs has deve­
loped the famous desert survival 
sltuaUon exercises, which teach 
group problem sohring; the Ufe sfyles 
fiiventoiy, a dlagnosUcs tool used to 
assess an individual's thinkfiig and 
behavioral st^es; an organlzaUonal 
culture fiwentory, which does the 
same for a coiporaUon; stress man­
agement dlagnosUcs and programs; 
and safefy and substance abuse 
programs—aU of which are designed 
to strengUien organlzaUons through 
fiidlvidual effectiveness.

chicken, ribs and Oriental dishes can be a special di­
ning experience with the addlUon of a flavorful wine 
selection -— a wine that can please the pakte Without 
pinching the purse. 

Wth Uiis goal in mfiid, we recentfy tasted Famlc's 
Chicken {2707N. Woodward Ave., Royal Oak) with a do­
zen red and white wines espcclalfy selected by local 
wlne distributors to complement the heib-roasted 
chicken. 

We werejofiied lnour tasUilgby Lea Autcurs restaur­
ant manager John Baumgartner and Maltre d' Michael 
Hanfy. In search of the wfiic candidate for the Chicken 
HaU of Famle, we tasted each oi six white wines Wlth Fa-
mle's Rotlsserie Chlcken seasoned with herbs and then 
wlth each dipping sauce—1k«i^ mustard and South-
em barbecue. 

The favorite white Wine with the chicken (no sauce) 
Was the 1989 Buena Vista Lake Counfy Sauvlgnon 
Blanc By itself, the wilie ia firesh and attracUve. 
vnth the chicken, the wlne la refieshlng, fhiify and 
complementary. 

Other compatible wines that added flavor interest to 
the chicken were the 1988 Forster Bischofsgarten Rle-
sUng Kablnett, Burklln-Wolf ($8 per Utre) and flic 1989 
Liberfy School Callfcoila Sauvlgnon Blanc 

We all agreed that the tomato-smoke flavors of Uie 
SouUiembarbccuedlppfiig sauce kfiledthe flavor of Uie 
white Wlncs. While Uie 1989 Z-Moore "Quaif Gewura-
tramlrier ($8) was too sweet for Uie herbed chicken. It 
Was a clear wfiincr with the honey mustard sauce. 

We fiequentfy recommendred wine with grfiled povil-
tiy and gune bfids. Therefore, it was a natural to repeat 
the tasting with several UghL flavorful red wines that 
tould be served sfightfy chfiled. 

Three of the reds were partlculariy good wlU1 the 
herbed chicken Those that pafied best showed rich 
fruit, good body and a fair amoimt of structure. Lighter 
red wines gave a thin Impression against the mixture of 
13 herbs and spices. 

. Outstanding matches were the 1987 Se^esio Zln-
fandel ($7.20), Uie 1988 La VlelUe Fenne Cotes du Ven-
toux ($6) and the 1989 Preston Vineyards Estate Red, a 
blend of carignanc and zinfkndel. 

WiUi the dippfilg sauces, the tables were turned. 
Whfie U1e Southern barbecue sauce kflled the white 
wines, it did not dampen Uie richness and depfii of the 
Scgheslo Zlnfandel or the Preston Estate Red. The sweet 
honey mustard sauce detracted and confused the 
IMlate. 

Foodandwlne combinations arefiinwhenyou do not 
take them too seriousfy. Remember, you can learn as 
much fiom a poor combfiiation as a good one. Vou may 
discover wlne harmonies that you prefer to those re­
commended here, but you have to be adventurous 
enough to tiy them. 

Please notice the best wines in this experiment did 
not include a cabernet sauvlgnon or a chardonnay. 
Another surprise was Uiat the sweetest wlne, "QuaflT, 
complemented the chicken Wlth honey mustard sauce, 
whfie a dry Wine assaulted Uie palate. FInaUy, red wine 
went as wefi as white wine with the heifoed chicken, but 
the choice of sauce changed aU Uie rules. 

One of Uie real pleasures fii Ufe is a simple meal with 
friends, especlaUy one Uiat you didn't have to prepare, 
accompanied hy a delicious, yet affordable Wlne.

To some people Wfiie is an tadulgence or a luxu1y. For 
one Northvfile couple, Wlne ls the vehicle to help U108c 
Who may never know such Indifigencea. 

On Saturday, Mfice and Jan Mnteh hosted Ulelr fiiird 
annual private wlne tasting aild auction. Hardfy a major 
event on the communify adendar. It's more of a paify 
among dose filends wlth Uie proceeds beneflttfilg a 
charify. The money raised has gone to a different cause 
each year, this year enefittlng the Chfidren's Hospital of 
Michigan. 

Mfiia, a true afiSdonado of the grape, provides the bot-
Ues to be auctioned. By day, he runs aJa111torlal firm that 
deans buUdings in several Mkiwest dties, but fii the 
evening, he can often be found sipping wine from his own 
coUccUon of some 400 botUes. 

T m deflnltefy not tooting my own hom wlth this auc-
Uon,"saldMace."Idoittopulllnnioneyforcharify.lnmy 
case it's file Wlne thatwe auction, butyou can do it wlth 
ar^thlng Uiat's coUectible." 

The auction began three years ago when Mflce and 
Jan moved into their home on Edendeny Drive. 

"WeVe Uved ln Northvfile for 10 years," Mflce said. 
"Our flrst year here, we moved aU my botUes over here, 
but I had to bufid my own ceUar. Thls house has no base­
ment so 1 bufit lt under the stalrs. To christen the new 
ceUar, Jan and I dedded, "Why don't we hold a wlne tast­
ing?" and we came up wlth the program." 

The cost of admission that year was a can of food, 
Wlfich was donated to charify. and at the auction, some 
$500 was raised for U1e American Cancer Sodefy. Just 
about a dozen people attended. Mike was astounded by 
Uie competitiveness, and the amount raised exceeded 
his expectations. 

"My friends were going cra;y tiylng to ouUild each 
oUler," Mike said. "I had a $10 botUe of Wlne fetch $100. 
Last year, Uiere was a $100 botUe of champagne fiiat 
Went for $300." 

In the second year, guests were asked to bring a 
Winter coat to donate. T h & t night $1,500 was raised for 
the Sanation Army. Tbm McKlnnon, owner of McKln-
non's restaurant on Main Street ln Northvfile, served as 
guest auctioneer for about 30 friends. 

"IVe told people tiiat my goal for this year is Just to 
raise one penny over $1,500," said Mfice. "But my per­
sonal goal is $3,000." 

There wlU be 40guests thlsyear. and several people— 
filends, wlne merchants and others — have donated 
Wlne to be auctioned. In aU, 15 "lots" Wfil be sold at the 
Uve auction, and there WlU be a Uent auction of four oUier 
lots. 

Though the rare and exquisite latiels might draw 
some intense bidding on thelr own, Mfice and Jan aren't 
content to let the wlnes alone be the stars of Uils occa­
sion. TheyVe thrown ln some creative curves to encour­
age more bidding. 

For Instance, one lot consists of a backpack fiUed Wlth 
some Callfbmla white wines. 

'It's a ntoe, summeiy kind of wfiie," said Mfice. "So on 
June 14, rm gofiig to get out my shorts, slip on Uie back­
pack and walk that wlne to Uie door of the successful 
bidder. Jan Wfil meet me there With a cooler full of tee, so 
It WUl be property chfiled when the winner gets home 
from work." 

Now.Mlke may onfy have toWaUcnext door, or he may 
have to Walk 38 mfles. That's how far one of his guests 
has to travel 

"And tilat's just the highway mfleage," Jan pofiited 
ouL "He may have to Wafic tWlce that going by the back 
roads." 

Another lot indudes a dfiiner for two at the Mnlch's 
home on Jufy 19. Sometime ln the ftiture, they may auc­
tion a trip to the CaUfornla Wfiie countiy. 

Successful bidders make out checks cUrectfy to the 
selected charify. Mfice accepts no cash so that evejy-
Uifiig stays on the up-and-up. 

The wfiie tasUng and oUier fesUvltiesWhlch take place 
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Mike Mnich makes a selection from his cellar 

throughout fiie evening can best be'descrilied as funand 
games for grown-ups. 

Along Wlth some catered edibles, there is a wine quiz, 
asking mulUple choice and hue-false questions about 
Wfiie (wiUi both the highest and lowest scorer receivfiig a 
botUe of Wfiie as a prize); a bUnd taste test; a contest to 
see who can blend Uie best wfiie; a tasting of five dUTerent 
vfiitages of some SterUng Vineyards Reserve: and horse-
and-buggy rides around Northvfile, 

That's Just Uie fype of people file M1ilches are When It 
comes to Wfiie. 

Said Mfice, "You Usten to Wfile tasters and Uiey say 
things nice, 'It has flavors of chocolate, and anise, wlUl a 
bit of nutineg.' I can't taste those filings. IJust taste fi and 
say. This tastes good to me.'" 

Mfice is also quick to pofiit out that he doesn't coUect 
wfiie for fiivestinent purposes. 

"I Ufinkof fiiose botUes as my chUdren," he said. "FU 
give Uiem away as gifts, share them with filends, I'U use 
them to raise money for charify. Til consume them and 
rU pass them on to my chfidren when I die; but I won't 
seU a botUe of wfi1e." 

The annual tasUng and auction takes five months of 
plan1fing. It seems like a lot of work to go to (and Mfice 
and Jan finance the whole thfiig Uiemsehres), but for the 
Mnlches, Uie charities make fi worthwhfie. 

"Jan and I met as volunteers with Uie Spedal Otymp-
tes," said Mfice. "I always feel Uke I haven't done enough 
for charify, and I get to feeUng a bit guUfy. Now I can gNe 
to the chariUes through someUilng I love." 

He added fiiat fii a worsenfilg economy, with tighten­
ing federal and state budgets, charitable organizations 
need help now more than ever. 

"If five people can read this and ptek up on the idea to 
auction somettfing—whether itbe art orwhatever—for 
charify, than It wfil be worthwhfie to me."

B r e a k o u t t h o s e f o n d u e p o t s for fun m e m o r i e s 
Whfie rummaglng for Christmas decorations I 

discovered two electric fondue pots and dozens of 
forks neatfy packed away. I contemplated the 
many tlmes Uie pots and forks were used and the 
lim Ihad developfiig menus. 

Fonduing was my flrst experience with "gour­
met" cooklr^. Why has fondue cookfiig lost its po-
pularify over the last several years? The reasons 
are varied wlUi the moat Ifitefy betolg the high ca­
lorie, h i ^ cholesterol cookfiig mediums used. 
Another fador leadfiig to its demise has been the 
fiitroduction of new ethnic cuisfiies. Fondue par­
ties were tihe "fii" way to entertafaL Now ifs the ta­
pes craze. 

I remember wlth fondness filends gathering 
eveiyone wlUi a pot to pass. Cokr-coded forks 
crowdfiig and fiitermfiigUng. Lost morseb floating 
to the top waiting to be re-spearecL The food was 
seconda^ tbe casual, fim, relaxed Way of enjcy-
frig food and Wine was our mabi reason for these 
dunking afiafiB. I vote for a revival for the fondue 
poti 

Whfie fondue ls tradltimalfy tiiought as 
"haute culsbie" It oraes finm humble beginnings. 
As with oUier provincial dishes it originated out of 
neccssify and practicaUfy. Because cheese has a 
tendency to becmne hard w^cnstoredforlong per-
iods it was discovered Uiat Uie hard cheese would 
mdt and Uiat dipping pieces of bread fiito lt 1nade 
a sfinple aixl satls^ng meal. 

The word fondue ls either French, meanfiig to 
melt or from Swiss meanfiig to dip. Whlch is cor-
rect is finmaterial because Uie traditional fondue 
is melting and dlppfiig. Although tiie Swiss or 
dieese fondue is the most popular, meat and de-
ssert fondues are pleasurab e alternatives. 

As wlUl any other cookeiy some sbnfde rules 
apply- Read rcdpes and gaUier aU fiigredlents be-
fore starting. Once the cooking has started lt 
moves rapldfy. 

When maldng a cheese fondue cook over veiy 
low heat or the cheese wfil become stringy. It ts fin-

portant to keep tiie cheese hot so that it does not 
become tough. Never allow it to cool unless the 
meal is over. If thecheesc docs not thicken at once 
don't wony — it Wfil. 

Adilfiig a pinch of baking soda wfil Ughten Uie 
sauce a bit Add pre-warmed wlne to the cheese 
and stfi- in a figure dght pattern to fiicorporate it 
completely. If the fondue becomes too thick fiom 
cooldng too long, thin it with a bit of Warm wfiie. 

When cookfiig meat and vegetables or other tid­
bits be sure the oil ls hot before pladng the pot on 
the warmer. 

Chocolate is a natural for desserts. Melt with a 
bit of cream on fiie stove. 

The equipment requbemcnts are minimal; A 
copper pot ls ideal but earthenware pots and 
electric pots are more common. A warmer is a 
necessary resting place for the fondue pot after the 
fondue is ready to serve. Alcohol, candles or an 
electric hot plate are ideas. It is better to be able to 
control the heat as much as possible. 

Use long-handled fondue foiks, metal skewers 
or even metal knittfiig needles. The metal gets hot 
ifyou let it sit so bcwarel 

Provide plates and fortes for the cooked food. 
Eating off Uie fork is asking for a burnt mouth. 
Also, it is not as readify acceptable today as In past 
times. 

Proper etiquette reqifires the spearing of the 
bread and sWirfing It figure eight fashion through 
the cheese. A final twfi-l ls mandatoiy When Ufting 
from the pot to avoid drips. This can be Ukened to 
the eating of spaghetti. Fondue is not an occasion 
for your best table linen. Drips are inevitable and 
part of the ftin. 

Tradition dictates that Ifyou dropyour bread or 
food In the pot you may kiss your neighbor. A var­
iation of the dropped-bread penalfy is that the 
dropper must provide the next bottie ofwlne. WiUi 
a cheese fondue only one person may dip at a time. 
WlUi a meat several forics may rest fii the pot at the 
same tfine but be carefril not to dislodge your 

nei^bor's foik. 
Now comes the fun — Uie fiigredlents. Let your 

creativify take over. Choose your cheese with care. 
AnagcdSwlssorGruycreisperferable. Cut cheese 
— or chocolate — fiito smaU lumps to speed Uie 
meltfiig time. A basic rule of thumb Is to add '/a 
cup of white wfiie to '/> pound of cheese. 

Select breads that are fairfy heavy and have 
some flavor and body. A sourdough, pumper­
nickel, 1ye or wheat loaf cut fiito 1 -fiich pieces are 
exceUent choices. Apple sections, ccle1y chunks, 
carrot slices, green or red pepper strips and boiled 
potatoes cut fiito cubes (or baby potatoes cut In 
haU) arc some substitutes for a cheese fondue. 

For a meat fondue use any vegetable ofi versus 
clarified butter. Peanut is agreeable for an oriental 
theme whfie oUve ofi or safflower ofi is nice when a 
minimal amount of addiUonal flavor is requfied. 

A low-fat alternative to botii is to use broUi as 
the cooking medium. Cooking chicken and meat 
fil this Way adds flavorwlUiout the additional calo­
ries. I recommend a homemade heartlfy flavored 
stock. Marinateyourmeatfor seVeral hours before 
cookfiig. Don't Umit the choices to beef and 
chicken; nicefy trimmed poric and lean Veal are 
distinctive backups. 

Remember the dips and sauces. A nice mus-
tanL curry or sweet and sour sauce are the icfiig 
on the cake. A salad, cole slaw and rice, pasta or 
potato casserole wfil round out the meal. 

Chocolate is the desfird dessert fondue. A buf­
fet of angeUbod cake, ladyflngers, marshmaUows, 
puflf pastries, apple, bemana, strawberries, or­
anges or plnneapUe wfil please anyone's sweet 
tooth. Cut dunkables fiito 1 -Inch squares and pro­
ceed as in Uie cheese fondue. 

Select beverages to go witii the fondue: beer for 
cheese, red, rose or white wfiies for meat sherries 
for dessert A nice selection at mineral waters, 
non-alcohoUc beer and wfiie should be avafiable 
also. Enjoy. Lmg live the fondue. 

FOIiDDE SinSSE 

l pound Siviss cheese finely diced 
3 tlisp. flour 
1 clove garitc 
2 cups oIy red wine 
'/t Clip klrsdi 
•/• tsp. salt 
'/4 tsp. white pepper

Peel and seed two tomatoes and add 

when the fondue is ready to eat.

liumphirey Bogart was one ofthose rare actors whose 
love allalr With the camera made even hls worst films 
Watchable. So It's no big deal that the monthlong tribute 
to Bogey at the livonla Mall runs the gamut from great 
to godawful. 

The TVea-sulT of Sierra Madre" (1948) kicked off the 
series on Tuesday. In perhaps his finest performance, 
Bogart Is FYed C. Dobbs, one In a trio of prospectors who 
grows paranoid and crazy wi\h grred after strikinggoM. 

The adventure viras directed by John Huston, whose 
natural 0Ra as a storyteller plus his use of deep focus 
and natural locales made his film unlike ar^ others at 
the time. 

The film also featured the director's father, Walter 
Huston, In an Academy Award-wlnnlng role as the old 
prospector. John Huston even shows up as a white-
suited toilrlst early In the Qlm. 

In one ofthe film's many amazing sequences, Bogart 
and partnerTlm Holt encountera shafiy contractor who 
refused to pay for their work. The hlgh contrast lighting 
and simply staged violence make the ensuing barroom 
brawl one ofthe best conceived fist fights In the movies. 

There arc similarly great moments ln Huston's "Key 
Largo" (1948). Which paired Bogart With Lauren Bacall 
for the fourth Ume. It screens Jan. 30. Bogart plays one 
ofa handful held hostage by psychotic gangster EdWard 
G. Robinson In a Florida hotel. 

In an odd shading of his heroic persona, Bogart Is a 
War veteran and pacifist forced to kill again. In a truly 
suspenseful climax, he guns down Robinson aboard 
ship. The foggy setting and more high contrast lighting 
add realism to the violence. 

Raoul Walsh directed the 1941 eflbrt "High Slena" 
(playing J a a 22), but Huston co-wrote the screenplay 
for this sympathetic stucly ofa convicted killer on the 
run. "Mad D o f Earle Was a breakthrx)ugh for Bogart 
Which added a new dimension to the t o u ^ guy charac-
ters he Was typecast Into playing. 

And the truly awful title? In What has arguably been 
hailed as the actor's worst drama. "The Two Mrs. Car-
rolls" (1947) Wastes both Bogart and Barbara Stanwyck 
In a melodramatic tale of an artist Who marries women, 
paints their portraits and The Angel of Death* and then 
murders them. It plajrs Jan. 15. 

Warner Bros, obviously knew It had a dog on Its 
hands. The film was actually completed ln 1945, but 
held back from release untll 1947. Audiences weren't 
likely to forget Bogart, who completed some 25 features 
In the 1940s. 

For movie buffs, Bogart remains a larger-than-Ufe 
actor. The opportunity to see any of hls films—imcolor-
Ized and on the big screen —• Is well worth sklpplrlg a

Beginning the riewyear with a look 
at America's past may prove reward­
ing. Ken Bums' stunning presenta-
tion, "The CMl War." which aired on 
PBS last fall. Is now a'rallable on rllne 
vldeocassettes, totaling more than 
11 hours of excellent, engaging 
documentation of America's bloody 
avll War. 

Bums has emerged in recent years 
as one of the coimby's outstanding 
practitioners ofthe documentary film 
form, with dhrerse productions rang-
lng from "Brooklyn Bridge" to a 
feature-length presentation about 
Louisiana's Governor Hucy Long. 

The nine tapes in "The Civil War* 
.^des are chronologically ordered 
Gind present a superb, detailed view 
of the war, its causes and complica­
tions and many of the backgroimd 
issues. Issues not always apparent 
but extremely Important In under­
standing how human culture lrlfllcts 
so much suffering on Its memtiers. 

The nine are The Cause —1861" 
(99 minutes), "A Very Bloody Aflalr— 
1861" (69 minutes), "Forever FVee — 
1862* (76 minutes), "Simply Murder 
- • 1863" (62 minutes), "The Universe 
of BatUe —1863" (95 minutes), "Val­
ley of U1e Shadow of Death — 1864" 
(70 minutes), "Most Hallowed 
Ground —1864" (72 minutes), "War 
Is All HeU -1865- (69 minutes) and 
"The Better Angels of Our Nature — 
1865" (68 minutes). 

All were flrat aired In 1990 and are 
unrated. Although they're marked 
"color," a good deal of the photos 
Bums Incorporated so creatively are 
black and white. 

Bunrs' technique and his superb 
research are at the heart of the lUm's 
Impact. Here as in hls other films. 
Bums incorporates all available 
sources to present a vivid, gripping 
picture of the subject. 

Lettere home, the musk:, news­
paper reports. Journals and diaries, 
contemporary historians as well as 
the maity paintings and photographs 
of the Civil War are rich sources. 
Bttms uses them to great effect in a 
superb mix. 

The thoughtof stills onmoUon pic­
ture film ls not particularly inspiring, 
but here the effect is sensational. 

The third episode, "Forever Free," 
opens with a montage of portraits of 
soldlera. Rather than the obvious 
technique, whlchhas the camera lin­
ger on Indhrldual stills. Bums cuts 
rapidly from photo to photo, usi11g 
gunfire sound effects as his moUvat-
lr1g tra11slUonal force. Iri addlUon, he 
cuts with a variety of visual transi­
tions creatl11g the dynamic impress­
ion of war's vlolei1ce. 

Just as Vlet11am was our flrat war 
reported live from the front via televi­
sion, the ClvU War marked the first 

combat In our naUonal hlstor^ 
reported via photography. t? 

In the 1860s. photograph^ 
emerged as a viable commercial antj 
professional medium, replacing 
painting and drawing as the pre­
ferred visual format. Mathew Brady, 
In particular, poptdarlzed the photo-
graph with his Civil Warwork and his 
extensive, by contemporary stan­
dards, photography of President 
Lincoln. 

But Bi1ms' technique does not rely 
on these visuals alone. His Impact 
evohres from careful integraUon of 
soimd and picture Ued together with 
voice-over r1arratio11 by David McCoj-
lough arld the finest professtonil 
actora available to read the letteri> 
and other reports of the Civil War. 

Sam Waterston is President Uhi 
coin, Jason Robards reads General 
Grant's words, Morgan Freeman Is 
Frederick Douglass, Garrison Keillor 
is Walt Whitman and Arthur Miller to 
WilllamT. Sherman. Julie Harris anil 
Jody Powell are among the Vokxs. 

Ex-slave recordings from the 
Ubrary of Congress and extensive 
traditional music combine with 
sound effects to create an energetic 
and engaging soundtrack to match 
the vMd visuals. 

Reading the lengthy closing cre­
dits indicates the extensive nssearch 
Bums and his staff accomplished in 
producing this fine series. 

But the greatest significance of 
"The avll War" Is what we can leam 
about ourselves and our world. 

The currentPeralan Guff crisis has 
revived the use of the term "McClel-
lanlsm," referring to Union General 
McClellan, whose reluctance to 
attack the Confederacy degenerated 
fiom prudence to timidity. If not 
cowardice. 

McClellan's reluctance to act was 
at its worat Just when President Lin­
coln needed a battlefield victory as 
background for announcing the 
Emancipation Proclamation, which 
took effect 127 years ago this past 
New Year's Day. • 

Episode Three, "Forever Free." . 
clearly relates the complicated 
naUonal, IntemaOonal, military, 
political and socio-economic forces 
at play as Lincoln moved to free the 
slaves. 

Those forces and issues highlight 
the terrible savagery humanity 
inflicts upon Itself, and Bums pre­
sents them most effectively. 

There Is a great deal to be learned 
by viewing these r11ne tapes In Bums' 
The avll War." We should be grate-
fijl for his work. It's a fine e:iq)erience 
with which to begin another year of 
trial, tilbulaUon and, it Is hoped, 
peace and prosperity for all.
