The 600th student will graduate
this spring from Novi's district Drug
Abuse Resistance Education prog-
ram (DARE] for sixth graders.

And in about flve years, the dis-
trict can expect to begin recetving
some feedback from students who
participated in the DARE program.

Novi police officer Robert Gatt be-

cipaling in the DARE program for
thelr address and telephone num-
ber, He plans to contact DARE gra-
duates in about five years to ask
them how the program aflected
their lives.

For now, Gatt Is just trying to
make the program as informative
and enjoyable as possible,

“My goal is to make it so fiith
graders can't wait to get in the prog-
ram and sixth graders are sad when
i's gver,” he said.

So far, Gatl is meeting his goal,
sixth-grade Novl Meadows teacher
Carol Smith said,

“Kids stopped me in the hall to-
day to ask, ‘Are we having DARE to-
day? " Smith said.

A favorite aspect of the program
is the DARE box. The box is left In
the sixth grade classroom where
DARE classes are held. Students
{can ask questions anonymously
through the DARE box, and they

to get to know thelr teacher.

“Has Officer Bob ever had lo
shoot his gun?" someone asked in
the DARE box.

Gatt answered that he hashad to
draw his gun a few times in his
15-year police career, but he has
never had to fire it

“What i{s the most common
drug? another students asked.

In Novl, the most commonlytised
drugwouldbealcohol, Gatt said be-
glnning the day's lesson on alcchol
and marfjuana use.

The class listed the things that
can happen to a person who uses
each drug, and the things that can
happen to a person who does not
use each drug. .

One student suggested that re-
fusing to use alcohol or marijuana
could cost a person a friend.

“That's possible,” Gatt said. “And

we will talk about that.”
Peer pressure will be the subject

of a future discussion in the DARE

group.
Gatt also offered a word of warn-
ing to sixth graders about a drug
popular in the 1960s. Apparenily,
LSD s making a comeback.
‘It was so dangerous it went

away,” Gatt sald. “Now it's coming
back. There have been reports of
LSD in cities near Novl."

LSD (s now golng by a newname.
Drug sellers, Gatt said, are calling
the drug “Bart" after Bart Simpson
of a Fax Network television show,
*The Simpsons.”

Novi picks up cash
iInstead of shortfall

A solution to correct a $5.3 mil-
lionn funding shortfall for special
education was recommended by
Oakland County school Supern-
tendents to the county intermed!-
ate school district,

The solution will provide Nowvi
Community Schools with nearly
$200.000 gver the next five years,
Superintendent Robert Piwko said.

Original profections showed Novi
would owe around $120,000, But
when all the claims for costs in-
curred for special education prog-
rams were in, Novi schools came
out $192,639 short for the fiscal
years 1988 and 1989, Oakland
School's Superintendent Willlam
Keane said.

The Novl Fire Depariment Feb, 4 proudly gra-
duated its largest class ever of paid-on-call
firefighters.

Old-fashioned pounding the sidewalks in a
door-to-door recruiting effort by the Novi Fire-
fighters Association — the union for the “volun-
teer” staff — was a key component In the suc-
cessful drive, according to Fire Chief Arthur

Lenaghan, .
In the past, the department has had difficulty

finding enough residents willing to shoulder the -

Job of “volunteer” fGrefighter. The pald-on-call
crew fills In on evening and weekends when the
full-time stafTis not onduty. This includes sleep-
overs al the fire station. '

“I think you can totally be impressed, These
are your friends and neighbors who volunteer
their ime to protect your homes and property,”

Mayor Matthew Quinn said at the swearing-in
ceremoany.

Seventeen new members of the force com-
pleted the Inftial 130 hours of tratning. Three of
them are women, bringing the number of fe-
males on the force up to four. Overall, Novi now
has 51 pald-on-call firefighters.

A residency requirement was slackened this
summer, to allow people living as far as one mile
from city limits to apply for the posts.

But 17 new firefighters are all Novi resldents,
Lenaghan satd.

The attrition rate for the class, which began in
October, was lower than usual. Typically, for ev-
ery one graduate fireflghter, three recruits drop
out along the way, '

~This group, 50 percent made it through.” Le-
naghan sald, “We're very pleased at this point.”

Past graduating classes have ranged in size
from four students toa highofabout 11 or 12, he
said. Other community fire departments send

their recruits to trair in Novi for the state-funded
programs.

But that money — about $2,000 per class —
may be in Jeopardy with new cutbacks in the
state budget, Lenaghan sald.

*I'm a little concerned about it. The state sets
regulations, the required iraining is increased
and now they cut the funding out,” he said,

“We haven't applied for anything yet, so it re-
malns to be seen.”

The 17 new firefighters will now enter into
training to get thelr emergency medical techni-
clan certificates,

Ordinance amendments that
would define where solid waste dis-
posal areas could be located In Novi
were unanimously recommended for
approval by the City Planning Com-
mission Wednesday.

The ordinances, whichwill gofora
vote before city council Feb. 25, were
recommended after nearly two hours
of debate by commissioners, The de-
bate was held before a large gathering
of ‘Say No To Haggerty' Committee
members,

A zoning ordinance amendment
that would define where a solid waste
transfer station, material recovery fa-
cility (MRP), and household hazard-
ous waste collection station could be
located was recommended after a
public hearing. Before making the re-
commendation, commissieners
voted to Include sanitary landiills,
composting and other solid waste
disposal areas in the defined zoning
areas.

“It just seems to me that It doesmi't
make sense not to put landfiils in1-2
(zoning),” said commissloner Tom
O'Branovic. “Solid waste and sanit-
ary landillis should be located solely
in I-2.7

The zoning crdinance would imit
solld waste disposal areas to general
Industria] districts. MikFs would be
permitted in elther general or ghtin-
dustral districts.

In the recommendation to the
council, commissioner Judy John-
son also asked that an environmen-
tal impact study be conducted on
solid wasted dlsposal areas. She sald
all of the uses should be locked at be-
fore belng allowed in Nowi.

Members of the citizens commitiee
seemed generally pleased with the
ordinance,

“The ordinance poes far in ad-
dressing the committee’s concerns,”
sald Novi resident and commitiee
leader Sigri Wren. “In fact, we agree
with the zoning ordinance amend-
ment as presently drafted.”

House Democrats say Gov. John
Engler's property tax cut plan does
too much for well-off people who
don't need It — Including senior
citizens,

But state treasurer Doug Roberts,
Engler's financial right arm, argued
the state needs a 20-percent school
property tax cut for all — rich, poor
and buslness.

"We can't address every single pos-
sible Issue,” Roberts warned the
House Taxatlon Cormumittee last week
ashe argued for an across-the-board
cut.

It was the panel's first meeting of
the new sesslon. Absent was [resh-
man Rep. Barbara Dobb, R-West
Bloomfleld, whose lakes district has
been the scene of some of the state’s
loudest property tax protests.

Rep. James Kosteva, D-Canton,
tossed the administration’s argu-
ment back in his lap, saying the plan
contained several speclal favors.

“Why the assistance to senlors™
asked Kosteva, referring to Engler’s
proposal to exempt the elderly from
all school operating property taxes
over three years. “Obviously seniors
are an effective political organlzation
to satisfy,”

Committee chair Lynn Jondahl,
D-Ckemos, quoted the American As-
sociation of Retired Persons as crit-
cizing that feature for “pltting age
groups against each other.”

Suicide

At Jeast 10 Oakland County resi-
dents walting to use the controverslal
suictde machine were disappointed
by the court order banning its use,
according to the president of Hem-
lock of Michigan.

"They wanted the option of using
that machine,” sald Janet Good, the
Farmington Hills woman who heads
the state chapter of the Hemlock Soc-
lety that favers sulcide as a Jegal op-
ion for the terminally ill.

Oakland Circult Judge Alice L. Gil-
bert threw legal cold water on those
hopes In Michigan Tuesday when she
made permanent an order prohiblt-
(ng the use of the sulcide machine In-
venled by Dr. Jack Kevorkian, a re-
tired Royal Oak pathologlst.

Kevorklan triggered a nationwide
debate on assisting suleide onJdune 4
when he helped Alzheimer's victim
Janet Adkins, 54, of Portland, lake
her own life in a van parked In an
Oakland County park.

The physiclan was acquitted of
first-degree murder charges, but re-
malns embrolled in civil liigation re-
lated to Lhe use of the machine he
views as a humane option for the ter-

The physician was accompanled
by his attorney, Geoflrey N, Fleger,
who sald the doctor's action was a
challenge to Oakland Circuit Judge
Alice Glibert and the order they con-

sider 1o be {llegal.

Fieger said counseling the dentist
was throwing “the gauntlet™ down to
Gilbert and to Oakland County pro-
seculor Richard Thompson, the per-
son who (nitiated — and obtained —
a court order barring Kevorldan's
continued use of that machine.

Gllbert issued the injunclion at a
10 a.m. hearing Tuesday. Kevorklan
said he was advising the dentist at
7:30 p.m. that evening.

Use Tiger resolution
for coalition building

~ The Novi City Council spoke — it
said, "we don't want a new Tiger
Stadium.”

The world responded — it said,
“who asked you anyway?”

The city council last week adopted
aresolution saying that it would not look
favorably on a proposal tobuild anewTi-
ger Stadium in Novi and urging the man-
agement of the ball team to stay at its
present location, on the corner of Michi-
gan and Trumbull in the City of Detroit.

The resolution was a bit of a sur-
prise, because Novi has not yet been ap-
proached about the possibility of relocat-
ing the stadium here and no actual plans
have been submitted. Typically, after all,
most municipalities wait until someone
asks before they say o’

Nonetheless, it is no secret that Ti-
gers owner Tom Monaghan would like to
build a new stadtum, nor is there any
question that he is looking in communi-
ties in this area. Mike Duggan, deputy
executive for Wayne County, has con-
firmed that he has been working with the
Tigers management to consider several
possible sites for the stadium in outlying
Wayne County communities. And he has
also confirmed that Tigers management
is talking with officials in Oakland and
Washtenaw counties about sites in their
areas as well.

. Then, of course, there was Bob Tal-

“bert's recent column in the Detroit Free

Press, in which he claims the Tigers are
looking at six communities in this area,
one of which is Novi. He claims to have
received that information from two sour-
ces, whose names he cannot reveal, in-
side Tigers management. Bill Haase, se-
nior vice president for future planning
and administration for the Tigers, hasn't
confirmed that Novi is a possible site. . .
but he also has not ruled it out either.

There are many who are concerned
about that. Apparently, it was Novi
council member Martha Hoyer who first
spoke to Detroit City Council member
Clyde Cleveland about the matter. Then,
when the issue came up in a goal sesston
of the Novi city councll, Tim Pope sug-
gested the resolution. City Manager Ed
Kriewall apparently prepared the drait
for the counci! and the resolution was
adopted unanimously.

As You See It

Development -

But if there are some who are not
impressed with the counctl’s position, it
perhaps is because they see Novi as only
onemunicipality of many from which the
Tigers could choose. That might well
changeif other communities start taking
similar actions.

As part of the resolution, the Novi
council decided it should enlist the sup-
port of other communities In the sur-
rounding area by encouraging them to
adopt similar resolutions. We'd agree,
and suggest the Novi council go perhaps
even a little further,

We'd like to see Novl work to ac-
tively build a coalition among the possi-

ble target commumnities in opposition to

the proposal for a new stadium here.
We'd like to see Novi carry the resolution
the Southeast Michigan Council of Gov-
ernments (SEMCOG), and seek support
of it there.

Building a coalition would certainly
strengthen the city's hand in thismatter,
but it also could hold benefits for dealing
with other issues in the future, There 1s,
as the old saying goes, sirength in
numbers.

Such a coalition might be easier to
form than one would at first suspect. If
Novi city council members are balking at
the idea of a new stadium, similar feel-
ings could likely be found among the
leaders of other municipalities, For one,
Plymouth Township supervisor Maurice
Breen has already spoken negatively ab-
out the idea of a stadium in his

community,

SEMCOG could certainly add some
welght to this. A resolution by all, or at
least most of the leaders of all the com-
munities of the region, would begin to
make an impression upon those inside
and outside of Tigers management who
are 80 gung-ho on the idea.

The move by Eastern Michi-
gan University to drop the Hu-
ron as its mascot doesn't seem
like a very sporting move to me.

I'm by no means insensitive
to the plight of Native Ameri-
cans, but I can't help bul feel
that even those of Indlan herit-
age would be left scratching
thelr heads over EMU's action,
Here we go again, bending over
backwards 1o placate a special-
Byrne interest group.

Supposedly the use ol an In-
dtan mascof implies a warlike nature in Native Americans.
For that reason the schoolwas put under pressure in 1989
to drop the Huron, and it gave in to the request two weeks

ago.

Even if a warlike nature was the only thing that the In-
dian mascot stood for, I would still have a hard time swal-
lowing that as a reason to drop the team's name. I'm
mostly Inish stock, but Idon't take offense at the pugilistic
moniker at Notre Dame, the Fighting Irish. As longas their
50-50 raffles aren't going to support the IRA, I'm happy
with the name,

But that's not all a school mascot —Indlan or otherwise
— stands for.

A mascot can stand for rulership, like the South Lyon
Lions; reliability, like the Perry Rambilers {named for the
supposedly reliable automobile); tenacity, ke the Litch-
fleld Terriers; quickness, like the Freeland Falcons; lead-
ership. ltke the Waterford Kettering Captains.

Amascot can also boost a community’s identity, like the
Midland Chemics or the Negaunee Miners.

Those are ali noble qualities for a mascot to represent.

And in carrying a name onto the playing field, the ath-
letes themselves de justice to the nickname as well. Think
of all the positive aspects of athletics: pride, teamwork, fair
play, achievement. Not bad atiributes for a Huron (or a
Chippewa, or any Redskin) to lay claim (o.

I'm not so nalve as to think that a team’s mascot is al-
ways portrayed in a positive light. I think it was Ypsilanti
High — the Braves — that used to have as its logo a rather
undignified charicature of a potbellied Indian with a
Jimmy Durante nose. I can understand someone aking
offense, and the school did drop it.

EMU's Hurcn was nothing of the sort. He was a rather
proud -looking Indian, well-festooned with feathers.

‘There's no denying that the Native Americans have had
a pretty tough time of it. As a minority group, they've been
dumped on, and they've got a right to be mad (dare I say
fighting mad?).

Discrimination seems to be something we're all to good
at here in America. The plight of Native Americans and
blacks are only the largest and most recent manifesta-
tions. My family name was once O'Byrne, but my great-
grandfather Patrick changed it to Byrme because of discri-
mination against Irish immigrants in the late 1800s,

I think in EMU's case, Indian activists have a legittmate
gripe if they want (o do away with the war whoops from the
pep band. But to me, doing away with the Huron nick-
name and logo are like throwing the baby out with the
bathwater.

It is difficult to keep track of who has what

grapes available for making wine from one vintage

to the next,

How can the wine consumer sort out the Bur-
gundy puzzle? Since the wines of France are given
place names, consumers could familfarize them-
sclves with the names of the region’s appellations.

But it may be more important for the neophyte

to become familiar with the names of the best

producers rather than remembering the great Bur-
gundy vintages or the long list of appellations, The
best producers make good wines even in lesser

vintages.

Considering that Burgundy produces only one-
tenth as much wine as Bordeaux, that Burgundy
suffers from huge vintage variation and the weak
American dollar, it is inevitable that prices of Bur-

gundy wines will continue to escalate.

“Not all Burgundy wines are very cxpensive,”
sald Plerre-Henry Gagey, asststant managing direc-
tor of Maison Louis Jadot in Beaune. "There are
many fine Burgundies, both red and white, that I

would classty as affordable.

“The current vintage in the market is 1988. It
{s a great vintage because the tannins are softer

and the quality from the small grower is high.

Throughout 1991, the 1988 vintage offers a fan-
tastic opportunity to discover the affordability of

many Burgundy wines.”

To begin a discovery of white Burgundy, pro-
duced entirely from chardonnay, Gagey suggesls
acarching out wines from four small villages in the -

Unlucky at love? Try your luck with chocolate

Picture, f you can, life without chocolate.

For some it may be easy but for chocoholics the
idea is unbearable. To us a meal is incomplete
without our fix of a trufile or candy bar, a grocery
trlp wasted without the cbligatory bag of semi-
sweet chips, and the cup of cocoa before bed to re-
lax and soothe is unheard of. Indeed, we would
gladly give up an entire day’s calories for a rich,
chocolate dessert. .

" What is the mystique behind this divine sub-
- stance? History tells us that Cortes and his solld-
ers were the first to encounter chocolate at the
court of Montezuma in 1519. They were present
during a ritual ceremony where the mighty ruler
kept drinking a sacred liquid from a golden goblet.
Later the Spaniards were also served bowis of the
beverage called “chocolatl” meaning warm liquid.

_The Aztecs believed that one of their high pro-

" phets brought the seeds from paradise, sowed
them in his garden, and that their consumption
conveyed wisdom and knoewledge, The cocoa bean
became important religlously and monetarily as it
was used as a medjum of exchange for goods. For
the next 100years the Spaniards held a monopoly

' ofi cocoa which provided a very profitable
business. '

Gradually chocolate spread to ftaly and France
where it was condemned as “the beverage of Sa-
tan” by churchmen, However, it was served in the
high courts as a sweetened, frothy beverage and

-accepted enthusiastically, By 1707 cocoa was be-
-~ ‘ing served in speclalty shops in England.
7Tt was not until 1876 that milk chocolate was

‘in cocoa powder.

The same basic process is
used today, the cocoa beans are milled producing
a chocolate lquor from which all chocolate s
made. The cocoa butter content {s about 55 per-

Milk chocolate is made by adding whole milk
solids, sugar, additional cocoa butter and vanilla
to the liquor. Sweet and semi-sweet chocolate are
made in the same way, but omit the milk.

Dutch chocolate is treated with alkali which
produces a darker chocolate, while the Swiss are

In 1765, the first chocolate factory was estab-
lished in the American colonies and from that
point on we have become a country of chocolate
lovers. On an annual basls chocolate Is a
$5-biilion industry. Last year, on average, cach
Amerlcan ate 11 pounds of chocolate.

There are many varieties of chocolate and each

has its specific place in cooking, baking or candy

making, Unsweetened chocolate isalsoreferred to

as bitter or baking chocolate. It s the pure choco- -

late liquor from the beans which has poured irito
molds to cool and harden.

Cocoa is the powder left from the liquor after
most of the butter has been removed. It can be
used for unsweetened chocolate in most recipes

" by substituting 3 tablespoons cocoa and 1 tabies-

poons vegetable shortening for each ounce -of

chocolate.

Sweet chocolates are made from the liquorwith
sugar and extra cocoa butter added. Theyare used
for cooldng and eating. Semi-sweet chocolate is
liquor with the addition of some sugar, The Dutch
process cocoa and chooolate are richer and darker
and can be substituted for regular chocolate,

Store chocolate in a dark, cool place. A higher
temperature will change the color due to the melt-
ingofthe cocoa butter. It {s wise touse chocolate In
a timely manner rather than storing for any length
of time,

Chocolate scorches easily when heated so it is
wise to stay close while melting. Grating or chop-
ping into small pleces facilitiates melting, To melt
chocolate over direct heat use a heavy pan and stir
constantly.
