With the arts now targeted for
budget cuts, a local legislator has
called his own proposal {o provide
money for the building and equip-
ment needs of cultural organiza-
tions, "like buying a new dress fora
corpse.”

Sen. Jack Faxon, D-Farmington
Hilks, introduced a bill in carly Fe-
bruary to ask voters to authorize
the sale of $300 million in bonds to
provide grants for state cultural
Institutions.

He changed the first degree mur-
der charge to open murder to allow a
Jjury to decide on which homicide
charge, If any, Cobas should be
convicted.

Cobas is currently being held in
Oakland County Jall without bond,

Testimonry duririg the preliminary
examination by a witness who said
he was with Cobas, Planes and Ken-
ney hours before Kenney's death in-
dicated (hat Cobas and Planes kilied
Kenney because “somecne had to
pay” for a $27.000 drug deal gone
bad.

The witness, Dominge Martin,
said he had set Cobas and Planes up
with Kenney so that Kenney could ar-
range a cocaine deal for them.

He teatified that Kenney arranged
the deal, but that the “cocalne” the
dealer sold them tumed out to be

powdered sugar.
Martin sald the four drove around

Detroit trying to ind the dealer to get
their money back, but were unsuc-
ceaaful. He then testified that Cobas
me az;gry with Kenney because

eved Kenney was responsible
for the tncident.

Martin, Cobas and Planes are all
natives of Cuba who apeak Spanish
fluently, Kenney spoke only English,
Martin testtfied that Cobas began
teiling Planes In Spanish that they
must “pressure,” “Intimidate” and
“tame” Kcmwy and that “someone
has to pay.”

Martin testifled that before they
dropped him off at home — with Ken-
ney still in the car — they asked (n
Spanish for directions to Grand
Raplds.

He then testifled that over the next
several days, after Kenney's body was
discovered, he received numerous
phone calls from Cobas, asking
whether Kenney's body had been dis-
covered and warmning him not to say

anything to police.

“I'm happy that Novi is the first city
in the metropolitan area that has
adopted a massive greenwy plan.
It's fantastic. We're happy tu particl-
pate. We hope every developer will
follow suit,” said Classic Construe-
tion's Blumensteln, the developer of
the Maples of Nowl.

The closest thing to Novi's green-
way system Isa plan for nature paths
just getting underway in West
Bloomileld, he said, but il's not as ex-
tensive as the Novi project — "not
even close.”

Blumenstein estimated the eass-
ment he’s handing over to the city, a
portion of the Maples' southem
woodlands, Is worth §75,000 to
$100,000. The city's segment will
link Into four miles of wodland and
wetland nature trails within the Ma-
ples, at Fourteen Mile and Decker
roads. The developer will put the
woodchip trail in for the city.

No one disputes the value of com-
munity service work. And no one would
dispute the benefits of having young-
sters involved in community service
work at a very eariy age. Not only would
the community benefit from the extra ef-
fort these youngsters put out, they
would also lkely learn of the value of
such programs. And it seems that those
whao get involved early would more likely
coniinue to be active participants in the
community as they grow older and reach
adulthood.

Still, there i a good deal of debate
about howbest to proceed with the job of
encouraging youths to get involved. Ron
Wixom, coardinator of cooperative occu- .
pational training for Novi schools and
head of the district's Community Volun-
teer Service Student Placement prog-
ram, raised that issue before the Novi
board of education last week,

Wixom proposed that the word “vol-
unteer” be dropped from the program’s
“title and that all students of the district
be mandated to participate. He sug-
gested each student should have tocom-
plete 40 hours of service wark to be al-
lowed to graduate. If students want todo
that work during school time, he said,
they would be allowed to take the last
hour off their school day, an option al-
ready available to seniors. And if they

4 wanted to fulfill their requirement dur-
| ing the summer, they would be allowed

todothe work anywhere, as long as proof

| was presented to the district.

"+ - The school board didn't go for it.

1:Some . members, suggested they would-.

“have trouble keeping otherwise good
students from graduating for the Jack of
community service hours, Others ques-
tioned whether students would receive
the same benefits from the program if
participation were mandatory.

Quite frankly, we too were divided
on this issue, Members of the Novi News
staff argued vehemently on the issue
both pro and con. In faver of mandating
participation, arguments were offered
that this approach would get those stu-
dents involved who otherwise would not
participate, the very students which
most need the program. In opposition to
mandated involvement, poinis were put
forward that youngsters already often
have little to say about the jobs they are
required to perform. Mandating com-
munity wark might have the opposite ef-
fect, of turning kids off to the idea.

What we did agree on however was
that the Novi school district's current
community service program could be
much improved upon and, with that im-
provement, might well attract many
mare students to participate, A better
program and higher levels of participa-
tion might eliminate any need to make it
mandatory.

In the present program, if students
work 100 hours for a community service

* effort, they eamn a half credit toward gra-
* duation, the same amount of credit stu-

dents would earn for the same time

spent in a class. At present, 37 students
are enrolled in the program,

Among our suggestions for impro-
ving the program would be to increase
the credits students can earn for the
hours worked, or, better yet, formalizing
the program into a course for students.
The instructor could advise students on
howto get involved in community service
work and the various volunteer organi-
zations available. Students might alsobe
informed about the importance of com-
munity work and made aware of the con-
tribution volunteerismn makes to our
society. Such instruction might give the
work more meaning to the students,

This instruction would not take
long, so the rest of the time could be
spent actually doing the community ser-
vice work., Putting the course at the end
of the day would make it both a part of
the regular curriculum and would allow
students to work more hours volunteer-

ing if they desired.

+ - - Another improvement would be a
better selection of community services
the students could perform. Some now
— tutoring, with the disabled at
the Tollgate 4-H Farm, working at a
home for the aged, hospital volunteer,
serving as a companion to abused child-
ren and crack babies — seem pretty valid
as community service work.

Others do not. Assignments in the
office of the Novi Parks and Recreation
Department, the administrative offices
of various schools and the Novi public Ii-
brary don't seem a lot like community
service work. Frankly, it sounds more
like a source of free labor for the school
district and city.

There are hundreds of charitable
and service organizations operating in
Novi and Oakland County. Opportuni-
ties abound. And if the point is to make
community service attractive to stu-
dents, themore valid and legitimate thelr
first experience with community service
is, the more likely they will continue it la-
ter in life.

Novi's Community Volunteer Ser-
vice program is relatively new. Although
it hasyet to attract large numbers of stu-
dents, giving the program time, impro-
ving on the options avatlable, increasing
incentives, and recuiting for the program
mare vigorously might all help to in-
crease enrollments. And then perhaps
we'll be able to keep the word “volunteer”
in the title.
