Novl's Chaldean-American community 
Imathed a cdlecUve sigh of relieflast week when 
the Persian Gulf war ended. 

°We are excited that the war has ended,* said 
Sam Yopo, a Nov! resident and spoicesperson for 
the Chaldean communis. Haw we are praying 
for a permenent peace in the Middle East.* 

About 60,000 ChaMeans — who are Christ-
ians, mainly from northern Iraq—live in the De-
tnXt Metropolitan area, i n d u d ^ nearty 200 in 
Novi Many Chaldeans left Iraq, beginning in the 
192QS, to flee religious persecutloa 

*I would like to see peace and tranqullify in 
Iraq.* Yono said. 'Iraqis are peace-loving people.* 

Hie Novi resident said the biggest problem 
facing the people of the war-torn countiy will be 
its KConstrucUon. Yono added that the countiy 
will need a great deal of aid from the United Na-
tlols and other organizations. 

'Because of the mass destruction of the eco­
nomy.* he said. "Iraq will depend on a lot of aid to 
get back.on its feet again.* 

As a member of the Chaklean Catholic Dio­
cese church. Yono Is helping to raise funds for 
victims of the war. A fund raiser was hekl by the 
9roup Thursday In Southfiekl and collected ab­
out $6,000. 

The Chaldean community is hoping to raise 
$100,000 initially, to buy medical supplies for 
Iraq. Yono said the church will work with the Red 
Cross and other international oî ganIzatio11s to 
purchase and distribute the supplies in the com­
ing months. 

"With hot weather approaching our biggest 
fear is of disease.* he said. ' In the summer temp­
eratures are between 100 and ISOdegrees. every 
day.* 

• Cease fight celebrations were the or-
der of the day for the first meeting of 
the West Side Chapter of the Michi-
gan Family Military Support Groups, 
an organization formed to give advice 
and comfort to 0lose with relatives 
serving In the Persian Gulf conflict. 
The meeting Friday was the first 
gathering of the group since the 
shooting has stopped. Story and 
photos are on page 6. 

Reports have said that in Baghdad, and other 
portions of Iraq, virtually all water systems were 
destroyed by allied bombing. Citizens have re­
sorted to getting drinking, cooking and bathing 
water from contaminated rivera. 

Yono said he heard last week that an Italian 
business delivered a portable water plant to Iraq 
capable of purifying 80.000 gallons of water a 
day He described it and the efforts of the Chal­
dean church as smaU in comparison to the coun­
try's needs, but as a step in the right direction. 

'Every UtUe bit helps," Yono said. 
Besides medical supplies, foods items will be 

purchased with the funds raised fay the Chal­
dean community, acccsxllng to Munim Yono. a 
Novi resident and cousin of Sam Yono. He said 
flour, vegtables and staples such as sugar and 
tea are in short supply in Iraq. 

Munlm Yono agreed with his cousin that the 
country will depend cm aid to help to get going 
again. He added that a lot will also depend on a 
bovmtlful harvest in baq.

Sam Yono suggested that some of the hard­
ship in the oountiy could have been avoided fay a 
less intense Allied attack. He » i d the attack was 
excessive. 

'I never believed Iraq had (thepoweii that was 
painted,* Sam Yono said. They had to know 
(Saddam) didn't have what he said he had. 

''Who can fight the worM or the super pow­
ers?" he added. 

The destruction oflraq and Baghdad was "up­
setting to all of us," Sam Yono said. He descrttled 
the fljiting as a "one-way street" for the allies. 

A major reason for the quick victory was the 
low morale of the Iraqi soldiers, Munlm said. He 
added that will to flght was depleted in maiiy of 
the soldiers, even the veterans, because of the 
countr/s long war with Iran in the 1980s. 

They didn't want to flght because of the other 
war," Munlm Yono said. "The morale of the aUled 
sokUers and (Iraq's) troops were completely diffe­
rent." 

Munim Yono predicted that Iraq's future will 
depend on who will lead it out of the cument cri­
sis. He doubted it would be Saddam Hussein. 

'After the dtlst clears, I would say that he will 
have a lot of opposiUon," Munlm said. 

The Pereian Culf didn't create hostilities be­
tween Chaldeans and other in the community. 
Sam Yono said. He said his and other Chaldean 
families received support in the form of mes­
sages and letters, from mai^ in the metro-
Detroit communl^. 

*lt surprised a lot of people in our commtm-
ify.* Sam Yono said. 'It teUs us how cooperative 
and supportive American citizens can be. 

'It is the success of America. People helping 
people."

A warrant has been Issued for 
the arrest of a fixmer Ncvl Care 
Center employee in connecttonwith 
an alleged case of physical abuse at 
the fad l i^ last year. 

Sarulra D. Sanders. 26. of De­
troit was scheduled to appear be­
fore 52-1 District Court Judge Ml-
due l Batchik Feb. 21 to face the 
plgrsksl abuse charge at a pretrial 
hearing, Sanders faUed to appear, 
aoomdlng to court (̂ Ok îals, and 
Batchik issued the warrant 

The state attorney general's of­
fice charged Sanders with i%sical 
abuse last November for allegedly 
slapping a patient on the bare but­
tocks. The incident occuncd oî . 
June 30 last^ear. 

District court officials said after 
SanderBisan>rehended. sbewlllbe 
brought before Batchik^ The judge 

wfll likely then set a cash bond for 
the 26-year-okl and reschedtlle the 
pretrial, officials said. 

The hearing wfll be hekl to deter­
mine if there is enough evidence 
against Sandera to aUow the case to 
proceed to triaL If convicted of the 
misdemeanor charge, she could 
lace one year in Jafl and/or a fine of 
up to $10,000. 

Three center .employees 
witnessed the incident according 
to the state attorney general's ofllce. 
A later examination revealed a 
golfbaU-slzed bruise on the pa­
tient's buttocks. 

District court records indicated 
that a total of nine people saw the 
Incident SaUy MatmueUer. head of 
nilrsing at the faicUlty at the time, 
was (Bie of the witnesses who 
signed a complaint against 
Sandera.

To make sure theyVc Jumped 
throu^ evely local hoop, represen­
tatives of the Southern Michigan OU 
Company (SOMOCO) wfll plead 
their case before the Novi Zoning 
Board of >^peals Tuesday. 

Blocked by the dty council finom 
sirlklng a second ofl well, the 
TVaverse City-based firm submitted 
the application to the ZBA in 
November at the same time It filed a 
lawsuit against the City of Novi In 
Oakland County Circuit Court. 

SOMOCO attorneys say that U1e 
firm wishes to foUow the dtys fuU 
appeals procedure but does not 
concede the Jurisdiction of the zon­
ing board. 

In a zoning lawsuit against Nov! 
won by Paragon Properties in July 
1990, the dtys attorneys aiigued 
that in not filing an application with 
the ZBA, Paragon had. not ex­
hausted all local avenues of 
remedy. 

SOMOCO wUl do so Tuesday. 
The ofl well, to be sunk on 75 

acres of land ofi"Ten Mfle Road, has 
drawn stiff opposition from nearby 
residents, who say their weU water 
and property values would be Jeo­
pardized fay the drilUng. 

SOMOCO hopes to pipe the 
crude to its exiatlng production fa­
culty at ElBVim Mllc-and-Wtam-
roads, but is seeking permission to 
instaU production equipment at the 
Ten Mfle road site if the ZBA finds 

the pipeline has the potential for 
adverse impact. 

TTie company origlnaUy said it 
did not wish to process the crude ofl 
at the 75-acre site Ml Ten Mfle. Ac­
cording to clty-retained consul-
tants, an ofl weU with on-site pro­
duction has a ^ a t e r UkeUhood of 
noise and odor than when the crude 
is processed oflf-site. 

In October, the dty coundl re­
fused SOMOCO variances and per-
mlts needed to begin digging on 
vacant resldentlally-zonra prop-
ertyaqtlarter mfle west of Echo Val-
ley Estates subdivision. 

The dty requires ofl weUs to be 
placed on ir1dustrlalty-z(»Md land, 
but aUows variances to proceed el­
sewhere If no serious conseqtlenoes 
wfll occlxr—a burden of pnxrf'SO­
MOCO has not met according to 
dty oouncfl members. In voting no. 
coundl members said the ofl well 
would have an adverse impact on 
orderly growth west along Ten Mile 
Ri»d. 

One written objection to the SO­
MOCO appeal has been sent to the 
dty. fix)m neighboring resident Da­
niel Lenzi who with wife. AruirBB, 
owns the little Hornbook Day 
School and a home a short distance 
from the proposed weU. Lenzl wrote 
that the operation would endanger 
his famfly's health and ItveUhood 
and that if tteir weU \ ra 
cbritaminaied by the drflllrig, Xaey

A faU change in state law whk:h 
gave the state Superintendent of 
Public Instruction "sole and exdu-
sive" Jilrlsdictlon over the review 
and approval of school constnlc-
tlon plans was condemned by the 
Novi City Coundl at a Feb. 25 
meeting. 

Tht coundl also voted to support 
a bUl in the state House of Rep­
resentatives that if passed, could 
remove language finom the law that 
was Induded as as result of the fall 
leglslaUon. 

"It has always been the citys poa-
iUoa and it stfll is, that It's ourduty 
to review and have the overaU Ji1r-
Isdictlon within the dty," Mayor 
Matthew Qulrm said. 

"Even when we birflt our own 
municipal buildings we went 
through the entire buUdlilg pro­
cess. We had everything reviewed 
and passed." 

Qulnn said the biggest problem 
with giving the state fifll contro 
over school devek>pments is the 
state's lack of resources and exper­
tise needed to approve school deve 
lopment plans. 

Novi, Uke other dties, has the re 
sources and expertise to apjwowe 
and monitor school developments 
Qulnn said. 

"We are ready to accept aU the re-
sponslbUlty for overafl buUding 
constructions," Oui11n said. "It's i 
matter of who has the control and 
the resources." 

Novi's Board of Education Presl 
dent Robert Schram does not agree 
with the coundl, but he imder-
stands why council members 
passed the resolution. 

"1 wouldn't criticize (the dty 
coundl),* Schram said. 

"We take certain stands because 
it's in our best Interest. They take 
certain stands because it's in their

Clalmi11g a denial ultilliatety would 
constitute a "taking" of SOMOCO's 
property without Just compensation, 
the compariy Is seeking to obtain the 
drilling permits from the city and 
damages of $3,500 per day calcu­
lated from the time the pennlts were 
detUed, as well as attorney fees. 

SOMOCO Is asking the ZBA to 
grant two perBilts denied by the city 
council. One permit Is for special 

land use and the other Is for oU and 
gas exploraUon and drilling. 

SOMOCO is also requesting a zon­
ing Varla11ce needed to conduct the 
operations on the property, located 
on the south side of Ten MUe Road. 
West of Wixom Road. 

SOMOCO cites as grounds for Its 
appeal that the council's decision 
was based on errors of law; that Its 
determination of serious consequ­
ences to the community was not sup­
ported by competent, material and 
substantial evidence; and that Its 
"purported factual finding was based 
on imsupportcd speculation and 
conjecture which were In direct con­
tradiction to the competent, material 
arxl substantial evidence In the re­
cord. Including the opinions ex­
pressed by the City of NoVfs own em­
ployees and consultants." 

The oil company contends that It 
has proved that It satisfies all re­
quirements for the permits and that 
the operation would not have axiy de­
trimental Impact on the community. 

In addition, the compare asks the 
board to Interpret Sect. 2508-7 of the 
cltys zoning ordinances and Sect. 
23-5 of the ordlnaiice code. 

Sect. 23-5, on the locaUon and 
spacing of wells, states among other 
things that an oU well must be at least 
330 feet from an adjacent property 
line. In a non-rcsidential tocation at 
least 500 feet from the nearest build­
ing a11d 750 feet frtwn the nearest 
residence. 

The bottom hole of the proposed oU 
well would be 772 feet from the near­
est house. 

The six-member ZBA, created by 
local ordinance. Is charged with sec­
uring public safety and "substantial 
Justice" In zoning matters. 

The board may not change the 
zoning of aiiy property but may aUow 
a variance for uses not otherwise per­
mitted, provided the land cannot be 
utilized for the existing zoning. 

The board may authorize a var­
iance If strict apfdlcaUons of the i«g-
ukUonawouM cause exceptional dif-

flculUes or hardship to the jMxlperty 
owner, provided such relief does not 
harm the public good. 

SOMOCO has acquired oil and gas 
rights to the land, which is heW In 
tnlst by the Comerica Bank. 

In the lawsuit, filed In November 
and assigned In Januaiy to Oakland 
County Circuit Court Judge Rudy Ni­
chols, SOMOCO is contending that 
the dty has vicdated Its righU under 
the Fifth and FouiteenS Amend­
ments of the U.S. ConaUtutlon." 

In the suit, SOMOCO is asking the 
court to Issue the necessary pennlts 
or order the City of Novl to do so, as 
well as grant a special land use 
permit. 

In Its answer to the complaint, 
filed In December, city attorneys did 
Indeed argue the compaijy had not 
exhausted Its administrative reme­
dies. But the dty also put forward a 
number of "afiannathne defenses," In­
cluding that other companies ilnder 
SCWOCO's cwitrol had "material^ 
vtolated the condlUm f^oll and gas 
Ucenses*.

A Michigan Court of Appeals rul­
ing that overturned a voter-approved 
ban on state-funded abortions has 
stlired reacUon locally. 

Incomprehension is the best word 
to describe a local anti-abortion wo­
man's reacUon to the decision «Wch 
will now go the Michigan Supreme 
Court. 

"To me it really came not as a 
shock, but I don't understand lt," 
said Mary Lou Almond, a sccrctary at 
the Open Door Christian Academy in 
Northvllle. 

"I don't know how the Judges have 
the authority to overturn the rule of 
the people. We went to the people In 
Michigan, and it was voted that the 
majority wanted tax-funded abor­
tions stopped. 

"It's not something to quit voting 
over, but it seems that the power of 
our vote is eroding away." 

Vice president of a local National 
Organization for Women chapter 
TYacey Martin said she is not certain 
that she completely disagrees with 
Almond. 

"That certainly Is troubling. The 
voters spoke, and the courts over­
turned their decision," Martin said. 

"Fm troubled by Judicial decisions 
Interfering In private Uvea, private 
decisions." 

But Martin, who worked on a peti­
tion drive to bring the decision to the 
voters after legislation was passed 
banning state-funded abortions, 
said she thinks the voters made the 
wrong decision. 

"I think the decision (of the voters) 
was wrong so I applaud the court," 
Martin said. 

"I certainly applaud the result. Fm 
not so sure I would say it was wise 
Jurisprudence." 

Martin hopes the CourtofAppeab 
decision Is upheld on appeal to the 
Michigan Supreme Court. 

"I hope the Supreme Court sus­
tains the decision because born my 
view that makes good public policy." 
Martin said. 

Almond believes the ban on state-
funded abortions reduced the num­
ber of abortions performed in Michi­
gan. She would like to see the law, 
and the general attitude change 
enough to further reduce the number 
of abortions performed.

The Michigan Supreme Court Is likely to get the case of 
a 15-year-old giri who was deflied a state-^id abortion. 

A Court of Appeals panel last week ruled 2-1 that a 
voter-enacted han on Medlcaid-paid abortions violated 
the glri's right under the Mfchigan Constitution to "equal 
benefit" of the law — a broader protection than the U.S. 
Constitution provides. 

The state Itself "has created a dfrect barrier to the wo­
man's exercise of her right to an abortion." wrote John 
Fitzgerald, a retired Supreme Court Justtee bom Grand 
Ledge sitting on the appeals court by assignment. Con­
curring was Judge Martin W. Doctorolf of SouthflekL 

Dissenting was Judge Joseph B. Sullivan of Detirolt. "A 
state is not precluded from favoring childbirth over abor­
tion and from allocaUilg funds to favor chiklbirth.* he 
argued. 

The state's second-highest cotut ruled Wayne Circuit 
Judge John Hausner envd in dismissiilg the suit of "Jane 

fimds.) 
Aided by the American Civil Liberties Union, the Does 

had sued the state Department of Social Senlces. In­
tervening defendant on behalf of the state was Right to 
Life ofMichigan, which initiated the 1988voter-approved 
ban CH1 state abcstlon funding. 

Sec. 109a ofthat act said, "Itls the polkyofthlsstateto 
prohibit the appropriatton of pubLc flmds for the purpose 
of provkllng an abcation to a person who receives welfare 
benefits unless the abortion is necessary to save the life of 
the mother." 

The state and RTL have 21 days to appeal to the high 
court which couM take several months to ayear or more. 
Meanwhile, the state will fund no welfare abortions, al­
though lt could face a $6 million budget item If Fitzger­
ald's oplnton is upheU. The state was paying for about 
18,000 welfare abortions a year before the ban.

The Incident has ra ised some ques­
tions about the board's handl ing of dis-
dp l l na iy cases.

Arc there other types oi 
situations for which students should be 
given a second chance, s u c h as i n the 
bomb threat incident? .And are there 
other less serious incidents for which the 
district should wait u n t i l a pattern has 
been established before It takes such ac­
tion, like truancy? 

The philosophy of the board should 
be Included. Novi is . after a l l , a public 
school district and its Job Is to educate aU 
students who are residents of the dis­
trict. T i l l s should include the occasional 
troublemaker. Not a l l students are fortu­
nate enough to have good citizenship 
skills and many students inevitably wi l l 
get into trouble. Most w i l l grow u p to be 
fine adtilts aItyway, a n d the goal of the 
school district should be to use its dis-
dp l ina iy procedures as a learning tool 
for the students i n order to make that 
happen.

Gen. Norman Schwarzkopf 
(not to be conftlsed with Jo­
nathan Winters) says our forces 
rolled over the Iraqis with all the 
consequence of a speed bump 
thanks to our superior technol­
ogy. Our sophisticated weapons 
were a make-or-break element 

in the conflict If they had felled us, not only would there 
have been more casualties, but our credibility might have 
suffered irretrievable losses. 

Fortunately, there were resoimdlng successes for 
neaiiy all of our hardware. Everyone gets a warm fuzzy 
when you mentton the Tbmahawk cruise missile, or the 
Patriot ana-mlssUe missile. Marketing types call this "po­
sitive name recognition" or something like that 

Which brings us around to Chrysler. The number-three 
automaker Is selling a snappy little sports car called the 
Dodge Stealth. With the success of the F - i l 7 Stealth 
fl^ter-branber. you can bet the Chrysler namesakes will 
be leaving skidmarks out of the dealers' showrooms. 

Lest you think I'm making a &r-fetched assodatirai 
here, history has shown that Detroit Imitates the 
Pentagon. 

Those of you old enough to remember the Korean War 
probably remember that the F-100 Super Sabre, our first 
mass-produced Jet-powered fighter, captured a tot of at­
tention. Its front intake port looked something like a big 
round open mouth, and throughout the '50s. carmakers 
tried to capture that intake-port look on the grilles of their 
cars. Remember the "horse-collar" grille on the Edsel? 

And who can forget tallfins? They were a steel Icon 
created in the image of aircraft wings. Show cars of that era 
made use of clear canopies, not unlike those covering airp­
lane cockpits. 

M of the combat planes we saw in the Gulf War had 
nicknames. .Admittedly not all of them were that inspiring, 
like the A-10 Warthog, or the F-4E WUd Weasel Those two 
probably won't make it onto a car nameplate, but the F-15 
Eagle Is already covered by an entire line of Chrysler vehi­
cles. Talk about Advantage: Chrysler. 

Then there's the F-16 Falcon, a name formerly used by 
Ford, and still used on cars produced by its Australian di­
vision. Are you folks in Dearborn p a ^ g attention? 

Hie F-18 Hornet probably calls to mind the oW AMC 
product Of course. AMC was bought out by Chrysler, but 
it wouldn't be a bad name to think about b r l n ^ g back. 

Chiysler has had no qualms lately about wrapping itself 
in the flag, hanging the "America* moniker on its price-
beater cars, and using the Space Shuttle as a backdrop for 
Its Dodge Spirit 

Let's also not forget Lee lacocca's involvement with the 
restoration of Ellis Island and the Statue of Liberty. And 
Chevy thinks they're the Heartbeat of America? 

I have to say that IVe been surprised that few large cor-
porations have tried to capitalize on the war. Oh sure, 
there were isolated cases of fraudulent attempts to solicit 
money by people posing as members of charity groups. 
But for the most part legitimate businesses — The Big 
Three, major retailers, etc. — have tastefully said 'hands 
ofi* on the war. 

(Of course, they may have shrewdly been waiting to see 
who won. but I dlgrws.) 

Now that It's over. I fillty expect that somecme will try to 
cash in on newfound American pride. Don't be surprised 
to see the name Patriot or Ibmahawk on the fender of some 
future Detroit product 

As for the Warthog and the md Weasel, well, don't hokl 
your breath.

Ihe West Side Chapterof the Michigan Milltaiy 

Family Support Group greeted news of a tenuous 
Gulf cease-fire with a ullxture of relief and well-
eamed caution Friday night 

The President of the United States may have 
declared the Persian Glilf war ovnrThursday, but 
for the dozens of parents and spouses at FMday^s 
meeting in Northville the war wont really end mi-
tll all ^ I r loved ones return home. 

"Ifs not over for me, i» t yet," said Darlene 
Rlnke. T o me It's got a long, bng way to go. A 
week ago we all got real up when tlwre was talk of 
Saddam (Hussein) pulling out, and then we were 
all down by that night. 

"It's like a psychological warfare he's playing 
with the families, too.' 

POnke's son Craig, a forward observer with an 
Army reconnaissance unit, flew to the Middle 
East in August with the 82nd Airborne. His 
mother said Craig still may have been participat­
ing in mop-up operations as allied forces quelled 
the remaining Iraqi resistance. 

'I would linagine he's still working,' she said, 
"so we don't reaSy plan to hear firom him imtil It's 
all cleaned up." 

Rlnke's skeptk^m reflected the results of a 
dizzying week for those anxiously following 
events in the Gulf. The nation had heard rumors 
of an imminent Iraqi pilllout, listened as a Soviet-
backed peace {dan fell through, and watched as 
the long-dreaded allied ground campaign began 
and then ended in a stunning vlctoiy four days 
later. 

Support group co-four1der Ginny Hathhom 
asked the group, after Joining them in reciting the 
Pledge of Allegiance, "Has it ever meant more to 
you than it does r l ^ t now?" and was answered by 
a chorus of •No"s. 

'I think this is probably the bestwe've felt since 
we've been together," Hathhom told the crowd. 

The group gathered in a prayer circle stretch­
ing an>und the hall while Pastor Thomas Lubeck, 
wearing an Operation Desert Storm sweatshirt, 
read a prayer in which he.oflered thanks for the 
few allied casualties and'the apparent end of the 
war. 

Yet few of those present were ready to drop 

their emotional guards that n i^ t . Hathhom said 
after the meeting that she feared Saddam Hus­
sein still had something else up his sleeve, per­
haps one final chemical attack on allied troops 
still in baq. 

"It's not over," she said. "None of us thinks It's 
over, none of us are that du1nb.' 

Jennifer Whitbeck, whose 21-year-old hus­
band Michael is a radio technical operatm: With 
the 82nd Ailbome, described the last week as "a 
roller-coaster, a major roller-coaster." 

Her husband had been in the Middle East 
since August. Jennifer said she last talked to him 
Jan. 5, though she has received letters since 
theiL The most difficult part of the last week for 
her, she said, was not knowing where her hus­
band was kxated during the ground war. 

"I talow that they were supposed to be around 
Kuwait City, but it was so confusing watching the 
news reports because they had (the 82nd Air­
borne) all over the place." she said. 

"It 'was nice to hear the cease-fire but I didn't 
know where he was; I didn't know if he was hurt; 1 
didn't know." 

Whitbeck said she has onty recently allowed 
herself to hope for his safe return. "There's a 
shred of hope now, Instead of constant depress­
ion,* she said. 

But the Joy of knowing that her huslsand 
should soon he home Is tempered by the know-
lege of the six months that they both have lost 
during the allied milltaiy buildup and the war. 

"One whole segment of his life is gone, and I feel 
the same way," she said. "Fm Just kind of numb, 
floating along.. . taking it one day at a time." 

Wednesdays Scud missUc attack on a milltaiy 
barracks outside Dharan, Saudi Arabia, which 
claimed 28 lives, had a Union Lake couple fearing 
for their own son's safety. 

Tom and Lyn St. .Aubln said they received a let­
ter finom their son Jeremy, 20, late last week. The 
letter was written the n i ^ t before the ground War 
started. As Tom recalled. "Before he went to the 
fiont, he spent a lot of time at Al Khobar, where 
the missile hit. His Job was talking across the 
lines on loudspeakers to ^ t the troops to 
surrender." 

The parents' first thoughts upon receiving the 
letter were that It could be the last one they eVer 
^ece^ed from their son, said Lyn. "1 thought. Was 

this the last Fd ever hear torn him; Was he in that 
building?"" 

Even the news that their son was not among 
those killed left the St. Aublns with mixed feel­
ings. "You feel guilty because someone else's 
child was klUed, and elated that it wasn't your 
own.' said Tom. 

Vic Norwood said he had Just talked to bis 
22-year-oki son Marie m the phone Monday. 
"He's hoping he'll be home in y^ril , but they d«1t 
know," Norwood said. 

Mark is a member of a supply squadron that 
stayed veiy busy throughout the slx-week allied 
mflltaiy campaign, refueling B-52 and other 
bombers in Jlddah, Saudi Arabia. "My son's unit 
was pumping 1.5 mllllon gallons of fuel cveiy 12 
hours," Norwood said. 

"They had been working nine days sb^alght, 
with one oflf, for 12-hour shifts," Mark's mother 
Carol added. 

The parents worried less about missile attacks 
than they did about accidents involving Mark. -
'He was more or less in a pretty safe area," Nor­
wood said. "He was with the bombwrs and they 
give them pretty good protection" 

Nevertheless, the Virtual end of hostilities had 
Norwood oVe1J<ycd. T m a Very happy dad today, 
Veiy happy. I can't express how proud I am of him, 
and all the guys over there for the Job theyVe 
done. 

Dean McQulnton's son Kent was also in 
harm's Way. as a memt)er of a field artilleiy unit. 
"He called Tuesday night,' he said. "He was up at 
the fix)nt line when they went into Iraq and Ku­
wait. What he's doing now is taking new troops up 
and taking prisoners b a c k . . . I asked him where 
he was and he said Tm up north, way north.' ' 

Dean's wife, Mary, said the Iraqi prisoners of 
war showed no reluctance to turn themsehres 
over to allied forces, and to Kent. 'He said the 
prisoners were Just running to the bus to get on.' 

The West Side Chapter support group held its 
first meetl11g Sept. 10, shortly after the U.S. mUi-
ta1y b11ildup began in response to Saddam Hus­
sein's Aug. 2 occupation of Kuwait. Hathhom 
said the group will continue to meet, though per­
haps on a less regular basis than the recent once-
a-week meetings. The group will meet again next 
Friday night at 7:30 p.m. at St. Paul's Lutheran 
Church, 201 Ekn St., In Northville. "

She finds the FoU Baked Chicken with Heibs 
recipe from The Slfluer Pcdate Cooi6xxk (Rosso and 
Lukins.

1982) a reliable match to Siml-style chenln blanc.

she substitutes thtyme fcM* the mint and dfll; one 
red onion, thinly ^teed, in place of the lemon, and 
uses two tablespoons v i i ^ olive oil Ux half the 
butter. 

Ihe sauvignon blanc variation pairs with caber-
net sauvignon when two ripe, peeled, seeded and 
flnely chopped tomatoes are added and the pepper 
mill is adjusted to very coarse and used 
generously. 

For pasta With olive-accented fresh tomato 
sauce, Evely demonstrates that the type of olive 
used deflines the wine that pairs best For caber­
net sauvignon, she suggests oll-cured olives. Sau­
vignon blanc Is well-served by Kalamata olives and 
ci^rdoi1nay docs best With generic caiBned olives. 

Evely says that with a mushroom risotto, the 
type of mushroom determines the best Wine com­
bination. Shiitake and morels make the dish com­
patible with cabernet sauvignon. when a beef 
broth Is used Instead of chicken to prepare the 
rice. 

Butter in the risotto echoes the butterlness in 
the Simi Chardonnay. The delicate, earthy flavoin 
of fresh pordnl are well balanced by the delicate, 
toasty notes in the wine," she said.

Crisp and crunchy on the outakie, ten­
der and delicate on the inside. 

Drizzled with real maple syrup or 
slathered with butter. Studded with 
blueberries or drenched in strawberries. 

There's lltUe doubt that waffles will al­
ways have the "preferred favorite" status 
among breakiast and brunch Items. 

Unfortunately for the history bufi", there 
Is little ii^ormatlon regarding the how and 
when of a wafile's birth. 

Waffles, like their cousins the pan­
cakes, consist of a thin mixture called a 
pour batter—the amount of llquki and diy 
Ingredients are about equal and are wet 
enough to be pourable. 

Most pouir batters are classified as 
quick breads because they use a leavening 
other than yeast. However, we have in­
cluded a recipe for waffle batter using 
yeast that makes for an outstanding 
addition. 

Bask: ingredients for making home-
made waffles include flour, baking powder 
or soda, salt and occasionally sugar, com-
blned with liquids consisting of n5lk. oil or 
melted butter and eggs. 

Frequentiy, the same batter can be used 
for cither pancakes or waffles, the dlffer-
enoe being in how the batter Is cooltxd. 

Some prefer waffles over pancakes be-
cause the latter, which are soft and pliable, 
can get far too soggy when bombarded 
with accoutrements. 

Waffles are like ridged potato chips. 
They coddle the syrup into tlry pools. 

Cooked piopeiiy, they let forth a dlstlnc-
Uve cruiich when cut with the side of a fork 
and chewed. 

Some fasdnatlngutenallshave been de-
signed to produce dassic waffles. The iron 
in whkji waffles are baked—giving them a 
distinctive grkllike pattern — may be 
round, square or rectangular. 

The most popular vrallle irons are 
electric, while others are designed for use 
on the stovetop. 

Modem technology has developed non-
stick coatlrigs that are far superior to their 
earlier countejparts, when you needed al­
most a quarter cup of oil and a paintbrush 
to make sure the waffles wotlld not stick 
and create havoc. 

The more popular ntKt-stkdc models on 
the market require no advanced 
seasoning. 

A simple spray of a non-stick coating 
material such as Pam or Mazola No-Stick 
is all thatls required to have thorn virtually 
popping out of the waffler by themseh^s. 

There are still tradlUonal wafflers that 
do rx>t use a non-sttek surface, for the 
hard-core waffle cuimudgeon. 

These shotlld be seasoned prior to use, 
with a ritual of grease, heat and cool, re­
peated a minimum of three times before 
uslilg. 

Most pwefcr the dassic Belgian waffle. 
These were the hit of the 1964 Worid's 
In New York, and they are thick, with 
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BUTTERMILK WAFFLBB 
1 "A cups flour 
1 teaspoon baking powder 
1 teaspoon baking soda , 
2 tablespoons sugar 
2 cups butternlllk 
% cup butter, melted 
2 eggs, separated 
Sift together the floiIr, baking pow­

der, baking soda and sugar. In another 
bowl, a m i l ^ buttermUk, butter and 
egg yolks. Add this to dry ingredients 
and stir with a whisk until smooth and 
creannr. Beat egg whites to soft peaks 
and fold % ofbeaten whites into the bat­
ter to lighten. Gently fold In remaining 
whites. Pour enough batter onto a pre­
heated and coated wafl[ler to spread Into 
comers. Cook for exactly 2 minutes after 
moment when steam stops escaping 
bom sides of waffler. Serve Immediately 
with warmed butter and syrup.

Last week we reviewed the benefits of eating 
fish. Very basically It bolls down to fat—or lack of 
ft. 

There is a basic lack of knowledge among most 
peoi^e when it comes to the purdiasing and stor­
age of fish. The relevance of a fresh product cannot 
be over-emphaisized. P n ^ storage is equally sig-

|nlflgantboth at home and durirlg the packing and 
jshippingof the fish. Here are some Upa tohelpyou 
[choose a hlgh-quall^ product 

The most Important aspect of coddng with fish 
.begins at the fish counter. There are several tests 
|that should be affiled when poss&le. 
T Smell the fish. Under no drcunlstarxxs should 
[ariy fish have a strong pungent odor. It should 
Ihaveadean. "sea* aroma. .Anything else indteates 
iimpoper handling, storage or aging. If the fish has 
lanytiilng but a v^iolesome odor don't buy i t 

^ Next if possible feel the skin. Mar^ species , 
Îcome skinrKd so this may no be applicable. Scales 

be firmly attached and the skin slick and 
The fins and tall shouM be moist flexlUe 

{uU and not appear nigged or diy. 
When pressing the flesh It shoukl be firm and 

elastte: IfavislUe finger Imprintls left this Is an in-
dkatkm that the fish is not fresh. Byes should be 
deu* and unsunken. As the fish ages the (yes dull 
arid begin to irinklnto the bead. An exception to 

this rule Is the walleye which will have mllly eyes. 
The gills of fresh fish will have a nice red to mar­

oon cok>r. Arry evidence of graying, browning or 
dryness Is a sign of aging. 

Look at the fish as a whole. There should be no 
tears in the flesh. live shellfish such as crabs and 
tobsters should move about and be falriy active. 
Clams, musseb and oystersare freshest «4ien the 
shells are tightly dosed. Tap shells that are open 
and discard thme that do not dose Imiiiediately. 

Fdkwlng these rules, vhtn possible, will en­
sure a firsh fish. 

Storage of the fishyoujust purchased is equalty 
slgnlfigant Buy only ffnrimlnedlate use—wlthlna 
day or two. Place the niiolefish on a bed of Ice in a 
perforated container so that the melted ice can 
drain into another container. Fish should never be 
left sitting in water or its own Juices. 

F ^ h fillets and scallops out of the shell should 
be stored in plastic in ice, remembering to use as 
quickly as possible. They should never be In direct 
cmitact with tee because, as the ice melts, it will 
wash away flavor and also change the texture of 
the flesh. 

Clams, mussels and oysters shouM not be 
stared on tec and weighted to prevent the shells 
from operling up. Star mussels in the bag they 
come In tlntll ready to use. Live shellfish should be 

stored In damp paper imdl ready to use. The direct 
contact of fresh water will kffl them so do not store 
In tap water. 

FVozen fish should be purchased only If frozen 
solid. Store in the firezer tmtil ready .for use. and 
then defrost in the refrigerator — not at room 
temperature. Any white fi^t aroimd the edgcb in­
dteates freezer bum and Is the result of Impropei-
paddng or storage. 

As frnportant as the i»opcr purchasing and 
st<»age procedures is finding a fish monger that 
you are relaxed with and who answers your ques­
tions. You should feel comfortable that the store 
follows the above procedures too. The person 
working the fish counter should be knowledgeable 
about the varieties of fish they offer, cooking 
methods and be able to explain d1cir intensity in 
flavor., 

The more you work with fish and seafood the 
moreyou will want to experiment TTie recipe I offer 
Is one I used in a recent cooking class and is 
adapted from Jacques Pejrin's The Art of Cooking. 
It offers several types of fish and coddng methods. 
The end result is ma^llficcnt

Since we, in the United States, have our classic 
wafflers and the Belgians have their own version, 
it didn't take the Scandinavians long to develop 
their own type of wafiler using five interlocking 
hearts forming one waQIe. 

£̂ ren the Italians have created their own ver­
sion, dubbed a pizzelle, that produces a flatter, 
more cookie-lsh version of the regular waffle. 

Here are a few tips for making wafiles. 
• The pan or appliance should be preheated to 
the proper temperature before addirig the batter. 

Electric wafflers will signal poper tempera­
tures with a light. Non-electric wafilers should be 
heated so that a droplet of water will Jlomp when it 
hits the silrface of the hot part 
• Cook waffles until steam is no kmger given off 

from the skies of the waffler. Waffles are best when 
served Immediately after cooking, for best texture 
and flavor. 
• For optimum results, plates shoukl be warmed 
as well as any syrup, butter or sauce accompani­
ment Never stack wafiles or they will kx»e their 
crlspness and become soggy. 
• E^ctra waffles can be fixizen, well wrapped, and 
then toasted, but they will never have the same 
crispy flavcN- as when fi^hty made. 
• For best results when using a tradltlimalsoda-
kavened batter, allow the batter to sit for up to one 
hour after mixing. 

This technkjue relaxes the batter and makes it 
airier, resulting frl a more tender product Butter­
milk, buckwheat and sourdough waffles will deve-
k>p greater character if allowed to stand for the 
same amount of time. 

Rrom her new book Al l Nfeû  Hfrifs>om Helote 
(Putnam Publishing, 1988, $9.95), this househokl 
authority says that waSle iron grids cm accumu­
late biuned-on grease. 

To clean metal grids, place an ammonia-soaked 

paper towel or napkin between them, and leave li 
overrilght Then brush with steel wod. 

If you have non-stick grids, follow manufac­
turer's Instructions so the surface will not be 
damaged. 

The author goes on to say that new or recently 
deaned grids can stick and for best results should 
be greased well with an unsalted fat and then pre­
heated thoroughly before using.

^ t Father's Day gift idea), non-electric varieties 
start at arourld $12-$15. 

Electric models start at $39.95 and creep up­
ward, with the priciest having Interchangeable 
grids and cooking surfaces for all types of \imffles, 
pancakes and grilled sandwiches. 

A personal recommendation calls for consider-
ing a Black Angus waffler. I received orK for a wed-
ding present 18 years ago and It's still going 
strong. 

Best to begin with a basic waffler and then, as 
the need arises, consider biiylng a Belgian waffler 
and/or pizzelle.

Wash scalllons, discard root, fine 
silver and set aside. Fine silver ginger 
and set aside.

On cutting board, place fish 
on its side and, with a sharp knife, 
score skln by with diagonal cuts ab­
out 1 inch apart and i4 anli1chdeep, 
entire length of fish, from head to tall. 
This will ensi1re even cooking. Turn 
fish over and score other side in the 
same manner.

Oilestis will enjoy sampling a vari-
ety of fabulous cheeses attractively 
ammged on sihrer trays, serving plat­
ters, marble slabs, wooden boards or 
a leaf-and-flower-llnes wicker place 
mat. Purchase several dlfierent kinds 
of cheese, make up an evaluation 
sheet for each person, and let them 
decide which Is their favwlte. 

Look for characteristics like tex­
ture, smell, taste and color when eva-
luatlng them. Add a few crackers and 
fruit and perhaps some wine and you 
have the makings of a party. 
,v Variety and versatility are perfect 

words to describe cheese. Variety of 

shapes, textures and flavors in 
cheeses that range from vciy mild to 
very sharp offer something for evely-
body. When serving, use a wedge, a 
Wheel or a brick of various colors of 
cheese. 

Purchase two to four ounces of 
cheese per person if other food is be­
ing served. If it's a wine and cheese 
party or cocktail party, allow s l i^ t ly 
more. 

Cheese tastes best at room temp­
erature. Let the hard varieties set out 
about ah hour bcfoire serving. Brie 
and other soft types need only about 
30 minutes to warm up. 

When placing on the serving dish, 
make sure they are not overcrowded 
and avoid pladng strong, pungent 
cheeses next to the delicately fla­
vored ones. 

Specialty cheeses need to be re­
frigerated soon after purchase, thxy 
should keep for several weeks, 11n-
opened, in the coldest part of the re­
frigerator. Most cheeses can be fro­
zen for several months but. some of 
the hard cheeses tend to crumble af­
ter thawing. 

Brick, Cheddar. Edam, Gouda. 

Muenster, Port du Salut, Swiss, pro-
volone, mozzarella and Camembert 
aU freeze satisfactorily. Plan to use 
these in cooking. 

l b freeze, cut or grate into small 
portions that you can use quickly 
and wrap well. Defrost sloWly hi the 
refrigerator — rapid thawing makes 
cheese crumble even more. 

Natural cheeses contain no pre­
servatives and can develop surface 
mold. If this happens, cut the entire 
mold off to discard. The remalriirig 
cheese Will still retain its full flavor 
and texture and be safe to eat. 

Some nattiral cheeses are ripened 
(aged) to develop their characteristic 
flavor and textures. Mold-ripencd 
cheeses, such as Bleu and Roquefort, 
are different. The mold is an impor­
tant part of the cheese and Is eaten. 

After serving cheese, always rc-
wrap tightly to prevent it from drying 
out or picldng up odors from the re­
frigerator. Double-wrap strong pun­
gent cheeses. If the cheese hardens 
due to exposure to air. grate or chop 
to use In a sauce, soup or salad. 

A pasteurized process cheese is a 
blend of fiesh and aged natural 
cheese and is convenient to use in 
cookli1g. .American cheese is a good 
example. I^teurized process cheese 
food Is also a blend of cheeses. It does 
not add as much cheese flavor to 
other foods as natural or process 
cheese. 

Pasteurized process cheese 
spread has even more moisture arld 
less milk fat than process cheese 
food. A stabilizer is used to; prevent 
separation to make It soft and 
sprcadablc at room temperature. 

Serve several types of uns|easoned 
crackers With the cheese. Avoid 
strong^ flavored sourcrcan^ or onion 
type crackers. In tasting, ypu'll taste 
the cracker and not the cheese. 

Flatbreads, water crackcra or En­
glish biscuits complement cheese 
Veiy nicely. Crusty breads also add 
interest. Besides the crackers, 
cheese goes beautifully with fruits. 
Grapes, strawberries, sliced apples, 
melon, pear and flga add color and 
are a refreshing contrast of taste'
