"nie request to recommerul the 
rezoning of 28 acres-—once part of 
the city's contrfjverslal Grand Pian 
— from heavy industrial to can-
merdal was rejected as too open-
ended by the planners. 

Meijer at one time had an option 
to purchase the site on the west side 
of Wixom Road south of Grand 
River and planned to build 205,000 
square-foot store there. The com­
pares representatives now say the 
24-hour shopping mart Will likely 
be on adjacent land within Wlxom's 
boimflaries. 

David Kull, a Farmington Hills 
attorney representing the owners. 
British West CorporaUon of the 
Cayman Islands, said the firm 
hopes to lure Meijer to Novl after all.

Information from the Pentagon refuted the news re-
ports, however, saying that the troops would go directly 
to Fort Bragg.

Identical 
house 
sparks 
lawsuit

In September, when Randall and 
Lisa Deboer moved into thefr new 
Novl home, they thought the red 
brick colonial they had chosen 
woidd be unlqiie to Rcyal Crown 
Estates subdivision. 

In December, the couide was dis­
mayed to learn that the ground had 
alreatfy been broken next door for a 
home idenUcal to their 2,800 
square-foot 'Breckenridge' modeL 

The Deboers live on Lot 47. White 
Pine Drive. The dupUcate house 
would have been on Lot 48. Bray-
don Court—technically on the ca--
ner of another street, but literal^ 
slde-by-slde to the Deboer fanllly 
residence. 

Complaints to the dty and the 
builder, based on a Novl "similar-
to-slmilar" ordinance barring du­
plicate houses adjacent to one 
another on the same street and 
across the street, did not bring sa­
tisfaction. Lisa Deboer said 
Tuesday.

Randall Deboer contested that

"Baskally, tHe Judge said we had 
a case and that au the parties 
should sit down and come up wltha 
resdutkm aoceptaUe to all parties. 
The Judge made it very dear to the 
aity that It was In the dty's best in­
terest to approve the variance." 

Some c l ^ council members 
a^need with the DeboeriB that the In-
tentkm of the dly ordinance was 
vldated. 

Mayor Rro Tern Edward Leinln­
ger threw his support behind the 
couple: *I agree with the ordinance 
and Fm glad they did something ab-
(but i t The spirit of the ordinance 
was violated Just because it f^ies 
this street or this street they're 
next-door nel^ibors. The people 
who brou^t this lawsuit were ab­

solutely correcL" 
The Deboers and the defendents 

in the lawsuit sat down with Oak­
land County Circuit Court Judge 
Hon. Bany L Howard, and ham­
mered out a compromise — one 
whk:h ultimately won dty council 
aiqlraval. 

The ordinance has since been 
sent to the planning commission for 
review and to the dty attom^ for a 
rewrite. 

A variance was granted fix>m the 
diy's design and construction stan­
dards that call for driveways to be 
located no doser than three feet 
from the skle lot line, to allow the 
stm tinbuilt home to be shifted one 
foot doser to the lot line.

ported the zo111ng reclassiflcatlon 
When It was part of the Grand Plan 
package, but this Was overruled by 
the city council In spring 1990. 

The Grand Plan would have moved 
heavy Industiy from the dtys down­
town to 300 acres on the west end. To 
make the program — Which Included 
reduced land costs as an Incentive — 
financially attractlVc to the landow­
ners, the Meijer store was Induded. 

The B-3 zoning allows fast food re­
staurants, car wash faclllUes, ^ s 
staUons, car dealerships, nurseries, 
motels and drive-ins — the most un-
limited of the business districts, city 
planning consultant Brandon Ro-
gers said. The proposed zoning Is also 
In conformance with the dty's master 
plan, he added. 

But Rogers did not support the 
switch, saying he could nol do so un­
til more definitive plans Were avail­
able and the NoW master plan com-
1iilttee and commission made their 
recommendaUons.

Without being 
too specific, there's been some car 
dealerships Issues In discussion 
there," said planning commissioner 
Tim Gllberg. 

During the drawn-out Grand Plan 
process, residents opposed to the

Plan111ng comjnlssloner Harry Av-
aglan agreed that west end residents 
need a place to buy a bottle of milk, 
but didn't think he could support a 
carte blanche move to give B-3 zoning 
to the parcel. 

Said planning commissioner Judy 
Johnson; "You 1nay end up with a 
Meijer In Wixom and an equally large 
use in Now. You're talking about dou-
bll11g the traffic without the fund for 
road Improvement. The people who 
opposed It will have all the negatives 
without any of the advantages of the 
tax base." 

Planning commissioners Kathleen 
McLallen, Thomas O'BranoWc and 
Eric Shaefer supported the rezoillng. 

"Like It or not, this section of our 
city Is changing," McLallen said. "The 
changes are being made outside our 
dty and having Impact on our city. 
We can be leaders and take Initiative 
and bring It back to our city. 

"1 think We are putting our heads 
In the sand by saying It's not going to 
come to NoW." 

O'BranoWc said that residents op­
posed to the Grand Plan said they re­
ally didn't mind the Meijer so much 
as the Industrial park and the quality 
of heavy truck traffic It would 
generate.

The terms of Mayor Matthew 
Qulrm, Mayor Pro Tem Edward Lei-
nlnger and council members Joseph 
Toth and Martha Hoyer are up in 
November. Only Toth and Qulnn — 
the only mayoral candklate to date— 
have said they'll seek re-ekctkm. 

Along with Aruffo, parks and re-

creation chaliman Gerakl Shulman, 
paiks and recreation commisstoners 
DaWd Ruyle, Tkbert Huntington, 
James Kuptz ai1d KeWn Grain have 
picked up petitions for a spot on the 
ballot Parks a11d recreatton commis­
sioner Diana Canup says she'll run. 

In addition, four other petitions 
have been pk:kcd up at the dty 
clelif 8 office, but the names of the po­
tential candidates are not yet known. 
June 18 is the deadline for filing the 
petitions. 

Aruffo's announcement was met 
with mixed emotions by his fellow 
planning comnilssioner Judy John­
son, who said she was disappointed 
he wasn't going to be a council 
candidate.

Developers of future housing In 
Novl jnay have to pay more for con-
necUons to the dty's water system. 

City council agreed in concept to 
more than double the connection fee, 
from $500 to$l,100atitsmeetingon 
March 4. Aimual increases of up to 
$100 on the connection fee would 
come aAer the intial rise. 

Ihe increased revenue wouW be 
used to complete the city's water sys­
tem by paying for main extenstons 
and connections to future housing. 

"We need seriously to k>ok at In­
creasing water tap charges so that we 
can make Improvements aver the 
next 10 to ISyears," City Manager Ed 
Kriewall told council members. "We 
are facing water lii^)rovements on 
several fiSnts." 

In a letter to KriewaU. Flank Na-
gUch. a dty engineering consultant, 
outlined NoW's water system needs. 
He said a total of71.000 linear feet of 
water mains, ranging in diameters of 
12 to 30 inches, would be needed to 
complete the system as the dty be­
comes more fully deveklped. 

Pressure regulating valves, meters 
and a booster station will also be 
need, Naglich saW. Estimated cost 

for the improvements, he said, is $8.6 
million. 

Tve got a little heartburn on this." 
said council member Joe Toth. 'All 
it's going to do is drive up the cost of 
housing. On one hand we are asking 
developers to make affordable hous­
ing then on the other we are raising 
the costs on them."

Cora, a 5-year-old, drug-snlflOng 
dog for the Wayne Cotmty SherlB's 
Department, lives wlth deputy Inves­
tigator Greg Morris by i11^t and 
searches Metro Airport for drugs by 
day. 

And the differences between the 
aflecUonate, playft11 Cora and the 
Cora that tears a dufiOle bag apart 
with her teeth are like night and day. 

But not to Cora. 
When she ls tearing a suitcase 

apart in search of drugs during her 
day job at the airport. Cora is just 
playing. 

The oi1|y time she gets to play is 
when she smells drugs." said Morris, 

who is also her trainer. This Is all 
done through fun. It's all a game to 
her." 

Morris recently visited three 
Northvllle schools as part of Red Rib­
bon Week. Sponsored by Northvllle 
school organteaUons and the North­
vllle Action Council. Red Ribbon 
Week is Intended to remind students 
of the problems related to substance 
abuse. 

Morris told Amerman. Moraine 
and St. Paul's elementaiy school stu­
dents a story of the life of a drug 
dealer.

Cora will search 1,000 begs a day 
for drugs ln her Job at the airport So, 
searching the Amerman libraiy for a 
dufOe bag that once contained drugs 
was no problem. 

Cora found the bag—which had 

been planted earlier by Morris — 
while Amerman students tried to re-
strain thefr cheers. 

Loud noises excite Cora. Morris 
warned. 

Ihe dog's reward f<x- finding the 
bag was a quick, playful romp ar-
ound the Uhraiy wlth Morris and the 
dufile bag. 

Cora demonstrated her determi-
natkm when she dung to the dufile 
bag wlth her teeth while Morris lifted 
the bag above his head. 

One visitor to the demonostraUon 
commented that the strength of

Make a commitment 
to open-door policy 

"What kind of community do we want 
this to be?" 

That's a question we in Novl ask nearly 
every day. In part becau.se the city is growing 
so fast .And the answer we usualty get Is that 
We want it to be a quality residential munici­
pality, one in which residents have a strong 
sense of identification with the community, 
one in which they have a strong sense of par­
ticipating In the community. To borrow a few 
phrases from Mayor Matthew Quinn, we also 
Would want Novl to be an "open-door com­
munity," one With a "diverse housing stock" 
and, hence, a diverse population. 

To get such a community, one would 
have to welcome all contributing members of 
society who would like to set up residence 
here, regardless of race, creed or color. One 
would also have to have a community In 
which residents could 11v6 all thefr lives, from 
birth through chUdhood into adulthood until 
death. A community should provide a place 
for residents in all stages of life. 

Novl is In many aspects already a high 
quality community. It does, however, fall 
short of some of the aforementioned goals. 

This point was made clear by the recent 
release of 1990 census figures by the South­
east Michigan Council of Governments 
(SEMCOG). The most recent federal head 
count showed that the size of Novl's black po­
pulation was six times larger than a decade 
ago. However, black residents still accounted 
for less than one percent of the total Novi 
population. 

Residents of all other minority groups 
also increased, but still accounted for Just 
over 4 percent of the population. 

Mayor Quinn pointed to the Increase as 
evidence that Novl is an "open, integrated 

., community." He said he expects the growth of 
mlnorlly populations will continue and he 
conteniJefJ that Novl is "recognized by the 
black minor i ty . . . as the place to be." The 
city has sought to encourage the migration of 
minorities into the city through its recent 
support of the Oakland County Center for 
Open Housing. 

But there is a problem, and Quinn hit 
the point right on the head. To quote, he said: 
"There are are no barriers in Novi, except for 
the economic banier." 

But that, dear reader, is a significant 
barrier indeed. .And it serves not only as a 
barrier to blacks and other mfrloriUes, who 
on the whole still trail whites in eanllngs, but 
to a substantial portion of the middle class, 
regardless of race, who might desfre to move 
in. 

Additionally, it serves as a barrier to 
Novl's own children who might Just Want to 
stay here after they reach adulthood. With 
the economic barrier as it stands, many of 
Novl's own youth find they must move-else­
where in order to obtain alTordable housing 

since few can attain upper-middle class 
status in that first Job out of college — and 
can only move back if and when they achieve 
"success." 

Consider the degree of that barrier. The 
average wage in the U.S. is $22,600. at least 
as It was cSculated by the Bureau of Labor 
Statistics for the latest year available, 1989. 
The average wage in Michigan in only slightly 
hi^er, $24,900. 

Using the bankers* old rule of thumb — 
that a homeowner can afford a house three 
times his or her annual salaiy—the average 
vrorker in this state can afford a house worth 
about $74,700. 

Now consider the likelihood of buying a 
house in Novi for that amount .According to 
the figures offered by the Oakland County 
Economic Development Group, the average 
house in Novi was valued at $131,500. To 
move into Novl these days, it seems you need 
a family income of at least $43,800. 

Granted, Novl does have a few low cost 
housing options. For one, it seems to have a 
more than ample supply of mobile home 
parks. But Oils certainly is not the .American 
Dream. .And while there are a few low cost 
houses going In, the clear preference of Novl 
builders is for the higher end of the market. 

D e v e l o p m e n i 

So, that economic barrierwould seem to 
exclude not onty the lower class, but also the 
lower-middle class, the middle-middle class, 
and even a sizable chunk of the upper-middle 
class. 

Even If Novl does welcome blacks and 
other minorities, it would seem to be headed 
toward something akin to "economic 
segregation." 

To a degree, the policies of the City of 
Novl exacerbate that problem. Take for in­
stance the move several years back to in­
crease lot sizes in the Western portion of the 
community. The purpose, we recognize, was 
notjust to make housing more expensive. It 
was to Improve the quality of developments in 
that area, by decreasing density and preserv­
ing more open space, by moderating growtIL 
and by insuring that the area could develop 
In a residential fashion without need of 
sewers. 

Still, a side effect was to boost even 
further the price of homes that would be built 
there and put those houses even further bey­
ond the reach of even more middle-Income 
wage earners. 

Another example would be the mini­
mum size of new homes as requfred by the 
city. Novl allows no home to be built under 
1.200 square feet Needless to say, such 
homes cannot be constructed for a price most 
middle income wage earners can afford. It is 
due in large part to these kinds of size re­
quirements that builders all across the sub­
urban market, notjust in Novl, now avoid the 
"starter home market." Back In the '50s and 
•60s, when communities Would allow homes 
In the 900- to 1,000-square-foot range, much 
new construction was actually targeted at 
first-home buyers. First-home buyers are 
these days relegated to the used housing 
market In effect, they are also relegated to 
the older communities Which have ample 
supplies of used housing stock. 

Quinn concluded on a positive note. 
While admitting new houshlg in the city is ex­
pensive, he said he believed there Is existing 
housing in Novl which is within the price-
range of most people. "We sUll have a good 
cross-section of housing. Our goal is to have a 
diverse housing stock. The big test over the 
next 10 years wfil be to keep that diversity," 
he said. 

We certainty agree with his stated goal, 
but we have to disagree that the way to 
achieve diversity is to merely maintain the ex­
isting moderately-priced homes. Rather, the 
city's stock of low-end, starter homes needs 
to be expanded. Otherwise, it villi certainly 
continue to make up a smaller and smaller 
portion of homes as the city's residential 
areas expand. 

It Is a difficult dfiemma to solve. The city 
Is now attempting to create a quality com­
munity, one which can be maintained as a 
quality community in the decades to come. 
Building only expensive homes is one way to 
achieve that, since thq^are more likely to re­
ceive high levels of care. Lower-priced homes 
are admittedly more susceptible to decay. 
But it also seems to us there are other ways 
the city can avoid that problem. They may 
simpty requfre more diligence. 

In any case. It would seem to us that 
further diversification of the housing stock 
should be the goal. A diverse housing stock 
will be the only means of insuring that the 
communltys doors can truly stay open — to 
middle-lncome earners, to minorities, and to 
Novl's own young adults.

I was one of those with my 
eyes glued to the Sony that 
l igh t and I watched a second 
interview with the unfortunate 
quartet the next morning on 
Cable News Network. Call it pto-
fessklnal ctmoslty, but I Just 
wanted to know what they were 

tiying to do \ii*en t h ^ got caught 
I thinkftwas producer Peter Blufi^vtlio pointed out that 

thqr weren't tiymg for airy great scoop or daring, sensa­
tional footage. "Wejustwanted toseewhatwas going onat 
the front" he sakl. 

All four were veteran war repOTters, and had placed 
themsehres in more dangerous places hefcne to get a stoiy. 
It was a false sense of security, peppered with a little nahr-
ete, that put them in a spot wfxrt the Iraqis could capture 
theia 

The interviews with a m o a Bluff and the others werê  
riveting kr me because, given the circumstances, Fm al­
most certain I woukl have dcaie the same damned thing. 
So too, I think, would most Journalists. 

I remembered an incident that happened to me when I 
was a firshman in cdlege. 

One FWday afternoon in the siMlng. alarms went off in 

my dorm, and our resident advisers toU us a tornado had 
touched down about 10 miles away. They shuttled every­
one down to the basement of the building for safe keeping. 

I had grovm up In New York City, and I figured If I could 
ride the subways at night, then a tornado ought to be a 
piece of cake. Never having seen or e}q)erienced a tornado, 
I wanted to see what they were all about I slipped back to 
my room, grabbed my lain poncho and walked outside. 

All was eerily quiet and the light rain fell on my cheeks 
as I looked skyward. FYDm a hill alongside the dorm, I 
could see for a mile or two to the west north and east I 
Watched the western horizon, but saw nothing. The rain 
got a little heavier, and a light breeze kicked up, but no­
thing catastrophic. .After a half hour or so, I gave up, 
disappointed. 

Now oUer and wiser, I realize the danger in which I had 
placed inyself. Looking l}ack, Tm fesdnated with the inno­
cence that put me in that posltloa 

I wasn't tiylng to be a thrill-seeker or a daredevlL I 
wasn't kwklng to impress aityone. I Just wanted to see a 
tornado. I was curious. 

Tliat emotion is what drove Simon and his crew to put 
themsehnes at risk, and it is what drives Journalists to do 
their Jobs. So often the media are assailed fen* "carrying out 
witch htmts," "tiying to make headlines," or "trying to get 
the big stoiy." F<»- the majority of Journalists, it's nothing 
quite so ccHnpUcated. 

It's Just a little occupational hazard called curiosity.

\i1ntcr. My mother used a pressure cooker —- for 
what I don't remember-— so it seemed "right" that I 
should leam also; not to menUon that as a chef 
and lover of cooking, my curiosity to discover 
another cooking method had been aroused. 

• WieD. thesuiilmerwentonandthetimecameto 
try the new toy. Carefully I read the instructions, 
recalling the extreme danger alwavs associated 
with cooking under pressure. Ireadied my ingre­
dients, assembeled the cooker, turned on the heat

.VAnd waited, and waited . . . ' 

No pressure ever bljilt up. The rubber gasket 

had deteriorated with time. With disappointment, 
everything was packed up. put into storage anci 
forgotten — until now. 

Toula Patsalls. owner of Kitchen Glamor with 
her husband. Chris, and dfrector of their cooking 
schools, has written a book entitled "Joys of Pres­
sure C6okIng."

Size is also of importance. Everl if your fsunlly Is 
smalLyou should consider a imodel large enough 
topnjvide some leftovers; Regardless of the num-
berofportions a recipe yields. Mpklng time will re­
main the same. 

For perfect pressure cooklflg w i y time, ihtn • 

are certain steps that should be followed. Always 
read the manufacturer's manual and take parti­
cular care to understand the explanation given for 
the various parts. Keep extra rubbtr rings on hand 
and check the flexibility of the valve. 

Study yoior recipe and collect the Ingredients. 
Trim excess fat and cut veggies to the same sizes. 
Use adequate liquid, never less than what Is 
recommended. 

. Punihase a heat difluser if one isn't Included 
with your unit, and Use when cooking rice, pasta 
and beans. Be sure the lid is securely attached and 
biiild steam until the desired pressure is reached. 
T\jm the burner to medium heat to maintain pres-
sure and begin timing. Invest In an accurate timer 
as time is crucial to success. Follow instructions 

. to relieve pressure. 
Finally, thoroughly wash all parts' of your unit 

in hot, sudsy watei*. Cleanliness is imperative for 
the proper lunctlonlngand long life ofyourcooker.

Diet, exercise and sU^ss management are all part of a 
program which goes by the credo "Uve Your Life In Your 
Prime." 

After years of concenUrating on research to support 
their cllrUcal findings, Uie PrlUkln people are reaching 
out to Ule community at large via Ule "Eat HealUiyl Live 
Heartyl" program. Events Include a free evening semi­
nar with PriUkln, which was held last week at the Town-
send Hotel ln Birmingham; the PrlUkln Cullnaiy 
Classic, a chefs compeUUon (not open to the general 
public) Monday, Feb. 4. at Schoolcraft College; and free, 
educUonal handouts in local food stores which began 
last monUj. 

The point of Ulls program "is to let people know that 
they can eat well without compromising taste or Ufes-
tyle." says PrlUkin. who is director of Uic PrlUkln 
Longevity Center. 

CiUng numerous studies, PriUkIn points to dietary 
fat as Uie culprit which leads to Uie major causes of 
deaUl in the Unlled States: heart disease, cancer and 
diabetes. People in countries like China eat a 10-per-
ccnt fat diet and consequenUy have a much lower inci­
dence of Ulese Iife-Uirealei11ng diseases. 

The PrlUkln Program advocates a diet of 10 percent 
calories from fat. Getting the fat out of what we eat is the 
bottom line, according to Pritikin, whose plan is said to 
reduce average blood cholesterol by 23 percent in three 
weeks. 

This is no small feat for Americans whose diet sU-ad-
dies the 30- to 40-percent range of calories derived from 
fat. When one considers Ulat food which derives 30 per­
cent ofits calories from fat can be labeled low-fat, U1is is 
not surprising. And alUlough Amerclans appear to have 
become more health-food conscious in recent years. 
PriUkln maintains that Uiings haven't changed all that 
much. 

In 1978. one study revealed Uiat Americans ate a diet 
made up of 40 percent fat. In 1989, despite an increased 
interest In nuU-iUon. fat in Ule American diet was re­
duced by only 3 percent. 

People deceive themselves. PriUkln explains. They 
may eat more vegetables but Uley stir by U1em in oil.

He also attributes the faflure of most weight-loss 
diets to the focus on portion conU-ol Instead of Uie eliml-
naUon of fats. 'Buy a frozen diet dlrmer and see how 
smaU it looks on a dinner plate," he recommends. Anal­
yze its contents and you will discover that the portion is 
small because Uie fat content is so high. Fat is so calori-
cally dense that It requires portion conUDl. 

PriUkln maintains, and he cites several studies again 
to back him up, that a person on a fat-free diet can eat 
as much as he wants and still lose weight. "A person 
should be able to walk away fixim Uie table feeling saUs-
fled," he says. 

One of the many diet pitfalls Is dining out, and al­
though restaurants are tlying to offer more healUiAil 
opUons, PriUkln believes the choices are stfll too lim­
ited. "We go out to eat as a reward and end up punishing 
ourselves by eaUng and drlnkfrig Uie wrong Uiings," he 
says emphaUcally. 

It Is hoped that the Culinary Classic wUl Inspire 
noted chefs ~ including Steven Allen of Uie Golden Mu-
shroom InSpuUifleld, Ed Janos ofToo Chez InNovl, and 
others — to create culinary adventures using PriUkln-
approved foods.

Ukln says, "and it should have a regular place on Uie 
menus of all fine eaUng establishments."
