! a consent agreement to a lawsuit 
filed in 1987by a previous owi1er of 
the land. The agreement allows a 
reduced lot size fiiom 80 feet to 70 
feet <m an adjacent tract in return 
far the doruitlon of land. 

Lawson plans to build a 55-home 
development Riveibridge — 
there, scheduled to be the site of 
Homearama 1991 this fall.

By Friday, 53,000 people i n 
southeastern Michigan were sti l l I 
without power. Kessler said 26,000

Service wasn't expected to be re­
stored in ful l to Novi and the rest'of I 
the county u n t i l late Into the 
weekend. Kessler said. Some pro-
Jectlols said it couM be Monday be-
fore complete power would be 
restored.

The new state-wide leglslatloa 
Public Act 90 of 1990, affects minors 
under the age of 17, no matter where 
they are sitting In the vehicle. 

Now Crime PrevenUon OEBcer Bob 
Gatt said NoW police intend to en­
force the new law. 

"But we wil l also endeavor to edu­
cate the public about the change (In 
the law)," he said. 

Some contjDversy does exist about 
the safety of lap belts. However, Gatt 
maintained that wearing a lap belt Is 
better than not wearing any seat belt. 

"A lap belt in itself is better than 
nothing at all." he said. "Mainly be­
cause it keeps you from being thrown 
from the car. I've seen lots of times 
where people survived the crash, 
only to be killed when they Were 
thrown from the car." 

Gatt said many tosurance canlers 
offer discounts for people who drive 
cars equipped w i t h passive re­
straints, whk:h automatically buckle 
people Into the vehicle. 

T d suggest people check with 
their Insurance compa11ies about 
that," he said. 

For drivers and front-seat passen­
gers, not wearing a seat belt is a sec-
ondaiy offense. A police oEBcer can-
not issue a ticket for that Wolation 
unless It is in addition to another 
vloIatlorL 

However, M i n g to buckle up pa«-
sengers under age 16 to not a secon-
daiy offense. 

*ff a poUce ofiOcer observes aiiyone 
In the car who is under the age of 16 
and i1ot wearing a seatbelt. Uiat car 
wUl be pulled over and t h ^ wil l re­
ceive a ticket," Gatt sakl. 

Gatt advised drivers to make sure 
e'wlyone i n the vehkde is wearing a 
seat belt, even though adult passen-
gers i n the front seat who M to 
Buckle up wUl be issued their own 
vlolatlc81. 

"In an airplalK, the pilot to to 
charge and when he tells passengers 
to put on their seat belts, they must 
do so," he said. 

"to your Vehicle, you're the pilot. 
When you're the driver ofyourvehkJe 
you are to total and complete control. 
You are l n charge of whether people 
buckle up, whether people are drl l ik-
ing in your car, and eve1ythlng else. 

"Get toto the habit of buckling up. 
If you get to the habit, it's a hard habit 
to break. Put on your seat belt before 
you even start the car." 

Gatt repeated an often-quoted 
statement about seat belts made by 
maiijr experienced police ofBcers: 

' to my 16-year career, IVe never 
had to take the seat belt off of a dead 
person." 

"A seat belt to no guarantee that 
you Won't get hurt , but it's so1ne to-
surance that's good and it's cheap."

' Idon't l iMtik people wi l l race outto adopt i i i i i lU-
ply handicapped kids (If the bills beonne law). I f 
they do—- wonderful." 

The bills go to the Senate, where they lace scru-
tlTty in the Commerce Committee headed by Sen. 
Doug Cruce, R-Tlroy. tf passed promptly, the bil ls 
would become law Juty 1. 

SljilUar bills died i n the Senate Commerce Com­

mittee last year. This year, however, that panel's 
wolidoad has been leduced.

I t was big news last week. 
Testing by the state Department 
o f Natuixd Resources had found 
t h a t melrcuiy levels i n fish 
caught i n Walled Lake, and 
three other Oakland County 
lakes , exceeded acceptable 
levels. The mercury levels Were 
h igh enough that the DNR a n d 
the state health department had 
Issued a genend-consumptlon 
advlsoiy suggesting people hml t 
their Intake o f fish. 

The area dal ly ncWapapcrs 
carried It: radio news stat ions carried I t I a m t d d that a t 
least one televlslcm stat ion came out to interview residents 
o f the Walled Lake ai«a. 

Axtd yes, the Novl News carried a sto iy about It, too. 
B u t ^ t ^ t precisely was the news? The general ctm-

sumpt lon acMsoiy had been Issued back In 1976and cov­
ered al l o f the state's lakes. The last s tudy by the DNR of 
m e m u y levels In Walled Lake was done i n 1988.Aprlvate 
laboratory, hired b y the City o f Walled Lake to find the 
cause of hah kil ls i n the spr ing of1990, completed its w o i k 
long ago. 

So v/hat'B new? Nothing as far as we could telL As repor­
ter J a n Jeffies put the story together for our paper, she 
found her sources were scratchdng Ulelr heads over the 
spate o f media attention as m u ( £ as we were. 

Now, vihen It comes to a health concern Uke this. I t 
f rankly Is a good idea to occasloitally do a foUow up s to iy 
and remind readers of the consumption advlsoiy. But tha t 
was not the way the media planed the story. Both pr int a n d 
broadcast, the media played this as a new, developing 
s t o i y — t o the point i t tu rned Into something I refer to as a 
"media myth ." 

A s to iy that turns in to a "media myth" may be one that 

I n p a s s i n g 

Is for the most part t rue, bu t It gets skewed to the point that 
i t misleads the reader. A n d as the s to iy gets picked u p and 
repeated by other media oudets, tha t skewing gets wiwae 
. . . to the point that It takes o n a Ufe of Its o w n , indepen­
dent o f the facts. 

Now, i n th is Instance, the or iginal s to iy was publ ished a 
week ago Sunday i n the OcJdand Press. I h e basis o f the 
s to iy was concern about the emissions a waste-to-
energy incinerator proposed for construct ion i n .Auburn 
HlUs. A s the Press pointed out , the inclneratcn- w i l l l ikely 
emit m e i v u i y Into the air, resul t ing i n the fur therpoUut l fm 
of area lakes. So the article, n o t unreasonably, keyed o n 
the fact state studies have already found h i g h mercury 
concentrations In four Oakland Coimty lakes. 

A l l sakl a n d done. It 'was pre t ty good piece. .As best we 
could tel l , there was anfy one error , and It was a pret ty m i -
nor one. The paper said the state s tudy of Waited Lake 
occurred t n September of 1990. The study actual ly dates 
back to 1988. 

Well , other nevtnspapers took t h a t piece, dropped o u t the 
part about the Incinerator and r a n w i t h Just the In fo ima-
t lon about the study. The broadcast outlets dropped o u t 
a l l b u t a ment ion of die study a n d ran w i th st<»1es about 
resident reaction. 

Now, I c a n t be sure, b u t I t h i n k I a m seeing a n increase 
I n the frequency w i t h wh ich the media creates these 
nqrths. I attr ibute It, In part, to the growing pressures o n 
reporters and editors to get the news o u t ForyeaiB, Indus-
t i y analysts have been point ing o u t that while there Is a n 
ever-Increasing demand for news and communicat ions, 
there has not been a comparable growth I n the ranks o f 
news staffs to meet that demand. That means t h a t the 
same number of people are p u t t i n g out more a n d man 
Information. 

I t has to give somewhere, a n d where It's giving most of­
ten Is i n the area of accuracy. A n d that's not a positive 
t rend for a n Industty wh ich relies on i ts credibility.

"Probabfy has more to do w i t h the price o f pelts than 
anything the DNR Is doing." observed Henshaw. "Yep, a 
few years ago you could get $50 o r $60 for a fax pe l t b u t 
now it's down to about $15. J u s t not as profitable to t rap 
them any more. 

"Not as many people buy ing f i l r coats as before," he con­
t inued, offering a possible e^qplanation for the declining 
value of fox pelts.

two over the years.

There are val id points to be made about some seeming 
hypocrisies in the conservationist v iewpoint and I 
thought he had made them rather wel l — w i t h o u t even 
asking me w h a t l w a s having for d inner . ( ItwasaPlzza Cut­
ter pizza w i t h double cheese, mushroom, green pepper, 
h a m a n d sausage). 

So I acknowledged the points he had made, b u t I also 
told h i m there's a long way to go i n many areas. "We're 
making progress i n the animal preservation area." I said. 
"Let's no t use our lack of progress I n some areas as a n ex-
case for w ip ing out what we've already done i n others."

Some members of the House Appropriations subc(»n 
mlttee on higher education Tllesday were unmoved. 

'He presented the same thoughts last year,* said Rep. 
Gordon Sparks, R-lYxiy, In his second term on the budget 
panel. A budget crunch. Sparks said, is 'an opportunity 
to t l j^ten the state's belt.* He said there were obvious d i ­
visions In the Council of State Unlyerslty Presidents, 
whk:h Duderstadt chairs. Sparks said the council coukl 
be 'a good forum for discussing filrldlng formulas arld 
avoiding duidicatlon of programs.' 

Rep. Tom Mathieu, D-Orand Rapids, banged away at a 
favorite theme — the 15 state untversiUes' high salaries 
for bculty. 

"We have to explain to the people w l ^ we're eliminating 
their human services. All education must share the bur-
den of cost cutt ing, ' he told Duderstadt, adding that legl-
slators are taking a two-year pay freeze and their staffs 
are taking days off without pay, amounting to pay cuts. 

(My committee chair Morris Hood. D-Detroit, gave the 
U-M president any comfort "I hope you can convey that 
(neecl for federal aid) to the federal government. Hiere's a 
veiy laige public that doesnt reco^lize the ImperaUve of 
these Issues,' he said. 

Other top university administrators sakl they were try-
tng to hold down costs, t h o u ^ the problem Is great in a 
competitive workl maiket for a more dWerse lactdty. 

' I Intend to diversify out staff and faculty,' said Michi­
gan State's John DlBiaggio. 

Tbe head of the laligest state un^erslty said the Job is 
particularly hard i n engineering, math and science be-
cause coqNMatlans make big offers to women and minori ­
ties, who then d o n t go on to advanced degrees. 

.Although Michigan Techrx>k)gical University is in the 
tigd Keewenaw Peninsula. I¥esldent Dale Stein said it's 
conalstently ranked as ' the best biiy in Michigan' despite 
a $2,500 tuition rate. Excellent fedlitles in science and 
engineering, plus good students, are bigger iactllty at­
tractions wan pay, he said. 

The 4 percent state aid hike proposed by Gov. J o h n 
Erlgler wouU mean tuit ion would have to be raised 6 per­
cent. Stein said. 

In r e ^ t u e to Rep. Maxine Berman, D-Southfield, 
Stein said MTU cut enrollment in the 19808 because It 
had a big increase In the 19708 and 'couldnt deal w i th 
them In dcMiiis and labcxatories.' Engineering enroll­
ments generally have declined In the '80s, he said.

Eastern Michigan president William Shelton said the 
Ypsllantl teachers' university wil l t1y to hold tuit ion hikes 
to 6 percent on top of Its $2,100 base. "We plan to hold It 
as much as we can.' 

"The greatest source of new money is the reallocation 
of exist ing money,' said Shelton, who followed 
Duderstadt. 

In reply to a Berman question, Shelton said pay hikes 
of 5 percent are planned, but EMU may have to add 0.5 
percent this year arid 1 percent next year to the total pot 
to resolve a sex discrimination lawsuit 

To Hood's question about wl iy so few black males be­
come teachers, Shelton said society generally M s to give 
teachers status. Other reasons are pay, the great de­
mand for accountants and the lack of role models for 
black beys. 

Saginaw Valley president Eric GUbertson said the 
commuter school would hold t i l l t lon to a 6.5-percent 
hike because 'we have a high percentage of part-time stu­
dents who pay out of their pockets. They aren't eligible for 
assistance.* 

GUbertson said Engler's proposed 4 percent state aid 
hike is In reality onty 2.96 percent because the goveno;-
cut higher education 1 percent this year. 

"About a 9.8-pcroent tuit ion Increase Is needed' to 
keep SVSU on an even budget keel, 'but we won't do 
that. ' GUbertson said. SVSU charges $2,270 cuirentty. 

He said SVSU has eliminated administrative and pro­
fessional Jobs and will cut programs and oiBccs rather 
than raise tuition too high, a prospect he called 'a vely 
cruel tradeoff.' 

Education Is the lone area of the budget where Elngler 
has called for Increases, both for local K-12 schools and 
higher education. 

Other areas are taking cuts averaging 6.7 percent 
wMe Cojhmerce and Labor arc due for ievendeeper cuts. 

Although Democrats are arguing aboutmany budget 
priorities, they have yet to criticize the education priority.

There's a new d t y in Nov! The 
newest Chinese restaurant to hi t the 
dlnlng-out scene there is Dragon 
a t y . 

DragiHi City has been tucked into 
the northeast comer of the West 
Oaks shopping plaza for only a 
month, b u t already has a loiyal 
following. 

Owner and chef Sho J i n n Wang 
(who has Americanized name to 
Scott) says, "Evayone that comes In 
here, everybody all comes back." 

Even as he speaks (albeit in Ino-
ken English), a coupk; walkB by and 
greets him before taking a taUe. 

T h a t cuatttner been here three, 
four times akeady," says Wang, then 
leans closer.'He likes the Mongolian 
beef." 

Though D r a g m City is new. Chef 
Wang draws o n a r ich background i n 
Chinese cooking. He spent his youn-
geryears In China and Korea, and be­
gan cooking i n Korea 28 years ago. 
Over the last 20 years, he's made 
qulteanametarhlmself lntheUnited 
States as well. He worted for lOyears 
at the popular Forbidden a t y i n A n n 
Atbo-. 

His poudest achievement was a 
recent call to prepare the banquet 
meal for 200 persons at the conven­
tion o f the bitematlonal Food az^ 
Wine Society i n Philadelphia. 

'But the customer is a dlflerent 
test* he sajrs. He's drawn on experi­
ence at different restuarants to arrive 
at a completely Mandarin menu. 

The Chinese food that most Ameri­
cans are familiar wi th is Cantonese. 
Flnom the southeast region of Chbia, 
Cantonese food tends to have subtler 
flavors. 

Mandarin food comes firorn the 
central provinces like Hunari and 
Stehuan prowlnces and the port d ty 
of Beijing. The spices used are gener­
ally shaiper and the flavors more 
pungent 

A n example of the Mandarin inf lu­
ence Is i n the soup oSerlngs at Dra­
gon Qty. I n addition to the iamUlar 
wonton and egg drop soups, y o u can 
Older the spkied sour soup, a slightly 
thick and peppeiy broth. It's kaded 
wi th green onkms and two kinds of 
mushrocHns. 

T h e Hunan taste is h o t b u t you 
can choose aiiythlng h o t artythlng 
on the menu,* says Wang. "Every­
thing is very, very good." 

Indeed, the menu aUows y o u to 
choose four levels of spldnessinyour 
dishes. Scorn "spky, not hot" to ' fu l l 
strength."The fiill strength produces 
e n o u j ^ fire wortfay of the restaur­
ant's dragon namesake.

Aldiough d t r u s fruits are avaflaUe all 
year k>ng I seldom think of them i n the war­
mer months when Michigan produces its 
bounties o f cherries, bluebenles. phims, 
peaches and strawberries. 

Citrus is invaluaUe in cooking and nu t r i -
tton. These fiults are low-cakxle, flavorfitl 
and chock f u l l of vitamins. I w o u U venture to 

< guess that 99 percent oftbepc^xilatlon likes 
, d t rus . 

The flrat seedlings were {Wanted over 
2,000 years ago and since that time have 
been cross-bred to provide the superior fruit 
we have availaUe to us today. I n additlan to 
t h e ' c o m m o n ' d t r u s obtainaUe i n the pro­
duce aectian I have seen kumquats and 
blood oranges i n local maiket i . Citrus, w i th 
theiraromaticaddity. are-aocdlnsoups, sa­
lads, meat fish and i ^ d k l w s , sauces and 
desserts. The possibilities are oidleas. 

Citrus fiults are oovered wi th a th ick rind 
that is mostly vtitte p i th. The t h i n outer 
layer, or agest. is ookired and contains the d t -
rus d l s , or flavors, and the laigsst concent-
n i t lonofv i ta in ins.Veiyfewvar ietksofdt ius 
actually t u m e o k r on the tree. Theyremaln a 

l l ^ t green unt i l treated w i t h ethylene gas 
and mm trensSorm Into the bright orange 
and yelkfw we ai« used to. 

Abrwst all d t r u s on the maricet have been 
treated wi th wax to prevent moisture loss. If 
the peel la to be eaten, scrub the fiuit under 
hot water to remove this wax. A l l d t rus 
shouki feel heavy with Jukx, be firm yet resi­
l ient fine of Uemlshed skin, and have a un i -
form odor. 

Nutritionally d t rus oflfers <»ie gram of pro­
tein and no fot or c h c ^ t e r o l per piece of 
fiuit There is little or no sodium and a good 
amount of fiber. Citrus is generally sour i f 
underripe and dry and spongy i f okL The 
sheif l l feofdtnls la kmgbutnot foever. Vnth 
the esPBoeptkin of the lime, al l fi-uit may be 
storedatroom temperature for one weekand 
refilgerated u p to a month. Idealty, limes are 
|ood foe one week under refilgeratlon. To 
men fir later tise ped and remove pith. 
FVuit Is good for one year i n the fivezer. 

Oranges are available year round with the 
peak season w l n t e r / ^ r i n g . The lemon 
peaks In the summer, grapefruit i n autumn 
and early s iu tmer and the l ime year round. 

The most versatile member of the d t rus 
family Is the lemon. A good lemon Is heavy fen-
its size and has a fiesh, perceptible smell. 
The iemtsis availabte in the mal tet are "add" 
or "common* lemons. They have few aeeda 
and are valued for their Jukx (thin-skinned) 
or for their peel (thicker, pebbly skin). The 
J u k e is more easily extracted i f the i h l i t is 
fint rolled on a hard surface with the palm of 
y o u r hand. 

Lemons have varied uses in cooking: a 
squeeze d'lemon Juice enlivens fish, chicken 
and vegetables: i t is a useful substitute for 
salt i n restricted diets; lemon Juice prevents 
the discoknatlon of i ru i t and vegetable flesh 
and often takes the plaoe of vinegar i n salad 
dressings and marliiades: and the tang of le­
m o n in desserts such as lemon meringue pie 
Is unforgettable. One lemut supplies 20 ca-
fories and 3-4 teaspoons of Juice. 

Limes are used i n the same ways as the le­
m o n . While vacationing i n Mexlcoyears ago, 
I fell in love with a squirt of fipesh lime on my 
papaya. Lime Juice was aiao a ptqnilar mari-
nade for service or marinated fish. The a d d 
actually "codced" the fish without heat 

Mixed wi th dlantro, tomato and spices this 
was a local favorite. Substitute limes for le­
mon wi th cold seafood for a nice treat A lime 
ylelda 2-3 tap. of Juice and provides 30 
caknics. 

Orange trees have been symbob of opu­
lence for ^entilries a n d t h d r fruit one of the 
most important i n the world. Sweet oranges 
can l>c separated into three categories. The 
common orange, varietal naioe Valencia, is a 
medium-sized heavy fiuit prized for its Juice. 

A Sunday morning treat at our house la 
fiTsh-aque<2cd orange Juice. For apedal oc­
casions a si^ash of champagne makes an 
degant l l ^ t aperitif. 

The navel orange, recognized by the 
growth of a tiny second orange at the flower 
end. contains lessjuicc b u t peels easier. Very 
rare in our markets is the blood orange. Its 
pink-red seedless flesh is a sight to behold. I 
is malnty ^ o w n In Italy and has a rid) flavor 
reminiscent of berries. Beware, they ar t ex­
pensive!! One medium tnange will produce 
% -% cup of Juice and fiimish 50 caknries. 

One of the larger d t r u s is grapefiult The 
yeUowfiult havea v t ^ t e flesh. « M e the pink 

fleshed have a pinkish blushed r ind. The two 
differ little In taste so the choice is merely 
personal preference. The State of Florida 
produces 50 percent of the grapefiult grown 
i n the worM. Grapefiult salsa is becoming a 
p q n i l a r garnish w i t h fish and poultry. Use 
grapefruit as a aulistitute for orange in a api-
n a d i salad or peri l u p your everyday tossed 
saladwithafeWpfnksectlons. „

Shrimpwlth red sauce is well-suited for the mil­

The menu is heavy on seafood dishes, with 
some 20 fish and shellfish entrees available. Beef 
comes in 11 dlflerent methods of preparation, and 
pcMulby and po± 10 each.

Food and nutrit ion Issues have be-
come a national pastime, with the 
battiv cry of "You are what you eatr 

Food, of course, enaWes our bo-
dies to qjerate and function by pro-
vldlng energy, bilfldlng blocks tosup-
port growth and repalrof tissues, arid 
providing nutrients to keep ol1r sys­
tems running smootWy. "Ihe role of 
nutr idon firan the foods we eat helps 
us to reach our potential (or growth 
and devctopment and maintenance 
of good health. The bottom line is to 
choose more nutritious foods for bet-
ter health. 

A v t ^ foods such as: a la mode, au 
gratin. basted, bisque, buttered and 
cscalloped, when checidng redpes or 
eating o u t Casseroles, pan-filed, 
saut ixd or creamed also coukl spdl 
trouble for the health-consdous. 

High-fat soups iTKlude cream 
aoupe. chunW soups and peas with 
ham. A me<uum-ut soup chokx 
would be beef noodle. Uack beaa 
chicken noodle or chicken vegetaUe. 
Lower i n & t chdces are chicken 
boullktn. vegetable, vegetarian, gaz-
pacho or onion. 

Cream soups are the most com-

man ingredient In any casserole and 
not gnat nutritionally. Beware of the 
high sodium content in inost canned 
soups. Poracasserolefxlt for the low-
sodium version or make your own 
casserole base. Replace cream soups 
wi th chicken stock, wine or a combl-
nation and thicken with cornstarch 
or arrowroot 

Add your own mushrooms and 
you have an i1nbeatable cream of 
mushroom base for a casserole. For a 
richer soup base, combine non-fiat 
dry mi lk with the chicken stock. 

High-fat meat choices are bacon. 
tiJna in oil, rack of lamb, luncheon 
meats and spareribs. A medlum-fat 
chdce would be eggs, ham, veal or 
beef roast Even lower i n fat are 
chk:ken or turkey, lean beef, fish, 
scallops, oysters and crab. Basting 
arty meat product with butter adds 
filt instead, baste wi th tomato o r le­
mon Juice, stock or wine. Use a 1ion-
sdck spray or non-stick skillet to 
avoid adding more f k t 

H l ^ - f a t dairy products indl lde 
American cheese. Wue, Brie, Swiss, 
br ick and cheddar. Medium-fat 
cheeses are creamed cottage cheese. 

sour creaol, feta. mozzarella. Lor­
raine or Alpine Swiss. Choose in ­
stead a lower fat such as Laughing 
Cow. skim milk, one-percent mflk. 
kjw-fet cottage cheese or yogur t 

Substitute Neufchatel for cream 
cheese, and use cold skimmed eva-
porated milk with a touch of h o n ^ 
and vanilla for a super la411pped top­
ping for desserts. It takes fonger to 
vhip but the nutritional gains are 
woi ih the extra time. 

Redpes calling for sour cream or 
mayonnaiae wil l usually allow you to 
substitute plain. kiw-£at yogurt o-
fow-fat cottage cheese that has been 
blended smooth. This makes a kiw-
cakirie treat for baked potatoes. Add 
a few chives or grated Parmesan 
cheese for a taste d e l i s t 

Other high-fiat food chdces are av­
ocados, butter, mayonnaise, margar-
Irx. almonds, pecans, cashews, co­
conut olives, oils and shortening. 
Medium-fat choices are Brazil nuts, 
peanuts and salad dressings. Even 
kjwer in fat are sunflower aeeda and 
reduced-calorie salad dressings. Use 
canda oU, saSlower oil, c o m oil or 
dive oil for salads or cooking. They 

are valuable sources of pdyunsatur-
ated and monounsaturated fats. 

Points to consider when biiying a 
margarine or spread: t h e fint ingre­
dient listed on the carton should be a 
liquid vegetable oil. Always look for a 
h ^ e r percentage of potyunsatur-
ated fat to saturated. A ratfo of 3:1 or 
2:1 is good. Choose tub margarine 
over s t k k . The tub has less fat be-
cause It is made with \rater, and less 
saturated fiat Is needed for soft 
Inands. 

T iy legumes (dried Ijeans and 
pea^ as a main dish or a meat substl-
tuteforavery high-nutrition, low-fat 
fow-cost meal. Use brown rice in ­
stead of white, vhdle wheat pasta, 
and whole grain crackers instead of 
saltlnes. 

When baking, use a little more 
vanilla and spices In a redpe. This 
wi l l help cut down on sugar. "Ihe van-
ilia and sptees give the Impression of 
sweetness and have vttyfewcal(»les. 
Use some healthy sulMtitutes to 
make your favorite redpes even bet-
ter and more nutritious.

(newphews of Gus and Bill)—Kertiy's 
boasts 11 restailrants throughout 
Southeastern Michigan, w i t h marty 
kxated in area malls. They opened 
their flbrst store at Tel-T\veh«, in 
1968. The business took off in unex­
pected ways, and the rest is history. 
"Coney islands," says T im Keros, "are 
as Detroit as care, Stroh's beer a1id 
Vemor's." 

What marty patrons don't know is 
that Kerby's makes qual i ty Its 
number-one priority. Corisequentty, 
marty of the items served i n the re-
staurants are custom rriade. "We 
created the redpe for olrr hot dog, 
whk:h we manufacture,' says Keros. 
The chill , which Is soM wholesak to 
other businesses, and Greek salad 
dressing, are homespun redpes, 
whk:h t h ^ pnxiuoe as well. .Actualty 
the Detroit Chili Co., the fedory 
whk:h manufactures the chil l , is 
owned and operated by the Keros as 
weU. 

The onty item they marliet to the 
public is the distinctive dressing, 
used on several Kerby's menu items 
besides the Greek salads. T h e t ruth 
is we are not in the dressing manu-

fiaduring business, but as a courtesy 
to our customera kept asking to 
bi ty dressing to take hfxne, we 
started to bottle and sell the dressing 
at our restaurants,* says Keros. A 
16-oilnce squeeze bottle sells for 
$1.75 and can be purchased at all 
Ker ty locations. 

The menu has growa espedaUy in 
recent yeare with a health-minded 
pubUc asking for a wider variety of 
menu selecttons. "When we started 
out the options were koneys, bottled 
Coke and chili in a bowl * recalls 
Keroe. 

Greek salads, soups, gr i l led 
ch icken sandwiches, vegetable-
stuffed pitas, as well as the ever-
popillar gyros, are some of the items 
growing In popularity. Gyros (pro-
nounccdyeros) are prepared by broil­
ing specialty prepared ground lamb 
and beef on a vertical rotlscrric. 

Almost all the fat drips off the 
meat virhlch is then shaved and 
served wi th yogurt-cucumber dress­
ing i n a pocketless pita. Keros points 
o u t "without the proper equipment, 
even my wtfe, one of the best Greek 
cooks I know, can't make this one at 
home.' 

Desserts lndudlng the famous 
Sandera' hot fiadge sundae, another 
Detroit favorite, are becoming hot 
menu items for Kerby's, two of v ^ c h 
are housed In former tee cream par-
b r s . Greek desserts lndudlng bak-
lava and rice pudding a lwl are 
avatiable. 

Catering Is another facet o f the 
coney I s l ^ d business which has 
been developing over the last few 
yeara. Kerby's transports its restaur­
ant wares to maity catered affaire, l n ­
dud lng one held In the lobby of the 
Fisher Theatre in Detroit. "Vfe once 
served 5,000 people c o n ^ when the 
ownera'of an office complex held a 
tenant appreclaUon day," Keros says, 
beaming. 

Besides being original and distinc­
tive In their taste. Kerby's koneys are 
unique in their spelling. 'My i m d e 
coined the term 'coney island.' but 
everyone began using I t We wanted 
people to know that our koneys were 
different fiom all the rest so we re­
created the spelling to convey the 
message,' Keros explains. 

The third generation has Joined 
the Kerby team wi th many cousins 
already braining and waiting i n the 
wings to fiirther the success of this 
growing &mity business. Will we be 
seeing Kelisy's coneys and chi l l i n 
supennaricets i n the near ftlture? 
"We don't have any i1iimediate 
plans," says Keroe, 'butone th ingrve 
learned in this business is never to 
say never."
