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Storm could
knock out city
radio center

On Sept. 14 a tornado hit Novi,
tearing through the city hall com-
plex and smashing into the roof of
the police station.

Inside, the communications cen-
ter, which dispatches the city's po-
lice, fire and amublance services,
was left unscathed,

But that luck might not hold next
time.

“The tomnado could have taken
out the police bullding. If that had
happened, we could have been in
serlous trouble,” Novi's new com-
munications manager Joseph Bur-
chett told the city council inan April
3 budget session. _

" Novl does not have an auxillary
dispatch center. The only racdio an-
tenna is not secure and lacks a
backup power generator, Burchett
{s proposing to change all that.

“It's (communications) the hub of
the wheel, Other parts of the whee]
can be damaged and yet business
capcontinue. You can have a patrol
car down and everything will be fine
because there's another patrol car.
If the hub goes down, the wheel
snaps,” he said In an interview
Thursday.

" Burchett — who was hired Au-
gust 20— has been given the man-
date by council to pull the facts and
figures together. He has 18 years of
experience in the fleld,

The council will then decide what
is necessary, aswell as what the city
can afford.

The preliminary budget submit-
ted for this flscal year's communl-
catlons depariment is $367,000.
This is only Phase One of a possible
three-year program tobring the dis-
patch center up to Indusiry stan-
dards, Burchett said.

InFebruary to the Southfield-based
hospital's advisory beard, which
counsels Providence's board of
trustees and President Brian Con-
nolly on issues such as finance,
government relations and strategic

The city's ethics policy requires
officials to abstain from wvoling
when they have a financial interest,
Quinn said. The advisory board
position is voluntary and has no fi-
nanclal enumeration. The mayor
serves on the board's strategic
planning and government relations
committees,

“Personally, 1don't think there is
anyconflict of interest at all. [ would
still ask the members of the city
councilto allow me to abstain. I feel
it's still a good practice anyhow,”
Quinn said. :

It (his abstention)
doesn’'t matter because it will prob-
ably pass councfl anyway. It does
look good to get rid of that spot zon-
ing put there.”

in a budget memo, Burchett de-
scribed the current dispatch system
as poor, characterized by old equip-
ment, insufficient maintenance, lack
of standardization and equipment
under industry standard. He sug-
geated that in the face of the city’s ra-
pld population growth, little time
should be lost in replacing the
technology.

Novi diapatches for city police, fire
and ambulance, The communica-
tions center also offera services an a
contract basis to the Wixom and
South Lyon police and fire depart-
ments as wellas the Lyon Township
fire department.

The dispatch consoles now in
place at the police department were
installed in 1983, Since then, the ra-
dio antenna has taken three light-
ning hits, gutting the consoles. The
company which built them I out of
business and replacement parts are
rarely available,

"What we're trying todo is literally
tape It together,” Burchett said.

He calculates that the average
Iifespan for a dispatch counsel is se-
ven to 10 years.

He would like to create an awdll-
arydispatch centerat one of the city’s
fire departments, using the present
consoles. The existing equipment at
the police department would then be
replaced by state-of-the art technol-
ogy in an expanded communications
room,

The radlo antenna that is the life-
lie for the dispaichers is not sur-
rounded by security fencing and
could fall prey to vandalism, Bur-
chett added.

“As it Is today, anybody can put us
out of business, It's not secure,” he
told the councll, adding that the sys-
tem does not comply with Federal
Communications Commission
standards. _

Burchett said Thursday the radio
transmitters stored by the antenna
are not in a climate-controlled envi-
ronment with dust protection. Cars
park around the tower.

“If'a carhit one of those legs, aveh-
icle could bring the tower down.

You're Jooking at a 300-foot tower,*
he said,

Tohelp out in the event of a sterm,
an auto-start backup power geriera-
tor 1s part of the plan,

Novi Is not entirely without com-
‘munications capability in the event
of a disaster taking out the dispatch
center. Burchett said business could
be carrled on via police radlos and
telephone,

“The backup here has worked. It
needs to be improved. Without
backup, you're glong to be down for
an indefinite period untl! such time
as you get It back on line. We could
probably be on the alr and operating
reasonably quick,”, he predicted.

Updating of equipment proposed
by Burchett includes new police car
radios: "I would like to see us stan-
dardized for officer safety. I would
like to get them to indushy stan-
dards, what i3 used by the vast ma-
Jority of police agencies.”

The current dispatch center Is
cramped, Burchett said, and the au-
dio equipraent is directed toward the
celling not the dispatchers,

Last year, Novi dispatchers told
the city councll they were suffering
from job stress, overworkand no time
to take lunch or bathroom breaks. In
response, three more dispatch posi-
tions were authorized.

More elbow room In an enlarged
communications center should also
help relieve stress and anxdety, Bur-
chett said, as well as cut down on ex-
cess noise.

The Job is not an easy one. Ten-
yearveterans are few and far between
because most will drop out along the
way, Burchett explained.

“When you plick up the phone and
hear a hysterical person — someone
in the family is not breathing, some-
one was Just robbed - your level of
adrenalin just skyrocikets. Because
of the nature of the job, you never find
out the results,” he said.

“If you do something and feel
you've made an ermmor — one more
call, one more person, you think
you're going to blow a gasket,”

As many as
90 children could be handled by the
nursery school.

“There Is a need in the area,” No-
san sald. "It's Just a matter of match-
ing an operator (with the facility).”

With the granting of the approvals,
the developer said “serlous”™ discus-
sions with potentlal operators of the
nursery would be getting under way.
Nosan added that those discussions
will determine the rate of develop-
ment for the facilty.

“Something could start as soon as
three or four months,” he sald, “or
next year.” :

Nosan said that a potential opera-
tor wouldn't have to develop a 4,500
square-foot facility. He described a
90-student maximum facilty as “typ-
ical,” but added that an operator may
choose a smaller facility.

Don’t blame schools
for state consent law

A state law went into effect recently
requiring that unemancipated minors
have one parent or guardian's permis-
slon before obtaining a legal abortion.
The Parental Rights Restoration Actis a
controversial law, and we are not ready
to take a position on it. But the con-
troversy extends beyond the issue of
whether a parent should have to give his
or her permission before a minor can ob-
tain a legal abortion,

The controversy is intensified by
the last section of the new law. Section
nine requires schools be used to convey
information regarding the law to stu-
dents in grades six through twelve. The
information schools must give students
includes information on how to get ar-
ound the parental consent requiremnent.

With the perinission of a prohate
cowrt judge, minors can get an abortion
without parental consent or notification.
Under section nine, schools must tell
sixth- through twelfth-grade students
how the system works, The schocls will
even be giving the phone number and
address of the local probate court to
students. ,

Needless to say, some parents do
not want their children Imowing how to
get an abortlon without thelr permis-
sion, Theissueis going to create tension.
Because the schools have been chosen
as the instrument by which the state will
disseminate infortnation, the tension is

going to be between parents and school:

oficialg:- The codfliet; if 1t thust exist,
oughtto ‘be -between parents and the
state. -

Tensions are already developing
between schools and some parents, but
itismisdirected. The schools did not vote
on this law. They had no say in it. And
they cannot avoid working within the
confines of the law. Local schools have
shown a willingness to work with pa-
rents in preparing them for the informa-
tion their children will begin receivingin
the sixth grade. The district should be
commended for its attempts at making a
potentially shocking announcement ea-
sier for both parents and students,

thing more, We feel minors should be in- -

formed of their rights. Apparently, some
of our lawmakers agreed and decided
that minors should have the information
as soon as the sixth grade. Maybe you
agree. If you don't, the state is to blame

Freydl also began entering her

Lawmakers support life penalty law

Foes of Michigar's life-without-
parole law face an uphill battle if they
expect to convinee lawmakers that
the penalty falls too harshly on small-
time drug dealers.

Several members of the House Ju-

diclary Commlittee were unim-
pressed by the testimony of a Canton
mother, a Rochester Hills coach and
an Oakland circult judge seeking to
sofien the law. The recent hearing
ran 2 4 hours,
"~ "I was ummoved by most argu-
ments,” said Rep. Michael Bouchard,
R-Birmingham, a freshman law-
maker and former police oflicer.

Bouchard polnted to testimony of
a Detroit judge that four of five people
he sentenced should have recetved
lighter terms. ~That drops it {number
of lile sentences) to a handful and
completely takes away the deter-
rent,” Bouchard said.

“Drug crimes have multiple vic-
tims,” sald Rep. Frank Fitzgerald, R-
Grand Ledge. He quoted Oakland
prosecutor Richard Thompson: 60

Use a Juncer for
healthier sauces

Today's trend-setting chefs are adding flavor and subtract-
ing fat with souice sorcery. This is the first of a two-part se-
rles focusing on different approaches to healthier sauces.

Tracy Ritter is grimacing,

“A lot of people have the idea that vegetable juices are
bad, heavy and thick,” says the young, animated chef of
the Golden Door Spa in Escondido, Calif, .

“But they can really be deliclous,” she adds, relaxing
into a broad smile. “For instance, a tomato vinaigrette is
nice with a green bean salad, and a beet vinalgrelte 8a-
vored with fennel can be served with asparagus and gol-
den beets. It's nice to use vegetables juices with veget-
ables.. It tastes good.”

Twenty years ago, when French chefl Paul Bocuse
scrapped traditional flour-based sauces and created the
sheer, buttery ponds of nouvelle cuisine, weall thought he
had given the coup de grace to the rich. velvety sauces of
French cuisine.

But in fact, Bocuse merely fired the first volley.”

Today, young chefs such as Ritter are gaining national
notoriety by adding favor and subtracting fat from
sauces.

While most chefs dabble in new sauces to stay trendy,
Ritter has another concern: health.

“At the Golden Door, Thave a double whammy: T have to
be low-fat and low-calorie. So I constantly need todevelop
new recipes that are traditionally sound but exciting and
healthful. Tuse classical French techiques but use veget-
able juices and purees where there would normally be
butter and cream.”

A graduate of the French Culinary Institute and a vet-
eran of 12 years In New York City restaurants, Ritter is
kmown for her siraight-from-the-garden creations.

Surrounded by carrots [“we just yanked them out of the
back yard this morning”), multicolored bell peppers, cu-
cumbers, squashes, spinach, pineapple, tomatoes. basll
and dil, she sets to work.

“It's best to use a julcer, because then you can use raw

Rice, the ancient food of kings and paupers, has
been rediscovered and {s now the trendy side dish
ofthe '90s. Calorie awareness, fitness, health, Jow-
fat foods and back-to-basics cocking all have con-
tributed to the rice trend.

Today, each American cats an average of 18
pounds of rice a year. That may sound like a lot
until you realize that the average Asian consumes
400 pourxds a year.

Rice offers a good source of vitamins, minerals
and protein, and has very little fat or sodium. It s
highly digestable, sultable for special diets, inex-
pensive, simple to prepare and has no wasted

There are thousands of varieties of rice that are
available in a rainbow of colors, but rice still s bas-
ically offered in three sizes: long. medium and
short grain. Look on your grocer’s shelf and you'll
be amazed at the flavors and varieties, though.

The new trendy rices are very aromatic, with
distinct nutty or popeorn flavors. These aromatics
have names like Texmati, Basmati, Wehani, Ar-
borio, Wild Pecan and Popcom.

Texmatl, or hybrid rice grown In Texas, has a
nutty flavor and an aroma like freshly pepped
corn. Basmati {s probably the queen of aromatic
riccand a staple in Indlan cooking, It is not grawn
in America, so !t comes from Pakistan and North-
em India for now. When Basmatl cooks, it nearly
doubles in length and cooks up very fluffy.

Wehani can be honey-red or comes in an as-
sortment of red, brown and black that has the
scent of hot buttered peanuts. Arborfo is a short-

rice that cooks up creamy but still tastes
crunchy. (This is the rice that is mixed with stock

or wine and other ingredients to create risotto.)

Wild pecanrice is not made from nuts, although
the grain does look like brown rice. It has a pecan-
likearoma and taste and comes from Louisiana. It
is faster to cook and lighter than most brown rices
but chewier than white rice.

Popoorn rice will make you think you are pop-
ping com rather than cooking rice. These are ar-
omatic rices, a gourmet cook's delight. But f
you're not that adventuresome, consider tryinga
rice mix. .

A fast-growing part of the rice market s rice
mixes, or flavored rice such as chicken, herb,
broceoll, orlental, long grain and wild rice and
many others. Be watchful of the labels if you're
concermed about sodium. One cupof these cooleed
mixes can have 800 milligrams of sodium.

Perhaps you're stili not convinced and prefer
the more traditional! rice. Long, medium and
short-grain rice are probably more familtar toyou,
Long graln means that the kernelsare to 4-5 times
longer than they are wide. When these are cooked,
the grains are separate and flufly. Longgrain s the
best for salads, casseroles and stuffings.

Medlum-grain has a softer, more tender texture
and s slightly plumper than long-grain. This is

good for desserts, meat loaf, croquettes ete, Short-
grain sometimes is called round rice and tends to
stick together after cooking. Use this for stuffings,
rice balls, pudding, pancakes, etc.

Brown rice has become more popular with
many health food enthusiasts, Only the outer hull
of the bran is removed. Of course, it haa a slightly
nutty faver and a chewler texture. More liquid s
needed in cooking brown rice and a longer cooking
ume‘ . o

If you're niot ready to try brown rice, try a combi-
nation brown/white. Start the brown rice cooking
and when there is about 20 minutes to go add the
white rice. This makes for an Interesting combina-
ton.

Other rice on the shelves are regular milled
white rice, parboiled or connected white rice, pre-
cooked or Instant rice and wild rice. Wild rice is not
really rice but the brown seed of an aquatic grass
native to America.

Here are tips to make the perfect rice. Never al-
low rice to go into a full rolling botl. It produces a
starchy mass. Rice should be cooked at a very low
simmer, as higher heat makes the grains stick to
the pan. Let the rice absorb residual moisture by
keeping the lid on tight for at least five minutes o
the heat. g

Rice can be cooked on top of the stove, in the
oven, in a double boiler or in the microwave oven
very casily. Follow the directions on the bax.
Whether you prefer traditional rice or one of the
exotic new products, they all are a healthy cholce.
For a change of pace, and for improved health, rice
is certainly worth a try. ‘
