A proposed ordinance to protect
Novi's wildlife was threatened with
extinction Wednesday, as nature
conservation became the prey of {is-
ca] conservatism.

It sounds ltkke an Ann Arbor
ordinance, They check bunmy tralls
and all that,” sald Couneil Member
Joseph Toth, who joined the majori-
ty in deleting $12,600 for the
research from the planning com-
mission’s fiscal year 1991-92
budget draft.

At present, the planning board
cannot turn down a2 site plan ifa
wildlife habitat could be
threatened, commissicner Judy
Johnson said.

A quick wclght loas approach
was taken to the planning commis-
slon's proposed fiscal year 1991-62
budget Wednesday, as the Novi City
?ouncﬂ went looking for perceived
at.

The commlission ortginally
requested a 16-percent increase
over f[ts 1990-91 budget of
$180,000.

The budget proposed started at
$208,109, but city Finance Director
Les Gibson cut $58,000 off the top.

This adjustment was augmented
by almost $45,000, as the council
pared away an $18,000 Haggerty
Connector study, a $9,000 Indust-
rial study, a $12.600 habitat plan

This would provide a framework
for regulations requiring habitat
preservation within developers site
plans.

“What we'll do Is negotiate the
best protection that you can,”
Johnson sald, adding that the city
attorney told her such an ordinance
could be enforced.

“Perhaps it's leaving a narrow
corridor at the back of a develop-
ment that all the wildlife can move
along, at a minimal cost to the
developer.®

Hebitat protection appears to be
a pricrity among city resldents,
community development director
James Wah! said.

Novi SEV tops the biillion mark

Nowl's total tax base has gone over $1 billion
for the first time,

Figures released by the city assessor's office
Friday Indicate that Novi's tax base stands at
$1,007,604,900 alter the March board of review

| appeal process, Atotal $6,64 1,800 was cut from

the city's assessment of $1,014,246,700 before
the board.

The largest decrease in assessments after
review hearings came in residential property.
Novl Fleld Appraiser Dave Hleber sald nearly
$3.5 million was cut from residential assess-

ments this year from $546,213, 500 to
$542,851,600.

“Residential Is typically the largest area of
reduction,” he said. “We get the most appeals
from homeowners.”

Revenue from residentlal areas went up
$59,846,200 from 1990. Hieber sald residential
parcels in Novi increased from 9,077 in 1990 to
9,981 this year in accounting for the added
revenue. On average, assessments went up 4
percent this year for homeowners.

Hieber said the board of review hearings went
relatively smoothly this year with homeowners,

to $323,763,500. Commercial par-
cels in Novi Increased by 11 thisyear.

Assessment reductions in agricul-
tual and industrial areas were much
smaller.

A total of $244,100 was cut from
agricultural assessment thig year.
Prior to the board, the assessment
stood at $24,637,400 compared to
$24,393,300 after.

Industrial assessments went from
$116,741,150 to $116.576,500 —a
drop of$164,650. Industrials parcels
increased by 10 while agricultural
parcels went up by six.

Hieber sald when communities
experience high residential growth,

like the clty did this year, it Isn't
uncommon for the number of agri-
cultural parcels to. drop.

“When [the city} plats a new sub, it
leaves that class and goes Into resi-
dential,” he said.

In all, 1,200 appeals were filed for
board of review hearings this year,
which ran from March 11 through
15. The number of appeals flled went
up by just more than 9 percent,

Family greets Harding
on return to home town

At first, he said, there was no mall,

*Then, once things were going it
was a constant slow trickle,” he sald.
Some nights they would get huge
baxes ol mail, and other nights justa
few letters would come [n.

Sean’s mall often included letters
from home from people he hadn't
heard from in years.

*I was surprised some of the peo-
ple that were writing to me,” he sald.
“It was really great.”

When he left Dhahran, he again
went for a long time with no contact
from home,

*Because of the rules, the post of-
fice didn’t lmow where we were,” he
explained,

At home, the Hardings were re-
ceiving letters from Sean, but they of-
ten tock as long as a month to arrive.
Because news was scarce and (nfor-
matlon was sketchy, the Hardings of-
ten felt helpless.

*We got fed up with a lot of the
news," Sean's sister, Xaren Dron,
said. Often, she said, what they were
seeing on television was conjectured
information that was upsetting and
co! to the families. One letter
that Sean sent his famnily told them to
stop watching CNN.

*When the grournd war broke out, 1
didn't know what to do,” Sean's
mother remembered. “So I went to
the grocery store — it was a compul-
sive thing — and I bought things to
put Ina package to send Sean. [can't
remember anything I put in the
package.”

There were coolles and candy,
batteries and a fly swatter, among
other things.

*Making the package) was the
only thing I felt I could control,” she
sald. "I felt so helpless.”

Sean's battalion had been relo-
cated to a desert location south of the
small city of Rafah, just outside the
Iragl border.

*It wasn't boring during the war,"
he sald. “We lew quite a bit just to
prepare.”

When the ground war started they
were very busy in spurts.

“You'd fly, then you'd wait,” he
sald. “The walting was the hardest
part.” While flying, he would see "a lot
of the bumt-up tanks” and other
scenes of batlle.

They weren't really aftaid, but they
were “really nervous,” Sean said.
“The big thing was we had no idea
what to expect.” They had been
briefed, but this was all new to
everyone.

One of Sean's biggest concerns
was the possibllity of Iraqis using
chemical weapons, That combined
with the feeling of belng “out In the
middle of nowhere" contributed to a
general feeling of ill-at-ease among
his group.

"When you'd walk oulside you'd
see nothing but your tent,” he said.
*And it was dark at night —you never
saw darker than the desert,
ﬁgt of nights there were no stars, no

t.u

Alarge rat hada habit of makingit-
self at home in Sean's tent.

Toward the end of the war, Sean's
battalion was responsible for picking
up some of the Iragl prisoners of war.
The POWs, Sean sald, were grateful
to be picked up and would clutch the
bottles of water Americans gave them
ag if their lives depended on it.

Sean and other members of his
brigade had private stashes of candy
— mostly ftems sent from home —
and they would share it with the
POWs,

“They were sograteful,” Sean said.
“They were itke little kids." They
would even ask to see the cockpit,
like children on a commercial Right.

One POW who spoke English told
Sean he was glad to be a POW —not
because he was on his way to Saudi
Arabia — but because he wanted to
go lo Callfornia.

Now that he's home, Sean has no
intenticn of returning to Saudi
Arabia,

It was an experience, to experi-
ence a different culture,” he said. *it
was flying in the desert — not many
people have been able to do that. But
no — [ don't want to go back.”

Tax reform could pass this year

Two area lawmakers belleve
Michigan residents this year will get
one of the topwishes on theirwish list
— property tax rellef,

The predictlon, made by both Sen.
Robert Geake, R-Northwille, and Rep.
John Bennett, D-Redford, comes
despile the huge ohstacles between
the House and Senate that st must
be resolved to get a tax cut, and
desplte predictions from some politi-
cal observers that a tax rellel mea-
sure won't get passed this year In
Lansing.

Both Bennett and Geake belleve
the Democral-controlled House and
the Republican-controlled Senate
will be able to put aside their differ-
ences thls year and give Michigan
residents the property tax relief they
seel

“If Engler and the Republicans will
gve a little bit, the Democrats will,
too,” sald Bennett. “We can still do
this, and Fm hopeful thatwewill . . .
but, then again, 1 may be wrong.”

Right now there's a great deal of
unwillingness on both sfdes to com-
promise, sald Geake whose dislrict
includes Northville, Livonla and
Redford.

Both lawrnakers sald a cut in local
property taxes {3 the number one
priorlty for the residents they
represent.

"Some constitutents tell me, 1
don't give a damn how you da I, Just
do it " Bennetl sald.

Property lax reflef, Geake said, is
the single greatest political need in
his distriet.

The residents’ second blggest con-
cemn right now, he satd, Is unemploy-
ment, or the prospect of losing a job.

For this reason, Geake said, the
Republican tax retfef plan tops the
Democratic plan because it holds a
tax break for business and industry
as well as homeowners.

“People are worrled about poten-
tial fob loss,” Geake sald. “That’s why
we need to work to improve the busi-
ness climate to retain {obs. The
Senate plan wants to help the job
providers,”

The Democratic plan has been
passed In the House and [s now In the
Senate, while the Republican plan
has been passed [n the Senate and is
now in the House.

The Republicans want across-the-
board property tax relief — for the
wealthy as well as the middle class
and poorer homeowner, and for busi-
ness and Industry.

The Democrals insist tax relief
help poor and middie-class homeow-
ners more than wealthy homeow-
ners, They also warnit to defer a tax
break for business and industry untii
a later date,

Geake called the House “short-
sighted” in not seeking tax rellefalso
for business and industry.

“Just helping residential doesn’t
help the Job market,” Geake said.
“But I belleve many Democrats feel
that thelr leadership Is out of step
with the rank and file.”

The Democratic plan, Bennett
said, will help pocrer people, while
the Republican version “favors peo-
ple with big homes.”

“The majority who are helped
would be big bustness and rich peo-
ple.” Bennett sald. “Yet the middle-
income class has been shouldering
most of the tax responsibilities.”

Geake called the difference
between these two plans "a narrow
difference which can be worked out.”

As urbanization gobbles up the creatures' ter-
ritory, a wililife management plan would preserve
a variety of species, well as provide genetic diver-
sty within a species. Fraglle ecosystems should
be saved, the study’s supporters say, but isolated
fragiments of open woodlands and wetlands are
not enough to sustaln a healthy animal
population.

Woodlands consultant Linda Lemke sald a
anawy owl niesting site was destrayed by the deve-
lopment of the Chase Farms subdivision along
Eight Mile Road. Seme of the hedgerow where the
owls lived might have been spared, Lembe argued.

Mayor Matthew Quinn, Mayor Pro Tem Edward
Lelninger and Councll Member Tim Pope opposed
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more Industrial land than anyotimrcon'xmumty In
Qakland County,” Rogers sald, adding that a lot of
the existing industrial land is pre-empled by wet-
lands and woodlands.

P Commissioner Judy Johnson said
Novi needs Industrial development to provide an
increased tax base and jobs. In addition, the study
would determine If any existing industrial land
might be sensitive to pollution due to wetlands,
she added.

"A lot of that was cranked out by the Grand
Plany; $5,000 to crank out another report —I can
give you the stx copies of the reports [ have for the
Grand Plan” Toth said.

Council Member Ttm Pope warned that the
state government is already contemplating tax-
base sharing, which would recapture laxes from
new development and redistribute them, rather
than allowing the money to remain in the
community.

“It's going to wipe out any increases,” Pope said.
“It's better to move some of this industry into the
central city which already has Infrastructure.”

Also erased from the ledger was $12,600 for a
wildlife habitat study (see related story).

The Town Center Steering Commitlee’s budget
was slimmed down. A $3,000 [tem for research on
the location of a festival site and artwork at the
Novi Town Center shopping mall didn't make it
past the council,

“This city should absolutely not pay for that,”
Pope said.

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Mondavi chairs
nearby WineFest

Every serfous wine consumer knows the name
Robert Mondavt. His winery, founded 25 years ago in
the Napa Valley, is famed worldwide.

Fora quarter century, Robert Mordavi has been the
unofficial spokesperson for the California winerdes,
praising their efforts and encouraging an exchange of
technological advances between the New World and the
tried-and-true methods of European vintners.

Recently, at age 77, Robert Mondawl has turned over
control of the Robert Mondavi Winery to his sons Mi-
chael and Timothy, The transition will be smooth be-
cause Mondavi desires nothing more than the continu-
ation of a family tradition of excellence in the wine
business.

Michael, the sales and marketing director, and Tim,
the winemaker, will share duttes as Joint CEQs, "My
father has given us the responsibility of minning the
Robert Mondavi Winery together with a unified vision,”
Tim Mondawvi sald, in responding to our question about
winery challenges (n the 1990s.

“These are big shoes to fill, but 'm not going to fill my
father's shoes, I'm going to fill my own.”

The Mondavis believe thelr father will neverretire. He
will just move on to other ventures related to the Robert
Mondavi Winery. Among them will be work on the cul-
tural aspects of wine and arenas for integrating viticul-
tural art, and wine and food dimensions.

“Making good wine 1s a skill,” Tim said. “Premium
winemaking 1= an art. Three factors lend an expression
to the art of winemaking; the weather, site and soil, and
the people irvolved. The challenge is using these three
factors to thelr maximum,”

Tim believes that California’s advantage among the
wine regions of the world is that grapes can be grown
there more naturally. “Wine should be the trye reflec-
tion of its natural environment,” he maintains, "Wine is
not manufactured; it is grown.”

Tim described how winegrowing s a passion for him.
He referred to winegrowing as the beltwether of wine-
making. His greatest challenge sino: becoming the
winemaker in 1974 has been pinot noir production. We
personally believe it has been his greatest’ success.
. "Welearn something new cachvintage,” Tim satd. *In
1974, | experimented with different fermentation temp-

eratures for pinot nofr, In 1976, we retained stems. In
1978, we put the wine to barrel carller and nsegd newer
cak,
“In 1985, we turned the comer. Now, with the release
of the 1988 Robert Mondavi Reserve Pinot Nolr, people
are reallzing that our pinots are not flukes. We have at-
tained a consistent, world-class quality.”

Jean-Georges Vongerichten Is part al-
chemist, part magiclan, part public rela-
tions representative and part chef, And he
13 out to change the way the world thinks
aboul sauce.

*I want to make a statement.” said the
dynamic 33-year-old chef of Lafayette re-
staurant. “The public thinks that French
food !s all butter and cream and that you
have to sit for two hours at the table to eat
it. I want to break that image.”

Vongerichten's “laboratory” s a gleam-
ing stainlesa-stee! kitchen with a ht\:ie
window allowing the public to watch,
Lined up on the windowsill in tal, slender
glasses |s a rainbow of Infused ofls, his fa-
vorite “sauce.”

“About five years ago, I threw all my
stocks away and moved to pan juices and
then to olls; now we do about 30 olls,” says
the supremely confident chef, offering
tastes of a striking red potion favored with
paprika, a brilllant orange oll scented with
curry and a crystal-clear mint ol the color
of a block of ice. Each oll has a pure, in-
tense flavor and aroma.

“Any ground spice can be made into a
flavored ofl: herbs, roots, shellfish, fruts
and vegetable Julces too,” says Vongerich-
ten, shaking a jar of lobster ofl he has ta-
ken from the walk-in refrigerator.

The process starts with mild canola otl,
which has the lowest saturated fat content
of all vegetable oils. Using several tech-
niques, Vongerichten exiracts the essen-
tial flavors of saffron, wasabl, ginger,
horseradish, cumin, basll, cranberries,
shrimp, tomatoes, truffles and other Ingre-
dlilents. then infuses these flavors into the
oll,

Ground sploes are the easiest to work
with, he says, “You just mix the spice pow-
der with water towake up the flavors; then
make a paste the consistency of ketchup;
then add the oll and shake, The mixture
will be eloudy, but after two days the paste
goestothe bottom and you canladle the oil
into a Jar.”

The solids are then discarded, and the

cloth or paper coffee fllters for greater clar-
ity. Vongerichten says spice olls can be
kept at room temperature for a month or

But dreaming up these elixirs is only
part of Vongerichten's magic. The next
step Is using them In place of the heady
cream creations of Escoffler and his
folloswers,

“You can drizzle these olls over sauteed
or steamed foods, or marinate meat or fish
In them a day ahead and grill it,” says Von-
gerichten, Because of the ofl's intense fa-
vor,only a few drops are needed. The result
Is a light, aromatic dish with few calorles.

In his book “Simple Cuisine,” the chef
alse suggests using infused olls to dress
salads, saute foods and make “absolutely
unheard-of mayonnalses.” Some of Von-
gerichten's favorite dishes with huiles par-
fumes {perfumed oils) are grilled lamb with
curry ofl, chicken finished with tomato-
¢hill ol and sauteed cod with fresh ginger
ofl.

Vongerichten says his flavored olls are
Just what the diner of the °90s ordered: in-
creased flavor with less saturated fat and
fewer calorles, “And besldes,” adds the
smiling chef, "it's a lot of fun."

TIPS FOR OLLS

Vongerichten offers these suggestions
for using infused ofls to enliven everyday
fare:

HERB- OR SPICE-INFUSED OILS

3 tablespoons dried herb or spice of

Mix dried herb or splce of cholce and
water in wide-mouth jar with lid. Stir into
paste consistency. Add oll; cap jar and
shake to distribute ingredients.

After first day, herb or splce paste will
settle to bottom of jar. Shake during this
time to intensify spice flavor,

After two days, carefully ladle infused
oll into 8-ounce jar; discard paste. Filter oil
through paper coffee-filter or double thick-
ness of fine cheesecloth, Store, tightly cov-
ered, in refrigerator for up to slx months.

Ifyou have a julce extractor, you can use
it 1o extract the julce from beets, carrots,
cranberries, plneapples, or yellow or red
bell peppers, which is necessary to make

the following syrups. Otherwise, use a food
processar as instructed here.

According to a
spokesman for a large manufacturer, 70
percent of the me microwaves are used to
reheat precocked foods, 20 percent for de-
frosting, and only 10 percent for primary
cocking functions.

Steamed vegetables are incredible,
fish excellent and snacks easy. Althouth |
donot advocate cooking meat or poultry in
the microwave, mostly due to personal
preference, there are many other optona,

The actual microwaves rarely pass more
than 1 % inches into the food; the outer
areas heat first and residual heat moves
toward the center of the food heating it.

If there
i3 no moisture the microwave cannot pro-
duce the friction necessary to heat.

Becauseof the direct heat transfer foods
heat quicker than other cookery methods.

A microwave Is much more effictent full
than almost empty. For warming or cook-
ing, food should be na colder than refriger-
ator temperature. Put frozen food through
a defrost cycle first. When arranging a
meal on a plate put the denser foods onthe
outer rim and the less dense, such as veg-
ctables in the middie. Keep your oven
clean for the most efficient use.

Glass, Saran Wrap, some plastics, and
paper (for short cooking times) are accept-
able cooking vessels. Fofl and metal skew-
ers can be used effectively but check your
manufacturer's guldelines before dolng
s0. Like any other method of cooking prac-
tice makes perfect.
