PoLoe shot MeJ11yk once through 
the chest after he itjportedly struck 
apoUce offlcerWlth his 1989 Chfys-
ler and attempted to flee the Meljer 
lot at 20401 Haggerty. 

TNvo undenxjver olBccrs were 
treated for 1nlnor Injuries, police 
said. 

Melriyk was the target ofa narco­
tics sting conducted by federal, 
state, Wayne and Oakland County 
law enforcement tean1s, state police 
at the Northville Post said Friday. 

Police Were attempting to buy ap-
proodmately seven otmces of co-
calile from Meliiyk when the sus­
pect suddei11y nteed the deal, said 
state police Det. Richard Duthler. 

"The undercover olBcer and the 
suspect had discussions (but) the 
deal was never finalized," Duthler 

INSPECTOR J O E KOENIG 

said. The undercover car pulled 
away and (otheil oflloers attempted 
to arrest IWelnyk on previous trans-
acUons and he tried to get away." 

TWo police oflfcers flred 'a 1111111-
mum of 6-7 shots" fixnn 9 mm 
handguns at Mehlyk, Duthler said. 

Mel1Tyk, who police said was un­
armed, was shot near a landscaped 
Island In the northeast portion of 
the Meljer lot. 

Melnyk then attempted to escape 

through the lot's northwest exit, po­
lice said. His Vehicle crashed With a 
1991 Chiysler pUoted by under­
cover officers, said witnesses, who 
also said Melriyk "appeared to be 
unconscious" prior to Impact with 
the police Vehicle. 

Duthler said he did not know 
why officers shot at Melryk- Police 
were Investigating the Incident at 
press time Friday and Duthler said 
additional infonnatlon could be 
available today. 

"This will l)c an ongoing saga," he 
said. 

State Police Inspector Joseph 
Koenlg said officers had purchased 
illegal narcotics from Melnyk on 
other occasions. 

Thursday's meeting was in-
tended to be a "buy-bust", Koenlg 
said, meaning police planned to ar­
rest Melnyk afler a narcotics 
purchase. 

Officers originally met with Mel-
i^katthe Big Boy restaurant on the 
northeast comer of Eight Mile and 
Haggerty In Novl, Koenlg said. Mel-
ityk decided to further discussions 
at the nearby Meljer parking lot, 
Koenlg said. 

Hie cocaine buy disintegrated af­
ter "something n1ade the suspect 
start to flee," Koenlg said.

talGen into custody by narcotics of-
fleers Thursday. He said the party 
store owner was an "associate" of 
Metynk. 

McAleer said they had been con­
ducting an investigation Into Mel­
nyk for nearly two months for co-
caine dealings In Novl, and had 
made several buys from him 
already. 

Koenlg said they delayed arrest­
ing Meliiyk so that the s o u n » of his 
cocaine supply could be traced. He 
said It's ct1rrently unclear If the CID 
has traced that source. 

The state police Investigator said 
Ifs likely that Melr^k was part of 
larger narcotics distribution 
system.

compaity signed a consent agreement with the DNR a11d 
is now eligible for the permits. 

As West Bays sister corporation, SOMOCas drilling 
permits couU have also been withheld by the state. 
However. DNRoffldals were unaware until Decemberof 
the relationship bietween the two TVaveise City Anns. 

SOMOCO's one-year permit to drill a well a quarter-
mile east of Echo Valley Estates subdivision was re­
newed March 26 by the DNR 

The consent order was executed ̂ 1111, said John 
Kennedy. Chief of the DNRs Special UUgaUon Branch. 

The binding agreement includes evaluation and clean­
up at the six Grand TVavcrse and Manistee county well 
sites. 

SOMOCO continues to seek a Novl oil a11d gas well 
permit through the courts, having been de111ed one by 
the dty council.

An Investigation into the Catal 
shooting of a 33-year-old Westland 
man cm the southern border of Novl 
Thiusday cVef1i11g will be completed 
early this Week, according to Mkiil-
gan Slate Police. 

Lt. Rkhard Duthler of the state po­
lice post In NothVllle sakl Friday 
further IntervleWliig of Witnesses and 
processing of evidence woi11d be 
needed to complete the Investigation. 

FonaW J . Melnyk. 33, ofWestland, 
died after being shot by ofBcers from 
the Narcotics Enforcement Team 
{NETl. said Investigator Joe Koenlg, 
of the Michigan State PoUce Criminal 
Investigation Division. He said Mel­
nyk Was transported to Botsford Hos­
pital in Fan11111gton'Hills where he 
Was pronounced dead on arrival. 

Duthler said the Wayne Coimty 
Prosecutor's oflke will determine if 
the shooting Was justlUed. He said 
any charges against the officers 
wouW come fitm that ofllce. 

The NorthvlUe state poUce post 
was assigned to Investigate the 
shooting after the Incident. Duthler, 
who Is heading up the Investigation, 
said troopers worked through Thurs­
day night and into Friday morning on 
the case. 

Interviews With the officers In­
volved In the shooting Were con­
ducted after the 111cldent, he said. Of­
ficers gave their reasons for firing at 
Melnyk, Duthler said, but he de-
cUned to reveal them. 

Duthler also decUned to speculate 
If the shooting Was Justifled. But. he 
sakl. if the pro8ccuto1's ofilce deter­
mines it was imjustified, charges 
aglnst the officers could be serious. 

T o u are talking about a homl-
ckk:," Duthler said. 

Narcotics ofBcers were conducting 
a 'buy-bust" against Mehiyk, Koenlg 
said.

At present. Meljer relies on township poUce patrols and 
the presence of shopping cart coUectors in the lot to main­
tain secilrity. The store trains Iiaggers and cart collectors 
in security procedures, and loss prevention associates 
are also present Inside the store. 

"We have a lot of associates and customers that go in 
and out who can make our loss prevention associates 
aware of ary criminal activity." White said. 

PoUce and township officials are aware of the concent­
ration of criminal acUvlty at Meljer. and have adapted 
their procedttres accordlngty. In respoilse to the number 
of rcpMled shopUftlng liM:ldei«fe,i i ina WwiSts Invbhred 

in sending officere to the scene, township poUce have gi­
ven semlnare teaching store employees how to write up 
acceptable lcports. 

Almost half ofaU cars stolen in Northvflle Township are 
taken from there. No other single site has aity significant 
vehicle thefts. Other crimes, ranging fixim purse snatch­
ing to assai11t and battery, occur tl^re with greater fre­
quency than elsewhere In the area. 

White would not say whether this most recent inci­
dent, the flrat non-sulclde shooting death In Northville 
Township since 1981, woidd spark any re-evaluation in 
Meljer seciirity procMalirea .

Footings amendment 
may cause problems 

Call IIS pessimists If you will, but 
after hearing about the zoning ordinance 
amendment to allow builders in Novl to 
place footings and foundation walls on 
development sites prior to final site plan 
approval , we foresee no th ing but 
trouble. 

The Novl planning comlil lsslon 
passed the amendment 6-1 at Its ^ r i l 3 
meeting, and on the surface, the amend­
ment seems innocent enough, lt simply 
allows permits to be Issued to plant foot­
ings and foimdatlons on the site before 
the final site plan Is approved. More om­
inously. It contains a provision to allow 
Installation of "mechanical appurte­
nances," a euphamlsm for drains, sew­
ers a n d water, gas and electrical 
hooloIps. 

The bi.lflders do have good reasons 
for wanting to see tills amendment 
passed. In the late summer and eariy 
fall, they are often in a htirry to dig in and 
finish what work they can on a project 
before the ground fi-eezes and building 
season ends. 

ln all fairness, they should tle al­
lowed to do the worlc, but only after the fi­
nal site plan lias tleen approved. 

P e r h a p s we're j u s t a l i t t le 
developer-shy after seeing the fiasco at 
the proposed Shores of Northville deve­
lopment in Northville Township. In that 
instance the developer was g v e n per­
mits for site preparation prior to final site 
plan approval, and allegedly oVer-
stepped the limits of what was allowed, 
to the point where costly damage was 
done to neighboring properties. Now the 
ditfpelOper. the township, the ndgjibors, 
the Department of Natural Resources 
and the former owner of the site are em­
broiled h i a tiresome game of dueling 
attorneys. 

We fear the same liberties being ta­
ken o n projects in Novl, if developers are 
encouraged to begin building prior to 
gaining final approval. 

Novl planning commission mem-
ha Er ic Schaefer supported the amend-
ment hy saying, "We're not encouraging 
(developers) to start. We are allowing 
them to start." 

However, in these days when a fast 
food restaurant can go from pouring its 
fouildatlon to serving its first hambiIrger 
in the space of two weelcs, there would 
85)p4iar to be no distinction between "en-
coirfagiIig" and "allowlIig." 

Commissioner T im GUberg, the 
lone dissenter in the vote for the amend-
Incflt, also fears that a development that 
nzoA out of financing or fafls to meet with 
apptaval could be abandoned with a 
bunch of foimdatlons in the ground 
gathering weeds. Supporters of the mea-

sure, along with City Attorney Dennis 
Watson have downplayed the fear of 
abandoned worksites. Watson said it's 
"always a possibility," but Novl hasn't ex­
perienced such problems. 

But perhaps the most obvious 
drawback to the measure is, what hap-
pens If the commission decides a bui ld-
ing needs to be moved in order to gain fi­
nal approval? Doyou tlilnk the developer 
wfll want to tear up a foundation that 
he's already planted in the ground com-
plete with water, sewer, gas and electri­
cal hookups? In fact, the installation of 
foimdatlons and hooloIps could very 
easily he exploited as leverage against 
the commission to lock out changes to 
the final site plan. Afler all, at that point 
what's left to do except build the struc­
ture and landscape It? 

Supporters of the amendment try 
to soothe our fears by promlslilg to take 
care when Issuing the permits. Well, if 
the permlttlngprocess is gohlg to require 
such careful attention, why not go ahead 
and give final site plan approval? What 
we're really dealing with here Is a dupl l -
cation of governmental process. 

In govemment, as In business, the 
axiom "Don't react; plan," applies. .And 
who but the planning commission 
should lmow how true that is. If there is a 
problem with developers tleatlng the end 
of the building season ljecause of a 
roadblock on the path to final approval, 
the burden should be on the planning 
commission to plan ahead, and schedule 
extra meethlgs if necessaiy, to hasten fi­
nal site plan approval. 

Indeed the commission would 
seem to t>e taldng a step In the opposite 
direction with tlils amendment, abdlcat-
ing its responsibility and relying o n the 
good faith of developers. As we've seen at 
the Shores of Northville site, developers 
are capable of breecJling such faith, with 
disastrous consequences. 

Builders have gotten faster and 
ljetter at what they do, and quite Often 
the wheels of their bulldozers and dump 
trucks turn more quickly than those of 
local govemment. It may be time for the 
planning commission to faU into step 
with the modem builder.

This week Is filled with news 
of education. President Bush 
announced his new proposals. 
In Lansing, the Legislature 
keeps moving forWard on au-
thorlzhig schools of choice and 
evening thinking of requiring a

I I L V J H H H g>^d<Jatlon. 
vKrM^Bmmm All good — as fer as it goes. 

But most discussion about edu­
cational reform so far has been 
directed at the supply side: 
schools, teachera, curriculum 

and So forth. 
It's odd that so little attention has been paid to the de-

11land side—to What skills and knowledge emplqyera want 
in young people who leave school and enter the work force. 

They're entitled. Employers pay a large part of the taxes 
that support the schools. And empkjyera provide the Jobs 
that school leavers leave school for. 

They're Influential, too. I suspect that local schools 
would shape up if local employera got up on their high 
horses and demanded — in a harsh shout — that the 
schools produce graduates with a glven Set of skills. 

I gave a speech on educatton and Job training to the 
Brighton Chamber of Conlmerce. Most leading emplqyera 
In town were there, as well as the superintendent of 
schools and some school board membera. 

Employer after employer got up and complained about 
the lack of skills in recent hkes. Can't do simple math or 
use a computer keytxxud. Can't spell, let alone write a 
clear sentence. Can't tmderatand and fcdlow written 
instructi(x1s. 

1 asked if the en^kyera ever had come together to tell 
the schools what skills they wanted in new hires. Nope. 
Why not? Well, nobody had thought about i t 

It seemed that the schools went along on one path and 
the business community went along on another. They 

never came together. 
That happens in community after colnmunlty through­

out Mlclilgan. The stake employera have in irlsistlng on 
high skills levels from high school graduates is rarefy 
articlrlated. 

There are lots of reasons. 
The structure of school goVemance — locally elected 

school boards plckiilg superintendents, who in turn select 
principals — doesnt place employera at the center of 
things. It's rare for a local chamberof commerce to endorse 
school board candidates, for example. 

Emplqyera, for their part are not well organized. Get­
ting employera to jolntty work out just whai skiUs level 
they Want from their new hires is not easy. It took, for ex­
ample, neariy four yeara for the state Task Force on Em-
ployabillty Skills to come up with their report now burled. 

German employera, by contrast, are at the center of a 
large and well-o1ganlzed system of worker training which 
picks up alter a kid leaves school. Employera define what 
skills they must have for entry level employment and a 
joint employer/trade-uiiton commission determines what 
skiUs are to be taught in the apprenticeship programs that 
cover just about eveiy Job classiflcatlm in the economy. 

That's why it's nice to see worthwhile approaches to 
wire the business co111munity Into education. 

In the Hymouth-Canton schools, each graduate c » m e s 
equipped with a wa1Tanty for empkiyere. If filncttonal 
skills—in math, rsadklg. writing, abUity to communkate 
and computer literacy—are not up to tHe local empkiyer's 
satisfactton, the district pnxnlses to take the graduate 
back and upgrade the skills. No chaige. 

It's a wonderful idea because it states pkdnly that em­
ployera are customera of the schools, and that customera 
are entitled to satisfaction. 

Other communities might think about tiylng some­
thing Slmillar.

"They (West Bay) entered into an 
order com1nlttlng to doeveiythlngwe 
Want for remedlatlon of all the sites," 
Boyd said. 

This includes purging groundwa­
ter and purifying soil contai1il1iated 
by toxic chemicals Induding the car­
cinogen benzene, an Ingredient of oU 
and gas. These che1nlcalis were In wa­
ter leaking from a dehydrator at the 
Well sites. .After the deanup, the well 
sites will be monitored for atiywhere 
fixml one to ftvc years by the DNR 

Each oil well Is entered as a sepa­
rate consent order with the state's 
supervisor of Wells. Some have con­
tinued ptunplng oil, while others are 
not operatloilal. 

If West Bay does not meet the 
terms of the co11sent agreement, the 
oU company could be added to the 
non-compliance list again, Boyd 
said, but this time SOMOCO would 
Join them there. 

When processlnga new permit ap­
plication, the DNR does not run a 
check on an oU compatty to see If lt 
shares corporate olDceis with com­
panies who are not eligible for per­
mits, Boyd said In December, but 
was planillng to draft new rules to re­

quest this. 
These changes will not happen 

soon, she ejqjlalned Thursday. Be­
cause of funding cuthiacks, the State 
Department of Commerce Is now 
charging the DNR for corporate re-
coid checks. 

"Ifs going to be quite an effort to 
do," Boyd said. 

Permits for new wells were with­
held from West Bay under the the 
proWslons of Public Act 61 of 1939, 
the Mkhigan Oil and Gas Regula­
tions.

Vries, at an April 16 Novl Zoning 

Board of Appeals meetl11g. said the 
dehydrator issue was started by the 
DNR "ln what some believe to be a 
publicity ploy." 

Coming to an agreement With the 
DNR took six years, DeVrles said, 
due to disagreements over the level of 
purging necessaiy to dean up the 
site. 

Benzene levels at the well sites 
range &om 7.100 to 14,000 parts per 
billion. The Environmental Protec­
tion Agency standards are 5 parts per 
billion. West Bay took excepUon of 
the DNRs request for 1 part per bil­
lion, DeVrles said. But the consent 
agreement contains this 1-part-per-
bllllon benzene requirement. 

"They let a couple ofblg compa111es 
off the hook. The people they could 
musde they presented with a con­
sent order to sign Which in my opin­
ion Was unacceptable," he said. 

Boyd disagreed with this. 
^ "We had slgf1ificant contan1i11a-
tion on each of the sites. The public 
impact was minimal because there 
were no people in the area." she said.

"In Burgunfly, We 
produce archetypical Wines Which 1nust remain 
true to their predetermined type." 

HoWcVcr. In Oregon. DrouhUl is free to accept 
the technical dlfBctdtles of growing plnot nolr, the 
Wine Wo1id's most challenging grape. 

Drouhln recently introduced the 1988 Domaine 
Drouhln Ofegon Plnot Nolr produced by his 
daughter, wlnemaker Veronique. .About 1,500 
cases are available nationally. 

"Our goal Is to i11ake a Wine as elegant as our 
BurguincSes." Drouhln maintains. "But it must also 
demonstrate the spedal traits of an Oregon WitK 
just as Clos des Mouches is recognizable as a Pre-
micr C m from the Cote de Beaune." 

In 1961, wiKfi DiDuhin visited Oregon for the 
first time, he discovered the potential of growing 
pinot nrtr under diderent conditions fhml its origi­
nal Burgiuxly home. The initial appeal was height­
ened in 1979, »*1en Drouhln tasted the 1975 
Eyrie Vinqrard Plnot Nolr Reserve. Later that year,

; Drowihin's 1959 Chambolle-Muslgiy won a re­

CiMiently, 27 acres are planted. Additional plots 
will be put under vines on an anniral basis.

Home-grown rnushrooms 
R e s t a u r a n t e u r h a r v e s t s f u n g u s a m o n g u s

Legend has It that if you find a four-leaf 
clover In a field, it will bring good luck. 

When Steve Roraanek, owner of the 
Home Sweet Home restaiurant in Novl, was 
wandering in the fields of his new hone in 
Livingston County, he came aoDss a mu­
shroom. Actually several thousand mu­
shrooms. .And as luck would have it they 
happened to be one of the hottest food 
items ln the country — shiitake 
mushrooms. 

"1 was looking for some real estate to in­
vest In," Romanek says. "On the property, 
there were all these logs with mushrooms 
growing on them. I had no kiea what kind 
diey were. Lo and behokl the logs! pro­
duced shiitakeij." 

Scattered in the various hollpws and 
gullies of his property were some 40,000 
logs. In Romanck's flrst year as a shiitake 
farmer, he harvested some 22,000 pounds 
of mushrooms. 

"And that's nowhere near our capacity," 
he says. 

The process for growir1g shiitake mu­
shrooms is still done the same way it has 
been done in Japan for centuries. It's 
simple, yet vely labor Intensive. Romanek 
often needs several people to help do what 
really is "dirty work." 

Biologically speaking, the mushrooms 
grow from spores. Holes are drilled at sev­
eral points in the log, a11d the spores are 
placed in the holes. 

"It must be done in the winter when ev­
erything Is dormant, and no filngus has 
been able to take over the tree when ifs 
freshly cut down," says Romanek 

In the spring, the logs need to be 
thumped to agitate the spores, and start 
them growing. But when they do. watch 
out. Uce something out of a Japanese 
monster movie, the mushroom spores will 
grow throughout the trunk of the log in 
tendril-like fingers, literally taking it over. 

"When they break out, thw come right 
through the wood and the bark, every­
where," Romanek says. "Not Just where 
youVe drilled the holes. They come in dus­
ters of 15-20 at a time. It really is amazing 

Romanek also points out that Michi­
gan's climate Is similar to that of the mu­
shrooms' native Korea. 

"You usual^ have to keep sprinkllilg 
them with overhead water," he says. They 
like it best when it's in the 70s and 
overcast 

•People in Floilda have been doing l t 
but in Michigan it is almost ideal, too. Ihe 
way the weather changes and the way it 
rains, sometimes we don't see the sun for 
two or three days." 

Once the shUtakes are harvested, it 
takes 37 days for another generation to ar­
rive. Thqr grow to full matiulty in seven 
days. The logs, usually birch, can be 
reused for seven years. 

Romanek's crop of shiitake mushrooms 
is probably uillike what you are used to 
buying in the market T h ^ are, in a word, 
huge. 

Romanek demonstrates his unique 
strain by taking one bom a case in the 
Home Sweet Home cooler. As In preparing 
all shiitakes, the woody stem is discarded. 
The cap that Is left is the size of the averagrf 
hamburger patty. He slices It open to re­
veal a pristine white cross section nearly a 
half-Inch thick 

"They're really thick and meaty," says 
Romanek. "Latety the trend is that the peo­
ple want the big ones. In Europe, they grill 
one, and serve it as a huge appetizer. 

"We cut and skewer them, ai1d cook 
them in a liquid to flavor them. Then we 
grill them with some Dijon mustard." 

The liquid can also be reserved as the 
base for a cream soup, and some chopped 
shiitakes added to make a veiy poptllar 
shiitake mushroom soup. 

Though the appetizer is equaUy popu­
lar, the farm yields far more shiitakes than 
Home Sweet Home could ever use. As a re­
sult Romanekwholesales them tojilst ab­
out arty restauranteirr that wants them. 
Among his high-profile customers is the 

Golden Milshroom in Southfleld. The only 
grocer currently bitying from Romanek Is 
the Shopping Center Market In West 
Bloomfield, though others are llkety to 
follow.

' oyster is. Even hundreds of miles from the 
'Dccan fresh oysters <MI the half shell are 
reminiscent of the sea. You can see, smell 
and taste the saltwater. 

Oysters are members of the moUusk 
family. Mollusks have shells dMded into 
two halves, or two vahres. Thty have a 
strong muscle that keeps the shell shut 
protecting them from predators, indudiilg 
maiL If you have ever tried to shuck an 
oyster you're well aware of the strength 
and concentraticKl required to open the 
shell. 

Oysters prefer brackish, or salty. Water 
and VNt in bays or coves where uie cur­
rents provide tlMlr food. Each day 100 gal-
bns df water are pumped in and out (tf an 
oyster bringing nourlshmentln Uie form of 
plankton and tliiy larvae. Oysters mtist 
live ln moving water to remain healthy. 

Oysters have beoi revered throughout! 
hiatoly by andent Roolans, Amertean 
Indians and early settlers, William 
Shakespeare aild millions nowadays. 
Unfortunatefy they are suffering basn (Us-

ease, pollution and over-harvesting by the 
same ones that love their unequaled fla­
vor. Man and hls environment are the oys­
ter's worst enemy. The plankton that oys­
ters feed on are sometimes tainted, and an 
oyster weakened by poUution is suscepti­
ble to disease. Hepatitis is an example, a 
frightening one, as it Ls undetectable fay 
smell or îght. 

A good rule of thumb is to purchase oys­
ters from reputable soiuces. Oysters are 
generally sold acondtng to their size, 
small, medium or laige. The sheUs should 
be tightly dosed and when shucked smell 
of the sea, fresh and salty. A spoiled cyster 
will be quite apparent to the nose. 

Oysters shoidd be stored in a cool place, 
45 degrees, covered with a damp kitchen 
towel or paper towels. Neverplace in water 
(»- in an airti^t container as they will die 
from lack of air. A fresh oyster has shelf life 
of7-10day8. Ifpurchaslng oysters already 
shucked be certain the Uqucx- is dear, not 
nliUty. 

Clean the shells With a brush under 
clean runniilg water. I Uke to do this before 

storing the oysters so they are ready to 
shuck on demand. 

There are mai1y ways to shuck an oyster 
but a tried and true method is as foUows: 
Scrub cyster free of grit wear heavy-duty 
rubber gkives to protect your hands from 
the r o u ^ shells. Hold the oyster in your 
hand, large skle of the shell down, and find 
the hinged part of the oyster, the narrow 
end. Soflty work the oyster knife into the 
hinge with a rocking motion. Then firmly 
twist the knife back and forth to open the 
sheU. Once open, sUde the knife across the 
tq> to cut the adductor musde. Discard 
the top sheU and serve. 

If there is a k)t of grit present from open­
ing the sheU, rinse the oyster is salted 
water, not fresh, to pleserve the flavor. The 
oyster "juloe" or Uquor is Uke honey. To 
save lt shuck the oysters over a dish or 
pan and strain the juice throu^ a coffee 
filter to rid it <tf grit 

Oysters are easy to serve. They may be 
presented fresh on the half shell with a 
garnish of horseradish, tabasco and 
lemon, in stews, chowders, baked, broiled. 

fried. With cheese, tiacoa spinach and In a 
stufiing for pouluy. To retain the delicate 
flavor of oysters never cook too long, just 
enou^ to heat them through. There is 
quite a tendenqr to overcook oysters. 
Remove oysters from the heat as soon as 
the edges begin to cvui. 

There are marty myths that surroimd 
oysters. 

Do oysters contain peaiis? No. Another 
mollusk that resembles the mussel briilgs 
us pearls. 

Are oysters to be eaten o11fy ln the "R" 
months? No. Oysters may be eaten year-
round because of today's refrigerated 
trailsport. 

Are oysters an aphrodisiac? Maybe, as 
they coiltaln phosphon1s. iroa copper 
and iodine, substances believed to 
enhance lovemaking. Maybe you'll have to 
cat some to prove or disprove this theoty.

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Try fish bouillon 
as a sauce base

Tonight, perhaps half of the well-
heeled dlners at Le Bemardin, NeW 
York'8 revered seafood restauiant. 
Will dlne on fish ln a simple, clear 
broth. And they'll feel pampered, pri­
vileged and terribly au (xiurant. 

Yet, l.e Bemardin chef/o«mer Glll-
bert LeCoze Isn't about to take credit 
for creating a new style of sauce. 

"i did lt lOyears In Paris," the out­
spoken Frenchmen says during a 
break from cooking. "All our grand­
mothers in Brlttaiiy did It. There's 
nothing new about fish a la rvsge 
(poached In aromatic bouillon], but 
suddenly cveiybody Is discovering 
lt." 

Nage translates literally from 
French as "swimming." The classic 
dish consists of fish or shellfish 
cooked and served in a Vegetable-
and heib-scented broth. Sometimes 
the broth Is finished With a sWIrl of 
butter or freshly minced herbs. 

According to Eberhard Mueller, L.e 
Bemardin's executive chef, the con­
cept is In perfect syiK With the dining 
>ublic'8 Increased Interest In light, 
1ealth&I foods and natural, un­
masked flavors. 

"BouUlons are Veiy popular. Peo­
ple are ahvays lookl11g for lighter 
foods." Mueller says. 

One of the most popular items on 
Le Bernardin's menu is sea scallops 
poached In a chlve-flecked bouillon. 

"We cook the bouillon for one or 
two hours," says LeCoze. "The scal­
lops are cooked In 30 seconds." 

To prepare the dish LeCoze simply 
places scallop slices In a hot soup 
plate, ladles some bouillon into the 
plate, and places It In a hot oven for 
30 seconds. 

'If the fish is sliced thin enough, 
Veiy hot bouillon alone Is enough to 
cook It.-

The result is butte1y morsels of 
fish, its delicate flavor enhanced by 
the fresh herbs. 

Maiiy fish can be prepared the 

same way. 
At Le Bernardln. Mack bass Is 

poached In fish stock and served with 
the stock, a bit ofherb-scented bouil­
lon and thinly sliced zucchini. 
• Salmon, halibut, shrimp and 
black bass are served together In a 
bouillon brightened with firsh tasl'i. 

John Dory ln coriander bouillon 
was one of the signature Items of the 
original Le BerrlMxilnopened by LeC­
oze and his sister, Maguy, In Paris 18 
years ago. fThey closed the Paris Le 
Bemardin When the New York re­
staurant became an overnight sue-
cess in 1986.) 

1he dish was really a fantastic 
success," LeCoze says with charac-
tertstlc enthusiasm and pronounced 
accent. 

The grandmas In Brittany stuck 
pretty much with the classic 
vcgetable-and-water bouillons. To­
day's chefs are more Inspired. 

"It's really a question of What We 
Want to do next," says LeCoze of the 
creations he and Mueller dream up. 
Tommornw We may have another 
Idea of a boufllon With a diflerent per­
fume. Sometimes, to give some ele­
gance to the dish, we add a bit offish 
stock; sometimes some White wine; 
sometimes a touch of tomato. There 
are many, many posslbflitles." 

COURT-BOUILLON (Nage) 
2 medium carrots, sliced Into thin 

rounds 
1 cup onion, finely sliced 
4 shallots, chopped 
1 clove garlic, cmshed 
1 sprig fresh t l ^ e 
A bay leaf

Yields about 1 A cups. 

Place vegetables and herbs In 
saucepan; season with salt and pep­
