Completion of an Investigation
into the fatal shooting of a Westland
man duringa fafled drug bust at the
Northville Township Meljer store on
April 18 has been delayed.

MichiganState Police Lt. Richard
Duthler said detectives had hoped
to complete the Investigation late
last week. But, he said Friday,
und, balllstic and narcotic
reports all needed to be finalized
before the Investigation could be

-completed.

“Our tnvestigation s just about

‘complete,” Duthler sald. “Realisti-

wﬂy we are looking at, maybe,
Ronald J. Melnyk, 33, of West-

land, died after being shot by offic-
ers from the Oakland County Nar-
cotics Enforcement Team (NET).

his report.

NET officers were unable to

determine how long and the
amount of cocaine Melnyk was
delivering in the cily before the
shooting, McAllen said. She did say
that undercover NET officers had
purchased two ounces of cocaine
three separate times in the last two
months from Melnyk,

The asphalt suggested for the rcadwork by
city engineers is Multigrade Asphalt Cement, a
new product which they say has greater flexiblity
to accomodate unstable sofl conditions through-

out the city.

The biggest proposed design
change was on Eleven Mile from
Wixom Road to Taft Road. The origl-
nal 24 feet of concrete with curb
and gutter may be switched to 38
feet of asphalt and ditches from
Wixom to Beck Road and 36 feet
with curb and gutter from there to
TaRt. From Taft Road to Clark
Street, Eleven Mile will be paved but
remain 24 feet due to the proximity
of houses to the street. .

An additional 172 trees will be
lost with this proposed design. The
project will cost $2.828 million, a
savings of -$362,000. ‘

Charges against Melnyk woukd have been made
for the three purchases, McAllen said. She added
that warrants were authorized, but were unsigned
at the time of the shooting.

McAllen said officers did execute search war-
rants at Melnyk’s apartment and at a Dearbomn
Heights party store.

Arrested at the apartment waa Nabeel Mashnl,
who is described as an “associate™ of Melnyk's,

McAllen said. Mashniis also the owner of the party
store, she sakd.

Atotal of 38 packets, containing one-eighth ofa
gram of cocaine each, were seized at the party
store, McAllen said. She sald Mashn] was charged
In Dearborn and ls awaiting pretrial.

The Novi High School band was cri-
tcized at a recent school board meeting
as being too focused on winning compet-
itions, The program should be more fo-
cused on educating students about
music, ane parent said, who took issue
with a requirement that all music stu-
dents be a part of the marching band.
And she managed to convince a few
school board members.

- While we see the importance of en-
couraging the excellence demonstrated
by the Novi High School band, we feel an
alternative should be available for those
students who do not want to make such
a major commitment to the marching
band, but who are still interested in
learmning music,

We do endorse the {dea that com-
petitions and before-school practices
have educational value. In fact, musi-
dans trudging around the high school
parking lot in the wee hours of the mom-
ing are recefving the same type of educa-
tion as football players who can be found

| roliing around in the mud after school.

The lesson being that you have to work
for the things you want most in life.

However, the problem with the
marching band program is it i3 not ex-
actly an extra-curricular activity like
football, and it is not exactly a regular
class. Students are “strongly encour-
aged” to attend summer, after-school
and weekend events, Thelr grades are
not hurt if they are forced to miss these
events, the band director said. But they
feel like their grade will be hurt if they
miss something, a band-mother
countered.

1:apped student ever show an interest in
mus.c, he or she would be out of luck, as
one board member pointed out. How
could a student in a wheelchair be ex-
pected to march around a football fleld
while playing an instrument, one
wonders?

Abeginning music class ts the only
option for student-musicians who donot
want to participate in the marching
band. And a beginning class is not much
of an option for an experlenced musician
whosimply could not the marching band
into his or her schedule.

Though the school has yet to be
faced with a wheelchalr-bound band
mernber, it 1s not an issue that can be ig-
nored forever, Board President Robert
Schram said the problem in Novi is that
kids have too many options. However, in
this case we feel the options are to few.
Before the music program Is expanded to
include a speclalty in stringed instru-
ments — as has been proposed in the
school budget for next year — perhaps
expanding the current program should
be considered.

‘Ya gotta have art’

X Gov. John Engler's axe wielding
on arts grants was seen as “mean spir-
ited” by some, it certainly raised a fair
question, one worth giving some thought
to — exactly how much support should
the government be giving to the arts?

It is probably an argument that will
never be resclved, Some would contend
that since artistic endeavors so often are
not money-making propositions but do
contribute to society by defining and ex-
panding our culture that the govern-
ment ought to support the arts, and sup-
port them well. Others might just point
out that the arts is not the government’s
top priority, and therefore at times that
support may have to be set aside. Engler
apparently belleves that time is now.

So it was especially pleasing to see
that the Detroit Institute of Arts had a
brainstorm for a way to raise money out-
side the government grant process, The
DIA has announced it will open a satel-
lite to its gift shop in the Twelve Oaks

Mallin Novi and may open anotherin the
Somerset Mall in Troy.

Now, the satellite is not likely to
make the DIA a self-supporting institu-
tion, nor1is it likely to solve all of the DIA's
funding problems. In fact, the DIA had
been planning to open these satellites
evenn before the state budget cuts
occurred. And then the DIA suffered a
$16 million loss when state grants were
cut, 58 percent of its operations budget.
The new shop won't be a total solution
since the DIA's original gift shop turns a
profit of anly about $250,000 per year.

Still, by boosting its income
through an idea like satellite shops,
whatever the amount that tactic can pro-
duce, it will reduce its dependence on
govemnment grants. That means such an
important cultural institution will be
less susceptible to the ups and downs of
the economy and will be more directly
supported by those who enjoy and ap-

preciate art.

Itwas back in the 1952 when he was working as a repor-
ter for the now-defunct Grand Rapids Herald. Because of
staff shortages, Bob was pressed into duty to serve as a
photogapher. And one of his most memorable assign-
ments was to take pictures of a Labor Day speech by Adlai
Stevenson, who was then running against Dwight David
Eisenhower for the office of President of the United States.

That's OK,
oo, because these are the wines of Michele
Chiarlo.

The Arm of Granduca was founded in 1956 by
Chiarlo, the son of seven generations of esteemed
grape growers. To celebrate 35 years of winemak-
ing dedication, the name of the winery has been
changed to Michele Chiarlo, reflecting the
producer's personal pride In presenting top-quality
wines,

“It has always been my philosophy and overrid-
ing passion to rigorously select grapes from the
most reputable growers in the most-favored viney-
ard areas,” Chiarlo sald. “For our estate vineyards,
only hillside Jocations with unique solls and
wmicroclimates have been chosen.”

The Cerequic vineyards in Barolo have long
been renowned for their exceptional wines. Here,
Chiarlo awns the Antico Podere Avermme, one of
the finest nebbiolo vineyards for Barolo produc-
tion. To ensure excellence at the time of harvest,

the estate Cannubl vineyard, with its 38 to 50
percent grade, has been terraced at major capital
investment. Previously, this vineyard was painstak-
ingly farmed by hand labor,

*If there {s a single finest vineyard in Barolo,
and the consensus is that there is, that vineyard
Is Cannubi,” said the Itallan wine authority Shel-
t‘:l‘(’)n Wasserman in his book ltaly's Noble Red

nes.

In the vineyard, Chiarlo practices severe prun-
ing during the winter dormant period and cluster
thinning in mid-summer to limit the crop, and
uses organic fertilizers.

Because Chiario sources grapes throughout the
Pledmont reglon, he operates winerles in three dif-
ferent locations to ensure that the harvested
grapes reach the processing location in the shor-
test time possible. Once at the winery, the grapes
are crushed and pressed, In the case of white var-
fetals, Temperature-controlled fermentation with
natural yeast is used for both red and white

grapes.

Although Gluliano Bugialll doesn’t wear
chef's whites or a high, white pleated toque
on his head, this Italian cocking teacher s
.serfous about his mission.

In his classes on pasta making {and
other regional italian dishes), there are no
wimpy textbook explanations for him, In-
stead, flour covers the counter, Flour cov-
ers the floor and {t even speckles Bugiall's
polished black leather loafers,

He shuns electric machines and
instead works with his hands and hand-
operated kitchen aids. He kneads with
both hands, using experienced strokes, It
looks like hard work, but it alse looks like
fun. .

There is something relaxed about this
sophisticated Italian, himself dusted with
flour, And there i1s something informal ab-
out the way he cooks, yet the results are
highly complex and refined.

Bugtall! kmows pasta can be made in a
food processor — but not in his classes.
And he won't use an electric pasta maker,

elther, preferring to roll it out by hand. {In

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his Florence classes, students make pasta
every moming — by hand)

Buglalli also corrects a popular notion
thatItalians add cheese toevery pasta dish
they serve.

“Cheese, graled or sliced very thin, Is of-
ten added to pasta before serving, but it is
used much less often than people think.

“Generally, cheese is not used with fish,
game or mushroom sauces (there are some
exceptions}, and rarely in dishes with hot
red pepper.

“On many other dishes, cheese should
not be sprinkled mindlessly, since they are
betterwithout it and they melt into an un-
appealing sameness,” Buglalli continues,

Bugtall! is not against Americans using
cotnmerclal dried pasta. Indeed, one ofhls
cookbooks, the lavishly fllustrated “Bu-
glalli on Pasta” (Simon & Schuster], in-
cludes recipes for a varlety of regional spe-
clalities using dried pasta. {He prefers
those imported from ltaly.)

Buglaili has emerged as the leading ex-
ponent of itallan cooking in this country.
with a handful of cookbooks to his credit.
He has become a trans-Atlantlc commu-

ter, dividing his year between cooking
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Making it at home

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schools In his native Florence and New
York City. InNew York, his classes are held
in his townhouse, where he has two teach-

ing kitchens, including one with a brick
oven and fireplace for cookdng. He also
crisscrosses the United States giving
classes,

Here are Bugtalll's basic techniques for
making fresh pasta. The pasta dough, he
says, will go through these stages: First, it
will be a thin batter, then a thick batter
and, finally, a dough.

® Place flour in a mound on a pasta
board er smooth surface such as Itatian
marble or granite,

“Whatever you do, don't use Formica,"
Bugialli scolds. "It doesn't breathe, so the
pasta sticks.”

® Use a fork to make a well in center of
flour.

® Put eggs and other ingredients specl-
fled in the recipe, such as flavorings, inthe
well. (Buglallt uses extra-large eggs: if you
domr't, add an extra one.)

@ Withafork, mix together the eggs and
other ingredients.

® Then begin to incorporate the flour
from the lower part, pushing it under the

dough that s forming to keep it from stick-
ing to the board.

Don't useyourhands to mix Ingredients
at this point, Buglalli says. Remove pleces
of the dough attached to the fork.

® Put the pleces of dough together with
your hands,

® Scrape the board with a pastry
scraper, gathering together all the unin-
corporated flour as well as the pleces of
dough coated with flour.

® Place this flour with the pieces of
dough In a slfter. Resting the sifter on the
board and using one hand, “clean” the
flour by moving the sifter back and forth,

The globules of dough will remain in the
sifter screen and will not filter through,
Discard them because, being already
coated with flour, they will not integrate
into the wet dough and will cause lumps
that malke holes when the dough is

stretched,

® Start kneading the dough, using the
palm of the hand and folding the dough
over with the other hand, absorbing the
leftover flour from the board. De not

Eggs are our most misunderstood food

. Asayoungchiid one ol my fondest memo-
ries was spending time with my grandpa-
renta. Three out of four grandparents were
excellent cooks.

My grandfather Smith didn't cock but
truly cnjuycd eating. When we lived in Buf-
falo T would often spend weekends at the
Smith house, Later, after moving to North-
ville, school and summer vacations were the
times spent with them.

The days were lelsurely, reading, napping,
eating. Three squares a day and then some.
Breakfast was always the same. Two soft-
bolled eggs, toast with butter, grapefrutt,
juice and cereal.

This meal had been ritual for 75 years. My

dfather's mother cooked the same
reakfast when he was a youngster. Theonly
thing that ever changed was hot versus cold
cereal and the variety of toast and jams,
Lumhwasoﬂenafﬂedcggsandmdmrtwo

My grandfather was extremely weight con-
scious. Never, never did lie go over the re-
commended weight charts. As a colonel in
the army for three wars he was versed in re-
straint and self-control.

% He died in 1977 at the age of 92 aftera
shortiliness. I remember everyone marveling
st how he ate two eggs or more a day, butter,
mitk, cream and ice cream and that he ltved

to be healthy and old. Today, all we hearis to
avoid becuase of the negative effects
theywrought. Could it be, maybe, that it fan't
theeggs butallthe other garbage we load into
our systems?

Let's consider nutrient density. Nutrient
density is a way of evaluating the nutritional
quality of a food by comparing the amounts
of nutrients it contains against the number
of calories it provides,

For an example, a glass of milk contains

160 calories plus signifigant amounts of pro- -

tein, calcium, riboflavin and other nutrients.
By comparison, an alcoholic drink, contain-.
ing the same amount of calories is virtually
devold of any essentlal nutrients. -
Thus, the milk is “nutrient-dense™ while
the alechol 19 not. We each have a "calorie-

budget™ for each day. The food choices we.

make as we “spend” this budget must supply

- putrients as well as fuel. The trick is to

choose foods Jow in calories but high Innutrd-

ents before using up your allotment of’

calories.
This situation presents a "Catch-22" di-
lemma for modern people: eat more food and

you risk obesity, eat le=sa and you risk nutri-

tional deficits! Thus the foods eaten must be
more nutrient dense.
Enter the egg.

The egg 1s one of nature’s better nutri-
tiona) efforts, designed as a total life support
system for the developing chick. One serving
of two large eggs provides 160 calories and 9
percent of the daily requirement for protein,
vitamin A, riboflavin, {ron, vitamin D and
phosphorous needed by the average woman.

It provides this using less than 10 percent
of the daily calorc requirement. Thus, eggs
are & nuirient-dense food, a good nutritional
bargain,

Eggs are unique in that they contain a ba-
lanced distribution of nearly every nuirient
known to be essential to humans. Eggs con-
tain all recommended dietary aliowances
(“RDA") except vitamin C and niacin, As a
source of high quality protein eggs cannot be
beat. There are elght essential amino acids —
or “building blocks” of protein that cannot be
manufactured by the body.

Foods that contain all eight are called
complete proteins. Eggs, like other animal
products, fall into this category. The pattern
of essential amino acids in the egg is so ideal

' that 1t has been used for years as the stan-

dard against which other protein foods are

. Judged.

An egg contains all of ils fat (6 grams) and

- cholesterol (265 milligrams) in the yolk, This

is where most other nutrients are found also.

Remove the yolk and you serfously alter the
protein and nutrient content the egg has to
offer.

There are three different types of fat in the
yolk: polyunsaturated (1 g.), monounsatur-
ated (3 ). and saturated (2 g). Because high
blood cholesterol has been identified as a
risk factor for heart disease, dietary fats and
dietary cholesterol have been under inten-
stve study to find out whether and how they
influence blood cholesterol. It has been
learned that saturated fats can rafse blood
cholesterol in some people, while dietary
cholesterol does not scem to have a consis-
tent effect on blood cholesterol.

On the other hand, there is evidence that
polyunsaturated fats and perhaps monoun-
saturated fats may lower blood cholesterol.
Research is inconclusive on the effect of
cholesterol present in eggs in relation to
blowd cholesterol. Some people show higher
blood cholesterol with a high egg diet while
others shownot effect and in some cases low-
ered blood cholesterol,

Finally, eggs are a bargain when it comes
to the food budget. By government regula-
tion, one dazen large eggs must weigh 1 '
pounds. Therefore it is easy to figure the cost
per pound. Even at the high price of $1.20
per dazen eggs cost 4 mere $.90 a pound.

Next in line for protein economy {s beef liver

followed by peanut butter. Thus the egg is
one of the least expensive of the high-quality
animal proteins.
