was strongly encouraged but not
required.”

" Thornlon objected toa written reg-
ulation that says “missing a perfor-
mance without prior notice and for a
valid reason may result in a failing
grade for that markdng period.”

Thorton asked, “When may It, and
when may It not? She referred to a
letter from Straln to a parent dated
Novemnber 2, 1990. The letter said
due to an unexcused absence from a
performance their child would fall
the marking period.

Thornton did not give the board a
copy of a follow-up letter sent to the
same parents three days later on
November 5, 1990.

The letter, which was obtained by
the Novi News, says lhe student's
grade was changed from a failing
gragc back to the student's original B
grade.

‘I am convinced {hat the circum-
stances were beyond (the student's)
control and it would be unreasonable
to expect (Lthe student) io have been
pursuasive enough to prevall in his
attempt to be allowed to perform
. . " the second letter says.

The student was kept home from
the performance by a parent, and the
absence was considered unexcused
because nelther the student nor the
parent notified the schoo!l ahead of
time, Strain said.

The difference between an ex-
cused and an unexcued absence Is
what Straln said was most important
in this case.

Absences [n the band are excused
following basically the same guide-
lines the Board of Education uses in
excusing absences from school,
Strain safd, but notifying the band
director in advance is almost always
necessary,

Thomton's memo to board mem-
bers sald other excuses need to be
considered for after-school and
weekend activitles like famlly re-
sponslbllities, restrictions Imposed
by parents or bad grades.

She suggested a minimum stan-
dard for grades be set for students in-
volved In after school band activities
similar to the standards set for stu-
dents involved In after school sports.
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The band director has the final say
In excusing an absence, which
Thomton says leads to “arbitrary”
decisions.

Strain sald special considerations
are made in excusing students who
miss activities alter school

Maintaining sirict attendance re-
quirements i{s important, but often
hard to explain, he said.

‘It 1s very difficull to explain to
someone who has not been involved
in a similar activity the dynamics of
loyalty, cormunittment and Intensity
realized in a family such as a fine
band.” Strain said.

“On occasion a new student, or
more often, a parent of a new student
is sceptical and confused by the de-
gree of committment and sense of re-
sponsibility required.”

Thomlon's memo sald she had
other "serlous concermns” about the
band's written rules and regulations.

Board President sald many of the
objections were based on semantics.

Thomton objected to the goal of

the music deparment that "is todeve- -

lop bands which perform at the high-
est possible level .. .~

She sald the primary goal should
be to do more than perform at the
highest possible level,

Strain sajd the band also teaches
committment, confidence, responsi-
bility, a desire to succeed, and a love
for and understanding of musle.

Seeinga transformation in a must-
clan new to high school music Is
more of a “joy" than all of the tro-
phies, honors and high ratings re-
celved by the band, Strain said.

Thornton said she is concerned as
a board member, parent and com-
munity member with what she calls
inconsistencies inband rules and ac-
tual practices.

She said It Is her responsibility to
bring the Issues up, but not to say
what specifically should be done to
resolve the issues,

“It's not my place to come in and
say this is what you should do,” she
said. "My concern {s looking at the
band program and areas that need to
be strengthened.”

Superintendent Robert Piwko sald
the administration will try torespond
to Thornton's concern “as quickly as
possible.”

The Novi City Council has made a

long-standing practice of avoiding going
over the truth-in-taxation imitations on

property taxes.

And for the most part, the city
shouldn't have to. The state truth-in-
taxation law forces a rollback of millage
rates so that the municipality receives no
more in revenues than the year before.
But the formula applies only to existing
buildings. And the growth of Novi, one of
the most rapidly developing cities in the
region, should take care of any inflation-
ary cost increases the city is likely to see
from year to year.

The sole exception to that rule this
year is the city's library fund, The library
board is asking to exceed the truth-in-
taxation mandated levy of .8016 mills,
going over that amount by a little more
than 5 percent.

Millage rates and assessments
aside, what it comes out toisjust over $2

per year for the owner of a $100,000
home. Not exactly geoing to break the
bank account,

The mainreason for the addition is
that the libraty board wants to com-
puterize its card catalogue system and
bring in some other up-to-date equip-
ment, Atthe same time, the ibrary board
toesn't want to sacrlﬁce its book buying
budget.

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Getting off the
beaten path in
wine country

Learning about wine at the source makes an im-
pression that is hard to forget. With the prohibitive cost
of European travel, a Calffornia wine-country trip may
be a sensible travel altemative.

Flying to either San Francisco or Oakland will put
youwithinan hour's drive of Napa Valley. Napa {s beau-
tifulalmost any time of the year, but {t s becominga bu-
sler place tavisit. Traveling in off-season s best, but not
everyone can plan his or her Ume that well,

In addition to more tourists each year, Napa Valley
features bed and breakfasts, hot atr balloons, gourmet
restaurants, a wine train and nearly 200 wineries, All
this is packed Into a valley that s only 30 miles long and
five miles wide.

If you would like to take a trip back In time and geta
peck at what life used to be like in this old farming com-
munity, we suggest a visit to Vilia Mt. Eden winery. Es-
tablished in 1881, Villa Mt. Eden is Napa Valley’s 11th
bonded winery and still produces only 16,000 cases of
wine annually,

It s off the highway, almoat hidden from view, at the
end of a curving gravel drive that takes you back 30
years. The cluster of small, white, frame bulldings, com-
plete with old water towers, offer a sense of history and a
reminder that farming existed here long before indoor
plumbing.

This land originally belonged to Mexican Gen. M.G.
Vallejo and then George Yount, a viticultural ploneer in
Napa Valley's early years, after Califomia gained
statehood.

You wili not have to battie the tourist crowds here,
Take a deep breath of fresh air and enjoy lunch with a
chilled bottle of Villa Mt, Eden Chenin Blanc ($8.50) at
the picniic tables right next to the vineyards. Other Villa
Mt. Eden wines available locally include the 1985
Cabemet Sauvignon ($15), 1989 Chardonnay ($14)and
1988 (red) Zinfandel ($11.75).

Afier lunch, take a drive north on the Silverado Trail
to Conn Creek Winery. The Silverado Trall runs along
the foothills of the A&a Mountains on the east side of
Napa Valley, parallel to Highway 29, Napa's crowded
main artery. The traffic is light because most of the
winerles are small and do not cater to large crowds,

Conn Creek Winery isat the Junction of the Stiverado
Trail and Conn Crgek Road (Highway 128), Winemaker

the shanks and balke them with white beans
and a aprig of msemary for an incredible yet
casy and reasonable meal. A bit of pre-
planning is important as the beans need to
be soaked overnight.

Or, rub new potatoes with chopped sage
and rosemary mixed with a bit of olive oil and
bake until tender. And, let’s not forget theea-
stest condiment of all, flavored oils. Stmply
pour alive oll over rosemary sprigs and allow
tosit for several days.

Both rosemary and sage are easy o grow,
given the right conditions. They flourish well
in ground where temperatures do not drop
below zero for any length of time.

It will put up with shade for part of the
day but requires more water and richer soil.
‘The most common garden sage grows two to

May is Michigan merel month.

It may be a tongue-twister, but
Apri! showers and warm tempera-
tures bring on Michigan's lusclous
more]l mushroom crop.

Although last year's harvest was
not as good as previous years be-
cause ofa dry April, mushiroom hun-
ters are hopeful that this season will
preduce an azbundant supply of
morels. And so are tourism officlals,
since a good more! crop brings in
thousands of visitors.

“About hall a million people resid-
ingin and out of the state head forthe
Michigan north each year to hunt
mushrooms,” says Peler Erickson,
AAAMichigan Club Services director.
"Hotel rooms, restaurants and shops
all beniefit from morel fever.”

Many folks with morel-mania, es-
pecially from Ohio and Indiana, also
stay overnight in Michigan camp-
grounds In their search for the elu-
stve morel.

Black morels surface first, usually
in late April or early May. White
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Morel hunters come out this month

morels frult about a week later, fol-
lowed by giant morels.

Mushroom-hunters say the best
spot to find morels is in the upper half
of the Lower Peninsula, In woods
near the base of hardwood trees and
in hilly areas.

Experts advise the most important
point to know about morel hunting is
how to recognize false morels which
could be polsonous. Inexperienced
pickers should hunt with a know-
ledgeable gulde,

When morel hunting, wear com-

fortahle, long-sleeved shirts and long
pants to avold insect bites artd poi-
sonous plants. Bring a paring knifeto
cut morel stems and a paper sack or
basket to carry the mushrooms. It's
also a good idea to bring a compass if
hunting in unfamiliar territory.

Erickson added that morel hunt-
ing can be cheaper than purchasing
the savory mushroom, sincea pound
will average anywhere between $8
and $18 this season, depending on
avallabllity,

Tourlsts are encouraged to visit

one of four state festivals celebrated
during Michigan's morel season
which generally runs through May:
@ The Harrison Mushroom Festival,
May 11, will feature a mushroom-
hunting contest, arts and crafis
show, and mushroom maps and
cookbooks,

@ The highlight of Beyne Clty’s Na-
tional Mushroom Hunting Champ-
fonship, May 11-12, is a two-day
event with a camnival and various
mushroom dishes served at
restaurants.

® Mesick’s Mushroom Festival, May
10-12, offers visitors a variety of ac-
tivitles, Including a hunt, craft sale,
parade, flea market, barn dance and
mud bog (with drivers in 4-wheel-
drive vehicles racing through a deep
mud pit).

@ Lewiston's Morel Mushroom Fest-
val, May 11, will hold a contest for the
largest and most morels, arts and
crafts fair and cooking
demonstration.
