No further charges will be filed In
connection with the death of a
70-year-old patient at the Nowi Care
Center last year, according to Assis-
tant Oakland County Prosecutor

There is tnsufficlent evidence
against owners of the Care Centers
to bring further charges, he satd
this week. The Care Center has
since come under new manage-
ment, belng operated as Charter
House of Novl.

Patricia A. Foster, a former
nurse's alde at the care center, was
found innocent of one count of
harmful neglect in the July 9, 1990
choking death of Esther Tauren.
She was found innocent at a bench
trial hearing before 52-1 District
Court Judge Brian MacKenzie on
April 24.

“Foster was the only person that
we found sufficlent evidence
against to go ahead with charges,”
Campbell said.

Foster was spoon-feeding
Tauren when the patient choleed to
death, The 26-year-old was unable
to recognize that Tauren was chok-
ing and failed to administer life sav-
ing techniques, police sald.

| Recreation in Novi

going private?

The recent beam in sports such as
softball and soccer in metropolitan
Detroit has some Novi officials won-
dering if the city can meet all of its re-
sidents recreational needs.

Last month's granting of prelimin-
ary approvals for an indoor soocer

“arena In Novi could suggest a grow-
ing trend toward privatization of re-
creational facilities, they say.

According to City Manager Ed-
-ward Krewall, as Novl continues to
grow, fewer city funds will likely be
avallable for new recreational factll-
tles. He said larger portions of the
city's budgel will have to be devoted
to public safety in upcoming years,
making less money available for de-
partments lke parks and recreation.

“Additional facilities will be pd-
vate,” Kriewall said. "There just Isn't
enough money to do everything
everyone wants.”

Currently, Novl has 125 acres of
parkland and recreational facllities,
sald Dan Davis, parks and recreation
director. The city also has five park
locations as well as a four-dlamond
softball complex adjacent to the Novi
Civic Center.

*[The softball complex) is one of the
fAnest facilities in the reglon,” Davis
sajd. "We are able to cater to our res!-
dents. They are our number one
priority.”

The director sald the trend tow-
ards privatization has “aiready been
established” over the last 10 to 15

years. Davis sald, however, that bu-
sinesses are tending to “flll in the
volds™ that municipalities leave.

“The private sector has seen the
opportunity to get into the recreation
market,” he said. "I think you'll see
more of it

4
(4 (
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Traditionally, Davis said, private
businesses have always provided fa-
cilities for certain types of recreation,
such as golf and bowling. In the last
decade, he said, business has been
getting more irvolved with activitles
generally associated with
municipalitles.

Softball, for example, has moved
beyond the realm of being solely
municipally operated. Canton Town-
ship boasts one of the area’s best pri-
vately run sofiball complexes with
leagues playing almost ycar-round.

The proposed indoor soccer arena
in Novi would conduct both youth
and adull leagues in the winter
months. Davis said it's another ex-
ample of a recreational program that
has been traditionally run by
municipalitles.

Leagues operated in the soccer
arena will be a supplement to the
city’s program, he sald. The director
added that enrollment in the city's
soccer program is up over last year,

“The indoor facility will be great for
the community,” Davis sald. “But, it
won't detract from our program.”

If the soccer arena is constructed,
it would be one of several new priva-
lized recreational facilitles in the city.
Grand Slam, an indoor baseball and
basketball facllity, came to the city
within the past year.

Davis sald Novi works with bu-
sinesses that want to operate new re-
creational facilities to avoid duplica-
tion. He added that they are suppor-
tive of the private sector.

“We are apen to the Idea of them
coming In,” Davis said.

Kriewall said privatization of re-
creational factlitles in Novl is a post-
tive thing." In the past. he said, the
community has shown a lack of sup-
port for buying new parkland for
recreation. ‘

A rumored public showdown fea-
turing competing ambulance firms, a

Rumblings thal residents were
miffed over Northville Township's de-
clsion to drop Novi-based Commun-
ity Emergency Medical Services
{CEMS) in favor of Huron Valley Am-
butance (HVA) bore litle frult; only
two speakers debated the ambulance
switch at & May 9 public hearing.

Turnout was a far cry from what
township officials feared. One resi-
dent spoke on behall of a homeow-
ners assoclation and an elementary
school PTA.

The second speaker was the presi-
dent and CEO of the jllted ambulance
firm, which also provides services to
the City of Novi.

Township officials decided in April
to hold a public hearing after some
residents questioned a February de-
cision to drop CEMS, and afler a
CEMS-penned leller sent to resi-
dents blasted the move,

CEMS President Greg Beauche-
min, whose firm handled township
emergency medical transports for the
bulk of the 1980s, told the board he
came to the hearing to clear the com-

ordeal.”

Beauchemin sald township fire
department complaints that
prompted the ambulance flrm
change were untrue.

“Some of the allegations 1 heard to-
night are false and not verifiable,” he
sald

Township Fire Chief Rick Rosselle
recommended the move to Washte-
naw County-based HVA after charg-
Ing that CEMS response times were
slow, emergency rigs lacked vita]
equipment, ambulance locations
were misrepresented, and CEMS em-
ployees displayed rude behavior to
patients and other emergency
workers.

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Deputy chief prepares to hang up his hat

It's been 30 years, and Nowi Police
Deputy Chief Richard Faulkmner is
ready to hang a sign on his door.

“Gone Fishin,' * 18 what 1t might
say.
Faulkner, 55, is retiring this
month. May 24 is his last day,

But he doesn't call it retirement.
Instead, he says, he is just "changing
careers.”

“I'm not retiring, per se, but my ca-
reer path is changing.” he said. "I'm
the kind of person who always has o
keep busy.

“So, I'm going to move on Lo a new
career, [ don'{ know what that career
will turn out to be. It may be spending
quality time with my family."

Faulkner and his wife agreed 10
years ago that they would retire
somewhat early.

“My wife and | have been planning
this career change since 1981," he
said. "In 19681 my wife had a bypass
operation and that's when we de-
cided that lfe can be very short and
everyone s entitied to spend quality
Ume away [rom the trials and tribula-
tons of work. We decided then that
we'd retire at Lhe end of 1991 or early
1992,

“So we had planned this for a long
time.”

Faulkmer has been with the Novi
Police Department longer than any-
one except Chiel Lee BeGole, who

“Novi needs that ‘front porch’ atmosphere. Neigh-
bors need to get to know each other, care about
each other. Nowadays, people move into the
neighborhoods, and never know their neighbors. I
just feel people should ‘learn to love thy

neighbor.’ ”

Richard Faulkner

was and still is the first police officer
Novi ever had.

“I've got a lot of chores todo, a little
fishing to do,” Faulkner sald. He
chose the May retirement date inor-
der to be ready for prime walleye
season.

Other than Ashing, he sald he has
no definite plans. *I guess we'll just
have towalt and see,” he sald. “[ can’t
look into a crystal ball.”

As he looked around his office last
week — he's started some of the
packing but the place stll looks
pretty much the same — Faulkner
couldn't really nail down his feelings
about leaving any more than he could
list his exact retirement plans.

“You have mixed emotlons,” he
sald. “This has been & part of me for
30 years.

“I guess I notice {t a Little bit, even
on weekends. Saturday it was kind of
a dismal day and [ was eating break-

fast and reading the paper and |
thought, ‘Now, what will 1 do on a dis-
mal day like this? *

1t's the people, he sald, that he will
miss the most.

°l will misa the assoclation with
people you deal with every day — citi-
zens and fellow employees. That's
basically what we're here for — to
help people.

°I don't think there's arything 'l
not miss. Oh, [ve said a lot of things
— like 'T'm sure not going to miss
that,” but I don't really mean it.°

There's Hitle doubt Faulkner will
be active after rellrement. He's very
involved in Lions Club, both at the
local and distret levels. He attends
St. James Catholic Church, which he
sajd he wants to “help build,” just as
he helped bulld Holy Family Church,
And he used to be Involved in Little

e programs, and wants to get

back into it.

“When we first started out 1 wus
able lo devote a lot of time to clubs
and things like that, but as the com-
munity grew we didn't have time.

“Now, as we ‘change careers’ we
will have time. We hope to help those
less fortunate than ourselves.”

Among the items Faulkner is
packing away are scrapbooks with
memorabilia dating back to when he
was hired in July, 1561, Among the
memorabilia is an article in the July
20, 1961, Nott News heralding his
arrival as Novi's Bfth police officer
and an agenda from a 1961 meeting
setting a police officer's annual sal-
ary at §4,200.

That's what Faullner made tn
those days, but it was enough to sup-
port his family of three with another
on the way. The Faulkners atill ve iny
the first hone they ever bought in
Nowi, a few years after he first began
warking for the pollce departmern:t.

And they plan to stay there, in the
same house, in the same town.

“T've given it a lot of consideration
and I decided Novi's been my home
aince 1048," Faulkner said. "All of
owr friendsare here — the doctor, the
l]iiumber. the electrictan — they're all

re.”

Fauikner was just a boy when his
family firat moved to Novl. He gra-
duated from th grade at Novi
Elementary and attended
Walled Lake High School.

Over the years, Faullmer has had
a front-row seat in Novi, watching as
the community has grown and

*| knew everybody in Novi because
Thad the opportunity todeltver mail. [
didn't evenneed the address — 1 only
needed the name.”

Being close (o the community
helped when he joined the police
department.

For example, i Faulkner was

called to the scene of a disagreement
between nelghbors, he often came
more in the role of a friend than a
policeman.,

*A lot of police work I8 cut and dry,”
he sald. An average police officer re-
sponding to a neighbor problem
would have to identify himself and
follow precedures.

But in Faulkners case It was
different.

*Everyone knew you,” he recalled.
"You'd sit down and talk to them,
maybe have a cup of coffee and talk
.+ +eventually I'd say, ‘are you really
sure you want me to go next door,
and have them know you called the
police? *

A lot of the time they'd say, *Oh,
let's jumget about it.”

One Novi may be missing to-
day, Faulkner said, s a sense of
community.

“Novl needs that ‘front porch' at-
mosphere,” he sald. “Nelghbors need
to get to know each other, care about
cach other. Nowadays, people move
Into the neighborhoods, and never
know their nelghbors.

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Planners’ budget sliced 20 percent

Adoption of this year’s city budget
has reduced funding for the planning
commission and brought words of
concern from planners.

When the new fiscal year begina
July 1, the city planning commission
will face a 20 percent smaller operat-
Ing budget from fiscal year 1990-91.
Funding for several proposed stu-
dies, including a habltat plan, were
cut by the city council,

“You always find a way to work
with what they glve you,” sald com-
misstoner Judy Johnson.

Clty Councll adopted an £11.77
million budget for Novi Monday.

Included In that budget was
$36,000 less in operating funds for
the commission. A total of $144,000
was approved for fiscal 1991-92 com-
pared to an estiinated final budget of
$180,000 for the current year.

The planning commission had or-
Iginally sought a budget of $208,109

for the upcoming fiscal year. Among
the cuts were: $18,000 Haggerty
Connector study, a $9,000 industrial
study and a reduction of $5,500 in
funding for Town Center Planning
Commitiee,

Johnsen sald council's unwitling:
ness to fund several of the studies
wasn'l surprising, but somewhat
disturbing,

"l am mare concerned with differ-
ences [n the philosophic approach
{between the council and cammis-
sion) about the neccessity of dolng
some things,” she said,

The commissioner said she was
referring to remarks made by City
Council member Hugh Crawford last
month,

“You can do all the studles you
want,” Crawford told Johnson and
Planning Commission Chair Ed
Kramer at a budget sesslon last
month, “The end result is the deve-
loper Is going to come Lo us and try to
get what they want.”

Johnson disagreed.

“You have to have the best data
and most current Information to
make the correct decisions,” she
sald. “We can't base decisions on
opinions. It's extremely important to
have the facts.”

The planner painted to the prop-
osed hahitat study. By conducting a
study of where Novi's “habitat corri-
dors” are, Johnson said, the city's
wildlife could be preserved and still
allow for development.

“If we know where (habltats) are,”
she sald, “then it would be one more
thing to take into consideration be-
fore handing out woodland and wet-
land permits,®

A total of $12,600 was asked for to
fund the study. Without city moncy,
Johnson sald, grants will Lkely be
sought to do the study,

Comments such as Crawford's
and Councll member Joe Toth, who
said the proposed habitat study
"sounds llkke an Ann Arbor ordl-
nance” where “they check bunny
trails and all that,” made the budget
process difficult this year, she said,

“I found it to be one of the worst T've
participated in” Johnson said. “It
was difficult lo participate and re-
main professional.”

Several remarks made about the
commission’s budget were “state-
ments of ridicule” and not geared to
be constructive, she sald.

The commissioner sald she has
been concerned for “slx or seven
months" about a seeming breakdown
incommunication between the coun-
cll and planners. Former planner
Charles Kureth made similar com-
ments last month after recelving a
service award from the city.

* “Team Novi' Is to me the coopera-
tive spirit between the elty, the volun-
teers and the staff . . . Lately, [ have
observed an almost complete dialn-
tegration of Team Novi' " Kureth
sald.

Johnson said she wasn't sure
what has caused the communication
problem between the two bodles,

*l don't krnow what has caused
that" she said. "But, it serously
needs {o be addressed.”

Votersin 1989and 1990 sald noto
a one-half mlll property tax increase
to purchase parklands. Davis sald
the city sought the tax hike then —
rather than pursulng the present
land-acquistion tactics — because
the miilage would have also financed
the development and matntenance of
the new city parks.

Monday, the city council during its
consenl agenda unanimously — and
sllently — passed a resolution trans-
ferring $30,000 from the city's

Saying that the city’s potential free
land was being snapped up quickly
by developers, the city councll in-
structed Davis in January to track
down potential parkland. After this
was reported ln The Noul News, he
sald his phone was ringing off the
hook with calls from Realtors.

To aid in buying the 125 acres,
Novi has already applied to the state
Department of Natural Resources
(DNR] for a grant through the Natural
Resources Trust Fund. The city
would be required to pul up 25 per-
cent of the $750,000 — about
$187,000.

The project might be phased over
two years, with as much as $285,000
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needed this year.

Parks and recreation is also now
working with the city engineers to ig-
ure out the logistics of placing flve
new soccer flelds in Power Park be-
hind the Novi High School football
feld.

The city Is seeking a grant from the
DNR's Land and Water Conservation
Fund to help underwrite the soccer
flelds. The worl, lncluding gradlng

1991-92 budget.

Superintendent Dr. Robert Piwko
recommended the millage rate hike
when he presented the budget draft to
the board recently. The board has sche-
duled a public hearing on the fiscal plan
for tonight (Thursday, May 16.)

Now, an increase of 1.335 mills
does not scund as if it should produce
that kind of an overall jump. But there
are several factors playing into it, ali of
which are contributing to a somewhat
gizable hike in the taxes this year.

Figure that the average value of a
home in Novi this year is about
$136,000. The total tax rate for Novi
schools 13 29.495 mills (26.395 mills for
operating and 3.10 milis for debt retire-
ment). The formula for calculating prop-
erty taxes is one dollar per mill for each
$1,000 of assessed valuatian (which is
half the true cash value.) So the average
-tax bill in Nowl schools for 1990-91
would come to something like
$2,005.66.

The value of Novl homes increased
an average of four percent this year, as a
result of the annual adjustments in as-
sessments. Some adjustments were
higher, some lower, but the average was
four percent according to the city asses-
sor's office. And that would bring the av-
erage home value somewhere close to
$142,000.

_ The debt retirement side of the mil-

lage rate equation has already in-
creased, from 3.10 mills to 3.35 mills,
thanks to the passage of a bond proposal
to bulld the new Techlink building,

Andthen ifthe board decides toadd
1,335 mills to this year's levy of 26.395,
the tally for school district operations
would jump to 27,73 mills, Add debt and
operations together and you have a final
figure of 31.08 mills.

: On that $142,000 average home,
taxes would be $2,206.68,

Of course, it might be worth that
much, depending on what improve-
ments in the program you get for those
extra bucks. Besides the Techlink build-
ing, you get a new fareign language offer-
ing — Japanese; $25,000 worth of new
equipment and technology in the high
schoa! and middle schoal; and a strings
music program, Keep in mind the
$50,000 cost of the strings program will

board is merely trying to soak Novi
taxpayers,

5till, the proposal before the board
1s whether it should break custom and
exceed fruth-in-taxation Hmits, and
even increase the levy beyond last year's
rate. And it seems to us this is not the
tme to make such a move,

It 13 not just a taxpayers
strapped by the recession, though thatis
a pretty good reason, There is also the
question of where precisely the school
district's own finances are headed. Tight
financial times, relatively speaking,
could be on the horlzon as early as next
year.

For cne, the state is likely to take
away even more money than it did this
with the so-called “recapture” of social
security money, There is a tax assess-
ment freeze expected to dip into the dis-
trict’s budget next year. The tax freeze
combined with the recession calls into
question the degree of growth in the tax
base the district can count on for next
year.

Now would not appear to be the
time to add programs. And especially not
programs like the strings music prog-
ram, which include an escalating cost in
years to come.

Senate mandates schools of choice

Whether they like it or not, local
school disfricts would have'to Plan
“schools of cholce™ programs undera
state Senate-passed bill. :

Senate majority leader Dick Post-
humus’ bill won't force parents to
send children beyond the nelghbor-
hood scheol, but it would require Mi-
chigan's 562 school districts to offer
in-district choice programs,

"Not later than Oct. 1, 1991, each
local school district shall establish a
schools of choire planning commit-
tee consisting of representative pa-
rents, teachers, bullding principals
and other school administrators,”
says the opening section on Senate

158,

After approval by the state Depart-
ment of Education, the plan would
have to be In place by April 1, 1992,
for the 1992-3 school year.

Posthumus, R-Alto, Is Gov, John
Engler's closest legislative pal. That
means Engler likely would sign it.

But it also means the Democratic-
dominated House may be cool when
it gets the bill next week, The House
defeated a similar measure last year,

The measure was passed 21-12
Wednesday on nearly a party-line
vote, -

Republicans Fred Diliingham of
Fowlerville, Robert Geake of North-
ville and David Honigman of West
Bloomfleld voted yes.

Democrats Jack Faxon of Far-
mington Hills and Lana Pollack of
Ann Arbor voted no.

Faxon was emphatic: “Make the

school better” was his solution. “The
answer Is not to tell people in a poor
nelghborhood to go to another school
. . . The better schools are not better
because the teachers are better.
They're better because kids who go
there come in with more
advantages.”

For Pollack, it was "one of the more
difficult votes I've had to cast.”" As a
parent she was happy her fourth-
grader could switch to an alternative
Ann Arbor school. “But 1 have a prob-
lem with taking away power of local
school districts. I'm uncomfortable
with giving mandates.”

Honigman s a passionate be-
liever: “Freedom works. Freedom is
right whether it works ar not.”

Michigan's universities are super-
jor because student are free to
choose, but "K- 12 education Is a gov-
ermment monopoly, and it lan't work-
ing welll™ he said.

To Faxon, Honigman replied, “The
middle class and wealthy can move
fto good schools). Why shouldn't
children of the poor have the same
opportunity as children of the middle
class and wealthy.”

Honigman even voted for an
amendment to a companion mea-
sure that would have allowed state
ald to church-related schools be-
cause he helleves in "complete

cholce. The best inner clity schools
are Catholic.”

After setting up a planning com-
mittee, each district would have to.
submit its plan to the state showing
that:

W Every parent or guardian in the
district knows about the program
and has access to counseling,

B Children of low-income familles,
single parents and two-career fami-
lles are given transportation if pa-
rents can't provide it due to a job-
related conflict,

B All children have equal access to
schools of cholce. If the demand for
any one school exoeeds the number
of spaces, "puplls will be selected to
attend the school through a random
selection process.”

8 A student swilching schools to
participate in Interscholastic sports
will be tneligible to play for one year,

The Department of Education will:
M Draw up cligibility rules for trans-
portation ald.

B Help local districts with admini-
strative and technical support.

B Report to lawmakers, districts
and the public the outcomes of
choice plans.

Only about 1 percent of parents
are expected to exercise the cholce
option, according to experience in
other states,

The cholce concept was ploneered
in New York City where schools be-
gan speclalizing In sclence, perform-
ing arts and other academic areas.

Minnesota has a statewide plan,

Business executives and political
conservatives generally like it be-

cause if makes public schools com-
pete with each other as well as with
private schoals.

A companion measure — SB 159
— would allocate $1 million for pilot
programs in about six county inter-
mediate school disctricts (ISDs)
which apply.

The purpose would be to work tow-
ard cross-district cholce within a
county.

The Kent County 1SD is known to
be interested. It Is sponisored by Sen.
Dan DeGrow, R-Port Huron, another
Engler ally.

It would be voluntary. All boards of
education within an ISD would have
to agree to participate.

It passed 22-10, but with less of a
party line vote,

Republican Geake voted no, say-
ing, “We can't afford the $1 million
planning money. There Is no provi-
slon for state reimbursement for
transportation between the districts;
it's unclear who would be stuck with
that cost.”

Geake added it's doubtful that
such out-of-formula districis as
Northville and Novi would be re{m-

bursed at all.

new inltiattve,” Pursell sald recently
during a visit to address 2 2nd
District-Wayne Republican dinnerat
e blican on_the

As pu on
House mﬂat} ons subcommittee
for education, Pursell Is the party’s
most vistble congressional member
on education issues.

But he sald there would be no
quid pro quo™ — he won't require
Bush to endorse his counselor plan
in return for supporting the presi-
dent’s Initiative.

Elementary teaching 13 becoming
more dificult, and teachers need the
backup support of counselors, said
Pursell, a former teacher.

“Today, kids spend 91 percent of
their time outside the classroom and
9 percent in class, Half the parents
are divorced, even In an aflluent
place like Livonia,” he said in re-
sponse to an audience question ab-
out reducing dropout rates.

*The teacher has very little help in
an elementary classroom with 25 to
32 students,” he said.

His plan would seck a pilot prog-
ram, perhaps in Michigan, to Intro-
duce counselors into elementary

schools, not just high schools.

The Bush policy is to encourage
educational experimentation with
the states as laboratories for new
{deas, he sald.

The eight-term congressman sald
textbooks aren't enough In class-
rooms filled with kids who have
working parents and who watch a lot
of television.

*We need satellite technology lo
help teachers .., videotapes ...
floppy disks. You will see major, sig-
nificant, educational changes in the
next five to 10 years,” Pursell said.

A second pet Pursell project Is be-
{ng studled by the National Sciences
Foundation: spreading educational
research to the classroom teacher.

Consulting dozens of veteran
teachers in the 2nd District, from Li-
vonda to Jackson, Pursell last winter

fourd the federal government was
spending millions for educational re-
search that moet teachers outside
Ann Arbor didn't even know about.

The concept NSF is studing, he
said in an interview, is the one used
in the agricultural Cooperative Ex-
tension Service which, beginning In
the 1860s, transformed American
farms into the world's most efficlent.

*It worked then. it can work now,”
he said.

Soszynski hopes to soon start her
own company, custom-making fash-
lon that was outmoded when your
grandma was still cutting her teeth.

But this scamsiresa doesn't want
1o pin hersell down to one fashion
era, Already, ahe's been approached
by War ol 1812 re-enactors. She's got
a commisslon to create medleval Jes.
ter suits for a Halloween costume,
although her own taste for historic
dress runs to the elegant lines of the
15208 or the French Directoire era.

Soszynski doesn't Just make the
outerwear. A costume typically
includes the petticoat, the underpet-
ticoat, the camisole and the panta-
loons. The pantaloons were deaigned
for modesty when it was discovered
that the wind had a way of whooshing
up a hoop skirt.

“Prior to the 1860s, ladies did not
wear underwear. 'm quite shocked,”
she said.

Hoop skirts were adopted as a
comlort measure, replacing layers of
heavy petticoats. At the time, news-
paper columnists predicted they
would be the ideal dress for shopll-
ters, who would dangle stolen goods
from the sieel bands,

Bauer and Smith say the gar-
ments are not as uncomfortable as
they Jook. The two women can hop
into a van in full dress.

During the bicentennial, re.
enacting the Chvil War era became a
hobby — or obeession — with thou-
sands of Americans, according lo
Smith. During the summer. the 5th
Michlgan Regiment Band will take to
the road two lo three weekends a
month.

Even the names of Victorian colors
were, well, more colorful. What we
call gray, our predecessors called
“frightened mouse.” Our green is
thetr “lovesick toad.”

Scazynskt has even ventured into
knitting and crocheting beaded bags.
She and her husband once spent a
Christmas vacation stringing 7,000
beads, which she then knitted intoa
two-sided purse called a ~“misers
bag.”

Alter she made herselfa brown taf-
feta ballgown, she took it out for a
whirl al a Civll War-style dance in
Port Huron,

“The fun part ts trying lo dance In
something like that. The hoops will
start to rock and you'd feel you're out
of control,” she said.

“Of course, they had betler wars.
They really dressed nicely.”

Religious Inspira-
tion came to the early
settlers of Novl and
other Southeastern
Michigan communi-
ties by way of circult
riders, ministers who
preached in a circult
on perlodic Sundays
from one area to the
next. It was the influ-
ence of these travel-
ing preachers that
encouraged the set-
tlers to form their own houses of worship.

The first of these missionaries to add Novi lo
his eircult was the Rev. Erle Prince. He came to
the area shortly after Novi was first settled in
the mid-1820s.

The church that was organized al that time
eveniually became the Novi Methodist Church.
However, It was over 40 years before (v woz-
shipers actually had a permanent structure (o
pray In.

The Novi church was served by traveling mi-
nisters until 1869 when regular preaching be-
gan and a permanent church was created. Pre-
viously, church services which began at the
home of Novi's first postmaster, John Gould,
had taken place in the schoothouse.

In 1969, the Novi Methodist Church jolned
with the Willowbrook Community Church
which had been organized in 1956, The unifica-
tion created the Novi United Methodist Church,
which Is now located at Willowbrook and 10
Mle roads,

Novi's oldest church, however, was the Novi
Baptist Church, founded in 1846 and built
three years later on Novi Road near Grand
River,

Among the founding members of the Novi
Baptist Church was Deacon Loren Flint and
family. He came to Novi early In its history, set-
tling near what is today 12 Mile Road west of
Novl Road. Flint and the other members of the
caurch —which numbered less than a dozenin
those early years — raised over $1,000 and
were able to erect what historian Samuel Dur-

ant called "a suitable edifice™ in less than a year
afier making the decision to bulld it The
church, 34 feetby 40 feet in size, stood alone on
nearly an acre of land supposedly donated by
Danie! Lee.

An additional $100 was paid to C.C, Gage,
the owner of adjacent property tothe rear of the
church, which “seemed to be absclutely neces-
sary” for purchase at the time. The old church
waseventually destroyed and on lhisadditional
land was butit a new church, 34 feet by 60 feet
in size, at a cost of $3,800. It was dedicated in
1876.

Once more, however, the Baptist Chruch
was destroyed — this time by fire in 1912, the
same fire that destroyed the Novi Town Hall
next door.

Both buiklings were rebullt two years later,
but by the late 1950s the congregation had
grown enough to warrant an even larger, more
modern church, It was completed in 1961, Re-
named First Baptist Church of Nowl, fi is located
at the corner of Taft and 11 Mile roads.

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Museum displays Main Street

Mcture a time when Main Street
was the center of acthvity in every
small town. A time whena small fac-
tory, a general store and a train sta-
tion could all be found within
distanice on that Main Street.

Although those days may seem
long ago, at the Plymouth Historical
Museum, they can be revisited. Lo-
cated at the intersection of Main and
Church streets in downtown, the
museum oflers patrons a glimpse
into the past of Flymouth.

According to Executive Director
Beth Stewart, a major attraction at
the museum is its “Maln Street™ exhi-
bit. She sald the exhibit, which has
been part of the museum since its
opening, deplcts what the town actu-
ally looked like after the comingof the
railroad in the 1870s.

“IUs pretty representative of busi-
ness and what was in downtown Ply-
mouth,” Stewart sald.

The historical museum opened its

doors to the public In 1976. Since
then, Stewart sald, the focus of the
museumn has been lo educate the

"community and present its historical

artifacts in a way that the public can
relate to.

*My thing s that when somebody | i 8

can walk-in and say ‘[ remember
that,’ * she said, “there is a

connection.”
Besides Main Street, the museum

features a host of Intercsting exhibits §

and historical information.

Before the Big Three were big, Ply-
mouth had its own car manufactur-
ing company, Stewart said the "Alter
Motor Car Company” was located In
the city fom 1914 to 1917

The auto maker produced a
27-horsepower touring car that
retalled for about $650. Stewart sald
the company, which only assembled
the vehicle in Plymouth. claimed to
bulld a better car than Ferd.

°It was competitive to Ford,” she
said. “But Ford was producing cars
for $200 less.”

As a result, the com
Grand Haven in 1917
duced military vehicles. An example
of the Alter touring car can be found
on Main Street in the museum.

The museum also has an exten-
stve area devoted to its "Victordan
Rooms,” Stewart said. The rooms
showcase home life from that period,
which spanned four decades, from

1870 to 1910.

Complementing the Victorlan
theme is the facility's current major
exhibit, a tribute to Plymouth Banda
and musicai instruments from the
era.

women, dressed in Victorian attire,
sit and listen to the band as they play
in their bright-looking uniforms.

Instruments, either donated or on
loan, are abundant in and around
the exhibit. Genuine uniforms of the
bands, stifl neatly pressed, can also
be found,

No visit to the Plymouth Historical
Museum, however, would be com-

Ploneer Collection” and the *Official
Records of the Union and Confed-
erate Armnies” can be found in the sec-
tion. In addition, maps, photos and
