At the absolute earliest, the pro­
ject could be under way by this fall 
or next spring, he added. 

The controversial Haggerty pro­
ject will be administered by the Fed­
eral Highway Authority. 

After an Initial review of the 
statement submitted by MOOT In 
January, the highway authority 
sent it back to the state In Apri l with 
some suggestions for modifica­
tions. Since then, some minor edi­
torial changes were made to firm up 
the doctiment, according to J i m 
Kirschenstclfier, a programs engi­

neer at the authority's Lansing 
oCDce. 

The foUow-up step now is print­
ing an armouncement that the EIS 
is available in the "Federal Regis­
ter," an official U.S. government pu­
blication distributed nationwide at 
major libraries and elsewhere. Lo-
toszinksl said this will probably 
happen in J ime. M e r this, a 30-day 
period for review and comments wi l l 
ensue. 

The Inch-and-a-half thick docu­
ment will soon be mass printed and 
sent to all interested federal and 
state government agencies — in ­
cluding the state department of na­
tural resources (DNR) and the U.S. 
Environmental Protection Agency 
(EPA) — as well as citizens On 
M D O T s mailing list for the project. 
Information on its final contents 
wlfi not be released until then. 

"The Federa l Highway A d -
mlnstration will then make the 
Judgement of whether or not It's an 
appropriate project. The worst-case 
scenario is i f there is a stalemate 
among the resource agencies and 
the EPA."

School taxes wi l l rise as much as earlier prop­
osals had suggested, according to truth-ln-
taxation hearings that will be held by Novl 
schools. 

But the board may chose to lower the mlllage 
rate before all is said and done. 

Board members wi l l discuss the budget for the 
Novl Community School DIstiict May 23, 

At budget discussions held Thursday board 
members voted to accept the administration's 
proposal to levy 27.73 n1111s for the district's op­
erating budget, at least until next week. 

That figure could still be lowered. The 
27.73-mlll levy is 1.333 mUls higher than the 
current levy. .An additional 3.35 lnills will be lev­
ied for the debt retirement fund bringing the total 
proposed levy to 31.08. 

Board members, concerned with increasing 
losses to state attempts to cut property taxes and 
equalize state lunding of schools, discussed 
trinunlngthe budget and beefing up the district's 
fund equity. 

Board President Robert Schram asked the ad­
ministration to bring a budget proposal to the 
next meeting inclucUng:

"I don't necessarily want the millage cut. Ifs 
the fund eqi1ity," Schram said.

Fears about future recaptures and imcertaln-
ties over pending school-related legislation, led 
tioard members to discuss increasing the fund 
equity and tightening the remainder of the 
budget.

Trustee Raymond Byers suggested an election 
might be vidse i n determi111ng What the school 
board should do with the budget. 

The district could levy up to 29.72 mills With­
out an election because none of the approved' 
mills are due to e;q5lre. 

"We all have our personal opinions, but I'm 
not sure aisy of us has a good pulse on what the 
voters think," Byers said. "Fm talking about 
maybe we should set a new celling." 

Byers said he was only "throwing this out for 
discussion."

The Michigan Senate beat down 
yet another Democmtlc effort to halt 
jrnfjvatlon of the State Capltol Bui ld­
ing In faVor of social services. 

Senators rejected, lOyes to 18 no. 
an amendment to a prison iiencrva-
Uon bill'that Woi11d have stopped the 
$50 nillllon third phase renoVatlon of 
the l 12-year-old Capitol. 

The money bill was passed earlier 
by the House and goes to Gov. J o h n 
Engler for his signature. 

•We shouldn't have a Capitol 
that's torn up In perpetuity," said 
S e a John J . H . Schwai2. R-BatUe 
Creek, chair of the renoVatlon 
co1n1nlttec. 

SchWa17 said the Capitol has no 
structural steel, the dome's cast iron 
supports are rusting, tllere arc lead 
water pipes, a wall Is in danger of tail­
ing dawn, and arches supporting the 
floors have bricks falling from them. 

Sen. Joe Conroy, D-Fllnt, a fre­
quent attacker of the project, tried to 
tack an amendment halting Capitol 
work onto the prison bill. 

Supporting Conny was Sen. La1ia 
Pollack. D-Ann Arbor. 

Opposed were Republicans FVed 
Dillingham of FowlerVllle. Robiert 
Gcake of Northvllle and David Hoi11g-
1nan of West Bloomfleld. 

Sen. Jack Faxon, D-Fam1ington 
Hills, whose district Includes NoVI, 
missed the roll call, the equiValent of 
voting no. 

Schwarz said that Inspection of 
the structure showed it so unsotind 
that the original estimate of $45 mil ­
lion was r^sed by $12 million or 
more. 

"I don't think anyone is to blame. 
But this building Is so far out of code 
compliance It's hard to heileve," 
Schwarz said. 

In earlier phases, the House and 
Se11ate chambers and fourth floor 
committee rooms we1« restored.

$250,000 was ripped out in favor of a 
more expensive board that Is less 
functional. 

Added Lana Pollack, D-Ann Arbor 
"If the gfjvemor had not gone to ex-
tremes — cutting off water, cutting 
off toilets (to weffare recipient^ — I 
would have said the state can make 
the sacrifice (in favor of restoration)." 
She referred to a Department of So­
cial Services decision not to pay wa­
ter bills of Wellare recipients directly. 

S e n . Debb ie S tabenow. D-
Lansing, supported continuing the 
project, saying it woilld cost $3 mil­
lion to pull off Work crews and remove 
scaffolding, so the project should 
continue. 

"This bill is for a psychiatric prison 
hospital," said ^propr la t lons Com­
mittee chair H a n y Cast, R-St. 
Joseph. "The (Conroy) amendment 
has nothing to do with it." 

Cast said U.S. District Judge Ri­
chard Enslen ordered the state to Im­
prove psychiatric hospital condi­
tions. The state is payliig $10,000 a 
day in lines for contempt of court for 
its delay so far, headded. 

Instead of bt111dlng a new facility 
for $60 million or more. Cast said, 
the state will renovate the Huron Val­
ley women's facility near Ypsllanti for 
only $35 million. 

The bill was approved 30 to 4 on 11-
nal passage. .Among area senators, 
only Honlgman voted no. 

Pollack praised the prison hospital 
project, calling It "an excellent re­
sponse' to the court order. "It Im­
pacts heavily on my district. It's a 
plan I endorse."

The iiiVestigatlon into last month's 
fatal shooting of a WesUand 1nan, 
reputed to have been a "sizable" drug 
dealer in Novl, has been completed. 

Ranald J . Mclnyk. 33, ofWestland, 
Was fatally shot by police oflJcers on 
April 18 m the parking lot of a North­
vllle Tow11shlp Meljer store. The Inci­
dent occurred after an attempted 
buy-bust by officers from the Oak­
land County Narcotics E11forcement 
Team (NET). 

According to Michigan State Police 
Det. Sgt. Dean Sanderson, Who acted 
as chief Investigator In the matter, 
the report was presented to the 
Wayne County Prosecutor's oQlce 
Monday. He said it will be up to that 
office to determine if Melnyk's shoot­
ing was Justified. 

"I think It's a complete and thor-
o u d i investigation," S a n d e i w n said. 
-I don't suspect that it wUl take (the 
prosecutor's office) a long Ume to 
make a decision." 

Sanderson said the prosecutor's 
office would likely take at least a week 
to make a rull1iig on the shooting. 
Charges, if any. will be determined 1^ 
that office. 

"I, personally, don't see that hap­
pening," Sanderson said. 

The case wi l l be reviewed by two 
senior Wayne County assistant pro­
secutors before a ruling Is made, he 
said. After they review the case, San­
derson said, he would likely sit down 

with the assistants to go over the 
case.

Police shot Melityk once through 
the chest after he reportedly struck a 
police olTicer with his car and at­
tempted to flee the scene. Two under­
cover officers were treated for minor 
injuries and released the following 
day, police said. 

Melnyk was the taiget of a narco­
tics stl11g conducted by federal, state 
and Wayne and Oakland Coimty law 
enforcement teams, said state police 
Investigator Joe Koei1ig. 

Police were attempting to buy se­
ven ounces of cocaine from Metayk, 
when for an unknown reason, he de­
cided to leave the scene. The bust was 
originally plarmed at a Novi restaur­
ant, but Melnyk moved the buy 
across Eight Mile Road to the Meljer 
store.

Dorthy McAllen, Melnyk was a "siz­
able dealer for Novi." She said N E T 
had been conducting an investlga-
Uon Into the Westland man for nearly 
two months Ijefore the shootl11g. 
McAllen added tliat they had made 
several cocaine purchases from 
Melnyk. 

Ncrthviile's Michigan State Police 
was assigned to investigate the 
shooting. Delays In gathering records 
and other information hindered com­
pletion of the report for nearly a 
month.

The event was 
founded fay the NaUonal Wetlands 

Policy Forum, which says i n a bro­
chure that Americans have already 
destroyed more than half of the lower 
48 state's original 200 million acres 
of wetlands. 

The push Is on to spare those that 
remain. Wetlands assist In flood con­
trol by absorbing water durlilg heavy 
r a i n M s , then slowly releaslr1g it 
downstream. They bufler shorelines 
against erolsion. Described as "giant • 
kidneys," wetlands purify water by 
processing pollutants. These unique 
environments also provide a habitat 
to nearly all shellfish and fish caught 
conunerciaUy.

Arc you awair that as a metro Detroit Wine 
consumer you have among the largest possible 
Wine selections available to you? Wine lovers in 
1>os Angeles. San Francisco. New York or Chicago 
do not have bragging rights. 

Occasionally, a few brands With small pnxluc-
tion are unavailable In Michigan. Unti l now. this 
Was the case With the cstatc-groWn wines from 
Quivlra (pronounced keeveer-a ) Vineyards In So­
noma County's Dty C i r c k Valley. 

Just maJiLlng their hitroducUon are the wines 
from a winery taking its name from a legendary 
kingdom of great Wealth, believed by earfy explor­
ers to have been ln Northern Callfomla, in the 
area now known as Sonoma County. 

Nobody relates the legend better than Quivlra

We 
Would llke Quivlra to lae at the VarlgUiard of this" 
trend." 

"QulVlra wines are a reflection of the estate Vin­
eyards that set the tone and distinguish the 
Wines." Wlnemaker Grady Wann contends. "Sound, 
ripe fruit With Intensity and depth of varietal fla­
vor Is at the core of all Quivlra Wines. M y goal In 
making these wines is to preser've the depth and 
character of the fruit." 

Wann came to Quivlra after six years at 
Sonoina-Cutrer W111e1y. At Quivlra he Is responsi­
ble for production of sauvlgnon blanc. zfiifandel, 
cabernet savWlgnon and a givnache-based wine. 

Since he made only chardonnay at Sono1i1a-
Cutrer, Warm has spent his spare moments at 
home fermenting and blending red wines In his 
garage, conferring and tasting with other 
enologlsts. 

The Wendts call their 18-acre sauvlgnon blanc 
vineyard Fig TVee Vineyard, In reference to a 
30-year-old fig tree amid the vines and also to an 
interesting flavor component fouJid In the ripe 
fruit. The entire v lnc jwd Is on the floor of Dry 
Creek Valley, in well-dfalned soils.

Just as the student-athlete learns 
things on the field of competition that 
might not be learned in the class­
room, so it is With the student-chef. 

At Schoolcraft College, a group of 
students l n the cul lnaiy arts depart­
ment is competing today In the 21st 
Annual Culinary Arts Salon of the 
National Restaurant Association i n 
Chicago. More than 200 chefs, ap­
prentices and students are expected 
to (X)inpete in the event. 

Schoolcraft cookiflg teams have 
fared well in competition at the reg­
ional, national and international 
levels, and sport numerous gold 
medals. 

But acconll1ig to Chef Dan Huge-
Uer, one of the coaches of the team, 
gold medals aren't the real goal for 
these students. 

"We're not t iylng to get the stu­
dents to meet the Judges standards,* 
said Hugelier. "W1at We're shootl11g 
for. When they put together a food 
platter. Is for them to say, "Would I 
like to eat It." For example. If We put a 
garnish on there, we want It to beone 
that makes sense. You wouldn't put 
raspberries With chicken or roast 
beef because they don't go together." 

It may seem like a n oVerslmpMca-
tlon to say that contest food should 
be created to be eaten. But the popu-

For a While there Were these overcon­
stmcted, overdone things that you 
Would look at but wouldn't want to 
cat. The creativity sometimes ex­
ceeded the practicality." 

And the lessons of the Schoolcraft 
staff haven't been lost on the stu­
dents. Helen Orloffof Northvllle, part 
of the team i n competition, e:q)laltaed 
her oWn choices of mainly seafood In 
preparing a cold buffet platter for 
8-10 persons. (Others on the team 
were Chef Martin Beaty, Christopher 
Car l , Jeffrey Condit and Sylvia 
Hayes). 

'American cuisine has chajlged," 

she said. "Instead of big, chunlqr 
pieces of meat, it's become lighter 
and more nutritious. 

There are more pastel colors," she 
added, shoW11lg a cross-section of a 
smoked salmon terrlne, pale pl1ik 
With flecks of yellow pepper. 

Hugelier pointed out that colors 
shouldn't be there for their own sake. 

"You shouldn't look at a dish and 
say, "Well It coiIld use something red 
or something yellow,'" he said.

In this hectic Woild It is important to 
find short cuts to allow time with friends 
and family, not to mention time for 
oilrsclves. 
• One-dish meals are attractive for all of 
the obvious reasons and then some. Many 
families must have two breadwinners to 
make ends meet. One-parent households 
are common, and, as a result, time Is l im­
ited for cookl11g. One-dish meals offer a 
variety of cooking methods, easy cleanup, 
easy on the checkbook, great-tasting and 
nutritious nourishment 
' The fundamental rules are elementaiy: 
a protein, starch, greens and/or fruit, 
minimal utensils and time. The object is to 
streamline cooking to allow for enjoyable, 
leisurely meals. It Is important that when 
families sit down to cat together quality 
dme may be spent Onc-dlsh meals get 
back to Ijasic, homey fare. 

They can be simple or elegant e n o u ^ 
for company. As a general rule t h ^ are 
much more reasonable and nutritious 
than a frozen entree or trip to the comer 
fast-food chain. The qpUons are Incredibly 

varied and ralige from soup, salad, casser­
oles, sandwiches, pizzas, pastas, and 
stews. .Assorted cooking methods and 
utensils may be employed: crock pots, 
pressure cookers. Woks, microwaves and 
ovens. 

When planning a onc-dlsh meal choose 
as many fresh In^tdlents as possible. A l ­
though co11venlencc foods are an Impor­
tant part of saving time, they are often ex­
pensive for what you get For instance, a 
two-pound bag of white rice is one-flfth the 
cost of a boxed rice n11x. 

Another point to bring up is the addi­
tives and l^gh salt content of prepared 
foods. There Is a place for prepared foods 
a n d it is wise to have some on hand, but 
spend a few extra minutes when shopping 
to read labels and compare prices. I like to 
plan my meals for a week and then go 
shopping. The fewer trips to the store and 
less lines I wait in, the happier I am. 

Most fruits and vegetables wi l l last at 
least a week i f stored properly. Ccleiy, on­
ions, carrots and peppers are staples In my 
crlspcr. GiDund turkey or beef, a chicken. 

soup and fish hiones. and reasonable cuts 
of meat that can he slow cooked stock the 
refrigerator and freezer. Dried beans (kid­
ney, black and northern), rice, dliferent 
pastas, tuna and good quality tomatoes fill 
the pantiy. 

Watch for bargains. Recently, uncooked 
turkey breast Was on sale and. after pull­
ing out my handy vrallet calculator, I found 
it to be half the price of luncheon meat. A 
turkey requires little attention While cook­
ing, is much more nutritious than pre­
pared meats, supplies a soup carcass and 
Is a treat in the lunch box. I bought two. 

The moral of the story is to pre-plan and 
save money, time and supply a higher 
quality nutritional meal. 

After the groceiy trip has been handled, 
the other half of the war is ready to be 
waged. The cooking. 

It is so important to be organized. If you 
are maklilg extra chili, pre-soak the beans 
overnight Make extra and freeze for a fu­
ture meal. Determine what wll l be served 
as an accompaniment.

Pul l out the 
CTKk pot that is stored and start to use It 
again. Pressure cooking is seeing a revival, 
and Justly so. 

If considering purchasing pots and 
pans choose sizes suitable to your family 
size and favored cooking styles. A large 
wok doubles as a steamer When a basket 
and cover are used.

Sheraton combines the tastes of two cultures 
by adding a Jewish twist to East Asian recipes of 
Subgum Chicken Chow Meln and Shrimp with 
Lobster Sauce.

Plans aimounced by Awrey In 
March to Sneeze pastiy as it came ofi" 
the line, then wholesale to an Inde­
pendent distributor for dellveiy to 
800 retail outlets in Michigan never 
materialized. 

"In ejqjloring the economics of the 
whole program, it wasn't feasible for 
the distributor, retailer or us," said 
Rtek Pedi, Awrey president. 

No additional Job losses beyond 
the 95 announced i n March wil l re­
sult from plaits to cease retail opera­
tions, said Betty Jean Awrey of 
Northville, spokesperson for the 
family-owned company. More than 
400 wi l l continue to work at the 
bakery. 

Upwards of 80 percent of A w r e / s 
sales i n recent years has been to na­
tional chains i n the hospitality in­

dustry. Major customers Include 
Marriott Foodservice Management 
Co1p, and American AlrUnes. 

Awrey has been looking for ways to 
streamline Its production process 
and better Incorporate its local busi­
ness into an e^qjanding naUo11al line. 
A distribution change was a big part 
of that strategy. 

"Our primary objective was to 
merge production systems," Pedl 
said. "It's a bittersweet decision. Ob­
viously, it Is dlflBcult to leave behind 
our retail tradition, but the market 
has changed. 

"Oi1r national food service and 
contract manufacturing businesses 
have evohwd to the point where they 
represent a majority of our overall 
business. We are now ready to focus 
all of our efforts and resources on 
these areas," he said. 

Only products Awrey bakes for 
food service clients will be available 
in the thrift store Tile keepers Include 
Long John Coflee Cake and Date Nut 

Bars. Sugar cookies, oatmeal cookies 
and fruit coffee cakes w i l l be 
dlscontmued, 

Awrey is checking into the possi­
bility of selling its most popular pro­
ducts in In-store sections of retailers* 
stores. 

Pedl declined to comment on spe­
cifics under co11slderallon. 

Gilbert Borman, spokesperson for 
A&P/Fanner Jack, said that wliile 
displaying Awrey brands in-store 
wouldn't be co11sistent with that 
company's practice of baking from 
scratch inten1ally, he wouldn't spe­
culate on what the future 1T1ight hold. 

"I know there's a demand for 
Awrey products. It's a good name in 
the marketplace," Borman said. 
"We've only done business with them 
for 60 years. There's a strong rela­
tionship there."

For many people, fish begins and ends with 
carmed tuna. 

The next Ume you're in the store, look around. 
There are more than 150 fish varieties, cither fresh 
or processed, available. 

Good nutrition is the key to good health so be 
adventuresome. TYy adding fish and seafood to 
your menus. 

Because fish products are easy to digest, they 
play a major role in the diets of young children and 
the eldcrty, where the case of dlgesUbillty is criti­
cal. F i sh products also can suppty many of the nu­
trients that are required. 

Fish o r shellfish are excellent sources of high-
quality protciiL Most fish and shellfish fall into the 
low-&t hlgh-proteln group. These have less than 
Spercentfatand more than 15 percent protein. In­
cluded are t ima, halibut cod, flounder, haddock, 
pollack, mul le t ocean perch, whiting, crabs, scal­
lops, shrimp ai1d lobster. 

TVlna and halibut are even better sources of 
protein. White meat albacore tuna Is a good source 
for the now-famous oils known as Omcga-3 fatty 
adds. 

Medium-fat high-protein fish contain 5 to 15 
percent fat and more than 15 percent protehi. At 
15 percent bi, they are still less than meat. Be­
sides, the fat is the polyulisaturated type. In­
cluded are anchovies, henlng. mackerel, salmon 
and sardines. These fish are also rich In vitamins A 
and D . 

Shellfish are considered lean. Only shrimp re­
mains relatively high fri cholesterol. However, a 
S-oimce serving Is only one-third the cholesterol 
in one egg yolk. 

Generally, seafood Is low in calories and is a 
good source of complete protein. Besides supply­
ing many minerals, lncludl11g phosphorus, iodine 
and calcium, al l seafood supplies B-complcx 
vitamins. 

Flsh may be ctxiked i n a variety of ways, poach­
ing, steaming, baking, broiling, grilling, pan fjying 
or microwaving. Almost any flsh can be used in 
any recipe. Buy whatever type or species of fish is 
available, frozen or canned. 

Do not ovcrc(X)k seafood. Fin flsh cook in 6- 12 
minutes per inch of thickness. Cook flsh only until 
it is firm, sUll Juicy and has turned from translu­
cent to opaque (like cooked egg Whites). Cooking 
flsh until it flakes can make it tough and dried. 

Seafood tastes great With many herbs. Basil , 
bay leaf, dill , oregano, paprika, pepper, tarragon, 
thyme, rosemaiy, sage, marjoram, chervil, chives, 
fefmel, ginger or garlic are nice complements to 
flsh. Marinades, sauces, condiments and flavored 
buttci^ also complement flsh but can add calories. 

Seafood can be extremely helpful to dieters. 
Serve a seafood appetizer or soup before dinner to 
cut your appetite. Try boiled shrimp spritzcd With 
lemonjulcc, or smoked salmon with a tray of fresh 
Vegetables. 

Surlml products are an inexpensive addiUon to 
a diet plan. Surlml Is made from white fish (prob­
ably pollack) and is Icjw in calories. These products 
have been made to taste like imltaUon crabmeat. 
Surlml is a low-calorie addlUon to an appetizer ora 
hot or cold soup. If you buy a pre-cooked product 
such as crab, shrimp or surimi, plan to serve it 
chilled or simply warmed through. Do not 
overcook. 

To purchase flsh, use this guldcUne per person: 
three-fourths to one pound whole or drawn flsh: 
one-half to three-fourths of dressed or clean flsh: 
one-third to one-half fillets or steaks: one-fourth 
to one-third pound of cooked crab meat, lobster 
meat and raw scallops. Flgidre one to two pounds 
of live lobster per person or 6- l 2 oysters, depend­
ing on size. 

Keep fresh flsh and shellfish Itwsely wrapped In 
the refrigerator and cook within one to two days. If 
it is frozen, keep In original wrapper, thaw in re­
frigerator and use immediately. Never thaw and 
refreeze fish since this wlU cause moisture loss, 
texture and flavor changes. It's not a good idea to 
thaw flsh in the microwave because parts may 
start to cook. 

Some studies suggest that as few as two flsh 
meals a Week may decrease the risk of developing 
heart disease. Don't limit yourself Just to canned 
tuna, as good as that may be for you.
