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Sculptor David Barr in his Novi workshop

Sculpture extends a hand to USSR

The tenuous bond of understanding between
the United States and the Soviet Union will soon
be strengthened through the vislon and effort of
Novl sculptor David Barr.

Barr and his wife, Elizabeth; Jim Pallas,
another Michigan sculptor; Paul Gray, a Chicago
art dealter; and Dan Kruzyniec, a Hamtramck
video cameraman, will leave for Uelen In the
Soviet Unlon on the Bering Strait early in July,
With them will be the second part of Barr's Arctic
Arc sculpture project to be installed on a prom-
ontory facing the American coastline, some 50
miles across the icy waters.

Barr, who has been working on global projects

since 1980, installed the American half of his
Arctic Arc in Wales, Alaska, on the westernmost
Up of the Seward Peninsula, in 1989, That one is
a wood sculpture with an extended hand. The
mainwooden beam of the sled 1s a 30-foot timber
welghing about 500 pounds.

The work to be Installed next month Is a
30-foot-long stainless steel structure, reminis-
cent of the hull of an umiak, a traditional walrus-
skin beat, minus the skin. The sculpture, witha
hand motif in the ribs of the hull, will be aligned
with the equinoxes and summer solstice.

Barr sald, "the Artic Arc Is drawing attention
to geographical history — the land bridge that's

always been there. I'm respending to tnvisible
history. There's nothing there to tell you that the
first migration took place there." His wish to
memorialize that momentous ancient migration
from Asla to North America, Is readily accepted
by the Eskimos in the remote coastal villages.

Meijer goes to Wixom council

The first step {in Meljer inc.'s attempt to build
Just across Novi's border will be taken tonight as
the Grand Rapids-based company seeks to
rezone 34.5 acres in Wixom.

According to Wixom Building Director Sid
Woryn, a public hearing wili be held on the mat-
ter In front of that city’s planning commission at
7:30 p.m. He said the company is seeking to
rezone the parcel, located on the northwest cor-
ner of Grand River and Wixom Road, from an
industrial research and freeway service district
to a business-use zoning,

*1 don’t have any idea on how the planning
commission will go on (the rezoning),” Woryn
sajd.

In Aprilof 1990, Meiler purchased an option to
buy 28 acres on the west side of Wixom Road
south of Grand River in Novl and planned to
build a 205,000 square-foot store there. But that
option expired with the death of the Grand Plan
tn September of last year.

The Grand Plan would have moved heavy
industiy from the city’s downtown to 300 acres

on the west end. To make the program ~ which
included reduced land costs as an incentive —
financlally altractive to the landowners, the
Melfer store was included.

In February, Milford Camphbell, owner of the
28 acre parcel, and the city worked together to
try and hring the retail glant to Novi. But, Meljer
officfals turned to Wixom after Novi falled to
rezone the 28 acres for a suitable use.

Rick Morgan, senior real estate representative
for Meijer, said the proposed Wixom store would
face Grand River. He sald the store would be
about 195,000 square feet and include a gas
station/convenjence shop.

“Wixom has been very positive,” Morgan sald.
*] think it's an excellent location.”

The Mefjer oflicial sald he was optimistie that
the company would recelve the rezoning from
Wixom. He sald the 34-acre site provides acces-
sibility, visability and ready uttlity hookups for
the store,

“Everything is there,” Morgan sald. “Hopefully
that is the site where it will be located.”

Alternative plans, in case the rezoning is
denied, haven't been made, he sald. Morgan
added that the company has had no further com-
munlications with Novi about the 28- acre site,

According to Novi Community Development
Director James Wahl, the city has told Meljer
they would still he interested In having a siore if
their Wixom plans fall through,

Wahlsaid the city would be sending staff plan-
ner Mike Csapo to the Wixom meeting to gather
Information about the development. He said
Csapo would likely address Wixom planners to
voice the city’s concerns about the project.

Let's face i, Novi Is irrevocably a
part of the metropolitan Detroit area.

It will always be a part of the subur-
ban region. And it cannot be separated
from the metroplex.

S0, as much as we want the City of
Novi to become a complete, self-
suficient municipality with all the facili-
ties and services necessary lo sustain life
inthe community, we also have to recog-
nize that Novl will never be completely
independent of the surrounding subur-
ban communities, In some respects,
such parochialism might in fact be
detrimental.

Some examples: Novi relies on the
City of Detroft for water and sewer ser-

would likely be much more expensive. In
addition, many Novi residents ccmmute
to other citles for employment. Many
Novi businesses must rely on out-of-
town workers for their operations. And
being a regional shopping area, Novi cer-
tainly relles on drawing customers from
all over.

Now comes the question of a hospi-
tal. Southfleld’s Providence Hospital is
proposing to build a 200-bed hospital
factlity in Novi at the corner of Beck Road
and Grand River. Already, a medical
office building is going up on the site
which Providence will operate regardless
of whether the hospital goes through.

The state Department of Public
Health (DPH) has recommended that the
- certificate of need (CON} for the new Pro-
+vidence be rejected on the grounds that

the area is already “overbedded,” which
is a way of saying existing hospitals in
the area can already handle more than
the load of patients now being generated
by Novi and the area.

Providence of course is appealing,
The hearings on that appeal started last
month in Lansing and are scheduled to
conclude inJune. If the DPH turns Provi-
dence down again, hospital officials are
expected to take the state to court in an
effort to win the CON through a lawsuit.

Novi city officials have been on the
bandwagon supporting the construction
of the hospital. Besides clear indications
from city council that it would support
the project, Mayor Matthew Quinn has
accepted appointment to an advisory
board for the hospital and, in that role,
he is to give pro-construction testimony
in the DPH hearings.

But we think it's time city residents
and city officials questioned the need for
a new hospiial here and re-examined
their support for it.

At first, the idea of opposing the
construction of a hospital might seem
like opposing “motherhood and appie
pie.” On deeper examination, there are
some very good reasons why we should
avoid overbuilding the health care net-
wark in the region.

The primary reason is to control
health care costs. Anyone who has
received one of those $1,000-a-day bills
for a hospital stay should understand
the importance of keeping these costs as
low as possible. The fact that insurance
typically pays the majarity of the costs
doesn't mean that it affects the health
care consumer any less, just that it
affects them a bit more indirectly. Every
dollar their employer pays to the insur-
ance company for benefits is another

dollar the employer can't pay out in sal-
ary. Every dollar drawn from the eco-
nomy into the health care system is
another dollar sapped from elsewhere In
the economy.

Perhaps the most telling indicator
of how much the construction of new
hospitals 1s costing consumers is the
percentage of health care spending that
is used to pay for capltal costs (the
purchase of buildings and equipment).
Accarding to Larry Horwitz, vice prest-
dent of the Detroit-based Economic
Alliance, six cents of every health care
dollar spent was used to pay off capital
costs in the early 1980s.

Today — a scant 10 years later —
10 to 11 percent of health care spending
Is going 1o pay off the purchase of new
buildings and the equipment that must
go in them. .

Additionally, the occuparncy rates
for beds In nearby hospitals 1s already
lower than it should be. Huron Valley
Hospital in Commerce Township had an
occupancy rate of 42 percent for its beds
during 1988. St. Mary Hospital in Livoni-
a and Botsford Hospital in Farmington
Hills experienced occupancy rates that
year of 59 percent.

According to Horwitz, the rule of
thumnb is that a hospital must have an
occupancy rate of 80 percent for the year
to operate cost effectively.

It doesn’t take much to figure out
that a new 200-bed hospital in Novi like-
ly would suffer the same low cccupancy
rate. And, of course, the addition of such
a facllity here would likely have the
impact of lowering even further the occu-
pancy rates for hospitals nearby.

We will not deny that Novi would get
certain advantages from the location of a
hospital here. Hospitals do generate a
good deal of economic activity. They do
draw professionals to the community
who will be seeking to live close to work.
There 18 also the status a municipality
gains from having a hospital,

For residents, the main advantage
comes in the area of extended hospital
stays. It is not a matter of the deliver of
emergency health care services, since
Providence already operates, and will
continue {0 run, an emergency room
here, The medical office buildings at the
Providence complex, already under con-
struction, will likely be able to provide
local out-patient care. So, the location of
a hospital here will only mean that it will
be ashort drive for residents, or their vis-
itors, when they must make an extended
stay in the hospital.

Cansidering that without the Novi
Providence, that drive would be only a
matter of another 10 {o 15minutes to get
to another nearby facility, the advantage
appears to be pretty minimal.

With all that in mind, we have to
question the need, the wisdom, of build-
ing yet another hospital in Novl. Is it
worth the cost?

Remember the old saying, °I

A ripe tomato is fragile and perishable so
much of the crop is picked while still green
and firm. The green tomatoes are kept in re-
frigerated storage until sent to “rpening
rooms” where the temperature and ethylene
gasismonitored to produce bright red beaut-
iful tomatoes. Unfortunately, they have litde
or no taste.

Thankfully the peak season for tomatoes
is upon us. There are few greater pleasures
than eating a sweet, fresh tomato — just like
an apple, Or, a sliced tomato salad with a
touch of Olive Ol and vinegar sprinkled with
salt and pepper. Or, sourdough hot from the
oven slathered with butter and tipped with
tomatoes, the world’'s simplest sandwich.
Or. ., the list can go on and on.

Choose firn tomatoes with a deep color
and smooth surface. Tomatoes freeze well for
use in later manths. Yellow tomatoes are be-
coming more poplular due to their lower

acidity level,

Eggplants belong to the same botanical
famtly and probably originated in Asja. Most
are deep purple, but white, tan, greenandla-
vender varieties arc avallable at different
times. The sizes of eggplant vary from very
small to cantaloupe size.

It is preferable to leave the skin on when
cooking, unless it is very tough. Nutrients
and color are lost with pecling. Many people
salt their eggplant to remave bitter juices.
This step Is only necessary if you have tasted
the eggplant and deern it necessary. [ feel it is
an extra step and have never been disap-
pointed by omitting it.

Eggplant is alsoknown for absorbing large
amounts of fat when sauteed or fried. [ have
climinated the frying step, opting to broil
slices (even: breaded) and then proceeding
with the recipe fom that point. The result is
excellent — no calorfes from fat and no
greagy taste.

Sweet peppers are members of the capsi-
cum farnily, The most familiar being the bell
pepper, known for its shape and grown in

shades of green, red, yellow, orange and
purple. All bell peppers are green before they
are ripe, and naturally, become sweeter as
they ripen.

The American Anaheim, the Yellow Ba-
nana Pepper and the Mexican Poblano are
mild chili peppers used fresh as a vegetable.

flery hot Jalapeno is to be treated with re-
spect. Use sparingly and wear gloves when

handling.
Peppers are eaten raw, baked or roasted

and peeled. They are a nice ingredient for
grilling or stir fiys.

The uses for tomatoes, eggplant and pep-
pers are incredible. They are intergal ingre-
dients in many international recipes. They
blend well with other flavors. Onions, garlic,
herbs and robust spices compliment their
flavor.

With the summer upon us find every rea-
son you can to utilize these fruit -vegetables.

Hoffman books. including thelrre-
centy published “Frozen Yogurt®, are
filled with good food made from
simple, generally easy-to-follow re-
cipes that are written In a clear, con-
cise fashion,

Reviewers have called them
“books meant for the kitchen not the
cccktall {able.”

“This past decade there's been an
unimaginable growth in frozen yo-
gurt shops and we did the book be-
cause so many people told us they
didm't know frozen yogurt could be
made at home,” said Mable Hoffman.

The Hoffmans say it Isn't neces-
sary to have an expensive electric ice
cream making machine to have
homemade frozen yogurt.

You can use the ice-and-salt-
packed tradilional ice creamn maker,
elther electric or cranked by hand, or
the newer Donvier brand ice cream
maker that requires the metal cylin-
der to be [razen in advance and cosls
as little as $10 In the pint size,

And—f none of the above ice
creamn makers are available—you
can make frozen yogurt by alter-
nately freezing and beating in a food
processor or with an electric mixer.
{Complete instructions follow.)
Refrigerator-Freezer Instructions:
Because this method does not pro-
vide for continuous agitation of the
yogurt mixture during the freezing
process, the quantity and texture will
vary slightly from that produced In
an ice cream maker. To produce a
smoother and creamler frozen yogurt
by this method, beat the prepared yo-
gun ingredients two or three times
during the freezing process.

And If that weren't enough, health-consclous
custemers may order up a soft-serve frazen deli-
cacy called Fruitage, which contains ne dalry pro-
ducts or lactose and is sweetened with only con-
centrated fruit juices. This speclalized product 1s

manufactured by Smuckers and s the equivalent
of one fruil exchange, according to the standards
set by the American Diabetes Association. Hu-
gley's alsooffers soups, sandwiches and a wide as-
sortment of homemade muffins and cookles.
In addition to non-fat, sugar-free and more na-
tural preducts being introduced by today's sofl-
serve frozen yogurt industry, what else is new on
the frozen horizon? Look for specialty machines
that will whip up frozen yogurt with a wild assort -
ment of everything from M&M's (o crushed Heath
Bars. This special machine costs big bucks and is
being test marketed at a few shops In metro

Detroit.

Here are Hoffman's two

techinques.
Food processor technique:

Pour prepared yogurt Ingredients
into an 8-inch square baking pan;
cover with foll or plastic wrap; and
place In freezer compariment of re-
frigerator. Freeze until solid (1 to 2
hours). Break frozen mixlure into
pleces: spoon pleces into food proces-
sor fltted with a metal blade. Process
until soft hut not melted signific-
antly. Repeat freezing and processing
one or two more times, If desired.

Aflter the final processing, stir or
fold in any whole or chopped nuis,
pleces of candy or cookes, large
pleces of fruit, non-dairy whipped
toppingor prepared ingredients used
to produce a swirled or marbled ef-
fect, Serve after flnal processing or
return o Ireezer and serve later.
Mizer Method:

Pour prepared yogurt ingredients
into a metal mixer bowl, cover with
foll or plastic wrap and place in
freezer compartment of refrigerator.
Freeze about 2 hours or until firm at
the edges and semisoft in the center.
Beat with electric mixer on medium-
high speed until soff bul not melted
significantly. Repeat freezing and
beating one or two more times, if
desired.

After the final beating, stir or fold
in arty whole or chopped nuts, pteces
of candy or cooldes, large pleces of
frult, non-dairy whipped topping or
prepared Ingredlents used to pro-
duce a swirled or marbled effect.
Serve after final processing or return
to freezer and serve later.

Another tip from Hoffman: press a
plece of plastic fllm against the ex-
posed surface of the frozen yogurt be-
fore the lid Is placed on the storage

As sosn on TV
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Alfter the frozen yogurt is churned from the ma-
chine, it is placed In a speclal cooled auger and
then scoops of any kind of toppings can be swirled
in, then augered back intoa cone. This machine is

container. Without this extra seal,
the surface of the yogurt will dry out.
And the plastic minimizes the forma-
don of Ice crystals in the yogurt. (By
the way, do not store in glass; use
plastic contalners.)
