120 hours overtime in a single pay
period.

Novi Fire Chief Art Lenaghan
said that, whenever a power line
falls, the situatjon ties up fire
equipment and personnel because
the department must stand by fora
potential fire.

It was a pleasant surprise to see
the Wixom city Planning Commission
table a request for a rezoning by Meljer
Inc. of 34.5 acres Just outside Novi's
boundaries. The purpose of the delay,
holding consideration of the rezoning off
until Aug. 5, was (o allow time for the
two cities to jointly review the impact.

Anytime a major development is
proposed for land just outside the city,
close enough to have impact here but
outside the boundaries where Novi
planners don't have an official say in the
matter, we would be concernied. But the
fact that Meijer selected the Wixom site
only after having been unsuccessful at
locating a stare in the same areabut Just
inside the City of Nowvi, served to
helghten that concern.

Would Meijer officials be able to
play the two cities against each other,
creating a competition between them in
order to get facility placed within their
boundaries, and thus io gain the result-
ing tax base? Would one city allow the
project In without insisting that the
probilems it creates for the other be
addressed and corrected?

The deciston by Wixom planners,
to allow for joint review, goes a long way
toward alleviating such concerns.

The Grand Rapids-based Meijer
Inc. is proposing to build a 195,000
square foot store in Wixom on the north-
west comner of Grand River and Wixom
Road. To put up the retall center, it
needs a change in zoning for the land
from industrial research and freeway
service io business use.

At least now, with joint review,
Novi can rest assured it will have input
on decisfons about the center and that
the regional impact of the development
will be considered.

When asked tojustify her actions, she stated
that the newspaper was “too respectable” to in-
clude some of the statements, It appears to me,
that in defense of this so-called respectability,
the paper has given way to corruption. Printing
space was not an excuse for diminishing the
quotes, either. There was plenty of room left, for
all the candidates who were oppressed, that
could have been utilized.

Aa the battle over an “informed consent” abortlon bill
moves to the House, the political question is: How much
steam did Right to Life lose?

“Right to Life lost three votes they never lost before,”
sald Sen. Lana Pollack, D-Ann Arbor, after the Senate
gave 22-12 approval to a strongly-worded bill by Jack
Welborn, R-Kalamazoo,

Pollack’s count was correct. Past abortion-contre] bills
—cutting off Medicatd funds and requiring parental con-
sent — usually got 26 Senate votes, Defecting this time
were Republicans John Schwarz of Battle Creek and Har-
1y Gast of St. Joseph and Democrat Wililam Faust of
Westland,

RIL President Barbara Listing pralsed the victory over
the “profit-driven abortlon industry” but made no refer-
ence 1o the reduced margin,

Area s¢nators provided no surprises. -

Voling yes were Republicans Fred Dillingham of Fow-
lerville, Robert Geake of Northville and David Honigman
of West Bloomfleld.

Voting no were Democrats Pollack and Jack Faxon of
Farmington Hilis, whose district includes Novi,

RTL's soft spot was siate intrustion in the doctor-
patient relationship, Schwarz, the Senate’s only physi-

clan, swayed several votes when he said, "My voting ,

record In flve years has been strongly pro-life. It (informed
consent} overextends the bounds of the Legislature.”

Schwarz added that requiring the doctor to show a
woman pictures of a fetus the age of her own “really
impinges on the doctor-patient relationship.”

And Schwarz objected Lhat “there’s no (other] proce-
dure where we have a 24-hour walting period. To ask for
24 hours goes against accepted medical practice.”

Replied Dillingham, whe ranks with Welborn as the
Senate's chief architects of abortion control: *I have a
great deal of respect (for Schwarz}, but I certainly do dis-
agree with some of his concerns.

“We're really not talking about normal medical proce-
dures,” he said, noting that with abortion there usually
has been no previous docior-patient relationship and
usually no follow-up contact, :

“This bill is trying to establish that type of cohtact
between physiclan and patient. Certalrnly when they
(women) are faced with a dramatic — and traumatic —
decision such as abortion, they should take the time to
learn what they're doing,” Dilingham sald.

As for the required photos, Dillingham sald similarplc-
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tures appeared in the lberal-leaning Newsweek
magazine.

Faxon sald, “l am very much opposed to legislating the
practice of medicine. Doctors are competent and don't
need to be tald what to say or not to say.”

Faxon characterized the photo requirement as “play- @
ing upon the heartstrings of patlents.” He said that the
bill makes the doctor a “patron of a political philosohy”
{Right to Life}.

Geake and Honigman were silent during the five-hour
debate, which was dominated hy Welborn and Pollack.

The final roll call showed 16 Republicans and six
Democrats favaring it with three Republicans and nine
Democrats opposad.

Finai e came without a word of debate on the
main bili. The Senate spent five hours rejecting amend-
ments, mainly from Pollack and Debbie Stabenow, D-
Lans

and sought to substitute a pamphlet from the American
College of Obstetricians and Gynecologlsts. The best she
could get was seven to efght votes.
