If you've wandered into the Novt
Civic Center recently and felt like
something was missing, well, you
were right.

Gone is the columns of scaffold-
ing that engulfed the lobby of the
center while work on the roof was
being completed. According to As-
sistant City Manager Cralg Klaver,
replacement of the roof was com-
plete about two weeks ago.

*It was like a forest of steel,”
Klaver said. "I'm thrilled to have it
done.”

The civic center’s roof was da-
maged last September by a tomado
that swept through the city. The
tomado caused damage to the N-
brary and police roofs as well,

Klaver didn't have a final price
tag for repairing the three bulld-
| ings. But, earlier estimates placed
[ the cost between $1.1 million and
$1.3 mililon.

Either way, Klaver said, Novi

't pay the repair bill. The city’s
msurer. Michigan Municipal Risk
Management, will cover the costs,
he said,

The center's roof was replaced a
section at a time, Klaver added.
Each sectlon, approximately six
- feet in size, were removed by crain.
[ Despite the process, the assis-
ta.nt city manager sald work cht
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of $15.000-$16,000.

Products produced in the bakery

Negligent homicide is a misdemeancr punish-
able by up to two years in prison. Manslaughter
and second-degree murder are felonies punish-
able by up to 15 years or life in prison
respectively.

The Jeep was reportedly driven by a 19-year-

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Deficit may increase
cost of school lunch

$36,402.80 if the price hikes are ap-
proved. Over $26,000 will come from
increases to high school students
and milk price Increases.

The district's memo cited flve rea-
sons for raistng lunch prices for high
school students at a greaterrate than
for middle and elementary students.
@ High school students eam a large
share of thelr money, and statistics
ghow these students may have be-
tween $5 and $20 in thelr possesion
at any given time. Elementary stu-
dents depend on thelr parents for
lunch money while high school stu-
dents often choose to eat at fast food
restaurants for lunch at a cost grea-
ter than school lunches.

B National school lunch require-
ments recommend larger servings for
secondary students.

B Sccondary students take “signific-
antly larger” portons than elemen-
tary students at self-serve bars,

B Preparation for lunch at the high
school requires more labor hovirs per
meal because elementary school
lunches are “warm and serve.”

B High school students demand
more cholces and more expensive en-

trees. For example, elementary stu.
dents accept choices like hot dogs,
hamburgers and spaghettl. High
school lunches include taco bars,

" burrtos and nacho bars,

Asurvey of 14 students in the High

School Student Food Service Advis-
ory Committee showed most stu-
dents spend $2.01 to $4 when they
eat lunch off campus.

Most students sald they spend be-
tween $1.26 and $3 when eating on
campus.

The survey found most students
elther eat off campus two to three
times a week, or they never eat of
campus. '

High schoo! cafeteria workers rx-
cefved high ratings in the survey,

But students had a few specific re-
quests for the school's food service
department,

Students requested “bigger, better
sundaes,” pizza sauce rather than
cheese sauce for the bread sticks,
and hot food {sometimes It's cold by
the last lunch peried, students said),

One student asked that pop be
served at lunch. Ancther said the
food service workers should “keep
doing the same things as they do."

People are constantly ask-
ing for more petitions.”

Tyson sald some of her neighbors
in the aflluent Bloomfleld area have
signed the recall petitions. "'l‘hcy‘re
the ones who know what's going on,”
she insisted. “They're aflluent Repu-
blicans, but they realize what these
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budget ‘cuts will do,”

Since taking offlce inJanuary, En-
gler has cut most general assistance
programs as well as programs aflect-
inghealth care, assistance to the arts
and enforcement of environmental
regulations.

Tyson, a volunteer in the Welfare
Rights Organizatlon, is critical of
those cuts because they will affect
mostly children and the disabled —
pecple unable to find other means of
support.

by the original’ contractor.

Jahnke said the church rejected
the bonding company's offer and
went on to hire a new contractor on
its own. He sald they intend to
pursue litigation against the bonding
company to recoup the losses.

Jahnlte sald church members de-
cided to goahead with the completion
