Plans for a 4,000 square-foot re­
staurant on TVelve Mile Road in NoW 
were approved Wednesday night ty 
the plaiinlng commlsskm. 

The Cooker Bar and GrlU was gi­
ven unanimous approval for prdi-
minaly site plans and a wetlands 
permit. The restaurant, whteh must 
go back to the commission for final 
approval, wiU be Just west of Hag­
gerty Road. 

"Fm delighted to see Cooker's 
come to Now," said commissioners 
Eirhest Arufib. "I tiifril^lf^gbirig^^tobe 
great at this locationi" -r̂  

The restalirant is'hefrig developed 
in conjunction with an Amoco gas 

StaUon. The dty coundl rezoned 
more than tiiree acres at the site 
Wednesday night to allow for both 
uses. 

The rezonlng Is part of an agree­
ment between the dty and Amoco. 

hi tiie deal, tiie dty WiU recdve kqr 
rights-of-way fiom Amoco and the re­
moval of a contamfrlated gas station 
at Grand River and NoW roads. In re­
turn, Uie dty Is helping the oil com-
paiqr to set up stations on Twelve 
Mile at Now and Haggerty roads. 

Amoco is donating tiiie rights-of-
ways at tiie new gas staUon sites. The 
dty needs the rl^ts<>f-ways for road 
frhprovement plans along "Twelve 
MUe Road (see related stoiy). 

According to NoW Engineering 
Consultant Joseph Kapelczak^ 

Amoco owns an optiMi to biiy the en-
tire i»rcel. He said the restaiuruit, 
whk^ has a location on Seven Mile 
Road frl NorthvlUe, has an option to 
purchase Just more than three acres 
of the site for development of its 
iacUlty. 

As part of the Amoco deal, the re-
staurant agreed to donate Its porUon 
of the right-of-way on TWelve Mile, 
Kapelczak said. 

Cooker Bar and GrlU wUl seat 220 
patrons, according to plans. AruiTo 
said the establishment is noted for 
having good food and atmosphere. 

Accoralng to a manager at the 
NortiJvUle Cooker Bar and GriU, tiie 
restaurant serves a "regtonal Ameri­
can" cuslne.

Final approval of the budget was 
postponed Thursday for one week 
with board memliers hoping the state 
Will have reached a decision on tax 
base sharing by June 27. 

Budget approval is scheduled for 
June 27 at 7:30 p.m. at tlie Educa-
Uonal Services Building. 25345 Taft 
Road. 

Tax base sliaring is a plan, ap­
proved by the state Senate, that 
Would divide the state into two or 
tliree zones. Fifty percent of growth in 
commercial and industrial tax base, 
as well as increases on state equal 
Ized valtiatlon on property, woukl be 
shared. 

The plan ls expected to cost Novl 
schools one-lialf a million dollars 
next year If passed. 

President Robert Scliram sakl tax 
base sharing is unCair lxcause it for­
ces people Uving in schod districts 
with an industrial and commerclal 
taxbase to live with the HI effects of 
devekipment without reaping the 
rewards. 

Trustee Raymond Byers said 
equitable funding of schools is neces­
saiy, but it should be funded at tlie

The proposed tludget wouM re­
quire a 27.73 mill levy, an increase of 
2.22 mills over last year.

In a n y case. It will count a loss for 
the Novl district. Plwko has been a solid, 
stable leader who has done much to help 
the district progress over the years. 

M i n d you, Novl Schools was a 
pretty d a m good little district when he 
took over the h d m . He didn't liave to 
d e a n house, restructure the admi­
nistration, nor fix a finandal mess. So 
liis Improvements have been low key —-
progress a step at a time without a great 
deal of fanfare. 

Primarily, Plwko has overseen the 
substantial growth ofthe district and his 
aclilevement has been that that growth 
lias b e e n orderly. Building up the physi­
cal plant of the district is a big part of it. 
matcliing the growth ofthe district's fa­
cilities to the growth ofthe student popu­
lation without getting too far ahead can 
be a trichy task. Piwko's been pretty 
much on the money with his admhilstra-
tlon's projections of needs.

owners Is also a n exemplary one. Not 
only lias the district b e e n able to levy less 
in property taxes than it was allowed to, 
bonding for the construction of the new 
bulldhigs has b e e n Icept consistently 
low. 

Overall, he's done a n excellent Job 
ofbalandng tlle students' needs with the 
ta:q)^ers' desires to keep their final bills 
as low as possible. 

Piwico is usually humble about that 
point. He has been qtdck in the past to 
point out that the City of Novl has pro­
duced a good flow of hicome fcr the dis­
trict because of the rapid pace of deve-
lopment here. Nonetheless, we coimt it 
has an Important accomplishment. 

As the superintendent departs, 
some critidsms of his performance are 
coming out. The primary criticism com­
ing from the board and from parents of 
the dlshlct Is that they believe Piwko was 
iliOt, as lnVohre4 to school district func^i 

"tioiis as he shomdhave been. They want' 
t h d r next superintendent to be more 
involved. 

That's an excellent goal. A n d no, 
Pivn4co is not perfect. But we ought not 
forget, or take for granted, Piwko's 
numerous strengths. "Tlle board and dis­
trict parents should sedc from t h d r new 
superintendent a replacement of those 
Important sldlls.

Novi Higll Scliool's broadcast studc11ts most lilcely Will 
tie broadcasting to 80 percent more people Wlien WOVI, 
"Novi's WUd Side," goes on tlie alr next fall. 

WOVI, 89.5 on the FM dial, applied for a power in­
crease from tlie Federal Communications Commission In 
February 1990. 

Tlic FCC approved tlie increase, but until Tliursday 
tlie cost for new equipment was not approved. 

At a regular meetlnglTiursday, the Novi scliool board 
voted unanimously to allow administrators and WOVI 
staff adviser David Legg to move aliead on tlie ejqjansloa 

New equipment needed to ejqiand WOVTs s i ^ ^ Is ex­
pected to cost $18,445.45 not including labor. 

Thistee Raymond Byers suggested apprxlvlng a mo­
tion to accept bids ratlier tlian a motion to approve the 
expenditure. 

But that is in essence what the board would be doing 
by approving the ejqpenditure, said board President 
Robert Schram. Bids must still come back to the school 

board for final approval. 
"Ntyonlyconcemisweneedtoshowsupportforlt,. . . 

but we also need to know wliat it costs," Scliram said. 
At the board's request, Legg provided information ab­

out imderwrlter programs at Novl High School and two 
other high schools. 

WOVTs license does not pelmlt it to sell advertising, 
but lt can receive contributions from underwriters. 

In exchange, the station can offer on-alr recogltion of 
the donationbut may not endorse a compariy or product. 

WOVI, a 10-watt station, receives $470 from 19 

underwriters. 
Broadcasting at 200watts, Plymouth-Canton Schools 

receives $1,200 from 12 underwriters. 
Warren Consolidated Schools receives $6,000 from 13 

undervrlters. Warren schools broadcasts at 100 watts. 
Legg said he expects the cash amounts and numbers 

of underwriters will increase with WOVTs expansion. 
All changes and expansion at WOVI must be complete 

by September 1992 when the FCC permit expires. 
The station provides sports, entertainment, news and 

clilldren's prf)gra111ing during the school year.

Novi's Waste and Recylables Col­
lection Committee has bieen given the 
go-ahead to talk trash with Waste 
Management Inc., a major hauling 
compaily. 

' Antho1ty Nowldd, Novl'sJ Director 
of Public Servlc^', told the city cojn-
cll June 17 tliat the disposal corpora­
tion contacted tlie committee earUer 
this month to see if they could ar­
range a contract wlth Nfwl similar to 
those Waste Management lias with 
the cities of Farmlngton, Farinington 
Hills, Southfleld and Wlxom. 

At present, Novl Is the only one of 
eight memliers of the Resource Re­
cover and Recycling Authority of 
Soutliwest Oakland County (RRRA-
SOC) not to liave commi1nlty-wlde 
trash collection. 

With curbslde retydlng In the 
near luture, the committee, created 
in Decembier, lias the mandate to 
study how Novl Will meet this 
cliallenge. 

"Tlielr Intention is they would 
want to extend tlie Farmln^n Hills 
and Soutlifield contracts to us at the 
same rate and thefr Indication is they 
would come In lil^er if t h ^ liave to 
go tlirough traditional bids," said 
City Manager Edward Kriewall. "On 
tlie surface, it makes some sense." 

The dty coimcll gave the nod to 
discussions with Waste Manage­
ment, but Coundl Member Tim Pope 
uiged tliat otlier waste hauling com­
panies also be alerted to tlie local 
opportunity. 

At present, Novi subdivisions con­
tract individually with a number of 
different trash hauling services. 
Some council memliers aren't neces­
sarily tlirllled with the idea of one ma­
jor corporation taldng on the Job. 

"I do not like the Idea of tlie large 
Inislnesses like BFI and Waste Man­
agement taking over everything," 
said Coundl Member Joseph Tbth. 
"Five years from now, I could pay 
$500 per month for trash pki-up. 
Waste Management and BFI seem to 
be heading down the road to kill all 
competition."

And the Rose Cottage Tea Boom is defi­
nitely the shoe that fits Northvllle, too. 

T o u know, the thing 1 hear most often 
fiom people is, -Noirthville needed this.'" 
she says. 

Open for just two months, the tea room 
Is a new concept in Northville. Places like 
the Townsend Hotel in Bimilngham and 
the Sweet Aftcn Tea Room In Plymouth 
have offered proper afternoon tea, but the 
Rose Cottage seems to fill a niche between 
those two. 

In the proper BriUah braditlon, tea is 
served with separate pots for water and 
tea. In additton, the guest nlay dine on a 
Idattcrofnine assorted finger sandwiches, 
two pastries, and fiiesh scones with fiult 
preserves. Devonshire cream and frvsh 
fruit are also Induded. 

Ihe pastries are made fresh daily by

If the complete tea is too much for one 
stomach to handle, there's a light after­
noon tea available with a smaller pot of tea 
and a smaller assortment of gtwdles. 

Rlzzo, co-ownerofthe Rose Cottage with 
Baker, manages the busfriess end of the 
operation, a i ^ he likes the way the tea 
room has grown rapidly. 

"We've had days where we've had to tiun 
people away," he says. 

He also points out that the informal at­
mosphere at the Rose Cottage is slightly 
different from a place like the Townsend 
Hotel. 

•At the Townsend, for $12.50 per per-
son, they control it" he says. " T h ^ bring 
the sandwiches and pastries around on a 
cart you select a couple of thfrigs and 
they're gone. It itlay be 15 <»• 20 minutes 
before they get back to you. 

"Here, for $12.50, we place a huge dish 
in front of you, and well let two people split 
that" 

The light tea. which is for one person 
only, goes for $7.50. 

The decorations give the Rose Cottage a 
true Northvllle feel. F1iom the minute you 
step up to the building, you can smell the 
rosebushes axlwing in the front yard. En­
trance is in the bade, as the front porch is 
used as a seating area. 

biside there Is plenty of print wallpaper 
and dean linen tablecloths, and pastd 
hues abound. Lace curtains adorn the 
windows. 

Each room of the converted frame 
house has Its own flavor. One is large and 
bustling, another small and intimate, bi 
the near future, upstairs rooms will be 
open as well. Smoking is lavhibited every­
where, even on the porch. 

"What sells the plaice is the decoration 
and the ambiance," says Rlzzo. "We get tots 
of compliments on the decoratlii^ We 
used all local people where we ooukl.* 

The dientele isn't entirely kical though. 
Wise customers call ahead with reserva­
tions for tlie lunch hour (11:30 a.m. to

IVe gone to places on the East 
Coast that served tea, and Canada has 
some great tea rooms. 

"But I always thought, if I had one. what 
would I do? Now I can do it" 

Ihough the afternoon tea has its follow-
Ing. the real smash hit has been the lunch 
menu. Baker planned all the menus her-
self, and while Same and elegance abound 
in items like a Londonderry Gri.ll (slivered 
beef tenderiobi with ham, turitey, Jarls-
beig cheese and pepper chutney on egg-
dipped rye) or the non-dessert streudels 
(chicken or mushroom, with risotto), nu-
tritlon is a big factor as weU.

The prime season 
fr)r Strawberries is now. late spring to eaiiy 
summer. 

Choose berries with a umifarm red cokx-
and £reen, 1ix>i8t hull. The larger tlw con-
talnfr, the more chance that the berries 
will be cmshed fay their own w d ^ t and 
damaged. 

StrawfaeiTies are h i ^ in vitamin C and 
bw in calories, a 3S4 -ounce portion con­
tains only so. Do not wash henries until 
you are ready to Dlse them. Washing ahead 
of time isasUngfor mdd. Remove the stem 
unless it is needed for decorative 
purposes. 

Strawberries provide, in my estimation, 
the most dramatic presentations. A huge

with a honqr-crcam cheese dip, brown su­
gar and whipped cream is a simple, deli-
dous and elegant dessert. A sihrer tray 
filled with white and dark chocolate-
dipped berries isanothersuggesUon. Fora 
sumptuous cocktail, add a strawbeny to 
glass of white wine or champagne. 

Strawberries are very rarely cooked ex­
cept fin* preserves. There is nothing that 
compares to homemade strawberry jam 
freshly baked bread and creamy butter. 

Blueberries are likely the next most po­
pular lOeny. T h ^ are commonly eaten raw 
or baked in jpies or tumovcra. Blueberries, 
like strawberries, make a wonderful cold 
soup. 

Rsispberries and the not-so-common 
Uaddxrries are classified as multiple 
fruits. T h ^ are made up of marty tiny seg­
ments, each a i which contains a seed. 
These benles are at their best plain or with 
Just a sprinkle of sugar. All share a cchh-
mon pcaik season, summer. 

Oioose fruit that is vibrant and deep in 

color. Small containers will assure a less-
damaged product. Check for mold or rot 
The berries should be diy and fairly firm. 
Avid mushy or too-soft fruit Wash berries 
Just prior to service. Refrigerate loosely 
wrapped for up to three days after 
purchasing. 

All berries freeze well. Wash and diy 
well. Place on a cookie sheet in one layer 
and freeze lintil solid. Package tai plastic 
begs. Remove and use as needed. 

Benrles tliat are frtwn are primarily 
good for sauces as their structure dianges 
after freezing. The foUowlng redpe can be 
used with any berries, The fruit Vinegar 
and Ikjuor may be omitted, but thfy are 
flavor enhancers. The soup is low ciorie 
and low fat. Serve as a first course or a 
main li^t meal. If made ahead of time, 
store In the blender cup and reblend Just 
before senice. Enjoy beny much.

That shiny star-shaped fruit, the 
carombola, doesn't have a whde tot 
of flavor, but what a pretty flve-point 

slice it makes for garnishing evety-
tiling from cold fish dishes to salads 
and desserts. 

While at the fruit counter, don't 
forget the now-famlllar kiwi fruit, 
wlidch not too long ago was pretty ex­
otic. Peel and slice into rounds for a 
dash of bright green flecked with tir^ 
black seeds. It is also quite effective 
when cut into wedges, and tucked 
beside the major dessert. 

If you've never deep-fried Oriental 
rice noodles, you're in for a surprise. 
They expand voluminously into a 
}uf̂  bed for sauced dishes or Just to 
lold sauteed fllets of fish, meat or 
poultiy. Don't fiy too large a batch at 
a time because they are done in a 
flash and need plenty of expansion 
room. 

Desserts, of course, are where 
prettiness sliines, and that brings us 
back to the realm of roses. Rose wine 
to be speclflc. This is also one of the 
lightest desserts you can serve your 
guests; each serving contains only 35 
to 38 calories. 

AJelty is made of the pink wine and 
it is molded in custard cups. The spe­
cial surprise is the whole strawbeny 
suspended in the middle. If serving 
wine with dessert, one might be 
tempted to pour the same wine. 
Don't. 

The rose wine Is sweetened and 
flavored, so a wine tliat Is somewhat 
sweeter and richer is the perfect part­
ner. Look for a French sautemes, or 
some of the excellent dessert 'wines 
from Callfomia. 

ROSE JEWELS 

3 '/4 cups rose wine 
1 to 2 tablespoons sugar, depend­

ing on sweetness of wine 
teaspoon nubneg 

3 tablespoons water 
3 tablespoons kirsch 
2 tablespoons geklUn 
1 pint strawberries, stemmed 
12 small parsley sprigs 
Optional: 12 laige leaves — ivy, 

grape or slmUar, 36 strawberries for 
garnish 

Yields 12 servings. 
Pour rose wine into enamded or 

tin-lined pot; add sugar and nutmeg 
and bring to boll. Reduce heat and 
slnuner genUy, uncovered, for 1 
minute. 

Meanwhile, pour water and kirsch 
into small bowl and sprinkle gelatin 
over it; put aside to soften gelatin. Re­
move pot from fire and immediately 
stir in gelatin to dissolve it. Cool. 

Place 12 custard cups on cookie 
sheet and fill with wine to depth of ab­
out W inch. Chill until fairly flrm. 

Meanwhile, fill stem hole of berries 
with pareley sprigs. Place 1 parelqr-
topped strawbeny in center of each 
cup, paraley and down. ChiU untfl 
firm. 

Pour in remaining rose-gelatin to 
flU cups. Chill again until firm. Iflxr-
ries are large and their Ups show 
above the levd of the Jelly, slice off to 
JeUy level. 

To serve: Slilne leaves by rubbing 
with a lltUe oil. Put a leaf In center of 
each plate. Unmold each Rose Jewel, 
place on leaf, and garnish with 3 
fresh strawberries.

Dty onion soup mix is one ingre­
dient most mirowavers take care not 
to runout of. It'seasy tokeeponhand 
and comes in servlng-slze packets 
Just right for one redpe, addirig a rich 
onion flavor to a variety of redpes. 

"Soup" mix seems a bit of a mis­
nomer — not many people actually 
make soup with it. One cklsslc use is 
onion dip: one (1 'A ounce) envelope 
onion soup mix blended with 2 cups 
sour cream and served with a big 
bowl of potato chips. 

But for microwavera, dty onion 
soup mix is perliaps most useful as a 
browning agent. Sprinkle overroasts 
or roll uncooked clUcken in the mix 
before mlcrowavlng Not only does It 
add a delldous oniorty flavor, but it 
gives otherwise pale foods a glaze of 
appealing brown cdor, too. 

For onion-lovere, try tills special 
com on the cob. Combine 2 tables­
poons butter, 2 tablespoons dry on­
ion soup mlxand l tablespoon water. 
Microwave about 30 seconds, or until 
butter melts: stir. .Arrange four cars 
of fresh com in an 8-by-8-lnch 
microwave-safe baking dish. Drizzle 
with butter mMure. Cover with 
waxed paper and nticrowave five to 
eight minutes, or until com is tender. 

To makea tastyonion butter, com-
bineone 1V* -ounceenvclopediyon-
lon soup mix with one 8-ounce tub 
soft margarine or whipped unsalted 
butter. Blend Oioroughly. Refrigerate 
until ready to use. Adds Oaveor to hot 
mlcrowaved vegetables; toss with hot 
cooked noodles or dab onto 
microwave-baked potatoes.
