Ihe Novi Planning Commission wlU have at 
least one new foice when it next meets, as dty 
council Is expected to appoint three planners 
tonight 

Candidates for the tliree openings were Inter­
viewed by the dty council Wednesday night. The 
seats ofccKQinlssionerB Tim Gilbert Ju t^Jdm-
son and Harry Avaglan are open for 
rei^qlointment 

Both GUberg and Johnson reapplied for the 
commisslfsL Avagtan. who is fitclng c h a i ^ of 
credit card fiaud In district court, didn't file to re­
tain his seat. 

The appdntments will be made in time for the 
pommisslon^s nweting on Wednesday night. 
Each term will last three years. 

"1 am familiar with the issues a11d the area." 
said candidate Robert Taub. a Detroit attorney. 
In his interview with the council. "I like Novl. It 
has a certain rural or country flavor." 

The six-year resident said he sees Novi head­
ing toward more residential growth In the next 
few years. He said he would like to preserve the 
natural aspects of the city while "being realistic 
about growth." 

Lodla Richards Jr., a dty resident for nearly 
three years, told council members that growth 
should be controlled. He said It shouldn't "out­
strip" development of utIliUes. 

"We don't want growth for growth's sake, but 
(grwoth) that ia smartly planned," Richards said, 
adding 'I believe the dty of Novl is a well-planned 
conamunity." 

Riduurds Is an engineer with General Motors. 
He said he would approach each new develop­

ment with an "open mind." 
John KIrklsh, a longtime member of the Novi 

Construction Board of Appeals, was interviewed 
by the council. It was unclear at the conduslon 
of the interview, however, whether KIrklsh 
wished to be considered for a commission seat. 

'Because of the time constraints, I don't think 
I could do a proper Job," he said. 

Michael Freeman, a self-employed 44-year-
old who Is also running for dty council, had one 
goal in mind In appl^ng for the commission. 

"I want to serve the dty," he said. "I want to 
partldpate In itiy newdty. Iseeanewandemeig-
111g dty and I want to be a part of It.' 

Freeman, a resident lor oie year, desalbed 
planning as a basic dty function. He said traffic 
Isaproblem In thedty that has many concerned.

"Regional goVemment" used to be 
a dlr^ phrase a1x>u11d the Southeast 
Michigan Coundl of Governments. 

Last week it became a thinkable 
Idea. To maily^ at a SEMCOG work-
shop on urban sprawl, liegfonal gov­
ernment became discussable — and 
even desirable. 

"Start with a regional plaimlng 
agency with mandatoly piartlcipa-
tlon," said spokespeople for eight 
groups of elected officials, plailners, 
e n v i r o n m e n t a l i s t s a n d 
buslnesspeople. 

"A metropolitan council for ser­
vices of a regional nature could be 
woricable," one group agreed at the 
end of the day. 

'Regional government, with an 
elected governing body, is perhaps 
the end result, the ultimate,' said 
another. 

'Everyone agreed we need some 
kind of change — at a minimum, 
mandatoly regional plan11111g," said 
still another. 

SEMCOG, founded In I969, is a 
voluntaiy agency In the seven-
county region. Some 130 of230 units 
of government pay dues. In a deep 
economic recession, many quit. 

For the last year, SEMCOG has 
been studying "urban sprawl" — the 
eating up of l ^ d by low-density uses 
unjustified by population growth. 
The region's population is expected 
to rise 6 percent In the next 20 years, 
but "business as usual" wUl require 
development of 40 percent more 
land. 

Last week's SEMCOG-sponsored 
session broached the subject SEM­
COG leaders had shunned for years. 
Before the 100 conferees were four 
options for chailge that proved al-
most universally popillar 

Mandatoiy regional pla1ii1ing. 
• Mandatoiy regional authorities. 

A metropolitan council —, ap­
pointed policy board. 
• A metropolitan council — elected 
govenjing board. 

"Everyone confronted with the re­
ality of what we're doing found the 
possibilities eye-opening," said Mar-

llynn Gosling, an Oakland County 
commissioner from BloomQeld Hills. 

"Metropolitan councils can af;-
compllsh things we've talked about)* 
said Gosling, who co-chairs the year-
long SEMCOG study 

"Rena Cusma knocked everyone's 
socks off," said John Ambeige^, 
SEMCOG execuUve director. Cusma, 
the luncheon speaker, is executive 
ofiker of: thS(j^etn>p(^tan Service 
District to Pc^tland,. Ore.;., "4?eaa 
Cusma got thc^lan thmxi^ the Ore-
gon Legislature. WeVc just Intro­
duced the Idea here," said Amberger. 

The Portland area 'Metro* covers 
three counties. It does urban plaii-
nlng, transportation planiling, solid 
waste dispfjsal and recycling. It also 
operates the zoo, civic stadium, con­
vention center and performing arts 
center. 

Amberger said, "Local elected ofiB-
cials are in terrible btads. They must 
do what's best for their people an^ 
also look after the region." 

Milton Mack, a Wayne Coilnty 
probatejudge. Issued an outright call 
for new reglo11al governance powers. 

"Southeast Michigan is now facing 
Its biggest crisis — urban sprawl," 
said Mack. "Yet no local governmen­
tal mechanism Is In place which 
could even remotety begin to address 
the problems caused by sprawl. 
Local home-rule powers relating to 
planning and zoning are irrelevant in 
the regional community known as 
southeast Michigan." ; 

Before appointment to the bench. 
Mack was SEMCOG chair, a Wayne 
Coimty commissioner and a City 
Wayne council member. 

"Ipropose that some of the func­
tions that local government now per­
forms be shared with an agency with 
regional oversight," Mack said, ad­
ding he opposes replacing local 
government. 

The regional agency, he said, 
should make decisions on land uses 
of regional impact: "location of major 
Industries, airports, highway exten­
sions, large commercial develofl-
ments such as a shoppl11g center dr 
mega-mall, major sports facilities, 
l a i ^ new subdivisions and the p1tl-
tectlon of wetlands." <!

The Novl school board took the second step in 
searching for a new superintendent. 

Superintendent Robert Plwko left the district 
Friday to take a job with the Highland Park school 
district In nUnols. 

At a June 20 meeting the lUlnols-based firm of 
Hazard, Young, BIckert and Associates Ltd. was 
hired to lead the board in a search. 

Thursday vniUam Hazard attended a board 
meeting providing a time Unc for hiriilg a new 
superintendent. 

The firm was appointed as the district's consul­
tant in the search on June 20. For $12,000 and 
not more than $3,500 In expenses the company 
wiU lead the district on Its search. 

But before the search could get under way the 
board had to decide what salaiy range It was will-
Ing to pay a superintendent and what an accept-
able starting date would be. 

They voted unanimously to pay not less than 
$90,000 depending 6n qu^catlons and ejqperi-
enoe. The starting date for a new stlpierintchdent 
wlU be not later than July,,!, 1,992.. 

The search will be national, but board President 
Robtrt Schram had some concern that local can­

didates would feel "put ofT when they hear the 
search wUl be nationwide. 

•Is there a hidden message In that. Do we need 
to go national or can we go regional?" Schram said. 

Hazard said a natioiial search will not cost the 
board more than a regional search and a regional 
search could urmecessarlly limit the pool of 
candltlates. 

•1 hope we are not parochial enough to say no 
one b^ond the Mississippi can tmderstand us," 
Hazard said. 

Understanding Michigan Qna11ces may be con­
sidered an important quaUflcatlon for the superin­
tendent hopeful, but Hazard said candidates 
trained In other states would be considered. 

"The reality is your best candidates are quick 
studies," he said. 

Michigan law provides a bit of a stumbling block 
not only for prospective candidates but also for the 
search team. Hazard said the state's Open Meet­
ings Act requires more openness than In lUlnois. 

Middgan law requires interviews conducted by 
the entire board to be held in a meeting open to the 
public, minbis laiif siiefcincally excludes personnel 
interviews fiom tlie^Spen meetings act. 

"It's a little more difficult to find candidates will­
ing to go public," he said. 

Candidates who do not want to risk losing cre-

dlbUlty with their current district may refuse to in­
terview in Novl. 

In an effort to keep the process closed longer 
While stlU aUowlng for some community il^ut, a 
district subcommittee will interview approxi­
mately 10 of the top candidates and recommend 
three to five finalists to the board. 

When the entire board interviews the finalists, 
the interview process wiU become open to the 
public. 

The 10 semiflnallsts wlU be chosen by Hazard's 
flim after reviewing the applicants and meeting In 
person those candidates the company does not 
know. Hazard said the average search will bring 
between 70 and 90 appUcants. 

The firm wiU attempt to verify the educational 
background of all candidates to protect the board 
from hiring a superintendent who has fake 
credentials. 

July H a n d 12, Hazard is e:jq)ected to return to 
Novl and meet with community groups, district 
staff and the school board about what they want In 
a superintendent,

• Thunderstorms during the 
weeke11dofJune 15 and 16 knocked 
out the "feed" from city council cham-

vHsers to the MetroVlslon studios in 
'Farmlngton HlUs, according to Lark 

: iSamoullan, Executive Director of the 
Southwest Oakland Cable Commis-

.islon. But the problem was not dls-
:̂Covered until 6 p.m. on the night of 

ithe meeting, when the technical di­

rector In charge of operating the 
couiKll chamber television control 
room arrived to begin preparations 
for the cablecast. That left no time to 
nlake repairs before the meeting, Sa-
noulian said. 
• The 'feed" cable was back Inopera-
tion the following Wednesday, but 
the council met off camera when 
council members decided to split off 
fijom their Joint session with the city 
planning commission to discuss de-
taUs of the proposed rezonlng and 
land swap contract between the city 
and Amoco Oil. The meeting was 
open to the pubUc, but was not 
cablecast. 

Samoullan e3q)lained that the dty 
does not have the technical capabil­
ity to broadcast live fitlm other rooms 
within the Civic Center. Since the 
planning meeti11g — in which com­
missioners were discussing rezon-
ings for two new Amoco gas stations 
in the city — was being broadcast 
live, technicians would not have had 
the equipment or staff to set up 
cameras for the co1111cll meeting, 
even to tape it, she explained. 

Council members Tim Pope and 
Nailty Cassis objected to the move 

during the meeting. They proposed 
that council should remain in cham­
bers so that Its deUberatlons could be 
cablecast while the planning com­
mission should be asked to move to 
another room. 

Mayor Matt Quinn explained In an 
Interview later he felt that would have 
been Improper. "It was a regularly 
scheduled plani1Ing meeting And we 
felt we should move so that we were 
not the interlopers," he said. 

Cassis however argued that when 
councfi is deUberatlng an issue as 
Important as the Amoco land deal, 
council session should be broadcast, 
ale said she beUeved that was more 
Important that standing on 
"protocol." 
• It is stiU unclear what the cause 
was of the lack of cablecast Wednes­
day, June 26. Qty Clerk Geny SUpp 
said that notification of the meeting 
was given tx> city public information 
officer Cindy Stewart in adequate 
time. Stewart hires and schedules 
the technical directors who operate 
the equipment duri11g cablecasts. 
But for some reason, a technical di­
rector did not show up to broadcast 
the meeting. 

Stlpp did say that the location of 
the meeting had been changed, from 
an activities room to the coundl 
chambers. Samoullan said that 
meetings outside the council cham­
bers would not normaUy be cable-
cast, because the dty does not have 
the equipment to do that. 

Cassis complained that the result 
was that several Important discus­
sions by council could not be viewed 

the public. WhUe the Amoco deal 
was discussed in the first two ses­
sions, interviews of planning com-
mlsston candidates were conducted 
on the night of June 26. 

"We were not trying to be secre­
tive," Qulnn said. "We had discussed 
the Amoco issue in two previous 
meetings, which were broadcast, and 
the whole program was laid out at 
those times." 

"That Is the typical reaction na­
tionwide," Samoullan said of the con­
cern over secretiveness. "When dty 
coimdl starts cablecasting, they are 
under noobUgation to continue it but 
residents come to expect it. That's 
why I don't push the dty councils to 
start unless they are willing to 
continue."

F e w e r d r i v i n g d r u n k , s t u d y s h o w s 

Nearly 90 percent of Michigan re-
sldents think drunk driving is a 
'somewhat serious or very serious" 
problem in their commur1ity and 
more than 75 percent support in-
creases In taxes on akohol and fees 
for rellcenslng of drunk drivers to pay 
for countcrmeaures. according to a 
University of M i c h i ^ trafflc safety 
survey. 

"Alcohol-impaired driVers haVe left 
their mark on Michigan communl-
tles, and most residents believe that 
the burden of reparation should be 
carried by the oflenders, rather than 
all drivers." explained survey author 
Ffedrlck M. Stielf, research scientist 
at the U-M Transportation Research 
InsUtute. 

The Michigan Omnibus Traillc 
Safety Survey, begim in 1987, polls 
Michigan residents' attitudes, per­
ceptions and reported behaviors on 
such Issues as licensing require­
ments, use of safety belts, dru11k 
driving, speeding habits and enforce­
ment of safety laws. The most recent 
findings are based on telephone in­
terviews with more than 750 Mlchi-

adults conducted in the M of 
1990. 

Most respondents reported drir1k-

Ing little or no alcohol. However, of 
those who did drink, nearly 20 per­
cent said they drank to intoxication 
at least once In the previous two 
weeks. Of these, more than 50 per­
cent reported drinking to intoxica­
tion at home, while nearly 25 percent 
drank to intoxication in a bar. 
Eighty-six percent said they did not 
drive after drinking to intoxication. 

In addition to tlie use of sobriety 
check lanes, a majority of survey re­
spondents supported toughening the 
legal defl111tion of intoxicaUon by low­
ering the blood-akohol concentra­
tion limit for drivers fix>m. 10 percent 
to .05 percent — and lowering it still 
further to 0 percent for drivers under 
age 21. More than two-thirds of re­
spondents favor immediate 90-day 
suspension of a drunk driver's 
license; a similar number support in­
carcerating convicted drunk driving 
offenders in 111I11imum-security pris­
ons rather than county Jails. 

More than 75 percent of respon­
dents voiced suport for increasing 
the state akohol tax and reliceilstire 
fees for convicted drunk drivers to 
pay for drunk-driving countermea-
sures. However, most respondents 
oppose Increases in drivers license or 

plate fees or In state sales, income or 
gasoline taxes to raise such funds. 

On other topics, a majority of re-
spondents favor graduated licensing 
for young beginiiirlgdrtvers and older 
drivers. Under such a system, young 
drivers would gradual^ acquire drtv-
ing privileges as they demonstrated 
hicreased skill and experience; oUer 
drivers would gradually reduce their 
amount and type of driving as their 
ability declined. 

Whfle oplilions are eveilly split on 
the issue of a youth driving curfew 
that would prevent minora firall drtv-
Ing between 11 p.m. and 5 a.in., a 
majority of respondents did favor a 
siiTillar curfew for drivers 70 and 
older. Study coauthor Usa Molnar 
i1oted that "the greatest support for 
such a law comes from respondents 
over 70, those most llkey to be af­
fected by such a measure." 

More than 50 percent of respon­
dents said they regularly drove at 
least 60 mph ln Michigan's 55-mph 
zones and more than 25 pencxnt re-
ported driving at least 65 mph. .Al­
most half of the respondents believe 
drivers on these highways would not 
be Ucketed unless they exceeded the 
speed limit by at least 10 mph. 

On rural Interstates. where the 
speed limit is generally 65 mph. a 
majority of those polled said they 
drove below 65 mph; more than 75 
percent believed that drivers must 
exceed the speed limit by at least 5 
mph on these roads before they 
woukl be ticketed. 

More than 75 percent of respon­
dents said they used a safety belt "all 
or most" of the time. A majority of re­
spondents favored extenfltng Michl-

' gan's safety-belt use law to rear-seat 
passengers. While a majority do not 
yet support changing the law to aUow 
police to stop a car solely on the basis 
of seat belt non-use. the proportion of 
lesldents supporting such a law In­
creased from the last survey in 1988. 
TWo-thlrds of respondents said there 
was "at least a good chance" ofgettlng 
a ticket for not using a safety belt If 
pulled over for spelling.

W h a t ' s h a p p e n e d t o 

c o u n c i l c a b l e c a s t s ? 
What has happened to live cable-

casts of Novl City Cotrndl meetings? 
Now that three consecutive meet­

ings of the Novl City Council have failed 
to get on the air. council members and 
dty administrators must realize that the 
public is starting to get concerned. A n d 
well they should be. 

We count the cablecasting of these 
meetings as a high priority. They enable 
d ty residents to partidpate i n d t y gov­
ernment, at lea8t by viewing the goings-
on at the coundl policy-mal^ng sessions 
and staying informed on the Issues of the 
day here in town. Once the d t y council 
started airing its meetings, the d ty 
should strive for consistency by keeping 
those meetings on television. 

M i n d you. It seems to have been a 
series of unrdated problems \»1ilch has 
kqpt tdevislon screens blank: 

• City council's regular meeting J u n e 
17 was off the air due to technical prob­
lems. .According to Laik Samoijlian. 
Executive Director of the Southwest 
Oakland Cable Commission, thunder­
storms i n the area the previous weekend 
knocked out Novi city hall's "feed"—the 
cable which makes live cablecasts possi­
ble — to the MetroVlsion shjdios. The 
problem was not discovered imtil the 
night of the meeting, City Q e r k G e n y 
Stipp e:q)lalned. A n d by that time. It was 
too late to get the problem correded for 
the cablecast of the meeting that 
evening. 

The feed was back u p by the night of 
J u n e 19, Stipp said, but when d t y coun­
d l adjourned fiwl a Joint meeting with 
he dfy~plaiiiifiig commission that even­

ing and moved to another room to con­
vene on the details of the Amoco con­
tract, only one of the two meetings could 
remain o n the air. Even had d t y cotindl 

G o v e r n m e n t 

wanted to t ^ e its session for a later 
cablecast, ndtherthe equipment nor the 
staflBng were available, since both vrert 
b d n g used to cablecast the planning 
commission session. 

Counci l members H m Pope and 
Nancy Cassis both argue the cotrndl 
should have stayed In chambers so that 
Its deliberations could be cablecast. But 
Mayor Matt Qvdm and the remainder d 
cotrndl feit theyr would be interfering 
with the planning conunission's m e d -
ing. It was a regulaity scheduled plan­
ning commission session, after all. 

• ExacUy why dty council's Joint ses­
sion with the planning commission on 
the night of June 26 was not cablecast 

still is not dear. Stipp said Novl Public 
Information Officer d n d y Stewart, who 
is responsible for scheduling the techni­
cal dtredors ^ o operate the cameras 
and contixd room, was given adequate 
notification of the meeting. But the loca­
tion of the meeting was also changed, 
and that is significant according to 
Samoulian. Only meetings in the coundl 
chambers Iri the Novl Civic Center can be 
cablecast Uve, she said, and since the 
meeting was originally scheduled for 
another room, the d t y may not have 
planned to put the meeting on the air. In 
any case, the technical diredors did not 
show and the meeting was not aired. 

We dont see that a finger of blame 
needs to be pointed here. Nor can we 
condude that the dty c o u n d l or the d ty 
administration is attempting to be "sec­
retive." We do, however, thtak that the 
problem shows the need for some addi­
tional attention to cablecasts on the part 
of the dty. 

Samoul ian said Meti-o^^sion is 
working on converting the "feed" to fiber 
optics, which should not only make it 
less susceptible to failure i n a stoml but 
should also Improve the q i i a l l ^ of the 
cablecast. .And that should address one 
aspect of the problem. 

To address the rest, it £q)pears 
some contiIigency plaImlng Is in order. 
One of the meetiiigs might have made it 
on air had the d ty considered the possi­
bility It might have to adjourn to another 
room for deliberations. Remote cameras 
could have been arranged to tape the 
show for later cablecast. 

And notification of the operators 
shouldn't have to rety on a single person 
i n d i y hall, or a least someone should 
take over that task while the trlformation 
officer Is on vacation. 

In any case, If Novl i s serious about 
being on cable, staffing should be 
arranged so it is flexible enough to get 
meetings on air regardless of last minute 
changes. 

O u r p i c k f o r p l a n n i n g 

A s we enter the dog days of sum­
mer, political action i n Novl is heating 
up. 

At stake tonight, when the dty 
council convenes, will be three seats on 
the planning commission. T h e council 
wUl vote on Mayor Matt Qulim's recom­
mendations and the seats currently oc­
cupied by Urn GUberg, Judy Johnson 
and H a n y Avaglan will be sealed for 
three years. 

A total of dght residents, i n d u d i n g 
Gilberg and Johnson, applied for the 
slots and were interviewed by the coundl 
recently. The field tndudes two engi­
neers a n d a lawyer, among others. 

In reality, the commission will 
likety have only one new member when 
the dust setOes. Avaglan, who is cur­
rently i n legal batties over a e d l t card 
fraud charges, didn't reapply for his seat. 

GUberg and Johnson, however, 
seem sure to be reappointed. .And they 
certainly should be. 

Gilberg, who has served for two 
years, provides an independent Voice on 
the commission. He is often the first to 
champion the interests of residents in 
d e a l l r ^ with developers and is always 
responsive to thdr concerns. 

J o h n s o n is a planning dynamo. .As 
president of the Michigan SOdety of 
Planning Offidals she continues to ex­
p a n d h e r considerable knowledge 
through workshops, seminars a n d con­
tact with organization members. 

Tto take JohnsoIi off the commission 
would do Novl a serious disservice. 

The choice for flie final seat is a bit 
tougher. E a c h of the applicants inter­
viewed by council Wednesday were well 
spoken and enthusiastic about serving 
the community. 

However, we believe the council's 
best choice is between R O B E R T T A U B 
and S T E V E N G O R G A S . 

AlOiough he seemed a bit green on 
some planning issues raised by council 
members, T a u b demonstrated a d e a r 
concern for the city's environment. 
Nonethdess, he spoke of "moderation." 
While attempting to preserve the dty's 
present atmosphere, T a u b said that 
must be balanced against the need for 
grtjwth. A n d with projects beginning to 
p u s h Into western Novi, which Is noted 
for Its natural beauty, we believe the 
commission needs another vdce of mod­
eration regarding devdopment. 

Taub also seemed to appredate the 
Important role of planning In Novl. Above 
the other candidates, he showed a will­
ingness to give the job of commissioner 
the time it deserves. 

While T a u b wins our stamp of ap­
proval, Gorgas also impressed us. 

The Ctaysler engineer showed the 
best knowledge of recent planning 
Issues. Having been to a number of p lan­
n ing sessions, Gorgas spoke intelligently 
of seveial major devdopments which 
have been proposed in the area and 
showed he was well versed. We think 
dorgas was also on the Inark by recog­
nizing the Importance of devdopers pro­
viding sidewalks in new projects.

In all the Jabbering about 
school funding "equity," you'll 
read repeated^ about $2,500 
and $8,000. They represent 
what the poorest Michigan 
public school district spends 
per child annually versus the 
richest 

I too have been guilty of re­
porting those bald numbers 
without explanation, as If they 
weren't apples and oranges. 

The truth Is that Mldilgan 
Isn't one econoiny but two or 
three. You need to have dUBFerent 

)rice Indexes for different parts of the state. 
Prices In metropolitan Detroit are about 22 percent 

h l ^ e r than In the major outstate dties. 
The evidence comes from elaborate Indexes con­

structed by economists In the hospital Industry and my 
own experiences across the state. 

Housing prices In these suburbs run about 25 percent 
ilgher than In Kalamazoo, Saginaw and the major out-
state cities between 40.000 and 200,000 population. 

The hospital Industiy chart shows we pay 22 percent 
more for home construction and, as you'd expect, 22 per­
cent more for public education. 

In smaller towns and the North Woods boonles. the dlf-
erentlal Is even greater. But the comparison Isnt apt be­
cause there are so few managerial, whlte collar, pink collar 
and skilled trades jobs In the thhd ecoomy. 

We pay 34 percent more for auto repairs, 44 percent 
more for trash collection and 55 percent more for home in­
surance in southeastern Michigan. 

Hospital and dental prices run 18-19 percent higher. 
Those numbers are particularly noteworthy because they 
are big ticket benefits In contracts penned hy teachers' un­
ions and school boards. 

We do get a few things cheaper. Store bought groceries 

are 1 percent lower here. (But Vegetables and fiiilt from a 
fanner's stand are cheaper outstate, and there are more 
stands.) 

Gasoline Is 6 percent cheaper here, according to the in­
dex, and you have more places to shop. 

There's nodata IVe seen, but my hunch Is that a subur­
banite here has a longer drive to work than someone In 
Battle Creek, Midland or Port Huron. So outstaters prob­
ably consume less fuel commuting, and they certainly 
Waste less fuel at red Ughts than subutbanltes. 

Let's turn back to that $2.500Versus $8,000 compari­
son of school spending. 

Many legislators say our first goal shoukl be to M that 
lower number to $3,000. Well, multiply the $2,500 figure 
by the 22 percent differential, and you Inflate the poor out-
State (district's budget to $3,050 per pupil—by metlo De­
troit standards. 

Possibly youVe been following the education news 
statewide. Detroit Is paying its newly hired superintendent 
$125,000 even before she has reduced the dropout rate 1 
percent The State Board of Education is blddRig $83,000 
for a new superintendent of public instruction. 

.And as for lawsuits, anyone outside a cocoon knows 
Wayne County juries' reputations for generosity to plain­
tiffs, and Oakland's are tiylng to catch up. 

No lawmaker or lobbyist during the tax stealing debate 
ever pointed out that It simply costs more to run schools In 
southeastern Michigan.

SMART anticipates operaUng 
costs (^$2.7 million annually for the 
eight new bus lines. About $400,000 
of this should be recouped from the 
fare-box, Sajovec added. 

U l e system >iwlll be run by ATE" 

Management Services of Cincinnati, 
Ohio. The first year, ATE will provide 
the buses. The next year, SMARTwill 
have to buy its own 24 vehicles for 
ajtywhere from $3.5 million to$4 mU-
llon. he said. 

The buses 'will nm evely 45 mi­
nutes, beginning at 7 a.m. weekdays 
and 8:30 a.m. Saturdays. There will 
be no Sunday service. 

The last bus will leave from IVelve 
Oaks at 6:15 p.m. 

Bus lares are based on the zone 
system. To ride anywhere up to two 
zones is $ 1. An addlUonal 25 cenU is 
then assessed per each additional 
zone. 

During weekdays, senior dUzens 
and the handicapped may pay half-
fare except during the rush hours ^6 
a.m. to 8:30 a.m. and 4 p.m. to 6 
p.m., when a full-fare will be chaî ged. 

Saturday fares are $1; 50 cents for 
seniors.

Sajovec said telephones at the In-

fomlatlon service are already ringing 
off the hook with queiles about the 
new bus routes. 

SMART serves six counties: Oak­
land, Wayne, Macomb, LMngston, 
St. Cktfr and Monroe. 

But for Nov! residents, going 
downtown to Detroit will require a se­
ries of trlclty transfers. 

'It still woukl be dllBcult but it 
couU be done," Sajovec said. 

Hopping the bus to Uvonla Mall or 
Wondeiiand Mall should be relatively 
simpler, he added. 

As for the shuttle plans, SMART 
has proposed btiylng a $200,000 
troll^ for Novl, from the Kansas-
based Chance Corporation. It shouki 
arrive in August. Sajovec added. 

He Is currently working with local 
businesses to see if they wUl assist In 
operational costs for the shuttle, 
which will take bus commuters and 
other passengers to and from key 
local sites, such as shopping centers 
and hotels. 
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the Motorsports Hall of Fame of 
America have all expressed Interest 
in moving to the site. In additloa the 
Novl Chamber of Commerce and 
Thompson-Brown Reality have al­
ready agreed to move Into the build­
ing by September. 

The Mohawk building boasts 
18,000 square feet of ofiSce space. 
Kriewall said that, conceptuaity, the 
building would house a mix of users 
and would still have plenty of room 
left for banquet and convention 
faciUUes.

"We are pretty close to getting the 
green light to start to get these things 
done," he said. "We are really trying 
to do an expo center." 

Novl Chamber of Commerce Ex-
ecutlve Director Connie Mallett said 
the chamber would like to move into 
thebuildlngbymld-AugustorSept. 1 
at the latest. She said the chamber 
was finalizing its moving agreement 
Friday with Thompson-Brown, 
leaslng-agent for the building. 

Mallett said the move will allow the 
chamber to establish a 'Novl Conven-
tlon and Vlstors Bureau." She said 
the chamber has long wanted to es­
tablish such a bureau and expand Its 
operations. 

"It fits a need for us," Mallett said. 
The chamber will occupy about 

2,000square feet in the buikUn^s of­
fice area rent free, she said. In return, 
the chamber will facilitate conven­
tions at the site. 

"It's a trade-off," Mallett said. 
In essence, the executive director 

said, the chamber would be respon­
sible for the project. Mallett said 
eventual^, the chamber would likely 
become the buldling*s "master 
leasee." 

Blafr Bowman, of Thompson-
Brown, said the compare would Uke 
to "have a presence* in the building 
by the middle of the month.

wine offerings bom "new" wineries, you should remem­
ber there Is nothing more Important on the label than 
the brand name. Quality, established wineries will not 
risk their reputation on an inferior product. One such 
wineiy Is Challes Krug — Napa Valley's oldest winery. 

In 1849, the first year of the California Gold Rush, 
Chailea Krug fled to America from his native Prussia, 
riot to pan for gold but to flee a repressive regime unwill­
ing to copt with Idealists. 

Uke 90 many after him, Krug was enthralled with the 
iiatural Wesslngs of Napa Valley's cllinate and terrain 
and cau^t the wine bug. He moved to Napa in 1860 
^ d b ^ a n planting vinej^irds in 1861, completing con-
structlDn of a stone wineiy in 1868. 

. Just in case Kru^s contemporaries hadn't noticed 
his achievements, the long arm of fate reached out one 
night In 1874 when a cellar worker Inserted a sullur 
candle (used for barrel sterillzatlon) Into a iu1nlng bran­
dy barrel. An explosion a1id subsequent Are destroyed 
the wineiy. Local historical records report that before 
the embers were safely out, Krug was ordering lumber 
fijr the rebuilding project. 

. Krug died in 1892, leavlilg his ranch and wineiy to 
his dau^ters. but not without being recognized as an 
Influential figure In the wine industry and the first per­
son to establish a wineiy in the Napa Valley. 

; The Charies Krug Wineiy produced wine until Pro­
hibition began in 1919. In 1943, the winery was pur-
diased by Cesare Mondavi, an Italian immigrant who 
dime to die United States in 1906 and prospered as a 
grape wholesaler In the Lodi area. 

Today, Cesare's sons Peter and Robert are both 
Influential figures In the Califonllawine industry. Peter 
and his two sons Marc and Peter Jr. are involved With 
running the Charles Krug Wineiy while Robert and his 
family supervise the day-to-day operations at the 
Robert Mondavi Wineiy.

There's plenty of talk about recycling in 
this area as communities begin to make it 
mandatoiy. 

Wayne County .and Oakland County 
have both required communities to begin 
curbslde recycling as part of their solid 
waste scenarios. But now that that step Is 
assured, it would be prudent to start look­
ing ahead to the next step in reducing solid 
waste. 

"Reduce yoi1r use" is the latest rallying 
ciy from the green camp. In other words, 5 
you stop wastelul products from coming 
Into your home in the first place, you don't 
have to wony about whether to landfill 
them, reuse them or refycling them. 

It starts when you goto the supemlaik-
et. The goal is to reduce.the amount,of. 
packaging in yotlr groceries, and take 
other steps to reduce the overall waste 
stream. 

Michigan State University's Coopera­
tive Extension Servtee has released a 
guidebook to envfronmental awareness in 
the home, called "The Green Pages." In 
addlUon to tips on government resotlrces. 
disposal of waste anid where to recycle, the 
booklet contains a how-to gilide to more 
earth-sensitive groceiy shopping. 

Here are some dos and don'ts as recom­
mended by the Cooperative Extension 
Service. 
• Do buy items that are reusable. Sylvia 
IVeltman pointed out that doth towels 
make a better chotee than paper, and you 
can bity your chUd a Iui1ch box Instead of 
paper bags. 

Cloth shopping bags are availabk. 
Instead of the brown paper ones, or you 
can shop at a market that allows you to 
reuse paper bags. Kroger and Meljer, for 
example, oSer dlscotmts of a couple cents 
a bag to customers who do this. 
9 Do buy reflllables for reuseable pro­
ducts. Said Tleitman, "When biiylng soft 
soap or liquid soap products, you can buy 
the dispenser, and then buy a big bottle 
and refill it — instead of btiylng the dis­
penser over and over." 

Some hair stylists also sell hair care 
products in bulk to customers who bring 
In their reflllable botUes. 
• Do buy products made bom recyded 
and re<yclablc materials. Remember, 
there's no such thing as recycling If no one 
buys recyded products. You have to com-

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plete the cycle in order to say you recyde. 
Milk Jugs and plastic soda bottles are 

two examples of containers that are made 
firom recycled materials. 

There are paper towels — if your use 
them — that you can buy made bom 
recyded materials," said 'neitman. "You 
have to look around in the grocery store. If 
you have a choice, pick the things that can 
be recyded." 
0 Dobiiyfoodorotherltemsinbulk.Pas­
ta bought by the pound at a bulk food store 
is more earth-filendly than that pur­
chased in a box (with a plastic window in it, 
yet). 

"A similar idea Is to biiy things in large 
packages, liistead of Individual servlilgs," 
said Treltman. T o u can either buy a very 
large box of com flakes, or buy it in bulk." 

Though you shouldn't buy perishable 
products in this manner, thirigs like laun­
dry soap and dish detergent are best 
bou^t in the biggest quantity you can 
afibnl (or find space for). You'U also find 
that, in the long run, it's cheaper to buy 

large sizes. 
• Don't biiy convenience foods. TV din­
ners. Instant processed foods like Ham-
b u 1 ^ Helper, and microwavable pro­
ducts in individual packages contribute to 
wastefulness at every step. 

For example, a microwave meal comes 
in a tray (often not recyclable), wrapfwd in 
plastic (whk̂ h you immediate^ throw 
awa^, in a box (often wax-c(»ted making It 
uruecydable). Not only is the packaging 
wastefill, but so is the manufacturing pro-
cess that created it. 

"Your dinner will have three or four lay­
ers of i»ckaglng on it before you get to the 
food," said TVeitman. "People don't realize, 
you can make chicken and rice ahead of 
time, wrap it up in the freezer and make 
your own braen TV dinner. Or you can 
bake a big pan of lasagna and reheat por­
tions in the microwave." 

Treltman likes to encourage people to 
learn home freezing and canning tech-
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When it comes to the environment, 

doing your part by buying blodegrad-
ables may do more harm than good If we 
don't look at the total solid waste picture. 

A new study released by the Expert 
I^el on Food Safety and Nutrition of the 
Institute of Food Technologists states 
that biodegradable packaging may help 
in a small way with the litter problems in 
the stre«j^-an^icxi^atj^, ,b^^ the bigger 
pn>bIe1iv;»,($«9Ujey^ served 
by viiat scientists call an "int^rated 
approach." 

There is no quick solution," said Dr. 
Robert A Uebersax, of the department of 
food science and human nutrition of 
Michigan State University and ffT Reg­
ional Communicator for Michigan. 
"Packaging choices based solely on 
blodegradabUity Ignore the primary pur-
poses of packaging, which are to jMotect 
our foods a11d minimize public health 
hazards." 

The study, published by D T — a 
25,000-member scientific society — 
explained that If blodegradabUity Is 
required on packaging, some products 
woukl need additional layers of packag­
ing to protect foods or satisfy strength 
requirements. Thus the amotmt of 
material requiring disposal (that may or 
may not degrade) in a laildfill would go 
up. 

A bag made of biodegradable plastic 
must be thicker and heavier than con­
ventional bags, the study conduded. 

BlodegradabUity also complicates 
recycling, and may add to landQU dispos­
al of packaging, according to the study. 

The IFT report recommended a multl-
laceted approach to the total solid waste 
problem, combining and improving 
methods of reducing materials prior to or 
during manufacturing (soiure reduc-
Uon), recycling (indudlng composting. 
Incineration, and landfills. 
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Most people read novels, I read 
coddxx>k8. 

Friends talk about the latest top 10 on 
TheNew YorkTUnesbook list, I rave about 
the newest cullnajy publlcaUon I Just pur-
duaed. My friends and famlfy think this Is 
peculiar behavior. I tend to disagree. 

There Is so much to be learned from 
Journals of any type. Because I am a chef 
oy profession, a food scientist out of neces­
sity and extol food in general, what better 
pastime than to read about foodstuffs? 

A cuirent project is reading The Com-
pleteGuideToTheArtOfModemCookcry" 
translated from FVench. The author is con-
sklered to be the grandfather of dassical 
cooking — Auguste Escofller. The book 
was written in 1907. 

EscrfHer's belief lives today: the basic 
fundamentals of cooking do not change. 
Science and social bnends force us to up­
date and modernize traditional methods 
but the rudimentaty principals always re­
main the same. 

I don't recommend that you run off to 
the bookstore and purchase this manual 
as it Is a guide only and does not go In to the 

minute details of preparation. If, however, 
you are a hlstoiy bufi' and have sound 
cooidhg knowledge, it could be a great ad­
dition to your bookshelf. 

He (Escofilci) says It (the book) is for 
U1ose who practice the art of cookery 
whelher they be the professiorlal chef or 
manager, the housewife or the gourmet As 
a guide, it should be read and studied and 
referred to constantly; a book kept some­
where In the kitchen and not rdcgatcd to 
the libraiy shelf to gather dust. 

In my readlngl came across a section on 
grUllng. 1 never assumed that escoffier 
would be very Interested in what we refer to 
as barbecuing. I was wrong. 

Some interesting fun facts. Grilling is 
the roasting overan open fire. Itis the most 

. primitive method of cooking. As prehis­
toric man's desire to eat finer edibles grew, 
the Idea was bom to prepare food over 
heat Thenccdforpreservlngfoods for long 
periods was eliminated, the food tasted 
better and harmful parasites were killed in 
Uie process. 

Along with cooking came the spit made 

from various Woods which imparted their 
flavors to the meat. Smoking then became 
prominent then cooklngwlth utensils and 
so on. Experience rendered conclusions, 
and cooke1y advancements were on their 
way — and still are today. 

The fiiel best for grilling Is charcoal. 
Smoke produced by other materials may 
cause a bitter, tmpleasant taste in the 
food. Ventflatlon is veiy important in all In­
stances- The amotint of fuel used is depen­
dent on the amount and sizes of food. 

It is critical to layer the charcoal 
pyramid-style until the fire takes hold and 
the coals are glowing. A 11atural draft is 
fonned. 

When ready to cook, spread the coals 
out evenly to the size required for the food 
to be griUed. It Is also vital to have the metal 
grlU in place and hot before adding food 
thus eliminating sticking to the rods. 

Different foods require different grUllng 
procedures. When grilling red meats con­
sider the size. Big Items reqidre a hot fire to 
qukddy brown and sear the exterior. The 
better the quality of meat the more the ex­

terior should be cooked since Uiere are 
morejulces present and their pressure wUl 
build up with heat and break through a 
lightly seared piece of meat. 

Once the meat is brown the intensity of 
the heat should be diminished. Brush the 
me8,t with oU, butter or marinade while 
cooking to avoid diyng out. The use of a 
fork to t11m meat is not advised as the 
Jillces wiU be lost fi:om the punctiurc 
marks. Tongs are suggested. 

WhUe it Is imperative to "seize" red 
meats, the opposite is true for white meats. 
Ihe heat should be medium. Hot enough 
to cook through and to give a golden color. 
Brushing with a liquid is advised for the 
same reason as given above. The Juices 
should run clear when the meat Is cooked. 

Fish, laî ge or small are grflied over a 
moderate heat; they should be brushed 
with butter or oU first and Ulrough the re­
mainder of cooking. Cooked fish is flaky 
and pulls away bom the bone easUy. 

Fish may be coated wlU1 flour, then 
brushed with butter before grtlllng. The re­
sult is a golden coating ^ c h prevents

Vegetables grill marvclously. Simply 
brush with a l i^t coating of oil and lay on 
the hot grids. A litUe salt and pepper are all 
that Is needed to finish them off. Or. 

The 
vegetables can be used for pizza, pasta or 
as a side dish for entrees. 

As a final rote from Escoffier^ "Cooking 
evokes—as society Itself does. . .without 
ever ceasing to be an art." Go forth and be 
artists.
