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Child care center
ordered to move

A conflict between state and local
operation requirements has led a
Novi child care facility to relocate
within the city.

The Teaching & Leamning Child
Center Inc. [TLC) is In the process of
moving after the city determined in
April that its current home, located at
43485 Grand River, didn't meet
bullding codes. Owners of the bulld-
ing, Renee Lusk and Kim Schiebold,
contend that they hawe state ap-
proval to operate the child care.

According to Novi Deputy Building
Official Don Saven, however, city and
state requirments for the operation of
child care facilitles are Independent
of ach other. He said the businesses
are required to receive state fire mar-
shall and Department of Soclal Ser-
vice (DSS) approvals while still meet-
ing city building codes.

*DSS looks at olher criteria,” Sa-
ven said, “somewhat, but not totally
related to (Novi) building codes.”

The building offictal sald his de-
partment made a special inspection
of the Grand River child care at the
request of the city’s fire department,

After making the inspectlor, the
department delermined that the
butllding's usage had changed under
TLC — from business to a mixed use
of business and institutional child
care, The buliding department's Apri!
report also noted that a dentist's of-
Bee was being operated at the site.

Under the city's bullding code,

TLC — which provides care for some
children under2% years —lsm't per-
mitted to operate at its current facil-
ity because of the bullding's con-
struction type, the report said.

The conflict between state require-

ments and the city's bullding codes
are a "major problem,” Saven sald.

He added several confllcts, like
TI.C's. have developed in Nov In the

Saven said the city's building code
dictates how facilities must be con-
structed for Individual business
uses, He deseribed the conllict as
urfortunate,

TLC was granted preliminary ap-
proval by the planning commission
last month to renovate a home near
Eleven Mile where the business will
move. The owners must now receive
fina] approval from the city for the
move,

Because of the bullding cede viola-
tions, the city ardered TLC in April to
cease operatlons and bring the butld-
ing into compliance. The Novl Con-
struction Board of Appeals last
month granted the business six
months to make renovations to the
Eleven Mile site.

Lusk said the move Is causing a fl-
nanclal hardship for the business,
She sald the final cost of moving the
child care and making renovations
could be $250,000.

The Taylor resident said it would
be difficult to complete the move
within six months, Lusk said they
were still trying to acquire all the
needed flnancing for the move,

Brett Schneider, a 6-year-old who
was errolled in a Novi Parks and Re-
creation summer camp program,
was severely bumed Monday mom-
ingwhen he came In contact with the
wire. Schneider was still listed in crit-
ical condition Wednesday morning at
the University of Michigan Bum Cen-
ter in Ann Arbor,

- In a section of the report titled
“Background on Case,” Novi Police
Officer Mike Wilson reported that
park employee Ronald John Fritz

- had dialed 9-1-1 at approximately

645 Sunday night to report the
downed wire, which was causing
sparks and flames,

Fritz told police that at approx-
mately 9 p.m., Novi Fire arrived and
*“took over the scene.” Fritz told police
he left the park at 9:15 p.m.

! At 7:50 a.m. Monday, Fritz re-
fumed to the park, where he met
Brad Donald Lewis. Lewis had
opened the parkat 7:25 a.m. to clean

up. Fritz told police he and Lewis de-

cided the park should not be cpened
due to the downed wire.

Frtz told police he and Lewis
marked the area with orange pylons.
The pylons, as well as yellow caution
tape placed there by the Novi Fire De-
partment the previous night, were
still In place later that moming when

Schneider was infured.

“Lewis put the pylons around the
wire and Fritz wentback to talk to his
boss, who was in charge of the park,”
thcreportsaid “At this point a deci-
slon was made to open the park.”

The report does not name who
made the dec{sion to open the park.
However, it does say “See written
statements by Fritz and Troshak
(Novi Parks and Recreation Coordi-
nator Marilyn Troshak)."

Statements by Fritz and Troshak
are being withheld by Novl Police.

to Wilson’s report, he,
along with officers from the Novi Fire
Department, arrived at the park
shortly before 10:30 a.m. Monday
and was directed to the northeast
corrier of the park, where Schneider
was lying on the ground.

Connle Marie Lake-Nohle, a Novi
resident, was giving Schnelder first
aid. She told Wilson that Scheider
“had been electrocuted but had a
pulse and was breathing.”

The Novl Fire officers then began
giving Schneider medical attention.
Community EMS arrived approd-
mately two to three minutes later, ac-
cording to the report, and joined the
firefighters.

Wilson reported that, at this time,
medical workers determined that 50
060 pervent of Schnelder's body was
covered with third-degree burns.
Wilson then radioed dispatch and re-
quested a Med-Flight helicopter.

When Med-Flight arrived,
Schneider was transported to the
University of Michigan burn center.

Nicole Parmiey, a city employee in
charge of the park and camp activi-
ties at the time, told Wilson that an
8-year-old boy informed her and Ri-
chard Mathlas, another employee,
that “someone had been
electrocuted.”

At that point, Parmley instructed
someone else tophone 9-1-1 for help.
The boy helped Parmley and Mathias
find Schneider.

Parmley told Wilson that she and
Mathlas then “dragged Schnelder by
hlsmnsawayﬁ'omummtothc
paved path by the jungle gym® and
they began first aid with Lake-Noble.

Police deny sanitizing injury report

Novi city employees are derying
allegations by local media that they
have released a “sanitized version™ of
events Monday at Lakeshore Park
thatled to the electric-shock injury of
6-year-old Brett Schnelder.

Police Chief Le¢ BeGole said that
he gave one local television station a
complete officer’s report, minus writ-
ten1 witness statements, He supplied
the Noui News with the same report.

BeGole said witness statements

are being withheld on the recommen-
dation of the city attorney because
the case is still under investigation.

BeGole said he gave only the first
few pages of the report to a Detroit
dally newspaper because the repor-
ter had only requested the name of
the child who was injured.

He sald more information was
available in written reports by the
Novl Fire Department.

However, Novi Fire Chief Arthur
Lenaghan said that detailed written
fire reports of the incldent were un-

available because they were stili not
completed. Reports were still un-
available Wednesday morning.

The only avallable fire report
states that the fire department
“taped off” the urea around the fallen
wire with yellow caution tape, and
that the parks and recreation super-
visor was advised not to open the
park the next day “because power
wottld niot be restored.” The park was
then secured with a locked gate.

Lenaghan said that the park
should not have been opened the

next morning because the fire dee’
partment had legally closed it. H&'
said the park should have remained’
closed untll the fire department gave
permisslon for it to reopen. A

The federal government’s National
Oceanic and Atmospheric Admt-
nistration alsc is involved, which
means the area will be protected from
scavengers by the armed Coast
Guard.

Sie n hopes that involvement
on the part of the federal agency will
encourage the government to protect
the swrounding area from develop-
ment. He said the government often
forms sanctuaries in the area sur-
rounding marine preserves.

A five-county dispatching center
at Northville's Michigan State Police
post is nearly operational, according
to Lt. Jim Hostutler.

The system, known as computer
aided dispatch (CAD), could be ready
by September, he sald. The post will
dlepaich troopers In Wayne, Oak-
land, Macomb, Washtenaw and St
Clair countles.

"We were planning on Aug. 1 (to
begin operation),” Hostutler said,
“but it's going to be later than that.”

Phone equipment must yet be in-
stalled before the system can go on
line. Hostutler said the post {s cur-
rently working to secure financing for
the equipment.

Once in operalion, the post will
boast the state police's Arst regional
dispatch system. Hostutler added
that other regional centers In the
state will be developed after
Northville's,

State police decided to put the dis-
patch at the Northville post because
it's the only one of the district’s nine
that had room available. A former
storage area In the post’s basement
has bxen comverted to house the

dispatch.

State police explained how the
system will work. Calls from the
public, emergency or service, will
first be routed to computer opera-
tors. The operators will then send the
message across the rcom by compu-
ter to the dispatcher handling the
area the call came from. Dispaichers
then assign troopers from appropri-
ate posts to handle the call.

Besides dispatching, the system
will allow for computer Information
checks. Troopers on patrol will be
able to get information from the
checks directly from dispatchers,

Hostutler said a minimum of se-
ven dispatchers would be operating

The new dispatch center at the Northville State Police Post will serve numerous communities, including Novl 4

the CAD syatem at all times. The new
system will allow the post to begin
closing its doors at 5 p.m., he said.

The lieutenant sald the dispatch
will also allow for better coverage of
roadways.

“We will probably have better ser-
vice because more people will be on
the road,” sald Hostutler.

As We See It

Tragedy struck the City of Novi
Monday morning, A high voltage power
line was knocked down in Lakeshare
Park on Sunday evening. The Novl Fire
Department responded, closed up the
park and apparently told the Parks and
Recreation Department not to reopen it
until Detroit Edison had taken care of
the problem,

Somehow, communications got
mixed up and someone in the parks de-
partment concluded that the line had
been deactivated. The park was
reopened early Monday and a group of
youthful campers was allowed in.

One of them, &-year-old Brett
Schnetder, somehow came in contact
with that line and got badly shocked. He
is in the University of Michigan Hospital
Bum Center in Ann Arbor in critical con-
dition. Doctors say he has burns over 60
percent of his body. He has already
undergone one operation to help him
recover.

The whole comimunity’s heart has
gone out to the boy and his family, Al-
ready, a fund has been established to
help the family defray the medical ex-
penses, And, well, anumber of commun-
ity members have sald they are saying
their prayers for Breft these days.

Additionally, it i1s pretty clear the
community wants an accounting of this
incident. There are anumber of very seri-
ous questions about how such a thing
was allowed to happen.

For one, why did the Novi Fire De-
partment leave the downed power line
unguarded? Normal procedure appa-
rently is that emergency personnel stay
with a downed line, to guard against pre-
cisely this kind of incident, until Detroit
Edison arrives. We understand that
there were a number of downed lines in
town that evening and a number of other
calls for police and firefighters to attend
to. But couldn't the city have called in
another employee — say, a DPS warker
— to watch over the line. Or maybe the
city could have asked some adult resi-
dents to volunteer for guard duty.

For another, what happened to the
communication in the Parks and Recre-
ation Department that could have al-
lowed a staff member there to conclude
that the line had been deactivated? Who
made the decision to reopen the park?
Why would anyone assume that a
downed line had been turned off when
Edison consistently warns its customers
not to make that assumption?

These are serious questions. They
need to be addressed. And from all indi-
cations, city officials and administration
are working hard to find the answers,
The police department 18 working on an
investigation. City administrators have
also decided to bring in an independent,
third-party investigator. No one in city
hall scems to be taking this lightly.

Nonetheless, allegations about the
city's handling of the matter are being
made. Channel 7 reporter Mary Conway
gtrolled into town Tuesday and accused
the police department of handing out to
the public only a “sanitized” version of
the police report that had been com-
pleted that day.

City officials — from Public Infor-
mation Officer Cindy Stewart to City
Manager Ed Kriewall to Police Chief Lee
BeGole to Assistant City Manager Cralg
Klaver ~— ali denied that there was a
“cover up.” ‘

Yet the report was exiremely difil-
cult to come by this week and has so far

only been partially released.

Klaver gave the most compiete ex-
planation. Released so far have been two
reports filed by Novi officers. Withheld,
on the advice of attorney David Fried,
have been transcripts of witness inter-
- views, Thereason, toKlaver, is
‘that several of the witnesses gave infor-
mation which the police department
considers unconfirmed. Some even
made “guesses” about what had hap-
pened. And until those accounts are

confirmed, that portion won't be
released.

Eventually, Klaver assured, there
will be a full public accounting and those
statements will be released. He said the
report of the third party independent in-
vestigator would also be released, when
it is finished.

We belleve the city officials are sin-
cere when they say these things. Andyet,
given the track record of the Novi Police
Department, we have to question how
much Information would have been gi-
ven to the public and how fast it would
have come out had it not been for the on-
alr pressure of Channel 7 and the behind

the scenes string pulling of the Noui
News.

We say that because, under the
NoviPD’s current “News Media Relations
Policy,” information about police activi-
ties and criminal incidents flow to the
public in a pretty minimal fashion.

As background, the policy was
quietly instituted in May 1990 by admi-
nistrative order within the police depart-
ment. Neither the Novi City Council nor

the news media apparently were notified

about the procedures. ..::-

When the Novi News became aware
of it 1ast fall, we were told it had actuaily
been drafted by Melissa Motschall, a
public relations expert who claims police
departments as a speciaity. She also
happens to be the daughter of former de-
puty chief Richard Faulkner. At the time,
Motschall admitted that indeed the pol-
fcy had not been cross checked against
the state Freedom of Information Act be-
fore being implemented.

In January, Nouvl News managing edi-
tor Michael Malott penned a seven-page
letter to the department citing 10 sec-
tions of the policy he believed ran afoul of
the state FOI act. We asked far a review
and possible rewriting of the policy, as
weil as a meeting to discuss the matter,

BeGole promised there would in-
deed be a review and referred the matter
to the city attorneys, Both BeGole and
Kriewall, when the topic of police depart-
ment information was raised in canver-
sation, asked for patience, citing the
high level of turnover among the police
department’s top brass. We complied
with that request, declining to make a
public issue out of it until now, And this
week both Kriewall and Klaver sald the
issue will be addressed when the new de-
puty chief comes aboard in late July.

_-. So what's our point? We are not
here to simply scatter criticlsms at city
officials. Nor are we here to beat up on
the retiring chief BeGole or retired de-
puty chief Faulkner.

But the ultimate effect of the "News
Media Relations Policy” as it is currently
implemented, is that the police depart-
ment is, shall we say, less-than-

forthcoming,

The public interest in the
Lakeshore Park incident is pretty obvi-
ous. The need for a public accounting is
clear. But there are alsomany other inci-
dents which grab less attention and are
still of significant interest to the public.

So our point 13 that a review of the
*News Media Relations Policy” should

become a high priority for the new de-

puty chief as he comes aboard.

It would be easytc lose track of this
issue as the city deals with the other im-
portant questions'raised by the
Lakeshore Park incident. We don't in-
tend to let that happen. o

Kitchen finally gets his peace

Jeremy Kitchen does not belleve in

war,
Alter nearly five months In the
Middle East on the front lnes of
Operation Desert Storm, followed by
a bout with typhoid, that's the mes-
sage he wanls people o hear,

“I don’t believe In war at all* he
sald. “I stili think war Is teribly
wrong,

"I think it's great that everyone is
so patriotic and eve, . but war
is wrong and we should never let it
happen again.”

Kitchen, whose lelter from Iraq
was printed inaJan, 10feature story
In The Noul News, recetved an out-
pouring of mail from local residents.

The letter, which described hot
weather, desolation and frighte
living conditions, probably inspired
many people to write,

He estimated that 50 percent of
the letters were from people he had
never met, and a large portion of
other letters were from people he had
lest touch with and had not seen in
years.

“I gol a lot of letters,” he sald.

- “Probably more than anyone else, It

was great.”

The mall was a good distraction,
because there were many times when
Kitchen was very frightened,

His job as an artillery forward
observer required him to “go out in
front of everybody and scout out
where the enemy and the targets
are,” he sald. It's a dangerous job.

Kitchen joined the army two years
ago because he wanted to see Europe
and he wanted to earn money for col-
lege. He never believed he might
actually go to war.

“All T kept thinking while I was
there was, 'What am | doing here? "
he said. ,

His most frightening experience

occturred one night when he was
assigned to guard duty.

“I was sitting there, kind of half-
asleep and bored. Then, all of a sud-
den, there was a fighiing vehicle
in front of me and all of a sudden
there was a battle, right there in front
of me,” he said.

Kitchen satd many of his friends
over there, like him, jolned the army
to earn money for college.

“Most of us were (asking
ourselves), ‘Why did we do this? " he
said

While in Iraq, he and his frienda
took to wearing peace signs. That
angered a few people, he said, who
would tell them to take them off.

When he heard of war protests
back home, he sald, he didn't mind.

“1 thought the protesting was OK,
because they weren't protesting us,”
he said. “They weren't protesting the
guys over there, they were protesting
the war, and [ thought that was total-
ly cool.”

Inlact, Kitchen said, ifhe had been
here during the war, he just might
have been one of those protestors,

His unit was the first into Iraq, and
one of the first into Kuwalt. Then, hia
urit came back to deal with the refu-
gees and prisoners of war.

Kitchen said he felt sorry for the
Iraqg! prisoners they picked up, who
had gone toa long without food and
water. He gave his boots to one Iraqi
who needed them.

"We would give them food and
water, and they would get down and
kiss our feet, which is the highest
praise they give someone,” he
recalled

Kithcert's unit left Iraq o April 24
and went to Germany, Everyone In
his unit was given a 15-day vacation.

But instead of being able to enjoy
the vacation, Kitchen spent it in the
hospital with typhaid.

Then, shortly after he recovered,
he went home to spend some time

Salem Township, a
sleepy little farm com-
munity just west of
Northwville, gained notor-
fety in the early part of
this century when it be-
came the site of one of
the most disastrous
train wrecks in the
area's history.

What became known
as "The Great Salem
Train Wreck” occurred
onJuly 20, 1907. A Pere
Marquette passenger
traln heading cast from loanfa crashed head-on
with a westbound freight train, causing over 30

Certainly, at a ime when the railroad was the
most popular and convenlent mode of public
transportation, this disaster would be foremost in
the thoughts of many citizens,

The causes for the Salem crash were, sadly but
not surprisingly, the result of human error, Infact,
the remorseful conductor of the freight train, Wil-
liam Hamllton, assumed full responstbility for the
incident. He was immediately placed under arrest,
but later inquiries showed that “a crooked line of
dots in the , . . orders carried by the crew of the
freight train® was determined to have been a prim-
ary cause of the tragedy.

The Northutlle Record stated: “Four men — the
conductor, engincer, fireman and brakeman —all
read this order ‘Salem 9:25,” when it should have
read ‘Salem 9:1¢". Thiswas due to the fact that the
flgures do not align with the names of the stations,
the ‘leader line from name to figures running
asglant and bringing them almost directly opposite
the line above that for which they are intended.

“This misreading of the orders gave the train
crew confidence to believe they had time to unload
two cars of gravel, when they had not.”

In a formal inguest held in Northville's Princess
Skating Rink, according to The Record of July 26,
1907, “three cases of carclessness” were involved

N

inthe cause of the wreck: *( 1) Conductor Hamilton
and his engincer of the freight did not exercise suf-
fictent care in reading their orders; (2) that Opera-
tor Sayers of Plymouth made an extremely care-
less copy of the order making it casily misunder-
stood . . .; (3) that Train Dispatcher Bonsell was
negligent of his duty In not calling the operator at
Salem by 9:05 {five minutes before the excursion
train was due] .. ."

Northville Township's Justice of the Peace C.M.
Joslin was appointed justice for the case, After
more than a week of testimontes and hearings, the
casc was declded: no one individual was held to
blame for the tragedy, though the Pere Marquette
Rafiroad took the initiative in firing Conductor Ha-
milton and bhis engineer.

Rather, the entire crew of the freight traln, the
operators who wrote and delivered the orders and
the dispatch system itself were all equally put at
fault for the disaster,

In his editorial, Northuile Record Editor F.5.
Nea] was quite matter-of-fact aver the terrible ca-
lamity. philosophically commenting that “Acci-
dents will happen . . . They are bound to occur. All
that can be done s to throw all the safe guards
possible around to reduce the chances of loss of
life to the lowest possible limits.

My Ann Arbor friends don't have this problem,
because they know where (o take those refreshing
breaks that make a day at the fair survivable, If
you have Ann Arbor friends, let them take you to
the falr. If you don't, plan a day with lots of

breaks in it.

Don't drive into that midtown madhouse, Park
your car free and take the shuttle [$1 each way)
from the southeast side of Briarwcod Mall, off
1-94 on State Street near Sears, or from Ploneer
High School at the corner of Main and Stadium.

The shuttle circles all day and stops at a num-
ber of places so you can always get back to your
car. Shuttle riders also ride free on the trolley
that runs between the three [airs; others pay 50
cents for the trolley.

Start at the Ann Arbor Street Art Falr, the or-

Jjurled fair on Scuth University. You will
find Dee Segula of Milford selling her wonderful
mixed-media puppets in one of the booths. You
will also find Sharon Hubbard of Dexter creating
ceramics at 10:30 a.m. and 5 p.m., part of the
artist demonstrations held morning, afterncon and
evening during the fair.

All the stores in town have sldewalk sales, so
you can always duck into Middle Earth jor an
unusual gift or go to the Bagel Factory for
breakfast.

As you continue down South University you
will pass the President's House, home of the U of
M presldent. Walk into the courtyard of the Cook
Law Quadrangle across the sireet, patterned after
old English uruversity quads. Go to the original
law library and then underground to the specta-
cular addition, with its skylight.

A diversion Uke that makes the falr more fun,
You'll find another diversion at the U of M Art
Museum at the comer of South University and
State.; g

If you walk north on State Street from there
you will be in one of two parts of the Michigan
Guild of Artists and Artisans Summer Art Falr.
Members sell from a gold mine of hand crafts,
jewelry and paintings. Entertainment includes
musie, demonstrations and children’s programs.

Keep golng and you will be in the State Street
Art Fair; the artists are on Thompson, Maynard,
North University and Liberty streets—only the
merchants are on State Street. This fair is similar
to the Ann Arbor Street Art Failr; artists apply for
one or the other.

Ready for another break? Duck into Nickel's
Arcade, bulit in 1917, It was patterned after
European arcades: two storeys, glass ceilings. You
will find one of the largest collections of antique
Jewelry you have ever seen In shop called The
Arcadian. Book lovers know that the original Bor-
der's Book Store i3 also In this area.

When it's time for lunch, get away from the
street hubbub. Go two blocks east to the Michi-
gan League, a beautiful old 1920s bullding with
cool marble floors and a nlce relaxing cafeteria,
Or go two blocks north to the Campus Inn,
where the restaurant Is run by the Macchus re-
staurant people.

The alternative is to head for Liberty Plaza, a
small park on Liberty Street. Buy homemade
soup, a special mitkshake or a hot dog from a
gourmet hot dog place called Le Dog and eat In
the park.

Keep going west on Liberty and you'll find
yoursell in the non-profit area, where several do-
zen organizations sell their T-shirts and hand out
leaflets. Continue west and you're in the second
part of the Michigan Guild falr in the Maln Street
area.

The kids can do supervised art projects here or
at a booth on Church Street near South
University.

When you are ready for an afternoon break, try
the frozen yogurt or a lemonade at Afternoon De-
ght, comer of Liberty and Fifth, or go another
block to Hertler Brothers; you'll ind all the gar-

deners and do-it-yourselfers there on Ashley
Street, the first street west and parallel to Main.

Note the Bird of Paradise across the street
from Hertler's, in case you want to come back for
drinks and Jazz later at night. For late afternoon,
yoirll ind a hundred different beers at the sidew-
alk cafe or inside bar at The Full Moon Cale on
Main Street, Or a dark cool hole-in-the-wall wel-
come at Del Rio on Washington Street,

Across the street from Del Rio is the famous
Earle, with its elegant wine list. Even if you don't
want a special occaslon dinner, you can go into
the separate bar for a drink within the coolness
of the brick and fleldstone walls.

The Ann Arbor Art Fair, which is really three
concurrent fairs, is on from 9 a.m. to 9 p.m.
Wednesday, Thursday, Friday July 24-26 and 9
am. to 5 p.m. Saturday, July 27.

The Cumberland Plateau

“Welcome 1o the Cumberland Plateau,” said the Park
Ranger. “I like to refer to it as ‘An Island in the Main-
stream of America.' *

We were in the nature center of Fall Creek Falls State
Park near Pikeville, on the Cumberiand Plateau, an ele-
vated region that cuts a swath 50 miles wide through
Tennessee, about 50 miles west of Interstate-75.

Qutdoor activilies and attractions make this a great
place for a lald-back, non-city vacation. There's plenty to
see and do, or you can relax and do nothing.

I picked up a bike at the modern 72-room Fall Creek
Lodge and pedalled along the shore of Fall Creek Lake,
past fishermen bait-casting from flat-bottomed boats,
until I reached an unusual row of modern “Asherman”
cabins. Guests fish from private porches that hang over
the lake.

Irode past the golf course, tennis courts, twocamping
areas and a swimming pool befure reaching spectacular
Fall Creek Falls, At 256 feet, {i is the highest waterfall
east of the Rocky Mountalns.

The Cumberland Plateau drops 1,000 feet to the Ten-
nessee River Valley on the east and tapers to the Cum-
berland River, and several large TVA lakes, on the west.
There are no citles on the plateau, just friendly villages
and smali towns such as McMinnville and its nearby
Cumberland Caverns, second in size only to Kentucky's
Mammoth Cave,

The Cavern has a one-ton crystal chandeller In the
first of several large caves, including one called the
*10-acre room." Saltpeter, used in gunpowder, was
mined in these caves during the war of 1812 and during

the Civil War,

CROSSVILLE AREA

About 30 mniles north of Fall Creek, near Crossville, Is
a smaller state park called Cumberland Mountain, It
has modern cottages, a lake, campground annd restaur-
ant but no lodge. A nearby alternative is Thunder Hol-
low, a time-share resort that offers mote]-like rooms by
the day or week, plus recreation facilities and golf
course.

Four miles southof Crossville, at the junction of high-
ways 68 and 127, Is the wonderful Cumberland General
Store with goods “in endless variety for man and beast.”
They stock everything from razor strops to copper bath-
tubs; great gifts and old-time candies.

Across the road §s a masstve octagonal 80:foot sands-
tone tower, a monumental museum to one of President

Franklin D. Roosevelt's “New Deal” experiments of the -

early 1930s.

Eleanor Roosevelt twice visited this 10,000-acre
“Cumberland Homesteads” project that provided each of
250 poor families with about 20 acres of cleared land
and the means tobuild their own home. It wasa success-
ful attempt at cooperative living that faded with the end
of the great depression of the 1930s,

The 250 original stone cottages still line most of the
roads within two or three miles of the tower which now
houses a [ree museum on the ground foor. For 50 cents
you can climb the 97-step cireular stalrway to the top for
a view of the area.

RUGBY

The northern part of this plateau, some 40 miles
niorth of Crosaville, has another group of unique tourist
attractions and smafl towns. Most unusual and pictur-
esque s the “English Colony” town of Rugby. Founded in
1880 by famed English author Thomas Hughes, who
wrote “Tom Brown's Schooldays,” It was his intention to
establish & “New Jerusalem” in the land of opportunity.

The settlement of English immigrants thrived for ab-
out 10 years and the population peaked at about 400 in
1884 but sickness, financial problems and cold winters
almost wiped out the village, Today, only 17 of the origi-
nal 70 butldings remain and the population Is stable at
about 75.

English home cooldng is avaflable at the Harrow Road
Cafe, and overnight lodging, in Victorlan bedrooms, is
available at the Newbury House Inn and the Ploneer Cot-
tage. Sunday services are still held in beautiful little

I started shopping around. The sce-
narle plot thickened with every phone
call.

Q. Please consider a column
on carpenter ants and termites,
the damage they might do to a

dwelling and how to eliminate or

control them.

Would a professional pest-con-
trol service be necessary or
could a home owner effectively
combat them?—I1.H.

A, Both termites and carpenter
ants can do extensive damage to
any woad structure. This is rarely
a do-it-yourself job for the home
owner.

To protect your property you
should contract with a qualified
pest-control firm for a thorough
inspection. A professional firm will
be able to properly analyze the
extent of the infestation and rec-
ommend apprepriate methods of
extermination, which usually
requires fumigation with toxic
chemicals.

‘However, you can try a sugges-
tion that recently appeared in Pop-
ular Mechanics. They recommend-
ed that as soon as you see any evi-
dence of carpenter ants, spray the
area with pesticide. Once all the
ants have died, immediately sprin-
kle diazonion around the perime-
ter of the area to help stop re-
infestation. Orthe Hornet & Wasp
spray was named as a product
effective In getting rid of carpenter
ants.

Be sure that the problem s car-
penter ants, not termites, and the
area of visible infestation is in an

exterior fence, deck or a structure
that is not connected to the main
house.

For your protection, I would cer-
tainly recommend contacting a
professional if infestation appears
in the maln home structure.

Q. I have a copper covering at
the top of my front door, It is
about 20 years old and has
turned green,

I would like to know how te
clean it, to get it loocking like
copper again. Once I get it
clean, how can 1 keep it that
way?—C.W.

A. Unfortunately, the sheen on
your copper trim cannot be
restored to look like it was when it
was new. The copper has gone
through a natural weathering pro-
cess called oxidation.

Actually, the corrosion-resistant
process is the very thing that
makes copper roofs and exterior
trim so appealing and mainte-
nance-free. Many people even
work to speed up this process arti-
ficially with an acid-based solu-
tion, which induces the final green
stage.

It would be impossible at this
stage to restore shine to your cop-
per Lrim.

A. There is a relatively simple
and effective way to change the

. color of your appliances. The pro-

cedure 1s a porcelain re-enameling
(refinishing). This is a bakedon
process and must be done by a
professional porcelain enameling
firm. The re-enameling is as
durable and long-lasting as the
original finish for refrigerators,
oven doors, range tops, etc.

Look under Appliances — Refin-
ishing in the yellow pages.

Q. 1 am having difficuity with
the interior doors swelling and
sticking. The problem is worse
during high humidity.

1 had the doors adjusted by a
handyman, who shaved a small
portion from the edges. Do you
have any suggestion to correct
this problem?

‘A. In addition te having the
edges of the doors planed or sand-
ed, you need to seal the raw wood
on the edges to prevent future
penetration of moisture.

Often the bare surfaces at the
top and bottom of the doors do not
get painted. Moisture is then
allowed to penetrate and expand
the wood. Once the doors fit and
the wood is dry. seal the edges

with wood sealer or paint.

Q. I have trled to remove the
finish from my dining room
chairs without success. I've
tried several brands of paint and
varnish remover.

The chailrs are approximately
50 years old. I am wondering if
during that period some special
finish was used that requires a
different type of removal.

A. You have probably guessed
the basic problem. The paint you
are working with is most likely an
old-fashioned milk paint.

Although impossible to remove
with paint and varnish strippers,
it is readily removed with ordinary
ammoriia.

However, you may want te think
twice before removing it. If the
paint is still in good condition,
your chairs are probably more
valuable to collectors with the
milk-based paint.

One of our
readers writes:

I read your article regarding
home remedies to cure a smoking
fireplace. 1 agree with all the sug-
gestions you offered.

However, based on our own
experience there is one cause that
was not mentioned. The use of a
range hood fan, a bathroom
exhaust fan, a dryer, or any other
appliance that draws air while the
fireplace is in operation can have a
very negative effect.
