The Fourth of July weekend
storms which kept thousands with-
out power for most of last week also
caused problems at Walled Lake’s
52-1 District Court.

Allbut 640 doewned wires have been cut, cleared orre-
- paired, sald Detrolt Edison spokesman Scott Simons.
The sites are now being walched around-the-clock by
utility company employees, he added.

When notifled a power line is down, the company
sends out a wire-dowm group which decldes whether to
place & guard on the wire, repair it immediately or mark it
with yellow caution tapes.

“We had many more wires down in this situation then
we had people. We Involved 2,000 people in the effort, If
the public service agencies can assist us, then we don't
argue with them, but we consider it our responstblity,”
Simons said.

In-the case of Brett Schneider, the Novi Fire Depart-
ment closed Lakeshore Park during the storm, It was
reopened the following day and the boy somehow

touched the high-voltage line.

To Novi Planning Commissioner Ernest Aruffo, also
stuck without power Country Place just north of Eight
Mile Road, the storm brings up an old issue — under-
ground ulility lines versus above-ground ones.

Among neighboring areas also still in the dark are
Woodland Glen apartments and Deerbrook — at least
1,100 farnilies. A broken tree Hmb over a wire at Country
Place’s F Court is in part responsible, Aruffo said.

“It looks like it's hopeless. 1 don't understand why
we're the last [n line. They don't know that Country Place
exists over here,” he sald.

“It would appear that as a planner, although we've
heard this story for years, we've asked them to bury lines.
They say It's too costly. I still fee] there needs to be some
system of burying these lines. This is what we should In-
sist on f there's going to bc further development in this

clty.”

Simons that the underground lines are 70 per-
cent less likely to have power disruptions. Since 1970, he
added, most new subdivislonis have drawn thelr electric-
ity from the below ground wires. Sinking the remaining
aerfal llnes is possible,

“It's a question of cost-benefit ratios,” Simons sald. “If
you go along where the {above ground} lines are now, you
see pools and patios. [t would be a tremendous cost of bil-
lions and billions of dollars to do our entire service area,
although we'd like to do it.

“Il we did, people’s electric bills would triple or
quadruple.”

Aruffo wonders if this cost could be balanced out by
the financial toll Edison — and many others — take in the
aftermath of major storms.

In Novi, boats on Walled Lake are damaged. Families

lost hundreds of dollars worth of food as their refrigera-
tors conked out. Business owners watched dollars drift
away as they were held hostage by the power outage.

At the end of the year,
those economies can add up to a tidy
sum.

Here are a few concrete examples
for when you are working in the
Kkitchen: If you're not int a hurry, de-
frost foods In the refrigerator. This
cools down the refgrigerator while re-

Simple, isr't it? But it's something
that had to be pointed out {o us,
which s just what Texaco Inc. has
done with Its campalgn, “Smart
Cholces,” a half-hour television spe-
clal produced for Public Broadcast-
ing Service by WNET in New York.
