C o u n t y t o b a n X - r a t e d v i d e o s 
As the Michigan Legislature pon­

ders tougher antl-obscenity laws, the 
Oakland County prosecutor says 
video dealers have only a few Weeks to 
remove so-called stag films from thefr 
shelves t>efore local police agencies 
start cracking dcrWn. 

"I'm hoping for Voluntary com­
pliance," said Comity I¥osecutor Ri­
chard Thompson, referring to a July 
10 letter he sent to Video dealers in 
Oakland, informing them of Mchi-
gan's antl-obscenlty laws and seek-
lilg their support In enforcing them. 

Thompson said he sent the same 
letter to local police agencies. But 
while the letter to Video dealers 
doesn't mention a time frame. 
Thompson said Ills letters to police 
agencies Includes a recomraenflatlon 
they wait about 30 days before they 
start enforcing the law. 

The prosecutor's actions drew 
praise from some — Including the 
head of the Michigan chapter of the 
.American Fajnlly Association (AFA) 
— and condemnation from others. 

"I think it's IntlmldaUon. and I 
think It's wrong," sald Charles Qul-
gley, owner of the Movlcland Video ln 
Farmington Hills. "We dont know 
where this is going to stop." 

Like many members of the Video 
Software Dealers Association who re-
celVed the prosecutor's letter, Qul-
gley agrees that sexually e;qpllclt Vid­
eos InVolvlng children, Violence or 
animals should not be available. 

But he also belleVes It's a citizen's 
right to rent sexually explicit videos. 

" T h e y d o n ' t h a v e t h e r i g h t t o u s e c o c a i n e i n t h e p r i ­

v a c y o f t h e i r h o m e s . T h e l a w s a r e o n t h e b o o k s , a n d 

t h e y d o n ' t h a v e a r i g h t t o v i o l a t e t h e m . "

such as stag films, for private use. 
Qulglcy said his belief Is supported 

by a petition signed by customers In 
his store last year. The peUUon 
states. In effect, that they didn't want 
the prosecutor or anyone else censor­
ing thefr videos. 

"I don't remember the specific lan­
guage," Qulgley said. "But we had 20 
pages of signatures from men and 
women saying they are opposed to 
censorship." 

Qulglcy said he sent the peUUon to 
the national lobbyist for the software 
dealers association. 

The head of the Michigan AFA, 
however, backs Thompson's action 
and disputes the contention that 
adults have the constltutlonal r l ^ t 
to view sexually explicit movies In 
private. 

"They don't have the right to use 
cocalne ln the privacy of thefr 
homes," said WUllam W. Johnson of 
Fremont. The lavra are on the books, 
and they don't have a ri^t to violate 
them." 

In a recent phone Interview, John-

son said AFA does not believe frl cen­
sorship. "Wc believe In freedom; but 
we also believe In responsibility," he 
said. 

Among those who Insist any at­
tempt to ban sexually expUidt videos 
ls censorship are Dana Ludlngton, 
vlce presldent of Detrolt-based Lu­
dlngton News Co., Inc., and Diane 
Keenan, owner of a video store In 
Saginaw. 

Ludlngton and Keenan were 
among the wltnessesWho testified re­
cently at a public hearing of the Se­
nate Famlly Law. Crimlnal Law and 
Correctlons Commlttee ln Lansing. 

With s u i ^ r t from the American 
Families Association and others, the 
committee Is reviewing Michigan's 
antl-obscenlty laws. The executtve 
director of a Kent County mental 
health clinic told the committee that 
the state needs tougher laws to re­
duce the threat of sex crimes aimed 
at children end women 

The committee todc no acUon. The 
debate on antl-obscenlty laws ls ex­
pected to continue this fall. 

Meanwhile, the county prosecutor 
contends exlstlilg laws are dear 
enough that area dealers can decide 
If a video Is obscene. Furthermore, he 
expects them to compty with the law. 

His letter says that under Michi­
gan law, material Is obscene if It 
meets all of the following criteria: (a) 
The average Individual, applying 
community standards, woiild find 
that, taken as a whole, the material 
appeals to the prurient Interest, (b) 
lacks serious llteraiy, artlstlc, polltl-
cal or scientific Value, and (c) depicts 
or describes in a patently ofiisnslve 
way, sexual conduct. 

That criteria shouki apply speclfl-
cally to so-called stag fllins, Thomp­
son sald. "Fm not taking about re-
movlng Haybqy or X-rated movies. 
I'm talking about hard-core 
pornography. 

"If the movie lndustry has 
bothered to rate a film, chances are lt 
ls not obscene," Thompson sald. 
"Even lf lt's X-rated." 

Creating a separate "adults onljT 
sectkm for ylewlng obs<;en? material, J 
does not liislilate one from atmlnal 
culpablllty, Thompson wrote ln hls 
letter. "Thls dlstribuUon of obscene 
materials ls lllegal regardless of the 
age of the person buying or renting 
such material." 

Qulgley and others, however. In­
sist there ls a danger to constltu-
tkinal rights even lf Thompson ls sln-
cere ln hls assertion that stag films 
are the taî get of hls letter.

Investigation's length 
may create doubts 

The recent clearing of a Pontiac police 
ofQcer i n the fatal shooting of a sus­
pected Now drug dealer by Chief Wayne 
County Prosecutor J o h n O'Hair has 
brought some questions to our minds. 

Ronald J . Mehiyk, 33, of Westland, 
was shot to death A p r i l 18 i n the parking 
lot of a NorthVllle Meljer store tjy Pontiac 
officer Patrick D . Fort in. The shooting 
occurred after a fafied drug bust on Mel-
nyk by members of the Oakland County 
Narcotics EnfOrcement Team (NET), i n ­
cluding FOrUn. 

NET had purchased cocaine several 
times ftxlm Melnyk before the incident 
and plaimed to buy more that evening. 
Officers then pla imed to arrest the West-
land man. 

The buy was first arranged for the 
parking lot of the E l l a s Brothers restaur­
a n t Just Inside Novl's border. Mehlyk de­
cided to change the venue of the transac­
t ion after they met at the restaurant, to 
the Meljer store lot. 

Melnyk decided to call the deal off af­
ter reaching the Meljer lot. Undercover 
officers left the scene after he ended the 
deal. 

At that point, other Officers attempted 
to move i n and arrest Mehiyk. Before po­
lice could apprehend the 33-year-old, he 
got into his car and began to speed out of 
the l o t 

Mehiyk hit an officer with the car i n 
h i s ^desperate atfethpt to flee. Officers 
opened fire on Mehlyk 's Vehide at that 
point. 

A shot from For t in caught Melnyk In 
the chest. The West land m a n was pro­
nounced dead on air lVal at Botsford 
Hospital tn Farmington HUls. 

A n investigation by the Michigan 
State Police followed. M e r the comple­
t ion of the investigation In mid-May. the 
Wayne Colinty Prosecutor's Office re­
ceived the state police's report and re­
commendation i n the matter. 

Prosecutor J o h n O'Halr ru ledJ t i ly 16, 
finally, that the shooting of Mehiyk was 
Justified. 

"it is our conclusion that (Fortin) rea­
sonably beUeved that h is life or the life of

others were endangered and, imder the 
circumstances, was legaUy Justified i n 
using deadly force to protect himself and 
others," he sald i n his decision on the 
case. 

We h a V e no quarrel with C H a l r ' s find­
ing i n the matter. The probes by both the 
state police and the prosecutor's office 
seem thorough and proper. But we are 
concerned wi th the amount of time It 
took to make the decision. 

O'Hair explained last week that his of­
fice goes through a "detailed process" be­
fore maldng decisions on prosecution In 
pohce shootings. That process Includes 
a separate InVestigaUon, reWews of the 
incident and recommendations by assis­
tant prosecutors. 

O'Hair said the case load of the office, 
coupled W i t h the InVestigatiVe and re­
view process, are the main reasons for 
slower decisions i n police shootings. 

Whfie it's proper and neccessary to 
conduct thorough investigations, we 
think the pubhc is.oWed faster decisions 
In police shOotlngs. LaSn?* ehforcement'-
must be accoi-mtable to the public for i ts 
actions to ensure credibility. 

W h e n final decisions take months, 
nearly three in the Mehlyk case, that cre-
dibffity Is called into question. 

The publ ic may begin to wonder if 
something is being covered-up, i f the de­
lays are Just a ploy to make people forget 
about the incident. .And the priority of 
shootings by police also takes on the ap­
pearance of occupying a low position o n 
the prosecutOr's agenda. 

We dOn't th ink either of those things 
are true. B u t speeding up the process, 
whether by rearrangtiig schedules, shift­
ing responslbffities or Just working a few 
more hours , wou ld ehminate some 
pubhc doubts.

Homemade fruit pops can cool off a hot summer

Common "sherbert" or hlgh-toned 
•sorbet." elegant fhilt ices or homely 
fiult pops — call them Wliat you will, 
these frozen treats come Into their 
own now that summer produce Is 
flooding the markets. 

All consist of fruit puree or Juice 
mixed with sugar and frozen, and all 
are equally welcome as a refreshing 
break when the weather turns hot. 
When made with fresh ingredients, 
the flavor Is unsurpassed. 

Put aiiy of these treats on a stick 
andyouVe got a fmit pop. Even here. 
In a fleld long dominated by the Pop-
slcle, a touch of gourmandlse In-
tmdes. You can find a Variety In to­
day's freezer cases, and Haagen-
Dazs Is Joining In. Maiqr aficionados 
have discovered paletas — literally, 
"paddles," which is what Mexicans 
call a finlt Ice on a sUck. 

Fruit Ices In general are among the 
easiest of frozen desserts to prepare. 
Recipes work on the principle tliat 
sugar Inhibits the formation of Ice 
aystals, but unlike ice crea11i, a de­
gree of cmnchlness does not go 
amiss. While some formulas call for 
milk and even cream, most recipes 
are quite fat-free and thus fit in With 
some modem Ideas of diet. Sugar 
content, however, can be 
substantial. 

You don't need special equipment 
to make a fiult Ice. The mix may be 

.fixKen in your iiefrigerator freezing 
icompartment. An Ice cream maker 
will produce a smoother, lighter re­
sult, but some prefer the snow-cone 
quality obtained in the 1«frigerator. 

As a preliminaiy to making any 
fiTozen dessert, set your freezer to 0 
degrees Falirenhelt well In advance of 
preparing a recipe. 

You can adjust the adiilty of the 
foUowlng recipes by adding lemon 
Juice. Many published formulas call 
for a substantial amount: It may be 
better to proceed with caution, lest 
tlK result end up tasting like lemon 
slierbert. 

You can likewise alter the sugar 
called for the following recipes to ac­
count for taste. But the less sugar, 
the harder and more granular the 
outcome. Remember that freezing re­
duces apparent flavor Intensity. 
When at room temperature, the mix­
ture should taste distinctly too sweet 
and too strong. 

FRUIT POPS 
These treats consist essentially of 

sweetened, frozen fruit Juice. But If 
you proceed to make them as 
straightforwardly as that, you WUl 
not get a uniform mixture. The water 
tends to freeze first around the edges, 
concentrating the flavor and sugai; 
toward the middle. 

To get around Ilils problem, re­
cipes for home use commonly call for 
an emulsifying agent, in this case 
gelatin. 

Frozen Fruit Pops

As with other andent heibs and spices, 
ginger was originally "sed as a medication 
and preservative. Bronchial maladies, bad 
Iddneys, aching Joints and skin 111fectlons 
are a few of the recuperative properties ac­
credited to ginger. Ginger is a hot splcc 
plant with thick brancliing rhizomes or 
stems. 

It is native to the East Indies, Malaya, 
and NeW Guinea, and Was cultivated by 
the Chinese and Hindus thousands of 
years before Christ. Ancient Romans kncW 
of Ginger, the French used It In medieval 
times, the Spanish brought the plants ot 
the West Indies in the early 1500s and the 
plants flourished. Jamaica Was exporting 
great quantities to Europe as early as 

1547. 
The British have made Gingeran essen­

tial Ingredient in hunfireds of dishes in­
cluding chutney, cakes and candles. It is 
mmored that Queen Elizabeth I. a gfriger 
lover. Invented gingerbread men When, for 
a feast, she had her cook make ginger­
bread portraits of each guest. Other ginger 
fanatics Indude an endless list of interest­
ing figures Including MarkTwaln and Win­
ston Churchill. 

To prepare fresh ginger, cut the skin 
away With a shalp knife. Cmsh the peeled 
ginger With the flat blade of a french knife. 
The cmsched ginger is easier to chop noW 
as Its fibers are separated. 

It Is also possible to grate peeled ginger 
for use In marinades and dressings. A nice 
Julienne streWn over food Is a zesty garn­
ish. For baking, dried, ground ginger Is the 

most desirable. Preserved ginger is most 
commonly used as a flavoring for ice 
cream. Ginger In syrup cannot be used In­
terchangeably With the candled ginger as 
their textures differ greatly. 

When purchasing ginger, look for firm, 
fresh tubers. .Any Wrinkling Indicates age. 
The shelf life of ginger Is two Weeks to a 
month under refrigeration. For longer 
storage, freeze. Wrap Well in plastic to pre­
vent freezer bum. Most fresh ginger used 
In the U.S. is Imported from Fiji. In the last 
ten years Australia has become an impor­
tant supplier of ginger too. It Is significant 
to note that ginger should l>c used conser-
vaUVcIy as Its peppcfy, spicy essence can 
oVerpoWer easily. Say yes to ginger.

These devices are hard to find and 
somewhat tricky to use; Ifyou search 
one out, make sure you get Instmc-
Uons on the proper sugar density ac-
co rd lng to the sca le on the 
Instrument. 

The following formulas call for 
simple sugar symps. These should 
be made well In advance so they can 
clil l l In Ume for use. OUierwIsc, pre­
paring Uie mixture will take forever. 
Store sugar symps In botUes In the 
refrigerator they keep Indefinitely 
and are vciy useful for such Jobs as 
sweetening cold drinks. In wli ich 
symp dissolves immediately.
