the East Michigan Environmental Action Coun-
cll said Friday the crganization is considering
litigation to block the roadwork.

About 24 acres of wetlands would be destroy-
ed by the $80 million, six-to-eight lane highway,
which would link Pontiac with interstates
96, 698 and 275.

The Michigan Department of Transportation
(MDOT) proposes replacing these in part by
creating 12.7 acres of new wetlands on Detrolt

Edison-owned land south of Twelve Mile Road
and west of Haggerty Road, The department is
currently negotiating with Edison for the proper-
ty. said Andrew Zeigler a project contract admi-
nistrator for MDOT.,

An existing transmission facility {s located on

the land, where a future Edison service station I3

Also in Novi, mitigation i3 slated for 3.6 acres
on the east side of the Haggerty/I-696
interchange.

Existing wetlands hugging Lake St. Clair just

north of Harsen's Island — part of a state game
and wildlife area south of Marine City — are
proposed for the off-site mitigation, said Earl Fle-
gler, a DNR wetlands habitat specialist. The site
has been owned by the DNR for 15 years and is
slated for lmprovement.

The plan is to create 15.6 new wetlands and
enthance 254.5acres of existing—but drying out
—wetlands, Quality coastal wetlands are disap-
pearing at a faster rate than ary other type, Fle-
gler said.

“We were trylng to negotiate in other direc-
tions for the finances to develop the property
when the opportunity came from the MDOT,”
Flegler said.

The Michigan Inland Lakes and Stream Act
requires wetlands to be mitigated in an order of
priority which leads with on-site, followed by
within the same watershed as the project, within

the same county or finally on state-owned land
elsewhere, said DNR land and water manage-
ment specialist Steve Sadewasser,

“it's not really common to be mitigating wet-
lands away from a project,” Sadewasser added.

Zelgler sald MDOT wae unable to find other
appropriate mitigation sites within the Haggerty
Connector project area. MDOT searched
through Oakiand County, he added.

“The law 13 that first you should look at at a
project and if you can't find property for on-site
may look off-site,” he said.

While nine possible wetlands mitigation sites
near the connector's path were suggested, seven
of these were ruled out due Lo “exorbitant prices,”
Zelgler explained. In other cases, the property
owners denied MDOT access to the land for
environmental testing or the department hest-
tated to acquire a property which appeared to be
contaminated.

Adoptees told Gubow they had
been lied toby theiradaptive parents,
Birth mothers said they had no idea
they were agreelng to a coverup of
records when, at age 15, they placed
thelr bables for adoption. Carol Now-
ak of Roseville never guessed she was
adopted until she neared age 40 and
noticed the Qlingdate of her birth cer-
tificate was two years later than her
birth date, *That tipped me ofl,* she
sald. Nowak blamed “strict Catholic®
standards for her adoptive parents’
decision to “keep us ignorant, My
(Catholic) moihc:P had a child oust of
wedlock with a Protestant man, so
she’s going to Hell twice.” Vassar
teacher Mary Froess noted many
slates have laws against marriage
between first cousins, but closed
adoption records prevent adoptees
from learning about their relatives, “I
see that as segregating us as a sepa-
rate class,” she said. Froess said she
needs her mothers gynecological
records and drug treatment records
but can't get them. She blamed the
late author Peari Buck for the move-
ment to keep adopiion records sec-
ret, saying Buck considered the birth
mothers “unfit.”

*T'm searching for my daughter,”
sald a Grand Raplds birth mother,
complaining that her parents gave
her "no chance” to learn what hap-
pened to the child she bore as a teen.

“You had this child, you love this
child, but you're not allowed to know
anything about it.” Added another
Grand Raplds birth mother: *I don't
think the state or adoptlon agencles
should stand in the way of these refa-
tionships.”

As We See It

The Michigan Department of
Transportation says it can't find enough
land in the Novi area to use as a replace-
ment for the 24 acres of wetlands that
will be destroyed when the Haggerty
Connector project is built.

Instead, 1t proposes to put in 16
acres of wetlands here and improve some
270 acres of coastal wetlands over in St.
Clair county as a trade off.

To be more specific, the MDOT is
proposing to replace the destroyed wet-
lands with 12.7 acres of new wetlands on
a parcel south of Twelve Mile Road and
west of Haggerty. Another 3.6 acres on
the east side of the Haggerty /1-696 inter-
change would be used for new wetlands.

The MDOT apparently consldered
nine possible sites near the connector’s
path, but seven of these were ruled out
due to “exorbitant prices.” In the other
cases, the MDOT thought the land might
be contaminated.

So, the plan s to create 15.6 acres
of new wetlands and “enhance” another
254.5 acres of existing wetlands that is
in danger of drying up along the shores of
the Great Lakes in St. Clair County.
According to the state Department of
Natural Resources, coastal wetlands are
disappearing at a faster rate than any
other type.

Sounds llkke a heck of a deal,
doesn't it, getting 270 acres instead of
six. But we are not convinced that is the
best course. The plan would not appear
tomeet the intent of Michigan's wetlands
mitigation law.

The point of the state’s wetlands
protections act is to prevent swampland

Mitigation is allowed for, where the deve-
lopment cannot be constructed around
" fand therefore preserving) the existing
wetlands. But when wetlands are deve-
loped, the preference is to establish new
wetlands which roughly serve the same
purpose, keeping the balance in the

The City of Novi announced last
week that Risk Management Authority,
its insurance carrier, will not be submit-
ting any documents tothe city as aresult
of its Investigation of the power line acci-
dent in Lakeshore Park July 8, which
hospitalized 6-year-old Brett Schneider.

Assistant City Manager Craig
Kiaver, in making that announcement
last Thursday, said the decision was
based on the advice of city attorneys.

The announcement came, coinci-
dentally or not, on the same day City
Manager Ed Kriewall received a Freedom
of Information letter from the Novl News
whichnamed the report from the investi-
gation as one of the several documents it
was requesting.

Klaver did say the city would be re-
sponding in a timely fashion to the re-
mainder of the News’ FOI request. The
Newshadnot received the documents as
of presstime for this edition, but state
law does allow five working days to fulfll
an FOI request.

Why have an investigation if there
is going to be no report?

“To determine whether there was
any impropriety, which the investigation
didnot find, " Klaverresponded. Thus, no
need for a report.

Wetlands serve a varlety of pur-
poses. They are more than just a habitat
for wildlife, though that is an important
function, Wetlands also serve as reten-
tion basins for river systems. They also
often act as filters, straining contamin-
ants (even heavy metals) out of the water
and holding them harmlessly in wetland
plants.

So it is important that the replace-
ment wetlands be established in the
same river system, immediate vicinity of
the destroyed marsh land.

The MDOT contends that land in
and around the Haggerty Connector
areaistooexpensive. For one, we wonder
if the DNR would be as willing to believe
that were this proposal coming from a
private sector business rather than
another government agency. We aiso
have to wonder whether the DNR would
be so willing to make this trade were
coastal wetlands not one of its pet own
projects.

Further, we find it hard to believe
that in a city like Novi, enly 40 percent
developed, that a workable parcel can't

be found somewhere close by at-a rea-" | -
~gonable pricessc | B B2

. Even if that's frue, we are sure the
necessary land can be found somewhere
in the Rouge River basin.

Even {f it can be on the site of the
construction itself, or in the nearby vic-
inity, at least mitigation should occur
within the river sysiem . . . somewhere.

City council should insist
on seeing investigation

“I realize this differs from what we
told you earlier,” Klaver said, “but this s
the conclusion our attorneys have
reached.”

Qur hope is that city council will be
as dissatisfled with this turn of events as
we are, as dissatisfied as we expect the
general public will be. Our hope is that
council members will remind city admi-
nisirators, city attorneys and the city in-
surance carrier that it is the council, and
ultimately the public, for whom they
wark. Our hope is that council will point
out that its members are not in thrall to
follow their advice.

And lastly, our hope is that council
members will demand that they and the
public be given a documented account-
ing of the events that led to the accident
in Lakeshore Park on the morning of
July 8.

Why schools run inefficiently

My father recenly moved Lo
the Los Angeles area afler living
in Atlanta for four years. When |
talked to him last, he said he
was glad my youngest sister Is
getting ready to graduate high
school because the district she
attends is being consolidated

she’s Jooking forward to as much as she looks forward to
peas for dinnter. (That’s how I know we're related. We both
hate peas.)

Dad said that the enrollment numbers at the high
school had gotten too low to maintain it. How low [ asked,
expecting him to say something like a couple hundred.

“Oh, about 1,000 students,” he sald.

It shocked me to think that in California, they’d close a
high school that had about the same number of students
as Novi and Northville. I probed further, asking Dad i{ this
was a result of being in a populated metropolitan area like
Los Angeles.

No, he said. His new home was in a pretty sparsely po-
pulated suburb. Rural and urban districts alike could be
consolidated when the enrollment got too low to run the
schools efliciently.

When he lived in New Jersey, he was on the local school
board for a few years. During his tenure, he reviewed a
number of studies that concluded that something around
1,000 students was the minimum enrollment at which a

high school could operate efficiently. At that level, the dis-
trict could offer the greatest quality and diversity of prog-
rams for the fewest taxpayer dollars.

And the efficiency Increased algebraically with enroll-
ment. What keeps us from trying to cram 10,000 kids into
a high school are things like transportation. logistics,
people-management concerns, and of course the psycho-
Iogical impact on the students.

After that conversation, I reflected on the problems we'd
been having in the last couple of years in Northville and
Novi, and around Michigan in general — funding woes,
millage votes, the recapture. More than three-quarters of
the high schools in Michigan are below an enrollment level
that education experts agree is the minimum to operate
efliciently.

Isit any wonder, then, that the Michigan taxpayer is be-
ing choked to death, and yet the schools come around ev-
ery couple of years begging for alms just to keep their doors
open? Why does Michigan continue to operate in 2 fashion
that other states have long since abandoned?

Granted Michigan is not like New Jersey. In Michtgan,
they say you're never more than six miles from a body of
water. In New Jersey, [ think you're never more than six
miles from a major freeway. Longer travel distances could
keep many Michigan districts from achieving an efficlent
enrolilment Jevel.

But many Western states, Callfornia among them, have
far greater travel distances than we do. Yet they still man-
age to fill up their school buildings.

The state board of education is charged with unraveling
the school funding mess, and I'm sure the board members
have seen the same studies my father has. So let this be
food for thought for them. Let's hope the board gives it
more consideration than my sisler gives to peas.

Sometimes, no news isn't good
news.

That's the case for Jack Stoddard,
the 34-year-old who has been in and
out of Novi over the last several weeks
locking for work — without much
suCcess.

“I'll give it another weelk," he said,
“but if nothing has happened, Tl
head out.”

Stoddard lost part of a leg in 1987
after a motorcycle accident. He also
suffered other serious injurles,
including a broken pelvis, right hand
and Jaw, in the accident he described
as a hit-and-run.

The Kentucky native worked as a
roofer before the accident. Unable to
return: to the fleld, Stoddard worked
odd jobs to make ends meet.

Looking for a more permanent job,
he came to Michigan in June. He said
he thought a job would be easler to
find in the metropolitanarea, but has
come away disappointed thus far.

“No wants to hire the hand-
{capped,” Stoddard said.

in mid-July, the 34-year-old tried
to solicit work by standing near the
entrance of West Caks Mall In the
city. He held a sign up to passers by,
which typifled the desperation of his
situation,

*[ will work for food,” it read.

Steddard said he has gottenacou-
ple of odd jobs in Novi from his efforts.
He said he worked for a few days
doing yard work since July.

The Kentucky man said he
planned to continue his search for
work in the Detrolt area this week,
Stoddard, who is staying with a
friend in Flint, said he is looking for
factory work,

“Im going to put out some applica-
tlons,” he sald, "and see what () can
come up with.”

Currently, Stoddard is surviving
on about $400 per month. He said he
draws the majority of the money from
the federal government as disability
pay.

“You can't survive on $400 a
month,” he said.

Mechanical repair, painting and
landscaping are skills that the
34-year-old has tooffer employers. In
addltion, he sald, he iswillingtowork
other odd jobs if they are avaflable,

If the job hunt isn't successful,
Stoddard said he would go back to
Kentucky to look for work. He said an
infection in his Injured leg would
have to be healed before he could go
back, however.

The trip would likley be made by
hitchhiking, Stoddard said he hag °
little to slow him down. '

Only logical
for food experts
to open winery

Like just about every business in the worid, the
wine Industry has its buzz words. It's “In" today
to say thal Winery XYZ is “stylizing” its wines to
harmonize with food.

Doesn't it make sense, then, for a winery to be
established by Internationally known food
professionals?

Founded in 1979, Napa Valley's Lakespring
Winery is family-owned by brothers Frank, Harry
and Ralph Battat, internationally known food pro-
fessionals who grew up In San Francisco, about
an hour's drive from the winery.

Some wineries, even those bearing the world-
renowned Napa Valley appellation, aren’t hyped.

They go on vin after vintage, quietly making
super-premium bot because they were found-
ed with this principle (n mind.

Lakeapring Winery Is one of these, producing
about 18,000 cases annually of cabemnet sauvig-
non, merlot, chardonnay, sauvignon blanc and
Elixia, a rare dessert pour.

An element of the Lakespring winemaking philo-
sophy is production of 100 percent varietal wines,

“In Bordeaux, complexity 18 achieved by growing
complementary grape varieties on the same prop-
erty,” Frank Battat sald.

“In California, this s not necessary. A 100-per-
cent varietal wine galns its complexity if there are
multiple sources for the grapes or if the vineyard
Is sufficiently large to offer multiple microclimates.

“We believe the latter is the case with the
700-acre Yountmill Vineyard, a label-designated
source for both Lakespring sauvignon blanc and
merlot,

“Both grape varicties need a cool climate. It is
my opinion that merlot should not be grown next
to cebernet sauvignon. Cabernet needs a much
warmer climate.”

In essence, Battat is philosophically opposed to
vineyard-designated wines, unlesa the source rep-
resents apecial microclimates and unusual features
from a sufficlently large vineyard parcel,

“In California, we've leamed how to make wines
that can be drunk young."” Battat said. “They're
delicious without long years of cellaring,

“This fits the modern American who has been
-brought up buying pop and orange juice, ope:

1t and:drinking 1t immediately. . J e mng

“This concept is the true California wine revolu-
tion.  Additionally, California wines have the added
dimension that, in the main, these wines can also
age and do become better with time.”

When discussing wines, Battat makes a lot of
sense. This is revealed in large measure when he
discusses the “fractional composition™ produetion
method for chardonnay.

California chardonnays are produced in one of
four ways: cold, stainless steel fermentation to
preserve fruit; barrel fermentation followed by
extended barrel aging sur lie; barrel fermentation
followed by barrel aging without sur lie; and barrel

fermentation accompanied by malolactic
fermentation.

At Lakespring, all four production methods are
used, in approximate 25 percent “fractional”
portions.

"We've learned how to better barre! ferment

chardoninay keeping ambient temperatures low to
preserve fruit,” Battat said. '

Our friendship caught fire from there, and
months later, she confided that our grilled-cheese-and-
tomato-souplunch wasone ol her most romantic memo-
ries of the two of us,

Truth be known, it's not that most guys can't cook.

The key to good menu planning is the KISS method
(no pun intended): Keep It Simple, Stuptd.

Number one is to do your research. Go
toa store, such as Kitchen Glamour or the
Kitchen Witch. It is their business to keep
up on the latest equipment. Don't buy on
impulse. Spend some tme looking, ask
questions, pick up the pleces ~— do they
feel good tn yourhand? Are they too heavy?
Can you ltve with their locks for a long
time? -

The most beautiful is not necessarily
the best. '

Cost Isa major factor, Most quality mer-
chandise will cost a lot of money, hun-
dreds of dollars in some cases. It is worth
the investment {f you want to enjoy your
cooking to its fullest.

My first set of pans was a 10-plece set
that cost $20. They made it through the
fArst year at college . .. and I lived in a
dorm. You get what you pay for.

Heat distribution is the most lmportant

factor to consider,

Copper has the best heat transmissions
and distributes it evenly. This, coupled
with Its dood looks, maies (t a favorite for
display purposes. Extra malntenance fs
required because it discolors and, due to

its relative softness asa metal, care musli
be taken to avold dents and scratches.

Copper also must be lined with stain-
less steel or another non-porous metal to
be used for cooking, Many older pleces
were not. Copper Is poisonous on {ts own.
And yes, it is very, very expensive.

Aluminum is a relatively good heat con-
ductor and, when coupled with alloys, is
very durable. It's price {s fairly reasonable.
A disadvantage (s thatit will discolor with
age. Aluminum or alumlnum alloys are the
usual choices for commercial Kitchens.

Stainless steel s theworst heat conduc-
tor on the market. It {s pretty and shiny,
but it is also costly and inefficlent.

Many manufacturers are adding copper
bottoms to their stainless steel pots and
pans. The cuisinart line of cookware (s one
example. Again, it can be considered ex-
pensive, but your money will be well spent.

Cast Iron Is enfoying-a revival, and for
good reasons. It is economical, practical
and proficiently conducts heat. I find my-
self reaching for my cast iron more and
more. .

Cautlon must be giveni-with the care o
cast fron. Season your pans well before
their first use. Fill with oil and salt and

heat at 250 in the oven for several hours.
This will seal all the invisible "holes™ and
aotches and prevent sticking.

Never use soap, simply wipe and dry.

‘Then rub with a paper towel dampened

with ofl to renew the finish. Allow to alr dry
on top of the stove before putting away,

The only major disadvantage of cast
fron is lts welght.

A recently introduced cookware lne,
Chantal, combines cast Iron with an
enamel finish. The finish is guaranteed for
life,

And, speaking of finishes, many people
prefer coated pans to reduce clean-up
time. Again, you get what you pay for.

In general, the more expensive coated
pans will last the longest. Teflon is out.
There are several newer finishes avatlable
thatare mare durable. Be sure to use plas-
tic utenslls to prevent scratching.

In a future article, [ will write about
knives and utensils. I cannot emphasize
enough how important good cooking
equipment {s. Fortunately, | have tried
themall. My home ldichen is a hodgepodge
of pots and pans. It is not necessary to buy
a "set” that matches. Buy a little of each.
It's fun.
