Shaeffer asked the dtjr council Aug. 5 to look 
over and consider adopting In the future a mis­
sion statement he has drafted for the Novl Police 
Department. 

Ihls would be used as a standard against 
nhteh future police prograxns and activities will 
Im measured, he wrote In an accomparylng 
memorandimi. 

'Few Incidents of crime are Isolated, most are 
jsymptoms of recurring, underlying problems,* 
^ e f f e r said. 

The police can react after a crime lias alreafJy 
happened, he told the council. Or they can seek 

the tmderfylng causes of crime and attempt to 
correct them, wlilch is often InefTectlve, he 
added. 

In the philosophy of "problem-oriented" polic­
ing, the police and conununlty work together to 
prevent crime, to find and understand its roots 
and to propose solutions. Safe neighborhoods 
need the local government, the police, busines­
ses and residents pulling together, he said. 

"Recognize that there are people In this woiid 
who will violate the law. At the same time, there 
are also causes tliat create crime or instabilify," 
Sliaefier said. 

Here is the proposed mission statement in Its 
entirety: 

"Tlie men and women of the Novl Police De­
partment are committed to enliance the quality 
of life and lessen the criminal fears of all citizens. 

'Utilizing the authority and safeguards of the 
Constitution of the United States and the free­
doms cited in the Bill of Rights, the laws and sta­
tutes of the State of MicWgan and the Charter 

and Ordinances of the Cltyof Novt the members 
of the Novi Police Department will work coopera­
tively with all segments of the public and govern­
ment to provide a safe and secure envtronment 
and preserve the peace. 

Til ls partnerslilp is drawn on the premise 
that the Novl Police Department's product is one 
of service to all dtlzens with special focus tow­
ards sohdng problems witliln the community. 
Our remedies and resources sliall be from all 
levels of government and the citizens of NoVl, 
woddng in concert, to accomplish our desired 
goals, "ftus, as a Department of, on behalf of, the 
City of Novl, we obligate ourselves toward be-
coinlng a catalyst for positive Intervention of 
crime and tlie causes of crime. 

"Based on tills philosophy, the concept of 
Rrolilem Oriented Policing Is fully embraced with 
empliasls on community involvement and parti­
cipation in the intervention of crime and insec­
urities and tlielr precipitant sttaiulants."

Construction on the site, vî iere G and K Con­
struction Company was in tlie process of build­
ing a privacy berm, lias stopped teniporarlly. 

Tlie historical commission Aug. 8 discussed 
'>hat we shcnlld do, if artytlilng. about it,' said 
commission memlxr Bill Gladden. Iflaver told 
tlie group he would look Into the matter. Includ­
ing the possibility tliat there may be descendents 
of the Sliaw family stUl in the area. 

Klaver said he sUll does not krxiw exactty how 
the situation wlllbe handled ifEllzabethShawls, 
indeed, buried at the site. 

"I assume it would be relocated." he sald,hut 

added that he is 'Just guessing" at this point. 
Klaver said he recalled a similar situation in 

Royal Oak. In tliat case, he said, descendents 
were contacted and tlie grave was eventually re­
located to a nearby cemeteiy.

Plans for an addiUon to i'rovldence 
Hospital's uncompleted medical of­
fice building in Novl Were approved 
Wednesday by the city pla11nlng 
commission. 

Commissioners voted unanim­
ously to grant prelimlna1y site plan 
approval for the addition. Providence 
is cufrently constructing the medical 
oince building and an ambulatory 
diagnostic treaUnent facility on a 
153-acre parcel al the comer of 
Grand River and Beck Itoad. 

-It's a 50,000-square-foot addi­
tion," said Mike Slubowskl, executive 
vice president and chief operating of­
ficer for the hospital, "contlguious to 
the current building." 

Original plans called for a 
45,00O-square-foot offlce building. 
Slubowskl said all of the space has 
been pre-leased by Providence and 
more Was needed to meet the 
demand. 

^ "It's going veiy, veiy Well." he told 
commissioners. 

, Slubowskl saldconstrucllon ofthe 
offlce building is ahead of schedule. 
The facility's steel structure has been 

;pompleted and outside work is 
continuing. 

The building is slated for occu-
. pancy by April of next year. 

Charles Blsel, director of plannlilg 
and facility construrcUon for Provi­
dence, said the addlUon will be iden­
tical lo the original portion ofthe of­
fice building. The tWo-sto1y facility 
will feature a brick and limestone 
facade. 

Final plans for the addiUon will be 
brought before the city in September, 
according to hospital ofllclals. If 
plans are approved, site preperaUon 
Work Would be done this fall. The of­
flce addition would then be com­
pleted by December of 1992. 

Commissioners comments on the 
proposed addlUon Were short, but 
supportive. 

Ernest AruiTo did raise a concern, 
however. 

Aruffo asked hospital officials to 
consider constructing sidewalks 
along the development's Beck Road 
frontage.

The city currentfy has two PUDs. 
le Maples of Novl, a 967-u111t deve­

lopment on Fourteen Mile and De­
cker roads, and Sandstone, a 
1,134-unit project between TWelve 
Mile and Thirteen Mile roads. 

Development ofthe Maples of NoVl 
is nearty complele. Sandstone Is cur­
rently In the process of flnanciilg the 
project. 

Csapo said the committee is Work­
ing on adding a provision to the ordi­
nance that would require developers 
to donate parkland lo Novl. 

Accordirig to the city's recreaUon 
master plarL Novl is currently 35 
acres deficient of parkland. The mas­
ter plan projects that the city vriSl be 
more than 400 acres short of adequ­
ate parkland lo serve Novi's expected 
population of 70,000. 

Other areas of study will Indude 
the possible elimination of commer­
cial development Within a PUD, 
slngle-fan11ty housing percentages in 
the projects and city benefits of dloW-
ing lndlvldual PUDs,

Learning the lessons 
Ifthe matters surrounding the July 

8 Lakeshore Park acddent are to be 
brought to a conclusion, now or at any 
Ume in the future, then the City of Novl Is 
going to have to take an unbl inking lOOk 
at what happened. Identify the mistakes 
that were made, and Implement proce­
dures and policies designed to prevent a 
repeat. 

This may be the hardest part yet. 
For one. It is human nature to be 

defensive about such eVents. 
For another, city officials are nerV-

ous about their potential habillty and the 
prospects they wiU be sued. They fear 
that any statements made now that 
could be read as an admission of guilt 
may well come back to haiInt them in 
co i i r t . . . and for good reason. .As sym-
patheUc as we are to Brett Scllnelder's 
family, we recognize that the city has a fi-
duclaiy responsibility to protect Its tax­
payers. .And we would not want the city 
tojust turn oVer, as It were, the key to the 
city's coffers. 

Regardless of whether the city ad­
mits to anytli ing, the responsible course 
of action now would be to assess the cir­
cumstances w l i i ch led up to the incident 
and implement the needed policy 
changes as soon as possible. 

To that end, we would recommend 
the following policy and procedural 
alterations: 

• The c i t y a d m i n i s t r a t i o n s h o u l d 
issue a p o l i c y s ta tement adv i s ing de­
partment managers that the safety of 
the public a n d c i t y workers i s a top 
pr ior i ty . 

That might seem so obVious that it 
should go without saying. B u t a close 
reading Of the statements submitted to 
the city bjr pa5l^,J),ersonnel,shows they 
had a lot on theli ' minds that morning. 
Could the Camp Lakeshore recreation 
program for c l i l ldren operate with no 
electrical power i n the park? Shou ld pa­
rents be adVlsed to send nonperishable 
limches wi th their kids , due to the lack of 
refilgeration. If the program was to be 
cancelled, what should be done about 
refunding parents' monej^ 

The i ssu ing Of a pohcy statement 
about tile importance of safety would 
help to bring that issue into focus for 
managers. They should be advised to be 
conservatiVe about the safety issue, too. 
Better to close a facility, or open it late, 
than to put anyone at risk. 

• I n t e r d e p a r t m e n t a l c o m m u n i c a ­
t ions shou ld f low th rough top depart­
ment managers. 

w h e n Parks and Recreation Dhrec-
tor Dan Davis met with h i s recreation 
coordinator and a parks supervisor to 
discuss the issue of re-opening or keep­
ing the park closed that Monday m o m ­
ing, Davis was dealing WiUi fourth-hand 
InformaUon. .And unfortunately, that in ­
formation had somehow gotten badly 
twisted and misinterpreted. In her state­
ment to the city, the recreation coordina­
tor said she left the meeting beheVing Uie 
fire department had achiaUy approVed 
the re-opening of the park. 

It is not clear to what degree parks 
managers may haVe tested or challenged 
tiiat misinformation i n the meeting, but 
it is pretty clear they did not get confir­
mation of what they were being told. The 
NoVl Fire Department received no phone 
call from the parks department Inquiring 
about the statijs Of the downed Une. 

Needless to say, i n the futiire de­
partment managers should p ick up tiie

structed parks personnel to keep the fa­
culty closed and locked the front gate to 
the park. 

But not l i ingin that would teU us, or 
most of the public, that the Are depart­
ment intended the p a r k to remain 
closed. The front gate was lOcked but ap-
parentiy not taped. 

A big part of the problem here is 
that m u c h of the pubUc does not reaUy 
understand what yeUOw caution tape 
means. A n d it is an question which must 
come up frequentiy for the fire depart­
ment. Ffreflghters had to restrict access 
to One priVate residence i n NOVi after the 
same storm because a Une fell across the 
house, whenever there is a fire, the 
question must surely be raised as to 
whether the blaze has exposed Wires, da­
maged gas mains or comproInised the 
structiRral integrity of the buUding. Own­
ers must wonder whether that yeUow 
caution tape, stating "do not cross," re­
ally appUes to them. 

We suggest the fire department 
adopt the use of a new form, a closure no­
tice to be posted at ti^Ie entrance or en­
trances to whatever facUity is to be 
closed. We have in m i n d a posting s imi­
lar to those used Ijy most d t y building 
departments for condemnations. They 
are large, blaze orange or red i n color, 
with specific instructloj^is printed on 
them. 7*-

For the fire department, such a 
form might state that a facUlty has been 
dosed due to emergency circumstances. 
Perhaps space should be provided for 
flreflghters to Write instructions, before 
they leave the scene, on precisely what 
the problem is and to w h o m access is 
restricted. 

In the case of Lakeshore, flreflgh­
ters might have written sometlling Uke, 
"Entire park closed due to downed 
electric line. Park Is off-Umits to aU but 
emergency personnel and Detroit E d i ­
son workers." 

The form should include, i n large 
type, the fire department's phone n u m ­
ber, so that anyone who absolutely must 
get i n c a n be adVlsed of what to stay away 
from or, i n the most hazardous c i rcum­
stances, arrange for a fire department 
escort. 
• T h e c i t y s h o u l d p o s t g u a r d s a t a l l f u -
tore fa l len l ines u n t i l E d i s o n workers 
arrive and repair t he p rob lem. 

We imderstand that when large 
numbers of calls come In, the city may 
not be able to spare ffreflghters or poUce 
ofilcers to battyslt downed power lines.

But don't bie decelVed. There are plenty of subdlVlslons, 
but not enough neighborhoods. 

I looked at some of the Uterature our friend had saVed 
when he purchased the home. The buUder touted the fact 
that this subdivision has winding IxiuleVards so that you 
can only see the houses ofyour tomedlate neighbors. How 
can you caU something a neighborhood When you can't 
even see your neighbors? 

I look at the house this guy has bought, and I see an Is­
land disengaged from lils own block and his neighbor­
hood, not to menUon Uie rest of the World. He's been Ihing 
in his home for six months and the only reason he can 
name Uiree oUier homeovmers on his block Is because 

their kids come to play In lils pool. 
Look at the descripUon of the home. The pool is in Uie 

back. The garden's In the bark. The deck, the famUy room. 
pracUcaUy the family's enUre existence Is In the back of the 
home. 

I can remember groWlng up in my old neighborhood 
where Uie homes aU had stoops In the front where neigh­
bors would gaUier to chat and watch the kids. The living 
room Was In the front of the house, and Uiere Were large 
wlndoWs (even If theVleWWas only of the street and parked 
cars). 

In my grandmother's neighborhood down in RecUord. 
most of the homes have sizable liront porches where people 
gather ln the evenings for a drink, a smoke, a conversation 
or Just to Watch the World go by.

How many condominium complexes have you seen ar­
ound here Where the garage door is the most prominent 
feature on the ffxint of each unit. Sounds famUlar doesn't 
It? 

Novl has struggled with its PUD (planned unit develop­
ment) ordinance for the past several months. .-tUi the 
noble goal of trying to create thriving neighborhoods. The 
first attempt didn't have the desired effect and It's soon to 
be pitched. The new PUD ordinance wUl probabfy be voted 
on in a month, and 1 hope those who are preparing It can 
remember a couple of tliings. 

Neighborhoods aren't about bricks and mortar and 
R l B s and CSPOs. Neighborhoods are buUt on people. 

If Novl planners are serious about creating nelghb)or-
hoods — and I tlilnk Uiey sincerely are — I'd suggest they 
to start smaU. Start With the people. Get the people out of 
their backyards and back rooms and into the front of the 
house and out on the front porch.

Her parents were Rlley C. and Re-

Ijecah (Itogers) Sliaw, wlio lived on 
tlie large fann at Ten Mile and Tall. 
Ellzabetli's fatlier lnlieritcd the farm 
from her grandfatlier. also named Ri­
ley, who was a veteran of the War of 
1812. 

Elizabeth's grandfather came with 
his wife from New York to Michigan In 
1831. He traveled by boat to Detroit, 
tlien by ox team to what ls now Novl. 

The Shaw farm covered 340 aciies, 
215 of wlilch were under cultivation. 
It was on lioth sides ofTail Road, and 
the farmhouse was on the site where 
Security Banlc now stands. 

Elizabeth's grandfather was the 
flrst person to own the land, which he 
obtained by patent from President 
Andrew Jackson. 

Mutch said the Sl1aw farm was 
"heavily timbered' and the Shaws 
cleared most of It tliemseJves to build

Elizabeth's father would have at-;

lxxal artists agree Gov. John Engler has come a long 
way since he flrst decided to zero out funding for the arts. 
But they argue that art funding should Ix; more ofa prior­
ity than even the new Engler plan will permit. 

Warren Ledger, an executive bioard member on the 
Novi Arts Council, supports government funding for the 
arts. 

He said Engler's plan to phase out state government 
funding for Michigan artists Is tietter than Immediately 
cutting funding. 

"It gives people an opportunity to look for other av­
enues of income," he said. 

The council is not funded liy state government, but 
works through the City of Novl's Recreation Department. 

Engler's plan will pliase out arts funding over tliree 

years. .Art councils and local symphonies will have a new 
Mlclilgan Council for the Arts to help them raise private 
fimds, and state capital grants may be available. 

The old 15-member Michigan Council for the Arts will 
be disbanded. A newone Wlll be formed with 11 members 
appointed by Engler. 

Novi High School band director and local musician 
Cralg Strain said Engler has come a long way since the 
governor first said he would end state funding to the arts. 

Strain said government funding for artists has hieen an 
Important part of society since tlie times of ancient 
Greece. 

"It's a critical part of our growth and heritage. If We 
want to h>e recognized as a civilized society, we can't leave 
it up to artists to fund art," Strain said. 

He said It is "asking too much* to force artists to create 
onty tliat Work wlilch vrtll tie marketable. 

There Was a time when tilings we now accept as great 

art were rejected." he said. 
A more dlfflcult question is whether the government 

should use tax dollars to support art that could be con­
sidered offensive. 

"Fm as strong of a supporter of the arts as anybody 
could be, but I have a problem with that," Strain said. 

But art that may offensive to one Judge is a master­
piece to another. Who makes the determination. Strain 
wondered. 

"The artist would say, "support it all and wam the 
pubLc It may be offensive.' The non-artist would say, 
'don't support it.' I don't have an easy answer," he said. 

Strain Was unaware ofa study done at the Maddnaw 
Center, a conservative tlilnk tank, that said the Mlclilgan 
Council for the .Arts lias given more grants to Oaldzuid 
County artists than to artists In poorer areas. The stuffy 

claims Michigan arts funding has taken from the rich to' 
give to the poor. Oakland County has the highest per-
capita Income In the state. -L 

Strain commented tliat he would support more gov-j:' 
ernment funding for art in areas tliat are poorer. 

"One could argue the richer areas are going to have a 
better opportunity to ftjnd art on their own," he salds 

In Novl, the Meadowbrook Congregational Chuncli' 
was expected to receive $ l 1,700 as an art grant thlsyear.'' 
The church still lias not received arty of the money. 

Earlier In the year, the church cancelled a progiBm at' 
Novl High School that was to celebiate Black Hlstoiy; 
MontlL Organizers said the program was cancelled as a " 
result ofEngler's announcement that he would cut fund-
ing to the arts. 

The churches art director could not be reached for 
comment on the new state plan for arts funding.

Suburban arts groups won't lose all their state funding 
tills year, as Gov. John Engler first proposed, but they 
should expect to sec thefr operating grants pliased out 

. over tliree years. 
Arts coimcils and local symphonies will, however, get 

two other kinds of help: A reconstituted Michigan Coun­
cil for the .Arts Will help them raise private lUnds, and 
state capital grants may be available. 

"We've come a long way since January," said Barbara 
(Buiuty) Goldman, MCA executive director, after Wed­
nesday's "arts summit" tietween Engler and top money-
raisers for the arts. The governor understands the ap­
propriateness of tlie arts. I understand the govemoi's 
need to re-focus state efforts. 

"Some fristitutlons don't need capital funds — they 
liave no buildings. But we need to t>e Veiy careliil. Capital 
funds could include endowments," said Goldman, a Bfr-
ralngham resident who is a holdover from the Blancliard 
administraUon. 

Engler, who on taking offlce In Januaiy proposed'zer-
xjing out" all arts money, called tha t move "shock therapy. 
We did get eveiyone's attention," he told a news confer­
ence after the 90-mlnute summit in his Olds Tower office 
in l^ansing. 

"In recent years, it (MCA and the state equity program) 
lias become a random, polltlcalfy-driven, pork barrel 
process. 

"My goal Is to eliminate It (operating grants) In tliree 
years. "Hiere are strong feelings around me" — he ges­
tured toward MCA cliafr Leon Colian and top supporters 
of Detroit and Grand Rapids groups — "who say It's im­
possible. The Detroit Insitltute of Arts says it's an Impos­
sibility. But there has to be some transition." 

Engler warned the growing numbers of community

In l98l-86. artists in Oakland 
County, With Mlclilgan's highest 
per-capita income, received 46 arts 
council grants, the largest total of 
aity county In the state, according 
to a study released today liy the 
Mackinac Center, a Midland-based 
public policy think tank. 

The MCA distributed 83 grants 
to artists In Oakland and Washte­
naw counties, wl1ich has the state's 
second-lilghest per capita Income. 

Artists In 24 of Michigan's 25 
poorest cotmUes received no grants 
from The Michigan Council for the 
Arts during a flve-year period. 

"By redistributing tax dollars 
from poor and middle class to rich 
areas, the Michigan Council for the 
Arts lias failed to serve the public 
interest," said Greg Kaza, the 

,stl1dy's,a^thor. The group recom­
mended aliolishlng the MCA. 

Gov. Jolm Engler last week re­
versed his decision to alxilish the 
MCA, instead establlslifrig a new 
group that will phase out grants 
over three years. 

The MCA gave more than one-
third of its total numl)er of arts 
council grants to counties with less 
tlian one-seventh of the state popu­
lation, said Kaza, vice president for 
policy research at the Macldnac 
Center. 

The Mackinac Center study re­
commended phasing out all state 
funding to the Detroit Institute of 
Arts, Detroit ̂ mpllony Orchestra, 
Mlclilgan Opera "Theatre and other 
cultural groups over a tliree-year 
period so tliat they are able to sec­
ure alternative funding from private 
and non-proflt sources. 

Engler takes the same position. 
He wants to eliminate operating 
grants, giving onfy capital fimds. 

'Reform ls necessaiy because 
there is no empirical evidence docu­
menting that these state-funded or­
ganizations are serving the poor," 
Kaza said. 

"The State of Michigan can III af­
ford the arts council given the pre­
vailing economic recession, budget 
crisis and tlie needs ofmiddle-class 
ta:5>ayers for property tax relief," 
Kaza said. 

The 1981-1986 period was 
anafyzed because it Is the most 1e-
cent time span for which figures are 
available, he said.

This weekend, t h o u ^ youll only liave to go as far as 
Northville for the taste ofCajun cooking as Cajunfest "9 l 

lilts town. 
Cajunfest Is a kind of traveling party of food, enter­

tainment and musk: tliat lias proven a hlt In places like 
Orlando. Fla.. Washlngtai. D.C. and Norfolk, Va. Some 
20 Cajunfests liave taken place throughout the South 
and East, but the show at Northville Downs Friday, 
Saturday and Sunday Is a first for the Detroit area. 

It's a big time and a good time." says Cy Holley, head 
of Cajunfest Productifms of Metalrle. La. "WeVe done 20 
iestlvals, and at only two dki we ever bring food back. 
One was vAun we liad a torrential rain In St. Louis. 

The other time food came t>ack was tlie result of an 
astounding success at tlie most recent festival In Nor-

folk. So many people came tliat more food liad to be 
ordered. The result was some excess. 

In one five-hour period at the Noifolk festival, the 
CaJun cooks served some 20,000 people. 

Tliat's atwut one person per second," says Holley. 
•We Just couWn't produce it fast enough. We never 
expected people would bomb us at one time like that. We 
cooked up about 4,000 pounds of crawfish." 

With a persuasive Soutliem tinge to his talk, Holley 
described the menu for the weekend. 

The biggest draw is undoubtedly the crawfish, known 
as crayfishjust about everywhere except Louisiana. Hol­
ley and lila stafl"of authentic CaJun cooks will prepare a 
crawfish fettuclnl tliatwill Ijrlng tears toyour eyes—and 
not Just torn tlie CaJun spice. 

"They're sweeter tlian shrimp, and liave a softer tex­
ture tlian lobster; that's how we describe tliem," says 
Holley, who got his start in his family's seafood restaur­
ants. They're liigh In nutrients, and low in fat like most 
fish" 

For the neopliytes. Holley wlU be glad to demonsti^te 
how to eat the boiled and spk:ed crustacean. Tlie meat is 
sucked out of the talis and claws. A true CaJun will also 
suck the Juice out of the head. 

"Vfe like to show people a UtUe bit more and explain a 
little bit more alx)ut CaJun cooking." says Holley. "When 
we're out on the road eveiylxxfy misses home, but when 
Tm home, I miss people bothering me about how to eat 
them. When I was In Norfolk I sliowed aliout 2,000 peo­
ple how to eat crawfish. Then I went on television shows 
to demonstrate. We liad them sucking the heads." 

There's Just one hitch with the crawfish. They're only 
In season from November to May. The Detroit stop for the 
Cajunfest won't have as much fresh, live crawfish as 
other shows have had. The majority will be tallmeat pre­
pared torn fixjzen. 

HoUey hopes to plan next year's Cajunfest for June, 
when he can get all the fresh crawfish he wants.

Things are clianglng. For instance, the 
AJnerican team todc the gold cup in Lux-
ti^Ixiuig last fall. It is fairiy unlieard of to 
have an American team come to Europe 
aiid take first prize. 

;Our attitudes are changing. We are go­

ing back to liasics. Simple food tliat tastes 
good. Just what ls "American* cooking? 

In neaily tliree and one lialf centuries, 
American cookeiy lias evolved Into a cui­
sine tliat can be called its own. Its fonna-
Uon is the result of eariy 19th and 20th 
centuiy settlers — the English, French, 
and Dutch. 

Native cooking traditions liave evohred 
with strong regional undertones. For ex-
amide CaJun, wi^ch is a result of Fh:nch 
Canadian immigrants into Louisiana.

Now. after 350 yeara 
of Iwrrotring, melding, and innovating we 
are ready to establish a style to call our 
own. 

In addition to the abundant inheritance 

of native and foreign dishes, we arc fortu­
nate in the quality and bounty of food pro-
ducts available to us. Our meat is consid­
ered to be the finest In the woild. We have 
spent time and financial resources to deve­
lop our herds. Fruits and Vegetables from 
all over tlie United States are available na­
tionwide due to superb marketing and 
transportation. 

Our wine industiy is growing by leaps 
and Ixmnds. Game animals are now farm 
raised and processed assuring superior 
quality. Fish and seafood fipom all waters 
are easily procurable in all areas. In addi­
tion to c(Hi1mercially available foods, we 
rely on our home gardens and food still to 
lie found in the wilds — morels, fiddle-
heads, nuts and belries. We are blessed 
with food bom all over tlie worid including 
ingredients fipm tropical, arctic and sub-
tn^teal regions. 

As the saying goes, "You never know 

how lucky you are until you're in another 
countiy." Last year I traveled to Singapore. 
LiKembouig and Ireland to compete. We 
took much of our food, preserved with 
ciyovac packaging. 

Singapore imports all of her food. The 
countiy is small and very populated so 
there is little land available for farming. 
Luxembourg is Veiy much the same. When 
importing food the price goes up and the 
quality suffers in many Instances. We were 
able to substitude local produce which 
was adVantageous. Ireland is fairly self 
suffident but the Variety of food stuffs is 
limited. 

American cooking is etched out of the 
past It begi11s With tlie Indians and Engl­
ish settiers and rises through the strata of 
German, Italian, Dutch, Irish, French, and 
other immigrant Influences. When I think 
of "American" food a farm house meal 
comes to mind. Fresh and simple. Good 
flavor. Honest.

"The crawfish fcttuclnl will be the 
talk of tl1c festival," says Holley. "Our 
other big draw Is tlje shrimp etoufcc. 
Etoufee, in French , means 
smotliered, so it's a smothered 
slirlmp," 

The etoufee Is cooked slowly With 
vegetables over a low heat. 

Barbecued shrimp Will be another 
favorite, but hi spite of the naine. It's 
not cooked over a grill. 

•We boil the shrimp With countiy 
morning blend, seasonings, lemon 
Juice, thyme, rosemary and Worces­
tershire," says Holley. The shrimp 
are whole, and you peel them yoiar-
self. Leaving tlie shell on holds the 
flavor IrL 

"For me. tliat's the only way to eat 
slirimp because it's liard to season 
slirlmp. And to this day Fve never had 
slirlmp tliat's too hot. 

"We're not going to make it real 
hot. tlMugh. We'll make it hot Just 
enough to keep It exciting." 

Blackened fish (either mako or 
blacktip shark) will be prepared fi-esh 
on the grill. For those who fear tJiat 
blackening is synonymous with 
burning, fear not. Elxpertly black­
ened flsh has only a tliln, black crisp-
nesa at the comers. And unlike the 
carlxin you scrape off your morning 
toast, this black edge llas a lively, zes-
ty taste to it. 

Redflsh was once the prime sea­
food to blacken among Cajun chefe. 
but Holley explains that redflsh is 
now protected. It can only ht fished 
by sportsmea Commercially avail­
able redflsh is farm-raised, like 
catfish. 

Jamblaya Is yet anotlier staple at 
the festival. A tradlUonal Creole dish. 
It Is rice cooked through with season­

ings and a mild CaJun smoked 
sausage, 

Ttic smoked sausage is not hot." 
says Holley. "It Just has a rich, smdky 
flavor. We use the sausage a lot for 
g u m l x » and aiiytlilng we want to 
season. It's cooked with green pep­
pers, green onions, galrlc and the 
rice. 

Tlie spice in Jamtlalaya comes 
fix>m the rice, wliich is prepared with 
caJun seasoning. 

Among the other good time food 
being brought north firom Boiuixin 
Street are Cajim grflled chicken and 
hot sausage po' hays, heaping side 
orders of boUed potatoes, com and 
CaJun potato chips, and traditional 
festival favorites like hot dogs and 
hamburgers. 

It's a big producUon to get all that 
food out (not to mention all that ̂ a t 
CaJun music and entertainment), 
but well worth it for the uniqueness. 

"We used to go to a lot crf'towns tliat 
had Italian festivals, German feati-
vaJs, Greek festivals," he says.

, - Sort ofa homey cross between the

, ally take thetr scones at teaUme In 
the afternoon, scones are most popu­
lar in America as breakfast foods. 

. Dozens of San Diego businesses 
use scones purchased from the 

, House of Tudor bakeiy. This whole­
sale operation, owned by sisters Judy 

i^nd Chenyl Fellows, deals solely In 
, Bcones. 
t.- The sisters are English emigres 
, Who adapted their mother's scone re-
;cipe to suit American tastes. Neither 
of them had a background in baking, 
but their scones have been a lilt on 
the Southern California scene. 

Chenyl described the scone as a 
semisweet biscuit. 

"It's a simple taste often found In 
grander surroundings," she said, al­
luding to the scone's position as a 
staple at elegant high teas. 

When the sisters opened their 
bakery In 1984, they made only one 
'kind of scone, a raisin-studded Vari-
(?ty based on the U^dltlonal scone 

^ 'with currants. Gradually, Chenyl 
„3ald, "We got caught up In a Whirl of, 
' ^ f s tiy somethMg else."" 

They now offer five flaVors: 
liluebeny, apple cinnamon, cran-
beny, chocolate chip and raisin.

For a seemingly frivolous subject, 
Tlie Simple Art Of Napkin Folding" 
(Hearst Books, $13) Is a very pracU-
cal little book. 

Author Linda Hetzer supplies a 
stain-removal chart Uiat is veiy com­
plete, even speUing out different 
methods for attacking wasliable 
fabrics and dly-clean-oi^ materials. 

More informaUon-loaded cliapters 
illustrate the proper setting of tables 
as well as how to make our own napk­
ins, napkin rings, table accessories, 
and even provide instrucUon on em­
broidering Initials. 

Another chart lists an index of the 
94 fancy folds with notaUons of their 
degree of complexity, size and fabric. 
And tlils book is modem enough to 
include special folds for paper napk­
ins. Now even the simplest occasion 
can tie given a small table face-lift. 

Just the way restaurant guide­
books award stars for the exceUence 
of the cuisine, "The Simple Art of 
Napkin Folding" uses a one- to four-
star rating for complexity of folding. 
Tills device is a liandy guide for 
beginners. 

Some of the one-star designs have 
an extra notation — quick. So ifyou 
can take a paper napkin, quickly give 
It a festive fold and brighten the table, 
it certal11ly seems worth the few sec­
onds to add a smaU touch of polish to 
the eVeryday ritual of dining. 

The reproduction ofan fllustraUon 
from a 1639 Italian book graphically 
demonstrates what an ingenious art 
napkin folding once was. These 
simple lengths of fabric were trans-
fonned into boats, fish, and even for­
tresses complete with flying banners. 
Ofcourse these napkins were adorn­
ment for royal tables and the staff 
probably included one e:xpert who 
did notliing else but develop such 
designs. 

Although these far less intricate 
folds stiU take some pracUce, tliere 
are a number of good reasons to tiy 
your liand at it. The visual pleasure is 
a given, but consider these pracUcal 
reasons as weU. There are two folds 
speciflcaUy designed to hold sUver-
ware for a buffet service, thus conso­
lidating into one neat package items 

Uiat otherwise would have to he 
Juggled. Otlier practical folds incor­
porate place cards or flowers. 

Once you master the teclinlque of 
a truly elaborate Blrd-of-Paradise, 
Diamond or Preening Peacock (yes, 
aU 94 folds have names), you cer­
tainly don't want it destnjyed In one 
quick sliake by a dinner guest. In­
stead, use it for the centerpiece, thus 
saving money on flowers. 

You could use a pair of peacoclcs 
widi a few polished stones between 
them, Or use a single peacock poised 
beside a pretty c1ystal bowl holding a 
single large bloom. 

If you've been to catered parties 
and have admired the bread basket 
fashidned out ofa napkin, puzzle no 
more about how it is done. Ditto for 
the napkin turned into a wine bottle 
coaster, trivet, place mat, or even a 
vwap for a less-tlian-pretty vase with 
flowers. 

Chfldren's Party Folds, a delightful 
section suggests paper as the mater­
ial of choice for making animal faces 
Uke Brave BuU, Kindly Kitty and Re­
gal Rabbit. These amusing two-star 
folds would turn any birthday party 
table into a meny me11agerie. Per­
haps the birthday honoree could he 
pressed into service to fold the napk­
ins. Do one or two for a demonstra-
Uon and let liiiti take over, for better 
or worse. 

The old BriUsh and current 
French word for napkin is serviette. 
In French, serviette also mea11s towel 
and. Indeed, many kings ago tliat is 
Just how the piece of cloth was used 
at the table. When cutlery was flrst 
developed, there was not much of it 
avaUable — only one set of utensfls 
per diner. 

Since dirmers in those leisurety 
days consisted of at least a dozen 
courses (usually more), each guest 
neatly wiped off the knife and fork on 
the serviette artfully draped across 
liis arm. 

Napkl11s today play a neater role in 
protecting the clothes of the diner. 
They wiU not protect any less weU ff 
they start out with an attracUve 
image.
