Separate tax base sharing plans haVe passed In 

1x>th the state house and senate. Both plans are 
sitting ln committee. The plans take 50 percent of 
new 1TeVenue froin commercial and Industrial 
property taxes and share them between school 
districts Within regions established by the state. 

For example, 50 percent ofall taxes paid on new 
commerdai or Industrial developments In Novl 
would be shared throughout one ofthe state's two 
regions. The district also would share 50 percent 
of taxes gained from Increased state equalized Val­
uations of commercial and industrial p1x)perty. 

The plans are an attempt at equalizing state fund­
ing of school districts. 

Olllclals have estimated such a plan could cost 
Novl schools a halfmllllon dollars In the first year. 

"We strongly urge you to Veto (House Bill) 4267 
iflt arrives at your desk.

Contaminated soils at Strieker Paint Products 
Inc. are In the process of being cleaned up. 

.According to owner Kim Strieker, the Michi­
gan Department of Natural Resources (DNI^ is 
supervising the d e a n upofsolls contaml11ated in 
a 1981 splU of sohrents and scrap paints at the 
2.4-acre site. The Strieker family purchased the 
paint manufacturing business, located on Novl 
Road between T e n Mile and Grand River, ln the 
late 1950s. 

"It's being done with the D N R looking over our 
shoulder," Strieker said, "so it's done correctly." 

Soils were contaminated When drums filled 
with the solVents and paints were crushed and 
leaked into the ground. Strieker said the family 
had hired a company to remoVe the drums from 
the site because of changing Michigan laws on 
hazardous waste disposal. 

The contaminants stayed in the ground until 
about two years ago, he said. State ofllclals de­
termined that the contaminants were traveling 
at a rate of about an inch per year, Strieker said, 
and didn't pose an Immediate threat to the 

nearby Middle Rouge I^Ver. 
The contaminants "didn't travel olf our prop­

erty." Strieker added. 
The soh^ent- and paint-tainted soils were dug 

up In the fall of 1989 and have been sitting at the 
site since. Strieker said contaminants would hie 
removed through a "soil Venting" process. 

The contaminants Will be evaporated out of 
the soils, filtered and collected in "activated car­
bon drums," he said. The drums will then be ta­
ken to a disposal firm in Shelby Township.

The city Is considering building a 
water tower and underground stor­
age ta11k. as a backup for times 
when Detroit water pressure Is low. 

The reservoir Is already part of 
No\fs capital Improvement prog­
ram for 1995-96, but the city coun­
cil may be asked in the near future 
to proceed earlier on the facility. 

In J u n e and July, residents in 
Simmons Orchard, Roma Eidge 
and the Ten Mile and Tal l Road area 
experienced low water pressure. 
More rain has since eased the prob­
lem this month. 

If the dty goes for the plan. Water 
would he stored during off times 
and released during peak periods. 
The Water tower and underground 
tank Would be placed at a higher 
elevation within the city, enlisting 
the force ofgraVlty to aid Water flow. 

"It's somelhlrg We've been study­
ing. We're not committed. It's Just 
something our engineers have been 
kicking arotind." City Manager Ed­
ward Kriewali said. 

"All this may not be acceptable to 
the City of Detroit. They don't like 
communities to have their own 
storage." 

Relief would be welcomed by 
Simmons Orchard resident De­
borah Goldtierg, Who has Written 
letters protesting the water pres-
si1re to the city and the state depart­
ment of public health. 

Earlier this si.1mmer. her hus­
band Gerald Was unable to take his 
5:30 a.m. shower for three days in a 
row due to low water pressure. The 
family lives on Crestvlew. 

"Some have problems and others 
don't. It depends on the elevation. I 
have a ranch. On Sarah Flynn. the 
water gets so low. In one house they 
can't get water In the upstairs bath­

room. It was worse this summer 
than last summer, and I expect it to | 
be worse next summer," she said.

A 16-year-old Novl youth will be 
tried as an adult In connecUon with a 
light last June over several Dun­
geons and Dragons books. 

Jeremy Thldell. 16, was arraigned 
in Oakland County Circuit Coi1rt 
July 29 on charges of assault with in-
tent to murder. No trial date has been 
set. Trudell has pled not guilty to the 
charges. 

TesUmony In court records of the 
preliminary examlnaUon last June 
before 52-1 DIsUlct Court Judge 
Brian MacKenzIc Indicates that 
"IrtJdell slabbed a former friend out-
side the VlcUm's Novl home during a 
dispute over some Dungeons and 
Dragons books. 

The stabbing vlcUm testllled U1al 
he had known Thldell for l'/» years, 
and that they had threatened each 
other over the phone a few times 
before. 

The VlcUm tesUIled that he was In 
his room In the basement of his pa­
rents' home when he heard banging 
noises upstairs. He said he looked 
outside £u1d saw Trudell. 

The VlcUm tesuned that he went 
back downstairs and, shorUy after, 
his father came down to ask What 
was going on. 

He tesUiled that his father then 

went out the front door to look for 
Trudell. .As he Was doing this, the Vlc­
Um said he saw Trudell in the back 
yard with a large pole that looked like 
"a garden broomsUck." 

The vlcUm said that he went out­
side and Trudell said "1 want my 
books. Theyre mine." U1en "charged" 
at him With the pole and lilt him Ulree 
Umes. He then tesUlled that he 
grabbed the sUck to t1y to get it away 
from Trudell and Instead was struck 
In the back and "felt a sharp pain In 
the upper left shoulder next to the 
spine." 

At that point, according to tesU-
mony, die faUier came outside and 
broke them up, wresUlng Trudell to 
the ground. 

The VlcUm was taken to U1e hospi­
tal, where he was treated for a punc-
tiJre wound. 

The VlcUm's mother tesUfled that 
Trudell had called their home earlier 
that eVenlng askl11g for the books. 

MacKenzle. who bound Trtjdell 
oVer to circuit court on U1e assault 
with Intent to murder charges, said 
this was the first Ume a case like Uils 
had come into his courtroom where 
the defendant was being tried as an 
adult. 

Prosecutor Randy SeconUne was 
out of town and unavailable for com­
ment at presstime.

It was an experience not u n ­
like my college calculus class. 1 
Was sitting In a hard plastic 
chair, sweating proiusely, pray­
ing that I'd pass the test. 

This test had nothing to do 
With sines a n d cosines, how­
ever. No, the test I Was trying to 
pass was my first Auto E m i s ­
sions Test. Hav ing recent ly 
moved to Novi after eight years 
in A n n Arbor, this Was a new ex­
perience. 1 had no Idea what to 
expect. 

They don't really tell you What 
the standard is. or how it's measured. At least With ca lcu­
lus. 1 knew going In What my chances of failure were (and 
given my inability to count past 10 without taking m y 
shoes and socks off. and a general distaste for anything in-
V o h ^ g numbers, they Were usuaUy pretty good). 

With the A E T , you can't pass by studying hard before­
hand. Worse. 1 Was going In With a rather questionable 
candidate. 

Now I do take pretty good care of my faithful '85 Dodge, 
and it takes good care of me. It gets a n oil change every 
3.000-4.000 miles, and gets tuned up fairly regularly. T h e 
only time it's been in the shop in three years was to have a 
new clutch put in. 

It does, however, have 127,000 miles on i t and like 
most Chiys ler products ofsl11111ar vintage, the computers 
that monitor spark and air and luel have contracted the 
automotive equivalent ofAlzheimer's disease.

; Buzzing along at 60 miles an hour 
sk imming the treetops around 
Walled lake, pilot Bob Rufllnl said 
that this Is what real flying Is all 
about. 

You can sense his passion for fly­
ing as he speaks. 

U t e r the pilot said that flying slow 
and low Is 'a different world" fiDm fly­
ing In an airliner at 600 mph and 
30.000 feet high. 

; Rufllnfs choice ofalrcrail Is a Vin­
tage 1940 Piper C u b seaplane that he 
has meticulously restored. 

For the past six Weeks, It has been 
docked at the Key L,argo restaurant 
on the shore ofWailed l^ake. The craft 
Is painted a bright yellow, the ofllclal 
color of the C u b Club, a Mount 
Pleasant-based flying club that spe­
cializes In the small, single-engine 
plane. 

And What a ride It offers. With a 
fuselage barely Wider than thc pilot's 
seat, the plane holds two. The pas­
senger sits In the front. The passen­
ger's VleW ahead Is blocked by the 
high Instrument panel. Directly In 
front of that Is an engine that looks 
more suited to a lawn tractor than a 
[tying machine. 

The plane is completely coated 
with Dacron fabric. Just Iflte the old 
biplanes. It's about the thlclcnessof a 
typical shirt but stiffened with sbc 
coats of special paint. Still the Wing, 
gves slightly when you squeeze It. 

"It's a nostalgic thing for a plane of 
the *40s Vintage to be restored," Ruf-
flnl said. 

The sense of nostalgia Is height­
ened tiecause Rufllnl jias docu­
mented eVery lact about the plane's 
hlstoiy from Dec. 19, 1940, when It 
roUed out of the Rper Aircraft Corp. 
plant In Lock Haven, Pa. 

The plane went through different 
ownership, and on Nov. 12, 1943, it 
crash-landed at Detroit City Airport, 
where Its fuselage and landing gear 
were damaged. The pilot, Leona 
Joyce Curley. was unhurt. 

In 1948, Donald Klbby ofFemdale 

bought the plane, aild It ended up 
disassembled In Klbby's basement 
and garage. 

Rufllnl ftrst saw the pieces In 1962 
when he took up flying. In 1971, 
Klbby gaVe the pieces to Rufllnl. 

"He said I was the only person Who 
ever showed ai1y Interest ln It." 

Rufllnl took the pieces to Aero Me­
chanics High School at Detroit City 
Airport, where It was restored as a 
class project. In 1981 Rufllnl decided 
to restore the plane again, himself. 

That led to a lO-year project In 
which eveiy part was removed, re­
paired or replaced as needed. 

"It was stripped to bare metal." 
That InVolVed thousands of hours 

of Work. 
"Actually. I was getting lo the point 

of becoming slcli of It." 
Spending so m u c h time working 

on the plane also was testing the pati­
ence of his wife, Sandy. But she was 
understanding. 

"He enjoys It a lot. That makes me 
happy." 

Sandy Is considering getting her 
own pilot's license so that when they 
travel together she wlU be able to ify 
too, she said. 

But It won't be In the Piper Cub. 
"It's not the most comfortable 

plane to fly in," she said. 
Today, the plane gleams like new. 

Even while docked at the Key Largo U 
attracts attention. 

"Two guys came in one day and 
asked if I knew who owned the plane. 
They wanted to buy lt." said restaur­
ant mailager Craig Cassady. "It's a 
good draw for people," which Is why 
the restaurant allows Rulftnl to dock 
It there. 

Eveiywhere Rufllnl flies, he at­
tracts people. With Its distinctive yel­
low color, fluted wings and protrud­
ing engine, the plane has a "barns­
torming look." Ruflini said. 

'My real dream Is lo liy to Alaska. 
Imagine flying across North America 
at 60 mph 2,500 feet above the 
ground . . ."

Getting into the plane is an adventure ln Itself. 
You must back in through the door, squeeze your 
legs to your chest, swing them over and slip down 
into the seat, being exceptionally careful to avoid 
the control stick In the center of the floor. 

Bob Rufllnl taxis the plane out to the center of 
Walled Lake, turns into the direction the wind Is 
blowing and guns the engine. It roars and the 
plane pushes forward. bu1nplng on the waves, 
then lifts and turns sharply skStlng the shore. 

"I tiy to keep away from shore so I don't buzz the 
residents," he said. 

The noise of the engine gives the Impression 
that the plane Is shooting across the slqr. .Actually 
It hits a speed of about 60 mph. 

'It's an interesting experience to be flying over 
the expressway and see cars passing you." 

Climbing to about 1,000 feet, the view is beauti­
ful. All of the Walled Lake area Is visible. In the far 
distance, the Detroit skyline stands out dimly. 

Even the lake offers an Interesting view. The 
bottom Is clearly visible. Oddly, there is a thin line 
of weeds stretching for hundreds of yards under 
the water like a neatly trimmed hedge. Thin 

groves, looking like motorcycle tracks, crisscross' 
the lake bottom. 

The plane loudly bumps through the air, but", 
the ride Is not uncomfortable. Rufllnl arcs over the 
shore and does a "slldesllp" In which the plane tilts 
sideways and slides down. 

"It's a quick way to lose altitude." 
For a nervous passenger. It could be a quick, 

way to lose lunch. 
Landing is surprisingly smooth. Just a lightly, 

felt thump. The plane turns back Into a boat as It; 
powers back to the dock. 

S u b n a m e s s h o w w i d e d i v e r s i t y 

The diversity of residential deve­
lopment names Is amazing. 

Th ls Polntes, That Something, 
Aninial Run, Wood Acres, Blank 
Ridge, Such and S u c h Estates, So 
and So Farms, Whatieverlilkeis, 
Someplace Pines, There Meadows, 
Here Rock, and Three Ridge Pine 
Wood Lake Meadows Estates — 
names aren't selected by accident. 

.Ga iy Shapiro, president of the 
Ivanhoe Building Co. in West Bloom-
fleld, said development names can be 
crJUcal to a project's success. 

Ivanhoe's most recent develop­
ments include M i s s i o n Springs, 
I'qlnle on Pleasant Lake, and Wool -
land Ridge — the last in association 
with Blltmore Properties — all In 
West Bloomfleld. 

"Na1nes give a commu11ity a sense 
of ldenUty," Shaplit) said. "A big part 
ofwhat the developer does Is to set 
the tone for a community." 

Setting the tone for a community 
includes a name, logos, entrance 
signs, architectural and landscape 
styles — all of which creates a dis­
tinct feeling and attracts a certain 
type of person, Shapiro said. 

But it all begins with a name, he 
said. 

Shapiro said the process of nam­
ing the development begins the mo­
ment he acquires a parcel of land, 

Generally, he said he starts by 
Identifying geographical features and 
then proceeds by taking into account 
the commurllty and the market he Is 
targeting for the development. 

jOther developers might start with 
different criteria. But Shapiro said he 
begins with a geographic theme be­
cause he takes great pride In the 
leilgths Ivanhoe goes to retain the na­
tural elements of development sites. 

After he determines the dominant 
^ g r a p h i c elements. Shapiro said 
he begins the long process of brain­
storming, late evening doodling and 

soul searching. 
"I may pick 50 11ames before set­

tling on four or five that I really like, 
and then I play wlUi these for a 

, while," he said. "There's no magic to 
it, but there's got to be some thought 
behind it." 

After settling on the best opUons, 
Shapiro said he reviews his favorites 
for weeks (sometimes months) imtil 
finalty one stands above the rest. 

Agoodname, he said, shoitldn'tbe 
tiendyr, because it has to stand the 
test of time. 

"When I flnalfy pick the name, I re­
ally like it and feel comfortable with 
it." 

Once named, a development re­
tains that name as long as it exists, 
Shapiro said. "People who live there 
live with it from the beginning to the 
end — they want something that 
makes them feel comfortable." 

Bernard Glleberman, president of 
Crosswinds Community In West 
Bloom&eld, said naming a develop­
ment barkens back to the age old 
idea of the community or village, he 
continued. 

It makes a development distinc­
tive, ft turns a somewhere into a des­
tination, he said. 

Glleberman said he likes to choose 
a name after researching a site or 
commu11ity's history. In the case of 
Millpolnte, Glleberman chose that 
name for his Westland development 
of single-family homes because the 
project was developed near Nankin 

Developing Millpolnte around the 
Nankin Mills theme was actualty one 
of his easier choices because It was 
such an obvious selection, he said. 
T h a t was the one obvious thing ab­
out that area and Its hlstoiy—eveiy-
one knows about the mill." 

After being built sometime be­
tween 1835 and 1842, the flrst 
Nailkin Mill served as the focal point 

ofwhat was then Nankin Township, 
opera ti11g as a grist mill to grind grain 
of nearby farms. 

The mill's significance to the sur-
roi^!ndl11g area continued Into this,, 
centuiy. The existing mill buUdtng 
was constructed during the T860s 
and was purchased by Henry Ford in 
1918 for use as a small auto parts 
manufacturing facility. 

Heniy Ford, In respor1se to the ur-
baiiization of the automotive indus-
tiy, sought to mlxelements of the city 
and countryside by developing 
Nankin MUl and similar buildings 
into snlall factories. 

Nankin Mill and the area's hlstojy 
figure prominently In the develop­
ment's marketing. Glleberman con­
tinued. The sales ofllce displays old 
photog)raphs a11d histories about the 
area. 

"I don't think you have to be a hls­
toiy buff to appreciate it." 

Tying a development into a local 
hlstojy glyes It a sense of belonging, 
he said. "It makes people feel there's a 
reason for that community being 
there." 

Deve lopments aren't a lways 
named after historical figures and 
events, Glleberman said. Naming de­
velopments after previous owners of 
the property—afannerwhosefa1nily 
owned the land for generatlo11s — is 
also quite common. 

Developments need not be named 
after geographic features or histori­
cal anecdotes. Some developments 
are named after significant nearby 
objects. 

Mark Erickson, l e ^ counsel and 
spokesman for Frankel .Associates in 
TYoy, said Somerset North — the de­
veloper's new residential project — 
was very deliberately named after the 
Somerset Mall. 

Now called the Somerset Collec­
tion, Frankel Associates developed 
the mall i n Tray more than two de­

cades ago. Sometimes, names take 
on a life of their own, he said. 

"Somerset has come to mean a cer­
tain location," he said. The Somerset 
naine h a s come to represent-nlore 
tha1 Just the mall, but a part of lVoy 
(and even Rcyal Oak). 

Erikson said lt isn't uncommon for 
people to give directions to the area 
by sa3nng it's "by Somerset." 

Developers and businesses have 
appropriated the name over the years 
for use on oflilce buildings, medical 
supply companies, cab compa111es, 
c leaners cons t ruc t ion , hea l th , 
hotels, limousine companies and 
even apartments. 

Flankel Associates couldn't pre­
vent others from using the word 
"Somerset," Erickson said, but fortu­
nately that extenslVe use hasn't dl-
mtalshed the Image. 

It's not surprising, then, that 
Frankel Associates — the company 
that started It all — would use the 
name for It's own luxu1y, slngle-
famfly home development Somerset 
North. 

"Somerset has come to mean value 
and quality," Erickson said. "That's 
what oi1r development is, so It's only 
natural that we would use the name." 

Marketing for the development re­
lies heavily on the Somerset name 
and the development's proximity to 
the Somerset Collection, he said. 

Somerset, Erickson admits, does 
cany a connotation of upscale, but 
even more Important Is that the 
words have become synonymous 
With value and quality. 

At $260,000, not eVe1yone will be 
able to af ford the 2 , 8 0 0 - to 
3,800-square-foot homes, but home 
hunters looking in the area around 
Somerset will probabty be surprised 
at how low the homes are priced. S i ­
milar homes in the area are substan­
tially more.

"We jijst waritfoget this done," 
Strieker said, "and put it behind 
us." 

The famify sued the company re-
spo11slble for the spill and won ab­
out $100,000 in damages, he said. 
Much of the cost for the clean up, 
however, wfll come out of his fam­
ily's pocket, Strieker said. 

The paint store owner declined to 
list the cost of the clean up. 

The longtime Novl business Is 
also in the process of renovating 
and adding on to Its facilities. That 
work will Include the moving of 
storage ta11ks and demolition of a 
portion of the bufldlng. 

The DNR prompted the moving of 

the storage tanks. The ta11ks, which! 
hold solveiits, are currently located 
In a flood plain area on the north 
side of the site. The DNR wished to 
remove the ta11ks out of the flood 
plain area to the north side of the 
Strieker parcel. 

Kim Strieker said another prob-' 
lem with the ciurent stoiage tank 
area Is that It's guarded only by a n ' 
eartli bcrm. After the tanks are 
moved, he said, a three foot wall wUl 
be constructed around them to con­
tain any future spill of toxic 
materials. 

The clean up Is scheduled to be 
complete by this fall, Strieker said. 
Renovation work, which must still 
receive final approvals from the 
city, WiU be complete by next 
summer.

M c r Vlnlficatlon. lots are blended to offer the 
consumer thc consistent and inimitable Chateau 
Fuisse style. A limited 13,000 cases of Chateau 
F\11sse are produced each Vintage. 

The 1989 Chateau Fuisse (S38) is pricey by the 
fnerc fact of its rarity. It's generous and extracted, 
mirroring thc characteristics described for thc reg-
lUar Pouilly-Fulssc (sec Wine SelccUons of the 
Week), but is a significantly bigger Wine. 

If you decide to buy this Wine, remember the 
directive on Chateau Fulsse's cellar wafi. Inscribed 
In 1955 by the local tax collector. It translates, 
"It's better to put your nose in a glass of Chateau 
Fuisse than in your neighbor's business." 

. A vineyard in nearby St. Veran jdelds fiillt for a 
St. Veran chardonnay, also produced at the cha­
teau. This Vln^ard may be described as a cbs, a 
single, demarcated vineyard producing grapes of 
consistent and uniform quality. 
; Three negodant wines, Poullly-Fuisse, Macon-

\/illages and St. Veran, are also made from grapes 
b o u ^ t ftDm local growers. TTiey are selected 
under the supervision of Jean-Jacques Vincent, 
who monitors the growing, harvesting, blending 
4nd bottling of these wines. 
] Pouilly-Fulssc Vineyards occupy about 1.700 
acres in the southern Maconnals. Vincent's Viney­

"I make the perfect 
martini" or "I make the perfect bloody Maiy." 

Those are the cocktail hour's version of who 
makes a really authentic beef stew, purest crab 
cake, orjusl how firm should scrambled eggs be. 
The latter runs from saucethin to superflrm. 

Another guaranteed subject for rigid guide­
lines is the Caesar salad. The ingredients range 
all the way imm eveiy crisp thing in the refrigera­
tor, to the classic anchovy-Parmesan-dominated 
toss, to current llght-and-lean versions. 

California has long been a leader of food pre­
parations that depend more on quality of pro­
duce than any set recipe. The cooks there were 
trimming away calories years before It became a 
national pastime. 

A d d the great seafood available on the Golden 
Coast and one quickly understands why there 
was keen interest in a recent Shrimp Celebration 
held in ISMarriott hotels in Southern Calffomla. 

All the hotels featured Fried Shrimp Jubflee, 
Canilval of Sauteed Shrimp and, of course. 
Shrimp Caesar Salad Jamboree. Notice that 
there's not a straight name in the trio. It's the Ca­
lffomla touch tlwt makes the difference. All 
these entrees were served with Bel Arbors wines 
fiiom Fetzer, a partner in the celebration. 

Classically, Caesar salad should contain 
croutons freshly filed In garlic-flavored olive oil. 
The Marriott version makes croutons optional. 
After all, they are Just sponges for fat. The tradi­
tional oil-packed anchovy In the s a k d has been 
replaced by sprightly cooked shrimp. The chefs 
plucked from Cdffomla's vegetable basket mu­
shrooms, tomatoes, red, green and yellow pep­
pers — all Interiopers. 

Parmesan cheese does remain, but Just a 
whisper, not a waUop. And, of course, there Is 
crisp romaine lettuce, without which no Caesar 
salad is worthy of the name.

During these warm days, the main 
dinner course can be a simple salad. 

It can be made eaily in the m o m -
ing, or prepared the night before and 
put together just before mealtime. 

Preparation time is minimal in 
most cases—especially ffyou use lef­
tovers.

Today's first recipe Is a variation of 
the classic French Salad Nlcolse, 
based on the recipe In Pierre FTane/s

The original Salad Nlcolse has 
cooked potatoes and steamed string 
beans In it and calls for the Ingre­
dients to be placed carefulty on a 
large platter In a decorative pattern.

j; Tomatoes are eveiywhere. My mothei's 
garden abounds. Friends bring bags when 
t^ey vlstt. Rich, red, luscious beefsteaks 
a ^ u n d . Luckily, I did not plant any this 
y iar . There are more than enough to go 
around. 

The tomato has a special place in the 
Ahlerican kitchen—In sauces, soups, sa­
lads and ketchup, the widespread condi­
ment. The only firsh vegetables eaten 
niore often are lettuce and potatoes. In 
f^ct. they are a major source of nutrients, 
not because thqr are so nutritious, butbe-
c^use we eat 18 pounds per pe1:son per 
yfar. 

{ Tbntatoes have been enjoyed for over 
%000 years. Up rmtll 1820 they were 
tbought to be pdsonous and not con-
stlmMt in America. A Col . Robert Johnson 
ate sevenal tomatoes in the town sqviare to 
prove their safety. The ealilest cookbooks 
t ^ t Ilst tomatoes as ingredients date to 
1624. 

I Throughout those early years different 
varieUes were crossed p lodudng hybrids 
t&tt are still grown today. In the late '60s 
a^d t h r o u ^ o u t the '70s the quality of to­

matoes took a nosedive. Tomatoes were 
nowbcfrlgbred for highyleld and long stor­
age times iilstead of qviality. 

Picked while still green then gassed and 
shipped thousands of miles, the modem 
cultivated tomato Is the most complained-
about item in the pnxluce depeutment. 

Supposedly, the green tomatoes ripen 
as well as those left on the vine until s11ffl-
ciently colored. Several studies have 
shown otherwise. A vine-ripened tomato 
contains two to three times more vitamin C 
and carotene than those picked green. 

Happily we do not have to settle for the 
horrid, hard, pinkish roimds during this 
time of the year. Good ones are plentiftll in 
stands and brmer 's markets and many 
are home grown. The tomato is the most 
widely p lanted vegetable In family 
gardens. 

VWlen purchasing tomatoes, the key 
phrase is buy local. The best tasting toma­
toes are sometimes the worst looking. 
Avoid choosing those With moldy areas, 
black spots, bruises and green tops. Small 
blemishes and cracks do not affect flavor. 

Colors range from deep red to pink to 

yeUow. Color is determined by pigments 
which are found Just under the flesh. At 
their peak they are soft, but not squlshy 
and emit a pleasing fragrance. A tomato is 
about 95 percent water and various su­
gars make up over half of the rest. Car­
bohydrates, vitamins and acids are also 
present. 

The compotind that causes the "firsh-
tomato" taste is lost within one hour after 
slicing and destroyed with heat so eat your 
cut tomatoes fast and avoid cooking when 
possible. 

To preserve the harvest, several 
methods may be suggested. Home-canned 
tomatoes put In glass Jars arc tastier than 
the commercial brands If they arc made 
firom fiavoriul tomatoes. However. USDA 
safety guidelines call for the addition of as­
corbic acid and long cooking times which 
leech much of the flavor. Spicy products 
such as chfll sauce and ketchup are best 
for canning. 

Home-dried tomatoes are an alterna­
tive. Choose fleshy varieties, halve them, 
remove seeds ff desired and lightly salt. Ar­
range on cake cooling racks cut side up 

and place the rack on cookie sheets. Bake 
in a 200 degree oven for six to eight hours 
or untfl leatheiy. The tomatoes are done 
when stfll pliable but so dry that no juice 
can be squeezed from them. 

For short term storage pack in an air­
tight container a m nged In layers that are 
separated by waxed paper. Keep In a cool, 
dry place. Longer storage req11ires refriger­
ation or freezing. Packing In a sterillad Jar 
and covered with olive oil Is also 
permissible. 

To freeze tomatoes simply wipe, place In 
fiieczer bags and fireze. The end product is 
not bcautlftil but tastes fresh. To peel 
place the fitizen tomato imdermmllngwa­
ter and the skin will slip off. These are good 
In any recipe calling for cooked tomatoes. 

Tomato time is certainly here. Eat your 
fill while the getUng Is good. I'm headi1^ for 
the kitchen now. Dinner wUl be easy to­
night. A tomato sandivich on thick, crusty 
bread, drizzled With the biest olive oil in my 
kitchen, sprinkled With kosher salt and 
fresh cracked pepper. Heaven.
