A 38-year-old Bloomneld Hills 
woman and her three chlldrerl were 
abducted team 1-96 in Novl Aug. 30 
and later released unliarmed. 

The femlly 'was kidnapped from 
westbound 1-96 near Meadoxvbrook 
Road, after stopping to help an 011-
nols truck driver ward oflfan assail­
ant on tiie shoulder of the highway, 
according to Michigan State Police 
reports. 

The Incident began at about 2:30 
p.m. on Westbound 1-696 11ear Or­
chard Lake Road In Fai1nlngton 
HUls. Reports said the truck driver, 
Richard Young, 57, of Sunllnlt, 111., 
stopped on mc shouMer of the 
roadway to adjust a chain on the 
back of his flatbed rig 

There he was approached by a 
22-year-old Canton Township 
man, According to reports, he 
asked Young for a ride In excha11ge 
for hdping him with the truck. 

Young declined the proposition. 
After finishing the adjustjuent. 
Young pulled teck on the highway, 
but noticed that the 22-year-old 
had climbed onto his trailer. 

Young pulled back over to the 
side of the road and told the n1an to 
get off, reports said.

"We're not sure lf the parents 
even know about It." Blashfield 
said, adding that the boy was prob­
ably abducted a few days before the 
girl. 

The bey said he got the number 
for the telephone alsis line from a 
magnet on the refrigerator door. 

"We wouW like the public to be 
aware of the possibility that there 
mlghtbeanothervlctlm because we 
want to help that victim." Blashfield 
said. 

'If he has not told his family what 
happened to him. he is definitely go­
ing through a great deal of stress 
and discomfort. He has no one to 
talkto. . .no one to tell him he was 
not wrong in what happened to 
him. 

'If he can give us Infonaatlon ab­
out the abduction it may help our 
case, but most importantly, we 
want to help him." 

Blashfield Is uiging aiiyone with 

infonnation — especially anyone 
with a crisis line nilmber on thelr 
refrigerator — to call him at 
624-6114 or the Wlxom Police Tip 
Line at 624-0884. 

"We would like to speak to any­
one." he said. "Friends, lamlfy. even 
the 12-year-old boy." 

The Wixom glii was allegedly ab­
ducted at approximately 5 p.m. 
Aug. 12 from ttie Lvonia and Loon 
Lake Road area by uie suspect, who 
she said was driving a red mid-size 
Butek. 

Blashfield said the suspect al­
legedly girabbed the girl, botmd and 

_ 1 her, and placed her on the 
it front floor of hls car. He then 

egediy drove her to an i1nidenti-
fled wooded area nearby where he 
sexually assatllted her. 

The suspect is believed to have 
been driving a red 1986-1990 mid­
size Buick, the interior of which the 
girl described as being veiy dirty.

Novi and Wixom have agreed to 
formuilate an "overall Impact prog­
ram' for development of the d ^ s 
bonier area near Grand Rtver and 
Wbcom roads, according to Com­
munity Development Director 
James Wahi. 

The dtles will meet mtmthly to 
discuss l « l g range pdans for the 
area. Wahl said Issues such as road 
Improvments need to be addressed. 

"WeVe done a lot of studies, but 
we never completed a long range 
plan," he said. "We never got to that 
point." 

Wahl said the two communities 
have recently lm{BX>ved communi­
cations about planning issues. He 
said he hoped a long range program 
could be worked out within about a 
year. 

"It remains to be seen how things 
will develop," Wahl added. 

The community development di­
rector said the sides will meet for 
the flist time Oct. 1. At that meet­
ing, Wahl said, they would deter­
mine exactly what work iieeds to be 
done. 

A key portion the long range 
plan will likely be development of a 
'Base Map." Wahl said the map 
would chart all new and pending 
pr^ects for both dtles.

winners, competlngfor threedty council vacandes. move on to the Novem­
ber election. 

As of late Thursday 270 absentee voters have been given ballots, a tv 
Clerk Deny Stlpp said. 

Traditionally, the 'volume of absentee voters equals about 10 percent of 
full voter turnout. 

"If we ̂ t 3,000, that would be a good turnout for a primaiy. So far, ab­
sentee ti1mout is average. It's been so long since we've had a piimaiy. it 
would be hard to say if it's comparable," SUpp said. 

Novi has 22,800 registered voters. 
In the contest and keeping thefr fingers crossed are oflk«-seekeiB Diana 

Canup. Robert Hunt in^n, David Rujrte, Robert Schmid, Kevin Craln, 
Carol Mason, Michael Fteeman, Gerald Shulman and incumbent Joseph 
Toth. 

Rob Manooch's name will be on the ballot but he has withdrawn fiom the 
race. 

Toth is the only incumbent in the race. Current council members 
Martha Hoyer and Ed Leininger declined to run for re-election this year. 

Voters will cast ballots in the primaiy for three candidates. Six will ad­
vance to the general election Nov. 5.

Vetreans, the American l.cglon. AM-
VETS and the Marine Corps ljeague 

A corps of 30 Volunteers has al­
ready Jumped on tlie bandwagon to 
promote the Veterans memorial. The 
building would be owned by the city 
but operated by a board of governors 
appointed by the veterans alliance. 

"I'm giving advice on how to run 
the campaign. Mostly, We are tiylng 
to make sure tiie pubUc ls Informed 
abwut this thing," Hoyer said.

He broke win­
dows and dented Ux body of the 
truck wlth the weapons. 

Bloomfleld HUls resident Carol 
DaDeppo and her dlUdren, ages 5,9 
and 11, were behind the truck as it 
traveled down the highway. Reports 
said DaDeppo puUed off the roadway, 
behind the truck, and Witnessed the 
altercaUon. 

While tlie 22-year-old was attack­
ing the truck, DaDeppo told poUce 
tliat she began honking her car horn 
in an attempt to frighten hlm away. 

Instead, he turned and ran over to 
her Vel11cle and got in. 

Tou give me a ride," he reportedly 
told DaDeppo. 

Fearing for the safety of her cliUd-
ren. slie told police, she obeyed. They 
then traveled to Kensington Metro 
Park.

Bargainers for OU and its chapter 
of the American Association of Uni­
versity Professors averted a strike by 
reachlngatentatlveagreementabout 
5 a.m. Tuesday, hours before classes 
were scheduled to begin. 

There might have been a class or 
two that didn't meet at 8 a.m.." said 
OU spokesman James D. UeWellyn. 
"But for file moat part, classes began 
as scheduled. . . and Uilngs are cer­
tainly back to normal today." 

Even before U1e tentaUve contract 
was announced. OU promised to 
open classes as scheduled, despite 
threats firom the AAUP — which rep­
resents about 95 percent of the fa­
culty —U1at its members would wlU1-
hold services without a contract. 

The point became academic when 
the tentaUve contract was reached 
after 16 hours of what Was described 
as "hard bargaining." 

A message on U1e AAUP hoUlne 
noUflcd callers that U1c tentaUve con­
tract had been reached, and urged fa-
cul^ members to report for cuasses 
as scheduled. 

The proposed agreement is "less 
Uian perfect," according to Edward J . 
Heubel, AAUP spokesman, but prob-
abfy Uie best Uie faculty could gpt in 
light of the uncertain economic 
Umes. 

Members of Uic AAUP held an in­
formational meeUng Tuesd^ everl--
ing at wlilch teiirfis of the flew three-
year pact Were outlined and subse-
quenUy made public. Its bargaining 
committee Is recommending ap­
proval and it will schedule a raUfica-
Uon meeting within the next month.

c i ty council bounced a request last 
Week firom The Dragon Q t y Mandarin 
Chinese restaurant, which has been 
Open and operating In NoVl for about six 
months, for a Class C liquor license. The 
basis of Its decision was that Novl al­
ready has two other Oriental restaurants 
with liquor licenses — a Japanese re­
staurant and a Cantonese restaurant. 

It seems to us that's kind of like 
turning down a French restaurant be­
cause the city already has two European 
eateries—one wlilch serves Itahan food, 
the other serving German food. 

In the same meeting, city council 
did hand out a license to a proposed new 
restaurant, to be knovm as the Lone Star 
Bar -B -Q , sporting a Tex /Mex cuisine. It 
Is unclear whether the city checked to 
see what other restaurants in town offer 
cuisines from Central .America Or the 
southwest U.S. 

We cOuld c a n y tlils out to the point 
of absurdity. But our point here is that in 
making the decision it did, the city 
lumped all Oriental eateries together in 
the same category. A n d the danger of 
course is that it could open itself up to 
charges of racial InsensitiVity. ln any 
case, we question whether the decision 
was a fair one. 

Granted, It is a bit difficult to argue 
that the process of applying for a liquor 
license can really be "fair." Now that It 
has given one license to the Lone Star, 
Nov! has but one liquor license left. The 
dty Is expected to pick u p tliree more liq­
uor licenses wlilch It c a n hand out when 
U.S. Census data Is compiled. The Mi­
chigan Uqupr Control Commission sets 
the number ctf licenses available to a 
conlmunlty at one for each 1,500 
residents. 

B u t eVen so, those four licenses will 
be all the dty gets for the next decade, 
unless of course a mid-decade census is 
conducted in 1995 which shows ever 
more population growth in Novi. 

A n d the city will want to be Veiy 
particular about who it hands those 

G o v e r n m e n t 

licenses to. With only four avaOable, the 
process is not likely to be "fair" no matter 
how it is conducted 

But the d t y recently has gIVen 
some additional thought to the types of 
operations it is willing to hand licenses 
to. Once reserved excluslVely for hotels 
and convention centers, liquor Lcenses 
are Row aVallable to "unique supper 
dubs" with seating of 250 or more. The 
point of this change in the dty's policy is 
to allow the c o i m d l to award licenses to 
smaller, non-franchise types of opera­
tions, espedally home grown restaurant 
businesses. The purpose Is to "help the 
little guy," as some council members 
haVe put it. 

Much as we support that approach, 
it seems there may be a need for some 
additional thought about the policy. 
Should the dty be considering the style 
of cuisine the restaurant intends to offer 
as a basis for maldng the dedsion to 
award a license? C a n the dty he arbi­
trary In the way it hands out such 
bcenses? 

Would It be iDetter ofTtoJudge appl­
icants so ldy o n the criteria It c a n set 
down In writing, that the city is looking 
for qualitysuppecHdut^fand t h r a liaind 
them out flrat-come-flrst-serve to those 
who meet the criteria? O r shovald it at­
tempt to use the licenses strictly to Iwost 
the businesses of restauratuers who 
have a history In and have shown a loy­
alty to the d ty? 

We don't have the answers at pre­
sent, but we not comfortable with the 
process as it now exists.

News this week about Oakland's 
imposed $500 mllllm sdld waste 
pro-am was bad aiKl good, accord­
ing to county commissioners. 

The bad news is state <^Bcials WiU 
not give Oakland a permit for its 
proposed Indrterator in Auburn Hfils 
before residents vote m financing the 
pro-am Nov. 5. 

The good news is the Detrtdt Edi­
son Co. Is willing to pay $20 million a 
year for electrldty generated by the 
controversial waste-to-energy in-
dnerator. . . if it's ever operational. 

The incinerator financing program 
will appear on the baUot in Novl in 
November, even though the dty has 
its own solid waste plan, thou^ the 
seven-community consortium 
knowniu the Resource Recovery and 
Recycling Authority of Southwest 
Oaldand County (RRRASOC) and 
even though RRRASOC now plans to 
use the Detroit indnerator rather 
than the Auburn HiUs &dUty. 

Novl is a part of the overall Oak-
land Cotmty solid waste plan, at least 
technically. The county sdld waste 
idan names RRRASOC as the means 
by ftdiidi the southern Oakland com­
munities will dispose of their solid 
waste. 

The news about the permit and 
Detrdt Edison's paitteipatlon was in­
deed a mixed bag, with cmnmission-
ers not certain about «^ i ich bit of in-
fonnatkm is more impcntant in the 
k » l g run. 

Not having an operating pemllt 
puts comillissioners in a position 
they'd rather n6t be in — asking vot­
ers to approve financing for the waste 
program before they have a permit to 
operate the incinerator fipom the Mi­
chigan Air Pollution Control 
Commission. 

The commission can't issue the 
pen111t until the Michigan Depart­
ment of Natural Resources makes a 
recommendation on the incinerator, 
explained .Aim Hobart. public infor­
mation officer for the solid waste 
program. 

And the DNR won't make a recom­
mendation until the state establishes 
a policy on mercuty emissions firom 
incinerators—something that could 
take four months or longer. 

Oakland applied for its operating 
permit In December, 1989. and com­
missioners scheduled thevpte on fi­
nancing the soUd mtiste p r ^ ^ 
November, rather than August, hop­
ing it would approved by then. 

Some commissioners even in­
sisted the vote should be canceled if 
the permit was not approved in Ume. 
There's no sense voting on an in­
cinerator if we don't have a permit to 
operate it," commissioner Lawrence 
R Pemick said at that time. 

When contacted Wednesday. Per-
nlck seemed less certain. "I want to 
get more InformaUon about why we 
won't have the permit before I com­
ment," said the Southfldd Democrat. 

Other commissioners, however, 
seemed committed to going ahead 
with the Nov. 5 vote—with the sUpu-
latlon that no iilclnerator would be 
built without a state permit 

"I don't see any way around It," 
said commissioner Donald E. 
Bishop, R-Rochester Hills. "We have 
to go ahead with the vote . . . we 
should have voted on this a long time 
ago." 

Bishop said he opposes the in­
cinerator. He said he hopes not hav­
ing the operating permit would 
prompt his colleagues to again con­
sider a measure backed by a number 
of commissioners. 

Bishop favors putting two ballot 
proposals before voters. One would 
authorize the sale of b<mds for a 
waste program with an incinerator. 
The second would propose the sale of 
bonds for a program without the 
indnerator. 

Putting two Issues before the vot­
ers is something staimchly opposed 
by Commissioner Roy Rewold, R-
Oakland Townslilp, and others who 
insist the incinerator would be a vital 
part of any comprehensive solid 
waste program. 

They say not having an incinerator 
would force the county to build an in­
cinerator or landfill in five years or 
less. 

If voters reject the incinerator in 
November, Rewold and others say 
the county should consider disconti­

nuing its efforts to manage solid 
waste management and leave the 
problem to individual communities. 

Comtnlssioner Teresa Krause, D-
Tloy, said she believes not having the 
operating pemllt for the incinerator 
will not s&ect the outcome of the Nov. 
5 election. "Voters are going to reject 
the incinerator with or without a per­
mit." she predicted. 

The contract with Detroit Edison 
was discussed T\iesday during a 
meeting of the county board's Plan­
ning and Bulldi1lg Committee—and 
greeted as exceptlonalty good news. 

"We're vety pleased," said Com­
missioner Larry Crake. R-Waterford. 
"It means we'll get top dollar for any 
electricity generated by the 
indnerator." 

The contract was okeyed by the 
committee, but must also be ap­
proved by the entire board of 
commissioners. 

It calls for Edison to pay 3.5 cents 
per kilowatt hour of electrldty, a 
price Crake said would generate ab­
out $20mlllion annually, orabout25 
percent of the expected operating 
costs. 

As proposed, the Auburn Hills in­
cinerator could bum up to 2,000 
tons of trash a day anid generate 
e n o u ^ electrldty to provide power to 
60,000 homes each year, according 
to Hobart.

N « w t : What local environmental 
initiatives would you favor? 

Huntington: "With the wetlands 
and the woodlands, so far the/re do­
ing a good job with them. With all the 
new building going on in the west, 
there's a lot of lowlands and wetlands 
there. We have to distinguish be­
tween them. There's quite a 
difference. 

Here, all the run-off goes into the 
sewer and into Walled Lake. WeVe 
been getting a concentration of mer­
cury and fertilizer. We have more al­
gae this year than when we had sep­
tic tanks.

I'd like to see more parks before 
they build on everything."

News: Doyou back the November, 
ballot question askirlg residents to' 
underwrite a veteran's memorial 
home?

D e c o y s t h e a n s w e r 

t o c a r j a c k i n g s ? 

Oakland Countys two top law 
er1forcement officers are receptive 
to the idea of a decoy tlnits to deter 
carjackings — providing adequate 
safeguards are in place. 

Sheriff John F. Nichols and Pro­
secutor Richard Thompson both 
expressed interest in the proposed 
decoy unit Friday, in l i^ t of in­
creased inddents of carjackings in 
Oakland County. 

But both lawmen Insisted on 
controlled circumstances, invohr-
ing only carefilfiy screened and 
hl^lly trained officers. 

Nichols agreed to discuss a { x » -
sible decoy in response to a request 
fmm Farmlngton Hills Police Chief 
William J . Dvtyer, who worked with 
the shetlff on another decoy opera-
tlcm when both were Detroit police 
officers. 

That operation was called 
STRESS. In which Detrott police of­
ficers went undercover to curb a 
rash of street robberies. 

STRESS was a hlghfy controver­
sial operation, with critics com­
plaining about abuses, induding 
entrapment. Among the critics was 
Coleman A . You1lg who discon­
tinued S T R E ^ afler he became 
mayor of Detroit in 1973 by beating 
Nichols, a former Detroit police 
commissioner. 

Thompson said he applauds the 
idea of a decoy unit. 

"The message pollcc agendes 
seem to be sending right now Is in­
correct." he said. "We seem to be 
saying that we have lost control o f 
the streets — and the answer Is to 
control law abiding dtizens. 

"We're telling citizens when and, 
how they should drive their car. We 
should be telling criminals we will. 
not put up with carjackings," said 
Thompson. "WeVe got to tell crlml- -
nals that we. not them, control the 
streets." 

Given the increase In the number 
of carjackings—and their potenUal 
for violence—Thompson suggested 
that Oakland law enforcement 
agendes begin discussions on a de-" 
coy unit sooner'than l a t e r . " . 

But fike Nichols. Thompson sMd 
the officers involved must be liter­
ally hand-picked. "There is serious 
crininal and dvll liability for Oak­
land Coimty." 

Neither Nichols nor Thompson; 
elaborated about the training for 
deputies Invoked in any decoy unit. 
Undersherlff Bilty J . Nolln, how-; 
ever, speculated prospects for any 
decoy i1nit would have to imdergo, 
Intense training as well as a psycho­
logical profile. 

"Putting an officer in a deccy s i - ' 
tuation is dangerous," Nolln said. 
"But we wouldn't want any irmo-
cent people Injured either."

"U'you set out 
to make a soup. It won't Work. lfyou set out to make a 
stew, you're in the spirit of What a chowder really is." 

The best New Er1gland flsh chowder starts with lm-
, peccably fiesh flsh. he said. 

The cod family Is Uie best; if I had to pick Just one 
, fish, rd pick haddock. On Uie West Coast. I'd use black 

cod. But any firm wlUte flsh wlUi medium oU content 
wUl work And salmon makes vety good chowder." 

Lean fish such as sole is not appropriate, nor is a 
firm, oily fish such as sWordfish. he said. 

J, Wliite prefers to add the fish as Whole flUets or in Very 
, large pieces. 'It wUl get broken up somewhat as it's 

stirred. Butlt'snice togetablgchunckofflshwhenyou 
, dlgUi." 

After tllat, it's a slow, gentle cooking process that re-
, stUts in a hearty, fragrant stew. Uilck WlUi ingredients. 

"But no flour." White hastened to add. "It gets thick 
from Uie potatoes. You shouldn't set out to make it 

, Uiick: It WUl Just happen." 
The Word "chowder" is thought to come from Uie 

. French chaudicre, the iron pot or ketUe Uiat Was hung 
i over Ule open hearth of Ule AUanUc-hugging Brittany 
I' region. Fishermen from Brittany probably introduced 

the chunky stews here. 
Today, they are as much a part of New England cul-

. sine as brown bread, baked lieans and fried scrod. And 
they shoiUd be appreciated as such. 

WlUte disdains the practice of ordering a tiny cup of 
, chowder as prelude to a big feast. 

"Most chowdere should tie served as a main coiirse," 
/ he said. "They are hearty, satisfying soups." 

He is equally dlsdainfid about the Idea of U11kerlng 
witti a grand tradition in the name of "lightness."

But chowders are not Just restaurant fare. White 
hastens to point out. 

"We make chowdere aU Uie time at home." lie said. 
"And during the summer When We're in Maine (Where 
tlie Wliltes have a summer home). We make chowders 
With the haddock and liake we catch." 

WlUte's favorite stew is Ills lobster and com chowder, 
wlilch he serves wlUi homemade com flitters. "It's such 
a logical combination," he said.
