Meljer Inc.'s bid to move into

Escaped convict
captured in Novi

On June 15, 1960, Richard Lee
Blackwell began a life sentence for
murder in South Carolina, He was
17 years old.

In 1969, at age 28, he decided
he'd had encugh. After ten years in
the Columbia, South Carolina State
Penitentiary, he managed to
escape.

Blackwell changed his name to
Eddie Lemar Barnes and fled to De-
trolt, where he began a new life, He
married and had two children. He
worked to support his family.

Last March, he began working at
Charter House of Novi,

And on September B, he was
heading home from work when a
Novi Police oflicer pulled him over
for an obstructed rear view mirror.

Blackwell, a.k.a. Bames, now
48, was arrested on a 22-year-old
warrant. He is eurrently in Oakland
County Jall, awalting extradition to
South Carolina,

Nowvi Charter House administra-
tor Sandy Spiro was unaware Fri-
day that his employee had been
arrested,

“I just talked to him yesterday,”
he said. "He cailed and said he
couldn't come in to pick up his
check, and wanted to know if his
wife could pick it up. [ had abso-
lutely no {dea. That's incredible.”

Spiro sald he was "flabber-
gasted” by news of the arrest.

March 17, 1943, .

food spollers to be aware of in freezing.

Formation of fee erystals can be prevented
by drying food better before freezing, and
freezing food quicker. Freezer bumiscaused
by improperly packed foods. Packaging is
very important for good results.

Blanching vegetables before freezing
stops the enzyme action, locks incolor, flavor
and nutrients. Blanching does not mean
cooking, it means gving food a short heat
treatment. It can be done in the microwave;
just follow the directions in a microwave
cookbook.

For top of the stove blanching, have alarge
kettle of water botling, add the prepared veg-
ctables, count the exact time of starting
when the product hits the botling water.
When the time is up, quickly submerge the
product into cold water to stop the bolling ac-
tion. The quicker this can be done, the better
product you'll have later.

Blanching times vary, depending on the
amount you want to freeze. Follow the direc-

There are certain vegetables that are best
completely cooked before freezing. These are
beets, pumpkin, winter squash and sweet
potatoes. Cook as you would to use; then
cool, package, and freeze.

Cooked or raw tomatoes can be frozen.
Core tomatoes for freezing. Freeze raw toma-
toes whole or cut in pieces. Pack into con-
tatners leaving one-inch head space. For
cooked tomatoes, peel, cover, core and cook
till tender. Place pan in cold water to cool.
Pack Inioc containers and allow one-inch
head space, label, and freeze.

Fruits and flavoring products such as
pepper, onions, horseradish, mint and other
herbs do not need to be blanched before
freezing. Cul into destred sizes, package afr
tight and freeze. Spread packages out In
single layers to freeze quicker.

There is no need to can or freeze with salt
or sugar except when making pickles orfams
and jellies. The teaspoon of saltadded toa far

. Whether you belleve that or not,
these international “four” have been
around a long time and add a classy
touch to snacks or meals,

Figs are at Jeast 5,000 years old,
one of the most anclentedible plants.

The soft, plump, succulent figs are
produced by the ficus tree, Some of

~ thecriginal fig orchards were planted

“'in California during the 1860s, and
_the ever popular fig bars were first

“sold In the United States nearly 100
years ago.

Choose fresh figs that are as soft

“"and ripe as possible. If a fig 1s avar-
ripe, it will have a sour odor.

Store underripe figs at room temp-
erature until ripe.

Figs are high In dietary fiber, po-

Dried or fresh figs can be used for
breakfast, as an appetizer, added to
salads, poached for compotes,
baked, used for gamnish or dipped in
chocolate for a rich dessert,

Dates are another ancient fruit
that are as sweet as candy. Fresh
dates have a thin, golden skin, moist,
sweet golden flesh and a small brown
pit.

Most dates eaten in America are
grown in California now, but origl-
nally came from the Sahara Desert.

Look for plump, luscious dates
with a rich, golden brown color, Keep
soft, fresh dates in the refrigeratorin
a plastic bag and use within one
weel,

Most dates marketed here are in
their dried state and avallable year
round. Dried dates will keep indefi-
nitely if wrapped airtight and re-
frigerated. Dates contain fAber, cal-
clum, potasgium, lron and other nu-
trients, butare alsovery sweet, sonot
necessartly low in calories,

Dates can't be eaten out-of-hand

as a snack or a dessert, To sweeten
cakes, cookles, stuflings, breads,
muffins, cereals or salads, add
chopped dates,

Dates make wonderful stulled,
candy-like treats, or atuffed with
sausage and brotled for an appetizer.
Place dates In the freezer for a couple
of hours belore chopping. It makes
chopping easter.

All prunes are plums but not all
plums can be prunes! It takes speclal
qualitles to allow plums to dry into
quality prunes,

These speclal plum cuttings came
from France to the United States ar-
ocund 1856. Now, more than two-
thirds of the world's supply and 98
percent of .1 the prunes grown in the
United States are from California,

Prunes are small, purplish black,
freestone plums high In sugar and
firm, to dry successfully.

Prunes are Alled with dletary fib-
ers, vitamin A, potassium and iron
and lowinsodium. They canbe eaten
hot or cold, for breakfast or desserts.

| Ancient fruits are sweet treats

Add chopped, pitted prunes to
quick breads, muffins, pancakes,
cookies, fllings and stuflings, for a
natural sweetness and chewy tex-
ture. Serve In frult compotes, added
to salads or to complement rabbit,
duck, chicken or pork dishes.

Prunes can also be dipped In
melted dark or white chocolate fora
dessert or candy. Store prunes six
months orlongerin a coeol, dry place,
Onee a package is opened, keep {t
tightly closed.

Prunes are avallable year round
and are making a comeback because
of the linitless eating possibilities.

Not all grapes can become ralsins,
Some grape varicties are grown for
wine, others are better suited for
juice or jelly and some are grown for
raisins,

Callfornia now supplies about half
the world’s ralsins. Most raisins are
made from Thompson Seedless,
Muscat, Black Corinth or Sultana.

Grapes are convenient and a port-
able source of energy. They are also
70 percent fruit sugar, a source of
iron and fiber, potassium, caleium,
vitamin B and other nutrients.

Ralsins add natural sweetness
and flavor lo cakes, cookies, stuffing,
stews, breads, muffins, breakfast
cereal, salads and desserts.

If they dolose a little of their mois-
ture, soak in warm water to soften or
in brandy or fruit juice to flavor and
soften.

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Strange bedfellows make
TV magic in ‘Eerie, Indiana’

Film’s Joe Dante
directs pilot

Each fall, there's at least one
show that’s the darling of the critics.
Even in uninspiring TV seasons, one
or two gems somehow {ind their
way to the air. Such is the case with
“Eerie, Indiana,” a Sunday-night
series debuting on NBC this season.

At first blush, the premise for
“Eerie"” seems too glib. An
adolescent boy moves with his
family from the comparative
normaley of New Jersey to a
suspiclously perfect Indiana town
that's half “Donna Reed,” half
Amityville. It's a cute piece of
shtick for National Lampoon, but is
it a sertes?

The show's mongrel bloodlines
offer no guarantees, either.
“Unsolved Mysteries” producers
John Cosgrove and Teri Meurer,
who have no apparent experience
with comedy (unless you take your
humor very black indeed), are
executive producers of the show,
which Meurer says means they read
scripts and show up at tapings. More

to the point, “Eerie" is the co-
creation of writer/producers Karl
Schaefer and Jose Rivera, Three
years ago, Schaefer produced the
¢linched “TV 101" (forerunner of
the clinched “Hull High"), a
medijocre effort at best. Playwright
Rivera's resume is more promising
and includes the provocatively titled
“Each Day Dies With Sleep,” a
grani from the National
Endowment for the Arts and a stint
as playwright-in-residence at
London’s Royal Court Theatre. To
this spark is added the wicked
genius of director Joe Dante, who
leavens “Eerie” in a limited role as
creative consultant and occasional
director.

As Marshall Teller, the series’
main character, 15-year-old Omri
Katz moves from the adult dream
world of “Dallas” (where he played
J.R. Ewing’s son) to a fantasy land
kids can appreciate. Marshall loves
his cookie-cutter-generic family —
a mom, dad and teenage sister —
but can’t help thinking they're a
little naive about Eerie. After all,
where else does the maiiman carry
a sidearm or Elvis Presley live on
the paper route? Marshall and his
younger friend Simon (Justine
Shenkarow) are collecting evidence
of the town's abnormalities (watch
closely for props from Dante’s
films), which they keep locked in
Marshall’s attic. (For your own
evidence that “Eerie, Indiana”isa
hit, listen for kids to start quoting
Simon’s signature battle cry, “1 was
BORN for this!")

Whether in spite or because of its
premise and pedigree, “Eerie,
Indlana” delivered a strong,
memorable pilot eplsode — a tough
assignment that’s rarely completed.
Full of satire, sight gags and just the
right amount of tension, the episode
found Marshall’s mom being wooed
by one of Eerie’s most enterprising

housewives, a widow with twin sons
wha supports herself by peddling
Foreverware, her late husband's
invention, to ladies in the
neighborhood. With his realiably
sloppy mom in a defrosting frenzy
and about to mortgage the house to
a woman in a pink shirtwaist dress
and a flip, Marshall discovers the
twins are trapped in a time warp
that has kept them in the seventh
grade for 30 years. Anyone with any
sense of justice — or any experience
with the seventh grade — would be
sympathetic to their plight. And
thereby hangs a tale that, if you
missed it in the premiere episode,
should be saved and savored ina
repeat,

The second episode, airing
Sunday, Sept. 22, invelves another
eerie, or rather, Eerie event. One of
Marshall and Simon’s chums is
fitted for a retainer that picks up
sound waves in the dog spectrum.
From this, he learns Eerie’s canines
are plotting to take over the town...
just as soon as they can figure out
how to work a deerknob. Future
shows include “The Jolly Rogers,”
in which Marshall meets seventh-
generation pirates who've become
landlocked in a Winnebago, and
“The Lost Hour,” in which Marshall
rescues himself and a lost girl from
a parallel Daylight Savings Time
universe. Eventually, there must
surely be an episode featuring the

Eerie raven, who appears in the
show's opening plucking out the
eyeballs fram postage stamps.

NBC deserves credit for putting
*“Eerie, Indiana” on the map this
fall; the series is strong enough to
overcome its il-advised lead-in,
‘‘The Adventures of Mark and
Brian,” and entertaining for quick-
witted viewers of all ages. It may
even change the way you lock at
your own hometown.
