Blackwell, now 48, was arrested on the

According to a Jan. 21, 1960, article in the
Pageland, S.C. Progressive Journal, Blackwell
was arrested for the shooting death of 17-year-
old Robert James Shield.

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Ordinance will allow new
chemical storage tanks

Revisions to Novl's hazardous chemical containment
ordinance were reconunended for approval by the city
planning commission Wednesday night,

Commissioners voted unanlmously to recommend ap-
proval of the amendments city council. Changes would
allow for outdoor storage of hazardous chemicals in light
industrial districts.

"I think it's an excellent amendment,” said Novi Plan-
ning Consultant Brandon Rogers. “It will speed up the
process.”

Other changes would allow accessory buildings, con-
structed to house hazardous chemical storage tanks, to
skip a portion of the site plan review process. The plan-
ning commission’s review of such structures would be
ellminated, leaving only administrative review by the
community development department.

“In most cases it's costing (developers) more to go
through the site plan process than to bulld the accessory
building,” said Novi Stafl Planner Mike Csapo, *“We
thought it unpractical to make them go through the en-
tre site plan process,”

Currently, Novi ordinance allows for storage ol hazard-
ous chemicals only indoors and below ground. Csapo
said ouldoor storage of hazardous chemicals would bring
seme businesses Into compllance with the cliy's flre

codes.

Waste oll will likely be the most common chemical
stored in the tanks, he added, The tank’s storage areas
would have to be enclosed on three sides and screened by
walls. Alence in ront of the chemieal tanks would have 1o
be flve fect tall or one loot taller than the storage
container,

Commissioner Kathy Mclallen supported the
changes.

But, i1 a motlon to recommend the amendments to
city councll, she asked that the storage areas be con-
structed only of masonry. The changes would have also
allowed for greenery and wood tobe used as screening for
the areas.

‘I fall to find greenery sufficient,” McLallen said.

Tim Gilberg supported the motion,

*I ke and support the motion,” the commissloner
said, “We need something that is rigid, strong and
rugged.”

Commissloner John Balagna also supporied the mo-
tion, but said other materials besldes masonsy should be
allowed for construction of the storage areas. Balagna
amended McLallen's motion to Include concrete
matetials,

*1 don’t want to exclude a number of fine products that
may do the job" he sald.

Ex-planner pleads ‘no contest’

Former Novi Planning Commissioner Harry Av-
aglanhas pleaded no contest to charges that he il-
lrcga{;]y used a nelghbor’s credit card to withdraw
unds.

Oakland County Circult Court Judge Edward
Sosnick tock the plea at a hearingon Sept. 5. Ava-
glan was charged with two counts of financial
transacticn device /stealing or retaining without
consent.

Sentencing in the case was delayed until Aug.
13 of 1992,

Avaglan admitied to taking a Discover card
from a cornmon mallbox he used with a nelghbor.
The former commissloner and the neighbor live in
apartments in a converted home tnnorthern Novi,

Alfler oblaining the credit card, Avaglan used it

to withdraw $1.340 from automatic teller ma-
chines in Novi and Farmington Hills over a one-
year period, Novi police told the Nout News in
June. Avaglan has since repaid the balance on the
card.

_Avaglan was armaigned on the charges in Walled
Lake 52-1 District court May 30. He was bound
over tocircult court for arralgnment and trial July
25.

According to a clerk for Sosnick, the circuit
court judge ordered Avagian to seek counseling
and pay court costs of $50. The clerk said that the
former commissloner must also report (o a proba-
tion afficer until sentencing.

Avagian declined to discuss the case in detail.
But, he did release a statment about the matter
Friday.

“Obviously, Iregret that the incldent occured —
for It has impacted my personal and professional

life,” Avagtan said In the stalement. *l am indebted
tothe people Lhave served through the Lakes Area
Residents Association — for their moral support
during this ordeal has been outstanding.

Grocery slores can give away all
the free computers they want, but
Novi schools won't be getting any of
them if an old school tradition be-
comes policy,

A parent wrote to the school board
agking why the district was not parii-
cipating In a grocery store computer
gveaway.

Vice President Robert Schram
warnited to know too, and he posed the

The philosophy of the administra-
tlen for the past 15years hasbeento
deny support of commercial activi-
ties, Barr said.

"The kids pressure mom, and
we've taken the position we will not
get {nvolved In that,” he said.

The Campbell's Co. provides
equipment to schoels through lhe
Parent Teacher Organlzations, Barr
sald. The FTO asks Novi parents to
save labels, something that normally
would be prohiblted by the admini-
strative posllion.

_ the decision was made to discourage
commercial activities.

“We've been dolng that (collecting
soup labels) since the beginning of
time,” Barr sald. ~Campbell's was
grandfathered tn.*

Schram suggested changing the
tradition by passing an officlal board
policy.

Trustee Raymond Byers sug-
gested leaving the decision to
administrators.

Edison unveils improvement plan

Detrolt Edison has budgeted an
additional $175 to $200 on over
the next three years to improve cus-
tomer service and system reliability,
an increase of 35 percent from the
amount previously planned, com-
pany officlals announced Monday.

This is an addition to the com-
pany's continuing system strength-
enling efforts for which expenditures
havebeen increased 40 percent since
1988,

Responding to comments by cus-
tomers and the Michigan Bublic Ser-

vice‘Contmission (MPSCY irithi st

math of the devastating July 7 wind
and lightning storm that affectes]
more than a third of its 1.9 milllon
customers, the Edison officlals de-
talled the company's plans for con-
tinued extensive improvements in
service restoration, communications
with customers and public officials,
power-line construction and malnte-
nance, clearance of tree growth from
averhead circuits and overall service
rellability.

The storm on the evening of July 7
— following a lesser but still destruc-
tive storm earller in the day — was
the worst in Detroit Edison's 88-year
history in terms of customers af-
fected. The total of 683,599 custom-
ers who lost power was 83 percent
higher than that for the company’s
previous worst storm [an ice storm)
on March 1, 1976.

While acknowledging that its per-
formance in storm emergencles
needs strengthening —and assuring

the commission it will be strength-
ened -— Detrolt Edison noted thal it
restored power tocustomers afler the
July 1991 storm three and a half
times faster than the next worst
storm in the company's history.
The main focus of the Detrolt Edl-
son response, however, was on Im-
provements, many already being im-
plemented and others approved for
action in the near term. They include
a "best-in-class™ reliability plan dis-
cussed with the MPSC stafl in May
and June, ‘The plan has since been

“accelerated substantiafly and modi-

fled with knowledge gained as a re-
sult of the July 7 storm.

The plan is almed at preventing
customer power outages, reducing
the numbers of customers Inter-
rupted and speeding service restora-
tion through system redesign. It calls
specllically for reliabiity

The report detalls improvements

of the $150-175 milllon in system re-
liability, including;
R The addition of 114 clrruits at a
cost of $75-$85 million over the next
three years to break up high-load,
paor-performing circuits,

B Accelerated schedules for lrim-
ming trees which Interfere with
power lnes.

Annually, the wines produced in Michigan are
reviewed by an experienced panel of profeasional
wine lasters, Wines are awarded medals to be
womn as bragging rights for the next 12 months,

The annual competition is sponsored by the Mi-
chigan State Fair, and organized by the Michigan
Department of Agriculture’s Grape and Wine In-
dustry Council. This year's competition included

_ 112 wines, seven of which recetved gold medal
awards,

Michigan's grape and wine Industry has existed
for mere than a century. Today, Michigan's 16
wineries and 35 vineyards are located principally
along the westemn edge of the state, benefiting
from the climatic influences of Lake Michigan.

Area herb growers are getting ready for winter; how's the lime to'orde'r next year's

Herbal Esoterica _
Fall’s harvest brings herbal delights

By MARTY FIGLEY
Special Writer

Iam expecting a goodharvest from
the herb garden sc I can make many her-
bal concoctions to use when winds howl
and the garden Is asleep for the winter.

Like a squirrel storing nuts, we herbar-
1sts must store our bounty whentis at its
peak in the herb garden.

Tarragon, thyme, basll, chives, laven-
der {for an exotic flavor}, savory and mints
are other herbs that can be made into

vinegar.

For a different flavor [ will spear a clove
of garlic with a toothpick and put it in the
bottle along with the basil ay it steeps.

Vinegar is very easy to make, for use in
salads and marinades. After picking the
herbs I will wash them well and twirl them
in a salad spinner to dry, flll a glass con-
tainer at least two-thirds full, twisting the
stems and leaves to release the oils.

Then the container will be filled with a
5-percent-acidity vinegar (white {f I'm go-
ing to add an herb for decoration or i I'sn
making coal or chive blossom vinegar, and
regular cider vinegar for the others), cover
with a non-metal lid and set in the sun for
about a week.

Then the vinegar solutlon will go to a
cooldark place for four tosix weeks to cure
(the garlic comes out now, so the Navor
won't be too sirong). Stralned and bottled
thevinegar will be ready foruse. Wine vine-
gars are especially nice, ,

Many culinary herbs dry well when they
are spread out on a screen or laid in a ba-
sket lined with a paper towel. 1 will put
many of them in bunches, secured with a
rubber band, arrange a brown paper bag
around them to keep the dust off, and
hangthem todry ina warm, darkarea with
good afr circulation.

Sage and other woody-stemmed herbs,
such as rosemary, larragon, thyme and

mints, are particularly successfully dried
this way, As soon as they are dry, I will
lightly roll the bag so the leaves fall to the
bottom of the bag. By this time they will be
corn-flake crisp and won't mold when put
into Jars for further use,

When [ have a small quantity, I put the
leaves on a paper towel on a llat dish and
set it uncovered in the refrigerator. They
are dehydrated in a few days, and the color

is good.

Fifty-percent power is recommended,
and a glass of water in the corner will pro-
tect the element.

Do not dry them to the very crisp stage
because of the threat of fire and loss of olls.
[ will finish the drying in a basket setin a
warm place.

Oven drylng Is a pretty quick method
with the pllot light onily, or set the tempera-
ture [n an electric oven very low {180 de-
grees), Iflcan smell the herbs, It meansthe

olls are evaporatingand the ovenlstoo hot.

Sometimes I freeze the leaves on a tray
and package them in small contalners, or
blend about 1% cups of water toa cup of
loosely packed leaves, whir them Ina blen-
der for twominutes, then freeze in lce cube
trays.

A mixture of eight ounces of soft mar-
garine and about one-half cup of a pre-
ferred herb, one-halfteaspoon lemon juice
to bring out the flavor, frozen in the orig-
nal conlainer enables me (o scoop just the
right amounttouse in many dishes: stews,
vegetables, casseroles and on bread,

1 use either one herb or a mixture such
as summer savory and chives or tarragon;
salad burnet, thyme and parsley; oregano
and garlic granules; dill and garlic; or
chives, chervil and parsley.

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How to make a cereal killing at breakfast

A stroll down the supermarket breakfast
cerealaislecanbea to the most in-
formed shopper. Health pledges, great taste,
cereal fun, toys and promises of athletic pro-
wess stated on the baxes add to the confu-
slon of seeking a nutritious breakfast for
children and adults.

Cereal provides several nutritional bene-
fits. It is a good source of carbohydrates,
which gives us energy (calories) to start the
day. Getting energy from a carbohydrate
source lowinfat, suchas cereal, s one way to
lower fat in the dfet. If you're concerned ab-
out blood cholesterol levels, focus on the fat
in the milk, For anyone over the age of 2, use
ekim or 1 percent milk rather than whole
milk. Wheni acereal (s fortifled, that provides
anexcellent source of iron, and many women
frequently have diets low in fron,

Advertisements have donie a good job con-
fusing the fiber issue in cold cereals. There

are two types of fiber, soluble and insoluble.
Oat bran 1s a source of soluble fiber, Wheat
bran is a scurce of insoluble fiber, We need
bath soluble and insoluble fiber in our diets.
Information is available about the insoluble
fiber content of foods. Unfortunatély, scien-
tists have not developed tables that tell us
the amount of soluble fiber in foods, How-

" ever, we do know generally that oat bran, rice

bran, dried beans and peas, and some fruits
and vegetables are good sources of soluble
ber,

Many cereal companies would have us be-
lieve that their cereal products are the key to
lowering cholesterol. Though thereis truth to
the claim that cereals may help lower choles-
terol, the amount we would need to ¢at to
achieve this Is incredible. If oat bran were
your only source of soluble fiber, you would
have tohave 100 grarns ofit cach day tolower
your cholesteral by 15 percent. :

One serving of a popular cereal that adver-
tises it contains cat bran has only 8 grams of
oat bran per serving, This means you would
have toeat about 15 cups of that cereal to get
100 grams of oat bran, Ifyou are serious ab-
out lowering cholesterol, it would be batter to
add oat bran to various foods that you cook,
besides a cocked cereal made from cats,
rather than to rely on a cold cereal.

Insoluble fiber in whole grain cereals is
important to help prevent constipation.
Somne nutrition scientists believe thatinsolu-
ble fiber may have a role in helping to de-
crease risk of colon caneer. The National Re-
search Councll, the American Cancer Socl-
ety and the National Institute for Cancer
Research recommends that we obtain be-
tween 20 and 30 grams of fiber a day. Child-
ren's cold cereals are generally not a good
souree of fiber, despite what the box claims.

Rather than rely on cold cereal for fiber, give
them high fiber foods such as beans, fresh
fruits and vegetables and whole grain breads
throughout the day to ensure adequate fiber
intake.

Another cereal-related issue is the
amount of sugar that cold cereals contain.
This may be especlally Important when
children are eating several bowls of cereal
cach day. Try to choose a ecreal that has no
more than one to two tcaspoons of sugar {4 to
8 grams sucrose indicated on the label per

serving.

If your child likes to add sugar to cereal,
then the lower the sugarin the cereal tobegin
with, the better. There is nothing wrong with
acereal containing some sugar, but whether
and how much additlonal sugar you add is

important.
“To figure out the amount of sugar in the

product, divide grams of sugar by four to de-
termine the number of teaspoons per serv-
ing. For example, if one serving provides two
grams thatequal ane-halfteaspoon sugar, or
if one serving contains 11 grams, that is two
and three-fourths teaspoons of sugar.

Read the label on the box carcfully if you
are interested in assessing nutrition value,
Look at the actual volume measure in cups
that correspond to the one-ounce serving
size, The carbohydrate breakdown provided
by most companies gives specific amounts of
complex carbohydrates, sucrose and other
sugars and fiber.

Open weekends, noon lo § p.m.,
Sharon MUlls Winery in Manchester,
near Ann Arbor, specializes in cham-
pagnes and sparkling wines.

Sharon Mills buys most of iis
grapes from Chateau Grand Tra-
vere's vineyards, and use a labor-

tensive method for producing wine.

alsobe used toflavor salads, stuffing,

. sauces, omelets and soups.

t based pesio sauce in trendy cuistne
i In recent years.

Ifyou're planning en growing your
own, gardening experts say the big-
gest mislake home gardeners make
Is overwatering. Remember these
plants come from the Mediterranean,
so they are accustomed to dry soll.
Wait until the plants look like they

i need a watering before giving them a
soak. Basll needs well-dralned soll
and prefers full sun, though it can
tolerate some shade.

The tops of basi] should be
pinched regularly so that the plant
grows [ull and does not flower. Ex-
perts also report the herb's flavor Is
most inlense In the late morning.
