F>roposed cliailges to stiffen the 
city's 'substantlal-slmllarlty" reg­
ulations for slngle-famlfy homes 
Were recommended for applxfval by 
the plarining commission Sept. 18. 

Commissioners Voted u11ai1lm-
ousjy to send the dianges in the 
regulations on to the city council. 
The regulations fall under the city's 
zoning onlinance. 

The rcgulatlor1s stipulate tliat 
"there shdl be a Variation In ap­
pearance In tiie development of 
single-family detached dWelilngs." 

Currently, tJie variation require­
ment applies to homes on the same 
side of a common street. The oiidl-
nance states tiiat tWo homes must 
be IxtWeen homes tiiat are of'sub-
stantlally similar dWellhig struc­
tural form," 

Homes With common street fron­
tage also fall under the regulations. 
The ordinance states tiiat homes lo­
cated across the street also can't be 
subtantlally similar. 

The ordinance also defines "sub­
stantial similarity." Widths, sizes 
and design features of homes must 
vary so as not to fall under 
regulations. 

According to .Assistant City At­
torney Den111s Watson, the ordl-

11ance amendement Would leave 
the requirements virtually the 
same. But. he said. neW regulations 
Would hie added. 

The changes mandate that 
homes "Wltiiin the same quadrant" 
shall^be considered to be on the 
same side of the street. Watson said 
homes around the comer from each 
other, for example. Would noW fali 
under the similarity regulations. 

Homes on corner lots Would also 
fall imder regulatloi1s, he said. 

Watson told commissioners that 
the regulations have Worked Well, 
but some changes Were needed. 

"They are relatively minor 
clianges," he said. "Jl's flne-tunlng 
the ordinance." 

One local builder isn't happy

Manny Nosan, of West 
Bloomfleld-based Legacy Homes, 
said the diariges Would add ex-
pei1seto development costs.

Expo Center to host fund-raiser

The Novl Expo Center Will play host to a n1aJor 
fund-raisl11g event for the Motorsports Hall of 
Fame of America. 

Executive Director Ronald Watson said the 
event Will be the hall's first formal fund-raiser. 
Besides raising cash, he said, the eVent could 
provide momentum for placing a pennanent ex­
hibit at the center. 

'If tllis turns out to tie a success it WlU go toW­
ard establislilng a permanent exhibit at the e x p o 
center," Watson said. "That's a goal -— to estab­
lish a pennanent display." 

The Hall ls ciurently in the process of moving 
its executive office, at least temporarily, into the 
300,000 square-foot Expo Center.

"We will see where We stand (after the event)." 
he said. 

The Hall hasn't set a specific goal for the fund­
raiser. Watson said they are hoping to raise as 
much as possible. 

A letter recently circulated among Novl bu-
sinesspeople stated that the Hafi's Ji1ne induc­

tion ceremonies had "depleted its (financial) re­
sources SeVerely." Watson said Hall funding "is a 
concern" that "needs to be addressed." 

The executive director added that the Hall 
hopes to generate Increased intrest among Novi 
residents With the event.

Did you feel it? Of course not. lt Is, 
after all , essential to the success ofa dip 
that he not let you lalow lie is at work. 

Who could be better or more prac­
ticed at this than tlle state L,eglslature? 
And In the way It has passed the taxbase 
sharing bil l , i t has showri all the skill and 
finesse of the Art ful Dodger. 

Tlle State Senate last week voted 
22-16 to approve the tax base sharing 
bill . The House of Replresentatlves had 
earlier signed off on the proposal. .And 
the governor wi l l as.'3uredly sign it. He 
has been a supporter of the concept 
since the beginning; of the debate. 

And What that means is that grow­
ing school districts, l ike Novi, wi l l have to 
share half of their new tax revenue, 
generated by new industrial and com­
mercial developments, wit l l other dis­
tricts. School dist.ricts which are not ex­
periencing growt l l . mostly outstate dis­
tricts, wi l l reap the benefits. 

Of course, the l>eglslature did try to 
make a trade off w i th the growing dis­
tricts by agreetag to phase out Its infam­
ous "recapturfe." But the sharing concept 
will cost grov/ing districts more. And in 
the future, i t wdll cost them a lot more. 

Among the hardest hit districts are 
Novi which, when the $395,000 cost of 
taxbase sharing is matched against the 
drop i n the "recapture," w i l l lose 
$2(X),0iD0 in the fh'st year. NorthvlUe wlU 
lose,closer to $250,000, and Walled l ^ e 
will lose something like $l95,000, ac­
cording to figures offered by the House 
Fiscal Agency. 

Of course, a few years down the 
road, as more and more growth in the 
local, districts is subject to the tax base 
sha'ring law, the losses for the local dis­
tricts Will be radically higher. 

l t is clear that local residents are 

G o v e r n m e n t 

not happy about i t . Some 183 NoVi resi­
dents filed protests to the tax base shar­
ing law through a coupon mailing con­
ducted this summer by the N o v i N e w s , 
as did another 54 Northvllle residents. 

NOW, we are wi l l ing to consider t l ie 
Idea of a tax base sharing plan. There 
may be some legitimacy to the idea. B u t 
(and th ls is a Veiy big but) not unt i l a 
number of other facets of the tax struc­
ture and school finance system have 
been addressed. 

For one, what of the state Legisla­
ture's own responsibility to fund educa­
tion, l t is no secret that tlie state's sup­
port of education has been diminishing 
over the years. At one time, state funding 
for education accounted for as mucl l as 
40 percent o f the state budget. That fig­
ure these days is down to about l l per­
cent. And there is no sign the state Legis­
lature intends to improve the leVel of i ts 
contribution by any significant amount. 

A n d what of all those "poor" dis­
tricts, the ones which are to be the bene­
ficiaries of this b i l l . Are they to be asked 
to make some additional effort on their 

.,o\yn behalf inojidei-.tO redeiVe the shared 
revenue? That subject, to our know­
ledge, was never raised!" 

So i t is pretty clear that although It 
Is being paraded around as an attempt t o 
achleVe "equal education," it is in reality 
little more than thefl:. 

A n d the proponents who are offer­
ing their justif ications sound like any 
other purloiner who tries to claim "you 
have and 1 don't, so it's okay to steal."

"We're looking at tlie system, tiyhig to minimize as 
maiiy barriers as possible in a aimbersome system." said 
Don Marengere, Bloomfleld Township resident Who 
serves on a commission headed by D . Gov. Cofuiie 
Blnsefcld. 

Michigan records fewer tlian 4.00O adopUons a year 
and lO tlmes as many atxirtions. 

Th ir ty or 40 years ago. the Whole country had a difle­
rent attitude toWard pre-marital sex." said Marengere, 

president of Adoption Option. "A (pregnant) girl Was 
rushed out of state to visit the Infamous 'sick aunt.'" 

Today single Women tend either to keep their babies or 
have atiortlons. The supply of adoptable babies has 
dwindled, 

The House has passed bills by Rep. Maxine Berman. 
D-Southfleld, mandating that health insurers cover 
adoptees the day they come into their new homes. Some 
Insurers require a year Wait, forcing adopters to seek Me­
dicaid coverage. 

A Senate subcommittee headed by Sen. Fi-ed Dilling­
ham, R-Fowlervl11e, is looking at Berman's bills. Welborn 
said they Will be reported out only as part of an entire 
adoption package. 

Here's What's going on: 
• Gov. John Engler put Binsfeld at the head of Special 

Commission on Adoption. It Will Work one year, starting 
last April 23. Meetings are closed. Marengere said there 
are "vigorous discussions" of foster care, trans-racial 
adopUons, and state-vs.-private agency adoptions. 

• The Senate Family LaW Committee Will concentrate on 
"special needs adoptions. That's the toughest nut to 
crack," said chair Jack Welbom, R-Kalamazoo. Special-
needs kids are older, have siblings arld may be hand­
icapped. Vice chair Is Sen. Robert Geake, R-Northvllle. 

B A House Judlclaiy subcommittee, headed by Rep. Da­
vid GuboW, D O a k Park, is looking at bills to open up 
some adoption records so that adult adoptees can obtain 
their medical histories. Ln his hearings, the Department 
of Social Services came under criticism for falling to pu­
blicize Us existing registry. 

A private group called Parents for Private Adoption re­

cently held a day-long seminar at Oakland University, 
Rochester, 

Midi igan Is one ofa handfid of states that doesn't per­
mit prlvate adoptions, arrariged b y individuals tlirough 
an attorney Without help from either a state or private 
agency. 

Prlvate adoption is being discussed in Lansing, but 
Sen. Welbom ls unsure ll lias much support. 

In the U.S. 30 percent of adopUons are private and 70: 
percent agency, said Marengere, who says they're expen-: 
sivc. 'I have some friends Who are doing that for-
$20,000," he added. 

Maureen SuUlvan, of Birmingham, said the price 
doesn't have to tie anywhere near that high.

Senate approves MIOSHA bill

A MiclJigan Worplacc safety law is 
about to breathe again after Senate 
action last Week. 

But state officials Will have a 
t o u r e r tlme imposing higher stan­
dards than the ftderal government's, 
said Sen. David Honigman, architect 
of Wliat he calls "a very reasonable 
compromise" betWeen business and 
labor. 

The Senate approved S B 459 on a 
30-5 vote and sent it to the House. All 
area senators voted yes. 

Gov. John Engler and a handful of 
outstate Republicans Wanted to kill 
MIOSHA (Michigan Occupational 
Safety and Health Act), relying in­
stead on federal standards and en­
forcement. The 1974 state law is due 
to sunset next year. 

"The federal government should 
be the ones Who are enforcing Ulose 
mies rather than passing the buck to 
the states," said opponent Sen. Jack 
Welbom. R-ltolamazoo. 

He said Mlcl1igan work rules, as 
proposed by the Labor and Public 
Health departments, were almost in­
variably higher than federal stan­
dards. "It puts Mic111gan employers 
out of comFielltlon Wi th olher states 
because We have higher regulations 
than competing states," Welbom 
said. 

Added Sen. Nick S m i t h , R-
Addlson: "It Was my experience that 
rules promulgated by the (Michigan 
Safety Standards) commmlsslon 
tend to (be), , , very liberal and labor-
oriented — in other Words, maybe 
s o m e o v e r z e a l o u s s a f e t y 
regulations." 

Horiigman, a freshman senator 

Who chairs the Labor Committee, 
said the revised MIOSHA Will allow 
higher state standards orily in special 
circumstances. 

'It creates a rebuttable presump­
tion in favor of neW federal occupa­
tional safety and health mies. The di­
rectors of Labor or Public Health Will 
be required to promulgate mies 
Wlilch are 'substantially similar' to 
new federal mies," he said. 

"What We Intend is that Michigan 
have the freedom to establish stan­
dards different from those of federal 
OSHA, b u ' only if there has been a 
showing of a compelling need to do 
so. 

"Slmflarly, Michigan still has the 
freedom to set standards Where (the 
federal) O S H A has not established 
any regulations at all, but only lf it 
has Ijeen determined by one of the 
commissions that there is a clear and 

convincing need to do so." 
Workplace mies are made by state 

commissions. Under the state consti­
tution, mies are subject to approval 
by a Joint House-Senate Committee 
on Administrative Rules. 

The bill also increases "seven-fold" 
the fines and penalties for violating 
businesses, Honigman said. 

"On this, we had no choice, as fed­
eral law demands tht states With 
their own plans confoon to federal 
pena1ty guidelines," he said 

Honigman had trouble gettlng the 
measure out of 11is oWn five-member 
committee earlier in the week. With 
Robert Geake, R-Northvllle, absent 
and Nick Smith voUng no, Honigman 
needed help from Democrats George 
Z . Hart of Dearborn and J o h n Cheny 
of Clio to get three votes. 

"II Was the result of lengthy and 
f>alnstaking deliberations," Honig­
man said.

PTAs provide extra activities and 
assemblies to students tlirough the 
Junior Enrichment Series. Building-
level FTAs also provide assistance to 
the media center, classroom helpers 
for teachers and organization of other 
Volunteer efforts in NorthVille 
schools. 

PTAs i n districts poorer than 
NorthVille h a V e to concentrate on 
raising money for educational mater­
ials like tiooks. In NorthVille, PTAs 
can raise money for extras like play­
ground equipment and landscaping, 
Ferrara sald. 

A l the district leVel, the council 
Works toWard the established district 
goal of encouraging parental and 

community inVolVement. 
But the main purpose ofthe PFAls 

to advocate for chiildren, Ferrara 
sald.

The state and national groups 
lobby for and against legislation and 
they take positions on political 
Issues. For example, the national 
FTA took a stand last year favoring 
gun control. Severa1 local PTAs with­
drew thelr memberslilps in protest, 
according to the naUonal PTA 
newsletter. 

Northvllle PTAs tend to stay out of 
non-local issues, Ferrara said. 

Two bulldlrig-level groups formally 
gave support to the Michigan Model 

for Comprehe11slVe Health Educa­
tion. The model is a series of lesson 
plans used In Northvllle tliat has 
caused some controversy. 

But the coordinatl11g council does 
not dictate what bulldSig-level PTAs 
will or Will not support, Ferrara said. 

Ferrara lias nine years ahead of 
parenting school-age children. She 
has risen to the top of Northvllle 
FTAs. She wouldn't mfrid helping 
other school districts organize a I^A. 
but she doesn't tlilnk she Will seek a 
p>osltlon on the state or national level. 

"At this point, I've been focused 
)ust on Northvllle," she said. 

She hopes to cxintlnue Working for 
the beneflt of Northvl11e students. 

"I guess I don't have an aspirations 
for becoming the slate president," 
she said.

Ixiok for the Wine es­
tates named In this column and riesllng. the fin­
est Wine-grape varietal groWn in Germany. 

You may have heard that all riesllng is sWeeL It 
is tme tliat Germany Is veiy cool and therefore lt 
is difBciilt to ripen grapes. Adding sugar balances 
the acidity of under-ripe grapes, but not all Ger-
fllan Wines are sWeeL 

In years Where mature grapes are harvested, 
Oerman Wine producers make Wonderfully dry, 
f^ity White Wines tliat have balanced fmlt and 
acid. That means they taste refreshing, not too 
SWeet and not too tart. 
' The driest German Wines are labeled trocken 

(diy), half-trocken (half-dry) or Kabinett. SpaUese 
is a label term that means late harvest, and the 
vWnes usually have noUceable sWeetncss. The spat-
lese recommended beloW are extremely 
vi^ell-balanced. 
' We recently tasted 23 Wines from seven estates

A dyed-in-U1e-Wool Michi­
gan Wolverines fan, l.aCliance lias 
been hosUng taflgate parties at the 
same locaUon on South Main Street 
In A n n Arbor since 1975. 

His van, decked out in maize and 
blue WlUi a block "M" moUf. rolls into 
town every Saturday and Welcomes 
fHends from all over. 

'We lay out a spread for eveiy 
game," he Sald. "We have our own pri­
vate section now. People Who come by 
are friends l Went to college With. 
They come in from NeW York, Califor­
nia, Hawaii." 

A 1966 U - M graduate, LaChance 
began his tallgatlng W h e n the 
Wolverines became a naUonal power. 

"The thlrig that moUvated me was 
tl1at, at the time I Went to U-M, they 
didn't do WeU In football," he said. 
"People find it hard to believe Uiat 
they Weren't ahvays that good. But 
When Bo Schembecliler became head 
coach, he turned them around, and 
they started to Win some games."

Galen Anderson, the "Andy" of

"We do party trays that go to foot-
Ijall parties, and We did a three-foot 
sub last Week that I know Went for a 
football party at somebody's home," 
he said.

When you're eaUng -—and often 
cooking — away from home, food 
safety becomes cVen more 
Important. 

Notlilng can spoil school spirit 
like a good dose of food polsonlng. 
With tliat ln mind. We offer some 
helpful hints for a heal thy 
tallgater. 

For tailgate parties, cook meats 
thoroughly a n d refrigerate 
promptly. Slice the meat Just be-
fore departing and wrap well in foil 
or place ln airtight containers. Hot 
and cold foods should be trans­
por ted sepa ra t e ly in Wel l -
Insulated coolers. Cover cold 
foods With plenty of ice. 

When transporting hot foods. 
Wrap them With double sheets of 
aluminum foil and cloth towels, 
which are helpful in retalrilng 
heat. Tiy to keep hot foods at least 
140 d e ^ e s . Don't let food stand 
out In the hot sun: use an um­
brella or other deVlce to provide 
shade. 

Use a net food coVer to protect 
food from flies and other pests. 

if electricity is available, crock-
eiy cookers can be Very useful In 
holding hot foods. 

Diy ice also can tie used When 
transporting and holding clilUed 

foods. It a lways should be 
wrapped in neWspaper and sec­
ured With tape. NeVer touch it With 
bare hands. 

Don't haul leftovers home. .Any-
tlilng Uiat's been sitting out for 
more tlian two hours should be 
thrown away due to harmful bac­
teria groWth. 

Try grilling kabobs for your 
next party. Ingredients can be 
marinated eariier and trans­
ported In airtight plastic or glass 
containers. Wliile the marinade 
Will help preserve the ingredients, 
it Is still Important to keep them 
chilled. Do not use aluminum or 
copper containers to marinate 
and transport mixtures that con­
tain addle ingredients, such as le­
mon or lime Juice, vinegars, tiar-
becue sauces and Wlne. Also, 
cover marinaUng Ingredients With 
plasUc Wrap rather tlian foil. 

Kabobs cook quickly and can 
bie presented attracUVely. If using 
bambioo skewers, soak them in 
Water one hour before using, tliis 
Wlll preVent cliarrlng and fire. 

Grilling is still popular l n au­
tumn, particularly at tallgate 
cVents. Keep in mind that ground 
hieef recelVes more handlliig tlian 
other meats and ls Vulnerable to 
bacteria. For complete safety, 
make sure hamburgers are 
cooked b r o w n or at leas t 
broWnlsh-plnk in the center be­
fore servliig.

"Plgmllllon.' for example, must be 
a play on "fygmallon," the Idea here 
being Uiat a common sWlne becomes 
elevated i n a play of culinary theater 
to a golden, succulent l a v e object. 

"No." says Greg, telling hoW the 
Ftgmlllion got started several sea-
.sons ago. The Chargers' home opener 
that year Was against the Waslilng-
ton I^edsklns, Who, for reasons Ijetter 
known around D.C. . had become af-
fecUnately associated With "Hogs." 

"Since Uiey Were the "Hogs," we 
thought It wuld bie a good idea If we 
roasted a Whole pig." Greg says. 
"Everybody liked it. so we kept doing 
it, once a year, every home opener.

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Tofu is protein-rich meat substitute

Tofu or bean curd is a highly nuUI-
tlous soybean product that has been 
used in East Asia for over 2,000 
years. It Was InVented in Clllna and 
introduced to Japan by Buddhist 
monks, 

Tofu Is an Important source of pro­
tein for billions ofpeople In the world, 
lt has made its Way into some Ameri­
can diets because of its versatility 
and nutritional value. Tofu has been 
called a "culiriary chameleon" be­
cause of Its ability to change flavors 
with eveiy use. 

Tofu Is made by a pl-ocess not un­
like that of maldng cheese. The soy­
beans are soaked, pureed, cooked 
and filtered tlirough cloth, producing 
scy mUk. The soy mUk Is curdled With 
a coagulant, typically magnesium 
chloride or calcium sulfate, and the 
curds are pressed Into soft blocks as 
the Whey drains off. 

Four ounces of tills custard-Uke 
cake contains about lOgrams of pro­
tein and provides the eight essential 
amino acids. Tofu Is free of choles­
terol and very low in total faf Its only 
shortcoming Is that It has no dietary 
ntier Which Is found in the whole 
soybean. 

Tofu is available In three textures: 

soft, nrm and extra firm. Soft Is best 
used for pureeing and blending. Firm 
tofu holds Its shape better during 
cooking and can be sliced or cubed. 
Extra firm holds together really well 
for stir-fiyfjig. A11 of these types can 
be used for mashing or crumbling. 

Tofu is a good source of Iron, po­
tassium, phosphorous and calcium 
(when calcium salts are used to pre­
cipitate the curd). It provides B vita­
mins and vi tamin E In Varying 
amounts. 

Tofu compares favorably with cot­
tage cheese, which has more sodium 
and less Iron than a soybean pro­
duct. The texture Is smooth, molsi, 
sUky and easy lo digest. The firmer 
the tofu, the more nutrients and calo­
ries It provides because It contains 
less Water per ounce. 

Fresh bean curd Is higlily perish­
able and sours When past Its prime. 
Check the expiration date to deter­
mine freshness. Afler buying water-
packed tofu, slit the package and 
drain olT the Water (replace water 
daUy). 

Ideally, tofu should bie In the daliy 
or dell case. The exception Is an asep-
tlcally packaged tofu that requires no 
refrigeration unt i l opened. Refrig­

erate unused portion, covered with 
ample water In a covered container. 
Use Wlthlil two to three days of 
purchase. If unable to use tofu 
quickly, freeze It. 

Freezing changes the texture to a 
spongier and chewier one when de­
frosted but Is still useful In many 
dishes. 

Rinse tofu briefly under cold run­
ning water, then cube, dice or slice as 
the recipe directs. Tofu can be used 
as a meat extender or meat substi­
tute. Colllblne a half pound of 
crumbled tolil with an equal amount 
of ground beef when making ham­
burger, meatballs, meatloaf ortacos. 

In a stew, substitute chunks of 
tofu for some ofthe beef cubes. Com­
bine diced tofu wi th chopped eggs in 
egg salad or crumble In a tuna salad. 

To cut the calories and fat In a pea­
nut butter sandwich, mash tofu With 
peanut butter, add some chopped 
raisin and spread on bread. r*ureed 
tofu can be added to soup to make It 
creamy. For ihe real adventuresome, 
blend tofu with juice and a banana 
for a fruit shake. 

I^obably the most popular way to 
serve tofu Is to add to a stir-fried dish. 
However, Ifyou are using lots of soy 

sauce, tofu will pick up the salt and 
flavor of tlle soy sauce. It can be deep 
fried, but by doing this It certainly 
adds additional fat. Tofu can be sub-
sUtuted for cheese In many dishes 
but remember. It does not melt, 

Tofu is tasteless and bland on Its 
own. but has the abUlty to take on the 
flavor of whatever food or spice that 
surrounds it. It can be used in salads, 
shakes, soups, sauces, sandwiches, 
stlr-fty, stews, dips, dressings, bur­
gers and desserts. Replace mayon­
naise, sour cream, eggs, meat and 
cheese In recipes with tofu. It lowers 
saturated fat and cholesterol In ihe 
dish. 

Tofutil Is probably a more famUlar 
product to consumers. It has a simi­
lar taste and texture to ice cream but 
Is a non-dairy frozen dessert, high In 
protein and lower In calories. Since 
tofuttl Is a soy-biased product. It con­
tains no cholesterol, but does con­
tain a vegetable fat. 

Ifyou have been stumped at what 
to do with this white block of bean 
curd, be adventuresome and try It In 
any kind ofa dish. It Is a versatile and 
nutritious alternative to oUier lilgh-
calorie, high-fat protein sources.

On his third try. Paul Huyck of Fannlngton Hills 
, won the Michigan Chill Crown at the l3 th annual 

cook-olfSept. 15 at the Lark Restaurant in West 
Bloomfield. 

'I Went to my first cook-off in 1985. and after 
three years as a spectator, I thought. Wouldn't it be 
fim to cook," said Huyck, Who has competed in 12 
cook-offs. 'You have a good time, and they reWard 
charities." 

In 1989 he entered a cook-off at the UVonla 
Spree Wliich b)eneflts abused children. He Won 
second place at a cook-off in Sumpter Township 
and has competed i n NeW York. 

At the Michigan SUte Fair in 1989. he won the 
"Belly Bumer Cl1amplo11sl11p" for the best hot 
cl i i l l . "That chill Was much hotter than I Would en­
ter i n normal competition," he said. 

According to rules of the International Chill 
Sfxlety. the major cliaracteristics to consider 
when judging cl i i l i are the flaVorlng and cl i i l l pep­
per taste (not too hot or mild), the texture of the 
meat (not too tough or mushy), the consistency 
(not too thick or thirl), the blend of spices, and how 
well they haVe permeated the meat, the aroma and 
color. 

"One major tip is It's extremely important to de­

velop a tasty stock. I use condensed beef broth. Af­
ter the first hour of cooking, my chil" docsll't taste 
Uke chill, but then you convert It by adding spices. 
You've got to know When to stop addllig season­
ings. When enough is enough." 

Huyck will represent Michigan at the Worid 
Cook-offto be held Oct. 20 at the abandoned lYo-
plco gold mine in California's Mojavc Desert. 

"I already got plane tickets for my team, we're 
ready to go. We're going to give it our best shot." 

Huyck Is a CPA and part owner of Carter Tech­
nology Inc. in Farmlngton Hills. He said his wife, 
Lynne, helps him cook. 

Second place was awarded to Joe Swlderskl of 
Wyandotte and third to Ken Horn of Plymouth. 

A sellout crowd paid $30 per person attend the 
cook-off. E>ent proceeds are used to award $ 1,000 
scholarships to 10 culliiary arts students.
