Novi schools won't be getting a 
T e c h Link" after all. Instead, school 
pfilcials have decided to change the 
concept and the name ofa new ad-
dition Intended to physically Join 
Novl Meadows and Novl Middle 
schools. 

The addition originally was 
called a Tech I,inJi because it would 
not only physically Join two school 
buildings, but because it would lilik 
both schools lo the future with 
technology. 

The new facility was to be 
equipped with communications fa-
ciiiUes for use in preparing .Novi 
Middle and upper elementary 
school students for life in the 20th 
century. 

But now, (iistrlct ofTicials have 
changed the plan. The new addition 
will look the same from the outside. 
But the core, which was to house a 
media center, will be a technology 
center providing not just the two 
buildings, but the entire district, 
with access lo stale-of-lhe-art 
tecllnology. 

A 4-inch conduit will be Installed 
linking the entire Tafl Road campus 
to the main "tech center." acting 
Superintendent WiUiain Barr told 
the school board at a Thursday 
scliool boaro meeting. 

Phone lines will connect the 
other elementary schools and the 
high school to the center. 

The new project WlU cost an esti­
mated $60,000 more. Barr said. 
But because construction bids 
have been lower than expected, the 
project will still come in under 
budget. A 1990 voter-approved 
bond Issue financed the construc­
tion as well as a four-classroom ad­
dition at Novi Woods Elementaiy. 

Board members did not give 
unanimous support to the project. 

Treasurer J o h n Strei l ques­
tioned whether the district could 
change the project after having re­

ceived voter support for the orlglna1 
plan. 

Barr said the bond-financed 
equipment would be housed In the 
new facility which would keep the 
construction within the Intent of 
the ballot language. 

Vice IVesident Rotiert Schram 
said the bond was approved 1^ all 
parents, not just those of middle 
school students. 

"That is going to hlave a tremend­
ous. Illunedlale Impact on the en­
tire .school district," Schlram said. 'J 
strongly support the proposal." 

Trustee Raylilond % e r s said he 
agreed with the concept, but 
wanted more definite numbers on 
the additional cost. 

"I'd like to have a lot firmer num-
l>crs than we have right now," he 
said, adding he wanted to know 
how much extra air conditioning 
would cost for the entire facility. 

Air conditionitlg will bie impor­
tant. Byers.said, ifthe school year is 
significantly lengthened. 

Barr said he wanted the board to 
approve the concept before bringing 
back exact cost figures. 

Streit said he was concerned 
with how the facility will be used. He 
expressed concern that space for 
the originally planned media center 
would be lost. 

Barr said plans to expand the 
middle school's cuiTent media cen­
ter were under way. 

Streit also Was concerned that 
the new facility would not bie used 
for InstrucUon. 

Trustee Michael Meyer agreed, 
saying refining education Was more 
Important than Just possessing 
technology. 

"I'm not clear how this Would be 
better," he said. "I can understand 
l i n k i n g (the school d i s t r i c t 
together). 1 can't understand the 
space — that much space." 

A motion to approve the tech-
center concept approved with 
Meyer. Streit and Byers voting 
against It.

State troopers have a new dispatch system at Northville post

After months of preparation, a 
five-county dispatching center at 
Northvalle's Michigan Stale Police 
post is on-line. 

Trooper Richard Percy, who 
helped gel Ule system on-line, said 
operation ofilclally began al 12:01 
a.m. Monday. In Its fil^l hours, the 
system, known as computer aided 
dispatch (CAD), handled dozens of 
calls -— flawlessly. 

"It's going su rpri s.'ngly well," said 
Percy. "We haven't had any bugs so 
far." 

The post, which patrols high­
ways in Novl, will dispatch troopers 
in Wayne, Oakland, Macomb. St. 
Clair and Monroe counties. 

State police decided early this 
year lo put the dispatch at the 
Northville post because it's Lhe only 
one of the district's nine posts that 
had room available. A former stor­
age area in the basement has been 
converted to house the system. 

WWle the dispatch was In opera-
lion Monday, only calls from the 
Flat Rock and Northville posts were 
being routed through the system.

John Lobbla had a busy sulnmer. 
The president, chaiiperson and 

chiefexecuUve officer of Detroit Edi­
son spoke to Lhe Friends of the North • 
vllle Public Library Monday night. He 
talked on "How I Spent My Summer." 
and It was a pretty busy season. 

The massive storm and ensuing 
power outages were bad enough. But 
on top of that callle a host of heada­
ches concenling the waste-to-energy 
incinerator In Detroit. And all this 
happening under the constant glare 
from the local media. 

[xibbia began by praising the 
Northville community, where he and 
his family have lived for about 17 
years. "Bobbi and 1 just absolutely 
love this coinmunlly," he said. "1 c.-m't 
think of a better place for a family lo 
grow up and raise its children." 

After thanking the Genlttl falilily 
for hosting the dinner (see lelnled 
story), Lobbia nlused on libraries. He 
described themasln/ormatlon, facts, 
figures, histoiy, thoughts and oplll-
ions — but at the same Ume, as a 
place to pursue dreams in quiet 
leisure. 

That 's quite a contrast to I1ie 
summerwe spent at Detroit Edison," 
he said. 'As 1 reflect back on that time 
this summer. . . I think il shows why 
we do need a library." 

Before the storm July 7, la)bbla 
said Detroit Edison was enjoying a 
good summer. Stock was doing well 
and the Fermi II nuclear plant 
seemed to be in good shape; he knew 
the plant had made progress when 
the media switched from calling "the 
troubled Fermi 11" to "the once-
troubled Fermi 11." 

But then came the storm. "Our 
lights blinked 1 don't know how many 
times. They did stay on, 1 hate to tell 
you," Lobbia recalled. 

After the storm blew through he 
called his olTlce, where Initial esU-
mates were that storm damage was 
iiot too extensive. But Lobbia knew 
better, and soon learned that some 
685,000 people — a third of Detroit 
Edison's customers — had lost 
power. 

That started a seemingly endless 
round of press conferences, inter­
views, and the like, leading up to an 
accusation printed in the daily news­
papers that repair crews were all go­
ing to tile suburbs Instead of the City 
of Detroit. Lobbia called that charge 

"the farthest thing from the truth." 
The next morning, the press Was 

covering charges that the utlllUes 
were not getting enough outside help 
(they were getting ail they could find) 
and crews were not working long 
enough (people do need to 1Test). Lob­
bia said. 

Then came accusations that De­
troit Edison had [lot spent enough on 
maintenance, lusbbla said In hind­
sight the conlpany could have spent 
more, "but we didn ' t consciously 
make a decision to cut it (mainte-
amce spending)." 

The CEO also refuted the noUon 
that repair crews went lo the "fat 
cats" llrst, saying, 'We have a rigid 
system of priorities" for making re­
pairs and that system never 
chiiilged. 

Oile particularly friistrallng ex­
perience was the television report of 
linemen drinking, partying, and giv­
ing people rides in trucks While sup­
posedly on duty. The Incident sup­
posedly o(xurred around 6:30 one 
evening, but the station didn't call 
the company for a comment unUl ab­
out 10;45. Edison asked for the truck 
numbers; the station supplied those 
al 11:15. The shift ended at 11:30, 
not leaving the coinpany any time to 
investigate the situation for itself. 

Nevertheless, Lobbia found him­
self on television the next day, talking 
to Bill Bonds abou t how the actions of 
a few can tarnish the hard work of 
many others. 

Lobbia said Detroit Edison had 
power restored to 97 percent of Us 
customers by the Friday after the 
storm, adding, "That news did kind of 
go unnoUceii." 

Ironically, a massive system-
Improvement program Was already 
being plarlned In May and June. Lob­
bia said, and that's still In the Works. 
The utility expects to spend between 
$ 175 million and $200 miUlon In the 
next couple of years — on top ofregu -
lar maintenance expenses — to Im-
piTove sejvlce. "That's our Job and 
We're about Uylng to do that." he 
said. 

Scarcely had the storm news 
quieted down when the possible sale 
of the Detroit Incinerator to the city 
became big news. A dlsorga111zed se­
ries of Votes and attempted Votes at 
the Detroit City Council somehoWen-
ded up With Detroit Edison being cri­
ticized for not supfxirtlng the city.

utility on the Incinerator had actually 
begun in 1975, tiefore thebllmerwas 
built. Tile two eiltitles signed a con 
tract in 1985, and dlssallsfacUoll 
with the deal led to the most recent 
news. 

After three years ofellbrt and "at 
least Illne montlls of Intense negoUa-
tions," the public just saw "one little 
snapshot of it all" in the popular me 
dia, Ivobbla said. 

As a third case, Lobbia spoke of a 
recent Detroit News editorial which 
suggested the Exxon 'Valdez oil spill 
did not turn out io be so awful, as de­
monstrated by the factola record sal­
mon catch in Prince William Sound 
last year. 

That's true as far as it goes, but he 
said a library search revealed that the 
salmon population Is hatchery-
grown and planted In the sound, and 
has no relation to pollution. Just 
reading the editorial would leatl to a 
different conclusion, he said. 

"Thank goodness — thank all of 
you — that we have places like our 

libi-aries." l.obbia said. 
The e.xecutive then answered 

questlotls from the audience, ad­
dressing a variety of topics from vol­
tage iiioverhead powerlinestogener-
ators for life-support systems. 

He drew applause with a coimnent 
that the industry must pursue nu­
clear power in the future, although 
dealing with public resistance and 
the question of nuclear waste dis­
posal are dilTlcult problems. "If We 
didn't have (mlclear power) today, 
we'd be in terrible chaos," he said. 

lobbia also said in response to a 
question that Detroit Edison hopes to 
Improve coinnlunlcations with cus-
tolners after a power outage, as part 
of its improvement program. "We're 
going to try," he said, by centi^Uzing 
a phone system with a single phone 
number, adding people and capacity 
to handle calls. Implementing a com­
puter voice response system lo take 
basic dale after a stonll, and more. 
The system should be installed by the 
first quarter of next year, he said.

A recent editorial ln the Wildcat 
Roar, a Novl High School student pu-
blicaUon, decried crowding at the 
high school. 111c opl11ion piece cited 
full classrooms, crowded halls and a 
lack of chairs In the commons area 
during breaks. 

And fourth-Friday enrollment fig­
ures show student populations have 
Increased at the high school. Over 60 
new students are enrolled. 

Bul overcrowding wi11 he a more 
immediate problem at the elemen­
tary and middle school level. 

In all, the district's fourth-Friday 
count totals 4.101. up from 3.930 
last year, continuing a 3- to 4-per-
cenl annua] growth trend that has 
existed since the mid-1980s. 

School districts are required to re­
port enrollment figures on the fourth 
Friday of classes following L.abor 
Day. The figures are used to deter­
mine per-pupU state aid. NoVl 
schools receives no per-pupil aid. 

Instead, enrollment figures for 
Novi schools will be one factor in cal­
culating the amount of money the 
district will not get — what will be re­
captured — to fund required prog­
rams like special education and so­
cial security payments. 

Enrollment figures help admini­
strators project future growth expec­
tations in each buUdlng, and are also 
used lo determine the high school's 
level of atJiletlc compeUtion. 

Parkview Elementary expects lo 
have the most immediate space prob­
lems. The school, which opened in 
September for its third year, has 429 
students enrolled. That number is 
expected to grow by 100 over the next 
four years. 

Principal Joseph Emrick said, us­
ing art, music and community 
rooms, the school can accommodate 
growth for two years. By 1994-95. the 
scliool will be unable to handle Its 
projected population. 

Barr said the only guarantee Is 
that Parkview will have suflldent 
space this year. A problem coi11d ar­
ise "no sooner than September," he 
said. 

The 13-classroom addlUon Joining 
NoVl Meadows and NoVl Middle 
school will accommodate the growing 
populaUon at those schools just In 
Ume, 

NoVl Meadows has a foiu-th-FYlday 
populaUon of 636 this year. That is 
expected to grow by at least 100 by 
the 1994-95 school year using a 
straight-line growth proJecUon. 

Nov l M i d d l e S c h o o l h a s a-
613-student PopulaUon this year. 
The middle school is projected to 
have 648 students by 1994-95. 

But the straight-line proJecUon 
method is usually Inaccurate, said; 
acting Superintendent William Barr. 

Both schools expect to haVe 
adequate space thanks to the addl­
Uon which should be ready tiy next 
faU. 

Novi Woods Ele lnentary has 
plenty of room to accommodate its 
436 students, said principal Jackie 
Lawrence. 

Four new classrooms were added. 
to the school this year. The Novl 
Woods populaUon is expected to in­
crease by 100 student in the next 
four years, but Woods said the addi-
Uonal rooms will provide ample 
space. 

Village Oaks and Orchard Hills 
elemenlaries have enough class­
rooms lo accommodate their stabje 
populaUons. The Orchard Hi11s stu­
dent populaUon is expected to re­
main close to the400-student mark. 

Village Oaks has a student popu­
laUon that has stabilized around 
500. 

Principal Robert Youngberg Is ex­
pected to report on classroom needs 
at the high school al a future meet­
ing. The district also has hired a con­
sultant to exannlne the needs of the 
district, especially the facility needs 
at the high school.

S t a t e p o l i c e b u d g e t h o l d s s t e a d y

Michigan's ilew fiscal year began 
Tuesday. Belt-tightening under Gov. 
John Englei-'s adminislration has re­
duced state department budgets .and 
forced many layoITs. 

The Michlgar' State Police, of 
course, wasn'l spared the budget 
axe. The Afoui News recently sat dowil 
with Northvllle's state police post 
commander, Lt. Jack Moulik, to talk 
about the alTect of budget cuts on the 
post. 

The Northville station provides 
coverage of Novfs highways. 

Moulik, a state police oHlcer for 23 
years, has been commander at the 
post for more than four years. Before 
conling to Northville, he served as a 
commander in Romeo. 

W h a t a re t h e p o s t ' s 
responsibilities? 

Moulik: Our basic responsibilities 
at the Northville post consist of pat-
roling 84 miles of ui'ban freeway in 
the northwestern part of the Detroit 
metropolitan area, furnishing sup­
port services to the !.x:al agencies in 
the area and providing some prilnary 
response to rural areas in southwest­
ern Oakland County. 

Whalabout yourself, what are your 
responsibilities? 

Moulik: I'm cornmander of the 
NorthviOe post, which has the re­
sponsibilities for road patrol and also 
the Norihvllle f-Jegional Dispatch 
Center. 

How many troopers serve under 
you? 

Moulik: Altogether. I've got 80 peo­
ple working, tetween the dispatch 
center and the post. 

That's supeiYlsors. dispatchers 
and troopers There are roughly 40 
troopers assigned lo road patrol and 
related functlorls. 

Some of them are support staff. 
(We have a) court ofTlcer, youth ser­
vices ofllcer. Drug Abuse Resistance 
Education (DARE) officer, and then 
I've got 16 of those troopers assigned 
to the dispatch operation. 

What's your day lo day contact 
with the troopers? Are you more of an 
administrator? 

Moulik: My role, personally. Is as 
administrator or manager of this 
post. 

Day to day, 1 have contact with the 
troopers In the squad room and 
things like tllat. Bu l , the actual 
supervision of the troopers is done by 
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shift supervisors — sergeants who 
work each shift. 

What are some of your administra-
live duties? 

Moulik: It entails personnel mat­
ters. Planning our operaUons here, 
what we are going to be doing and 
how we are going to be doing It — the 
overall strategy of our operations. 

General control of both lhe post 
and the cenlI-al (iispalch. 

I've got an assistant, LI. Bob Clark, 
who is responsible for day to day op­
erations, basically he supervises all 
the shifts. 

All lhe administrative things that 
come Ihrough here. I make sure the 
billsget p<jlci and that all the troofiers 
have iirlilonns, equipment lodo their 
jobs and make sure the trooix'rs are 
doing their jobs. 

Changing gears, with the new fis­
cal year beginning this week, what is 
your budget? 

Moulik: 1 wish 1 knew. 
1 don't know what my budget for 

next year is going lo be yet, I don't 
know ifthe legislature has passed It 
al this polnl. Last 1 knew, Lhe legisla­
ture was still debating budget bills. I 
don't know if we have a final budget 
at this point (the state's budget was 
approved late last week). 

E>en if the department has a flnal 
budget, what my budget for this op­
eration is going to for lhe coming 

year, I don't know. I do know we vidll 
have enough money to pay the sala­
ries of people thai work here, to pay 
the heal and light bills and to get 
those things we have lo have lo func­
tion. Above and beyond that, 1 don't 
Jcnow. 

When will you know? 

Moulik: HopefuUy by Ocl. 1. But 
everything I've been told at this pomt 
would lead me to believe Ulal we'll 
have a contllluallon budget. That 
means we'll be able to run al the same 
level we have this year. 

What was your budget this year? 

Moulik: 11! lhe pa.sl our biulgcl li.is 
been limited to conliaclual services, 
supplies and materials. That's heat 
and lights and those kind of things. 

Last year, lllat part of It was 
$105,000. 

Then the other part of l.he budget 
we have c;ontolled in the past has 
been overtime. For this last year that 
was about SI 12.000. 

We are going Into a "program" 
budget this year. I'll be allocated a 
certain amouilt lo run my post. Some 
of that I don't have any control over 
because unless we lose an employee, 
that money is commilled to pay tlieir 
salaries. 

But money that's for the contrac­
tual services, supplies, materials, the 
overtime and the equipment is all one 
budget. So we (will) have the abilities 

to make decisions and expend those 
furlds for the best of the post. 

We lnay not tleed as much over-
lime as last yearbut we do need some 
materials or equipment or some­
thing. In the past if its been allof.'ated 
for that particular puqxise, that's 
what we had to spend It lor. 

Oo you anticipate, then, that you 
will have about the same amount of 
money to work with? 

Moulik: I expect a continuation 
budget, which means we will be able 
to operate al the same level. 

11 win be more money because the 
prices of certain things have gone up. 
The troopers have gotten raises. 11 
will be adjusted for inflation, 
basically. 

What is the main expense? 

Moulik: Salaries and wages, with­
out a doubt. 

The cost of rullnlng this particular 
operation is between $4 million to $5 
million. Thai's salaries and wages 
and cars, heat and lights. 

What percentage of that $4 million 
to $5 million is wages and salaries? 

Moulik: Salaries, wages and over­
time account for about 90 to 92 per­
cent of that. 

How does your budget compare 
with other nearby posts such as Flat 
Rock or Romeo? Are fhey about the 
same? 

Moulik: [Proportionate to the num­
ber of people they have, no. 

The Romeo post, for e.xample. only 
has about 23 or 24 people total, 
'fhey've got about a quarter of the 
pt>ople I've got. So there budget Is 
proporilonately less. They've also got 
,1 •iiii.-iljer building, so their heal and 
lighis are also proportionately less. 

Generally, throllghout the state, 
the budgets for the posts, in terms of 
how much they spend, Is basically a 
factor of how many people they have. 
That's our major expense, people. 

You have one of the busier posts In 
the state? 

Moulik: That's true. This is one of 
the top two or three posts in the state 
in terms of activity. 

Right now, other than the DeU-oit 
freeway post, in terms of personnel, 
It's the second largest in the state.

I spent the better part ofthe last 10 years in A n n Arbor, 
where they imported a device from Brazil that used lasers 
to measure the severity of the bumps In the streets — and 
the streets broke the machine. 

Never — N E V E R — have 1 seen any road as broken up 
and neglected as Eight Mile in Noithville and Novi. 

Lately, though. Eight Mile has become not just an an­
noyance. It's become a hazard. A n d If things keep going as 
they have been, it could tum fatal. 

We've previously said on this page thai the intersection 
of Eight Mile and Beck needed a traffic light. With the pav­
ing of Beck between Seven and Eight Mile, the volume of 
traffic has grown faster than spring crabgrass. 

And now accidents are starting to increase. Tliere've 
been five at the Beck /E ight intersection since the comple-
Uon ofthe paving. The most recent appears in this ediUon. 
For all of last year, theie were just two accidents at that 
intersection. 

In a corning edition of this paper, we'll be taking a deeper 
look at the trairic situation at Beck and Eight Mile, with 
comments from all the communities involved. It should be 
an eye-opener. 

As for me, I can say that if things don't improve, the next 
time I use Eight Mile will be to move oul of town.

How has the budget cut affected 
this post? 

Moulik: Tlie biggest Impact this 
year Is tn our supply of materials that 
We would have normally purchased 
Wlt l i l n the year. 

WeVe gotten what we needed io 
operate. Operationally it hasn't had 
an impact on us. We've still been able 
to do the job. 

What a has meant, more than any­
thing. Is managing (he resources a 
httie more closely than we have in the 
past. By that, I mean vehicle mileage. 
We basically lease our cars from the 
Department of Managment and 
Budget motor transport (livislon. We 
pay them so much a mile for the pri-
Vilege of driving the cars. 

In past years, if we had a 30 per-
cent Increase in mileage or 30 per­
cent decrease in mileage . . .itwasil't 
something we had lowatrh toclosely 
This year, we had about enough mo­
ney in the budget to drive our cars 
roughly the same numbcrof miles we 
did the year behre. 

Only to the fact that we had about 
the same number of people here, Ii 
was relatively easy. Had we had ail 
Increase in people, but had to live 
Within the same mileage budget, tint 
would have created a problem. 

t3ut. basically It's a matlerofmoni-
lortng It and making sure that we 
don't (goover). It's a matter of inanag-
lilg the rcsoilices. 

What the budget situation has 
done. Is lo make us manage our re-
.sources tx-tter. More closely monitor, 
make de<:lslons about how we are to 
expend those resources and not Just 
assume that they are available to 
expend. 

What is the outlook for your budget 
In the years to come? 

Moulik; I suspect they are going to 
stay tight as long as they econoiily 
stays light. 

Even though it's golIlg to l)c a tight 
budget tills year for the state police 
we aren't going to have a whole lot of 
slack in it. From everythillg IVe heard 
and seen, we are probably going lo be 
in belter shape than a lot of other 
agencies. 

Some departlnenls are slill takiilg 
cuts. We are al least, at Ihls point, 
(running on) a continuation budget. 
We aren't going to be able lo improve 
anything, but at least the services 
won't deteriorate. 

Is there a point when sen/ices 
would be affected with continuation 
budgets? 

Moulik: The biggest thing that 
makes our services deteriorate is the 
number of people that we llave. 
That's ourinaln resource, our people. 

We doil't produce a product. Our 
main resources are people. Eveiy 
year, as a department, we lose 
through retirement 50 to 100 sworn 
oirlcers. If we don't have the ability to 
train newofDcers to lake their places, 
ultimately that's going to have an im­
pact on our ability lo deliver service. 

I f we go a year or two or three yeal"s, 
depending on how many we lose 
through retirement, and we don't 
have the ability to replace tliem, yes 
our service is going to deteriorate, 
there is no question about that. 

We've been fortunate so far. in that 
we haven't had to lay any people off. 

Administrative personel were gi-
ven several days off this sumflier to 
save money. Do you feel that was 
effective? 

Moulik: II probably did save some 
money. However, In my job as an ex­
ample, when I'm not here the things I 
need to do don't get done. There is no-
Ixidy to step in and take my spot 
when I'm not here to do my job. 

So these furlough days did have a 
negative impact? 

Moulik: They had a negative Im-
pact to the extent that we are in the 
throes, and have bicen for the past six 
months, of putting together the dis­
patch center. Obviously that robbed 
me and my assistant and my secret­
ary of four days of doing those type of 
things. 

Yes, It has an impact. It didn't have 
an Impact that the person driving 
down the freeway would notice, but 
yes. It had an impact in trying to get 
what we need to do done. 

Have you heard anything about 
further furlough days In the new fiscal 
year? 

Moulik: It's been rumored any­
where from five to 25, but who 
knows. There are rules that (Legisla­
tors) have to live by when Ihey are de -
elding on those kinds of actions. 

They have to declare there is a 
budget crisis. They can't say every­
body is going to have to take days ofl' 
next March because we are going to 
have a crisis. We don't know if there is 
going to be a crisis next March. That's 
something that has to be addressed if 
and when It happens. 

Is there a negative feeling among 
the state police against the Engler ad-
ministration because of the cuts? 

Moulik: No, I don't think so. Gen­
erally, the people are pretty loyal and 
dedicated to what It is they do. They 
look upon themselves as state police 
officers and not just as state 
employees.

Let's be honest here. 
The best thing about fall in Michi­

gan isn't the changing ofthe leaves. 
Oh, the Fall Colors get a lot of hype, 
but In reality, the leaves change color 
pretty quickly and they're on the 
ground within about two weeks ofthe 
first frost. Don't blink or you'll 
miss'em. 

No, the best thing alxiut fall In Mi­
chigan is the apples, Whetlier its 
trees are green, or orange, or bare. 
Mlclilgan's apples are always big, fat 
and juicy come harvest season. 
That's when It's Ume to head for the 
cider mill. 

This area Is privileged to hie home 
to two operaUng cider mills — Fore­
man's Orchards and Cider Mill at 
50050 W. Seven Mile Road tn North­
ville Township, and Parmenter's 
Northville Cider Mill at 714 Baseline 
Road. 

This season, Parmenter's is under 
new ownership. Rob and Cheryl Nel­
son and Mel and Diane Jones took 
over the mill at the end of August 
from the Bodker family who had 
owned It for 24 years. 

In fact, the Nelsons and the Jon­
eses are old family friends of the 
Bodkers, so it's almost like the mill Is 
staying in the family. 

"Our parents all went to high 
school together," Diane explained. 
"Mr. and Mrs. Bodker will be staying 
on with us through the first year to 

see us through. 
Before the Bodkers bought the mill 

In 1967. It was owned and operated 
by generations of Parmenters, dating 
back to 1873, It Is believed to be 
Northvllle's oldest retail business. 
And the original building, with vari­
ous additions, was used until 1977, 
when it was destroyed by arson. 

The Bodkers rebuilt the mill from 
the ground up. since very little was 
salvagable. Drawing on his experi­
ence as a dairy operator in the Red-
ford area. V e m Bodker designed and 
built tiie clean and efllcient cider mill 
that you can see In operation today. 

"The important thing is keeping 
the cider cool." said Itob. "It Will tum 
lo vinegar if i ts not refrigerated. Re­
frigerated cider has a shelf life of se­
ven to 10 days, depending on a num­
ber of factors. But if it's not kept cool 
you'd be lucky to have it last two 
days." 

So from the minute the cider is 
squeezed from the apple pulp and 
sent into a holding tank, to the time 
it's handed across the counter to a 
customer, Parmenter's cider is re­
frigerated at a temperature betWeen 
30 and 40 degrees. 

Bodker's machlneiy makes press­
ing cider look fairly simple. In fact, 
the whole operation fits in a space ab­
out the size of a two-car garage. 
Eveiywhere you look, there is stain­
less steel and spotless concrete.

The "queen" of old-fashion pudding Is 
bread pudding, blending lemon and vanilla 
flavors.

(Home­
made, of course.) Basically, pudding comes 
in two versions, top of the stove or baked. 

For a top-of-thc-stoVe pudding, use a dou­
ble boiler, being careful that the heat Is not 
too high or the egg Will toughen. Baked Ver­
sions are set In hot Water In the oVcn. Bake 
until they are "set." The Water allcjws for a 
gendc heat to avoid the break or curdling of 
the pudding. 

\ \ ^ c n fresh from the oven, steamlng-hot 
bread or biscuits say, "Welcome!" The anoflia 
alone gets the memories going. Yeast breads 
are easy to make and now you can use the 
microwave to cut the rising time in half 

Place the yeast dough In a Well-greased 
mlcrowaVe bowl, grease the top and cover 

loosely With wax paper. Set the bowl in a bak­
ing d ish and pour hot Water to the depth of 
alxJut one hich In the bottom dish. Micro­
wave at mcdium-loW (30 percent power) two 
minutes, let stand in microwave for five mi­
nutes. Repeat this procedure three times or 
until dough is doubled In bulk. Give the dish 
a quarter tum after each microwaving per­
iod. If the top looks dry, carefully tum the 
dough over In the bowl. 

Fiber-rich whole grains give breads and 
biscuits a robust flavor. For a light and flaky 
biscuit, handle the dough as Uttle as possi­
ble. Too much mixing makes them heavy and 
tough. The most tender biscuits are made 
with solid fat such as shortening or butter. 
Biscuits should be cut close together, leaving 
as litde dough as possible to reroll. Do not 
knead the scraps. Simply press together, re-
roll and cut. Too fattening for your diet? Tiy 
to serve steaming hot. There is no need for 
additional butter and jam. 

A simmering pot of soup is a welcome, 
comforting sight any day. Serve soup in 
mugs to spark appetites and offer comfort. 
The secret to flavorful soup is the broth or 
sttKk. A tasty broth can be prepared with 
llttlcefibrt. To makeagreat broth let the mix­
ture simmer slowly. If the liquid boils the 
broth will be cloudy. 

Add vegetables and herbs for extra flavor. 
Carrots and onion deepen the color of the 
broth and add sweetness. Remember to 
strain several times and remove fat to make a 
lighter and healthier broth. Chilling helps to 
degrease broth and stock. The solidified fat 
can be easily removed before reheating. 
Soups make large batches, so the enjoyment 
can continue, especially since many taste 
better the second day. 

The above comfort foods are healthier 
than the following one but certainly not tas­
tier. Small amounts once in awhile. What 

can it hurt? Just like kids, many of us will eat 
anything as long as it has chocolate on it. A 
real chocolate fantasy would be not only a 
bar but a chocolate dessert filled with choco­
late and frosted with chocolate. That's 
comfort! 

Chocolate scorches easily, so take care to 
melt slowly over hot water. When moisture 
gets into melting chocolate [even a drop of 
water), it hardens, stiffens and turns grainy. 
Then you have a problem. Keep containers 
and utensils bone dry and melt uncovered so 
no steam can condense and get into the cho­
colate. Whether you eat the chocolate chips 
right oul of the bag or wait for the chocolate 
product to get done, there is no doubt choco­
late is a comfort food.

C o m p a n y ' s c o m i n g ? T r y f r e s h h a m

Ham — for most of us this old-time 
American favorite conjures up iilen-
tal tastes of the briny, snloky flavor 
traditionally associated with a cured 
pork leg. Its appeal is one inarly of us 
have foregone In this day of paying at­
tention to calorie and salt intaike. 

But now hear this from the It-
ain't-necessarily-so department. 
There's another ham on the lnarket 
that doesn't depend on salt for Its fla­
vor. It's called fresh ham (or soIne-
Umes fresh leg of pork), and It's un­
ique In tllat It isn't cured. 

Actually, fresh ham Is an old-
fashioned pork cut that was in de-
jnand years ago when folks sUli did 
their own curing and smoking. Now 
fresh ham Is seeing a resurgence of 
popularity as cooks discover this 
lean pork roast makes a spectacular 
"cofilpany's comlfig" centerpiece aIid 
also takes to the grill happily for 
barbecue. 

Fresh hams are reasonably priced 
compared with other pork cuts. 
Boneless fresh hams average 6 
pounds but can be cut to order Into 
smaller roasts. They are wrapped in a 
lneshlike netUng to hold the meat 
firmly in place and assure uliiform 
shape during cooking. 

AJlolher benefit is fresh ham's slim 
yet rich makeup, offering about 200 
calories per 3-ounce serving but hav­
ing a nutrient profile that includes 
protein, B vitamins and essential 
minerals. 

And fresh hams lend themselves 
to many cooking styles. Ffom tradi­
tional roast pork garnished with 
rosemary to glazed with fruit or sea­
soned for a spicy stir-fry, fresh ham 
handles i l al l with aplomb. 

Here are some fresh ideas for in­
corporating fresh ham into your 
spring menu plans.

The last element of the lead and wine issue is 
the tin lead foil capsules. As part of the Iradi-
tiorlal wine package, tin-lead foil (lead sand­
wiched between thin layers of tin foil) has been 
used on fine wine bottles throughout the world 
for decades. 

Covemmenial and public concern over the 
disposal of heavy melals. such as lead, in solid 
waste sites has led lo legislation and proposals 
in several stales lo eliminate these elements 

from the waste disposal chain beginning in 
1992. 

Currently, Un-lead capsules are being 
phased out. This is nol because they contribute 
to lead content in wine — it's because of the 
concern about the good earth. 

Virtually no lead (from Un-lead capsuled 
bottles) is introduced into wine as it is poured if 
the capsule is cut below the lipofthe bottle and 
removed. The bottle top should be wiped with a 
damp cloth before removing the cork.

Most Dijon 
and Dijon-style mustards are pre­
pared with while wine (or tradition­
ally, made in France wilh the juice of 
unripe grapes known as "must"). 

On the other hand, those mus­
tards which fall 11110 the categoiy of 
hot dog mustard or the so-called ball­
park mustards are made with a mild 
flavored mustard seed, lots of Vine­
gar, and lots of tumeric in order to 
achieve that brilliant, yellow color. 

A h , now if there were oflly two var­
ieties of mustard to choose from this 
story would come lo an abrupt hall . 
The fact is that after a recent, gastro­
nomic tour of specialty food shops In 
Ann Arbor. Binriingham and Detroit, 
the last count was just over lOOdifle-
rent jars of prepared mustard to de­
light (or In some instances, revolt) 
your palate. 

There is a plethora of mustards 
readily available from a piquant Dus-
seldorf from Gennany to a creamy 
Wisconsin mustard blended with 
crushed cranberries. 

There are strong, full-strength En­
glish mustards blended with whole 
mustard seeds, vinegar, chilies and 
black peppercorns, and some made 
in the mountains of Maine or the lake 
shore of Wisconsin enriched wilh 
beer, ale or Imported Guiness stout. 

Honey mustards, herb mustards 
from Provence and others blended 
with lemons and limes are all pack­
aged attractively in painled crocks or 
in glass jars with fancy fabric covered 
tops and cutesy labels designed to 
col1fuse all of us. 

Shopping for a few good mustards 
can be quite a chore. So before ven­
turing out on your own here's some 
advice from the experts, and some 
personal recommendaUons after ex­
tensive tasUngs, lots of discussion 
and more tasUngs. 

Biyan Smith, who is responsible 
for the huge array of mustards at Bir­
mingham's Merchant of Vino, said 
Mucky Duck — lnade in Sylvan Lake 
— "is our best mover." With 89 other 
mustards to choose from Michele 
Marshall's Mucky Duck outsells 
them all. 

"When I first started the business, 
eight years ago, there weren't many 
gourmet mustards on the market," 
said Marshall. MucJof Duck is made 
from a famfly recipe. "I used to give i l 
for presents during the holidays. 
Ihen, my friend Beverly Boos who la­
ter became my partner suggested we 
market it and see if anyone would 
buy i l , " Marshall added. Today, 
Mucky Duck is available in 600 
stores in Michigan and in 15 slates. 

Besides honey mustard. Smith 
suggested Rothsc11ild, Raspberry 
Crunch, a whole grain mustard made 
at the Rothschilld Beny Fann In Ur-
bana. Ohio, and Southwest, a 
creamy, red chfle and honey mustard 
made in Phoenix. Ariz. 

The Big" l 0" party Store in Ann Ar­
bor has sold 90 cases of Honeycup 
mustard in the past six weeks, ac­
cording to Theresa Montag. the 
shop's manager. 

"Honeycup has been our No. 1 
seller followed by Grey Poupon and 
then Mucky Duck," she said. The 
trend is going away from the simple 
or bland mustards toward llie more 
exotic mustards. Big "10" carries a 
large selecUon (over 90) of mustards 
from England, France, Sweden, the 
Virgin Islands, the United Stales and 
Gennany. 

"We have a big German commun­
ity here and when we run oul ofDus-
seldorfmustard we really hear about 
it." Montag added. Among the exotic 
favorites at the Big "10" Party Store 
are Bech's Rum Flavored Mackinac

Although it may appear over­
whelming, all mustards can be di­
vided into varieUes: 
• English or English-style (made 
withmustardflourandwalersuchas 
Cohnan's). 
• Dijon or Dijon-style (a smooth 
mustard made with wine or vinegar 
and ground mustard flour froin 
brown or black seeds). Coarse­
grained (made as i l was before the in-
venUonofsmooth mustards in 1702, 
w i l h v inegar , sa l t and o the r 
seasonings). 
• German (a mild, creamy mustard 
made from the flour of yellow seeds) 
or Bavarian, a bit sweeter taste made 
from brovm seeds, or Flavored mus­
tards (generally made from a mild, 
sm(X)th base to which herbs, fruit or 
onions have tx^en added). 

Al l the mustards sampled for re-
commendaUon were tasted alone 
with a spoon. A good tasting mustard 
should taste good on Its own. The In­
gredients should blend nicely and 
one flavor should no l overpower the 
others. Above all . it must be palat­
able. Most of the herb mustards 
sampled did not resemble the herbs 
listed as aIi ingrctlienl. 

Generally, herbs which have been 
sltUng in inustard for more than a 
week lose their freshness and be­
come acidic. It's quite easy to prepare 
an herb mustard at home by adding 
either fresh or dried herbs to a small 
amoiinl of basic, smooth Dijon or 
French champagne mustard. 

Two of the fruit flavoied mustards 
sampled, W i s c o n s i n Wilderness 
Cranberry MustaId and Middlesex 
Farm Orange and Hot Mustards, 
were surprisingly pleasant although 
neither had a distinctive, fruit flavor. 

Again, fruit flavoi'ed mustards can 
be made at home by adding; finely 
chopped orange or lemon jx^cl or zesi 
to a basic Dijon. French champagne 
or honey mustard. Two lablespociLS 
of grated peel to 1 cup of mustard 
should do it. 

Although mustard never goes L\-id 
in the refrigerator, it's flavor .md zesi 
diminish. A shelf life of sLx months is 
recommended. 

When cooking with inustard lhc ic 
are no rigid rules, just a little advicf. 
Since the pungenc>' of mustard in 
tensifies with heat, you may want to 
add it toward the end of the prepara 
lion. The smooth, mild, prepared 
mustards are recommended for sa 
lad dressings sauces and soups. The 
coarse-grained mustards usual ly 
contain a high vinegar content and 
should be reser\'ed to accompany 
ham and sausages.
