St tidy of the dty's WaUcd Ulce 
area may intensify When tl1e new 
fiscal year begins next July. 

Novi's Community Development 
Department Will seek funding for a 
water table study of the lake, ac­
cording to Director James Wahl. 
The department is in the process of 
bieglnning a Walled Lake sector 
study, which Will examine trafflc 
Issues, infrastructure and land 
use. 

According to Chuck Kureth. a 
former city planning commissioner, 
the new study Would help develop a 
"Watershed management plan" for 
Walled Lake. Kureth said the study, 
which is in the conceptual stages, 
could he overdue. 

"Residents have always had 
questions about the Water quality." 
he said. "Nothing has ever been 
done to assess . . . the lake." 

Kureth. who works for a Far­
minglon Hills-based environmental 
consulting firm and is helping to or­
ganize the program, said if funding 
is approVed. the study Would be 
done in three stages. Work, he said. 
Wo'j Id be done by a citizens commit­
tee and city consultants. 

The committee Would first com­
pile all inJbrmatlon aVallable re­
garding the lake. Factors affecting 
Water quality Would be high on the 
tet, KureUi said. 

Walled Lake receives Water from 
three primary sources, he said, in­
cluding ground Water, rain and ru­
noff from surrounding land. Kureth 
said trying to determine What 
comes into the lake w^th that Water 
would be important. 

The conBnlttee Would also locate 
where Water feeds into the lake. 
Looking at the surrounding habi-

tat, climate. Woodlands and Wet­
lands wou Id be included in the Work 
as Well. 

The Water quality of the lake. 
Kureth said, is believed to be good. 
The former commissioner said the 
goal ofthe study Would l>e to main­
tain that quality. 

"The goal is to make sure it stays 
that Way," Kureth said, ' a n d make . 
sure 111istakes aren't made to ad­
versely affect the lake." 

A six to eight month timeframe 
for compiling the infonmatlon is 
anUcipated. Kureth said. The lniUal 
phase could be completed for less 
than $10,000, he added. 

The second step would he to de­
termine from that ir1formatlon if 
further study of the lake ls needed. 
Said Kureth: "it appears thiat it la." 

The committee Would then pre­
pare a report on Why the study ls or 
isn't neccessa1y. 

IfapproVed, the study would take 
tliree years to complete. Kureth 
said a Watershed managment plan 
for Walled Lake would be imple­
mented at the stutly's conclusion. 

"A lot of work needs to be done to 
get tllis thing going." Kureth said.

A Wlxom man has been cliarged 
With an attempted Insurance scam in connec-
Uon With a Sept. 28 claim that he was carjacked 
in Novl. 

Terrance Alexander Baker, 24, faces a Sept. 
16 piellminaiy examlnaUon before 52nd District 
Court Judge Michael Batchlk on charges of false 
pretenses over $100 — a felony canying a five 
year sentence or $2,500 fine. 

Baker told Novi Police Sept. 28 tliat two men 
stopped him at the lntersecUon of TXvelVe Mile 

and Meadowrbrook got into his car, ordered him 
out and drove it away. 

He claimed he Was stopped at a red light at the 
Intersection around midnight when one of the 
men came up and knocked on the Window of his 
1987 Dodge. 

Baker said the man told lilm to get out of his 
car. which he did, leaving his Wallet and credit 
cards. 

He then alleged that both men got into his car, 
made a U-turn and drove away. 

Michigan State Police recovered the unda­
maged Vehicle on westbound 1-696 at 3 a.m. the 
following morning. The wallet Was in the vehicle. 

minus the money and credit cards, A compact 
disk player was left in the vehicle. 

There were no witnesses to the alleged car 
theft. 

"Of course there v/ere no Witnesses." said Act­
ing Novl Police Chief Doug Shaefler. "It didn't 
happen." 

Baker claims otherwise, insisting that thieves 
took his car, causing serious damage to the 
engine. 

Detective Ron Roy, who worked on the case,

Despite approval ofa state budget 
In late September, the slate police 
post which serves Novl Is still operat­
ing on funds from last fiscal year, ac-
cordiilff to commander Jack Moulik. 

Michigan's new fiscal year began 
tDct. 1. But, Northvllle post comman­
der Moulik said, final details of the 
state police's budget are still hieing 
hammered out by lawmakers, 

"Our people in Lansing are meet­
ing wilh the governor's staff," he said. 
"How this is goinii to Impact on us. 1 
don't know." 

The agency's funding could be­
come subject to Gov. John Engler's 
budget axe. 

The approved budget was pro­
jected at SI25 million in the red by 
stale officials. A n announcement of 
line-item vetoes, to balance the 
budget, was expected to be tnade late 
Friday. 

"I haven't heard one way or the 
other," Moulik said regarding poten­
tial cuts. "We knowwe have a budget, 
it's Just a matter of what (Engler) de­
cides to do." 

Saginaw Republican J o n Cisky 
chairs the Senate appropriation sub­
committee on state police funding. 
According to Scott Stevensoti, admi­
nistrative assistant for Cisky. state 
police could lose $4.3 million from its 
nearly $200 million budget. 

[.egislators were meeting before 
the announcinent of Engler's cuts to 

put final touches orl a $4.3 million 
"fee bill," he said. The bill would okay 
a hike in fees paid for civil itllraciioils, 
such as speeding tickets. 

Stevenson said if the bill wasn't 
passed by Friday afternoon, stale po­
lice would lose the 34.3 million in ex­
pected revenues for the budget. 

If funding is lost, he said, prog­
rams such as Northvllle's central dis­
patch could have its plug pulled, t^ai-
rollng of secondaiy roads could also 
be eliminated, Stevenson said. 

State troopers wouldn't be laid olT. 
however, Stevenson said. 

Moulik said his post, which also 
houses the state police's second dis­
trict headquarters, will likely work 
under a "continuation budget" for fis­
cal '91-'92. Such a move would keep 

the post operating at the past year's 
fundiilg level, albeit adjusted for 
inflation. 

Salaries and wages make up about 
90 percent ofthe post's budget. Mou­
lik said tietween $4 million to $5 mil­
lion was spent last year on Wages for 
Northvllle's 80 employees. 

Supplies, rent and other bills 
round out the post's yearly budget, 
he added. That portion came to Just 
more than $100,000 last year, 

Moulik said it's to early to say Ifthe 
post would siiffer pHler budget cut­
ting ineasyres., AdiTlinlstralive em­
ployees of tfle state police, Including 
the post commander, were given four 
furlough days last fiscal year to save 
inoney.

What I'm getUng at. 
Having grown up i n New York City, the Birthplace ofthe 

Bargain, I have a certain sixth sense that enables me to 
find a discount the way a compass finds magneUc north. 
So whenever I need something a round the house, l head 
for B i g Lots. 

Where else can y o u get three rolls o f paper towels for a 
buck , four roUs of black electrical tape for 69 cents, a col-
lander for 99 cents or a big can of spray paint for 88 cents? 

B i g Lots' secret to offering such deep discounts is that 
it's an odd lot store. That means it b u y s up and seUs things 
manufacturers and distributors can't seU to anyone else. 
Th i s means overstocks, discontinued Items, or generic 
labels. It's the k ind of place that seUs Chr is tmas wrapping 
i n J u l y (and 1 got mine, you better believe).

Oakland County's proposed solid 
Waste program has a better chance of 
being approved Nov. 5. as a result of 
action taken by lhe county hioard re-
cently. according lo board chairper­
son Roy Rewold. 

"It Will help convince voters lhat 
the solid waste program Is viable and 
a good thing for Oakland County," 
Rewold, an OaklandToWnship Repu­
blican, said Sept. 26 after commis­
sioners approved a contract with De­
troit Edison. 

Under the agrecllienl. the county 
will sell energy generated hiy tfle 
proposed waste-to-energy Incinera­
tor to the utility for about S20 mdlion 

annuaUy. The 2.000-ton-per-day fa­
cility proposed in Auburn Hills is ex­
pected lo generate about 60.000 kilo­
watt hours of eleclriclty annually. 

Rewold, R-Oakland Township, ts a 
vocal advocate of the $500 million 
solid waste program, the most ambi­
tious and expensive project in county 
hlstoiy. 

He's also aware lhat critics ofthe 
program — or. more specifically, the 
controversial incinerator — have 
vowed to mobilize voters for the elec-
Uon to assure defeat of the ballot 
propo-sal. 

"This contract is important," Re­
wold said. "It will help convince inde­
pendent voters lhat the incinerator is 

viable and an asset." 
In other action Thursday the 

board: 
• Approved two addlUonal cliicult 
court Judges t)egln111ng In 1993. as 
has bieen proposed for some time. 
The additional Judges — who With 
their 16-memb)er slalTs are expected 
lo cost about $1.4 million each — are 
lo be elected In 1992. 
• Approved four addlUonal assis­
tants for Oaldand County prosecutor 
Richard Thompson. Three ofthe as­
sistants will be financed Wilh county 
money and the fourth WUl be paid 
with funds from a narcotics grant.

1 Vodka, the diminutive of voda (Water), originated 
ln Russia If youYe J?usslan, and In Polaild if 
you're Polish. As tlie argument continues, far be it 
from us to lake sides. Not all vodka Is made In 
Russia. Poland or Sweden. American vodka has 
been produced since the 1930s. 

The hlstoiy of vodka's rise lo popularity In the 
United States can bie traced to the Russian Revo­
lution. When fighting reached Moscow, home of 
the Sfillmoff disUlleries since 1818. the family was 
devastated. Vladimir, the only family member to 
escape, soon found that his only remaifilng asset 
Was his family's recipe for making vodka. 

Smirnoffs formula was eventually brought to 
America and liecame the first vodka to be pro­
duced in the United States. 

Vodka has always been made from tJie most \n-
expcnslve materials available to the distiller — po-
.latoes and grains. FVemlum Imported vodkas and 
;American-made tiottllngs are made from grain, 
'principally corn. Wheat and fye. 
. Vodka, like Wlilsky. is distilled from a fermented 
mash. It is made neutral in character, odor and 
taste by distilling to a very high proof diluting 
With crystal clear Water and filtering the colorless 
spirit through activated charcoal. 

Having no flavor of its own. vodka is a versatile 
inlxer and combines especially Well With fresh fruit 
jilices. The Screwdriver uses vodka With orange 
Juice while the Bloody Mary Incorporates tomato 
juice. Tradlllonally. vodka Was drunk straight. Ice 
cold, in small glasses accompanied by sharp-
flavored appetizers like smoked fish and caviar. 

Americans have also come to enjoy vcxlka 
straight, directly from the freezer, on the rocks or 
straight up in a chilled snifter. Premium vodka is 
for sipping, not quafiing. The biest arc clean, per­
fectly neutral spirits With an elevated viscosity that 
promotes a slUty mouthfeel. 

The following premium vodkas are listed in in­
creasing order of our taste preference. WyboroWa 
(Vee-ba-rova. Polish): neutral aromas, thin mouth-
feel, slightly alcoholic aftertaste: Stolichnaya (Rus­
sian): perfume and citnjs zest aromas, clean, 
Viscous, tastes like it smells; Tangueray Sterling 
(English): perfectly neutral, Viscous, clean, refined, 
elegant finish; Stolichnaya CristaU: delicate lemon, 
t:ltrus aromas With complementary llavors, t>a-
lanced, smooth finish. Vanilla-caramel aftertaste; 
Absolut (SWcdlsh): delicate bramble bush aromas.

sure, strawbeiTles are available all year, but the 
peak season Is mid-summer Ihrough fall. Wow's 
your last chance to get the berries at their sweetest 
and juiciest. 

When buying strawberries, look for bright red 
fruit and fresh green caps as strawberries do not 
ripen after picking. Refrigerate the berries imme­
diately to maintain maximum flaVor. but do not 
wash them. Washing benrles before you're ready to 
use them will hlasten the onset of mold. They 
should be bone dry Ifyou're going to store them. 

When ready to prepare or serve, gently rinse, 
with caps still attached. 

The best news aljout strawberries is you can 
consume a whole cup and only pack in 60 calories; 
yet as a bonus they provide 150 percent of the 
dally recommendaUon for vitamin C and some 
iron and fiber, according to the California Straw­
berry Advisory Board. 

Try some of these easy suggestions for using 
strawtierrics: 

Float the biggest, most beauUful berries In 
flutes of champagne. 

Mound a large wicker basket to brimming with 
red berries and surround it with dishes of pow­
dered sugar and then let guests help themselves to 
their favorite beny dips. 

Serve sliced berries over vanilla ice cream, fro­
zen yogurt or pound cake with a dollop of whipped 
cream. If desired. 

Fora no-fat dessert that looks fesUve, mix sliced 
berries with enough no-calorie sweetener to taste 
and thenmound ona serving slice of no-fatchoco-
late loaf cake. 

Add sliced berries to salad or pile them on hot 
waffles. 

Cooks are pushing the limits of strawberries. 
No longer just a beny to slice on top of cereal or 
build a better shortcake, strawbenies are turning 
up in eveiything.

T r y o u t t l i e s e m u c l - i - m a l i g n e d v e g g i e s 

Some vegetables you either love or hate, EVery-
Ixidy loves hieans, com and carrots but what abol.it 
parsnips, turnips, kohlrables, rutabagas and 
eggplants? 

These poor vegetables have bieen referred to as 
"only fit for the peasants," 

No matter how they have been maligned, they 
are packed with good-for-you nutrition. 

They add color, flavor and Variety to meals be­
sides Vitamins, minerals and few calories, and are 
fat free unless you add butter or a heavy sauce. 

Parsnips are a Vegetable that has no middle 
ground. Either you like them or you don't. 

Parsnips are a carrot-shaped. Whlte-fleshed 
root Vegetable. To bring out the best flavor, store 
them for seVeral weeks In the refrigerator before 
eating. When stored at cold temperatures they tie-
come sweeter. 

Parsnips can be substituted for cantjts al­
though they do look like a dingy carrot. Choose 
parsnips that are small or medium width, well 
formed, smooth, firm and free Erom blemishes. 

Tlley are excellent in side dishes but probably 
most popular i n soups or stews. Tfy not to oVer-
cook them, as they become mushy. 

Parsnips contain a lot of potassium, some pi-o-
tein. Iron and calcium and are only about 100 ca­
lories per cup. 

Turnips bring up visions of "greens" but not 
necessarily the rest of the root vegetable. 

The greens are rich in vl tamlns A and C and cal -
clum. contain iron and protein and are only 29 ca-
ories a cup of cooked greens. 

Turnip greens need to be refrigerated and used 
within one lo two days afler purchase. The root 
can be eaten raw as well as cooked. 

When eaten raw. they are crunchy and have a 
bittersweet flavor a little like a radish. Raw turnip 

slices or strips provide a nice addition to relish 
trays, or turnips may be shredded for an unusual 
slaw. 

Choose small, flnn. smooth tumlp roots free of 
cracks and scars with fresh green leaves. Avoid 
large turnips that look fibrous. Store turnips in a 
plastic bag tn the rcfrigel-ator crispcr. 

Cooked turnips make an elegant side dish lo 
serve instead of potatoes, or they enhance the fla­
vor of soup or stews by adding cubes or slices. 

A cup of cooked turnips contain about 36 calo­
ries and is high in potassium. 

Kohlrabi is sometimes known as a "cabbage 
turnip" 1x?cause i i resembles a turnip but tastes 
like cabbage. 

Kohlrabi Is a plump, light green or lavender, 
marly-stemmed vegetable that resembles a bulb 
but grows above ground. When cooked it has a 
sweet taste and can be substituted for turnips. 

To eat raw. peel and shred bulb into a slaw. The 
cooked vegetable can be served sauteed. mashed 
or in a stew. 

Choose small bulbs, as the larger ones tend to 
be woody. They can be stored in the refrlgera tor for 
several days or longer in a cool cellar. 

Kohlrabi is rich in potassium and vitamin C and 
contains some protein. There are about 40 calo­
ries per cup of cooked Vegetables. 

Rutabaga is a cousin to the turnip and some­
times called a "yellow tumlp." A turnip has white 
flesh and a purple top, where rutabaga is yellow 
fleshed. 

Choose rutabaga that is smooth, imcracked 
heavy root With no sk in punctures or cuts. Since 
rutabaga Is generally Waxed to keep a longer Ume. 
peel it before cooking. 

Rutabagas are good sources of potassium, vita­
min A. niacin and iron and only have 60 calories 

per cup cooked. 
They are delicious in soup and stews as well as 

steamed for a side dish. Turnips and rutabaga arc 
Interchangeable In recipes but tend to have stron­
ger flavor than a tunlip. 

Eggplant is the unappreciated relaUve ofthe po-
Ulto. Instead ofcoolclng the eggplant, many people 
simply use it as a centerpiece Ijecause of its shape 
a1id beauUfi11 color. 

Choose a llrm, heavy eggplant, free of scars or 
cuts. Small, slender eggplants have smaller seeds 
and are sweeter and more tender, but It Is more 
practical to choose a large one for slicing. , 

Eggplant can be stored at roo.T. temperaliirc 
bu t lasts longer and stores better in a plastic bag in 
the refrigerator. 

Eggplant .soaks up oil like a sponge, so allow the 
cut eggplant to stand in salt waler lor 30 nlinules 
before cooking. Doing this seems to help cut doftn 
on the amount of oil needed. 

Eggplant should be prepared i n glass, enamel 
or stall1less steel cookware. as other cookware caij 
darken the flesh. 

Aboul one-half cup cooked eggplant has aboul 
13 calories, Is sodium-free and has dietaiy fiber 
besides potassium, iron and protein. 

Eggplant can be used to top pasta or pizza, 
added to soups or used as a meat substitute. Egg­
plant adapts well to many preparation methods. 

Most vegetables are available year round, but 
whenever you choose, demand freshness, handle 
with care and avoid buying anything with even a 
small decay area. ^ 

Ifyou are being a snob about tiying these plain 
and simple peasant vegetables, you may be miss'^ 
ing a taste treat.

Most of us regularly rely upon frozen foods 
and can't imagine life wfthout them, but it 
wasn't until 1930 thai the first line of frozen 
foods went on the market In Springfield. 
Mass, The newfound convenience must have 
been welcome. 
, Today, with a microwave at your service, 
frozen foods are more convenient than ever, 
INo need lo remember lo remove foods hours 
In advance; you can defrost whenever it's 
convel1ient. 
. Foods wrapped in paper or plastic may be 

placed in the oven without unwrapping. 
Cover other foods with waxed paper lo hold 
in warmth and speed defrosUng. 

Defrosting times can vary depending upon 
your oven's wattage and on a number of 
other factors: size, shape, al1d density and 
weight of food, DefrosUng time will also de­
pend on how solidly food is frozen. If not com­
pletely defrosted at end ofsuggested Ume. let 

. stand for a few minutes at room tempeiature 
.to complete thawing. 

Separate frozen hamburger patties. 
.chicken pieces, chops, etc.. as soon as possi­
ble for quicker, more even defrosUng. Re­
move packaging (plastic foam tray and paper 
liner] from meals before defrosting. The tray 

will insulate meat like a plastic foam ice chest 
and keep It cold. Always completely defrost 
meats before using in a recipe. 

Defrost ground beef at 30 percent power 
five to eight minutes per pound. Check meat 
frequently and use fork lo scrape olf and re­
move thawed portions, especially when de­
frosting a package of more than one pound. 
This allows inner portion to thaw more 
quickly, lei stand five to 10 minutes to de­
frost completely biefore using in a recipe. 

Defrost steaks or flat roasts at 30 percent 
power four to sixminutes per pound, turning 
over halfway through defrost Ume, and let­
ting stand until meat can easily be pierced In 
the center with a fork (five to 10 minutes). 

Defrost chicken and fish at 30 percent 
power six to eight minuies per pound; l u m 
over halfway through defrost time and lei 
stand 10 minutes before cooking. 

Most frozen foods require standing time 
afler the defrost period toallow them to com -
plele thawing wilhoul starting to cook (some 
ovens allow you lo program standing time). 

For large items — a roast or whole frozen 
chicken — allemale microwaving/slandiiig 
Ume. alternate five minutes of defrost with 
five minutes of standing lime until food is 

tllawed. This method allows heat to reach 
center of food without cooking lilner por­
tions. Allow 10 to 15 minutes of standing 
time al end to complete defrosting. 

Defrost roasts nine to l 1 minutes per 
pound; whole chickens six to 10 minutes per 
pound. 

Do not completely defrost frozen fruits, 
since they will taste freshest when served 
still slightly frozen. To thaw a 10-ounce bag 
of frozen fruit, t um Into a microwave-safe 
bowl and mlcroWave at high (100 percent 
power) setting one to three minutes, or imUl 
slightly Icy. Use Immmediately or let stand 
10 to 15 minutes to complete thawing. 

(Recipes in this column are tested in 625-
to 700-Watt microwave oVens.)

To introduce Americans to Irish 
cooking at Us besl. Stewart. Taborl 
and Chang has published a scrump-
tuous book. "Myrtle Allen's Cooking 
at Ballymaloe House" ($24.95). The 
p h o l o ^ p h s by Mick Hales trans­
port you lo the Emerald Isle and pre­
sent Ballymaloe food as it is enjoyed 
on the spol. 

The genesis for this new book was 
a modest tome first published i n Eng­
land i n 1977. II contained much 
more lechilical Information and was 
peppered with amusing drawings 
rather than enUcing photographs. 

While the new book has but three 
recipes in the "Drinks" chapter. Allen 
published eight in her flrst book, in­
cluding "A Cure for Sore Throat" and 
"Carrageen Throat Syrup." neither of 
which made the translUon and will 
no doubt not be niissed. 

Ballymaloe's Carrageen Moss 
Pudding does make it, however, and 
comes complete with the necessaiy 
explanation of what carrageen is (Ir­
ish moss), and how 11 is harvested, 
dried and used. 

Intriguing as It sounds, this is one 
recipe that few of us will be able to re­
plicate since no source, nor substi­
tute, for carrageen is given. It hardly 
matters, though, since this is a book 
aboul authenUc Irish cooking, and 
when you come across 11 in your 
travels in Ireland, you can order l l 
very knowingly. 

One recipe that everyone loves is 
Trifle. Despite Its name, it's not an in-
consequenUal dessert. This Is a par­
ticularly fine example and gives a 
hint of what awaits you at Ballyma­
loe, either the manor house or the 
book.

The Thanksgiving feast can be a 
healthful meal of turkey, dressing, 
green vegetables, and sweet pota­
toes, B u l the traditional dessert, 
pumpkin pie, can sometimes add an 
overload of fat and calories. 

The followdng recipe for pumpkin 
pie is wonderfully rich, yet it's low-
calorie, low-fat and low-sodium. In­
stead ofthe usual evaporated milk or 
cream. We have used creamy yogurt 
cheese to give a rich taste and feel to 
the pie. Each delicious slice has only 
113 calories. Family and guests will 
leave the lable satisfled and without 
guilll 

Yogurt Cheese; only 10 calories 
per tablespoon. Why didn't someone 
think of it sooner? 

Ifyou haven't been introduced to 
yogurt cheese, it's the creamy, white 
cheese that comes from separating 
the whey from the yogurt. And 
though the process has been around 
for centuries. It has only recently 
been gaining in popularity. 

All you have to do Is place yogurt i n 
a draining device, and leave it alone 
until the cheese is the desired consis-
lencey — 4-6 hours for most pur­
poses. (To produce one cup ofcheese, 
use a 16-ounce carton of plain 
yogurt.) 

Empty the yogurt (without gelatin) 
into a colander lined wilh several lay­
ers of cheesecloth and set over a pan 
lo catch the whey. There are also sev­
eral devices being manufactured to 
drain yogurt, one of which sells 
under the name Really Creamy Yo­
gurt Cheese Funnel. It rinses clean 
and store flat.
