Techlink change spurs debate

The public's rght to know should have out-
weighed the school district’s need to hurry con-
struction on a new technology center, parent
Terrl Galido told the school board Thursday.

The board voted 4-3 to approve a change in
concept of the building that wilt join Novi Mea-
dows and Novl Middle schools at an Oct. 3
meeting,

Changes will Include increased technology
that will be accessible to every school In the
distriet.

The original construction was touled as a
“tech link,” not only joining two buildings, but
also joining students to the technology of the fu-
ture, The link and four new classrooms con-
structed at Novi Woods Elementary were funded
by a 1920 voter-approved bond issue.

Galide said she did not object to the technol-

ogy center idea but wished the board had pro-
vided an opportunity to receive Input from the
commurnity,

“That topie was not en the agenda,” she sald,
adding the board should only have addressed

" the topic as an Information item.

Board President Stephen Hitcheock defended
the board's action saying the vote to approve the
profect’s new concept did not etch the change in
stone.

“We won't even be voting tonight to see if we
will or will not proceed along those lines,” Hitch-
cock said. The vote was an approval of concept.

Cost figures must still be approved, he said.
Final plans will require the support of at least
four board members, he said.

“There is going to be a Jot more discussion on
it,” he said.

But parent Sally McInnes, whowas at the Oct.
3 school board meeting where the new concept
was approved, sald she felt the declston to imple-

ment the new plan was finn.

“I did not get the feeling that this was some-
thing we could go back on,” she sald.

Parent Patricla Cortland said her inlerpreta-
tion of the meeting from a Noui News article left
her wondering If the board was sacrificing the
needs of middle school students for district-wide
technology.

She also wondered if the board was violaling
the language of its bond proposal.

“Idont't like to second guess the board, bul are
you leaving the perception we can't trust you on
another bond {ssue,” she said.

Board Secretary Craig Foreback sald he had
the same concerns, but he feels the adminlstra-
tion addressed them at the Ocl. 3 meeling.

Board President Stephen Hitcheock agreed
saying, “I've read the Nouvi News a lot of times,
and I've wondered If they were at the same meet-
ing 1 was at,” he sald.

Richard Blackwell had been hav-
ing nightmares.

°] dreamed this would happen
before it happened,” he said.

And his wife, Cheryelle, kmew
something was wrong.

“I knew he didri't sieepright,” she
sald, “And he would talk in his
sleep. He would say, like, 'It's just
something in my past. { dom't
wanna talk about it "

“ had a dream one night that
they were trying to drag me away by
my foot,” he said. “I woke up, and |
was Idcldng at the bed, kicking re-
ally hard. I didn't want them to take
me."

Then It happened. On Sept. 8,
when he was driving homie from his
Jjobat Charter House of Novi, he was
pulled over by Novi Pollce Officer
Terry Whitfield because he had a
small stuffed bear hanging from his
rearview mirror.

THrough acomputer LEIN check,
Whitfleld discovered a 1969 South
Carolina warrant for Blackwell's

arrest.

And Blackwell's nightmare be-
came a reality.

He is wanted In South Carolina
because, 22 years ago, he escaped
from the South Carolina State Pe-
nitentiary. He served nine years of &
life sentence fora murder he swears
he did not commit.

Arrest ‘nightmare’
becomes reality

Blackwell was lodged in Oakland
County Jalt until Oct. 8, when Oak-
land County Circult Court Judge
Francls X. O'Brien released Black-
wellon a $5,000 cash bond with the
stipulation that he not leave the
state. Blackwell now is back in the
home he owns in Detroit, with his
wife and two sons. He awadts a Dec.
9 rescheduled extradition hearing,

Newspapers reported Black-
well's arrest, describing him as a
manwho had been on the run for 22
years. But Blackwell, who Is known
to his friends and family as Eddie
Barnes, says that {3 not the case.

“They should have said [ was re-
arrested,” he sald. “Because this Is
not the first time this has
happened.”

According to Blackwell and his
atlomey, Michael Jaffee, he was ar-
rested on the same warrantin 1971
and 1976, and was able to remain
free in Michigan because then-
governor Wiillam Milltken denled
Blackwell's extradition to South
Carolina.

*I thought this was over then,”
Blackwell sald. *] was having those
dreams, but I thought this was
over, [ didn't even know it was really
happening in my real life,

The commis-
sion also recommended that the City

o *If we don't establish a lakefront
park, the residents of South Pointe
can't legally step into (Walled Lake],”
sald Gary Phillips, a former city plan-

commissloner who represented
developers at the meeting. "Period.”

The senior citizen housing deve-
lopment is located on South Lake
Drive, west of Novi Road. Currently,
44 units are occupted with 28 more
condominiums planned in phase two -
of the project.

In a report to commissioners, Novl
Planning Consultant Brandon Ro-
gers said that for South Pointe to es-
tablish a lakefront park on its prop-
erty, two city standards would have
to be met,

The park, he wrote, must have 25
feet of lake frontage and 150 square
feet of area for each condominium in
the project. Secondly, Rogers sald,
the park must have 200 feet mini-
mum of lake frontage and 20,000

Acommittee was formed Thursday
to determine whether grocery store
recelpts will become as collectable as
Campbell's soup labels in Novi
schools.

School board President Stephen
Hitchcock dectded to allow Parent
Teacher Organizations to have three
representatives on the commitiee
that will also be made up of a band
booster, an athletic booster and a
choir booster. Hitcheock sald he
plans to contact presidents of each
group for committee membership
recommendations.

Two uninterested citizens also wili
serve on the committee. And board
Vice President Robert Schram will
chalr the group.

The committee was formed after
discrepancies were found in the dls-
trict practice of prohibiting commer-
clal activity. PTOs were permitted o
collect soup labels as part of a Camp-
bell's soup promotional activity. The
same groups were prohibited from
participating in grocery story promo-
tians that provide computers in ex-
change for cash register recelpts.

After discussing the issue, board
members began seelng other areas
that might warrant more or less con-
trol. The distriet's labtlity for stu-
dents Involved in fund rafsers was
discussed.

“Il appeared the Issue went far
beyond Farmer Jacks' recelpts,”
Hitchoock said, adding he had no in-
tention of controlling parent support
graups.

And Schram suggested the district
should have more authority over stu-
dent groups representing the district
in competitions and performances
withother schools. He used the Color
Guard uniforms as an example, call-
ing them “atrocious.”

Parent Sally McInnes said the dis-
cussion had gone too far atan Oct, 3
board meeling.

“1 cannot figure out how we went
from Farmer Jack recelpts to Color
Guard unfforms,” she said.

Parent Ginger Barrons argued
against a hands off policy by the
board of education In relation to
extra-curricular groups.

She said the beard should main-
tain control over fundraisers, the
types of equipment used by students
and the uniforms womn by students.

Genie Pylar, parent of a Color
Guard member, disagreed.

"I'm concerned with the words
used o describe the Color Guard un-
iform,” she said.

The uniforms were not paid for by
the school district or the band boos-
ters, she said. Pylar, and at least one
parent of each Color Guard, ap-
proved the uniform,

She urged a hands off policy, at
least when it comes {o the Color

Guard, >

“I dor't feel it has to be policed this
way," she said. “These are young girls
who made a decision, and their pa-
rents supported it.” "

Schram sald a Now News article
that encouraged 2 hands off po[lgy
did a “disservice,

“The hands-ofT approach is ludicr-
ous. Our only Job is to look at what is
best for the school district,” Schram
said. '

In response to his comment abou
the Color Guard uniforms, Schram
sald, “somelimes it's a persenal
opinion.”

But he added cholr members have
been in his home and at meetings
who he sald were “embarrassed” with
the clothes they have to wear. .

He said the Newos was premature
in writing about the policy that may
or may not eventually be recom-
mended by the committee,

"} think it was inappropriate to
write an article at this ime,” Schram
said.

The committee was charged with
Identifying groups affecting the im-
age of Nowi schools. It alsowill recom-
mend policles and practices that will
have a positive influence on the im-
age and potential legal Hability of the
district. Finally, the commitiee will
identify what policies, if any, would
be needed to define, regulate, sup-
port, encourage and assist the activi-
ties of these organizations.

Novi ‘automall’ a step closer

Planning Chair Edward Kramer
may have found a way to help make
MNovi's first "auto mall® a reality.

The project, proposed by Farming-
ton Hills Bulck dealer Bill Cook,
would contain four dealerships at
one site on Haggerty Road between
Grand River and Ten Mile roads. Mit-
subishi, Infiniti, Lexus and Chrysler
would be housed by the Bill Coock
Novi Auto Mall.

Commissloners voted last month
to grant preliminary slte plan ap-
proval for the development. They had
previously tabled plans because of

trafllc issues,

Desplte gaining the prellminary
approval, the auto mall must sl
garner a Zoning Board of Appeals
waliver for an overhead bay door on
the Infiniti dealership. City ordi-
nance doesn't permit such a door to
[ace a major thoroughfare, and that
door would face Haggerty Road.

While not eliminating the need for
the watver, Kramer suggested that
use of a canopy over Lhe bay doors
would help hide then from the public.
He said the canopy should extend
from the Infinitl dealership's sho-
wroem to the service doors.

“It would mitigate the impact of the
doors,” Kramner sald.

Coak sald he wouldn't object to the
use of the canopy.

I would make it a canopy if it
would move this forward.,” he
commented,

Commissioner Kathy Mclallen
told Cook Lhe purpose ol the ordf-
nance was to keep drivers from look-
ing into an “open tunnel.”

“Cur {ntent Is not (o have a visual
way into the bullding from our high-
way,” she safd.

Tim Gilberg sald the city's rules on
overhead doors were clear.

“I believe the ordinance speaks for
itself,” the commissioner said. =
don't think there isa lot of discussion
needed.”

CommissionerJudy Johnson said
a review of the ordinance may be In
order. She sald because the bay
doors of the dealership would be
hundreds of feet from the road, they
wouldn't have a large visual impact.
Johnson sald the city may want to
consider changing the ordinance for
projects where doors are long dis-
tances from rcadways.

Gilberg agreed. He motioned that
the commission make & favorable re-
commendation to the ZBA to grant
the waiver because of the doors set-
back from Haggerty Road.

Commissloners voted unanim-
ously tosupport the motion. The ZBA
will rule on the walver request Nov, 7,

respective city offictals about the
traffic speed and volume,

Many of recent gripes rushing into
the Novi city hall from irate East Lake
travelers — including residents of
Walled Lake, Wolverine Lake, Com-
merce Township, White Lake Town-
ship and Union Lake — were routed
to the home of Sarah Phelps, presi-
dent of the Lakes Area Residents As-
sociation (LARA).

“Some of them weren't very Jovial
about the whole affalr. Some com-
ments can't be repeated in mixed
company,” sald Phelps' husband,
Edward, who wasn't keen on getting
all the calls.

“One gentleman from Wolverine
Lake said I just added 45 minutes to
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his drive time. 1 said ‘whoa, I didn’t do
it.". . . Realistically, it does affect the
entire northwest quadrant of Oak-
land County up here, it is a major
thoroughfare. Realistically, there are
no altermatives for traffic,”

Local businesses are hurting due
to the shutdown of East Lake, Cralg
Cassady, an operating partner of Key
Large restaurant said.

"Its had an Impact on our busi-
ness, The biggest problem is to give
verbal directions to a lot of guests
wha come here. A lot of our trafiic
comes from 696. It makes getting into
Wailed Lake a lot harder,” he said,

“Alot of the smaller businesses (on
East Lake), they could reall puta hurt
on these guys. It effectively cuts off
their main artery getting Into Walled
Lake. We would have preferred to see
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them speed up their enforcement a
little bit more.”

Quinn said the city administration
planned to meet with East Lake busi-
riess owners on Friday to discuss the
siluation.

"Some buslnesses say business
dropped {n half since the closing,” he
said.

As We See It

Like old habits, East
Lake is hard to give up

Old habits are hard to break.

That is the only reason we can
think of to explain why residents of the

 City of Walled Lake, Commerce Town-
'ship, Wolverine Lake Village and even

"White Lake Township would rather use
.East Lake Drve than Decker Road, a
mere quarter mile lo Lhe east, to get
through the Walled Lake /northern Novi
area as they make their way south to
Twelve Oaks Mall and the [-96
expressway.

Decker Road, between Thirteen
and Fourteen Mile roads, was butilt spec-
ilically to relieve traflic congestion on
East Lake Drive. It is nice and wide,
“straight and smooth, and relatively safe.
‘It has a speed limit of 40 mph.

East Lake Drive is an old resort
road, left over from the days when vaca-
‘tioners from Detroit traveled to the
"Walled Lake area during the summer. It
came to be used as a thoroughfare only
after 1-96 and later Twelve Oaks Mall
were built and began to attract drivers
from the communities to the north of
Novi,

East Lake Driveis an accident wait-
ing to happen. Homes are densely
packed all along its length. Some are ex-
-tremely close to the road, The road actu-
ally separates homes from their own
beaches. And the resuli is that kids have
.to cross a road, that until recently was
‘being used as a thoroughfare, to get to
:their play areas.

s FOf course, the speed lmit-there ds .

»25 mph. And with all that, it is hard to
believe that drivers can pick up any time
at all by driving East Lake instead of
Decker.

But they still seem {o prefer it. And
Novi City Council is expected to hear
‘from them this evening. Residents of the
‘northern communities have been saying
they will attend the city council meeting
tonight to protest the recent 90-day ex-
perimental closure of East Lake Drive to
‘through traffic, Theyl bring with them
.complaints from Walled Lake business
men and women who say the closure has
.made it difficult for their clients and pat-
'rons toget to town. And they'll bring with
them a resolution passed by the Walled
‘Lake City Council, asking that Novi par-
ticipate in a regional, third-party traffic
study before it reaches any decision to
.close East Lake permanently.

We'd advise Novi City Council to
‘stand its ground. Now some alternative
.suggestions to total closure have been
‘made, such as the placement of more
,stop signs along East Lake. which may
.be worth consideration, But ultimately,
the goal of Novi's council members
~should still be to discourage the use of
'East Lake Drive as a thoroughfare and to
do what they can to encourage drivers to
dcvclop the new habit of using Decker.

What, after all, would astudy tellus

“'that we don't already know? Would it tell
'ug that residents of northern communi-
ties still utilize East Lake Drive o travel
north and south through the area? We

Devoen

already know that. Would it tell us De-
cker is not the total solution to getting
traffic off East Lake Drive? We know that,
too. That's why other projects, such as
the extension of Decker to Novi Road and
Twelve-and-a-half Mile and the Haggerty
Connector, are already on the boards
and coming soon.

Or would it tell us exactly what the
traffic volume is on East Lake Drive,
whether it is the 6.000 found in one
study or the 12,000 found in a study in
May 1990? Well, what difference wouid
that make? Either number is too heavy.

Toourminds, thereis nothing to be
gained whatsoever by further study. At
best, it will merely delay a solution until
the study can be completed.

Or perhaps, the residents of north-
ern communtities would like to delay ac-
tion until the Decker extension and the
Haggerty Connector are completed. We
don't find that a particularly workable
solution. It is in essence asking East
Lake residents to continue living with a
dangerous sttuation for another few

years until those roads are finished. And
that isiot fair to them, sificé an alterna-

tive — if not perfect — route already ex-
ists in the stretch of Decker from Thir-
teen Mile to Fourteen Mile. Why don't we
just paint targets, for those 2,000 pound
bullets whizzing by, on their homes and
on their kids.

Some alternatives have been sug-
gested. The idea of turning East Lake
Drive into a cul-de-sac was considered
and rejected years ago. But it is still one
worth keeping inmind, Oflate, residents
have asked that more stop signs be in-
stalled along East Lake Drive, City coun-
cll has balked on that idea because it
perceives a potential liability. Frankly,
we think there would be a higher liability
potential from a failure to Lake action to
resolve the problem along East Lake.

The complaint of Walled Lake bu-
sinesses, that customers are having a
hard time getting to town, is legitimate
enough. We don't want to damage their
business. But it seems to us that prob-
lem could be addressed through some
additional signage, directing drivers to
.the Walled Lake business district via the
new route up Decker to Fourteen Mile or
Fifteen Mile.

In any case, Novi council can ex-
pect a throng tonight. Like smokers de-
prived of their tobacco, they'll be begging
one last pufl of East Lake Drive, Novi
council should tell them that East Lake
Drive is a habit they are going to have to
give up sooner or later, so they might as
well make it now.

The car was
slopped by police and Blackwell, who
was reportedly on probation for being
-lnvolved In passing bad checks witha
group of other teenagers, panicked
and ran away.

*l went home, and | told my father
the police stopped me and | ran
away,” he remembers. “And my
father said, ‘gotobed, don't worry ab-
out it." He sald we would straighten it
out lomorrow."

The next day, he sald, his [ather
took him to the sheriff to clear up the
maiter. Blackwell sald that neilher
knew the owner of the car, 17-year-
old Robert James Shicld, had heen
murdered.

In fact, Blackwell said, nelther of
them even knew RobertJames Shield
at all,

Blackwell and his wife, who are
both black, describe Chesterfieldasa
remote, rural area where many peo-
ple were “like country bumpkins®
and not educated about thelr rights,

Blackwell sald the locai sherill,
who was white, put him in jall where
he was interrogated, beaten and de-
nied food In an attempt to make him
conless lo the murder.

“I was there two or three days be-
fore I even knew a boy had been
killed,” he said.

Finally, Blackwell recalls, his at-
torney, a whit¢ man, entered a guilty
plea before a white judge, who sen-
tenced him to life in prison.

“The attomey told me he'd plead
me guilty, and I'd go to a youth
home,” Blackwell recalls. “But they
sent me to prison.”

Hesaldheneverhada trial, and he
never sald anything in court.

“The judge talked about executing
me, and | was scared,” he said. “I
thought I was golng to a youth home.
I didn't even know 1 was up for a lile
sentence . . . They told my father I
was golng to a youth home.”

Blackwell recalls passing a lie de-
tector test and being told that the le
detector est must be lylng alongwith
him.

about it. IfIsaid arything, It would be
a lle. and | don't want to lie,”

In spite of this, Blackwell claims
that if his son came to him and told
him he was stopped by the police and
he ran away, he would do the same
thing his falher did.

“I would have to take him in,” he
sald. “I would be supportive, and [
would help him, but 1 would stlli ad-
vise him to go lo the sheriff."

Blackwell claims he didn't intend
to run away [rom prisen the day he
escaped. He sald he reached trustee
status at the work farm, and man-
aged to leave to visit his uncle, In-
tending torelurn beflore they kriew he
was gone, :

He said he never made any previ-
ous escape attempts, in spite of his
claim that he i{s tnnocent, because
his family offered hope that they
would get him out.

The day he ran away lo visit his
uncle, he said, he stayed too longand
was afrald o go back. He never
returned.

Blackwell sald he will not run this

- lime.

“I just want this nightmare to be
over,” he sald, “If they want to take
me, they can take me; If they want to
let me live in peace, then let me live in
peace.”

His wife doesn't llke him to say
that.

“l don't want him to go back”
Cheryelle sald. “I want {o light. I feel

* - Charles Shaw was born in Flint, graduated from Da-

vison High School In 1961, graduated from West Point
in 1965, and In 1978 founded Charles F. Shaw Viney-
ard and Winery in California’s Napa Valley.

Shaw’s interest in wine began during a two-year stint
in France, where he worked as an investment banker.
While in France, with his wife Lucy, Shaw had the op-
portunity to visit the French wine regions and was en-
ghanted by the wines of Burgundy, especlally
Beaujolals.

*.In Napa Valley, Shaw specializes in making wines
styled after the French Beaujolals he came to love.

Since the origins of the California grape vartetals,
Napa Gamay and Gamay Beayjolals, are in doubt,
Shaw devised an elegantly simple solution to his prob-
lemofusing the genuine varietal. In 1981, hesucceeded
In procuring vine cuttings from Beaujolais and thusim-
ported to California the first vines that are unquestion-
ably the true grape of Beaujolais, namely gamay nolr a
jus blane.

- .Shaw's winemaking technique duplicates the
methode beaujolaise to achieve the characterisic
fresh-fruit quality of true Beaujolais wine. In this
method, also called carbonic maceration, whole grape
bunches are put into a deep, stainless steel fermenta-
tion tank and blanketed with carbon dioxdde gas. the
same gas produced during fermentation. _

Crushed by the weight above, 20 percent of the
grapes at the bottom of the tank release their juice,
which begins to ferment. The remalning 80 percent of
the grapes begin carbonic maceration, or fermentation
within the whole, uncrushed berries.

The carbonic maceration lechnique preserves the
full, fresh, iruftiness: spicy, peppery nuances; ripe
berry aroma, and bright gamet color of the wine. Briel
aging In large oak tanks Imparts the structure and
backbone necessary for increased longevity. “Don't be-
Meve the myths that nouveau wines won't age for more
than sixmonths,” Shaw says. You can test this by trylng
the 1990 Harvest Wine Gamay Beaujolals Nouveau.

In France, the wine-growing region known as Beau-
Jolals is at the southern end of Burgundy. Several styles
of Beaujolats include: light and fruity nouvea, released
the week before Thanksgiving, always the Arst wine of
the harvest; Beaujolals Villages, released about one
year later, richer with greater depth; Cru Beaujolais,
the most serous and ageable wine of Beaujolais, with
one of 10 village names on the label. The 10 "cru” vil-
lages are Fleurle, Regnie, St. Amour, Chiroubles, Mor-
gon, Moulin-A-Vent, Brouilly, Cote de Brouilly, Julle-
nas and Chenas,

Charles F. Shaw Winery offers three levels of Califor-
nia Beaujolais — a nouveau-style released in mid-
October, a Villages-style regular bottling and a super-
premium estate bottling In the style of a Fleurie.

Not to be known as “Johnny One Note,” Shaw also
produces estate-bottled Napa Valley sauvignon blanc
and chardonnay. The 1988 Sauvignon Blanc ($11) isa
delicately soft sipper that highlights ¢itrus, melonanda
touch of hay. The 1988 Chardonnay ($12] is a tasty,
well-priced wige that exhibits fresh fruit with a ba-
lanced touch of oak.

Ready. Alm. Clean out your freezer! It's time to make
room far the special delicacy of the season — wild game,

Whether you're a hunter or not, you can still enjey the
flavor of a well-cooked pheasant, the buttery taste of
quall or even plain holiday goose.

As well as having a speclal flavor, wild game birds are
healthier than farm-raised birds. The U.S. Department of
Agriculture estimates that wild duck has only five grams
of fat per serving, compared with 25 grams for domestic
duck. Pheasant and quail are similar in fat content to
chicken.

The lower fat content also means that you should cook
wild game birds either in a liguid or fat covering, such as
bacon. or use a cooking bag to keep the meat moist.

Robert Baure, manager of propagation at the Illinois
Department of Conservation, reminds hunters that, for
safety's sake, the birds should be fleld-dressed right
away, cutting open the stomach cavity to remove the
entratls.

*Most hunters stufl the body cavity with dry grass to
cool the body temperature,” Bauer said. Grass can also
be used to clean out the bird.

“If & bird does not act normal and has a lacklusterap-
pearance, I would not take it home to eat. That bird is
probably diseased or injured,” Bauer sald. “Look for a
bird that flushes well, and has bright eyes and a good
appearance.”

Baure estimated that 75 percent of all the game birds
harvested each year are young, The age of a wild bird Is
important: A younger bird will be tender enough to broil
or saute, while an older bird will need to be stewed.

A good way to estimate the age of a bird 15 to grab the
rear tip of the breastbone {not the backbaone). If it is flexi-
ble, the bird is young. Ifit is brittle, plan to stew the bird,
On pheasant and quail, you can also tell the age of the
bird by the length of its spurs.

Buck and Mike started hunting with their fathers and
grandfathers when they were kids, and have continued to
include hunting as a family event. “We take ourdads and
enjoy ourselves.”

Mike said the flavoer of wild game birds {s so special he
tries not toadd much seasoning. "I like the basic. Saltand
pepper, maybe some paprika or garlic powder. Game
birds just don't need much seasoning. I wouldn't want to
cover up the flavor of the bird.”

Diners shold watch out for lead shot left in the birds,

“My Kids think it Is a big thing to get shot,” Mike said,
“so when we sit down to eat the kids jsut start looking for
it.”

What's the difference between farm-raised and wild?

“It's hard to-describe, but thereis a definite difference,”
said Mike. “For example, the meat s very rich and lean,
Unilike farm-raised birds, the meat on wild duck or goose
is all dark meat. That makes a big difference when you
start cooking them. You have to Keep in mind that they
are pretty dry to start out with. You have to add moisture
when you cook them, or they will be inedible.”

Because it {s fllegal for restaurants in some states to
bty wild game from hunters, restaurantsoften purchase
both wild game imported from ether countries such as
Scotland and farm-raised game birds.

Pheasants from the wild have a flavor reminiscent of
chicken, but with something more. If the birds are wild.
you may marinate them in Hquor cvernight to eliminate
the heavy gamey flavor,

A popular dish is pheasant served with a brandy-
orange sauce and chestnut dressing. This sauce is a re-
duetion of brandy, with a base of orange juice and pheas-
ant stock (made from the bones/caracass). If nccessa.l}:.
the pheasant stock could be replaced with chicken stoc
The sauce could also be used over other wild game birds.

Brandy-Orange Sauce

1 cup brandy

1 cup orange fuice

1 cup stack

Salt, pepper, Worcestershire and Tabasco, to taste

1 tablespoon arrowroot or cornstarch

1 cup heavy cream or half-and-half

1/2 pound butter, room temperature, cut iInto
tablespoon-size servings,

Yields 4 servings.

Reduce the brandy over heat down to a tablespoon or
s0. Add arange julce and stock and season with salt, pep-
per, Worcestershire sauce and Tabasco. Stir in arrowroot
or comstarch to thicken.

Cream the sauce by stirring in the cream. Continue
stirring until thickened. Once the sauce hasreturned toa
low simmer, remove from heat. Add butter, one tables-
poon at a time, and stir. Serve over pheasant.

Kahlue Glaze
1/5 cup aprioot Jam

Game birds offer wide variety

Game birds offer many opportunities for a different type of entree.

1/3 cup Kahlua (or other collee-flavored liquor)

Yields enough for two large geese or four smaller birds,

Strain Jam through a sleve or smooth it in a food blen-
der. Add Kahlua and mix well. Use it as your baste
throughoyt. Make gravy as usual. Can be used for any
game bird or turkey.

This Is the type of dish that Is easy to make, yet hasan
elegant touch. The sauce has a light, lemony flavoer that
works well with the heartier flavor of wild pheasant. One
pheasant often retains a few small feathers. These should
be removed by hand, and if the flesh has any vis{ble hairs,
carefully pass the bird over a low [lame and brush the
singed hairs away.

1" cleaned, ready-to-cook pheasant, about 2 1/2
pounds.

Salt and freshly ground popper lo taste

For this kind of meal, you
want to roll up your sleeves, eat, and maybe watch a foot-
ball game.

Roast Duck A La Buck

Dressing:

Soon alter writing my article last week I received a
call from the Foley's salesman in Boston. I belleve I
mentioned that our fish is flown in fresh several times
aweek. At first this seemed extravagant to me. It is not
reasonable to ship fish packed in ice. I questioned my
Jjudgment. Was it worth it? Would our guests be able
to tell the difference? -

There are several [actors that are extremely impor-
tant when purchasing fish. A basic rule of thumb is to
buy from a reputable house, Foley's has been in busi-
ness since 1906, Not a small accomplishment these
days, Fish is, and has been, their only concern for the
last 80 years,

The process starts with the buying of fish, Buyers
are positioned atall the key New England ports so that

‘the highest quality for the fatrest prices can be ob-
tained, All fish must pass the "eye, smell, and touch’

tests, ,
They ook for fish with a natural shine. Yellowing or

browning is an indication of age. Many fishermen en-
gage in the practice of scaking fish in a brine to mask
off odors, add weight and induce a fake shine,

The saying "the nose knows" could not be more true
than when procuring fish, Fresh fish does not smell.
Any fish with uncharacteristic odors are rejected.
Fishy, sour or ammonia odors are not natural.

The touch test indicates whether fish have been
brine-soaked. Brined fish are tacky and sticky. Brin-
ing hides imperfections.

After purchase, the fish s transported to the plant
inrefrigerated trucks, where it isiced in special 1 2-e-
gree flaked ice. The plant ilself is kept at 50 degrees
year-round. '

The Importance of temperature cannot be overem-
phasized. Fish should be stored at a minimum of 32
degrees. One day of shelf life (and thus flavor} Is lost
with every two degrees above 32 in which you store
fish during a 24-hour period. With the best fish there
is about a five-day maximum.

The fish we receive is layered in metal, versus plas-
tic, containers and packed inice. Metalis a much bet-
ter conductor of cold than is plastic, so the fish hasa
better chance from the start.

All fish Is processed by hand. This ensures work-
manship, since the employees share in the profits.
There are no ragged edges or blood spots in the fillets.
Foley's employs a bacterfologist o monitor bacteria
counts and to ensure the effectiveness of the bacteria

retardation sysiern.

Unlike the meat industry, which is regulated by the
USDA, the fish industry is not government-
supervised. As a result, handling practices, and con-
sequently quality, vary tremendously among boat
owners and fish processors who are free to set thelr
own standards. This is scary. it also brings us back to
the first rule; Buy from someone you trust.

Getting back to the phone call from the Foley's

Several factors beComeimportant when buying fish

salesman, he was calling not for an order, but to say
he would be in town the following week and would like
to visit our restaurant. Mike Moloney stopped in
twice. Was everything up to standards? Was 1 happy
with the product? Could he help in any way? All the
way from Boston to check on something that could
have been handled over the phone. This is service,
This is caring about your customers. We share a com-

mon philosophy.

To ansyer my own question. . . Yes.itisworth the
extra effort and expense to buy from Boston. The
quality difference is outstanding. Speaking as a cook,
the fish is beautiful. It tastes like candy. Sweel and
mild. Mike dined at Brady's Wednesday. Guess whal

he ate?

Lave the flavor of your favordte
Chinese restaurant dishes? You can
replicale some of these flavors at
honie when you add prepared Chin-
ese sauces to your own cooking

In addition to the well-known soy
sauce, some other popular Oriental
concoctions are plum sauce, holsin
sauce, oyster sauce, chili sauce and
sesame oll, All of these prepared
sauces are avallable at Orlental
markets, and most can now be found
in larger grocery stores.

Soy sauce Is an excellent additlon
to marinades and gives a nice, deep-
brown color o microwaved meats.
Made from [ermented soy beans,
wheal flour, yeast, salt and sugar,
the soy sauce used by Chinese cooks
comes in three grades: light, dark
and black {the last is not really darker
In color, but is Instead thicker in tex-
ture with added solids, Including mo-
lasses).

Plum sauce, also known as duck
sauce, is sweet, red and spicy. Made

- from plums, sugar, vinegar, hot pep-
pers and splces, it is often used as a
dipping sauce for finger foods like
spring rolls, Il is also blended with
other ingredients as a binding sauce
for stir-fry dishes. Plumn sauce may
be purchased in bottles or cans, fla-
vor varies according to brand) or you
can make your own microwave ver-

sion using the recipe below.

Ifyou do much Chinese cooking —
orifyou'dlike to learn how — popular
hoisin sauce Is indispensable be-
cause so many recipes call for it. Hol-
sin is perhaps most often used with
pork {it's a big ingredient In many
marinades and barbecue sauces), al-
though it also frequently flavors
chicken, vegetables and fish. You'll
also find {t used at the table as a garn.-
ish for dishes lke mu shu (those
wonderful little savory meat-filled
pancakes}.

A typical bottle of holsin sauce {a
product of Hong Kong) contains su-
gar, vinegar, soybean water, salt,
flour, garlic, sesame seed, chill and
spices, The sauce is thick, smooth
and dark brownish-red, and smells
sweel and spicy.

Oyster sauce is prepared from oys-
ter extract, water and sall and Is
another of the most commonly used
sauces In Chinese cooking. Deep
brown n color, {1 lends a subtle oys-
ter flavor to meat, fish or vegetable
dishes, and it is also used as a lable
condiment.

Chili sauce is a thick red concoc-
ton of garlic and crushed chili pep-
pers — use only a littie to add a touch
of fire.

Sesame seed oll [also somelmes
Navored with chili peppers) 1s used
not for cooldng but for seasoning,
Use this sparingly, as well

Rice wine vinegar {s another popu-
lar Ingredlent. If you don't have any
on hand, a good white wine vinegar
will do as a substitute,

The recipe for Chinese Plum Sauce
comes from “Sunset Microwave Main
Dishes,” Sunset Publishing Corp.,
1690. Use this sauce with duck,
chicken or pork, brushing over meat
during the last 10 minutes of cook-
