The trolley is seen as a Way to get bus-riding 

workers from the mall to other shopping centers, 
restaurants and hotels ln Novl. 

In addition. It may relieve holiday season 
trairic congestion, as shoppers could park their 
cars and shuttle from Twelve Oaks, to West 
Q!\ks, to NoM-ToWn Center. Hotel gue-sts could 
also hop the trolley to tour the city, 

"Jt is a piece ofartwork. We think we can oper­
ate it pretty much without burde111ng the city tax 
rolls." said City Manager Edward lOlewall. 

"Our goal is to get this vehicle on the streets 
within the next couple of weeks, That trolley wil l 
be ours as long as we continue to operate it." 

The city's ad hoc trolley committee has been 
meeting weekly for three months to figure out op­
erating costs and plot routes. 

Rather than pay S M A R T s bus service $40 an 
hour to turn the trolley, the committee is seeking 
donations from the business community. The 
projected budget if the trolley runs three days a 

week from NoVemljer through June 1992 is 
$15,000 — Including a $10,000 salary for the 
driver. 

Twelve Oaks Mall has akeady pledged $5,000, 
Kriewall said. Further contributlo11s are being 

. sought from other shopping cerjte1'3 and Novl's 
four hotels, i n addition, another $5,000 is ex­
pected to be picked up by selling advertising 
space on the Vehicle. 

"We think it's a great asset to the community. 
The private sector seems to be bellying up to the 
bar on this one." Kriewall said. 

"Other governments could take it if Novi 
doesn't use it up." 

Eventually, the trolley service could be ex­
tended to five or seven days a week, KriewalJ said. 
The shuttle could also be used for senior citizen 
trips and tours of Novi. 

Novl Is currently negotiating wi th SMAFTF to 
allow city residents to ride the trolley for free, 
wlllle outsiders would lie charged a small fee.

Novi is b e c o m i n g r a c i a l l y 
Integrated. 

But, according to 1990 census 
figures, in tegrat ion is moving 
slowly, Novl's minority population 
stands at 4 percent, compared to 
2.2 percent in 1980. 

Mayor Matt Qu inn said because 
of the small base of minorities, it 
wil l take time for them to Increase 
as a percentage of overall d e p o p u ­
lation. He said Novl is open to a l l 
people, including minorities, that 
can afford to live Within its borders. 

"Those that have the resources 
. . .are more than welcome," Qu inn 
said. 'We treat everyone the same." 

The city's African-American po­
pulation grew substantially from 
1980. Census figures showed that 
259 blacks were living In Novl as of 
1990, compared to onlfy 45 a decade 
ago. 

The minority group is still less 
than 1 percent of the population, 
however. 

Lodia Richards J r . , a Novi Plan­
ning Commissioner and African-
American, moved to the city atiout 
three years ago from Southfield, He 
said the city's i^c ia l makeup didn't 
play a factor in h i s decision to move. 

"When 1 moved into the area J had 
an idea ofthe mix," Richards said. 
"But that doesn't bother me. Either 
you are American or you're not." 
. The cltys largest minority group, 
at 2.6 percent, are of Asian descent. 
Other groups, inc lud ing native 
.Americans, Hispa11ics and "others." 
make up less than 2 percent of the 
population. 

Quinn said he expects the num­
ber of minorities i n the city to stay 
about the same i n the near future-

Novl isn't unique In its racial ma­

keup. Ofthe city's seven neighbor­
hoods, minorities comprise less 
t h a n 10 p e r c e n t of e a c h 
community. 

Northville Township, a commun­
ity of more tlian 17,000, is the most 
racially Integrated of Novfs neigh­
bors, according toSoutheastMIchl-
gan Council of Governments (SEM-
COG) census figures. 

Nearly 10 percent of the town­
ship's populat ion Is minori ty. 
Blacks make up the largest group of 
non-whites at 6.1 percent. Asians 
comprise 2.4 of residents While 
other groups are less than 1 
percent. 

Township Manager R icha rd 
Hennlngsen agreed With Qu inn 
that economics provides the great­
est hurdle for integration. 

"There are no barriers to this 
community." he said, "except Who 
qualifies to buy a house. It gets 
down to economics." 

Richard Lampl. community de­
velopment coordinator for Far­
mington Hills, said census figures 
can be misleading. E V e n t h o u ^ the 
community of 74.652 is nearly 94 
percent white, it is diverse, he says. 

"Within that white group there Is 
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a lot of diversification." Lampl said, 
pointing to large Greek, Chaldean 
and SWeedlsh populaUon. "We are a 
pretty diverse community." 

Commerce Township, which lies 
north of Fourteen Mile, is the clos­
est to Nov! in terms of population. 
The township is listed at 26,955 by 
S E M C O G In 1990. whi le Novl 
stands at nearly 33.000. 

Whites make up 98.8 percent of 
Commerce Township's population. 
A l l minority groups are less than 1 
percent. 

Township Supervisor Robert 
Long wouldn't speculate on reasons

A developer's appeal of a plan­
ning commission rul ing on the NoVl 
Business Center met with mixed re­
sults recently before the city 
council.

A dispute over employee tax 
withholdings has led to an Internal 
Revenue Service lein against City 
Council candidate Kevin Grain's 
Novl Chiropractic Cl inc. 

Grain is alleged to owe more than 
$11.000 In federal taxes, according 
to records filed with the Oakland 
County register of deeds. The lein 
was filed last month by the ERS. 

"There is a dispute," Grain said. 
"It's being setUed." 

IRS Spokesperson Elcy Maccai11 
said the lein was filed to "protect the 
government's interests." She said 
Craln couldn't sell any of his b u ­
sinesses assests without paying 
Uncle Sam first. 

Maccani said businesses are re­
quired to file quarterly with the gov-
enlment to "report and pay tax 
withholdings for employee earnings 
and the employers portion of s(x:lal 
security" taxes. She said employers 
hold the funds "in trust" to give to 
the IRS. 

Records show that the dispute 
with Craln began in 1985. For the 
tax period ending June 30 of that 
year, Craln Is alleged to owe just 
more than $265. 

In 1989, Grain is alleged not to

have paid about $2,900 In with­
holdings. In 1990, the government 
claims more than $7,900 was left 
unpaid. 

Craln declined to comment on 
the matter in detail. He did say that 
his attorney is working with the IRS 
to resolve the dispute. 

Maccani, although not com-
melltlng on Grain's case specifi­
cally, said it's typical In such mat­
ters for payment schedules be­
tween the gove rnmen t a n d 
individuals to be worked out. The 
IRS can levy bank or business ac­
counts and seize property to aquire 
the back funds, she said. 

Craln said he was lInsure how 
the situation would affect his bid for 
the council. He said would run 
again If he doesn't make It thlsyear. 

"If It hiappens I will he happy," 
Grain said, "but If It doesn't there is 
always two years from now."

•While the Novl patrol ofllcers" un­
ion and the city have Ironed out the fi­
nal Wrinkles of a l6-month-late con­
tract, tllelrcomnland ofllcers are pre­
par ing for a s ta te -superv i sed 
mediation. 

The city counci! Was slated to ap­
prove the Novi POAM contract on 
Oct. 2 l , but held the vote over until 
Oct. 28 at the request of Council 
Member Joseph Toth. 

Unlike other council members, 
Toth said he had not been given a 
copy of the document, adding he 
thought it may have been withheld 
from him because of his disapproval 
of certain points in the contract. 

"I feel there is perhaps some devi-
ous plan to make sure I didn't receive 
a copy," Toth said. 

Council Members Hugh Crawford 
and Martha Hoyer refuted the devl-
ousness charge. 

'Nothing here tonight Is anytl11ng 
we haven't heard of before," said 
Hoyer. "We can't go through this con­
tract and nitplck because it's already 
been approved. They're negotlaUon 
items." 

Pay has been at the heart of the la-
bor dispute. The last contract expired 
June 30, 1990. 

In the past, police got overtime for 
four extra hours they put in during 
their two-week shifts. During that 
time frame, the ofllcers work seven 
twelVe-hour days. The city proposed 
to raise the base pay but elllninate 
the overtime, taking an aVerage of 
$800 peryearoutofthe paychecks of 
each ofllcer. 

The extra four hours Wlll be folded 
Into the base pay. Assistant City 
Manager Craig KlaVer said. 

Patrol ofllcers will see a 3- to 4-per­
cent salaiy increase In the two-year 
contract. KlaVer sald, Whlle detec-
Uves will have a 6.5-percent hike the 
first year and a 4-perccnt raise the 
second year. 

The adjustment places Novl in the 
middle of Detroit-area police pay 
scales, Klaver added. 

The city is also moving away from 
its reliance on setliorlty for Job prom­
otions and subsUtutlng this With ex-
aiillnaUons at an ou tside assessment 
center. 

"I think more and more people are 
realizing an oral intervleW isn't a veiy 
scientific procedure." Klaver said. 

In addiUon, the u111on has agreed 
to allow police cars to remaln ln ser­
vice for an addiUonal 20.0O0 miles, 
reducing replacement costs for the 
city. 

Traditionally, the Novl Command 
omcers Association of Michigan 
(COAM) followed U1c contract exam­
ple set by the patrol oHlcers' u11ion, 
the Novi Police Ofllcers AssociaUon of 
Michigan (POAM). But not this Ume. 

"We offered the same settlement to 
the command officers as wc d id to the 
patrol offlcers and they said it was In-
effldent." he explained. 

A state department of labor nego­
tiator wlll attempt to bring the city 
and the command olllcers together to 
settle the issue. 

"He'll Just t1y to find out l f there's 
any possible compromise," Klaver 
said. "If he thinks that a position of a 
party is unreasonable, he' l l tell 
them."

The play is published in book form. On the back 
of the hiook the play ls described as: "11istory as 
much as any play can t>e hlstoiy, showing the best 
and the worst of Which the human heart is 
capable."

forslte plan approval, and should nol 
be part of tlie industrial park's plat. 

The plat establishes the location of 
lots available for purchase hy compa­
nies interested In building In the 
park. Each of these Individual pro­
jects must then go through the city's 
site plan review process, including 
woodlands and Wetlands reviews. 

"We're not asking you not to en­
force the ordinance." Horowitz told 
the council. 'We'rejust askingyou to 
let It come before you at a future time. 
I don't ll1ink there's afly malice on 
anybody's part." 

Council members Hugh Crawford 
and Tim Pope did nol support the 
variances. 

"I think it's very Important to look 
at it In total and not piecemeal as they 
come In With these lots." said Craw-

ford. "It may stand more of a chance 
being granted on a piecemeal basis 
than as a total. 

"Individual developers will come in 
here and demand all sorts of plot 
vailances." 

The council backed tlie planning 
commission's stipulations for a 
25-foot buffer zone on the park as a 
Whole, rather than one planned for 
each separate development. Allowing 
a piecemeal building of the buffer 
would diminish its effectiveness and 
set a "perilous precedent," SusanTc-
patti, a Water resources specialist 
with JCK Associates, the city's con­
sulting engineers, cautioned the 
council. 

The buffer zone, a recent city re-
qiilrement. creates a Wildlife corridor 
around the Wetlands, The high-grade 
Wetlands in the southeast comer of 
the property continue into a blue he­
ron rookery. 

Eight lots of the 34 lot Industrial 
park Include wetlands Wltliln the lot 
lines "for no apparent" reason. Te-
patU said. 

Showing the wetlands wltliln lot 
lines Would piwlde future builders 
With foresight, she added, "not Just 
look at It and say there's grade one 
Wetland, let's just fill it and take this 
plot-

Horowitz asked the city to Weigh 
tlie Impact on a small a1nount of "en­
vironmentally Inslgnlftcant wet­
lands" Versus the taxes Which the 
new businesses Will generate. 

"We're nol here to fight eveiy step 
of the way but We Want to leave the 
door open." he said. 

The donaUon of road rights-of-way 
to Novl also led to a disagreement 
with the Novl Business Center 
developer. 

City Attorney David FVled said af­

ter reviewing state and city regula­
tions: "I have concluded under the 
text the prellmanaty plat you sub-
mlted must dedicate rights-of-way in 
accordance with the master plan." 

This calls for 60 feet each on Grand 
River and Wixom Road. 

"Our legal counsel doesn't agree 
With that opinion," Horowitz said. 

Oct. 2 l Was the second time the 
prellmlnajy plat came before the 
council. At the Sept. 30 meeting, Hor­
owitz threatened to sue the city. That 
Was followed by a letter of apology to 
the council. 

The Novl Business Center location 
Was considered and rejected for the 
city-initiated Industrial relocaUon 
project, the Grand Plan, due to the 
environmental sensitivity of the land 
and because Horowitz Was already 
planning a more expensive typeofde-
velopment there.

Let's face it, we ask an awful lot of 
our young men and women sometimes. 

Not all that long ago. we asked more 
than half a mil l ion of them to head Off to 
Saudi Arabia, Kuwait arld Iraq tO do a 
Very difficult Job. Most spent about six 
months there before coming home, task 
accomplished. 

Before that there was Vietnam, the 
Korean War and World Wars I and U. Be­
tween those four conflicts, nearly 35 Inii­
l ion American men and women tOOk up 
arms and headed Overseas.

Richard BlaclweU of I>tj-olt Was 
pulled OVer by a Novl po1ice offlcer 
Sept. 8 and arrested fora 1969 South 
Carolina murder Warrant. 

But he Wasn't pulled over because 
of the Warrant. 

Blackwell. a Charter House ofNovl 
employee Who also goes by the name 
Eddie Barnes, claims he was pulled 
over because he and 111s three pas­
sengers were black, 

He Is currently out on bond, await­
ing a Dec. 9 extradition hearing. 

Police reports indicate that the of­
ficer. Teny Whitfield, pulled Black-
well over for a Vision obstruction on 
his rearview mirror. In other words, 
there was something hanging from 
the mirror. 

Whitfield told the Novl News last 
week that he regularly pulls over mo­
torists and gives them warnings ab­
out vision obstructions. 

"(Blackwell) first got my attenUon 
1)ecause he had a loud miifiler," 
Whitfield said. "In fact. I didn't even 
know they were black men in the 
vehicle." 

Whitfield's Written report ofthe in­
cident does not indicate the loud 
mufiler. 

Blackwell. who said the only thing 
hanging firom his rearview mirror was 
a small teddy bear, said he has been 
warned by friends not to drive In Novl 
With a car full of black people. 

'Afier he pulled me over. We were 
sitting there watching the other cars 
go by. and every third car had some-
thing hanging froin the mirror," he

said. There was nolhing to stop me 
for.-

Whitfield said Blackwell had more 
than just a slliall teddy bear hanging 
from the mirror 

There Was a lot of stufif hanging 
from that mirror," he said. "I wouldn't 
say he had a whole supermarket 
there, but he had more than just one 
thing. He's trying to make it sound 
like I pulled him over forjust one little 
thlng."

A11n WetUaufer, co-director of 
the Oakland County Center for 
Open Housing, didn't agree With Ri ­
chards. She listed dlscriminaUon 
and apprehension abiout moving 
into "Vhlte" communities as rea-
sor1s for small black popiilatlons i n 
the suburbs. 

Wettlaufer said blacks are more 
often turned down for mortgage 
loans In trying to purchase homes. 
She also claimed real estate agents 
"steer' minorities away from tradi­
tionally white suburbs. 

"Minority people are still discri­
minated against," Wettlaufer said, 
"Detroit is probably the most segre­
gated city in the nation." 

The charge of her agency is to 
build county understanding and 
support for fair housing, she said. 
The agency, which opened last 
year, focuses on blacks, helping 
them find affordable housing. 

To achieve higher IntegraUon, 
Wettlaufer said, Oakland County 
needs to change its philosophy on 
fair housing. 

"The county needs to take a post­
ure that is open and welcoming," 
she said.

Ion." The law is also adopted by the 
City of Novi as a local ordinance. 

Whether or not the object ob­
structs the driver's vision is a Judge­
ment call that would be up to the po­
lice ofilcer, said Novl Police Lieuten­
ant Tom Hesse. 

"The t>est thing is not to hang a11y-
thilng there at al l ." Hesse said. 

"Eve1y reason I pulled him over 
was legitimate." Whitfield said. "I pull 
people over for vision obstructions all 
the time. I pull thousands of people 
over." 

Whitfield added that he most often 
stops people driving cars with large, 
fuzzy dice or handcuffs hanging from 

the rearview mirror. 
According to a Jan. 21 . 1960 arti­

cle in the Pagcland. S.C. Progressioe 
Journal Blackwell was originally ar­
rested for the shooting death of 
17-year-old Robert James Shield. He 
was later convicted and sentenced to 
life. . 

Blackwell said he never knew 
Shield, and claims he is Innocent of 
the murder charge. He escaped from 
the South Carolina State PenitenU-
aiy in 1969 and eventually fled to Mi ­
chigan, where he marrieii, bought a 
house, held several Jobs and had two 
children. 

He has been arrested in Michigan 

twice before--in 1971 and In 1976— 
but then-governor William Mllllken's 
ofilce denied his extradition to South 
Carolina. Blackwell said he was al­
lowed to go free as long as he re­
mained i n the Stale of Michigan. The 
reasons remain unclear. 

Other than those arrests, he has 
lived in Mid l igan without Incident. 

Whitfield said Blackwell used a 
driver's license with his alias, Eddie 
Barnes. When he ran the license 
through the computer, the name 
came up as an alias, and he discov­
ered the Warrant. 

"He tried to lie at first." Whitfield 
said. "He said 'I'm not that man 

(Blackwell) and I don't know What 
you're talking about.' 

"But then he admitted he was that 
person, and he knew about the 
Warrant." 

Whitfield said he contacted South 
CaiDUna and they said they WouW 
extradite him, "and that's all I needed 
lo know. 

"When I pulled Mr. Barnes over. I 
didn't know he had a warrant for any­
thing. How woL11d I have known that? 
If he was clean. I probably would have 
ust Warned h i m and he would have 
jeen on his way," he said. 

"I was just t iylng to do my job." 
The Novl Police Department l ias 

received various traillc safety awards 
for number of Uckets issued for a d ty 
In Its size group. In 1989, Novl police 
issued more Uckets than any other 
city Ln its size group. Last year. Uiey 
were second place. 

"We stop a lot of cars and write a lot 
of Uckets," WhlUleld said, adding 
U1at in addlUon to vision obstru?-
Uons. he also pulls over a lot of people 
with defecUve equipment. ' 

Whitfield said Blackwell's accusa-
Uons of racism disturb him. 

"Of all the people he would point a 
finger at. Pm really the wrong guy. Fm 
really not that kind of person. 

He said he believes Blackwell Js 
t1ylng to claim racism in an attempt 
to shield himself from the consequ­
ences of his past. 

"It's a shame he has to use the 
color of his skin like that." he said. "I 
know he's upset, and I have nothlrig 
against the man. I don't eVen know 
him, except for when I pulled h im 
over."

If you're counting calories, watchingyour cholesterol 
or generally Just want to know for sure what goes into 
your food, eating out isn't the answer either. 

Besides, there's something vaguely adolescent abou t 
someone who still has someone else cooking all their 
meals for them. Makes you wonder i f t h ^ can dress 
themsehres, make thelr own beds or do thelr own laun­
diy as well. Is It a i ^ Wonder, then, that these people are 
still single? 

A number of singles turn to packaged and frozen din­
ners. Indeed, i f they ever bui ld a museum dedicated to 
slng}ehood, its biggest icons wi l l likelyJbe boxes of Hanl-

i.burgcr Helper.iKraft Macaroni & Cheese a i id Swanson 
Frozen Dtanel^. 

If you're using any of these wonders of modem culin-
aiy marketing, you Ve taken a good Aral step. Prepared 
food, however. Is neither an economical choice nor an 
entirely healthy one. For one thlrlg, you're paylngfor ad­
vertising, packaging and preparation. For another, you 
have to do a lot of label reading to And foods that hjave 
acceptable levels of sodium, cholesterol and processed 
sugar. 

But i f youVe already taken the steps to venture into 
the kitchen, why not take the next step and make your 
own? You know, even If you like Hamburger Helper, you 
can make your own faux version from spices you prob­
ably already have i n your cupboard, but never use. 

You Just have to approach the kitchen with a positive 
attitude. Now, I know the singles' view of cooking is 
probably tempered a long line of wrecked roasts and 
tmdercooked drtlmsticks. And after a l o i ^ , hard day at 
work, the sight ofthe stove makes you Want to dial 911 
ai1d ask them to deliver a pizza. 

To help you get started, here are some pointers and 
philosophies IVe l eaned i n ISycars or soof cooking for 
myself. Ju s t follow them, and you should have no prob­
lem surviving to the day when you will be cookiiig for 
two or more. 
BQUIPlfENT 

Ifyou're single, you probably thlrikyour best friend is 
aijyone who can fix you up with a date. 

Wrong. Your best firtend is the microwave (see related 
stoiy). If you don't have one, get one. Small models, ji13t 
right for single serving sizes, can be had for around 
$100. You'd be better off, though, to get one big enough 
to hold a 10-inch dl11ner plate. If you can store, reheat 
and eat leftovers all on the same plate, you save a lot of 
clean-up. 

Speedy defrosting is an important benefit of a micro­
wave, too. You can keep your meat in the freezer, and 
have It completely defrosted 1 imder 15 minutes. This 
feature comes in handy When dirmer plans change (like 
when you suddenly have a date).

After the food comes i n it must be rotated 
and stored pn^>eriy. Bveiything gets a date. 
The F.I.F.O. inventoiy method is adhered to: 
First b l . First O u t If this rule i s not ffdkiwed 
strictly the first out becomes throw out, fi:ir 
whk:h there is no excuse. That is literally 
throwing money away. 

The next step of the cycle is to cook the 
food. This Is the most fun. What can we do 
that i s new and exciting with what we have? 
Our burgers are great and require a degree of 
skill to cook them p n ^ t y . but it is the rest of 
the menu that stimulates outstanding 
team i n the kitchen. 

They have fun cooking because our 
kitchen Is much like a class room. There is a n 
opportunity to l e am on a daily basis. 

Last weekend we served a wonderful 
bouillabaisse. The lesson began with a de­
scription of the d ish . "A hearty fish stew or 
soup that can be served as a main course o r a 
complete meal.* A very simplistic dish, but 
intricate to cook. 

F i r s t a l l the fish must be butchered. Then 
the bones are made intoa flavorful fish stock, 
or fumet This isn't hard but it must be done 
correctly. 

Our stock turned out ck>udy so it had to be 

clarified. This Is a process of mixing raw egg 
whites, chopped herbs and leeks Into the 
cooled stock and bringl11g it slowly to a boU. 
A s the egg white coagulate thqr rise to the top 
of the stock and form a raft. Any ImpuriUes 
ar« t r a i ^ during the cooking and a clear 
stock Is obtained. The raft is carefully re­
moved and discarded. 

The stock is flavored With a saffron-Wine 
reduction. Saffron, the stigma ofthe saffron 
oDcus . is the most eqKnstve of all spices. 
Over 250,000 Uossoms are required to pro­
duce a mere pound of the dried threads. For-
tunate^^. saffron is strong and is added only 
by the pinch. The threadsyleld a characteris­
tic yellow color and withstand long cooking 
peiiods. 

Saffron is obligatory i n boullabalsse. Just 
the smell of the finished stock Is e n o u ^ . 
Rteh. opulent. 

Finally, to finish the dish off we portion the 

fish. Pieces of sole, bluefish. cod and solmon 
are poached and placed in a hot bowl. Mus­
sels and scallops top off the list of fresh sea-
food. Then the stock Is carcfulty poured over 
a l l . A dash of fresh herb completes the dish. 

Fresh croutons arc slatheird with a sinful 
hot red pepper and garhc spread (called 
roulllc) and served for dunking. It was dell-
clous. Better yet a great cooking lesson. 

Now. it becomes the waltstalTs Job to mer-
chandlse the special. We have 'show and tell" 
before each shift. The dish Is presented in all 
its gloiy and described thoroughly. The staff 
is quizzed. Then they taste so that they can 
describe It correctly. Even Michelle, who only 
likes fish and chips, is Impressed.

Many veget­
ables may be micro-steamed without added 
water, so water-soluble nublents (such as vita-
min C, Bvitimlns, and some minerals) don't get 
discarded with the cooking water. Compared 
with other cooking methods, mlcrowavlng is an 
excellent way to conserve nutrients. 

2. True. High ternpertatures can cause ani­
mal protehls to mutate Into carcinogenic com­
pounds called heterocyclic amines. The higher 
the temperature and the longer the exposure, 
the more of these compounds are produced. 
While scientists are stil unsure of the eflects of 
these carcinogens on the body, it may be that 
the quick-cooking microwave method Is 
healthier. (Always be sure that you cook meat 
to an internal temperature of 160 F.) 

3. False. fYessure will buUd up inside the 
shell resulting in an exploded scramble all over 
the inside ofyour oven. Even when poaching 
eggs, pierce the yolk with a toothpick to allow 
steam to escape. 

4. False. When possible, salt meats after 
mlcrowavlng. as salt can toughen meat. Undis­
solved salt sprinked on food's surface also 
tends to distort microwave patterns, resulting 
In uneven cooking. Stir salt into food, or allow it 
to dissolve in liquid before micfiowaving. 

5. True. That glass tray really does serve a 
purpose. It provides space between the food 

and the reflective floor of the oven, allowing 
microwaves to bounce up and penetrate foods 
grom below. The glass tray shoiold always be in 
place during microwave operation. 

6. False. Ills perfectly safe to open the door of 
your nllcrowave even when it is In use. Govern­
ment resUlctlons set strict limits on the level of 
energy inlcrowave ovens may emit, and as soon 
as the door is opened, microwave p1x)duction 
ceases. Keeping your oven clean Will ensure 
that the door closes and seals properly for con­
tinued safe operation. 

7. True. Paper plates are fine for quick re-
heating, but for prolonged mlcrowavlng, con­
tainers need to be able to withstand high temp-
eratures—even though containers themseh^es 
do not heat up during mlcrowavlng. Why? 
Foods high in sugar and/or fat (like bacon, can­
dles, etc.) become veiy hot veiy quickly in your 
microwave. Because veiy hot food wi l l conduct 
heat to its container, a truly "nUCTowave-safe" 
cooking untensU must be able to "take the 
heat." 

8. False. Microwave energy causes food's 
molecules to move, creating heat friction, and 
this Is what cooks your food. Frictlonal heat 
continues even after you remove food from the 
oven and recipes that call for 'standing time* 
take this into account. Microwaves penetrate 
foods only to a depth of three fourths to one and 
a half Inches. The center of a thick roast Is 
cooked by thermal conduction as outer heat 
travels Inward. 

Following are two recipes with which you 
can test your microwave know-how. 

Recipes In this column arc tested 625- to 
700-watt microwave ovens. 

Mic ro - t ip o f the week: 
Where do micorwaves come from? Micro­

waves are generated from a magnetron tube, 
usually located at the top ofthe oven. The tube 
converts electrical impulses Into mlcrowaVes 
which stimulate the heat friction that cooks 
your food.

And while you're shopping for ap­
pliances, think about Investing in a 
food processor. Even the most 
feature-laden models are uiider 
$100, and good ones can be had for a 
third of that. 

A food processor wUl save you 
scads of time that would otherwise be 
spent chopping vegetables and ban­
daging fingers. Want to have tacos for 
dlimer? In the time it takes you to 
brown the meat, you can have the let­
tuce and cheese shredded, the toma­
toes sliced and the onions and pep­
pers chopped. 

Good k111ves are a must. There's 
nothing more frustrating for a cook 
than a cheap knife that needs shar­
pening evety time you use it, so spare 
no expense. 

Don't cut comers on pots and 
pans, either. A good starter set 
should Include three or four sauce 
pans of differing sizes with lids, a big 
spaghetti pot, a lO-inch skillet, an 
omelette-size skUlet, a loaf pan. 
square and round casserole dishes, a 
muflln pan and a cookie sheet. Cas­
seroles and baking dishes should be 
microwave safe. For stove-top cook­
ing, aluminum conducts heat best, 
but make sure you get the heavy 
stuff. 

You'll need three or four mixing 
bowls of varying sizes, food turners 
(get more than one), serving spoons, 
slotted spoons, spatulas, tongs and 
some hot pads or oven mitts. 

Another trademark of the single 
person's kitchen is something fester­
ing and molding in the refrigerator. 
To halt this process, or at least con­
tain the smeUs, stock up on plastic 
storage containers. Clear ones are 
best so you can remember what's in­
side (or throw it out When you see it go 
bad). 

Containers that have rounded 
sides and bottoms WUl reheat food 
better in the microwave, but you may 
find them hard to stack. If space is a 
problem in your refrigerator, you 
may want to buy the squared-off Vari­
ety, and Just keep busy stirring When 
you microWaVe. 

CHOOSING T H E RIGHT RECIPES 

Frustration for the single cook can 
come from attempting to make the 
wrong foods. CaUlng up Mom and 

asking her to fax you a list of the re­
cipes she used to cook at home may 
not work. She was cooking for several 
people at each meal, .And the fact that 
she may not have been holding down 
a Job meant she could start a roast in 
the middle ofthe afternoon and cook 
it right. 

A single person has different 
needs. You need meals that have 
short lists of easy-to-find ingre­
dients. That makes for short prepa­
ration time, and saves you from run­
ning from store to store to find some­
thing Uke pickled fennel or rutabega 
chutney. 

Ifyou're getUng home from work at 
5:30 p.m., the ideal recipe is one that 
can be defrosted, cooked and on the 
table in an hour or less. No fancy 
techniques, thank you. After aU, who 
are you going to impress when you're 
eating alone? 

Quick clean-up is Important, so 
meals that you can cook aU in one 
pan or serve aU on one dish are a 
plus. Look for recipws that would 
taste good served OVer a Ijed of rice or 
pasta, Uke pepper steak, stir-fried 
chicken or beef stroganoff. 

Cooking meals ahead Is one thing 
that eveiy single probably Wishes he 
could do, but never gets around to It. 
Al l I can say Is keep t1ying until you 
find the self-discipUne to do it. Set 
aside a Weekend afternoon or evening 
to cook a lasagne, a casserole, a pot of 
spaghetU sauce, a pot of chill and a 
cake. Store them aU and you can get 
through the week primari ly by 
reheating. 

One final Word of advice: have fim 
In the kitchen. Singles who don't 
cook are either afraid of faUure or arc 
bored with what they can make, 
Lighten up. You're t iylng for subsis­
tence here, not the Cordon Bleu 
School. 

You can overcome the IxDredom by 
t1ying something different. Instead of 
putting that pepper steak over plain 
white rice, sample the nutty flavor of 
brown rice or the pasta-Uke texture of 
basmatl. When you make spaghetti 
sauce, try it on any of the dozens of 
different pastas out there, like tortel-
linl, tri-color rotini or those Utile wa­
gon wheels.
