Oaldand County's solid waste 
pnjgram Will be put to the test to­
morrow In Novl when voters help 
decide if the $500 million plan 
should bie funded. 

Accord ing to A n n Hobart , 
spokesperson for the county's solid 
waste management department, 
voter turnout is expected to tie light. 
She said she expects a close vote, 
but is optimistic funding will be ap­
proved despite cons iderab le 
opposition. 

"IVe been an optimist all along," 
Hobail said, "ffhe program) makes 
a lot of sense. It follows what the ci­
tizens want. 

"1 think it will pass i f people get 
out and Vote." 

If approved, the funds would b>e 
used to sell general obligation 
bonds. The bonds, theoretically, 
would be paid off by revenues 
generated from the system. 

Funds from the bond sale would 
tie used to acquire recycling pro­
cessing centers, compost facilities, 
household hazardous waste prog­
rams and landfill space. The bulk of 
the money for the program is for the 
waste-to-energy incinerator, which 
is estimated at nearly $300 million 

hy the county. 
Objections to the plan have cen 

tered around the incinerator, wl11ch 
would be placed i n Auburn Hills 
John Freeman, spokesperson of 
Taxpayers for a Clean Environ 
ment, a coalition of groups against 
the plan, said the incinerator would 
put harmful contaminants includ 
Ing mercury, lead and dioxlns into 
the air. 

"In the long run," Freeman sale 
"it would be healthier forourcounty 
and our people to refycle rather 
than incinerate." 

Novi Cltv Council endorsed the 
county plan earlier this year With 
only one disentlng vote. City Mana 
ger Ed Krlewall acltnowledged con 
cems about air contailllnants, but 
said he was confident the incinera 
tor would he safe. 

"I Uilnk there is probably room 
for i n c i n e r a t i o n in Oaklanc 
County," he said, "providing it 
meets a l l the envi ronmenta l 
questions." 

Hobart said the concerns about 
the incinerator may be unfounded 
The device, she said, would be con­
structed wi th state of the art safety 
equipment.

City Council and the Resource 
Recovely and Recycling Authority 
of Southwest Oakland County 
(RRRASOC) wiU decide the fate of 
Novfs rubbish. 

Neighborhoods are currently left 
to negotiate their own trash pick­
ups. But, all that wi l l change next 
fall when Novi goes to a city-wide 
coUection program. 

The city and authority will have 
to decide by then if they wish to par­
ticipate in the county's solid waste 
program or provide their own ser­
vices. According to City Manager Ed 
Krlewall, Novi's hands are tied unti l 
voters make a decision on the 
county plan tomorrow. 

"We can't make a decision until 
the county does." he said. 

Voters wil l be asked Tuesday to 
approve a bond issue for financing 
of the plan. The county wants $500 
million to construct an incinerator, 
recycling processing centers, com­
post facilities, household hazard­
ous waste programs and additional 
landfill space. 

RfiRASOC General Manager Le-
nora Jadun said it's likely the au­
thority wi l l not participate In the 
county plan if it's approved. She 

said the city's decision may come 
down to the bottom line. 

'It's a matter of economics," Ja­
dun said. "If we are more economi­
cal than the county, they will prob­
ably come here." 

The county has quoted a price of 
$65 per ton of garbage to b u m it in 
the proposed incinerator, she said. 
The autholty recently signed a 
10-year agreement to landfill in 
Salem Township with BFI for $33 
per ton, Jadun added. 

Unless Oakland County can 
come back with a better offer, "we 
probably will landfill" nonrecycl-
able waste, she said. 

RIRRASOC would also have the 
option of using the Detroit Incinera 
tor at a cheaper cost than the 
county service. The going rate is 
$45 per ton downtown, Jadun said. 

Kriewallsaid the city would likely 
follow the authority's lead. He said 
RRRASOC would provide a more 
"expedient" alternative than the 
county. 

"We're not real happy with the 
county," Krlewall said. 

The county's plan could be 
clouded by state action, he added. 

"We feel the state will move away 
from Incinerators and back to land­
fills," Krlewall said. "It could change 
the whole scenario."

Besides lining up contributions 
from supporters in private life and 
the business world, candidates typi­
cally dip into tlieir own resources to 
pay for all those tee shirts, flyers, di­
rect mail advertising and signs.

State laws provide for voter-
approved financing of these facili­
ties, which In No\1 would serve as 
headquarters for the American 
legion, AMVETS, Disabled Ameri­
can Veterans and the Marine 
Corps League. Other veterans 
groups are eligible to Join In. 

If this mlllage Is approved, an 
owner of a $100,000 would add a 
$14 charge to the current lax bil l , 
while a $150,000 householder 
would face another S2I in taxes. 
For a $200,000 home, the yearly 
rate would be S28. 

This would be an add-on to the 
current city property tax mlllage of 
10.6916. One ii l l l l equals one dol­
lar per each $ l ,000 of state equal­
ized Valuation of property — 
roughly 50 percent of the market 
Value. 

In addition. Oakland County 
wants voters to OK a $500 mUllon 
bond Issue to finance the Oakland 
County Solid Waste Management 
System, which Includes a waste-
lo-encrgy incinerator In Auburn 
Hills, a landnil in OrionTownship, 

and several materials recovel^' fa­
cilities. (See related story.) 

The waste program, to be fi­
nanced by user fees, will not lead 
to a property lax Increase. 

City Clerk Geny Stlpp said Fri­
day 525 absentee ballots have 
been sent out, slightly more than 
the 516 collected in the last city 
election in 1989. Stlpp estimates 
that 5,000 to 6,000 Voters will go 
to the polls Tuesday. 

"For a city election, that's fairly 
decent," she added. 

ANovlNews poll, conducted Via 
random telephone calls late last 
week, showed a down-to-lhe-wire 
race for City Council, and equally 
narrow margins ori tile two ballot 
issues (see accolllpailyiilg chart). 

While both the Veteran's Me­
morial Facility and the County 
Solid Waste Plan were favored to 
pass by 3-to-2 margllls, a third of 
the people sampled remained un­
decided on both issues. 

In the council race. Mason and 
Schmld were neck-and-neck for 
the lead, Canup was close laehlnd, 
slightly ahead of tlie incumbent 
Tolh.

• The Incinerator would be equipped with a ro-
iaUng furnace. Hobart said that type of furnace 
bums more materials more completely and eliml-
'nates higher amounts of dioxins. 
• All acid-gas scrubber would remove adds. Ho­
bart said lime Is sprayed to neutralize the acid in 
ihe burned materials. 
.• A "bag house" Is used to collect ail ash from the 
process, she added. The ash would then be trans­
ported to a monofiU, perhaps In Rochester Hills, 
'for disposal, Hobart said. 

Two portions of the county plan Would act to 
lower mercuiy emissions. 
' County commu11ltles thial sign up for the plan. 
18 of a total 61 so far. Would be required to partici­
pate in the household hazardous waste program. 
Hohiart said. That program requires home batte­
ries, the biggest contributor of mercuiy In 111ciner-
ator emissions, to be removed from trash. 

The Inchierator Itself, the spokesperson said, 
would be equipped With a new mercuiy collection 
device. Hobart said the device Would remove 
"99.99 percent" of mercuiy from emissions. 

Despite the protections, the Incinerator Would 
\x allowed to spit 4,000 pounds of mercury and 
other metals into the air per year. 

Freeman remains unconvinced of the safety of 
'the incinerator. He said the county should develop 

an extensive recycling program to reduce the solid 
waste stream into landfills. 

Oakland County hasn't "pushed" such a prog­
ram for pollUcal reasons, F1Teeman said. 

"Recycling Involves changing people's t)eha-
vlor," he said. "Politicians would raUier go the easy 
route." 

Recycling and Incineration are competing tech­
nologies. Freeman added. 

"If you push recycling you're taking aWay fuel 
for the Incinerator." he said. 'You really can't have 
both.' 

Freeman contends that as long as the county 
Includes an incinerator In Us plan, recycling Won't 
be stressed. In order for the Incinerator to b>e pro­
fitable, and repay bonds used to finance It, he said 
a steady supply of trash Is needed. 

The county generates aljout 3,700 tons of gar­
bage per day, according to Hobart. To operate tile 
incinerator cost efllclently. she said, a minimum of 
1,000 tons per day would need to be burned. Cur­
rently, enough communities have signed up to 
bum about 4(X) tons a day. 

Hobart disagrees wi th Freeman that recycling 
won't be stressed in the county plan. She said 50 
percent of waste Would hie recycled While 45 per­
cent would t)€ Incinerated. 

The end result of the program Would be a 95 
percent reduction in the amount of trash land-

filled. Hobart said she believes It's the best plan. 
'Absolutely. It provides us vdth a 20 year plan," 

she said. "It's a responsible plan. We believe It's the 
safest alternative for the amount of garbage we 
have." 

If the h)ond Issue Is approved, the Incinerator 
likely wouldn't be on-line until 1996. Recycling 
and other waste centers would be ready by thle end 
of 1993. Hobiart said. 

Midilgan Department of Natural Resources 
(DNR) would have to Issue a permit for the expan­
sion of the Orion Township landfill hiefore the prog­
ram could biegin. An air quality permit would also 
have to be Issued by the Air Pollution Control 
Commission (APCC). 

The DNR Is expected to grant the landfill expan­
sion permit. Hobart said it's unclear If the ATCC 
will grant the other. 

Each county must haVe a solid waste plan In 
place by state law. Hobart said the state deadline 
for haVlng the plan completed fell a year ago. The 
county Is now running against another deadline of 
having the plan Implemented i n two years or pos­
sibly haVlng the state impose Its own plan. 

Hobart said if voters reject the bond issue, the 
state wlU have to move quickly in a new direction. 

"If we can't Implement the plan," she said, "jt 
will have to be changed.

"The results of 
the latest Gallup pol l are in . It 
seems that 48 percent of the 
people were not home.

That idea was gibbering ar­
ound my brain as I helped con­
duct a telephone pol l for this 
paper last Thursday concern­
ing Tuesday's election. 

The task was simple. EVeiyone i n our ofilce Avas given a 
couple of different pages out of a NoVl phone dlrecto1yand 
told to get 10 or so responses to three questions: Who are 
you going to Vote for for NoVl City Council? How are you go­
ing to Vote on the Veteran's Memorial Facility bond? and 
how are you going to Vote on the Oakland County Solid 
Waste bond? 

Easy enough, r ight? Wrong. I t took 160 phone calls for 
me to get 10 responses. For a number of reasons, I nearly 
used up my two pages of Ds, Es and Fs try ing to get my 
share for the poU.

Humor brings 
recognition for 
Frog's Leap 

Most Wineries have a "founding" stoiy to tell. 
None Is more humorous than that of Frog's I^ap 
Whleiy. 

The Wlneiy's name, a taJtc-ofT on Callfomla's 
famous Stag's Leap Wine Cellars In the Napa Val­
ley, bespeaks the good humor of owners John Wil­
liams, his wife. Julie, and partner. Lany Turlcy. 

Wlnemaker John Williams details his story back 
to his family roots in New York State daiiy coun-
tiy. As a Cornell University sophomore majoring in 

j igr lcul ture , he ran out of money and accepted a 
Work/study program with an assignment in 
Hammondsport, N.Y., at the Taylor Wine Co. 

"Everything about wine was instantly appealing,' 
Williams said. "It was a perfect blend of my agri­
cultural Interests, family tradition and hlstoiy. My 
Work experience caused me to revise my major to 
an enology/agriculture degree." 

In 1975, during his senior year spring b i rak . 
Williams secured a $69 Greyhound Amcrlpass and 
visited Callfomla's Napa Valley for the first time. 

"The t r ip out look (We days." he recalls. "I 
plarmed to camp in Napa's Bothe State PsB-k, but 
it was ful l . I noticed an abandoned farmhouse 
across the road from the park and pitched my 
tent there for the night. 

"Early the next morning. I was awakened by the 
roar of a motonycle. My tent flap Was ripped open 
by this six foot, six inch man Who queried. "What 
the hell arc you doing on my propeiiy?"" 

The property owner was Lany Turley. a San 
Francisco physician Who had owned the parcel for 
only a Week. 

"In an attempt to appease his anger, I olTcned 
him some wine that I brought with me," Williams 
said. "I told hlm my story and this was the start 
of a friendship that led eVentuaily to Lany h>ecom-
ing my partner i n the Winery venture." 

Following graduation from Cornell, John en­
rolled in the U-C Davis enology program and took 
hls first winemaklng position in New York State. 
After three years, he moved back to California to 
become a wlnemaker at Spring Mountain 
Vineyards. 

On the side. Turlcy and Williams were making 
i ^ e m a d e Wine. "By l 9 S l , L a n ^ tiiaiited. to make 

'•'oS'iiiMi'Wim:, l ssdd, 'Go get a |l(!?nse| "HWillifiuns j | 
said. "He did Just that, then^annoiinced to me 
that We Were 50-50 partners." 

The partners raised the start-up capital by sell­
ing their motorcycles for $5,000 each. That year, 
they produced the Wlneiy's first 70O cases of wine. 
In 1988, WUIlams left Spring Moimtaln to become 
fuJl-tlme wlnemaker at Frog's Leap Wineiy. 

The humorous " f r o ^ label and motto, "Time's 
fun when you're havhng files" together with the 
word "rlbblt" Imprinted on each cork, brought im­
mediate attention to the wines. 

While well-placed humor continues to attract 
consumer enthusiasm. Frog's Leap Is seriously en­
gaged in organic grapegrowlng in its vineyards. 
The seven growers used as additional sources of 
fruit are also p1actlclng organic tech11lques, where 
among other specifications, composting has re­
placed oi^ganic fertilizer. 

Recentfy, Frog's Leap Winery was officially rec-
og1il2ed as a Callfonlla Certified Organic Fa1Tner.

Few people know what It's like to traVel long dis­
tances by train — to sleep in a sleeper car, watch the 
rails roll away from the observation dome or eat to the 
rumbling rythm of the steel wheels In the dining coach. 

Fewer still can remember a time whendolng all those 
things was the height of elegance. 

The speed and low cost of air travel may have robbed 
the trains of most of their romance, but the elegance stl l l 
remains thailks to the Michigan Star Clipper. 

The Star Clipper, which makes dinner departures 
several times a week from nearby Walled Lake, takes 
riders on a four-course, three-hour dining and enter­
tainment experience. Everything about the operation is 
first class. 

The train departs from the Coe Rail station at Pontlac 
TVail Just north of Maple Road, and makes its way west . 
toward Wlxom before reversing its course. The excur­
sion then continues east into West Bloomfleld Town­
ship where the tra in stops in the serenity of a bird sanc­
tuary alongside Woodpecker Lake before returning 
home to Walled Lake. 

Whether snow blankets the ground, or the leaves are 
turning, or summer's light allows you to toast the 
sunset. It's an enchanting ride and a diningaUnosphere 
that's unparalleled. 

The Star Clipper came to Walled Lake in August after 
operating In Paw Paw (near Kalamazoo) for two years. It 
Was then one of three Star Clippers around the country, 
and the trio had fallen into bankruptcy. 

Lany Coe, owner of the Coe I ^ l l Une, bought the M i ­
chigan Star Cl ipper—kitchen car, two dining cars, and 
all the accessories — bom its parent company, and 
t h r o u ^ the work of General Manager Jack Nell and 
Chef Chris Dewart, It has rolled into the black and blos­
somed into a success in less than two months. 

'It 's been quite an experience to get over, but it's tieen 
well worth it," says Dewart, who is also food and bever­
age manager for the train. "We're seelngincredlblydifTe-

rent groups of people now." 
Whereas the patrons In F^w Paw were primarily tour 

groups of senior citizens, riders In the Walled Lake loca­
tion run the gamut. 

'J never expected the train could be like this," Dewart 
says. "I thought it Would be real easy, and the diners 
would be real prf;dlctable. We do get our share of tour 
groups of seniors, but It could also be a tour group of 
people my age that like to party and Just don't want to 
have to drive home. It's neVer the same." 

He adds, "We haVe customers who could ride the 
train every day if they wanted to. But we also have peo­
ple who save all year to ride. .And we have people who 
come, not for the food or entertainment, but Just to ride 
the train." 

Some of the unique customers inclucled a newlywed 
couple who had eloped, and came aboard In tux and 
gown — and were greeted with applause from their fel­
low riders. M o t h e r recent guest was race car owner Ro­
ger Penske. 

Groups can even rent the whole car for an eVening 
p j r ty , or corporate groups can secure i t for a power 
lunch that literally has a captive audience. 

As one might expect, serving meals on a train pre­
sents certain challenges, the most obvious being space. 
The kitchen — like the dlr11ng cars, a 1956 ex-
Pennsylvania Railroad piece — is long, but extremely 
narrow. 

"It works very well," says Dewart, who helped custom 
design the kitchen for a staff of five on every departure. 

The size of the kitchen, and the fact that it ro11s down 
a set of rails at 8 to 12 mph, limits the menu to a prix-fixe 
selection of three entrees, which change monthly. 

We sampled Octolser's meals of Poached Salmon with 
crabcom cakes, and the Roast Pork Loin with apple 
cider glaze (Prime i?ib with au Jus and horseradish 
cream Is available year-round). Both meals delightful. 
The salmon was fresh and (Inn. and Its subtle. VelVety

The beginning of another great week has 
arrived. As time goes on things i n the re­
staurant seem to lie ^ i n g smoother. The 
Work is beco11ling a b i t more routine. It has 
been nice ffnrihe. I can spend more of my time 
Visiting with you. 

A h i ^ sdiool friend came in last weekend. 
What a treat to see her. She asked what I do 
in therestaiurant. Sinceit was abusy evening 
I osuldn't go into details (that would take 
hcnirs) so I replied that I expedite food. 

She thought that, as a chef, I cooked food. 
Well, I do but there are others that help with 
that. 

Laura and Pat are my sous chefs. They arc 
my right and left hands. Then there Is Theris 
aiidTom, the grill people; Chris, Rob and Joe 
at the saute station; T b t o and Ma1k: in the 
pantiy and Sue, Sarah. Dave. Chris and 
Maiko who hold together the back end doing 
prep and dishes. 

After ex{daining this the quesUons really 
started. What in the world is an cjqjedltor? 

And all those other tcrm3?"Doyou haVe your 
own langljage in the restaurant business?" 
she asked. 

I guess we do. Sous chef is an old. old 
French tenn mearling second to the chef. A 
sous chef assists with cooking, ordering, 
menu plaiining, scheduling h i r ing and fir­
ing. T h ^ do it all. It is a veiy respected posi­
tion and is a stepping stone to becoming a 
chef. 

H ie gr i l l , saute and pantiy people work on 
the "front line" versus the "back." Since our 
Idtchen is open t h ^ are actors on a stage. 
The props must be set before the curtain is 
raised. The pant1y is basically a cold food 
station. Salads, c d d appetizers, sandwiches 
come fimn this area. 

Next in line is the saute section. Most main 
entrees are prepared here. The word saute 
means to cook qirickly in a shallow, handled 
pan with the appropriate cooking medium. 
The medium may be clarified butter (butter 
w i th the milk solids removed), d ive oil, wine 

or stock. When i t is busy these people fly. 
The last staUon is the grill. .All burgers, 

fried foods and broiler items originate from 
here. This is not an easy spot to Work. The 
grill is big enough for 30 burgers and buns. It 
is almost always iuU. There are two fiycrs 
that work constantly with fries, wings, and 
calamari. 

During the week there arc three people on 
the line, on the weekends four. The line Itself 
takes three hours to "set-up" or get ready for 
business. 

During the course of a shift i t is re-stocked 
several times by the people doing prep. No­
thing would happen without the prep cooks. 
Tbxy peel huge quanUUes of onions and car­
rots daily. The celery cVen gets peeled to rid it 
of the strings. 

Cases of broccoli arc "broken dcjwn" to 
buds. The stems are peeled ans used for 
soup. Actually, In my opinion, the stems are 
better than buds. They are great raw. Almost 
sweet. 

Stocks are always simmering away on the 
back stove. A good veal stock takes many, 
many hours of tender loving care. The results 
are outstanding. We don't use any bases. The 
sauces are all derived from rich, llaVorflil 
stocks. The taste dlflcrence is Incredibly 
good. 

.All of the desserts are made "in the house" 
by Sue. The apple pie In phyllo is a Ixst seller 
and rightly so. Gra11ny Smiths are the apple 
of choice. Thanldully, we purchased a me-
cha1ilcal apple peeler biefore opening. What a 
neat gadget. A suction cup fastens It to the 
table and thirc-pronged, fork-like arm holds 
the apple. Crank the arm and the apple is 
peeled and sliced at the same time. 

The apples are mixed wi th sugar and spice 
and layered into individual phyllo shells and 
baked. They are great. 

Cases and cases of Romalne are prcpped 
for use In the Caesar salad. The salad spin­
ner Is not like the home variety. It resembles 
a washing machine on wheels. Plug It In, set 

the timer and Doita.'—diy lettuce. It Is one of 
my favorite toys. 

Caesar dressing Is prepared In huge am-
mounts. A 60-quart mixer was in the Idtcehn 
when we took over. It Is big enough to ride. A 
crane is needed to move it. But it sure Is a 
great time saver for mashed pxjtatocs and sa­
lad dressings. 

There Is a huge grating attachment that 
fits onto the front of this monster machine 
that is used to grate fresh parmesan and 
aslago cheeses. When grating cheese the 
ki tchen smells better than expensive 
perfume. 

On top of all this prepartoiy work — and I 
have Just touched on It — there are all the 
pots and pans and utensils that come with it. 
Someone must constantly wash so we can 
conUnue cooking. Thanks go to Dave, Chris 
and Marko. 

So anyway, what is an expcditor? Tune in 
next week.

Though he laughs When 
he admits It tastes a little like pizza, 
he also says it's been his most popu­
lar item in terms of passengers writ­
ing and asking for the recipe. 

Desseri, a mocha mousse with or­
ange cream sauce, was heavenly, but 
we also had a choice of an apricot tea 
or a specially ground vanilla-almond 
coffee. The coffee was enough to 
make us want to skip dessert, close 
our eyes and breathe its aroma all 
night long. 

Dewart, a graduate of the ac­
claimed culinary arts program at 
Grand Rapids Junior College, ex­
plains that his choices for the menu 
have to please a broad range of 
customers. 

"For finicky people, we can't go too 
wild," he says. "We could, but we hke 
to get the wide variety of people. I try 
to touch on a basis that people are fa­
miliar with, and then perhaps add an 
elegant sauce, or something like 
that." 

At S5O.20 per person ($65,20 If 
you choose entertainment as well), 
the Star Clipper ranks right up there 
with Southeast Michigan's more ex-
pensive eateries.

Zest, extracts, essences and flower waters all 
add a new flavor treat to "pep" up tired recipes. 
When looking for a new or different taste, t iy using 
some of these exotic flavorings. 

Zest is the colored, outermost layer of the sk.i11 
ofcitrus fruit. There are special zest graters, or use 
your own, being careful not to get the bitter white 
part or the flesh itself. 

Zest is the gratings of lemons, oranges, tanger­
ines aild limes. Use wi th a Ugllt touch, as they are 
flavor Intense because of the heavy oil concentra­
tion. Fold into tiaked items, stuflRngs, sauces, 
soups, meats or desserts after the major heatlngis 
over. Do tills as not to disturb the texture of the 
7.est. .Any citms zests can be used as a seasoning 
or replacement for salt. Ifyou prefer not to make 
your own, zest can tie purchased. 

Extracts and essences are derived from aroma-
Uc plant oils, from natural, or nonplant ingre­
dients and .synthetics combined in a laboratoiy. 
Pure extracts are made by dlstlQlng these essen­
tial oils and dissolving them in alcohol or a diluted 
alcohol base. Unlike extracts, flavorings are 
neither alcohol based nor derived from plants. In 
place of pure extracts, scientists have developed 
imitation and artificial flavorings. 

Imitation flavorings contain all or some non-
natural ingredients. For example an artlllcial but­
terscotch may contain natural or synthetic flavors 

but does not have a natural counterpart. Flavors 
such as maple or banana cannot be extracted by 
distillation. 

Extracts and essences Impart flavor without 
adding solids or excess liquids to a recipe. Add 
vanilla, almond, lemon and peppermint extracts 
or butter and rum flavorings to cakes, puddings, 
ice creams, custards, cookies and candies. In gen­
eral, one teaspoon of extract is enough to flavor 
one pint or one pound of food. Pure extracts give a 
truer, more concentrated flavor than the Imitation 
or artificial flavorings. 

Extracts and essences are highly volatile, they 
dissipate rapidly In the atmosphere, even more ra­
pidly in the presence of heat, As a result, they 
should be added to cool or cooling mixtures for 
maximum eflect. Extracts lose potency when ex­
posed to light and heat. If they are stored in a cool, 
dark place, they will keep lndeflnitely. 

Vanilla extract is prepared from VaalUa beans in 
an alcohol soluUon. For optimum vanilla flavor, 
add when foods are cooling. Imitation vanilla fla­
vors are synthetic flavors .They should not be used 
in products that are to be frozen since "ofl" flavors 
wfll develop. 

Flavor based essential oUs are oil-based flavors 
that do not evaporate during heating. EScamples 
are lemoii, orange and peppermint oils. Their fla­

vors aie stronger than those of extracts. To substi­
tute, use one-quarter teaspoon of an ofl for a teas­
poon of an extract. 

Orange flower water Is a highly perfumed clear 
liquid distilled from fresh orange blossoms. 
Middle Eastern cooks use it to scent rice dishes, 
puddings, cookies, cakes and pastries. The fra­
grance of orange llower water dissipates w i t h air 
and heat, add to cooked dishes when they are cool­
ing or cooled, Store in a cool dark place for several 
months but gradually It loses strength. 

Rose water Is also a highly perfumed clear liquid 
distilled from fragrant rose petals. A more concen­
trated form is rose essence. Rose water and rose 
essence are alcohol based and volatile, so add to 
cooling or cooled mixtures. Store In Ughtly closed 
bottle in a cool, dark place. Rose water is a popular 
flavoring in Middle Eastern cooking, added to or­
ange salads, rice puddings and custard filled pa­
stries. Rose essence is pfTeferred In India for a ver­
sion of ice cream. in a yogurt drink called "lassl." in 
sweet carrot pudding and in the syrup served wi th 
fried dessert dumplings. Delicate flower waters 
may be used more libierally In foods. 

Whether you're t1ying to pep up old recipes or 
Uy new ones, adding zest, extract, essences or 
flower water wfll definitely give them the gourmet 
touch.
