Was 
Issued a larger pair of uniform 
pants tliat Were supposed lo last 
through her entire pregnan(y. says 
her hustiand Mark. 

But the pants were so big tliat 
when she put on her gun belt, the 
weight caused them to fall down ar­
ound her ankles, he said. Whenever 
she pulled someone over on a trafllc 
stop, she had to hold t l iem up at the 
walst to keep them from falling 
down. 

"Basically, they let her go out 
looking like a clown, l ike a fool," he 
said, "like the Keystone Cops." 

"Of course, she came home d y ­
ing eveiy night." he sald. "She Wrote 
letters and wrote letters asking for 
neW i11ilfonns and they only gave 
them to her alter her sl11rt became 
so tight that she couldn't button It. 
and herT-slilrt Was st icking out. . . 
They gaVe her a couple of short-

sleeVed (uniform) shirts because 
the others Were too small , but When 
those got too small they told her to 
Wear long-sleeVed slilrts. That Was 
during 90-degree weather." 

That's Just one of the examples 
Deanna Hall, 26. claims of harass-
ment she has received at the Novl 
Police Department In cormectlon 
With her pregnancy. 

Hall, Who Is eight months pre­
gnant, has filed a sexual discrimi­
nation complaint wi th the Ekiual 
Employment Opportunity Com­
mission (EEOC). 

"We haven't fUed a11y lawsuit and 
at this time We're not looking for any 
monetary rcWards," Mark Hall said. 
"yjhat We really Want Is for her to 
liave light duty." 

"My opinion Is, obviously It's not 
good for the City of Novl to have a 
police ofllcer. eight months pre­
gnant, with her pants falling down, 
representing them. To me, lt looks 
like they Were tiylng to harass her 
Into quitting."

Hall filed a complaint with the 
Equal Employment Opportunity 
Commlsslon, Invitations to appear 
on "Tlie Oprah Winfrey Show." "A 
Current M a l r " and "The Mauiy Po-
vlch Show" liave been teleplioned to 
Karen Koester, the first Novl po­
licewoman to publicly protest the 
department's treatment of pre­
gnant employees.

Koester's turned down the offers 
to speak out on national television, 
her attorney Jami l AJchtar said 
Thursday. 

"We wi l l try our case i n the court 
oflaw and not in the court ofpubllc 
opinion," Akhtar said. 

TTiat l ime Will come soon. A Nov. 
26 trial date Ls scheduled before 
Oakland County C i rcu i t Court 
Judge Gene Schnelz. She is seeking 
i n excess of $40,000. 

Koester Med her lawsuit in 1988 
and updated it in August to include 
charges tl1at sexual harassment 
was used to hound her off the Job. 
She l ias accused the city and for­
mer police clilef Lee BeGole of Vio­
lating the Michigan Elliott-I.arsen 
a v l l l i gh ts Act and the Michigan 
Handlcappers' Civi l Rights Act 
when she Was ordered to take an 
unpaid leave of absence While 
pregnant. 

Koester returned to work after 
the birth ofher first chi ld. She filed 
the amended lawsuit contending

In 1990, Koester, pregnant With 
her second child, requested a re­
assignment from 1t)ad patrol to light 
duty on a crime prevention unit, 
backed by a doctoi's note saying 
she could Work a full-shlit. 

She was ordered to turn In a re­
quest for an unpa id leave of 
atjsence. 

Hall 's allegations of sexual dls-
cilmination will come in handy in 
Koester's case. Akhtar has just 
added her to thefr Witness list. 

But Koester and Hall aren't the 
only ones unhappy with the ctt/a 
refusal to assign "disabled" officers

On Thursday, a s i ­
phon was used to skim floati11gfuel 
off the top of the water. By Friday, 
rainy weather had stalled the clean­
up efTorts. Absorbent pads Were be­
ing used to soak up as much fuel as 
possible until the weather cleared. 

Lenaglian said that he e^qjected 
about 100 yards of soil would have 
to be removed from the site to com­
plete the cleanup. 

"Yeah, We're going to haVe quite a 
major excavation there," he said. He 
said it wil l take several Weeks t6} 
complete. 

The state Department of Natural 
Resources and Micl1lgan Depart­
ment of TYansportatlon wil l be re 
sponsible for the clefah-up Work, al 
though Lenaghan said the Novl Fire 
Department Would monitor the 
work. Novl fire olllclals met With 
representaUves ofthe DNR, MOOT 
and Marine Pollution to coordinate 
the effort. The state is now seeking 
permits needed to conduct the clea 
nup. Eventually, Lenaghan said he 
expects the state Will seek payment 
from M & L to cover the cost ofthe 
Work. 

At present, the spiUed fuel is con 
lined within the basin and the h i ^ 
way storm drains and ditches. Ttie 
chlefsaid he did not believe tlie fue^ 
would spread before the clean-up 
Work can be done.

A Nov. 19 protiate court hearing for the last 
testament of Novl milllo11alre Ruby Fuerst was 
recently rescheduled, after a second Will was 
Med Nov. 10. 

Written i n 1980, the first wlU listed among Its 
beneficiaries the City o fNov i and Novl schools, 
and Included a provision calling for senior citizen 
housing on the former Fuerst property. This do-
ci1ment has not yet Ijeen accepted by the Oak­
land County probate court. 

HoweVer, the Novl City Counci l could resur­
rect the Senior Citizen Housing Committee, in 
part due to the potential bequest. Paries and Re­
creation Director Dan DaVls said. 

"That was part of tlie reason. The wrill has 
some provision in (It) dealing With se111or citizen 
housing. It's really unclear ri^t now. Prelimin­
ary indications arc that (in) the Will that dates to 
1980, a good part ofthe estate was set aside for 
the city to bui ld a senior citizen housing com­

plex." Davis said. 
The second will could countermand this, he 

added. 
A few people who previously served o n the 

committee before it was disbanded In 1990 are 
getting together again. They Will ask the city 
council to formally reinstate the conunittee In 
the near future, Davis said. 

the appearance of the second testament 
means that a court hearing for the contested Will 
be set sometime in December, according to a 
court clerk. No details Were avaUable on the do­
cument by press time. 

Gary MacLean of Farmlngton Hills, Who 
served as Fuerst's attorney since 1970, submit­
ted the first Will. The original copy could not be 
found after a search through Fuerst's safety de­
posit box and possessions, but MacLean turmed 
In a carbon duplicate from his Mes to the court. 

In her flrst WIU, Fuerst, 91, listed the following 
parties as her hefrs, according to MacLean: the 
City of NoVl, Novi Community Schools, Rotaiy 
Club of Novl, Lions Club ofNovi, Plymouth resi­

dents Margaret GItre and Alice Dlneen, Mlcl11gan 
Cancer Foundation, Michigan Heart .Associa­
tion, Children's Leukemia Foundation ofMich i ­
gan, Leader Dogs for the Blind, the Lutheran 
School for the Deaf, National Cystic Fibrosis Re­
search Association, Salvation Army, American 
Lung Association and the American Kidney As­
sociation. .Also mentioned are Fuerst's deceased 
nephews, Mart in Woehl and WlUlam Woehl. 

No specific inheritances are mentioned in an 
application to probate court to receive this 
21-year-old wil l . Judge Bany Grant wi l l decide 
which will is the last wond. 

He wUl also rule on a petition from the Na­
tional Bank ofDetrolt, which is seeking to tie ap­
pointed as the personal representative of the 
estate. 

Fuerst died Sept. 20. She and her sister Iva 
once owned tlie land where the Novi High School, 
civic center, Ilbraiy and police station sit. Iva 
Fuerst left most of her estate to the city and 
schools. 

MacLean also wrote Fuerst's Will.

Deanna Hall, who works 12-hour 
shlits l n a slngle-offlcer police patrol 
car, has tieen dei11ed requests for a 
l|ght-duty assignment because of 
Novfs city policy against giving any 
light-duty assignments to disabled 
W o r k e r s , r e g a r d l e s s of t h e 
circumstances. 

She did not return phone calls on 
Thursday and FYlday. so Was un­
available for comment at press time. 
Her attorney. Deborah Bamo, said 
they have prepared no formal state­
ment at this time. 

Detective Frank Baratjas. presi­
dent of the Norvl police officer's union. 
Was out of town and miavailable for

Novi Police Chief Doug Shaeffer 
said he could not discuss the uniform 
issue, on advice ofthe city attorney. 
: While he conceded that Hall's 
Claim of having to hold up her pants 
while approaching carsdurlngtrafllc 
stops "Would certainly he embarrass­
ing." he Would not discuss Whether It 
posed a danger to her.

i "My Job as clilef of police here Is to 
cany out the policies of tlie city." he 
said. "The police department is not 
autonomous. My boss Is the assis­

tant city manager and the city 
manager. 

"This ls not an issue of my per­
sonal standards and feelings." he 
said. "We have a policy in effect — a 
conscious policy tliat Was estab­
lished and debated — and 1 am left 
With the task ofenfo1TCl1ig it or apply­
ing it. 

' I have made eVeiy effort to accom -
modate Deanna Hall's needs," he 
added. 

Shaeffer Was the deputy chief of 
police In Oklahoma City biefore com-
l11g lo Novl l n July. He said Oklahoma 
City's pol l iy Was to gIVe light duty 
assignments. 

Assistant City Manager Craig 
WaVer e^qjlalned that state law and 
EEOC policies require that pre­
gnancy must be treated as any other 
non-duty disability. 

"The only way you can accon1mo-
date a pregnant employee is tf you 
Jiave a l i ^ t - d u t y policy for all em­
ployees," he sald. 

Waver sald the city lias no light-
duty policy because "we don't feel it Is 
appropriate for the city to assume re­
sponsibility for the employees 24 
hours a day, seven days a week. 

"If an employee gets Injured play­
ing sports o n the Weekend, and Is re­
stricted to a desk Job, he could be do­
ing a clerical Job tliat Would pay. 
maybe, $20,000 a year While We're 
sti l l paying h im as a police officer at 
$35,000 a year." 

Waver sald he has consulted seV­
eral other communltles about their 
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light-duty policy, and found tliat 
many are considering a policy like 
Novl's. Which Was InsUtuted ln 1982. 

WaVer sald he belleVes public 
opinion Would support a change in 
the EEOC and state rulings about 
treatment of pregnant employees. 

"Most people would agree that pre­
gnancy should be treatod as a sepa­
rate categoty. but it's currently not 
possible by law." 

Before coming to the Novl Police 
Department approximately three 
years ago, Deanna Hall Worked for 
the Detroit Police Department where 
there is a light-duty poliqr. 

WaVer said tlie d t y is 'obVlously 
concerned" about liability that could 
result fixim any work-iielated danger 
to Hall's pregnancy. 

'But Is it more of a concern than 
the IndlVldual ofllcei?" he asked. 
" O b V l o u s l y , p o l i c e W o r k Is 
hazardous. 

'We are certainly sympathetic. 
certal1ily concerned, but there are 
options she can take," he said. 

Hall's options are to use sick time 
or Vacation time or take an unpaid 
leave of absence. If she Were to take 
an unpaid leaVe ofabsence she Would 
be guaranteed her Job back when she 
returned, but she Would lose her 
medical Insurance and pther 1>erieflite 
as well as her paycheck diirlri'g the 
leaVe. 

Employees In Novl Who are Injured 
While on duty are required to take a 
leave ofabsence and collect Worker's 
comoensatlon.

"disability." A male colleague says he 
was pushed off the police fort* after 
an on-the-job Injury. 

Former policeman WHllam Char­
les, a 15-year Veteran, suffered two 
inoperable ruptured disks In l i ls 
back In 1987 While on duty. Charies 
says ti l ls occured at a mandato1y 
montl i ly target practice at a shooting 
range. He had no prior back prob­
lems, he added. 

"I Was tn a crouched poslUon. I 
Went to stand up and I couldn't," 
Charles sald in a telephone IntervlcW 
from li ls room In Botsford Hospital. 
Where he is undergoing treatment for 
an unrelated condition. 

He returned to work, but the pain 
became so intense tliat lils doctor 
prescribed a medical leave in Nov. 
1988. Eight months later, the city 
sent l i lm Its own doctor for an 
examination. 

Charles had ahvays assumed he'd 
be returning to Work. The city's doc­
tor said otherwise. 

He volunteered for any light duty. 
Hearing the department Was short on 
dispatchers, Charles offered to do 
that. 

Instead, he was placed on Work­
man's compensation. 

"I Was told it (light duty) wasn't a 
topic for discussion. The treatment I 
got from tlie city Was silence. The city 
Ignored me. They didn't retire mc: 
they didn't do anytlilng. I've been In 
Umbo for three years." he said. 

T o me. It's a Waste of an emplcyee 
Willi 15 years'experience.. . I th ink 
l t all bolls down to liability. Tlley don't 
want to spend any money. I told the 
ass is tant city manager I'd do 
a ly t l i lng ." 

However. Asslstant City Ma1iager 
Cralg Waver said that Charles did In­
deed retire from the police force dur ­
ing tlie city's retirement window per­
iod last su1nmer, in which city em­
ployees could retire w i th addltlo11al 
benefits. 

"We got some criticism lnnot doing 
more for Bill , but We did petition the 
retirement board to (cliange a rule in 
the retirement Window saying disa­
bil i ty retirement did not qualify) so lie 
could retire and receive the addi­
tional pay," Waver said. 

Waver said Cliarles could not he 
assigned to light-duty assignments 
because ofthe same policy that keeps 
Hall and Koester from light-duty as­
signments.^ City polity, , a? well as 
state la«ramd Equal Einployment Op-
p o r t u n l t y Commiss ion (EEOC) 
guidelines, require tl iat male and fe­
male employees receive equal treat­
ment in the case ofdlsabillty policies, 
and pregnancy Is treated as a tem-
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J a c o b s o n s 

poraiy disability. 
"It's realty a legislative issue," said 

Waver, who explained that Novl's 
policy ls to give no light duty assign­
ments for (Ssabled employees. Em­
ployees injured on the Job are re­
quired to take a leave of absence with 
worker's compensation. 

Waver added tliat Charles' case is 
a "Whole different Issue" from cases of 
the pregnant female olIlcelTS. or any 
other officer suffering from a non-
duty related InJuiy. 

"It's a Whole different set of cir­
cumstances." he said. ' In the case of 
an on-the-job injuty. Worker's com­
pensation Will pay about 95 percent 
of the employee's original salary, so 
there ls no financial liandship." 

Pregnant employees or those suf­
fering from non-duty related injuries 
must use thefr sick or vacation time, 
or take an unpaid leave of absence. 
An unpaid leave of absence would 
eventually lead to loss of medical or 
other employee benefits. 

Novl's no-light-duty policy, which 
began In 1982. applies to all city em­
ployees, but 'the difference I s — a n d 
tllis is a bone of contention amo11g 
employees — that pltyslcal demands 
vaiy betWeen different Jobs." Waver 
said. 

Akhtar says he's documented two 
cases where police personnel with 
temporaty disablliUes Were allowed 
to stay on the Job. Former Deputy Po­
lice Clilef Richard Faulkner came to 
work With cast on his leg. .Akhtar 
said, and another male officer was re­
assigned to the auto recovery u1ilt af­
ter a foot operation requlrlrig l11m to 
wear an orthopedic shoe. 

The attorney said that Hall's de­
scription of her recent treatment 
seemed to showa slight improvement 
In the department's policy towards 
unfforms for pregnant police. 

Koester c h a r t s she felt humil ­
iated When she Was forced to Wear l l l -
flttlng uniforms and a gun belt wl1ile 
pregriant. 

"Karen requested they give her ex­
panding Waist imlform pants, With 
elastic panels set it and a shoulder 
holster." Akhtar sald. 

"The department told her she 
could not do that. They are now al­
lowing Ms. Hall to do tliat. The new 
chief (Doug Shaeffer) has ordered it 
over the objection of the cominand 
olficers. 

"They said it would consUtute a 
safety problem to wear that type of 
mifform." 

Akhtar said he learned tlils during 
a deposition he took Nov 13 In cotB-t 
from Lt. Thomas Hesse ofthe Novl Po­
lice Department. 

Charles agreed Wllh Hall's argu­
ment that pregnant cops don't belong 
on solo road patrol. Her applications 
for light duty were also denied by the 
department. 

"You get a police ofllcer Who's prcr 
gnant and doesn't want to risk a child 
by going Into a fight. Wliat clerk ln 
parks and recreation risks a flghtl* 
The city Won't recognize that. "Ihcfr 
attitude is they'll saVe some money. 
They don't care about thefr employ­
ees." Charles said. 

As he sees it light duty shoirld Ixf 
an option both for pregrlant and dis­
abled police ofllcers — especially for 
Work-related lnjiules. 

"Police Work ls a little different 
than sitting in a city manager's office. 
Ninety percent of the pollce depart­
ments in the U.S have light duty for 
ofllcers and firemen," Charles said. 

"The City Manager Edward Kriew­
all had an operation o n tils leg and 
the citywent out of its way to make it 
convenient for l i lm to come back to 
work." 

Waver said Kriewall chose to use 
lils personal time to return to Work o\\^ 
a part-time basis for "about a Week o r * 
so" following his leg surgery, and tliatX 
an employee's choice to use pelsonaW 
time in tl lat marmer is allowed undef* 
city policy.

Up lo a miUlon barrels of crude oil 
may He In the rocky crevices far be­
neath a N o r t h v i l l e T o w n s h i p 
subdivision. 

The TYavcrse Clly-based Southern 
Michigan Oil Company (SOMOCO) 
wants to dri l l a well on nearby state 
property and harvest the potential 
field ofblack gold, and is encouraging 
local residents to Join In the boimty. 

The same Qrm la suing the City of 
Novi for the permits needed to dr i l l a 
quarter-mile west of Echo Valley Es­
tates sulxllvlsion onTen Mile Road. A 
public hearing on the dril l ing permit 
Is scheduled for Wednesday before 
the Novl City Council. 

Novi's attorneys were granted this 
additional hearing by the Oakland 
County Circuit Court, after the city's 
Zoning Board of Appeals overttuned 
a city council denial of land use 
variances. 

Some Northville Township resi­
dents reiterate concerned voiced by 
Echo Valley homeowners about ad-
Verse enVlronmental Impact from ad­
ditional oll-drll l ing sites. They won­
der If SOMOCO's claims of possible 
riches are true. 

A SOMOCO rcpresentaUVe In late 
October contacted 10 homeowners In 
a live-acre area In the Hl^1land Lakes 
subdivision. Homeowners on Upland 
Court, Granite Court, and southern 
Scenic Harbour were asked to sign 
lease agreements trai1sferring gas 
and oU rights to SOMOCO. 

In exchange, the homeoWne13 
were promised royalties that SO­
MOCO Vlce-PresWent Gary Cotts-
chalk said could run Into the six-
figure range. 

"These folks. It's in thelrbcst Inter­
ests," Gottschalk said. "If we drill the 
well, they wi l l receive rfjyaltles. We're 
talking hundreds of thousands of 
dollars i n royalty revenues." 

Highland Lakes homeowners such 
as Dale Long are apprehensive about 
the sudden visit from SOMOCO 
brokers and presently are refusing to 
sign the oil lease. 

"I don't want lo sign It unt i l I know 
exactly what's going on," said Long, 
who lives on Upland Court. "I Want lo 
do What's best (envlronmentall)^ for 
the townslilp, but al the same time, If 
It's profitable for eveiybody. . . " 

SOMOCO currently operates two 
oil wells on nearby Northville Reg­
ional Pisychlatric Hospital property. A 
third Well would be placed adjacent lo 
the existing wells, Gottschalk said. 

No wells are proposed for the H l ^ -
land Lakes area, based on terms of 
the lease agreement, 

Gottschalk said SOMOCO be­
lieves an expansive oU field — esti­
mated at between 500,000 and a mil­
lion barrels — covers a sprawling 
area from state property north to the 
Highland Lakes area. 

"Tliere's a 50-50 chance ofa reser­
voir north of (Seven Mile)." Gotts­
chalk said. 

To tap the potential new oilfield, 
SOMOCO must obtain signed leases 
from the owners ofa 40-acre blfxdc of 
land covering the oil field. Long and 
his neighbors fall Within the north­
eastern portion of that 40 acres and 
arc the lone holdouts, Gottschalk 
said. 

•Thirty-five of the 40 acres are al­
ready under lease," he said. "Four or 
five of the 10 lots have agreed (lo sign 
the oil lease)." 

Many of those balking at the ofier 
have turned to attorneys for advice. 
Long said. Others are listening to re-
sklents suchas Carol Andrlkkfes and 
Zo ChlsneU, outspoken critics ofoU 
dri l l ing operations In NorthviUe 
Township. 

"Our concern Is that they're com­
ing Into densely populated areas," 
ChlsneU said. "People should be 
concerned." 

ChlsneU and Andrikldes wony ab­

out possible oll-drtlll11g mishaps that 
coLlld damage the environment. The 
sight, sound and smell of oil wells 
also pose problems for residents, 
they said. 

Local government officials have al­
most no voice In oil-dril l ing Issues, 
lownship Manager Richard Hemilng-
sen said. The slate Department of 
Natural Resources issues drill ing 
permits and has agreed to alert town­
ships 10 days prior to letting permits, 
he said, but the slate has a Vested i n ­
terest In any dril l ing plans, especially 
on property it owns. 

TTic stale earns thousands of dol­
lars In royalties a11d perks from the 
working wells on NorthVille Regional 
property, SOMOCO's Gottschalk 
said. The stale could earn "in excess 
of at least $3 million" I fa third well on 
hospllal property bore fruit, he said. 

Bui that reVenue potential does 
not appease slate Rep. Georglna 
Goss, R-NorthvUle, who opposed oU 
dril l ing here While serving as town­
ship supervisor.

"I believe that another ofi well 
Would not be In the best Interest of 
the townslilp." Goss said. "I'm hope­
ful that the residents wlU not sign the 
leases." 

Goss said she held "serious con-
cems" about potential grounflwalcr 
contamination from oil wells. She 
said she Would speak with DNR ofD-
clals concerning the possible third 
Well on state hospital property. 

Gottschalk claimed to be mystified 
by opponents of the dri l l ing plans. 
The community actually could bene­
fit fi-om an additional well, he said. 

"Another Well speeds up the recov­
ery (ofcrude ofi)," he said, "What this 
does Is It enables us lo reduce by 40 
penxnt the cunount o f (piunplng) 
time. II aUows us to get In and out," 

SOMOCO would Uke to drlU next 
spring, Gottschalk said. The firm first 
has to gain approval from Northville 
Regional, the state Department of 
Menial Heallh. and the DNR Those 
steps arc not viewed as major hur­
dles, he said.

Recycling 'user fees' 
must be based on use 

Mandatory recycUng to he paid for 
through a "user fee," wlIlch has to be 
paid whether you use the system or 
not. . .It Is an Interesting concept. And lt 
is one wl l lch raises a number of netUe-
some issues. 

It may also l>e the way trash collec­
tion will be conducted i n Novi in the near 
future. Novl City Counci l Voted recently 
to approVe a city-wide trash hauling con­
tract with Duncan Disposal of South 
Lyon. Duncan is to provide trash collec­
tion and hauling, recycling, household 
hazardous waste disposal, composting 
and curbslde pick up Of large items. 

The counc i l also approved the 
"mandatory user fee" concept as the 
means of paying for contract. Depending 
on whether Novl city attorney David 
Pried determines that the method is 
legal, it could go into effect next Ju ly . 

The "mandatory user fee" system is 
the method recommended by the Re-
sotu-ce Recovery and Recycling Author­
ity of Sou thwes t O a k l a n d Coun ty 
(RRRASOC), of which Novi is a member, 
It Is already In use i n several other com­
munities served hy i y ? R A S O C , namely 
Farmington and Farmington l i l l l s . 

But it i s also the method that has 
elicited some legal sabre rattling from 
Taxpayer's Uni ted. Patriclc Anderson, di­
rector of that tax reform advocacy group, 
claims the "mandatory user fee" is actu­
ally a tax, and therefore i t must first be 
iapprovefl by VotCTs or l t "Will V i o l ^ g ^ ^ ^ 
i l 9 7 8 Heai lee Amendmlint to the M c l i i -
gan Constitution. That is why council 
made its approVal contingent on FYled's 
review. 

Although it certainly seems that 
Anderson is raising a very legitimate 
point, it is too soon to make any conclu­
sions about the legality of the mandatory 
user fees. Fr ied has not completed his 
work, ln any case, a final determination 
may have to be made by the courts. 

But legality aside, we question 
whether the "mandatory user fee" is the 
best way to arrange for payment. To our 
minds, coimci l needs to giVe tlils aspect 
of the contract more throught. 

The m a i n question we would l ike to 
see council consider is what purpose the 
user fee is , what it is Intended to accom­
plish. We see four possible goals. 

• To pay for the system. Obviously, the 
fees must do that. This would also seem 
to be the simplest aspect, and the fees 
and their amounts could be arranged i n 
any number of ways to accomplish this. 

• To encoi-R-age homeowners to reduce 
their waste output. The haul ing contract 
Is being set u p as a response to the waste 
crisis, a part of the waste management 
plan Novl joined R i ^ l A S O C to establish. 
As a part of that plan, the dty should 
have a component designed to encour­
age homeowners to reduce their waste. 

B T o e n c o u r a g e p r o p e r , 
enVlronmentally-sound use of the sys­
tem . .Again, i f the goal of the program Is to

landfills to eaise the waste crisis, users 
should be flnandaUy rewarded for prop­
erly worJdng with the system. .As they re-
qrcle and compost, their t rash output 
should go down. 

This of course implies a n eVen more 
comphcated b i l l i n g procedure, one 
which would split the fees so that diffe­
rent amounts are paid for recycling/ 
composting and for trash collection, with 
higher fees for trasll collection and 
homeowners getting d i sco i I n t s when 
they recycle or compost. 

(lt should be noted that tlils would 
resolVe the quest ion Anderson has 
raised, l f fees were based on output, 
those who do not use the system would 
pay notlilng.) 

We recogni:2e that t l l is creates a 
number of possible administrative dl l l l -
cultles In terms of bookkeeping, billing 
and recording individual homeowners' 
t rash output. B u t with some creative 
thought, there may be some easy ways to 
devise a system. 

l n any case, more thought about 
how the fees should be assessed is war­
ranted, not only to meet the goals the 
waste management system should have, 
but also to avoid having the fee structure 
embroiled i n a legal battle which might 
only serve to delay the launching of a 
needed and overdue program.

Ti l l s goal Implies a user fee system 
wl i ich — rather than assessing a flat 
yearly fee for a l l services — would be 
based on the amount of t rash homeow­
ners put out to the curb each week. 
Jlomeowners could then tr im their trash 
col lect ion costs by t r i m m i n g their 
oiJtput. 

• To make sure the costs of the system 
are pa id proportionally by the heaviest 
users.

Ixical TV neWs uses some other bizarre tacdcs that leave 
me scratching m y head.

Also on m y l ist of a waste of gcxxl oxygen Is when the 
anchor qu Izzes the reporter at the scene. BUI Bonds pract i -
cally mocks live reporters when he poses ludicrous ques­
t ions from his anchor desk. B u t God help us, even Amyre 
Makupson Is do ing It 1iow on the Channel 50 broadcasts — 
a n d hers was a newscast that I considered journal ist ical ly 
sound. 

Speaking as a Journalist. I can tell you that In some In­
stances, Bonds knows hietter than to be asking some of the 
questions he's asking. 

I honestly hope people get fed up w i th the trash on Ete-
t ro l tTV news a n d stay away In droves. Now that would be a 
s to iy wor th covering.

Discovering 
the pleasures 
of port wine 

Port Is big, round. M-bodled, sweet and Won­
derful. A glass of port acxompanylng dessert or 
served as the dessert course Is an exceptional 
treat. 

Vintage port ls tlie greatest among ports, gets a 
great deal of hype, represents Just 2 percent of 
the total annual production and Is expcnslVe. Not 
to Wony, lt Is possible to enjoy good port on a 
ITgular basis, rather than Just special occasions, 
once you leam that not all port Is vintage and 

' expensive. 
Port Is dlVlded Into two categories: Wood port 

and vintage port. The former Is aged In Wood and 
the latter In the bottle. Vintage ports are produced 
only In excellent years, b l e s s ^ With perfect 
weather conditions. These conditions occur an 
average of tl1rec times each decade. 

The decision to "declare" a Vintage Is made by 
the slilpper With the approVal of the Institute do 
Vlnho do Porto. Vintage port Is always blended 
from Wines of the best Vineyards, grown In a 
single year of recognized qiiallty, and has 
exceptlonal aroma and taste cllaracteristlcs. 

Vintage port ages 2 to 2'A years In cask; the 
remainder of Its life Is spent sknVJy aging ln a 
black-glass bottle fi:>r at least 10 and frequently up 
to 30 years. Vintage port throws a heavy crust In 
the bottle and therefore must bie set upright for 
24 hours and cair ful ly decanted lx;fore serving. 

Most consilmers decide to buy port on Friday 
aud open the tiottle Saturday. This Is exactly why 
i t Is Important to learn something about Wood 
ports. Which are ready to drlr1k When 1x)ught. 
There a1T no concerns about Vintage, age, 
decanting or the like, and the price Is much more 
reasonable. 

Wood ports are dlVlded by type Into ruby, 
tawny (produced from red grapes), and White. Fcr--
mentation Is halted by addition of brandy, yielding 
a sweet Wine With 19 to 20 percent alcohol. Young 
red port Is a deep-purple color. It gradually turns 
ruby (red), then takes on broWn hues and eventu­
ally becomes tawny (brown or dark amber). Port 
gains flaVors and dlrninlshes In liody and color as 
It ages. It throws a crust In the cask rather than 
the bottle. 

Tawny ports are lighter, more delicate and ar-
^-HonisUCf^and.ijjope expenslVe than ruby ports due 

to exiendeiJ"aging In cask. This aging produces a 
tawny color and a woody, nutty flavor. Better 
tawny ports haVe an average age stated on the 
label. The older Wines deVelop a paler color, lighter 
Iwdy, and carmcltzed character that Is partici i larly 
attractlVc. 

Vlntage-character ports are fuUer-bodled, melloW 
rubles, blended from Wines of bettcr-than-average 
years. They have some of the characteristics of 
vintage ports but haVe been aged in Wood, rather 
than In the bottle, for four to flVc years. The 
increased quality of Vintage cliaracter ports Is de­
pendent on the vineyard and year, rather than on 
age. 

The d i fBcul^ for the consumer Is Identifying 
these Wines on the merchant's shelf. E^ch shipper 
uses a "slgnatvire" 11ame because this type of port 
Is not strictly defined as Is vintage port. 

Late-lMttldid vintage ports arc produced from a 
single, quality harvest, and must exhibit standards 
established by the IVP. They are asked ln cask 
four to six years and thus have an aged quality 
compared to Vintage ports because they mature 
faster In cask than in the bottle. These Wines arc 
m u c h easier to Identify biecause the label must 
say Late Bottled Vintage and Include both the Vln-
tage year and the bottling date. 

An opened bottie of port maintains Its taste 
characteristics perfectfy for up to a month.

Holiday Harvest 
F o o d b a n k s r e a d y f o r t o u g l i w i n t e r

Thanksgiving Is a time to count 
our blessings as we gather an jund a 
festive table. 

In the spirit of the coming holiday, 
then. It seems appropriate then that 
We pause to rememtier that not 
eVetyone has a festive table to gather 
around. For the poor and the needy, 
there are sixdal service orga111za tlons 
that can step in aild lend a hand, and 
assure that eveiyone who needs i t 
has food — at the holidays or a11y 
other time of the year. 

In Northville, the community food 
bank is located at Civic Concera In 
the Scout Building on West Cady 
Street. There. Workers gather food 
from a number of diflerent sources 

"All of It is donated," said Pl^ l l ls 
Efy. co-coordinator of the program. 
"It comes from chiirches, schools and 
individuals. Mostly When jjeople con­
tribute on an Individual basis, they 
contr ibute money. Occasionally 
they'll drop offa bag offood, but most 

people don't know they can do that— 
Just drop off some food." 

Cash donations can be used to de­
fray costs, and also to fill In foods that 
aren't obtained through donations. 
The stockpiled food Is Sien packaged 
In grocery bags for distribution to 
needy people In Northville and the 
sunroundlrig communities. 

•We make up a menu, and t iy to 
give them a balanced sack of groce­
ries," sald Ely. "We give them cereal, 
fruit. Vegetables, peanut butter and 
meat. If we have It. We also 11ave a few 
of what We call "goodie" items, like a 
large can of Jam or Jelly or a sack of 
cookies." 

Despite the economic downturn 
an(i rising unemployment of recent 
months, Clvic Concern has a falrty 
gcxid stockpile In Its "cubtiyhole," the 
group's storage room which has a 
inunchkln-slze, flVe-foot ceiling. 

Contraiy to popular belief, the 
most dlfBcult time for food banks Is 
not the holiday season. According to 
Gary Gonya of the Gleaner's Food 
Bank In Detroit, holidays usualfy 

find food banks well stocked. 
"People are more generous this 

time of year than normal," he said. 
T h e food bank ends up storing a lot 
of food. It's the end of the fiscal year 
for the food companies, so we get 
Items from them clea111ng out Ware­
houses of material." 

A t ClVlc Concern, and at the 
Gleaners Food Bank, the lean times 
come In Februa1y, March and April . 
It's tax time, and do11atlo11s slow as 
peoples' generosity fades. 

"People don't think of playl11g 
Santa Claus in April; they th ink of it 
at Christmastime," said Gonya. 

Marlene Kunz, director of ClVlc 
Concern, pointed out, howeVer, that 
despite a weakened economy, there's 
onty tieen a slight increase In need for 
the group's service. 

"We haven't noticed It too much 
yet, but we're kind of expecting that 
there Will be more," said Kunz. "We 
have had an Increase. It's slow, but It 
is increasing. It has increaed less

On Sunday, Achllll Blanchl, the maltre 
d', or front-of-the-house manager at Too 
Chez came in to visit, and told o fh is recent 
tr ip to Italy. My first question was. "HoW 
was the food?" 

"Simple and perfect." was his reply. His 
uncle owns a small restaurant in Milan 
that serves food family style. "Eve1ythlng 
was uncomplicated and unpretentious. 
The flavors Were exemplary." 

What Was 111s favorite? The rich.Vlscous 
polenta. Polenta Is simply corn meal, 
cooked the same Way as cream of wheal. 
Water Is brought to a simmer, and the 
commeal added In a stream While stirr ing 
constantly. It should have the consistency 
of cooked cream of Wheat. At this time 
other Ingredients may be added. 

The polenta may be flr11shed In the oven. 
A deLdous and healthful dish Is to layer 
Vegetables and polenta and bake hkc la­
sagna. With a salad, the meal Is Very com­
plete. It lsVciy elemental food, but wonder­
ful I f prepared properly. 

We served the recipe following w i t h a 
mixed grill of fresh snapper, grouper and 
r11ahl-mahl. Hopefully we would pass 
Achllll's Uncle's e3q)crtlse. 

POLENTA. MILAN STTIE 

V/i quarts cold Water 
VA cups c o m meal 
1 tablespoon chopped garlic 
l tablespoon chopf)ed shallot 
salt and pepper to taste 
1 tablespoon fresh chopped rosemary 
1 teaspoon fresh chopped thyme 
1 cup aslago or parmesan 
sliced tomatoes or grilled onions 

Bring the Water to a simmer. SloWly add the 
cornmeal while stirring constantty. Add the rest of 
the Ingredients. 

OH a deep casserole and layer halfofthe polenta 
Into it. Top with sliced tomatoes or grilled onions. 
Cover wi th secong halfofthe polenta and a gener­
ous portion of cheese. Bake for 30 minutes.

'It's Just holding steady, but our 
hedge Is getting t l l ln. Which has us 
concerned," said Gonya. "We also 
liaVe got to get a bigger Warehouse. 
We need another 100.000 squatie feet 
of Warehouse, and we're out to raise 
funds. General Motors kicked in 
$2.50,000 to the fund to us start off." 

Generosity like tliat helps, espe­
cially at the local leVel Where all-
voJunleere groups like Civic Con­
cern, and Gleaners' 180 member 
agencies operate.
