Complaint angers
INovi school board

Members of the Novi school
board responded to complaints by
the former Novl mayor that the
school's concession stand flooded
al a recent [ootball game.

Trustee Raymond Byers called a
letter to the editor from former
mayor Pat Karevich a “cheap shot”
al a Nov. 7 meeling.

Karevich wrote in a letter to the
editor in the Novi News that sewage
backed up into the concessfon
sland at Novi High School on Nov, 1,

She sald a similar problem
cccurred the last ime she worked
in the sland.

Karevich should have brought
her problem to the board this time,
not the newspaper, Byers said,

“I cannot tell you the last time [
was In the same room as the wo-
man,” Byers sald.

In her letter, Karevich sald she
was "verbally abused™ by Lhe school
board the last time she brought the
problem to its atlention.

Byers responded that only one
board member, Vice President
Robert Schram, was an the hoard
the last time Karevich velced a
complaint.

“Ithinkit's a cheap shot. I thinkit
stinks,” Byers sald.

Schram said the situation was
addressed when Karevich brought
her complaint to the board. He said

stand have not occurred in many

He also criticized the former
mayor for using her ime in the con-
cession stand to campaign.

Karevich and other workers wore
T-shirts In support of Novi City
Council candidate Diana Canup.
Canup lost In the Nov, 5 City Coun-
cil election, coming in 12 votes be-
hind re-elected incumbent Joseph
Toth,

“I have been in {the concession
stand) with water up to my anlkles,”
Schram said.

Karevich declined to comment
on the board's reaclion to her lelter.
Shesaid that as a formmer publicofli-
clal she did not want 1o banter with
the school board.

Karevich was Novi's mayor prior
(e Mayor Matthew Quinn's election.
Quinn was re-elected Nov. 5 to
serve his third two-year term.

In her letter, Karevich wondered
if the Oakland Counly Health De-
partment was aware of the flooding
problem. She also wondered {f the
building was up to code.

As mayor, Karevich supported
requiring school oflicials to submit
school buildings Lo the samne review
process followed by other develop-
ers. The school district has long
contended that it Is not required to
[ollow zoning procedures, and a law
passed in 1990 backs them up.

A county health oflicial said she
was unaware ol the problem, but

Board
weighs
district
tax hike

The Novi school board will de-
cide tomorrow, Nov. 28, il it
should raise taxes.

A meeting will be held at 7:30
pa. at Parkview Elementary,
45825 Eleven Mile Road, for the
board to decide if It should raise
the millage from 27.63 mills to
28.44 mills,

On Nov. 195, a divided group of
nearly 20 Novi school district rest-
dents and one non-resident
turned out at a school district
hearing togive input on bolh sides
of a proposed tax hike.

The school disirict legally Is
permitied to ralse taxes as highas
29.72 mills. It currently levies
27.63 mills,

But school district administra-
tors proposed rajsing the tax levy
to28.44 mills toaccount fora $2.5
million shortfall expecled next
year,

The proposed increase would
cost the owner of a $200,000
home, assessed at $100,000, an
additional $81 a year In property
taxes.

The stale Legislature last year
approved a tox [reeze thatwill hold
properly assessments at thelr
1991 levels. School districts and
municlpalities alsowill not be per-
mitted to raise the levy without a
vole.

Following the hearing, school
board members discussed alter-
native propesals they would like
the administration to address at a
Nov. 26 meeting.

Following a break, hoard mem-
bers discussed possible allerna-
fives to the tax increase,

Truslee Sandra Thornton said
the baard should not fall inlo the
"either / or [llacy.”

"I seem (o be hearing either we
pass [the increase] or we don't
pass it. There are other aplions,”
she sald.

Trustee Raymond Byers said
he is not convinced lhe full
28.44-mill tevy Is necessary.

Byers said he is not sure if the
proposal could get the necessary 4
votes on the school board (o pass.

If the tax hike does pass, Byers
is alraid volers might reject a
13-milt renewal scheduled for Fe-
bruary or March.

“The renewal could fail, and if it
does we are esseatiatly oulof bus-
iness,” he said. “II's something
that really could happen.”

TreasurerJohn Streit said he is
concerned about the board's cre-
dibility. He Is corrcerned the in-
crease would not cover the dis-
ricl’s needs nexl year.

“I'm worried we'll have lo come
back next year lor more money,”
he said.

history has had, I really have had the
basls of my previous decision pulled
out from under me.” Mayor Matthew
Quinn said.

“I have to heavily rely on the legal
opinion we have . . . We do have to
constder the 33,000 residents of the
city when we have a decision of this
magnitude. The posstbilitles given
out previously in the maiterare prob-
abllitles, We are looldng at the possi-
blity of economic dlsaster for the
city.”

Locking at the Miller case, Quinn
safd the city could be asked to pay
SOMOCO more than four Umes than
the limit set by the city's insurance
company — a sum equal to three
years of the city’s budget.

The annual general fund budget is
$11.75 million for this fiscal year.

“The only way thal money could be
recovered would be spectal assess-
ment districts throughout the entlre
clty,” he added.

In the Miller lawsuit, now under
appeal by the state, the court ruled
that although the DNR correctly
withheld the drilling permits, the
company and Ils assoclates would
still have to be compensated for the
revenue loss.

The permlt was granted with the
provision thal SOMOCOengageinno
secondary recovery al the now-
vacant well site without a public
hearingand city approval. Secondary
recovery Is when a chemical sub-
stance is pumped {nlo the well to aid
1in lifting out the petroleum restdue.
' The second council hearing was
requested by attomeys for the city's
insurance cartlers, Risk Manage-
ment Authority, Oakland County
Clrcult Court Judge Rudy Nichols
gave Navi untll Nov. 28 to hold the
meeting.

SOMOCO sued the city in Decetm-
ber 1990.

When the direction the council
was leaning became clear, Echo Val-
ley residents — who fear their well
water could be contaminated by the
oll recovery -— spontaneously
marched out of the council chamber
in a mute protest before the final vote

Jan
Dolan, R-Farminglon Hills, afier the
House voted 69-35 disapproval of
Engler's executlve order reorganizing
water and alr qualily boards under
the DNR.

“The Senate's nol going to pass it,”
sald Dolan, a member of the Conser-
vatlon panel.

Likely results: Engler's order
would stand: a Democratic lawsuit
would charge Engler exceeded his
powers; heavily Republican areas in

Oakland County would think Engler
ignored them; and there would be
months of tnefllctent uncertainty in
the DNR.

Under the stale constitution, both
chambers must disapprove an ex-
ecutive reorganization plan within 80
days, ar the plan takes effect.

The school district legally is permit-
ted to raise taxes as high as 29.72 mills,
It currently levies 27.63 mills. School
district administralors are proposing (o
raise the levy to 28.44 mills to make up
for a $2.5 million shortfall expecied next
year.

The proposed increase would cost
the owner of a $200,000 home, assessed
at $100,000, an additional $81 a yearin
property taxes. And thai is no small
chunk of change.

For some time, we have been con-
cermed that the Novi school board is
overly sensitive to criticism. Faced with a
detractor, the members of the school
board seem to bristle much too quickly,
to go on the defensive much too fast.

We can appreciaie that no one likes
to be criticized, but no one is immune.
And when you are running a local gov-
ernment, when you have sought outl a
decision-making role in the community
by running for election, you are more
likely to encounter criticism than most.

Our concem about this excessive
sensitivity has been that the school
board might get defensive soquickly that
it fails to recognize an important issue,
that it might fail to address a legilimate
complaint.

Don’t hike taxes to
pad savings account

School board members have ol-
fered avariety of opinions about whether
the increase should be approved. One
has suggested that if the money is raised
now, it could be invested and the district
would not have to ask for as much next
year, that ultimately would be cheaper
for taxpayers. But school administrators
have discounted that idea, saying inter-
est rates currently are {oo low {o make
much of a difference.

Others have questioned whether
{he rate should be hiked now because of
a state lax [reeze coming next year, But
the state Legislature has allowed for in-
creases beyond the freeze, Il approved by
volers at the polls.

Still others have contended (hat
selting the money aside now is simply
good money management.

Some members are also concerned
about an anti-tax seniimeni which
seems (o have arrived in Novi. They are
concemed that volers might not be will-
ing to pay for school programs when they
are asked.

But nothing is likely to exacerbate
anti-lax senlimenis like levying taxes
that aren’t really needed. In fact, most
would suggest that illwas the levying of-
excessive laxes that caused the anti-lax
movemenl in this state in the first place.

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Incinerator
on hold
while DNR

reorganizes

Ouakland County is stymied in ils
plans to impiement the solld waste
program narrowly approved by vot.
ers Nov. 5.

The governor's plan Lo reslructure
the Department of Natural Resour-
ces (ONR) and problems with the
Oakland's 641 plan — the legal blue-
print for its solld waste program —
have made It impossible for oflicials
to move, rapidly or otherwise, said
Roger Smith, county deputy director
of solid waste management.

“But we hope to get the revised
ICAs [intergovernmental agree-
men(s) out {o the individual com-
munities by the end of the year.” sald
Smith. “They will have unul April to
act on Lhem.”

Smith and others had hoped to
move more rapldly 1o implement the
recycling portion of the solid wasle
programn approved last week 70,908
le 70.685. Bul changes in lansing
make ft dillicult.

“We can’l just move ahead, even
though we got a yes vole,” Smilh said.
"We can’t even gel going on
recycling.”

Gov. John Engler surprised Oak-
land County officials —and others —
last week by announcing he wants lo
reorganize the DNR. Among olher
things, the governor would eliminate
the Alr Pollution Control Commis-
slon, the agency that was lo hold
public hearings on Oakland's prop-

osed incinerator before acting on its
operating permit,

That's a signllicant change, sald
Smith. If only because county offi-
clals — as well as those still opposed
to the incinerator proposed In Au-
burn Hllls — don't kriow what agency
would perform that [unction.

“We've been In conlact with the
governor's office,” Smith said. “They
said the changes {in the DNR) are too
extensive {0 fax and they'd mail them
tous. So far (Wednesday momling) we
don’t have them yet."

Smith sald he s also concerned
about changes DNR oflicials have
told him they want in Qakland's 641
plan. He hasn't seen the proposed
changes. Furthermore, Smith said
he {s confident they can be made.
“But it adds to the uncertainty,” he
said.

Residents concerned (hat Oak-
land might be ferced to import trash
to keep the incinerator operating will
be encouraged by one change Smith
safd the DNR wants,

“They (INR oflicials] wanl specil-
fcs on our imporl-export policies,”
Smilh sald. “They want specifics ab-
oul the trash Caldand Imperts and

exports.”

Currently the county's 641 plan
slales Qaldand Is striving for a poinl
at which it will neither import nor ex-
porttrash, Smilh sald. “But we let the
markel forces operale. We dor't tm-
pose reslrclions.

“The DNR wanls specifics about
when and how trash will be imported
or exporled,” Smith continued.
“Otherwise the DNR will close the
borders.”

Another spectfle the DNR is asking
for, Smith sald, is our emergency
plan. The county has contingency
plans to take Its trash Lo other coun-
tes 1f that ever becomes necessary.

Money sought to fund recount

A recount of key precincis in last
week's electlon on Oakland County's
solid waste program wili cost $2,000,
according to the head of a group op-
posed to the proposed Auburn Hills
Incinerator.

That recount would target areas
such as Bloomfleld, West Bloomfleld
and Walerford townshlps where
paper ballots were used inthe Nov. 5
election, sald Diane L. Pederson,
president of Help Oaldand Preserve
the Environment.

HOPE was scheduled tomeet with
other antl-inclneralor groups Wed-
nesday evening to discuss strategy
and how to Mnance the recount. said
Pederson.

“Bui there's definitely golng lobea
recount,” she said.

Those Interested in challenging
the results of last week's election —
one of the closest in county history —
have a tight schedule.

The election results were expected
to be certified Tuesday, Afer that,
challengers have six days — or the
close of business Nov. 25 — 10 re-
quest a recount.

On theballot Nov. 5was a proposal
on financing the proposed $500 mil-
lion Ozkland County solid waste
program, Including a conlroversial
tncinerator in Auburn Hills.

Uncertified resulls showed the
proposal passing 70,908 10 70,685, a
difference of 223 voles.

1. THAWING

(If turkey Is not frozen, begin with step
2.) Do not thaw poultry at room tempera-
ture. Leave turkey In original packaging
and use one of the following methods:

No hutry: Place wrapped turkey on a
tray in refrigerator for 3 to 4 days. Allow 5
hours per pound of turkey to completely
thaw.

Fastest: Place wrapped turkey In sink
and cover with cold water. Allow about
1/2 hour per pound of turkey to com-
pletely thaw, Change water frequently.

Refriegerate or cook turkey when it is
thawed. Refreezing uncooked turkey Is
not recommended.

Commercially frozen stuffed turkeys
should not be thawed before roasting,

2, PREPARATION

All equipment and materials used for
storage, preparation and serving of poul-
try must be clean. Wash hands thor-
oughly with hot soapy water before and
after handiing raw poultry. Use plastic or
acrylic culting boards to prepare poultry,
Instead of wood, which can harboer
bacteria.

Remove plastic wrapping from thawed
turkey. Remove giblets and neck from the
body and neck cavities,

Giblets can be simmered separately on
topolthe stove foraddition to giblet gravy,
if desired. Use small pan to which water
has been added.

Toremove neck, it may be necessary to
release legs from band or skin or wire
fastener. (Wire fasteners can be hard to
remove; use pliers, If necessary, to
unhook)

Rinse turkey inside and out with cool
water, pat dry with a paper towel and re-

turn legs to wire fastener or band of skin,
ar tie loosely.

Tuck tips of wings “akimbo™ under
back of turkey. Neck skin should be skew-
ered with poultry pin or round toothpick
toback of turkey to provide a neat appear-
ance for serving whole at table.

3. RCASTING

Place turkey, breast side up, on flat
rack in shallow roasting pan, about 2 In-
ches deep. Insert meat thermometer deep
into thickest part of thigh, next to body.
not touching bone.

Brush turkey skin with vegetable oll to
preveni drying. Turkey is done whenmeat
thermometer registers 180 F to 185F and
drumstick is soft and moves easily at
Joint,

When the skin of the turkey is golden
brown, shield breast loosely with
rectangular-shaped plece of lightwelight
foil to prevent overbrowning.

{Turkey can be placed in a commercial
browning bag following manufacturer's
directions, or completely enclosed in foll,
which is opened and folded back just be-
fore turkey Is done so bird can brown,)

4. STUFFING

Spoon prepared dressing loosely into
body and neck cavities of turkey just prior
to roasting. The stuffing should reach an
internal temperature of 160to 165F tobe
sufliclently cooked.

Remove stuffing from turkey immedi-

alely after roasting. Extra stufling can be
covked seperately In a covered casserole
in the oven.

5. STORAGE

Refrigerale turkey as soon as possible
to prevent spollage, nomore thanan hour
or two aller removing from the oven, Cut
turkey meat from bones before storing,
Cooked {urkey will keep several days in
covered containers when refrigerated.

nostalgic feast. Drumsticks can be pur-
chased separately, as well as hind quar-
ters {thigh and drumstick attached), per-

How much to order? Allow about %
pound boneless turkey meal per person.
Il servng In mealt, figure on aboul %
pound per serving.

Refrigerate turkey parts at 40 F one to
two days alter purchase, or freeze uplo 6
months. Because you can't tell exactly
how long meats will slay fresh, these are
conservalive, short-time eslimates. You
may keep the turkey longer, but risk
spotlage. Vacuum-sealed packages
should keep for twoweeks in the refrigera-
tor, but use within several days alter
opening.

Spoiled bird can spoil holiday

Delrosted on the counter, pre-
stuffed, slow-baked, partially

cooked, stored whole without carving |

L2

If any of these situations sounds
like your usual Thanksglving dinner
preperation plans, you may be put-
ting your turkey in jecpardy.

Over the last six years, USDA's
staff on the Meat and Poultry Hotline
have faced many challenges trying to
save Thanksgiving turkeys that have
been prepared In questionable ways.
"It's difTicult to advise consumers on
Thanksgiving Day that the turkey
they have worked so hard to serve
may not be it to eat,” said Susan
Templin Conley, Hotline manager,

According to Conley, there are six
basic problems that Hotline staff
members hear every year. Read oni o
see if you may unknowlngly be creat-
Ing any of these scenarios.
® MISTAKE 1. Defrosting at room
temperature.

“We've always done it that way . . .
There’s no room in the refrigerator
.. . Welorgetitin the trunk of the car
., - It's In the cold basement.” While
there are many reasons why con-
sumers find themselves with turkeys
delrosted at room temperature, some
planned and some unplanned, the
resullis the same — a potentially un-
sale turkey. Bacterfa grow rapldly at
room {emperature. Bacteria wiil be-
gin to grow on the outside portion of
the bird that defrosts first. These sur-
face bacterla can multiply to danger-
ously high levels that cooking may
not destroy.

instead, plan on one day of re-
frigerator defrost lime for every 5
pounds of turkey. A 10-pound turkey

will take approximately 2 days to de-
frost in the refrigerator, a 15-pound
turkey 3 days and a 20-peund turkey
4 days.

Some callers worry that a frozen
turkey will spoil iflelt in the refrigera-
tor for four days. Don't be concerned.
Evenaflera turkey fully defrosts, itis
sale in the refrigerator for an addi-
tonal 1-2 days.

If you forgot to take your turkey
out of the freezer early enough, don'l
panlie. You're not In hot water yet, es-
pecially If you remember to use the
Cold Water technique. Even a
20-pound frozen turkey can be de-
frosted in 10 hoursusingthe cold wa-
ter defrost method. Submerge the
wrapping bird (n cold waler, adding
lce or new cold water ever 30
minules.,
® MISTAKE 2, Preetufflng a
turkey the night before.

It's okay lo prestufl Christmas
stockings, but not Thanksgiving
birds! Stuffing a turkey the night be-
fore is risky business. The cavity of
the bird actually insulates the stul-
ling from the cold temperatures, and
can Keep the stulling in a leperature
range that encourages bacterlal
growth,

Insiead. Prepare dry stuffing in-
gredients the day before. Tightly
cover and leave at room temperature,
The petishables —bulter, or margar-
[ne, mushrooms, oysters, cooked cel-
ery and onlon, broth — should be re-
[rigerated. Combine the dry and wet
ingredents and stuflthe bird Immedl-
ately before the turkey goes Into the
oven.
® MISTAKE 3. Cooking at low
temperatures overnight.

Every year Hotline stall members
worTy about “how low consumers will
go™whenitcomestothe oven lemper-
ature setiings. On Thanksgiving Day
in 1990, Hotllne stall talked with
numerous families who calmly slept
the night away while bacteria were
bustly mulllplying on their turkeys in
200 F ovens. Cooking below 325F s
unsafe bacause low lemperalures
permit the bird (and the stulling) to
remalin in the “danger zone™ (40-140
F} too long. Wile in this “zone” bac-
terla can grow and some produce
heat-resistant toxins.

Instead. Cook parishable foods at
an oven lemperature no lower than
325 F.
© MISTAKE 4. Partially cooking a
bird the day before.

Some time-savers are safer than
others, Partlally cooking a turkey is
not one of them. Interrupted cooking
can actually increase the possiblitly
of bacterial growth. The turkey may
be heated long enough to activate
bacterial growth, but nol leng
enough to kil 1t.

Instead. Cook the turkey com-
pletely In one operation. Several
other ideas for SAFE time saving in-
clude using oven cooking bags, bak-
ing stufling seperately from the
turkey, cooking and carving the
turkey ! to 2 days before the holi-
days, and storing it n the refrigerator
for reheating on the big day.

@ Mistake 5. Cooking a turkey
ahead of time and leaving it whole
in the refrigerator.

Cooking the turkey a day or two
belore the holiday is Ine, butrefriger-
ating the hird whole, without carving,

is another form of turkey jeopardy. A
cooked turkey, stuffed or unstuffed,
is too big and dense to cool down
quickly and efficlently In a home re-
frigerator. In addition, reheating the
turkey the next day in a slow aven to
prevent drying out could allow sven
more growth of potential food poison-
ing bacteria.

Instead. Roast the turkey 1 or 2

days before the holiday. Use a meat
thermorneter to make sure that the
bird reaches 180 F. Remove stufling
immediately after taking the bird
from the oven. Allow the turkey tosit
for 20 to 30 minutes se that the meat
Julces can settle. Carve the bird into
appropriate se slices. Arrange
turkey slices in shallow baking pans.
Cover and refrigerate. Reheat
Thanksgiving Day in a conventional
oven or microwave, Make sure that
meat and stuffing are reheated to
“steamy hot”, 165 F.
@ MISTAKE 8. Power fallure, The
oven broke down, an ice storm
downed power lines, there's not
gos for the gas grill. You can't keep
yourblrd hot, . ,oryoucan't keep
your bird cold,

‘These unplanned situations doar-
Ise through the fault of no one. Be-
sides causing anxlety and stress,
they an also lead te an unsafe burd.

Solution. Time is of the essence. If
your bird has been in any of these si-
tuatlons for over 2 hours, your turkey
could become risky. After 2 hours the
turkey enters the “danger zone"
where food polsoning bacterla can
multiply repidly. But to discuss your
unique situation, call one of our food
experts on the Meat and Poultry
Hotline.

Microwave keeps leftovers moving

And it must follow, as the night the day, that
there shall be leftovers after Thanksgiving, It was
ever thus. But since the advent of the microwave,
the theme song of leftovering is, “Turkey's better

the second time around.”

Delicate turkey meal tends to dry out with con-
ventional methods, but the microwave's molst
heatis perfect for reheating, and there is the added
convenlence of reheating on a serving plate or In
the refrigerator, reducing after-meal cleanup.

When storing turkey leltovers, remember that
all stuffing must be removed from the carcassand
refrigerated within two hours to prevent possible
food poisoning. Wrap leftovers in heavy-duty plas-
tic bags or foil and refrigerate (nolonger than four
days) or freeze (up toa month}. Gravy and stuffing
should bs used within about two days.

Cooked turkey is very versatile: Chop and add
to casseroles, slice into sandwiches, or julienne
slice and toss with a green salad, And remember
that cooked turkey can be used in virtuatly all re-

cipes caliing for cocked chicken.

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‘One Against the Wind”
recalls wartime heroism

Davis, Neill solid; script, direction excel

The name of Mary Lindell may
mean little today, even for students
of history. But for hundreds of
Allied soldiers and airmen downed
in occupied France during World
War 11, the name “Marie Claire”
meantt everything—it meant
freedom.

Defying Nazi threais on her life,
Lindel! was unswerving in her
commitment, even after a dismal
nine-months’ imprisonment. By
war’s end, her “Marie Claire” line
had helped hundreds of otherwise-
trapped Allied servicemen to escape
from German hands.

Now, the prestigious Hallmark
Hall of Fame, in its 170th
production, brings Lindell's
dramatic story te life in “One
Against the Wind,” airing Sunday,
Dec. 1, on CBS. Assembling the
production team for this praject was
a labor of love for executive
producer Karen Mack, who resolved
in 1987 to bring this dramatic story
to the screen. Larry Elikann, known
for the powerful “I Know My First
Name Is Steven,” directed the
maovie from a script by Chris Bryant
{“Young Catherine”). Judy Davis
(“A Passage to India”) heads the
cast as Lindell, with fine support
from Denholm Elliot (“A Room
With a View") and her co-star from
1979’s “My Brilliant Career,” Sam
Neill.

Neill, who is known for his taut
performances in films like “Dead
Calm” and "The Hunt for Red
October,” plays James Leggatt, the
first man whom Mary Lindell helps
to escape. Later an intelligence
officer in the British army, Leggatt
aids Lindell in her efforts, and their
obvious mutual attraction only
increases their devotion to their
cause.

In preparing for the role, Neill did
the ysual arnount of research,
reading the archival materials the
filmmakers had prepared for him.
He also had an advantage in his
personal life. “People asked me,
‘How did you prepare to play &
British army major?’ I said it
wasn't difficult—1 grew up with
one.”

Neill's {ather had, indeed, beena

major in the British army, but had
never discussed his experience until
shortly before his death. *'He finally
did describe that critical period of
his life to me,” the actors says
gratefuily. “It was an accident,
really,” he says, that his father’s
reminiscences dovetailed with work
he would shertly begin on "One
Against the Wind." The information
was especially heipful, says Neill,
because the real James Leggatl is
deceased. "I couldn't find out a lot
about him," he says.

Davis' preparations for playing
Lindell were aided by the presence
of Lindell's son, Maurice (played
superbly in the film by young
Christien Anholt). Davis
particularly treasures Mr. Lindell's
reactions after first watching a
scene she was in. When the cameras
stopped, he rushed forward to say
how accurately she had portrayed
his mother. It was a very
ermotional moment,” says Davis.

Up-and-coming Daley
tees off for the Skins

Hall of Famer Nicklaus is the only
golfer to take part in all nine Skins
Games. He captured the 1984 event by
winning $240,000 on one hele and
ranks second only 10 Fuzzy Zoeller on
the Skins Game earnings list.
