Council gazes
into the city’s
future growth

Doyou have your own idea about
how Novi's cityscape should look 20
years from now?

City planners are considering br-
inging citizens, educators, develop-
ers and business owners in on the
“futuring” process. Evaluating poa-
sihle growth scenarios and develop-
ing ways to steer the city in the cho-
sen direction could be part of the
project.

The Planning Commission and
the City Councll got together Nov.
25 to discuss commission under-
takings for the next fiscal year.

During last spring’s budget ses-
sions, the council pulled the purse
strings in tight when the commis-
sion reguested a series of planning
studies. This year, to make sure
they're heading in the right direc-

tion, the commission asked for
feedback before submitting their fi-
nancing request.

“Futuring” has becoime a nation-
wide trend, a form of crystal ball
gazing backed up by statistics and
prﬂ;:ctions. If the city goes ahead
with the project, a broad spectrum
of community opinion leaders
might meet In two, one-day seml-
nars to pinpoint the city’s major
growth issues, prioritize needs and
set goals,

Included in this could be a
survey mailed ortelephoned to resi-
dents. City stafl anticlpate the
whole process would cost under
$30,000.

“We don't censor the news-
paper,” sald principal Robert
Yourngberg.

And newspaper adviser Joan
Carmichael agrees,

“{Youngberg) doesn't have any
idea what's going on in the student
newspaper until it's printed and on
his desk,” she sald,

Last year, the stafl printed a two-
page story on birth control.

Carmichael was a little worried
about what the administration
might think, and casually broached
the subjeci with Youngherg.

He told her the students could
write whatever they want as long as
it's not bbelous.

Youngberg sald he would en-
pourage journalism students fo cri-
ticize only if they have a purpose in
mind.

“They could be negative as long
as they have an objective to impose
something,” he said.

But even purposeless negativity
would not be censored by him,

Youngberg sald.
In general, the students don't In-

Novi doesn’t censor
student journalists

dulge In negative comments about
school officials.

“Ultimately, they're interested in
making things better,” said athletic
director John Fundukian.

Students on the newspaper
bralnstorm to decide what will go in
the Wildeat Roar and where 1t will
go, Carmichael said.

“They are very informed and re-
ally outstanding students,” she
said, adding thal she has never had
toask the kids to remove a story she
considered to be libelous or
obscene.

"They really know what is good
judgment,” she said.

The paper covers a lot of school
sports, but the staff also tries to give
a little coverage to entire school.

As proof of its independence, the
Wiidcat Roar told the school board
in its September issue that the high
school 13 overcrowded.

Denouncing pro-censorship argu-
ments as “crap,” Oakland University
Professor Jane Briggs-Bunting said
administralors are exceeding the au-
thority given them by the Supreme
Court's 1988 Hazeiwood decision,

*The reality is these kids are gel-
ting censored right and left,” said
Briggs-Bunting, adviser to the OU

student paper. “These kids are into
self-censorship, big time. We are
muzzling these kids.”

She sald sell-imposed censorship
Increased markedly after Hazelwood,

“Student newspapers are learning
grounds,” said Plymouth publisher
Edward Wendover, “We need tomake
them as close as posaible to the real
world.”

Wendover, who has taught at
three colleges and advises his
daughter's student paper. sald cen-
sorship In the 1960s led students to
use the non-scheol underground
press and fyers.

tion scheduled for February or until
the regular school election inJune to
ask voters if the district could raise
taxes to cover the expected $2 miliion
plus shertfall next year.

Secretary Craig Foreback ex-
plained how the school distriet's fl-
nancial problems could be eased by
passing the millage increase, but
said he would vote against it because
the {ssue should be decided by
volers.

Meyer said he feared an anti-tax
backlash would jeopardize a Febru-
ary 13-mill renewal if the board ap-
proved the increase.

one audlence member.

“Board President Stephen Hitch-
cock said at the Nov. 19 meeting he

. does not want to leave the fate of the

district up to the average 600 voters
that vote In school elections.

Tuesday, Schram told Meyer he
had not heard aryone on the board
say Lhey were afraid of what voters
would do if faced with a tax Increase.

The district Isonly afraid the court
system would not allow it to maintain
a level of funding in the future,
Schram said.

In the past the district has levied
10.5of the 13 mills that will be up for
renewal this February. Interim
Superintendent Willlam Barr, at the
request of the board, examined the
possibility of levying the full 13 mills
in February as an option to raising
taxes noew.

He said that no one in the state Le-
gislature could tell him for certain if
that increase, albelt voter approved,
would be legal. That issue will prob-
ably take at least six months to be re-
soived In the courts, Barr said.

Trustee Sandra Thomnton said the
option of levying the full 13 mills in

February combined with the fallback
plan of putting the issue to a separate
June vote were still viable in her
mind.

Trustee Raymond Byers voted in
favor of the tax increase. He said he
was unsure which way he would vote
al a break In the board meeting fm-
mediately prior to the tax discusslon.

Byers told the board they were
elected to do what is best for educa-
tion “frrespective of what the voters
might now think.

“We're going to have as many peo-
ple hate us as like us.

“That's why we get paid the big.
bucks,” Byers Joked.

Schoa! board members are paid
$10 per meeting,

Byers, Schram and Hitchcock
voted in favor of the increase.

Meyer, Foreback, Thornton and
Treasurer John Strejt voted down the
tax proposal.

Let public participate
in interview process

The Novl School Board of Educa-
tion In the process of finding a new
superintendent. The board has adopted
a day-long interview procedure that Is
intended to give the public and school
employees a chance to meet the men who
could be leading the district. But one as-
pect of the process, we believe, calls into
question the school board's stated com-
mitment to involve the public in the
process.

The format for the interview is that
the board president and a second mem-
ber of the school board meet with the
candidates from 1-6 p.m. on the day of
the interview. At 6 p.m., members of the
public are given one hour to meet with
candidates in an informal setting. The
board then Interviews the candidates
formally from 7-8 p.m. before taking a
short break. Audience members are told
at this time they can write any questions
they have for the candidates on note
cards and turn them over to the board
president.

But when the session is resumed,
board members again take time to ask
questions of the candidates. Finally,
during the last few minutes of the meet-
Ing, questions from the audience are
addressed.

The board president has all the
written questions from the audience in
his possession throughout the last hour
of the interview. Rather than limiting the
questions of board members, he has
asked only three or four of the questions

from the audience in the last two inter- | |

views, citing time limits and “appropri-
ateness” as reasons for eliminating

questions,

It is our opinion that the board
should not limit the right of citizens to
participate In the public process based

Education

on the board president’s determination
of what is or is not an “appropriate” ques-
tion. For example, the board interviewed
one candidate who said he wasraised in
a conservative town by a minister, One
audience member wondered how this
had influenced the candidate, and wrote
the question down. it's a fair question,
but the board president never posed it.

Our belief that imiting input in &
public meeting is not proper 1s backed
up by the Michigan Attorney General,
who finds such action to be illegal, A
1977 attomey general opinion states: “A
board of education may not limit the
subject and issues that certain persons
may cover in the course of addressing
the meeting.”

We believe that the board would
have been better off providing an oppor-
tunity for citizens to verbally address the
candidate, thereby removing the board's
power of censoring its constituents. But
since the board has already determined
it should require citizens to submit their
questions in writing, it should also, at
the very least, give citizens the courtesy
of hearing the answers to the questions

they have posed:

The board has ane final interview
on Dec. 5. We would strongly encourage
members to use the opportunity to in-
sure that all questions raised by citizens
are addressed.

Regulate utility service

Detroit Edison has a monopoly on
electrical service in this area, in Novi as
well as in most of the rest of the south-
east Michigan area. What that means to
individual residents is that they have
Hittle or no recourse if they are unhappy
with the service Detroit Edison provides.
They cannot just up and change utility
services. They're stuck.

They can go to the Michigan Public
Services Commission, where they can
make their complaints heard. The PSC
can take action, but right now, under the
state laws which give the PSCits author-
ity to regulate utility companies, it can
only act if the issue in question has tedo
with rates.

At present, the PSC cannot act on
service delivery questions — whether
customers actually get the electricity
they are paying for, how dependable the
service is, how well the company main-
tains it equipment to assure that depen-
dability, how responsive the company is
to problems or disruptions of service.

That simply doesn't make any
sense. Customers of any other private
en very much make their pur-
chasing decisions based on reliability
and dependability, on the quality of the
service provided.

If the government 19 going to grant
monopoties, taking the buying decision
out of the hands of individuals custom-
ers and eliminating competitive pres-
sures for the companies, it should have
the power toregulate, and demand of the
company, quality in alt legitimate as-
pects of what would normally go into the

buying decision.

Detroit Edison and the PSC have
recently reached a settlement about
what improvements are needed to the
electrical distribution system as a part of
the outcome of a review of the problems
caused in the July 7 storm that wreaked
havoc in Novi and much of the rest of the
state. That storm knocked down hun-

dreds of power lines across the region (22
in Novi), left many without electricity for
more than a week (including residents of
Novi) and resulted in 10 people being
shocked by downed lines, killing four
and injuring six (including 6-year-old
Brett Schneider, shocked in Lakeshore
Park),

The PSC was able to overstep its
normal bounds by invoking a 1909 law
allowing it to deal with delivery issues in
the event of a catastrophy which endan-
gers health and salety.

And the list of improvements the
PSC is demnanding of Edison is impress-
ive. Edison has agreed toimprove the ac-
tual wiring that carrys current to Novi,
upgrade its maintenance schedule, do
more branch trimming and line clearing,
and fmprove its capabilities to take re-
ports of outages from customers, All
told, the settlement includes 10 major
changes to the system.

The settlement shouid do much to
improve electrical service in the area,
But it also begs the question as to how
things got so bad in the first place and
why it took a major storm to raise the
issue.

We think it's clear that the utility
companies in Michigan, and not just
Edison, pared back on their mainte-
nance and improvement programs years
ago as cost cutiing measures. If the PSC
wasreluctant to allow rate hikes, the ea-
slest source of cash was to pare back cn

spending.
And the utilities were only allowed

todothis because the PSC can't regulate |

service delivery.

For now, the settlement addresses
the existing probiems. But unless the
law is changed to allow regulation of ser-
vice delivery on a permanent basis, not
Just after a severe storm, it will only bea
matter of time before the problem is

repeated.

These are the mice
known 1o feed heavily on gypsy moth
larvae and to be Involved in the
spread of Lyme disease.

Deer mice, on the other hand,
range over a broader habitat of
woods, flelds and home landscapes,
and spend most of thelr time on the
ground.

When these mice come inside,
control becornes a bit complicated.
These mice not only do not depend on
humans to provide them food and
shelter — they can ltve outdoors or
inside and will even bring wild food
indoors with them — but they stash
food, so you can elimnate indoor food
supplies and sl have a mouse
problern.

Often the first sign of deer mice in-
doors is a mysterious pile of dog food

kibbles, nuts or Christmas candy, or...

sunflower seedain the dish "towel
drawer, a2 boot orachild's loy. Family
disputes may resull as everyone
truthfully denies being the practical
joker.

Their food stashing behavior
makes controlling these mice with
trapping and poisons more difficuit
because they don't need to go after
the food in a trap or consume polson
balt. They may even stash the ball
rather than eat fl.

The one mouse that you will not
see In November Is the Jumping
mouse. This mouse, with its long.
kangaroolike feet and tall, is a true
hibernator and s already deep In
hibernation. It will stay that way until
next April or May when it may show

up in outbufldings where hay and
grain are stored. When disturbed, it
will bound away In a series of long
leaps, so it's hard to mistake for any
other rodent.

In extreme northern lower Michi-
gan and the Upper Peninsula, the
meadow mouse has a close relative,
the red-backed mouse, which looks
very similar except that the hair
down the center of the back is rusty
red. Like its southern cousln, it too
may come Indoors in the fall and be-
come an unwanted houseguest.

All these mice play an important
part inMichigan's ecosystem, and all
are facinating animals to cbserve,
Watching deer mice climb, jJump and
scurry about can be very entertain-
ing — unless, of course, all this ca-
vorting is taking place in your
kitchen. In the home, however, all
these mice can be a serious problem.

Australian wines
are definitely
worth a taste

In the 1980s, Australia and things Australlan — two
Crocodile Dundee films, film stars, recording artists,
America’s Cup races, the golfer Greg Norman, and wine
captured America’s Interest. Although vegamite never
caught on, Australian wines became an Infatuation.

The wine industry in Ausiralia began in the late 18th
century when the first vine cuttings were brought from
South Africa. Today, vineyards abound throughout
southern Australia fromn between the 32nd and 39th
parallel.

For white wines, Australla grows principally char-
donnay. riesling, sauvignon blane, and semillon. Prin-

~clpal reds include cabemet sauvignon, malbec, merlot,
and shiraz [syrah or hermitage).

The wine reglons of Ausiralia have a Medlterranean-
type climate. Australia is a country the size of the conti-
guous 48 states with a population about haif that of the
state of Caltforn{a. But Australia is a wine-drinking na-
tion with a per-caplia consumption more than twice
that of the U.S. Sixty percent of the wine Is sold domesti-
cally as bag-in-the-box and referred to as “cask wine.”
The premium wine market constitutes about 10 per-
cent of the total production.

Australfan wine labels carry name of grapes, grow-
ers, makers, districts, vineyards, vintage dales, and the
Infamous "bin numbers® {a method of indicating style to
those in the know). This can frighlen the uninftiated
consumer, .

it has been falsely stated that vintage years mean
very little in Australia; that all years are very similar.
This is not true. Climatic conditions change consider-
ably reglon toregion. This should be a prime focus when
choosing Australian wines.

In this assessment of the wine from the Land Down
Under, we're choosing to focus on Central Victerla, si-
tuated just north of Melbourne.

Here, the Goulbum Valley provides ideal climatic
conditions for growing premium varletal fruit. The
Goulburn River runs through the valley, providing a
moderating climatic influence for many of Australia’s
“boutique”™ wineries such as Mitchelton, one of the reg-
font's leading producers.

Established in the early 1970s, Mitchelton has suc-
cesslully combined the great European ideology of de-
veloping extremely high quallty vineyards and married
them to California state-of-the-art technology.

Since 1974, CentralMictoria nalive Don Lewis has .
been the wineéry's only>-Winieniaker. He crafts Intensely
flavored wines with staying power from vines planted in
the rich, alluvial, well-drained solls of the region.

Long before Rhone varetals became the darlings of
the wine industry, Miichelion was producing Mar-
sanne, a popular white Rhone.

Along with this varletal, the estate vineyards are
planted primarily to chardonnay, cabernet sauvignon
and shiraz,

Winemaker Lewls confesses his personal wine pre-
ference 1s well-aged shiraz. “The versatile flavors of Mar-
sanne, however, allow it to be harmonized with a wide
variety of foods, even a lamb dish,” he said.

A seasonal favorite

Holiday season brings the return of Guernsey eggnog

Road maps are probably the best indicator of success
for the Guernsey Farms Dairy.

Road maps sitting on the front seats of cars In the
parking lot, with either Northwille or Nowi circled in pen,
It's an indicator that people are traveling a long way to
visit the dairy, which has been part of the area landscape
since 1940. This time of year, the travelers are hot on the
trail of Guernsey’s cool and creamy eggnog.

“We had a fellow just come in this morning from Ol
City, which {s up near Traverse Clty," sald John McGuire,
patriarch of the family business. “*He sald every time he
gets down this way he picks up a case of something. He
got some buttermilk and eggnog today.”

Though Guernsey sells ice cream and other dairy pro-
ducts year-round at the store and dairy at 21300 Novi
Road, the eggnog Is only made on a seasonal basis,

“We'll make the first batch on the first Wednesday in
November —this year it was Nov. 6, sald Marty McGuire,
John's son, and m r of the dairy operation, "We'l
make the last batch the last week of December, but
Christmas eve is the biggest day of the year for eggnog.”

John added, “People will come in and canry it out in
boxes. They'll buy 10-15half gallons at a time, (or big par-
tles I suppose.”

John knows what he's talldng about when i comes to
eggnog, He cooked up the family formula while still a stu-
dent in the dairy program at Michigan Agricultural Col-
lege (now known as Michigan State Unlversity).

Right around the time he completed his studies, far-
mersJohn Applehoff and John Livingston purchased Lhe
Red Rose Dairy at 125 8. Center 5t. in Northville as a way
to process and seli the milk thelr cows produced. Eager to
try out his recipes for ice cream, buttermilk, chocolate
milk, sour cream and eggnog, MeGuire convinced Apple-
hoff'and Livingston he was the right man tomanage their
dairy. He was hired on May 5, 1940, and the name of the
dairy was changed to Guemsey Farms.

“I'm not 100 percent sure, but [ believe I may have been
the first in the industry to start making eggnog at the
dairy.” he said, The recipe, a family secret, uses fresh eggs
ard real ground nutmeg In the base, as well as Guem-
sey's prized cream,

And from the beginning, Guernsey's has made ice
cream from the eggnog base as well —again, a pioneering
move in the industry.
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Though Jdohn MeGuire and Fred Russell bought the
dairy in 1945, and McGuire took sole ownership in 1952,
the ploneering spirit continued at Guemnsey Farms,
Some 10-12 years ago the dairy began producing an eg-
gnog sweetened with honey.

“That started when we were In stores in Ann Arbor,”
sald Marty. “The people in Ann Arbor are very health con-
scious, and they wanted te stay away from the refined
sugar.”

Guemsey Farms had been a purveyor of honey from
Adams Honey Farm {n South Lyon for nearly 20 years at
that point, so it was a natural move to mingle the sweet
tastes of two successful products,

Each holiday season, Guemsey Farms sells 10,000
gallons of eggnog, Though that may sound like enough to
float a destroyer, Marty insists that it's a small amount
compared to that's produced by the major dairies in
Michigan.

“In 1951, there were 600 dairies in the state of Michi-
gan,” sald John. "Now, there are only five or six, not
countinga few small farm dairies. There area lot oflabels,
but they're all coming from the same plant.”

HOT BUTTERED

Heggnog is not quite yourcup of —
well, eggnog ~— there are plenty of
other wintertime drinks to usher in
the season. and your microwave oven
makes their mixing a snap.

- Whether you are returning from a
brisk day on the slopes, from a shop-
ping expedition, or just slogging
home from the office, you can warm
your Insides and your spirits with a
hot beverage — alcoholic or not, as
you prefer — within minutes.

One drink sure to take the chill off
a wintry evening is microwave-quick
hot buttered rum.

Stir in
1tablespoon brown sugar and micro-
wave 1 to 2 minutes for one mug, 2 to
4 minutes ior two mugs, 4 to 7 mi-
nutes for four mugs. Then add 1 jig-
ger of dark rum to each mugand stir.
Top with a teaspoon of butter and
serve immediately,

Scandinavians are well-versed in
dealing with the rigors of winter. They
have come up with a flavorful way to

light the kg arctic nights. Gloggis a

warm spiced wine traditionally
served with raisins and almonds.
You can purchase prepared mixtures
at your liguor store and stmply heat
inyour microwave, or try the flavorful
non-aleoholic cran-apple glogg re-
cipe that follows. (Add spirits or not,
as you choose,)

Many fruit futees you favor chilled
in summer may be spiced up and
microwaved to warm you in the
winter — great at breakfast time or
any time of the day. To prepare for
one, just fill a microwave-safe mug
about three-quarters full of fruit jutce
{try apple, pincapple, cranberty, or-
ange, guava, mango or lemonade).

Avila Beach, California — Clop-
pino, the hearty stew packed with
fish and seafood, has a history as col-
orful as jts appearance. And a clop-
plnocook-ofThere proved that the sea
fs the llmit when it comes to
ingredients.

Tradltionally based on tomatoes,
basil, garlic and assorted fresh fish
and shellfish, clopplrio dates to the
beginning of this century, when it Is
believed to have been created by Ita-
lian and Portuguese fishermen in
San Francisco.

“it's a fisherman's stew, just a
hearty, tomato-based soup with all
the fresh fish you can throw Into it,”
sald Jim Gannon, executive chef for
Scoma’s restaurant in San Fran-
clsco, where ciopplno has been a
menu malnslay for 25 years. "It's an
old San Francisco dish.”

Cloppino (varicusly described asa
sauce, a soupor a stew) was a simple,
rib-sticking way for the fisherman to
combine standard Medlterranean in-
gredients such as tomatoes and oltve
oll with the catch of the day. Several
specles of rockfish indigenous to the
Bay Area usually were added to the
stew, and fresh Dungeness crab was
artother popular addition.

Sourdough bread generally was
served an the slde or mixed right Into
the bowl for added texture and flavor.
Today. crusty sourdough bread still
i the bread of cholce for sopping up
the broth.

The name cioppino s sald to derive
from an Italian word. cluppin, a vari-
ety of sh soup. A more fanciful story
says the soup was named for hungry
people who solicited the flsherman
forafreecraborsmall fish to tossinto
their stewpots, demanding, “Chip int
Chip In I’

The traditional rockfish and
Dungeness crab may be supple-
mented by salmon, halibut, shark or
any other firm fish. Lobster and large
prawns have become popular addl-
tions to cloppino. as have New Zea-
land mussels, several varieties of
clam, squid and octopus. The only
commeon thread shared by most ciop-
pino recipes {s the addition of fresh or
canned tomatoes to make a rich, red-
dish base.

Whatever Its origins, cioppino is
an ever-popular dish that can be
simple or elaborate as you wish to
make it. For elght chefs at the Clop-
pino Cook-off here, that meant any-
thing goes.

The cook-off, sponsored by the
Qlde Port Inn restaurant, featured
chefs from eight California restaur-
ants, each given carte blanche to cre-
ate his own version of this West Coast

speciality. Avant-garde ingredients
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Included cilantro, white wine, chipo-
tie chilles, creme frajche and snow
peas.

The first-place winner, from Cale
Vallarta in Santa Barbara, had a defl-
nite Mexcan accent. Restaurant
owners Lillana Parra and Justo Gra-
cia sald they drew on thelr Hispanic
backgrounds to create their Cioppino
de Mariscos.

“We set out 1o make it different,”
Gracia said. “We used a lot of Mexi-
can splces like cumin, oregano,
rosemary, cayenne ... and, of
course, a lot of lme.”

The result was an eye-pleasing,
green-gold soup that packed plenty
of firepower. Octopus, New Zealand
mussels, hallbut and clams were
among the treasures {o be plucked
from the splcy broth.

The lone San Diego entry, from
George's at the Cove in La Jolla, won
second place.

“I've never made cloppine before. [
couldn't belleve [ placed!” sald Scott
Meskan, execulive chel at George's.

Meskan sald he sample some of
the best cloppinos In San Franclsco
to gain inspiration, but decided he
didn't care for the traditional tomato-
based stew. "Every cloppino ['ve seen
has tomatoes,” he said. “I decided
that [ might as well do something
completely different.”

Mesken's innovative entry fea-
tured enormous prawns, sliced sea-
food sausages and assorted veget-
ables in an aromatic broth favored
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with tarragon, Pinot Blanc wine and
creme fralche. Snow peas and saffron
threads provided a colorful gamish.

While unusual ciopinnos took the
top twe places, a more traditional
version was awarded third. The Bay-
side 240 restaurant in Redondo
beach earned raves for its classic red
cloppine made with plum tomatoes,
red wine, fresh basil and lots of
shelifish.

Clopplno has come a long way
from its humble origins, but it still
can be a hearty, down-to-earth meal.
Usingfingers to attack the shelllishis
encouraged, and you shouldn't be
afrald to ask for a bib.

“It can be a litte messy,” said chef
Jim Gannon, “especlally If you're
wearing a business sull.”

While most peaple enjoy cloppino
only in restaurants, it's fairly simple
to prepare at home. Fresh or frozen
seafood canbe used, and jt's nio prob-
lem {o substifute one variety of sea-
food for another. If you don't care for
clams, for example, just add more
mussels or toss In a handful of
shrimp. Fresh lobster {s a great
addition,

You can make sealood stock at
home with fish carcasses purchased
from a fish market. Or purchase fro-
zen fish stock concentrate at the
supermarket.

Many chefs recommend adding a
splash of wine, using the same wine
you plan to serve with the meal to
help the food and drink complement
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each other, Tomato-based cloppino
marries well with Pinot Noir or with
other spicy red wines such as Zinfan-
del or Pellte Sirah.

Ifyou make a white cloppino such
asthe one prepared by Scott Meskan,
serve a white wine. At the cook-off,
Meskan matched his elegant clop-
pino with a superb Pinot Blane from
Chalone for an excellent wine-food
match.

Above all, don't forget the sour-
dough bread. You'll want te mop up
every drop of your cioppino, and the
cld San Francisco fisherman would
approve.

Here are two recipes for cioppine:
one for the while cioppino created by
Scott Meskan and one for a tradi-
tional tormato-based version.

Altentlon to such detalls has brought laurels 1o the
dairy. Guemnsey's butter pecan ted for fifth-best in the
country, ina judging by People magazine in 1884, Guern-
sey's loe cream was Judged “Best in Detroli” by WJBK-TV

Marty said the butter pecan ice cream Is a perfect ex-
ample of why quality is so lmportant. He pointed out that
the pecans he uses cost $4.25 a pound. more than most

people would pay for pecans in the supemmarket,

John added, “We could pay as little as $2 a pound for
pecans, but you don't want te use those nuts, They won't
wizt you any prizes, that's for sure.”

Quality salsoImportant because Guernsey Farms isa
family operation. John and wife Pat had 14 children, and
can count 43 grandchlldren and three great-
grandchildren as their own. Among other things, it
