Auto owners in many suburbs
face big insurance premium hikes
Jan, 1 if state lawmnakers continue
to deadlock on lawsuit reform.

“The overall state varance (for
any one company) can't be more
than 45 percent,” Cruce said.

Detroit has the highest rates, he
sald, “because In Detroit you're
eight Umes more likely to have your
car stolen. The costs of repairs and
hospitals t3 50 percent more.”

Some suburbs actually would
benefit from territorial ratings. But
insurers broke down rates by legl-
glative districts to show that Demo-
cratic [awmakers close to Detroijt
would see fairly big hikes.

“A lot of Democratic lawmakers
are In favor of what we have now."
said Cruce, -

Charts were
unavaitable for Allstate, State Farm
and other companies but were sald
to show even larger hikes.

Faust sald Sen. Paul Wartner, R-
Portage, and Rep. Mary Brown, D-
Kalamazoo, deadlocked on the
question of tort reform.

"Mary didn't want to hear of it.
Paul said you had to have it.” Faust
said. Brown and Wartner chair the
committees handling insurance
legislation in their respective
chambers,

Tort questions include: a cap on
“pain and suflering” damages in
lawsuits; caps on attorney fees in
“contingency” cases; llability limi-
tatiolns for emergency rcom per-
sonnel: and consumer-chosen lim-
its on coverage, among others.

DNR ponders
two views of
M-5 wetland

In February, the Michigan
Department of Natural Resources
(DNR)is expected torule on the con-
troversial plan to replace near Algo-
nac most of the 46 acres of wetlands
which fall in the path of the Hagger-
ty Connector,

As part of the wetlands permit
process, the DNR heid a public
hearing Dec. 12 in a Fanmington
Hills public library.

Officlally, Farmington Hilis
backs the Michigan Department of
Transportation's (MDOT)} proposal.
That city will ondy host a part of the
Twelve Mile Road Interchange ramp
that would link M-5 with the free-
way system.

“Our city councl! on numerous
occasions endorsed this project.
The project is necessary for the
good of the community. The good of
the metropolitan area,” sald Tho-
mas Blasell, Director of Public Ser-
vices for the City of Farmingilon
Hills.

*It's our belief the Michigan
Department of Transportation has
done everything that Is possible to
mitigate here. The fact that approxd-
mately 30 acres will have to miti-
gated off-site is an intentlon in our
mind to improve the quality of wet-
lands in the State of Michigan.”
.. -The City of Novl — which as the
home of the majority of the boule-
vard stands to lose the most marsh-
lands — is on record as opposing
the plan, as Is the East Michigan
Environmental Action Council
(EMEAC), the Detroit Audubon
Society and Concerned Citizens For
West Bloomfleld. Novi's engineers
have found local sites which they
suggest might be suitable for the
mitigation.

“It 1s our bellel mitigating wet-
lands lost in Novi in St, Clair County
is Inappropriate when potential
wetlands mitigation sltes exist
within and around Novi,” Anthony
Nowickd, Novi's director of public
services, said.

So were split the 16 speakers
who addressed the DNR Thursday
night, While seven M-5 supporters
sald the boulevard would provide
much-needed traffic relief, argu-
ments presented by nine opponents
to the plan included a questioning
of the wisdom of spending $78 mil-
lion on the project when the home-
less walk the streets of Detroit and
social services are facing drastic
cutbacks. {See related story.)

The DNR will examine the issues
raised, said Barry Horney, district
supervisor of the land and water
management stall in Livonla —
especially the suggestion that an
alternate route skirting the sensi-
tive wetlands could have been
chosen.

“These hearings are basically to
hear facts. Anything but facts
doesn’t have any bearing,” Hormey
said.

A loi of the information was
extraneous to the wetlands issue.
The valid questions will be looked
into, hard.”

The decision will be based on
how well the mitigatioh matches
the requirermnents of two state laws §
regulating wetlands, the Inland
Lakes and Streams Act and the
Gomaere Anderson Act, Hormey
said.

Opponents to the plan gques-
tioned if the DNR cauld be objective
when the depariment owns the St.
Clair County land which could be
the beneficiary of the project.

| Plan would ‘ship’ Novi wetlands to St. Clair
DNR answer to come in February

As West Bloomlleld resldent Ken
Whitlock sees it, development since
1972 has tumed Haggerly from a
road into a parking lot. He'd llke to
see relief in the form of M-5.

To Art Valentl, president of the
125-member Summit Hills Homeow-
ners Assoclation, cutting off the Con-
nector at Pontac Trail will just create

Not an open meeling like this, We got
a snow job. The people in southeast
Michigan were not told they were
going to ship the wetlands to St. Clair
County.” said Valentt, who is battling
to keep M-S ofl his property.

"The (DNR} wildlife division is
supportive of the oll-site mitiga-
ton. We also [ssue permits to the
wildlife division to do their work
and we have to be objective. We
have, as besl as we can, an objec-
tive staff and we're experienced at
this,” Dave Bastian, DNR water
quality specialist.

He added that he has never
seen a pian Lo replace wellands at
a distance greater than flve miles
before. Bastian said he was not
sure If this could set a precedent
for both public and private
construction,

“The input is excellent, It was
good (n the fact that we heard from
both sides. Quite often the hear-
ings are slanied io one side,” he
sald following the sessjon.

Breathing down the DNR's
neck {s the U.S. Environmental
Protection Agency (EPA), which
has already submitted [nto the
record its disapproval of several
elements of the plan, MDOT hopes
to recreate the wetlands on a one-
on-one wetlands basis while fed-
eral standards call for a 1.5-on-
one replacement. In addition, the
EPA argues that the environmen-
tal impact statement lor the Cen-
neclor only stops at Pontlac Tratl,
when it is Hkely that the road will
eventually push up north to M-59
through a sensitive wetlands and
lakes district.

Larry Alber, supervisor of the
evaluation and mitigalion unit of
MDOT's environmental division,
said that sltes adjacent to M-5
were studied as possible marsh
replaccment areas but, were

reJected due to the costliness of
land in this area. In addition, the
roliing topography here made it
diflicult to find property low
enough to essentially create a
swamp irom scratch, he said. To
mitigate wetlands, the groundwa-
ter table must be accessible.

“The bottorn line is we spent
nearly five years in studying the
project . . . what we presented
here tonight s the maost reason-
able project we could come up
with. I'm not golng to stand here
and tell you we looked at every site
in Novi and Farmingion Hills,
Alber said.

What MDOT would like to do is
replace 3.6 acres of wetlands as
water denitention sites within the
Connector's southern inter-
change. Ancther 12.7 acres of

Edison-owned land south of
Twelve Mile and west of Haggerty
Road. Edison plans to bulld a
swilching station there in the near
future and MDOT's proposal
means that the station will have to

The balance of the mitigation —

state-owned wildlife area, St.
Johns Marsh, replacing wetlands
lost in St. Clalr County before the
state regulated wetlands, Alber
said.

Novi put forth several local sites
as appropriate for the mitigation,

Council overreacted,
but made right choice

For all the haranguing that the Ed
Kriewall and the city's consulling engi-
neers, JCK & Associates, took last Mon-
day for their involvement in the engl-
neering of the Novi Expo Center, you'd
think they'd collaborated to bring a toxic
dump site to the city.

That's nowhere near what happened.
In reality, JCK donated $6,000 in prell-
minary engineering service to help con-
vert the privately owned buliding, for-
merly the Mohawk Liquor warehouse
and headquarters, into the city's new
convention center, and expressed an
interest in completing the job.

The often harsh criticism that JCK
took for proposing to work on the once-
vacant building was undeserved. The
firm's request to finish what it started
wasnot unreasonable. The project needs
to be on a fast track to be ready for con-
ventions which have already been
booked there in 1992, and a finm like
JCK, with intimate knowledge of Novi's
regulations and procedures, would
prove expedient.

Council members who opposed JCK's
proposal were right to protect the city's
integrity, as directed by the recently
adopted code of ethics. And the city's
stance of not spending money on the
Expo Center is clear, However, we feel
some on the council may have been too
severe In their reproach.

We find it hard to criticize those on the
council who supported JCK's involve-
fnent#rithe project/because the condict
is sorniner. Theyeig pnly indirect gain for
the City of Novi in that a thriving Expo
Center will fill the area hotels and
restaurants, and eventually boost tax
revenues.

And as for JCK & Associates, Council

oene )

Member Joe Toth put it appropriately
when he zaid, *I don't think (JCK Presi-
dent Joe Kapelczak) is going to retire on
this one job.” The engineering work to be
done on the 350,000 square-foot build-
ing involves few structural changes.
Much of the work to be done is cosmetic.

We do agree, though, with those on
the council who cited the “appearance”
of conflict. Even a peccadillo such as this
one could be brought back to haunt the
city at alater date. Ideally, JCK & Associ-
ates should have sought council approv-
al before it did volunteer work on the

project.

We are certain that there are a num-
ber of competent engineering firms that
could take on this project and bring it in
under deadline. JCK is not the only engi-
neering firm with an intimate knowledge
of Novi, of that we can be sure,

A good government should be like
Caesar's wife, above suspicion. And with
a burgeoning crisis of confidence in gov-
ernment around Michigan and the
nation, it'simportant to us that our city’s

We believe the Expo Center project
can become a beacon for Novi, and an
integral part of future plans for the
downtown area.

“If you move the wetlands, you're losing
groundwater recharge for people who have wells.
It's a unique ecosystem,” he said,

But John Marshall of Commerce Township
reinforced Whitlock's point that traffic in the area
{s out-of-control.

*I know subdivisions, condominiums and
aparuments that have taken up far more wetlands
than this road's going to take up. . .I-275 (exten-
sion) was shot down by a small vocaj group. We've
done some surveys ourselves, The residents that
are out there say we need some relief,” Marshall
told the DNR.

Novi resident Jim Bundofl's Twelve Mile Road
property will be in the middle of the M-5 cloverleaf.
He's now in court with MDOT over the property
condemnation. Bundoff said he supported the
mitigation plan.

“There were no wetlands here unti] they bullt
696. All of a sudden, that all became wetlands.
That was not awetlapd in 1924. When you worty
aboul wetlands and you put freeways in, theyll
build themselves,” he argued.

Also lining up with the Summit Drive residents
are the East Michigan Environmental Action
Councll, the Detroit Audubon Soclety and Con-
cerned Clizens of West Bloomfeld.

Representatlves of these proups argue that
more f{ar-reaching Issues are at stake.

Lorart McEwen, board member of Concerned
Citizens of West Bioomfield, says M-5 will lead to
more urban sprawl and the further deterioration
of the metre area's core clties,

“This project has taken on a life of {ts own. As
the economy In the slate and the nation steadlly
worsei, decision makers at both levels appear to
be proceeding with this project, which will drain
away more than $78 million in tax dollars with

absolutely no thought to other priorities for this
money,” she sald.

McEwen suggested as an altemative that the
presenl Haggerly Road be upgraded and the
remaining tax dollars be shifled to aid the home-
less, hungry and sick Michigan residents.

Detrolt Audobon Soclety Executive Director
Jack Smlley called the project “reckless
development.”

*Itis not in the public interest to construct the
road. The no-build alternative is the best alterna-
tive, followed by a possible widening of Haggerty
Road,” he sald.

“The people in the urban center are homeless
and have Third World livingconditions. It is foollsh
to even consider any expansion of a highway sys-
tem when we can't take car¢ of what we have. Rea-
sonable people realize this will lead to future road
construction.”

Alsace region
yields wines
at good values

Alsace 1s the most beautiful wine region in
France. Almost{ isolated, Alsace is situated between
the Vosges Mountains on the west and the Rhine
river on ihe east.

The best-kept secret in wine is the dry, fruity,
long-lived white wines of Alsace. They accompany
the great culsine of 36 Michelin-starred restaur-
ants In Alsace -— a greater number than anywhere
¢lse in Europe.

Recently, we discussed Alsace wine with Etienne
Hugel. whose famlly has made wine continuously
since 1639.

“We have produced Alsace wines in Europe's
favorite battlefield for over 350 years,” said Hugel
“Imagine our task. Each time the Alsace region
exchanged its relationship with Gemmany and
France, we had to start over.

“As a consequence of having our boundaries
changed so often, the wines of Alsace lost their
identity. We sell dry, French wines in a German-
style bottle made from grapes that sometimes
sound French (pinot blanc) and sometimes sound
Cerman (gewurztraminer).”

Most French wine regions use two or three
grape varieties planted on a single soll type.
Alsace has seven wine grape varieties (sylvaner,
riesling, pinot gris, gewurztraminer, pinot blanc,
pinot noir, and muscat d'Alsace) planted on a
patchwork of granite, sand, clay and chalk soils
that allows each variety {o be appropriately
matched by type.

Hugel emphasizes that to appreciate Alsace
wines, the consumer must understand the grape
varletics, the unique northern climate and the reg-
fon's extended growing season,

“The best Introduction to Alsace wines is pinot
blanc,” sald Hugel. "It is versaiile and affordable,
great with food and is styled like a chardonnay
without being too aromatic. Pinot gris Is more
complex -—— a step up. This wine shows exuberant
fruit, not wood, Gewurziraminer has lively spice
aromas and flavors that complement smoked sal-
mon and orlental cuisines, Ultimately, peaple

nt:halance and finesse of
W arictals>

Hugel insists that the key to producing fresh,
balanced Alsace wines is the long, cool growing
season. Grapes can hang on the vine until biologi-
cal maturty is attained. This slow ripening
explains how Alsace wines maintain crisp acldity,
retain fresh frult and achieve the body of world-

class wine,

The wines of Hugel are botted by increasing
quality and labeled “Hugel,” “Cuvee Traditfon™ and
“Jubilee.” The day-to-day process of vinification
and maturation is undertaken entirely by family
tnembers. Contrary to popular opinion, the aging
potential of the great Alsace white wines is limited
only by the lifespan of the cork.

Florida fish are for those with a ‘sweet’ tooth

I have spoken of Foley's In Boston, the
wonderful fish house, on several occasfons.
1t is so much fun toorder from them. Ifecl like
a kd in a toy store. -

Well, there 1s now another toy store to go
to. Mr. Seafood, located in sunny Pompano,
Fla., has beenadded to our erder sheet. Peter
Jarvis calls each Monday with his list of
fares.

At first, Iwould just order the more "usual”
or “recognizable” varleties, because if people
are not familiar with a species the chance of
them trying it are fairly nil. | have found this
tobe sotrue with fish, Americansstill eat less
fish than any other flesh protein.

Many of us remember the obligatory Fri-
day night fish dinners that usually consisted
of fried fish and chips of frozen cod fllets
soaked in milk to rid them of their fishy smell.

For the last several weeks we have offered

fresh grouper, mahi mahi, and snapper. Red
snapper is generally acknowledged as the
most favored and s difficult to buy due to the
*blackened” phase that we experienced sev-
eral years ago. Yellowtall snapper is becom-
ing popular now. :

Snappers are sonamed because they shut
thetr mouths with an energetic snap. The
flesh is firm and white. When possible it js
best to purchase the ishwhole. The skinls a
beautiful red which Intensifies with cooking.
Whole fish may be broiled, baked, grilled or
steamed.

The flesh of the grouper closcly resembles
snapper. Although their weight ranges from
two pounds to hundreds of pounds, most of
the commercial catch is in the fifty-pound

area. The larger the grouper, the coarser the -

flesh.
- Anyone whohas ever spent time in Florida
has eaten grouper. A groupersandwich Is the
state’s mainstay. Grouper is mild In taste so
it lends itselfto many presentations. We pre-
ferto cook it Itallan style, dipped in tosca bat-
ter, quickly sauteed then finished in the
oven. Accompanied with homemade cheese
tortellinl and a fresh tomato basil sauce it is
wonderful.

Mahi mahi is growing in popularity. Mahl,
or dolphin fish, 1s not related to the true dol-

- phin which {s a mammal and .a protected

species. It is alsoreferred to as dorado. Mahi,

when cocked properly, has pink flesh which
ts mild and sweet. Our version was simply
grilled, served with basmati rice and gam-
ished with Florida fruft — oranges and

grapefruit,

Two simple but clegant sauces finish the
plate, a beurre blanc (white butter sauce)
and beurre rouge {red butter sauce}. The pre-
sentation was visually outstanding and the
mahi delectible.

[ hesitated to order pompano because the
price is much more than what I like to com-
mit to. The more my cost, the higher the sell-
ing price. But I couldn’t restst. The worst that
could happen Is that I'd be forced to eat it
myself. No such luck. We sold out the first
night. Pompano is noted for its rich sweeet
flavor, Sumptuous is more the word. Whata
treat.

We cooked it in a traditional manner, en
papillote or baked in a parchment case. The
case keeps the moisture in and also allows
the addition of vegetables and herbs tosteam
along with it. Ourversion included Julienne
leeks, carrots and mushrooms. Just a louch

of white wine was added along with fresh
chopped herbs. When the fish was served the
packet was opened at the table and all those
magnificent aromas rushed oul. Heavenly.

Stone crab claws never made it to the spe-
cials board. Cur regulars know that I bring
them In every 10 days or s0 and place their
orders ahead of time. Even though I add on
an extra they never seem to stay around for
more than a few hours.

I'm sorry tokeep using the word “sweet” to
describe the above Florida fishbut there is no
other way to convey what my taste buds
remember. As a testimonial | saw Michelle,
who “hates” fish, take second bites during
our show and tell session. We are expecting
another shipment from Peter this week.

As a final note I like to relay a “restaurant”
story. I took Tuesday off. It was my second
day off since we opened. Laura. my sous chef,
takes over the expediting position at night,
Joe, a former student at Schoolcraft and now
avalued employee, runs the floor. Joe was so
good In the dining room class that he took my
spot when [ went to Singapore. Pat, my day

sous chef, handles the lunch. The place is in

If one took to heart all the alerts
reported in the papers, we'd give up
eating and drinking. Even jogging al
Umes seems suspect,

Often confuslon sets In, so we do
nothing. That's silly. Wamnings are ta
be taken serlously, but judiciously.

However,
al tmes, just by altering our habits a
littde we can reduce risk.

Beyond just the dishes from which
we ¢al, lead also can be a problem in
the glasses from which we drink.

In the Jate 19th century lead was
added 1o crystal ware to produce bril-
liant glass of a high density and dura-
bility. Ever since. lead crystal has
been the ultimate in glassware.

Bad news came earlier this year
from Lancet. the esteemed British
medieal journal. Lancet printed a
report on studles conducted by two
Columbia University physiclans that
showed the correlation between alco-
hol tn erystal decanters and elevated
levels of lead of the liquid inside.

How often have you seen episodes
in sophisticated movies where the
hero pours alter-dinner brandy from
a handsome crystal decanter that
has been sitting on the sideboard?
Since a little bit of brandy goes a long
way, thal decanter can sii on the
sideboard for many a month.

Now comes
the U.S. Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco
and Firearms with a test it conducied
at the request of the Food and Drug
Administration,

TheFDAsuspected that lead in the
foll around the top of the wine bottle
contributed amounts of lead 1o the
wine {tsell. They were right. But prog-
rams were already under way, here

and abroad, to replace the foil caps,
usually with plastic. Many American
wineries switched some Ume ago.

Now for some good news. If your
cellar holds bottles with lead cap-
sules, there is no need (o worry. It's
very easy to avold any contamination
fromn the lead. And it's proper service,
besides, All you have to do is cut the
foll well below the lip of the bottle,
remove the foil cap and wipe the lop
of the bottle.

Have you ever walched a well-
trained wine steward open a botte of
wine? Then you noticed thal afler
removing the foil cap he wiped the top
of the bottle with a napkin. Then
apain, once Lhe cork has been pulled
oul, he wiped the lp of the bottle,
reaching inside a bit.

We can't pretend that he was mak-
ing a conscious elforl to remove
traces of Jead. With the first swipe, he
removed any dust parlicles from
under the cap. The second cleanup
took care of any bits of cork thal may
be clinging to the neck.

To put things in perspective, and
avold panic, just remember that
many chemicals that sclenlists warn
us aboui occur naturally in the foods
we eat and drink. Good foods, (oo.
Among many other foods, lead
occurs naturaly fr: apples, oranges,
chicken, poepcomn and even President
Bush's detested broccoli,

S0 when a particular problem is
polnled out, correct it. Begin by put-
ting the handsome decanters on dis-
play and wiping wine botile tops.
Don't eye everything you putl into
your mouth with suspicion.

Does “tradition” put your family at
risk for food polsoning?

When you look at the facesaround
your Holiday table, think about this.
Nearly one in fice of the people you
see could face special risks frdom
food poisoning,

Who? A lot of people are espectally
vunerable to food poisoning. Most of
them don't know it. People over 65,
pregnant women, infants and people
with chronie ilinesses all stand a gre-
ater chance of getting sick from food
poisoning and suffering
complications.

But here's the most important
part. You can cut those risks, pro-
tecting yourself and family. Most
foodborne illness can be prevented
by safe food handling.

Check out your family traditions.
According to Diane Van on USDA's
Meat and Poultry Hotline, one of the
risklest things people do is some-
thing they've seen done for decades
—leave the cooked turkey outall day.

“It's on the counter, ii's on the
table. People pick at it alter dinner
and there it sits for hours,” said Van.

Unfortunately, while it's silting

there bacteria are multiplying, dou-
bling every 20 minutes in the right
conditoens.

“Ifjust one bacterial cell got on the
meat afler you pulled {t out of the
oven at 1:00, by 8 that evening you
could have over 2 million,” Yan said.

So here's the food safety rule: Two
hours after you pull the cooked bird
out of the oven it shold be back in the
refrigerator. To speed cooling and
limit bacterial growth, cul the meat
from the bone, remove the stufling
and store both In small, shallow
containers.

Turkey Uke Grandma Made. “For
as long as we've been having holiday
turkeys, we've been looking for ways
to save ime with the fixings. Some-
times these old time-savers end up
costing us more than time," Van said.

All-night cooking. Van reports
callers say, "Mom's turkey always
cooked all night. We'd wake up in the
morning {o the smell of roasting
turkey.”

Van explains, “Overnight cocking
is popular when people are having a
lot of guests. Abig turkey lakes along
time to cook. Rather than get up at

the crack of dawn, they cook the
turkey all night at a low temperature,
But it's not safe.”

Thorough cooking kills bacteria.
But cooking at low temperatures —
less than 325 F — has the oppisite
eflect. The warmth oflow heat actual-
ly helps bacteria grow.

But how do you get your turkey
cooked? According toVan, therearca
couple of good alternalives to over-
night cooking. Cook two smaller
turkeys, or use a cooking bag or cov-
ered roasting pan to speed cooking.

“Lots of callers to the hotline get
confused about cooking bags,” Van
said, “They remember their mother
using brown grocery bags. Don't use
them for cooking. It's not safe and
toxins from the glue in the seams
could make you very slck.”

“Eggstra” cautions. Because of
emerging problems with salmonella
bacteria in unbroken eggs, people
need to take precautions when pre-
paring foods made with eggs, espe-
cially some desserts, like pumpkin or
custard ples made with eggs.

Foods llke custards, contalning
eggs, milk and high molsture con-

until firm. They must also be refriger-
ated afler cooking — a precaution
that's necessary with most cakes,
breads or cooldes.

It's also important not 1o consurme
raw eggs. Use commercially pasteur-
ized eggnog or make your owneggnog
with a cooked custard base, Van
said,

® Thawing a frozen turkey — Don't
thawon the kitchen counter. Thaw in
the microwave or regrigerator.

@ Snacking — Snacking off the turk-
ey is [ine, but don't leave it out more
than 2 hours, :

@ Leltovers — To speed cooling,
debone the turkey and refrigerate it
in small, shallow contalners.

® Cooking — Don't cook turkeys
overnight at low temperatures. Cook
at 325 F. ‘
® Desseris — Cook custard to 160F
and refrigerate pies made with eggs.
® Eggnog — Don'l use raw egg
recipe. Use commerclally prepared,
pasturized eggnog or make your own
with a cooked custard base.
