For $50. parents can purcliase a bumper 
stlclccr tliat.WlU help tl1em sleep wlien dielr 
l6-year-olds are out at nlglit. 

The sticker asks anyone Wlth a complalnt ab­
out die Vehicle's drlVer to call 349-LIVE or 
1-800-LIV-SAI^. Jdentlflcatlon numbers also 
are printed on the stickers. 

Chmel and Barton bielleve diat the first year of 
driving Is die most dangerous. Tliey encourage 
parents to buy a $50 sUcker and Safe Drive 
membiershlp for the first year thelr child is 
driving. 

The response has not hieen oVerwhelmlng.

Northvi l le w o m a n 
loses battle for life

Last Week's shppeiy road condi­
tions led to the death of a local Wo­
man, who lost a tliree-day fight for 
her life. 

Eleanor Delphine Kunzi, 65, died 
Wednesday at Botsford Hospital as 
a result of injuries sustained in an 
early-morning accident on Ten Mile 
Fioad, Monday, Dec. 16. 

According to Novl Police, Kunzi 
was heading east on an ice-covered 
Ten Mile Road When she lost control 
of her vehicle. The accident 
occurred Just east of Novl Road. 

Police said Kimzi, Who Was driv­
ing a 1992 Ford sedan, slid across 
the center line into die Westbound 
lane and into die path ofa Vehicle 
driVen by Novl resident Janice Cole, 
36. 

Two children, 10-year-old Car­

men Eden and 12-year-old Samue1 
Cole Were passengers in Cole's] 
Vehicle. 

Police said Janice Cole and Eden I 
Were uninjured, but Samuel Cole, 
Who Was sitting In die iront seat. 
Was transported to Providence Hos-1 
pital in NoVl where he Was treated j 
for injuries. 

Kunzi, Who Was a 6-year resident I 
ofNorthVille, was a reUred Ford Mo­
tor Company employee. She was 
Veiy active in senior ciUzen acUvl- [ 
ties and Northville ToWn Hall . 

Funeral services Were held FYl­
day, Dec. 20 at Casterline F\1neral | 
Home in Northville. She Was buried j 
in Lakeside Cemetery in HoWell.

A Uooding problem in the Nine MUe 
R o a d area has made nelghlxjrs ap­
prehensive about lhe proposed Vasl l -
ios Estates SubdtVlslon. 

On Wednesday, Ule developer Won 
unanimous approval for Woodlands 
and WeUands permlts b o m the NoW 
Planning Commission, as WeU as ten­
tative preUmlnaly plat appixwal. 

Bu t p lanning C o m m i s s i o n e r 
Kathy McLallen urged that the pro­
ject be handled cautiously. The 
northern segment of the property is 
on a floodplaln. 

"Due to the sensltiWty of Uils site, 1 
Would hope that extra care all along 
the process would be taken. East-
cally, llle site moves around in a 
storm sltuallon," she sald. 

The Uny sub. to liave Just six 
houses on one-acre lots, would he on 
23 acres on the north side of Nine 
MUe Road betWeen Beck and Garfield 
roads. 

The area has been plagued Wllh 
overfloW problems. Nine MUe resi­
dent Bruce Butske said. Concerns 
were raised that the sepUc systems 
from the subdiWslon could poUule 

run-olTand conlamUiale WeUs at ad­
jacent homes. 

There's no syslemaUc pixicess of 
eliminating stormwater run-off on 
Uie residences. You Qnd yourself in 
Uie position ofWatcliing oUler people 
raise their property, diverting the wa­
ter towards your property. The Whole 
hydrogeolo©f of the area is veiy, very 
curious, ' Butske said. 

Nearby Hummlngblrd Estates 
subdtWslon at times has standlng 
Water at Uic entrance Way. he added. 

Deb GosseUn, of J C K & Associ­
ates, NoW's consulUng engineers 
agreed a drainage problem exists, 

"For all pracUcal purposes Uiere is 
no drainage along Nine Mile today. 
This isn't going to make it any worse, 
lt's nol going lo help, unfortunately,'' 
GosseUn said. 

DeVeloper BiU Damavoleles plans 
to consUiict two stormwater ouUalls 
in a large pond at Uie rear oflhe site, 
but stormwater Impact on the pond is 
expected to tic slight, according to 
Susan TepatU, a Water resources 
speclaUst for J C K & Associates. 

NUie MUe Road resident Carol 
Butske said DamaVoletes was Uck-
eled by Uie city In 1985 when she re­
ported Uiat he aUegedly was dumping 

Uilckload alter Iruckload of ilU dirt 
on Uie sile, as WeU as taking doWn 
trees. 

"1 Would Uke some sort ofa written 
VerlflcaUon Uiat Uiere is not going to 
be any change in Uie topographical 
situaUon as 11 is now," she said. 

Assistant City Attomey Dennis 
Watson said Uie WolaUon was resol­
ved when Uie property Was restored 
by the owner. 

But vegctaUon Uial Was to have 
been replaced. Wasn't. TepalU said, 
adding Uiat Uie state department of 
natural resources Was notified but 
did not act upon Uie InformaUon. 

The proposed development Would 
remove l.SSacresoftrees. 14ofthem 
over eight Inches i n diameter and 
protected by clty regulaUons. 

CUfSeiber, engineer for Uie deve­
loper, said Uiat a permit from Uie 
Oakland County HealUi Departmeni 
Wlll be needed for Uie sepUc system. 

The county requires 7.5 feet of clay 
above U1e aquifer before a weU can be 
dug, planning commlssloner Joseph 
Balagna said: "It's not Just as easy as 
going out and digging a weU. . .They 
have to go through really stringent 
soU tests and Water tcsUng before 
lhey can gel a pennlt."

A l l cognac is 
brandy; not all 
brandy is cognac 

"Brandy Is the heart of Wine — Its quintes­
sence," said Claire Coaies, commiinlcaUons direc­
tor for dle Cognac Bufe.iu. "People Wlio drink 
Wine and are attracted to Its taste, eVentually con­
tinue this enjoyment with brandy. .Although 
cognac can be produced only In France, brandy 
can bie made anywhere in the World. Al l cognac Is 
brandy, but not all brandy Is cognac." 

Ugrtl blanc, knoWn elseWhere as Trcbblano, 
White Hermitage or S l . EmiUon, is the principal 
grape variety In Cognac. "Only natural yeasts are 
used In the fermentation process." Coates said. 
"Any chemical addiUons are concentrated during 
distillation arid Would glVe poor tastes and aro­
mas. We add nodling: cVefytlilng Is perfecdy 
natural." 

Vineyard sites In the Cognac region are ar­
ranged in concentric circles With the Vefy best, 
diose With clialklest soil, at the center and those 
of lesser disUixUon near the perimeter. In de­
creasing order of impoftance the sites arc Grande 
Cliampagne, PeUte Cliampagne, Borderics, Fins 
I3ois. Sons Bois and Bols Ordlnalres. 

In the Cognac region, the term "champagne" 
translates as "open field" and has no reference to 
sparkling Wine. 

Demand for cognac produced excluslVely from 
the Grande and PeUte Champagne is hicreaslng. 
The term Grande Champagne refers to cognac pro­
duced entirely from grapes groWn \ n the appella­
tion Grande Champagne. The same Is true for 
PeUte Champagne. Fine Champagne contains at 
least 50 percent Grande Cliampagne, the remain­
der being only IVtlte Champagne. The term Fine 
Cognac on some cognac labels has no legal 
meaning. 

The distiller uses a traditional pot sUll, made 
entirely of copper, to separate the essence of tlle 
Wine. A first dlsUllation results In a milky, 28-per­
cent alcohol llqi1id. 

In a second distillation, the head and tail distil­
lates are sepiarated from the heart having an aVer-

I age strength of 70-percent alcohol. It Is then aged 
I and blended to produce the brandy called coRhafc;* ' 
• Distilled Water is gradually added over a period of 

years to bring the cognac to the desired 40 per­
cent alcohol before bottling. 

Cognac is aged enUrcly in 90-gallon Limousine 
or Troncais oak barrels, some as old as 50 years. 
Barrel aging gives tannin. alloWs oxidation and 
adds color to the otherwise colorless spirit. A p ­
proximately four percent {28 million bottles) of 
cognac eVaporates annually from the aging barrels 
as "the angels' share." 

Cognac's consistent taste is maintained by a 
master blender Who has at lils disposal a flavor 
h u n k of more than 350 cognacs of different age 
and origin. The process of blendhig these cognacs 
depends more on the blender's nose than Ills 
taste. Veiy little is tasted in the task tliat reqvilres 
many years of trahihig and apprcndceship. The 
skil l is fipequendy passed from father to son for 
generations of master blenders employed by a gi­
ven cognac house.

Busy cooks have to (fo some of the gift 
cooldrig in advance. Here are some stor­
age ideas so you can set up your calendar 
for preparation. 
STORING C O O K I E S AND C A N D Y 

To store cookies short-term for one 
week: Cool cookies completely. Do not 
mix soft and crisp Varieties In die same 
container or die crisp cookies Will soon 
t)ecome soft. Store soft cookies in a con­
tainer Wldl a Ught-flttlng lid. Store crisp 
cookies i n a container wldl a loose fitting 
lid . Store h a r cookies in the pan in Which 
they Were baked; cover pan tightly With 
a luminum foil or plasUc Wrap. 

To store cookies long-term for six 
months: Both fi-osted and unfrosted 
cookies can be frozen and stored up to six 
months. Arrange In a container lined With 
PlasUc Wrap or aluminum foil; seperate 
With layers of aluminum fod or plasUc 
Wrap. Tightly seal container, label and 
freeze. ThaW cookies ljy alloWlng them to 
stand loosely covered on a serving plate 
for about 20 minutes.

When is the last 
time you made a carrot or parsnip soup? O r 
Ijetteryct, a combination. SWlri one into the 

otlier for a real taste treat. 
Or minestrone. I alWays tliink of die origi­

nal Larco's in Detroit, Which made a loVely 
soup, chock fun of Vegetables and pasta In a 
rich broth. It Was spritakled Wldi some firesh 
parmesan, and tliat great Italian bread Was 
perfect for dipping, l haVen't bieen able to du­
plicate it yet. but I'm still experimenting. 

Or hoW alwut a good fish choWder, ftill of 
fresh fish or clams? 

Last Week We had a request for biorscht. 
Admittedly, neidier myself, Laura or Pat had 
eVer made it. WeU, We pulled out the cook­
books, fourid a good recipe and Went at It. I 
don't care for beets at aJI. NeVer haVe and 
ncVcr thought I Would. Bonscht changed my 
tune. We took a chance and ran it for the 
soup ofthe day, and the raVes are stdl coming 
in. 

EVen clilcken noodle sounds good. With 
big chunks ofcliicken and thick egg noodles. 

Add a grilled cheese with tomato sandWlch 
and some rice pudding for a real comfort food 
meal that's right at your fingertips. O r . . . I 
could go on and on. 

Some quick soup facts biefore you start. 
The best soups are made from the best ingre­
dients. Meat soups should use cuts from the 
neck, hocks (sharik) or short ribs. Depending 
on the soup. beef, lamb or pork are the com­
mon animals used. SteWing hens provide the 
best meat for chicken-based soups. Fish and 
sheUflsh should be fresh and odor-free. 

Choose beautlldl Vegetables With good fla-
Vor. Too many people use the "garbage" left in 
the Vegetable bins in soup Just to get rid of it. 
The soup suffers. 

Spices and herbs, called aromatics in the 
business, are added to soups to increase fla-
Vor, and in many instances to reduce the 
need for salt. 

Cook soups at a gende simmer. Just long 

enough to develop good flavor and appropri­
ate body. SUr the soup to prevent scorching, 
and use a lacUe to remove and scum that 
forms. Don't be afraid to taste the soup fre­
quently as you go. When the soup is done, 
either serve or store It. There is no benefit to 
having soup cook aWay for hours. Flavor 
deteriorates. 

Finally, don't forget the garnish. Gar­
nishes make a gcKxi soup gn:at. They should 
h e added Just at service. A sprinkle of fresh 
herbs, grated cheese, homemade croutons 
or chopped bacon arc some examples. Use 
your imaglnaUon.

candles ln waxed paper or plasUc wrap; nearly all 
candles Wlll stay fresher longer, stor^ individually 
wrapped candles in boxes. Uns or cartons With 
tight-ntUng Ilds. 

Exceptions: Store small, hard candles together 
In a Jar Wlth tightly fitting lid after dusting with 
finely ground (not powdered) sugar. Do not mix 
candles tliat absorb moisture (carmels, mints and 
hard candles) In the same container as those that 
lose moisture (fudge, fondants, meringues). Use 
Waxed paper to Indlvldualy Wrap or seperatc lay­
ers of fu(ige to aVold sticking. 

Create homemade successes t>y following a few 
rules from the experts. The dairy people from the 
test kitchens of Minnesota-based Land O'Lakes 
haVe come up With the folloWlng tested methods. 

Use a dependable candy thermometer. Hold It 
upright In the candy mixture, making sure the 
bulb Is completely coVered With liquid While not re -
sting on the bottom of the pan. Ifyou do not have a 
candy thermometer, usc the cold Water test. Drop 
a small amount of the candy mixture Into a cupful 
of very cold water. Remove candy drop from water 
and form Into a ball with fingers. The firmness of 
the ball detennlnes the candy temperature and is 
an Indication of doneness. 

Thread stage: 223-234 F — fonms a 2-lnch soft 
tliread. 

Soft ball: 234-240 F - fomis a soft ball that 
does not flatten When removed from water. 

Hard ball: 250-268 F—forms a hard but pliable 
ball . 

Soft crack: 270-290 F — Separates into hard 
but pliable strands. 

Hard Crack: 300-3 I O F — Separates into hard, 
brittle strands. 

Another Important rule Is to follow the recipe di­
rections carefi111y. Often a recipe calls for a heavy 
cooking pan ofa certain size. Be sure to use the 
one specified. Candy Is cooked at vely high temp­
eratures, so be sure the pan Is large e n o u ^ to pre -
vent candy from bollirig over. 

Finally, Watch candy carefully. Candy recipes 
often Instruct the cook to add ingredients at pre­
cise temperatures. Many recipes are ruined be­
cause the Ingredients Were overcooked, burned or 
boiled. 

Here are some recipes for holiday gift-giving. 

SNOWBALL COOKIES 
2 cups all-purpose flour 

2 cups finely chopped pecans 
'/< cup sugar 
l cup unsalted butter, softened 
1 teaspoon vanilla 
PoWdered sugar
