Owners mourn loss of home

---.Ta.Jean Lauwers, It seems as If

she's presiding over her cwn wake.

For 12-and-a-hall years, she's
bullt up a business at the needle-
point store she runs outof what was
once her 1830s-era home, “The Yel-
low House™ at 40500 Twelve Mile
Road.

But the popular litle specialty
shop closed forever on Tuesday at 1
p.m., leaving as manyas 1,200 cus-
tomers disappeinted.

Lauwers and her husband
Joseph have until April, or If they're
lucky May, to vacate the premises.
The house, the garage, thebarmnand
the land now belong to the State of
Michigan.

The site will be part of the not-
yet-approved -- and therefore
largely unfunded — Haggerty
Conneclor.

The whole deal leaves Lauwers
with a bitter taste in her mouth.

What truly saddens her is that
one more thread Is belng pulled
from the already torn and frayed
fabric of local hislory.

So In a sense, this story is most
tikely an obituary. .

Because the 160-year-old Yellow

House — possibly one of the oldest
residences in Novi —~ will probably
be buildezed.

Unless an outsider comes to the R _ K

rescue. .

The state will give the Lauwers
the house back {f they place $5,000
in escrow to ensure that the yard is
left in proper conidition when the
bullding {s moved. But the couple
are heading 165 miles up north and
can't afford to take their residence
with them, Lauwer -said.

“It makes you sick,” she said.

If someone else wants the his-
toric home and can put up the
funds, they're welcome to it.

Lauwer freely admits that the
Federallst-style house was moder-
nized to make it liveable, But the
work was done in such a way thata
purist could strip the bullding down
to its original state. The white clap-
boards are still intact under the yel-
low aluminum siding, as are the
Greek Revival decorative features.

The feldstone basement is actu-
ally a Michigan cellar, Rough-hewn
logs hold up the ceiling. The outer
stairwell maintains a perfect 37 de-
grees year around, just the temper-
ature to preserve meat,

Developer
targets local
riding school

Haverhill Farms is a place where
thousands of kids and adults have
learned to keep thelr heels down,
their elbows in and their heads up
as they mastered English-style
equestrianship,

It's also the place where deve-
loper Mike Horowltz, president of
The Selective Group, would like to
build Haverhill Estates, a
147-home subdivision. The houses
abut the riding academy, which
wouldn't be moved until the final
phase,

A unanimous Novi Planning
Commission Dec. 18 rode roughs-
hod over a request from Horowitz to
change the property zoning from
residential-agricultural to R-4, the
highest density single famlly hous-
Ing category. But the request high-
lights the future of the Haggerty
Connector corridor, where the
property is located,

The City Council has long said it
plans to keep land in the reglon
zoned R-A — which requires one
home per acre.

Horowtitz will probably not be the
last developer to challenge the R-A
designation.

“I think it's been fairly well de-
monstrated that the current R-A
zoning [n the area had been put in
piace in the master plan pending

“Regardless of the mer-
its of this case, it's
premature. 1 see no
compelling reason to
rezone it."

he told the commission.

“A court would require you to
show the economic feasiblity, not
the physlcal feasibility. You cannot
support this property on one-acre
lots,” Horowilz said.

“The current zoning that exists is
not prudent, not consistent with
what's going on In the area.”

The question will probably come
before the city councit, but no date
has been set yet, Horowitz sald
Friday.

The land in guestion is 90,16
acres on the south side of Fourteen
Mile, west of Haggerty Road. Horo-
witz argued that the higher density
would be compatible with nearby
developments, including The Ma-
ples, Chateau Estates mobile home
community and a commercial strip
in Commerce Township.

MEAP scores in,

analysis scheduled

The scores are in on the Novi
Community School District's Mi-
chigan Education Assessment
Program test results, but district
administrators’ [nterpretation of
the results is stili a few weeks away.

School administrators will pre-
sent a report of the scoresJan. 9 at
a school board meeting,

“Sufflce it to say that, as in the
past, our scores are excellent,” ac-
cording to an administrative report
to the Board of Education.
< “However, as in the past, com-
pared to last year we are higher In
some areas and lower in others,”
the report continued.

The data shows that scores were
up inall sections of the MEAPread-
Ing test given lo fourth graders.

Not cnly did the overall number
of students passing boih sections of
the test increase (from 54.} pere-

cent to 56.8 percent), but also the
number of students passing the in-
dividual sections of the test
increased.

Fourth grade scores rose from
81.6 percent to 90.4 percent pass-
Ing in Novl on the story portion of
the- test.

On the information section, 59.4
percent of students passed com-
pared with 57.2 percent last year.

In the seventh grade. the number
of students passing both sections
decreased by 11 percent to 36.8
percent passing,

Scores dropped on both sections
of the seventh grade reading test
with 58.4 percent of students pass-
ing the story section of the test and
44.9 percent passing the informa-
tion section,

Those scores compare with 82.2
percent passing the story portion
last year and 50.7 percent passing
the information section last year.
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School janitor fired
in forgery incident

A Novi High School custodian
has been fired for forging an ab-
sence excuse slip to extend his time
off for dental surgery, according to
records which apparently were ac-
cidentally released by the school
district Dec. 19,

Records show a custodian had
dental surgery and was given a form
to excuse his absences at work.

The dentist verified at a Nov. 26
hearing that an excuse slip issued
by his staff was changed to include
additional days. -

School omclals fired the custo-
dian, and his termlnation was ap-
proved Nov, 7 by the Novi schiool
hoard

The decision was appealed to
school district administrators.
Upon a rejection of the first appeal,
the decislon was appealed to the

Board of Education.

A hearing was held before the
school board in a closed meeting on
Nov. 26. The custodian and a rep-
resentative from the International
Union of Operating Engineers at-
tended the session.

The custodian reportedly admit-
ted to falsifying the excuse slip, but
asked the hoard to take less-severe
action than firing him.

During the appeal process, the
custodian's employment status
was changed from discharged to
suspended.

But school board members voted
unanimously to reject the appeal.

Details of the case were released
Thursday in a board packet given to
members of the press.

Assistant Superintendent of Hu-
man Resources John Swallow said
the release of the information ap-
peared to be a mistake.

Engler backs off on opposition to gas tax -

No longer is Gov. John Engler shutting the door on a state fuel tax hike for

roads.

The questions are: How much? And when?

“We haven't set a date” for deciding, Engler said In an interview last week.

“The Transportation Commission is under orders lo save as much as they
can. They have cut $100 million (in spending). That's the equivalent of 2 cents
on the fuel tax”

Even that slight shift by Engler was good news to Oakland County road ofll-
clals, who see even grealer needs at the local level.

Culting spending before raising taxes was the marching order transporia-
tion director Patrick Nowak got when he took the job early in Engler's admi-
nistration. Nowak of Bloomfield Township was deputy executive of Oakland

County, an area that admits to crying road needs.
Nowak sald his orders were to squeeze all he could out of Michigan's exist-
ing 15-cent gasoline tax before the Engler administration would conslder an

fnerease.
“We're going through the new federal law section by section,” Engler said.

That law, signed last week by President George Bush, could pump $3.2 billlon
into Michigan, according to MDOT estimates.

Michigan would have to provide something lke $725 milllon n local match-
ing money. The amount Is uncertain because some projects will require a 10

percent match, others 20 percent.

Under the new federat law, Michigan will receive 95 percent of the taxes it
sends to Washington versus 80-85 percent under the old Jaw. The price: a
four-year extenslon, to 1999, of a 5-cent-a-gallon federal tax.

Road inferesis in Michigan are seeking a 5-Cent increase.

The concept of a state fuel tax Increase was endorsed unanimously a week
ago by the Southeast Michigan Council of Governments executive committee.

A Livonia Police Department In-
vestigation report of high school
band director Cralg Strain wilt nat he
released if Lt, Phil Byer has his way.

"We will never rclcase the investi-
gallon to you — ever,” Byer said,
identifying himsell as the freedom of
information ofBcer and “keeper of the
records” for the Livonla department,

Strainis underinvestigation foran
alleged Incident of criminal sexual
conduct said to have occured at his
former residence in Livonta.

A Novi High School student ac-
cused Strain of fondling her, said
Novi Police Chief Doug Shaefler sald.

But because the alleged incident
occurred In Livonia, the case was
tumed over to the Livonia police,
Shaeffer said.

The Livonia department has pro-
vided less information since taking
on the case.

Before Friday, the Livonia Depart-
ment had refused to confirm that it Is
investigating the case at all, saying
only it is lnvestigating a teacher.

The Noui News {iled a Freedom of
Information Act request attempting
to gain access to police records of
Strain’s investigation,

Byers called Friday to say the Livo-
nia Police Department never releases
reports Investigating alleged criminal
sexual conduet cases. The depart-
ment will not release the report even
after the case is closed, he said. °

"I was quite surprised by the re-
quest,” Byer said.

The Livonla Department has
maintained the position that the
Crime Victims' Rights Act and a law
relating to juvenlle offenders pre-
vents il from releasing reports be-
cause they might be harmful to the
victim.

Lorenzo finds
Northville
answer soggy

The wheels of justice may turn slowly, but not nearly
as slowly as the bureaucratic runaround.

A Novl woman, who finds herself trapped between
both, appealed to the Northville City Council for relef re-
cently, and threatened the counctl with legal action i she
did nat receive some.

Laura Lorenzo, a Galway Drive resident whose prop-
erty backs up to Singh Development's Pheasant Hills
subdivision along Coldspring Drive, {3 blaming Singh's
development for an Increase in flooding on her property.

5he told the council she has been seeking a sclutionto
the flooding, from the developer, the city, and the Oak-
land County Draln Commissioner, for more than a year.

It has been more than 12 months stnoe the Oakland
County Drain Commissloner was (Irst notlfied of
Lorenzo's concerns. 10 months since the City of North-
ville was Informed, and six months since the Federal
Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) notlfled the city
of several potential violations {n the city-approved Pheas-
ant Hills system of drains and culverts.

“lam very displeased with the delays and. frankly. the
foot-dragging I have seen.” she told the city council Nov.

18.

Lorenzo wamed the council that FEMA could asscss a
$25 charge on all flood insurance sold or renewed within
the city. due to the city's noncompliance with FEMA's
flood control criteria. According to a FEMA boolklet on the
Nattonal Flood Insurance Program, "the surcharge is In-
tended to focus the attention of policyholders on the com-
munity's noncompliance to help avold suspenslon of the
community which has serious adverse impacts on those
policyholders.”

A community may be suspended from the National
Flood Insurance Program i 1t falls to solve its compliance
problems within a timely manner. [l suspended, flood in-
surance policies within the community cannot be written
or renewed.

Lorenzo said a culvert south of her property needs to
be widened, and Nllremaved from a drainage ditch south
of the culvert. “Now it's a dam,” she said. “Nothing has
beendone . . . The situation Is exactly the same as it was
a year ago.” '

Northville Mayor Chris Johnson tred to deflect
Lorenzo's attempted criticism that Northville had not
been active encugh, by Insisting that the city’s last infor-
mation on the matter was that It was being handled by
other parties.

“When [ hear that people are going to cooperate, [ as-
sume that they're golng to do that until | hear differently,”
Johnson sald,

Northville Councll Member Carolann Ayers asked
what the point of FEMA sanctions would be. “What will
that do for you?" she asked. "The ditch will still be there,
and residents in the Clty of Northville wili be paying $25
more for flood insurance.”

Lorenzo, her atlitude varying between abrasiveness
and conclllation, pleaded with the council for rellef. “It's
been two and a halfto three years since ['ve had this situ-

ation, and I'm looking to resolve this whoale thing as soon
as possible,” she sald. *] think you have authority and
other ways of persuading Singh Development to be more
cooperative, seelng as though Singh Development is do-
inga lot of bullding and wants todo a lot of building in the
city.

“If this doesn't start picking up and moving along, [am
going to have to tatk to FEMA and discuss probation op-
tions,” she warned, "1 will do everything I have to to clear
my land of this encroachment.”

Lorenzo showed the council photos of llooding on her
property afler a particularly heavy rainstorm in August.
The photos, taken several hours afler the rain stopped,
show that the yard was indeed flooded and looked like a
large stream or small pond covered by more than a foot of
standing water.

My yard looked like a wetland area,” she sald. "How
many times am I going to have to go through this?
Following Lorenzo's request, Northville Clty Manager
Cary Word mel with Singh officials and the Oakland
County Draln Commissfon Dec. 10and Is now wailing on
the results of further review by the draln commission.

“I don’t know whether we're golng to be able to satisfy
Laura or not,” Word sald. I just need somebody with
sormne technical background toteli us whether we've com-
plled with the necessary guldelines . . . [ just want to
make sure that the city’s done its part, and (f we have, we
have. And i she's still not satisfled, she has to do what
she has to do.”

Lorenzo still contends that the city and developer de-
liberately used her property for flood control In Pheasant

Paperwork tells story
behind flooding issue

Laura Lorenzo’s one-woman war
against the City of Northville and
Singh Development, builders of the
Pheasant Hills subdivision she
blames for flooding on her property.
has generated reams of official
paperwork.

And the paper stream Indicates
that the city may potentially have vio-
lated its own ordinance and state
dralnage requirements by approving
inadequate {lood controls at Pheas-
ant Hills.

Lorenzo first notifled the city of her
concerns [n a Feb. 11 letter to then-
City Manager Steven Wallers, In
which she complained that land-
scaping at twe Pheasant Hills proper-
tles had encroached into a drainage
easement downstream from her Gal-
way Drive home.

*Furthermore,” she wrote, “thena-
tural stream / loodplain where the
road (Mill Pond Court) now exists,
has been replaced by a culvert cross-
ing which may be undersized for its
purpose and can easily be obstructed
by event a small amount of debris or
other matedal.”

Lorenzo had already enlisted the
help of the Oakland County Drain
Commiissioner and state Department
of Natural Resources. The dratn com-
missfonier notified four residents on
Mill Pond Court and Coldspring
Drive Jan, 7 that an inspection had
revealed unautherized landscaping
and filling of the Randolph Street
Drain, and ordered the residents to
“restore the Drain to lts original
condition.”

A Feb, 4 letter from Cary Bonde-
son of the DNR's land and water
management division to Singh's en-
gineering firm, Setber Keast & Asso-
clates, noted a deficlency in the Mill
Pand Court culvert. “The discharge
capacity of the culvert and roadway
are less than the natural drainage
swale that they cross, however, we
cannet determine how the contribut-
ing drainage area has beenaltered by

deson wrole,

Northville City authorized its own
engineering firm, McNeely & Lincoln,
to Investigale Lorenzo's complatnts,
and the irm compleled its first study
April 8. But McNeely & Lincoln's con-
clusions were not what Lorenzo
wanted to hear: "Because Mrs,
Lorenzo's rear yard lles {n an area
which has been determined tobe a
Zone ‘A’ Flood Hazard Area, 1t would
not be uncemmon to experience
floading here."

The engineering firm did note sev-
eral problems with the drainage
south of Lorenzo's home, but opined
that at least one problem would have
little effect on her land. “The unau-
thorized fllling and landscaping of
Lots 103 and 104, Pheasant Hills No.
2. in the vicinity of the tributary to the
Randolph Street Drain, was brought
iothe attention of the Drain Commis-
sloner by Mrs. Lorenzo, The drain
commissioner subsequently notified
the property owners to remove any
material which does not conform to
the approved grading plan, and may
obstruct flow in this tributary to the
Randoiph Street Drain,” the report
noted. “However, in our opinion, the
landscaping and grading modifica-
tions made to the approved grading
plan would have litle effect on the
drainage problems at Mrs. Lorenzo's
rear yard."”

Kahm sald Singh has gone to great

lengths to Investigate Lorenzo's
claims that the construction of
Pheasant Hills exacerbated flooding
problems at her Novi home, and has
found no evidence to support her
theory.
“What we had originally commit-
ted to doas an accommodation to her
was look into what design Issues she
was raising, or whether there were
any deslgn issues where we had done
something wrong,” he sald. “We have
spent a lot of money dolng investiga-
tions of the entire Pheasant Hills
property and adjolning properties
. . . What we have cencluded afterall
this s that we really haven't done
anything wrong,

“We don't want to infringe on any-
body's property . . . but all the evi-
dence thatI've seen so far does not in-

gatively, either from a design
standpoint or a construction
standpoint.”

One polint of contention between
Lorenzo and the developers is the
amount of flooding that could have
been expected on the Novl woman's
property before the development's
construction,

“Interestingly enough, the rear
part of her property has been In a
10G-year floodplain and always has
been,” Kahm said. “You do get some
increase in the water level If your
property falls within a floodplain.”

Singh Development [s now coordi-
nating an excavation program to re-
move illegal landscaping and filling
from several Pheasant Hills proper-
tles where landscaping had filled the
dralnage area, Kahm said. But he
was uncertain whether that would
satisfy the Novl homeowner's
concerns,

“I think everyone has tried as hard
as possible to be responsive to her
concerns, but I'm not sure all that is
going to make her completely happy,”
he sald.

It's par for the course.

The problem of fishing shanties be-
ing left on lakes too long, faliing through
theice when a thaw comes along, and re-
sulting in a safety hazard for both snow-
mebllers (Uf the lake refreezes) and sum-
mer boaters (if it does not) has existed for
years. So far, the state has done nothing
about it.

Now that the City of Novi has afish-
ing shanty ordinance of its own, requir-
ing ice fishers to pull their shanties off
the lake each and every night, the state
has decided this Is an issue worth ils
atlentton.

The state’s Department of Natural
Resources’ first action was to turn the
Novi ordinance over to the state Atlomey
General for review. The DNR wants to
know if the ordinance infringes on the
public’s right to use a public waterway. it
also wants to know If the city can
preempt the DNR's authority in this

matter,

The second action taken by the
DNR was tobegin work on anew set of ice
shanty regulations of its own, which
bear a striking similarity to the Novi ordi-
nance. Although the new rules proposed
by the DNR'’s law enforcement division
do allow shanties to be left on lakes dur-
- ing the deep winter months, when the
chances of their falling through are mini-
mal, they would require the sharties be
pulled off each night at the beginning

The moral of this story: If you want
some attention to a problem from the
state government, threaten a bureau-
cral's empire.

Now mind you, we are not al-
-1 . together happy with the city’s shanty or-
. dinance as it stands. One flaw {s that it
requires the shanties {o be off the lake an
hour after sundown, but it does have an
exception to allow shanties which are
still in use to stay out on the lake later,
Many ice fishers do their ishing at night.
Needless to say, that is also the coldest
time of day, when they are in the most
need of the protection of a shelter.

Credit where it's due: The 52nd Di-
vision 1 District Court has organized a
new program designed to keep party-

It seems that would also be the
least ltkely time for a shelter to fall
through the ice. And 1 it is in use, the
owner is not likely to let it fall through. In
any case, the point of the ordinance is to
make sure shanties are not neglecied af-
ter they are placed on the ice. So this
amendment would not run counter to
the basic purpose of the law.

The change would be simple
enough, adding an amendment which
states the shanties must be off theice an
hour after dark, “unless occupled.”

Perhaps the city should also give
thought to the idea the state has that
shanties only need to come off the ice
each evening during certain times of the
season, when the chances of a thaw are
the highest.

Don't get us wrong, There are fair
questions here for the state to answer.
There is a legitimate question about
whether the Novi city rules doimpede the
public’s right to use a waterway. So an
attomey general opinion is called for.
And the state does need to tighten down

and end of the lce fshing $eason, _...on.its own shanty regulations. .

But it rankles to no end that the
state — which could not be bothered be-
fore toresolve the problem for lake users,
lakefront homeowners and the city —
now wants to get involved . . . after the
city and area residents have pretty much
resolved the problems on the lake for
themselves.

It is enough to make you wonder
whether the state and the DNR are more
concerned with protecting their own bu-
reaucratic turf that with dealing and re-
solving the real natural resource ques-
tions in this area.

This recession is unltke anything since the Depression,
It is not a cyclical downturn, caused by temporary oscilla-
tions in the business cycle.

A committee backed by Westing-
house Electric Corp. spent almost
$250,000 in the contraversial cam-
paign to persuade voters to back the
Nov, 5 ballot proposal on financing
the Qakland County Solid Waste
Program, according to treasurer
Steve Mitchell,

Campalgn finance statements
were filed earlier this month with the
Elections Diviston of the Oakland
County Clerk's Office.

Ina press statement, Mitchell said
the Committee for Responsible Solid
Waste Management spent a total of
$241,113.

Of that total, $205,100 was do-
nated by Westinghouse, Mitchell
sald in the statement. Westinghouse
has a contract with Qakland County
to butld the $190 million waste-to-
energy Incinerator, the cornerstone
of the $500 million solid waste
program.

The fact that Westinghouse was

‘the largest contributor was a source

of controversy to those opposed to the
incinerator. Some insisted it was im-
proper for a company witha financial

‘interest {n the program to put moncy

into a program that advocated an af-
firnative vote.

“But what Westinghouse did was
legal,” said Diare L. Pederson, a vocal
crilic from Rochester Hills. “We didn’t
like their campaign, but it was legal.”

Pederson said she s part of a coall-
tion — People United Against Inciner-

ation — that still plans to file a com-
plaint about the county’s role in that
campaign with the Michigan Secret-
ary of State, “But we're not targeting
Westinghouse.”

Other contributors listed in the
press release, and the amount of
their support, are:

W Waste Management of North
America, $20,000. The company has
a contrzct with Oakland County for
two other components of the solid
waste program, the material recovery
facility for MRF) in Auburn Hills and
a landfll in Orion Township.

$5,000, The firm will also help under-

The Detroit law firm
is the local legal counsel for the solid
waste program.

a Cani)p. Dresser & McKee, $2,000.
The firm Is a consulting englneer on
the project.

# Aleander Hamilton Lile Insur-
ance of Farmington Hills, $1,000. Ri-
chard Headlee, the firm’s president,
chalrperson and chief executive, was
one of several well-known Republl-
cans who made commercials louting
the solid waste program.

B Fifteen lawyers from Miller, Can-
fleld, Paddock & Stone In Detroft

each contributed $100.

The committee spent about
$100,000 on printing and postage for
direct malil; $53,000 on a telephone
campaign; about $40,000 on radlo
advertising: $20,000 on television
advertlsing and $8,000 on news-
paper advertising, Mitchell's state-
ment said. An undisclosed amount
was spent on polling and consulting.

The money was well-spent, ac-
cording to Mitchell, who lives in West
Bloomileld and operales a research
and communication frm in East
lansing,

“To our knowledge, this Is the first
time In 25 attempts nationwide thata
waste-lo-energy Incinerator has
been approved by voters in an elec-
tion,” Mitchell said in his statement.

“This was a tremendous victory for
Dan Murphy (Oakland County Ex-
ecuttve), Roy Rewold (chalrman of the
county board of commissfoners).
Brooks Patterson (possibly Oak-
land's most well-known Republican)
and Dick Headlee,” sald Mitchell's
statement.

“These leaders had the courage to
take a strong, public stand on a very
controversial {ssue,” the statement
continued. “Without their leadership
and public endorsement, the prop-
osal would not have won.”

Murphy, Rewold, Patterson and
Headlee each made commerctals {or
a media blitz prior lo the Nov.*5
election.

that blitz made the difference, Polling
from Oct. 5and 6 showed that 43 per-
cent of voters favored the proposal.
That flgure was 47 percent in the
week of Oct. 25 and slightly over 50
percent on election day.

More than 20 percent of Oakland's
728,220 registered voters turned out
for the Nov. 5 ballot proposal — the
closest in county history.

With 148,066 people voling, the
solld waste proposal was approved
by 257 voles, 71,020 to 70,763.

The vole was close enough that a
coalition of organizations opposed lo
the [ncinerator have paild $4,250for a
recount of 42 of the county’s 557 pre-
cincts. That recount is under way
and {s expected to continue through
the end of the month.

In a related development, the
county beard's planning and build-
ing committee has given tentative ap-

proval to the selling of about $100 i .

million worth of solid waste bonds as
early as this spring.

Those bonds will be used to begin
Implementing recycling portions of
the solid waste program, according to
Smith. “The bonds willbe sold ina se-
ries,” he said. "No bonds will be sald
for the incinerator until after the Mi-
chigan Department of Natural Re-
sources (NDR} has held a public
hearing on the facllity's operating
permit.”

The Lauwers tried it themseijves

-with the plgs they used to raise.

The cellar floor is made of black
slale slabs. And the nearest place
these stones could have been quar-
red is In Kalamazoo.

All the huge pegs that held the
house together have been kept. Most
of the glass 1s the wavy, blue original.
The rear of the house was also built
from huge tree trunks.

And perched on a shell In the
kitchen is one of a tiny palr of 19th
century chlldren's Jeather butlon
boats found Inside the wall durtng a
reconstruction project.

Lauwer's heard a lot of storfes ab-
cut the home. A Novi old-timer told
her it was a blind plg — and copper
tubing from a sull1s intact in the cel-
lar. At one time it served as a club-
house for a golf ‘course.

She doesn'l know the name of thes
original builder, but he was the

brother of the original owner of an-

1814 mansion. This residence, once
across Twelve Mile from the Yeilow
House, was purchased and moved
from the city many years ago.

The pre-1830 dale for the Yellow
House was provided by Jean Fox, a
Farmington historian and author.

The Lauwers bought the property
In 19863, charmed by it's old-time
quality. Thelr two children were
raised there.

But it wasn't long after the couple
moved in that they learned the house
fell In the path of an extension of In-
terstate 275, The plug was pulled on
that project in the early 1970s.

Lauwers sald they anticipated
thetr land would be zoned from
residential-agricultural to commer-
clal and they could retire on the pro-
fits when they sold out —in their own
good time.,

But the Haggerty Connector
changed all that.

Through condemnation proceed-
ings in the Oakland County Clreuit
Court, the state acquired their prop-
erly In August. A neighbor has al-
ready moved away from Twelve Mile
Road and others are on their way.

Connector nears
federal approval

Federal Highway Administration
officials say thelr final approval for
the Haggerty Connector may be
imminent.

“We just forwarded the unsigned
record of decision to the regional of-
fice and recommended that they slgn
it,” Jim Kirschensteiner, a project en-
gineer for the highway administra-
tion in Lansing safd Friday.

“There's very little that's automa-
tic. They'll review it. We pretty much
satisfled everbody's concems the
best we can. Our reglonal offlce was
pretty well satisifed with the record-
of-decison draft.”

Once the highway administration
signs off, the Connector will get the
green light as far as this branch of the
federal government is concerned.
The highway admilnistration would
fund 70 percent of the $80 milljon
project, while the state has already
announced it plans to pay its 30 per-
cent share.

Aspoktesperson in the administra-
ton's Chicago-area regional office
could not be reached for comment by
deadline.

But additional okays are needed

from theMichigan Department of Na-
tural Resources on wetlands mitiga-
tion permits. The Environmental
Protection Agency will have a strong
influence in the DNR decislon and
this federal agency has already sald it
doesm't like plans to mitigate most of
the wetlands in St, Clair County, in-
stead of on-site.

The DNR expects to have an an-
swer on the wetlands issue In Febru-
ary. Road work could begin this
spring.

Wildcats defeat Northville rivals

Pitched battle ends in 47-46 victor

Ifrevenge is sweet, then the Wild-
cats grabbed a little nectar Dec, 17
as they knocked off Baseline rival
Northville 47-46.

The win for Novi, its third In as
marny games, avenges a 24-14 loss
onthe gridiron tothe Mustangsthis
fall. And. even though they didn't
capture the Baseline Jug ‘Cats'
Coach Bob Shoemaker was happy
with the win just the same.

“It was a great high school game
lo watch,” he sald. “I'm extremely
proud of the way the kids played
and kept thelr composure. It was a
good win for us,”

The schools packed as much ex-
citement in two hours of basketball
as could possibly be expected. Novi
and host Northville each boasted
large, and often nolsy, cheering
sections.

But when the shouting was over,
the ‘Cats Jason Walker had settled
the affair. Walker took a pass some
20 feet from the basket, drove tothe
baseline through two Northville de-
fenders and lald the ball off the
backboard for the winning score.

The senior’s hoop stole the thun-
der of a determined Mustang
comeback.

Trailing by sbeat the beginning of
the fourth quarter, Northville took
the lead with less than flve minutes
to play, The Mustangs, however,
couldn't keep Novi down despite
their strong effort.

“Either way, 1 couldn't have
faulted the kids,” Shoemaker said.
“They did everything I asked. We
worked our butts off.”

Both teams did.

Evidence of that hard work was
shown in the first quarter. Behind
the hot shooting of guard Mike
Kramer, Novi bullt an 8-2 lead.

After a Northwille tirneout, with
4:50 remaining, the Mustangs
stormed back. In less than two mi-
nutes, Northville took 1ts first iead
of the game, 9-8, on a basket by

Mike Maschek.

Kramer quickly erased that lead
with a five-point outburst. The se-
tior, who had 11 in the quarter, hit
a long three-polnter and then fol-
lowed with a layup. The Kramer-led
‘Catsheld a 16-11 lead at the end of
one.

Novl increased that lead to elght
at the start of the second. Forward
Bave York nailed a three-point shot
to make It 19-11.

Northville then mounied its sec-
and uprising with 6:35 left In the
quarter. Chris Lehr converted twe
free throws and a three-pointer of
his own lo cut the Nowvi lead to
19-186. _

The Mustangs went ahead ml-
nutes later on [ree throws by
Maschek.

With Kramer and Matt Rolfes
both {n foul trouble, Shoemaker
then opted for a bit of strategy. Tak-
ing advantage of a newly adopted
Michigan High Schoal Athletic As-
soclation rule, the Wildeats held the
ball, literaily, for the last three mi-
nutes of the quarler.

The rule gives the team (n the
lead the option of foreing the action.
With a one-point advantage. North-
ville chose to sit back and let Novi
hold the ball.

The players yawned. They
stretched. They looked at thelr
benches for instruction,

But, nothing happened. Untl, fi-
nally, with 14 seconds Tony Wise
found York open fora three-pointer,

The strategy paid off as York hit
the bomb to put the 'Cats up 25-23
at halitime. Shoemaker was sur-
prised Northville coach Omar Har-
risondidn’t dlrect his squad to force
the action.

“l was surprised,” he sald. I
think it was a key potnt in the game.
We had a lot of momentum going
into the leckerroom.”

York's three-pointer was also a
surprise, Shoemaker added.

The fitness craze that grabbed

In particular, the number of kids,
teens and seniors who enjoy a daily
dose of exercise is heavily low, while
those In their late 20s, 30s and 40s
m exercising with gusto.

.- And as more attention is glven to
djel kids, teens and senlors are also
not paylng attention to their nutri-
Uonal needs.

. A recent study by the American
Ostcopathlc Assoclation says Lhe
lack of exercise by kids automatically

uls them at risk for coronary
iisease.
", Not only are kids at risk; teens,
who should be out playing sports
also are hitting the sidelines, Teens
who would rather be lounging in
front of the tube scoping out MTV are
Tisking thelr health {uture by not ex-
ercising safely, while they stll can.

. Senlors are another group skip-
plng the exercise routline, some for
the same reason as kids and teens,
spmc because they are afrald of
breaking something. But exercise ex-
perts say senfors don't have to sit it
out; there are plenty of low-impact
foutines they can follow to enjoy the
benefits of exercise.

And most medical dectors and flt-
ness experts agree that it's never too
carly or late to starl excercising. In

tlous eating and ample exercise,
The best way for bables to fight fat
Is for Mom and Dad to take them
swimming.

Life is easy on Gasparilla Island off Florida’s Gulf Coast

BOCA GRANDE, FLORIDA: The
decision of the moment here on Gas-
parilla Island is where to turn my

That's the way it is here in the town
of Boca Grande, on Gaspariilalsland,
one of the barrier islands on the gulf

thai runs the seven-mile length of the
{sland. Katherine Hepburn dees it in
her stocking feet.

You can even sail down the chain
of islands past Useppa and Captiva
to Sanibel, which has the best shell-
ing beach in Florda.

Gasparilla has the second best
shelling beach, but then Sanibel has
many things you won't find here. A
skyline of sorts. Bumper to bumper
traffic. Shopping centers. A long
bridge that connects to the
mainland.

The Gasparilla skyline includes
Australian pines and two-story
beach houses. The shopping is
within a block either way of Park and
Fourth. You can cross the $3.20 toll

bridge in 10 seconds, even slowing to
watch the seabinds.

Seabirds fly over the shellmounds
the Calusa Indlans left behind.

A slow ride to Seoul on Korea’s Farmers’ Train

The growing number of business
and vacatlon travelers to the Far East
are learriing the truth ofan old adage
with a Korean accent: When in Korea
on a lazy Sunday afterncon, do what
the Koreans do. Take the Farmers’
Traln on its 31-mile run hetween Su-
won and Inchon, a few miles south
znd west of the Capital city of Seoul.

If you've heard the name Inchon

before, that's where General Douglas
MeArthur macde his famous Janding
during the Korean War.

I ride the rails whenever | get the
chance, so | couldn't resist this litile
train built in pre-industrial days to
take farm preduce to market. .

Seoul's excellent subway system
whisked me southward to the an-
cient walled city of Suwan in an hour
for 85 cents. 1 took a ane-hour taxi
tour of the city and its four famous
gates for $6, then joined the long

linesat 15 ticket windows in the huge
rallway station.

I couldn't read the schedule or
understand the language bul an
English-speaking clerk in the infor-
mation booth took my 10,000 Won
note [$13), ran through a side deor to
the ticket seller’s cage, returned with
my 55 cent licket and led me cheer-
fully past platforms and trains 1o the
spectal narmow-guage platform.

Three clean but ancient wooden
carriages had seats for about 50 pas

scngers on face-to-face benches the
length of each car.

When we tooted out of the station,
several hundred passengers filled the
seats and hung on straps. There were
no farmers, no produce, no animals.

Most passengers were young,
dressed tn their Sunday besl, with
Jots of children. They carried coolers
and beach bags for the Inchon
beaches.

I was a strap-hanger for the two-
hour journey, which made three briel
stops. An old couple poured tea from
a thermos. Three bables slept in
slings on their mothers’ backs.
Teenagers passed around the favo-
rite Korean snack food — dried squid,
breaking off the thin flat picces like
potato chips.

Standecs did a two-step with the
sway of the carriages as the little
diese] pulled us as fasl as 25 miles an
hour through flat agricultural land

along the coast and past inland rice
paddies.

A few farmers were in their fields,
They knew better than to ride the
Farmers’ Train on Sunday.

We stopped at a small station on
the southern outskirts of Inchon. A
bus to downtown Inchon costs 30
cents, a taxd $1.50.

From there, the fast subway wh-"
isked me back to the center of Seoul
in an hour for 75 cents.

The Korean Farmers' Train is a
fascinating and inexpensive day trip
out of Seoul. If [ do it again, [ won't o
on Sunday. I'll take my chances with;

Most real estate brokerage firm
owners believe today's market is
reasonably strong. At least, they
are not suffering from deep reces-
sion blues.

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Saving trees and maintaining a natural setting was a priority for the Coxes when building thefr new home in Novl.

n suburbia, the traditional
building format in a sub-
division has been to wipe
oul all the treesand..
STk down Theatidering
one-story ranch houses.

But these are the '90s.
Designers and builders
are coming around to the
idea that you can build
homes without destroying
the existing landscape,
and there are more effi-
clent designs than the
classic ranch.

Case in point is the Cox
home in the Carriage Hills
subdivision in Novi. The home
sits on a parcel at the rear of
the sub, adjacent to a thick
woodlot,

“When we worked on
designing the home, we want-
ed to save as many {rees as
we could,” said Diane Cox.
“We consider ourselves ener-
gy-conscious and conserva-
tion-minded people.”

No effort was spared to con-
serve the timber. Prior to con-
struction, the Coxes staked off
the boundarles of the housé,
measured the distance
required between trees and
house, and marked off the
area with snow fencing. From
that point on, ne building
materials, no bulldozers and

no debris were allowed outslide
that boundary to minimize the
impact on the surroundings.
~ *We did pretty well.” said
Cox. “They say If you're going
to lose any more trees it will
happen in the first first five
years. The house is about four
years old, so I think this is it.”
But the most important fea-
ture of the home is that it is
warmed by a passive solar
heating system. Passive solar
differs from contemporary
solar in that it has no collec-
tors, pumps or moving parts.

The primary element of the
passive solar system Is the
solarium at the front of the
home. Two storys of windows
face directly south, and in the
winter, sun streams in
through the windows to heat a
floor of ceramic tile over thick
cement. The floor retains the
heat which warms the sur-
rounding air in the home.

The wealth of sun also pro-
vides a nice medium for her
daughter, whom Diane admits
Is a “plant freak.”

The adjoining living room 1s
open to a farnily room In the
Inft above: With that whole
porilon of the house open
from floor to ceiling on both
sides of the loft, warm air cir-
culates freely throughout. Hot

air rising to the
peak of the roof is
gathered in a vent
equipped with a sec-
ondary thermostat.
If the air gathering
at the ceiling
becomes too hot, a
fan will kick in, and
recirculate the air
through heating
ducts.

The recirculation
systemn was
designed by HVAC
of Detroit, but inter-
estingly enough, it’s
tarely used.

~The first year, it
didn't kick in, so we
called HVAC come
check it out,” said
Cox. “They said
there was nothing
wrong with it. Then

Recycling cut Christmas trees

Q. Is there anything creative
1 can do with my cut Christmas
tree after the holidays?

A. After your Christmas tree
has delighted you, don't throw it
away. Share #t with your feath-
ered friends. Put it back to work
again. let it feed the birds. If you
don't have a patio or open porch,
Jjust place the tree in the yard (in
a protected spot) where you can
see {t from a window.

It's perfectly OK to leave it in
the stand that you used indoors.
Just make sure it's braced to
keep It from blowing over in a
high wind. However, even If it
does topple. the birds wil) still
use it for shelter.

The next step is to create some
delicious goodies to hang on the
tree, For the birds' taste buds i
suggest bread crumbs, peanut
butter pate, suet, sunflower
seeds or simply let your imagina-
tion run wild with exotic tidbits.

If you have a garage or work-
shop, it’s lots of fun and easy to
make bird-feed containers that
you can paint in bright colors. An
excellent container is a pine cone
—the bigger. the bettert Hang it
on the tree upside down so that
the small pockets formed by the
upside-down scales can be filled
with seeds.

If you don't have a workshop

and the necessary tools, use your
ingenuity.

Once
the tree is loaded with food, it
won't take long before song spar-

Q. What is the botanical
name of the Christmas rose?
How should I start a bed of
Christmas roses?

A. The Christmas rose {s not a
rose at all, nor does it always
bleom at Christmastime. It is the
Helleborus Niger, a member of
the buttercup family.

The Christmas rose originally
comes from the ltallan and Aus-
trian Alps. It has been a trea-
sured garden plant in England
for centuries, and early in the
I8th century, its magical beauty
could be found in American gar-
dens.

The Christmas rose is a hardy
but very slow-grawing plant.
Hellesborus, like other winter-.
flowering plants. should be
placed (n a protected spot. They
like a rich. moist sofl with well-
rotted manure, leaf mold or com-
post.

This is truly a wonderful plant
that blooms in the snow when all
else is bare and bleak. The shod
days and cool weather of fall
stimulate the growth and the
buds (nto bloom.

Christmas roses do best in par-
tial shade, where they are not
subject to being dried out in
summer. They reseat being dls-

turbed and when established.
should be left alone.

Q. Can you explain to me the
difference between these cac-
tus species: Thanksgiving,
Christmas and Easter? I am
confused about which is which.

A. These species are all part of
the same family. The Easter cac-
tus {Rhipsalidopsis Gaertuerfl
blooms in spring as the days
grow Jonger, while the flowering
of both Thanksgiving (Schilum-
bergera Truncata) and Christimas
caclus (Schlumbergera Bridgesifl
seem regulated by day length and
temperature conditions.

Ii grown in cold frames, the
Thanksgiving and Christmas
species will flower with the short-
er fall days and cold nights. The
Thanksglving cactus will have
visible flowers by the end of Octo-
ber,

To ensure a December crop for
Christmas cactus, plants should
be given short (nine-hour) days
by covering them with black cloth
for the other 15 hours starting in
late September. All three specles
can be propagated from leaf cut-
tings.
