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Council balks

at Novi Expo
variance plan

‘Twas the night before the night
before Christmas. And while City
Counctl members appeared reluc-
tant to play Scrooge with the Novi
Expo Center, plans to seek a zoning
variance for the project did not sit
well with some,

The councll therefore unanim-
ously adopted Council Member
Robert Schmid's proposal to ask
the Planning Commissien's im-
plementation committee to come
up with a special expo center ordl-
nance by April.

*I don't think the ZBA can give
them a temporary permit, Legally,
its supposed to be a hardship ba-
sis,” Schmid said.

Mayor Matthew Quinn also
asked for a monthly memo to give
the council “a closer de” to the
project.

The Navi Expo Center, in the for-
mer Mohawk Liquor bullding, will

operate in an area now zoned for
light industrial. The varlance re-
quested by the private corporation,
Novi Expo Center Inc., would allow
the conventions to begin there in
spring 1992,

 Schmid also said he'd like to see
the project proceed without seeldng
anyvarfance from the Zoning Board
of Appeals, if possible,

To win the varlance, the center's
operators must prove that property
as currently zoned will not yleld a
reasonable return, that the hard-
ship was not seli-created, that the
proposed use is unique to that par-
celand that it will not alter the char-
acter of the neighborhood, Assitant
City Attorney Dennlis Waison said.

Councill Members also expressed
concerns about additional traffic at
an already heavily-congested area,
as well as the visiblity of the cen-
ter’s propased parkinglots from the

freeway.

Anderson Wetland Protection Act
gives the Department of Natural Re-
sources [urisdiction over wetlands
four acres or larger.

The Michigan
Townships Assoclation lobbyist cited
the need for untform application
forms.

8 Local applications “shall be re-
viewed by the same bodies or officials
reviewing the site planor preliminary
plat.”

The Fisher drafl also requires that
local units submit coples of their or-
dinances to the DNR, Applications
for wetlands development permits
would have to be submiited both to
DNR and local units with wetlands

ordinances,

No one 1s treating serfously a De-
trolt Audubon Soclely suggestion
that the state purchase wetlands in
arder to contirol them and halt thefr
development.

Sen. Gil DiNello, D-East Detroit, a

Novi schools will ask voters to ap-
prove a three-year, 13-mill renewal
on Feb. 11.

The Novi Board of Education ap-
proved the February election date at
a Dec. 19 meeling,

In past years, the school district
has levied only 10.5 of the 13 mills
approved by voters. This year, dis-
trict administrators have discussed
levying the full 12 mills to make up
for a shortfall expected in the
1992-93 school year.

The 13 mills account for $13 on
each $1,000 of assessed value of a
home. For example, the owner of a
home valued at $150,000 would be
assessed at $75,000, A 13-mill levy
on $75,000 would cost $875.

A tax freeze was approved by the
Legislature in 1991. The slate equal-

Novi to get tough with drunk
drivers under new ordinance

Just in Ume for New Year's, the
Clty Council amended the Nowi
Traflic Code to bring it into line with
new state laws cracking down harder
on drunk drivers.

The revisions were passed unani-
mously Dec. 23 without discussion.

The new Michigan legislation goes
intoeflect onJan. 1, tghteningup 15
areas of the state law.

Even a first-time conviction for un-
lawful blood alchohol level (UBAL),
operatng under the infiuence of llg-
uor [OUIL) or operating under the in-
fluence of drugs (OUID) will be
awarded a mandatory 30-day license
suspension with no possiblity of get-
ting a restricted llcense.

A person with a bleod alcohiol fevel
of .10 perrent or more s considered
to be legally drunk,

For a second conviction, the driver
will spend at least 48 hours in fail or
10 days In communily service.

Under the new laws, drivers who
refuse to take a chemical test will
have their licenses conflscated on the
spot and will gain six points on thelr
driving record. Suspended and re-

voked licenses will no longer be re-
stored due to undue hardship.

The new state laws create two new
crimes, Causing 2 death while drunk
driving will become a 15-year felony
and causing a long-term, incapaci-
tating injury willbe a five-year felony.
Bothcrimes would lead to the revoca-
tion of the convicted felon's driver's
license and six points on his or her
driving record.

Flgures released by the Natlonal
Highway Traffic Safety Administra-
tion show that about two of every five
Amerlcans will be involved in an
alchohol-related crash at some time
in thelr lives, One of every three
peope killed by a driver under the in-
fluence of alchohel Is a non-drinking
driver or pedestrian.

State Sen. Robert Geake, R-
Northville, recently hailed the new
drunk driving laws and urged House
passage of a package of bills he spon-
sored to toughen the laws governing
driving under the influence of drugs,

“We have made significant prog-
ress in our battle to get drunk dirvers
off our roads and this new law will
further these efforts,” Geake said.

The proposed bils would impose
stiffer penalties on those conrvicted of
drug offenses by amending the state
vehicle code to require the Secretary
of State todelay or suspend issuance
of driver’s licenses to those convicted
of drug offenses and certain viola-
tions of the Liquor Control Act, -

Smith would like to see East Lake closed to all
bul residential traflic once more.

“They've (the signs) created a lot of [rustrated
drivers who say ‘What's going on here? ~ he said.

Novi Police Chief Douglas Shaeffer said enforce -
ment continues along East Lake, where one dis-
trict car has been assigned, backed up by other
police vehicles. Since Nov. 18, 32 speeding tickets
and 10 stop sign viclations have been handed out
by the police.

“All teamns have been notified to maintain that
presence and they do so,” Shaeffer said.

“Some ol the traflic is probably coming back but
not at the previous level. Stop signs and the previ-
ous action taken by the city have been beneficial
there.”

The year ahead in
Novi’s school district

Novi schools recently received its
scores on the Michigan Education As-
sessment Program tests, and the scores
appear to be well above expected state
averages. But don't open the champagne
and begin celebrating yet, The school
district has a difficult year ahead.

The past year has been one of
change in education, on both the local
and state levels. Novi schools are facing
great change in their administrative stafl

as the school board moves toward the’

appointment of a new superintendent.
And longtime Associate Superintendent
Williamn Barr will be retiring at the end of
the school year.

On the national level, more and
more eyes began looking toward U.S.
student performance compared to stu-
dents in other Industrialized countries
thisyear. Laws addressing education re-
form resulted. School finance was
another highly legislated issue this year.
The combination was a busy year for
Novi Community Schools.

~ On the legislative front, schools of
choice and requirements for students to
graduate are issues school districts

statewide will be required to examine .
ext year. And Novi schools will be no .
e - - localdistrict’s to do some belt-tightening

eption.

. Next year will be a busy one for
Novi's administrators — at least two of
whom will be new to their jobs. But the
biggest hurdle faced by local school offi-
cials in the upcoming year is finance. As
state government seeks to balance its
budget and provide equitable schools for
all students, districts like Novi are in
{_eopardy. :

; The state’s funding formula is fair if
it 1s funded properly, local administra-
fors say. But the formula has not been
fully funded by state budgeters for years,
and a large gap has grown in education
spending between the rich and the poor.
By shifting money from wealthier school
districts to poorer school districts, the
burden for funding education falls on the
local taxpayer in the form of property
taxes.

In the end, no one wins. Poorer dis-
tricts don't gain much on average asare-
sult of shifting money. And, ultimately,
no one is happy with the way education
is funded. That is no secret. A new sys-
tem of funding education is somewhere
in the future,

Barr sees hope for finding a new
funding system soon. But others predict
anew system will not be in place in this
decade. In the meantime, Novi schools
have to muddle through whatever legis-
lation the state comes up with in the
name of equality in education.

On the books for the upcoming year
isa continuation of tax-base sharing and
‘recapture.” Both programs, called Ro-
bin Hood measures by critics, take mo-
ney from wealthy school districts and
distribute it to poorer school districts.

., .. These. measures have forced some

and fat-trimming. Novi schools has at
least one millage election coming up this
year, possibly two. In 1992, Novi school
administrators must lock for creative

"ways of cutting their biidget without
hurting the educational program. At the
same time, educators are required by
state law-to begin looking at ways of im-
proving education.

The February millage election ts
crucial to insure the operation of the
school district, But more than that, the
election provides an opportunity for the
school district to show voters that it is
willing to work hard toward cutting

costs.

Novi's new superintendent and even-
tually new assoclate superintendent
have a difficull year ahead. The year
1992 will be a time when new district ad-
ministrators can prove their mettle.

It seduced its victims by tak-
ing a non-threatening form,
and then reverted to its true
configuration at the moment it
attacked. Only this vampire
didn't suck your blood. In-
stead it placed its suction cup
fingers on your face and
sucked all the salt out of your

Imagine that. A salt vampin':. One of those could do

pretty well around here, judging by the streaks running

down the sides of my car.
Maybe it's just me, but { don't think there’s anything

healthy about the fact that we in Michigan salt our roads
so heavily in winter. I'm tokl Michigan uses more road sait
than any other slate,

If there was one thing I did get out of my college chemi-
stry class (and my prof would contend that there is only
one thing), it is this: Road sait [either sodium or potassium
chloride) combines with water (Lthe main component of ice)
to make sodium hydroxide, which is lye, and hydrochloric
acld. one of the most corrosive substances known to man.

That's why you're replacing exhaust pipes In your car
every two years and wiper blades twice a year. That's why
after 10 years, most cars in Michigan have aeraticn along
the bottoms of the fenders. That's why a new stietch of

I you've ever taken a close look at the veg-
etatlon alongside an interstate, where all that salted snow
and Ice piles up, you'll get the idea that we're doing some-
thing wrong.

Now. I understand very clearly why it is that we salt the
roads, It's so that we don’t do pirouettes in our Corvettes
and snap-turns in our Saturns every me the roads tum
slick. Salt is also cheap, and since Michigan is cheap. . .
well, you get the picture.

But there are alternatives. We're not the only state that
gels snow and Ice, you know. I've driven in Oklahoma and
northern New Mexico and Artzona in midwinter. Qut
there, they use a combination of grit and salt, or just
straight grit. Minnesota, home of the nation’s coldest
temperatures cach winter. uses grit only, but does a very
thorough Job of plowing.

Surely by cutting our salt with grit, and upgrading our
plows. we could reduce some of the damage being done to
our environmment and our property. Unfortunately. this s a
more costly alternative, a hand sell during these recession-
ary times,

Anideathat has some mert though., is allowing the use
of studded snow tires and chains. They're allowed in the
Northeast. the Northwest and all the Rocky Mountaln
states. With carelu: regulation. they're no worse for roads
than applytng layers of salt.

The best thing this idea has going for it is that it fits right
in with Gov. Engler’s call for privatization of government
services. By allowing chains and studs, he could reduce
the workforce in the various road commissions. The re-
sponsibility for sale winter driving would be taken out of
the hands of government and placed in the hands of the

We have redefined its focus, and It
now will not only link the seventh-
and eighth-grade bullding with the
fifth and sixth, but it will also provide
technological services for the total
school district. If not next fall, then in
the very near fulure.

The so-called surplus monies that
were saved by receiving low bids on
the construclion will be used to pro-
vide that equipment that will be
necessary toadd service for the Tech
Center.

NEWS: Will you then be able to
use all of the surplus money?

BARR: I'm sure that will not be a
difficulty.

NEWS: What do you do In those
kinds of situations where a voter-
approved bond sale yields more mo-
ney than you need for a particular
project.

BARR: The bond issue was de-
scribed In such a way that it would
enable us to equip and construct the
buflding. So if we had, and we nor-
mally don't, a surplus of funds from
the construction aspect, we probably
would spend it for equipment.

NEWS: You also cited school fi-
nance as an important Issue you
have faced in your tenure as superin-
tendent. (Novl Community Schools
fall out of the state's funding formula
because the district is considered
property wealthy. This out-of-
formula status has left the district
open lo several, varying cuts in fund-
ing in recent years.) Do you expect
the school district and the state to
ever come to an agreement about
funding that you both can live with?

BARR: | don't know. We've had
out -of-formula school districts for as
long as I've been in education. Years
ago, they used to call them high-
deductible millage and low-
deductible millage. And that was
written in the State Ald Act. And, yes,
I should think there is enough brain
power in the state. maybe not neces-
sarlly in the Legislature but certainly
in the state, that could fashion a for-

BARR: Ifit's properly funded, yes.
But it is not properly funded.

NEWS: Haveyousetadaleforthe
13-mill renewal? (The school district
has 13 mills up for renewal this
winter.)

BARR: Il I remember correctly,
we're proposing that it be Feb. 11,
which 1 think wouid be the second
Tuesday in February.

. NEWS: What would you do if the
renewal falled?

BARR: The first thing that would
‘have to be done would be to regroup,
and try to determine how we're going
to operate the school district. That
would represent nearly 55-60 per-
cent of the school district's funds. It
would be impossible to cperate with-
out that 13 mills.

NEWS: Wotld It be immediately
impossible to operate the school dis-

- trict, or would it be impossible to

open the schools next year?

BARR: It is funding that's neces;
sary to fund the 1992-93 school year.

NEWS: So, you would have some
time to develop a plan.

BARR: Yes. Youwould have sixor
seven months to determine the
course of action.

NEWS: How difficult has it been
for you to operate as both the super-
intendent and the associate superin-
tendent for the past six months?

BARR: Busy hands stay out of
mischief.

House fire puts itself out

A Chiristmas visit turned traglc for
a Northville family, but the family's
late arrtval home may have averted a
larger tragedy.

Wayne and Mary Kay Pryce and
their twoyoungchildren were out vis-
{ting relatives Wednesday afternoon,
Dec. 25whena fire tore through thelr
225 South Ely Drive home. The blaze
damaged much of the home's interior
but extinguished itseif without bum-
ing through to the outside of the
house, , '

By the time the Pryces returtied
home at 9:30 that evening, the fire
was out.

"Really, from the outside the.
house locks normal,” said city Fire
Chief Jim Allen. “Everything was in
the front room and bumed itself out.
It used up all the oxygen in the
house.”

Though several windows were bro-
ken, the house’s storm windows held
firm and kept the fire from reaching
fresh alr.

Allen, in abewlidered tone of voice,
said it was one of the most unusual
fire muns his department has ever
made.

“We didn't use a drop of water; the
fire was cut when we got there,” he
said, “And nothing had to be boarded

up. Toclose up the house we Just had
to Jock the front door.

“Ican't recall ever seeing anything
quite likke that, a fire of that magni-
tude that just bumed !tself out.”

Before it died out, however, the fire
clatmed the life of the Pryces' dog,
which was found in the basement. It
also destroyed the family's just-
opened presents and melted a just-
constructed model raliroad track
that ran around the Christmas tree.

“The front room is totally bumnt,
the furniture, the Christmas tree, the
walls, and there's smoke and soot
damage throughout the house,” Al-
len said.

But he sald the toll could have
been much greater.

Il {the Pryces] had come home
earlierand openied Lhe door {while the

fire was still burning), they could

have got the backdraft, and it could
have blown them across the street,”
he said.

Firefighters searched for the crigin
af the blaze Dec. 25 and 26, but had
not determined the exact cause by
press time. The Christmas tree and a
nativity set were ruled oul because
they were found unplugged. ‘

A wall clock stopped at 5:30 p.m.,
Allen said, Indicating thal the fire
was still raging at that point. “{The
heat) melted the clock,” he sald. "It
was actually running, but the face

had melted and the hands couldn't
go around,

“The keys on the plano melted
together. It got that hot in there.”

For the Pryces, the tragedy has
turned into a demonstration of
neighborly goodwill.

“Lucklly we have a lot of friends at
the First Baplist Church, and a lot of
good neighbors who were able to put
us up for the night and take care of
us,” Wayne Pryce said.

Pryce was still sifting through the
ashes of his home Thursday alter-
noon, Dec. 26, but he hoped to be
done with the task soon.

“I've got an insurance adjuster
over there now,” he sald. “Tll be leav-
ing about four o'clock: | can't stand
golng in and out of there .. . "

Donations to the Pryces may be
sent to the First Baptist Church of
Northville, 217N. Wing St.. Northville
48167. Pastor Stephen Sparks said
the family’s main concern is nding a
house to rent while their home is be-
ing rebulit.

“The problem is the time lag”
Sparks safd. ‘I would assume that jt
may take them three menths lo get
the place refurbished . . . The thing
that they're hoping to avold is staying
in a hotel all that time with two little
kids.”

I haven't had a chance tovisit any
of the school buildings yet. | plan to
do that during the week before the
holidays. This week in fact. January
and February will enable me to do
much more.

NEWS: Why will January and Fe-
bruary be slower months for you?

BARR: We've gol the Tech Center
operating. And we've had the Truth-
in-Taxation hearing, which was difli-
cult Interms of providing information
to the board. Things have just
quieted down a little bit.

NEWS: Don't you have plans to
retire soon?

BARR: Yes. 1 plan to retire at the
end of this school year.

NEWS: Do you think the school
board would consider the second-
place candidate in its superintendent
search for your job? Would that re-
quire a whole new search?

BARR: i assume that would re-
quire a whole new search. Not neces-
sarily. It depends on the capabilities

- of the individuals. I'm quite sure that

neither one of the two tndividuals be-
ing considered for the superinten-
dency would necessarily want to as-
sume my responsibilities.

NEWS: What [s the status of the
high school radio station's

expansion.

BARR: It's in the process. I'm not
sure as tothe exact date they're going
to (increase thefr signal). 'm not sure
of the date, but 's very soon,

NEWS: What's the status of the
high school facilities siudy. {The dis-
trict hired a consultant to review the
current and future needs of the high
school buildings.)

BARR: Weshould recelveareport
by them, I'm quite sure, by the first
meettng in February. (The school
board meets Feh.-6 in the Educa-
tional Services Building, 25345 Taft
Road.)

We changed the process a little bit.

The consultant has met with all the
departments at the high school, and
they've gotten theirinput, which orig-
inally wasn't planned. We've had re-
ports from each department, but in
order to clarify those and be sure that
he knew what they were talking ab-
out, we decided to have the consul-
tant meet with them. That has slowed
it down.

We also had difficulty providing
the consultant with the historical in-
formation. We had It ot a computer
tape, but no one knew how toget it off
properly. That slowed it down a little
bit.

NEWS: What do you think will be
the biggest issue facing the district
next year? :

BARR: School flnance.

NEWS: Anything specific. You
have talked about a tax freeze that
goes into effect at the Orst of the year.

BARR: The tax freeze makes il
difficult for our type of district to op-
erate because we have bullt-In per-
sonnel costs of somewhere between
$1.25million and $1.75 million. [f'we
don't have the abllity to receive that
amount of money, then some cuts
have to be made someplace.

With the SEV (stale equalized val-
uation) freeze, which as lunderstand
freezes the millage, then we will face
some kinds of problems.

NEWS: Haveyoubeenableto find
out if the 13-mill renewal will be fro-
zen? [Novl schools traditionally has
levied only 10.5 of the 13 mills up for
renewal in February. Earlier in 1991,
Barr discussed the possibility of in-
creasing the actual levy to 13 mills to
account for expected shortfalls in the
1082-93 budget.)

BARR: No, [ haven't. It all de-
pends on somebody's interpretation
of whether the Headlee Amendment
applies. If the Headlee Amendment

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New Year’s toast

derives from

spiritual tradition

Holiday toasts have long been used to ring in
the New Year, honor friends and relatives, and

heighten the spirit of the scason.

In France at the end of the 16th century, It .
was customary to place a plece of toast in the
bottom of 2 wine glass. The glass was passed
from hand to hand until it reached the honored
persen whose heaith was being drunk. This
custom gave rise to the expression, "to drink a

toast.”

Superstitious people clinked glasses because
they were afrald the devil would enter their bodles
with the wine, so they made a noise to scare the

demon away.

Today, lovers in France often intertwine fore-
arms while sipping champagne after a toast.

“To paraphrase Mark Twain, too much aof any-
thing is bad, but too much champagne is just
is 2 favorite toast of Smitty Kogan, director
of the Champagne News and Information Bureau

right,”
in New York.

Many Americans assoclate champagne with the
holidays because its bubbles convey conwviviality.
Indeed, a New Year celebration with champagne

scems appropriate.

Champagne and sparkling wine is easily under-
stood since there are only a few basic styles and
types. Non-vintage champagne is a blend of wines
from one harvest with reserve wines of varying

ages oblained from previous harvests,

Vintage champagne s blended only from wines
of a single year's harvest. No reserve wines are
used, and the year of the crop appears on the

label.

Blanc de blanes is a wine made only from
white grapes. Blanc de Noirs js produced only
from red grapes. Rose derives its color from the

FOOD
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skins of red grapes. Superfor [expensive] champag-
nes are blends of rare, costly wines and represent
a producer's best cffort.

There are two principal desiginations of dryness;
Brut (very dry} and Extra-Dry {slightly sweet).

The house of Louis Roederer offers these tips
for champagne and sparkling wine service.

Serve well-chilled. The best and fastest way to
bring champagne to the proper serving tempera-
ture is to place the bottle In a bucket fllled with

half ice and half cold water. About 30 miputes

should do (t.

Use caution when opening a bottle of sparking
wine; there are 60 pounds of pressure per square
inch in there! Remove the wire cage with the
botle facing away from you and your guests,
Then, using a towel, slowly rolate the bottle while
easing the cork from the neck, releasing it with a
soft sigh. A loud pop is festive, but not desirable.

Use tulip-shaped glasses or champagne flutes,
not wide shallow glasses. A tall, slender glass al-
lows the fine bubbles to rise without disappearing

quickly.

For party planning, figure on pouring six glas-

ses per bottle.

What to do with leftovers? An old French trick
says putting a sterling silver fork into the bottle
will keep it fresh and bubbly. One of the new
champagne stoppers, available at gourmet or wine
shops, is recommended, Another option: Use it {n
cooking and open another bottle to enjay with

your meal,

When people flock to the bars to
share in the celebration and cam-
raderie, some of them can lose con-
trol. For Marty Meyer, Petrides’ part-
ner behind the bar at Red Timbers,
taking care of the customer means
knowing when not to serve him, just
as much as knowing when to serve
him.

“People are more careful now, and
we have to be careful,” he says.
“You've got to take care of them. Look
around here now (it's a little after 11
p.m.}. I've got a bunch of colfees going
already.

“New Year's Eve has always been
neat, though. People start off with
their highballs, Manhattans and

A second ice machine was ppurchased for
behind the bar. We were consistently run-
ning out of ice. not because the machine

on it. One thing that we hadn't counted on

the amount of ice that the kitchen would

use — believe it or not, as much if not more
thaninthe front of the house. Every time that
fish comes in, it {s put into perforated “hotel”
pans that At into a drainage contatner. Then
1t 1s covered with Saran wrap and iced down.

The ice is changed twice dajly and the
drainage pans emptled. Fish s so perishable
that a one degree rise In temperature stealsa
day of shelf life. We treat it like a-baby, con-
stantly walching,

When stock or soup is made, it must be
cooled before It can be put Into the walk-in
cooler. This is done to prevent bacterial
growth, So each bucket is put into a large
sink and surrounded with ice and water. Itis
stirred every few minutes until it reaches the
proper temperature, We make tremendous
quantities — gallons of chili and chowder. If
it was put into the cooler before lowering its
temperature, disaster could strike.

Several things can happen. First, the

ternp

ature in the entire lk—incou]d risc,

putting all the other food In jeopardy. Also, 1f
a large amount of food is put away hot and
not stirred, the center stays hot while the
sides cool. Then there is great potential for
food poisoning, The idea is frightening,

At home, especially with leftovers, follow
the same rules. Cool food before placing {tin
the refrigerator. Each kitchen employee was
given a pocket thermometer when we
opened. lt wasn't to make them look like doc-
tors, but to ensure that proper temperatures
were adhered to. Most of them have been
through a food sanltation class, Those who
haven’t will.

The proper storage and handling of food is
imperative. The health department requires
an employee hand sink. We have three. At
each one is ana antlbacterial lotion that {sta
be used after washing. It's awonderful inven-
tion. A lotion that1is harmless chemically, yet
kills bacterfa. It's such a great idea that we
installed two in the front of the house,

It gives me great pleasure to see the staff
walking around and rubbing their hands, es-
pecially during the flu season. It is amazing
that people in this business dofi't get sick
more often, considering their exposure to
colds and such. We should wash our handsa
thousand times a day.

About a month after opening, Morris our
health inspector came in for an inspection. |
learned a long time ago not to try to fool the
inspector, Rather, do it right in the first
place. Still, every time he walks through the
door I wonder, what could we have over-
looked? There is always something.

Onee in Southfield, we scored a 99 out of
100. This time the verdict was a 96. | wasn't

" unhappy. The goal now is tokeep up the good
work. Interestingly enough, the emphasis
isn't on a perfectly spotless kitchen. It is on
proper storage and handling of food, and
clean and healthy food workers.

The same things arc important in your

home. Bacteria need certain conditions to
grow: food, molsture, time, temperature,
proper pH, and in most Instances, air, Take
away any of these, and you reduce your
chances for growlh The designated temper-
ature “danger zone” for food is 4510 140 de-
grees. Bacteria grows best in this tempera-
ture range. The rule of thumb is, keep hot
food hot and cold food cold.

Do not handle food unnecessarlly, The
less you handle it, the fewer chances of
transmitting bacteria in the first place. Wash
you hands whenever and every time you
think of it.

Invest in athermometer. IUs a good idea to
have a hanging thermometer in yourrefriger-
ator and keecp an eye on its temperature.
Avoid extensive usc of lefiovers. The more
you rcheat and cool a food product, the grea-
lcr thc chance of bacterla growth.
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STORAGE TIPS: "Lots of people have been calling the Food and Nu-
trition Hotline to find out how long that leftover turkey can be safely used,”
says Sylvia Treltman, home economist for the Cakland County Cooperative
Extension Service, “Cooked turkey or other meat or poultry can be salely
keptin ut;le refrigerator for three or four days, providing it has been handled
correctly.”

It is very imporiant ic separate turkey meat from the bones and re-
move all stulling and separate It immediately. The turkey should not be left
outof the refrigerator more thantwo hours.  If the turkey or meat is Jeft
In gravy or a creain sauce In the refrigerator, this shortens the storage time
to one or two days.

Lellover turkey can also be frozen, but it must be frozen promptly. Do
not wait untll you are doubtful of the food's safety before you freeze il.

Cooked turkey meat will keep about three months: if wrapped in small
packages, it makes excellent sandwiches for brown bag lunches.

Some foods don't freeze well, however, They may become mushy, soft
or loo salty; some separate when defrosted,

Foods that should not be frozen include cream or custard fillings, sour
cream. mayonnalse or salad dressing, gelatin, meringue, cooked egg
whites, raw salad vegetables and fried foods.

Chocolate does grow on trees

ifyou think a chocolate tree sound like something
out of an old Walt DHsney movie, think again. Choco-
late —or at least the raw materials for it —really does
grow on trees.

Chocolate, explains Michigan State University
horticulturist Tom Stebbins, is made from the beans
of the cacao planl, an evergreen tree that lives in
moist troplcal climates. Most of the world'scacao pro-
duction occurs in the lvory Coast and other Alrican
countries and eastem Brazil.

The first part of the cacao plant's scientific name,
Theobroma cacac, means “food of the gods,” a de-
scription that dedicated chocophiles might readtly
agree with.

The cacao is believed to have ariglnated In the
Amazon area of South America. The Incas used its
beans as currency, and the Aztecs brewed a bitter-
tasting drink from the roasted beans,

The seeds occur(n large pods. The pods grow to 10
to 14 inches long and resemble elongated acom

squash, Stebbins says. Each ped contains 20 to 40
white seeds.
The first step in producing chocolate is to ferment

the seeds for several days. This causes them to turn

brown and develop a bitter chocolate taste, Afterdry-
ing, the beans are shipped to a processing plant
where they are cleaned, roasted and ground into a
thick, dark paste, The paste is the basis for all choco-
late and covca products.

Hardened, the paste becomes unsweetened bak-
ing chocclate, Heated, it ylelds coca butter. The dry
material that's left after the cocoa butter Is extracted
is ground Into cocoa powder. Blending the paste with
additional cocoea butter and sweeteners turns it into
chocolate candy. While chocolate is made of cocoa
butter and sweeteners without the dark paste.

A product that looks and tastes more or less like
chocolate candy but it labeled “confectionary coat-
ing” contains other fals in place of cocoa hutter. It
cannot be labelled “chocolate.”

Year begins with a bang, from Persian Gulf to Grand River

JANUARY
January 2: A tiny spark of static electricity
was believed to be the cause of a 30-foot gas
main blaze on Grand River Avenue. The fire,
which started due to a leak in the gas main
where contractors were drilling, resulted in the
shut-off of gas to 650 Novi homes and busi-
nesses. Six Consumers Power workers sus-
tained minor injuries in the blaze,

January 7: Novi calls a halt to its 14-month
war against Detroit Edison over strect lighting
price hikes. Novi led 15 communities in he
charge. but the Public Service Commission in
Dec. 1990 diciated a compromise allowing the
rate increases. Newer, developing communities
are expected to be hit hardest by the fees.

January 7: The Novi City Council shows its
commitment to buying more park land,
encouraging Parks and Recreation Director
Dan Davis to go on a scouting expedition with
$230,000 in hand.

January 7: A bomb threat forces Novi High
School administrators to evacuare the building
on the first day of classes following a winter
break. No bomb was ¢ver found.

January 8: A South Lyon man led police on a
wild chase through four cities afier he stole a
1990 Grand Am from the Speedway station at
4"Novl—\’oa.r in Review Decamber 30 1891,
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the Pontiac Trail and Beck Road intersection.
He ran through a read bleck in White Lake
Township only to lose control of the car and be
arrested.

January 14: Novi City Council narowly
refuses to approve the area plan for the $122
militon planned unit development, Sandstone,
The project will change the landscape of north
Novi. Traffic problems are cited,

January 14; Election year 1991 gets its first
controversy as several citizens rap Mayor
Matthew Quinn's bid for r-¢lection in the
city-funded calendar.

January 14: Harry Avagian joins the Planning
Commission, filling the seat vacated by Chuck
Kureth.

January 16: War explodes inthe Persian Gulf.
Novi parents of soldiers and sazlors sit rapt
before television news broadeasts — so does
everyone else. Residents say they support the
U.S. expedition. Siores struggle to keep
enough yellow ribbons in stock.

January 17: A Canton woman died when she
was struck by a car driven by an off-duty Novi
police officer. Canton Police ruled the death an
accident after the investigation revealed the
woman was intoxicated and standing in the

middle of the road.

January 18: One of the two Fuerst sisters, Iva,
dies at age 93. The long-time Novi sisters were
known for selling their family farm ai a cut-
rale price to the Novi school districl. Novi
High School, the city hall and library now
stand on the property.

January 23; Little Roger Umble undergoes
open-heart surgery. The three-year-old Novi
resident suffered from a congenital heant
defect. The family’s earlier call for blood
donations was answered with overwhelming
community suppon.

January 24: 1990 U.S. Cenus figures are offi-
cial. Novi has 32,998 residents — a 46 percent
increase from 1980,

January 24: A student was expelled by the
Novi school board in closed session for mak-
ing the Jan. 7 bomb threat. He was to be pro-
vided homebound instruction until the fourth
semester and then returned to school in the
adult education program, The boy was not to
be permitted back in Novi High School,

January 27: Novi resident Errol Gordon
Swump becomes Adjutant General of Michi-
gan, head of the state’s air and army national
guard. Just days earlier, his routine flight of 2

F-16A Falcon fighter ended when Stump was
forced to bail out. The jet crashed. Stump was
bruised.

January 28: After much debate and soul-
searching, the City Council adopts a code of
ethics for Novi.

January 28: Council Member Hugh Crawford
asks that the Sandstone area plan be brought
back for another vote and switches his previ-
ous ‘no’ 10 a ‘yes’, thereby msuscitalng the
project.

July 7: Monster storm rips through Southeast-
em Michigan, singling out Novi for the
strongest punishment. Twenty two power lines
fall in the city; thousands are without electrici-
ty. The Calvelry family lose their Novi Mead-
ows home 1o a fire sparked by candles, but
their lives are spared when son, Joel, not yet 3,
alerts his parents to the danger.

July 8: An electrical wire is down at
Lakeshore Park following the storm. The fire
department closed the park down the previous
evening, but it is re-opened this moming for
daycampers. Six-year-old Brett Schneider
somehow connects with the 13,200-volt line.
He hovers in critical condition for several days
before beginning a long and painful recovery.

July 8: Lee BeGole, who served as Novi's first
and only police chief for 37 years, announces
he will retire at the end of the month. BeGole
went on 10 accept a position as interim chief of
the Green Oak police department.

July 8: The school board elects Stephen Hitch-

cock as its president. Former President Robert
Schram moves to the vice presidency. Craig
Foreback takes over as secretary, and John
Streit accepts the position of treasurer.

July 8: Big Al's appears before the commis-
sion again. Despite community outery, plans
are ultimately approved by the city's Zoning
Board of Appeals.

July 10: Anti-abortion picketers from the
group Operation Rescue are dispersed by
police after chaining themselves to the doors
of the GBGYN Clinic on Novi Road.

July 18: After listening to reports of water
pressure problems in Simmons Orchard and
Roma Ridge subdivisions, the City Councit
majority opts to keep the lawn sprinkling ordi-
nance.

July 15: Novi goes out for bids for first city-
wide trash collection contract.

July 15: Novi's option to purchase the Amoco
station site is placed out to bid (there will be
no takers). A swap with Novi Town Center for
the Michigan '50s Festival site is under con-
sideration.

July 17: Ed Kramer is re-elected as Planning
Commission chair,

July 18: $10,000 was reported stolen from the
movie theater at Twelve Oaks Mall by a sus-
pect wearing a ski mask. The suspect remains

at large.

July 18: Financing sought for proposed indoor
soccer areng, also proposed to be the home of
the Detroit Rockers, on Meadowbrook Road.

July 22: In order to get rid of the contaminated
site on the corner of Grand River and Novi
roads, the city plays lets-make-a-deal with oil
giant Amoco. In return for the contaminated
site, the city agrees to approve gas stations at
Twelve Mile at Novi Road and Twelve Mile at
Haggerty Road.

July 25: Construction workers at Yorkshire
Place subdivision unearth 1868 tombstone of
Elizabeth Shaw, who died at age 14 on the for-
mer family farm,

July 25-28: Some 65,000 rock and roll in
Novi for the next four days at the Michigan
'50s Festival. Headliner act is Danny and the
Juniors, who topped the chants in the 1950s
with “At the Hop.”

July 28: A Novi man was fatally shot while
driving through Detroit's west side during the
early morning hours. The victim, David
Yaughn, was driving a friend home after
spending the evening at the "50s Festival.
Police said Vaughn was stopped at an intersec-
tion when he got into an argument with the
man in the car next to him. The man then
allegedly pulled a gun and fatally shot Vaughn.

July 29: Sixteen-year-old Jeremy Trudell is
bound over to circuit court to be tried as an
adult for attempted murder. Witnesses said thal
