As plans for a new district court
raceahead, Novi s actively courting
Qaldand County — but so are some
of the neighboring communiUes.

On Dec. 14, the county board of
commissloners agreed to finance a
move to larger quarters for the
Walled Lake 52-1 District Court, A
new — and fourth — judge will be
part of the package.

On Dec. 23, the Nowi City Council
unanimously passed a resolution
saying It wants the court here.

But Walled Lake would like to
keep Lhe legal set-up there. And
Wixom is oul campalgning for it

Why are these communities ea-
ger for a parade of accused law-
breakers trooping through thelr
borders? In a word. business.

“It would spin off some employ-
ment, jobs in the legal profession in
our area,” City Manager Edward
Kriewall sald.

Those lawyers would need of
{ices. And Novi has a surplus of vac-
ant offices. The legal pros, thelr
staffs and their clients would need
to eal at nearby restaurants -— and
shop at local stores.

Having the courthouse in Novi
would also be more convendent for
the police depariment, Kriewall
sald.

Director of Corpora-
tion Counsel for the county execu-
tive's office, hadn't heard as of Dec.
27 about the city council resclu-
tion, but tends to agree that Novi Is
the best spot for the courthouse.

B A lawyer would need at
least five years experience
before becoming a judge
under a proposal belore
the Michigan House of
Representatives. Voters
would have to amend the
state Constitution hefore
the plan could take effect,
The story is on page 7.

A state statute calls for district
courts to be placed in the most po-
pulous of the communlles it will
serve. Novi, of the 10 municipalities
which come under the umbrella of
the 52- 1 court, has the most people.

The facility will conlinue to
handle cases generated by Novi city
and township, South Lyon, Walled
Lake, Wixom and the townships of
Commerce, Highland, Lyon, Mil-
ford, Rose and White Lake.

“We haven’t got a stated prefer-
ence,” Hays sald. "Wixom would
like it but we have a state statute. |
personally think it has to go within
the conflnes of Novi.”

Attormeys for convicled mur-
derer Richard Blackwell say they
will use a five-day slay of extradl-
tion to gather evidenece — Including
possible testimony from former
governor Willlam Millikenr — that
may allow him to remain free in the
State of Michigan.

Oakland County Circuil Court
Judge Francis X. O'Brien signed an
order Monday lo extradite Black-
well to South Carolina, but agreed
tokeep him here for five days so that
hls attorneys may attempt to over-
turn it. The extradition papers have
already been signed by Gov. John
Engler.

Blackwell, a Novi Charter House

employee whowas arrested by Novi
Police Sept. 8 on a 19869 South Car-
olina murder warrant, is currently
helng held In Oakland County Jail.

Blackwell was free on a $5,000
bond until Dec. 23. when Oakland
County Assistant Prosecutor Ro-
man Kalytiak convinced the Michi-
gan Court of Appeals to revoke the
bond. !

Blackwell's wife, Cheryelle Bar-
nes, sat between thelr two sons
throughout the hearing O'Brien's
courtroom Monday, occcasionally
answering whispered questions
from the younger, 11-year-old son.

One of the questions was *“Why
do they have chains on him?

Kalytfak said he considered
Blackwell to be an escape risk, in
splte of the fact that Blackwell ap-

peared at two previous court dates.

“I think (escape) always is [a con-
cern) in this kind of case,” he said.
“Once the governor signs the war-
rant, the persen knows he's goinglo
go back, especially if he has an al-
tomney. In this case the governor
signed it, so we could not allow him
to be out on bond.”

Blackwell's attorneys are fight-
Ing the exiradition with several ar-
guments, Including one thal clalms
South Carolina lost s right to ex-
tradite him by walllng 21 years.

During his years in Michigan,
Blackwell has had no problems
with the law except for two In-
stances in the 1970s when he was
arrested on the same South Car-
ollna warrant.

City taps business
to operate trolley

The city has made it clear that
the burden of driving Novi's new
trolley is on the local business
community.

The city council in a narrow
4-t0-3 vote Dec. 23 vetoed kicking
in $5,000 to aid in operating the
new shuttle service.

“The trolley certainly Is an asset
to the business community, Why is
it they cant find $5,0007," Council
Member Nancy Cassls sald.

“I feel the private sector could
scrape together $5.000 . . . [ can't
look at the 1axpayers and say this s
an appropriate expenditure.”

Twelve Oaks Mall hasalready do-
nated $5,000 towards operating the
vehicle. City Manager Edward
Kriewall sald Novi Town Center may
kick in a like sum.

It will cost the Novi Chamber of
Commerce $1,000 eachweektorun

the trolley, which is on a three-day
per week schedule.

Thevehicle willbe run by the ATE
Management Inc., which has a con-
tract with the Suburban Mobility
Authority for Reglonal Transporta-
tion [SMART). SMART won the fed-
eral grant to purchase the
5215000 street car, which links up
with the new Detroit-to-Novi bus
service.

The chamber has already ap-
proved the hiring of an employee ta
sell advertising space an the troliey,
to aid in funding the service. But a
iime gap will exist before the post-
tion is filled. Kriewall said.

“This is a crilical time for the city
to support the project,” he said, ad-
ding that chain stores in the local
malls were unlikely to help under-
write the trolley.

The City Cou. cll majority Dec. 23
didn't buy the ar, 2ment that the for-
mer Dobbs Furmid 1re building could
become a vacar “eyesore” .and
tumed down a plar toadd three new
tenants to the site

The four-store, 1 oy-based com-
pany filed for bankr. ptcy in March
and a liquidation of the inventory of
the Novl location began in May.

Now, the plum site at the south-
east corner of Novi Road and Twelve
Mile reads is largely empty. Cwner
John Egnatios. who s tied up in law-
sults with his brother and former
business partner E.J. Egnatlos,
wanted the variances needed lobring
In an applicance store, a furniture
store and a carpet store.

If the approval were denied, Egna-
tios wrote [n an application letter to
the council “it will resull in irrepar-
able financlal hardship to the owner
of the building. It will remain empty.
The mortgage and maintenance pay-
ments will not be made. The real es-

tale laxes will not be pald. It will be-
come aneyesore at a Key cormer of the
city instead of a beautiful building
thal can be a landmark for Novi.”

Egnatlos told the councll the
bankruptcy was beyond ks control.

Zoning requbrements for the site
call for no store there to be smaller
than 50.000 square feel. The plan
called for the three tenants of the
proposed Novi Homefurnishings
Center to divvy up the 47,500 square
feet previously held by Dobbs. The
Michlgan Natienal Bank would con-
tnue to lease 2,500 square feet there.

The planning commission recom-
meneded that the councl okay the
project.

But Counci] Member Nancy Cas.
sis. saying she felt Egnatios’ letter
was "a threal,” vetoed the project
based on traflic and parking con-
cerns. The site only has 63 parking
spaces.

*Each one of these userscould bea
very high generator of traflle, ifyou're
lalking New York Carpet World, for
example. Parking is difflcult,” she
said,

"My concem is going from two lo
{four ienants is giving the impression
of going towards another shopping
center, Tknow these are hard tmes, |
still feel strongly we have to stand lo
oursiandards and goals, maybe even
more so in hard Umes.”

Dobbs sold furniture. carpets,
drapes, televisions, audlo systems
and cornputers.

Councll Member Tim Pope com-
pared the proposed mulli-lenant use
to a shopping center.

Egnatlos says he can't {ind one
leaseholder to take up all the avall-
able space.

“[ have tried. All over the world,” he
sald. *I talked to furniture peple who
are coming out of Fexas and Califor-
nla. They don't want to go to the Mid-
west. § don’t like to see an emply
building like that. | have broken win-
dows now,” he teold the council,

“I'm telling you  worked diligently.
['ve Lried 1o do everything | could to
continue the mortgage payments.
You can see the taxes are not pald.”

Clty parking requirements for a
furniture store call for one space per

every BOO square feet, Dobbs had 63
spaces. But due to the several len-
ants proposed, Epnatios would also
have needed a parking varlance [rom
the zoning board of appeals. Shop-
ping cenlers are requlred to have one
space per 100 lo 125 square feet.

“They'll all be parking at the hotei.
They'li be parking at Twelve Oaks
Mall," Council Member Robert
Schmid predicted.

The only support for the plan came
from Mayor Matthew Quilnn and
Mayor Pro Tem Hugh Crawford. who
voted against the councll majority.

Crawford said he didn't take Egna-
tios' letter as a threat but "as a
reality.”

Quinn suggested that Egnatlos

" could provide letters from prospec-

tive tenants, who would agree not to
sell small-ticket items like compact
discs.

“1 can't Imagine a two-story,
boarded-up store on a major in-
tersection {n Novi,” sald Quinn. “I
don't kmow if it's golng to be one
month, or two months or two years.”

State mandates

talks on

Novi school administrators may
consider the dlstriet's open enroll-
ment policy to be a “schools of choice”
program, but the state still wants to
see a committee of parents and dis-
trict staffers addressing the issue.

The 1991 State Scheol Aid Act re-
quired each school district in Michi-
gan to establish a commitiee ad-
dressing the issue of schools of
choice. The committee must be two-
thirds parents.

State Jaw requires that school dis-
tricts use the committee to examine
the choice issue. Novi schools allows
parents of kindergarteners to enroll
thelr children in-any elementary
school bullding.

In the past, parents new to the dis-
trict oflen have been given the open
enrollment option, said interim
Superintendent Willlam Barr. But
the board-adapted, policy only per-
mits parents of kindergarieners to
participate.

If a parent chooses to enroll thelr
child in a school other than the one
they were assigned to attend. the pa-
rent can change his or her mind.

For example, if a student is as-
signed to Orchard Hills and the pa-
rents send the student to Nowi
Waods, then the student could go
back to Orchard Hills, At that polnt,

choice

parenls cannet move their child
again.

Transportation for students exer-
cising the open enrollment option
has been up to their parents. The
State Aid Act of 1991 requires school
districts to examine the lssue,

The state act also requires the
school district to provide
transportation.

Il a school district chooses not to
participate inchoice, thenanelection
must be held where voters can elect
{o exemnpt the local district from the
state law.

Novi's committe exatnininig choice
will be made up of two elementary
school principals, two elementary
school teachers and eight parents or
Novi business people who are not
schoo! district employees.

Principals David Brown and
Jackle Lawrence will be on the com-
mittee. according to a report pre-
senled to the school board on Dec.
19.

Elementary teachers Ann Prine
and Carolyn Pilch also will be on the
committee.

Parent and local business rep-
resentatives Include Ron Blumer,
Creichen Pugsley, Kathy Mutch,
Herb Elfring, Michael Miller, Nancy
Pantelio, Richard Faulkner and Phil
Seymour.

The comumnittee must provide a re-
port to the beard of education by
Aprl 1.

Future will be shaped
by decisions of 1992

Take alook around you. Do you like
the Novi you see? Are there flaws? Could
ithe more or betler than it is today? What
kind of city would you like to sce Novt
become?

Those are the questions City Coun-
cll members, city administrators, mem-
hers of the business communily and
Novi residents should be asking them-
selves In the coming year . . . because
1992 may be thelr last chance tosignific-
antly affect the cily landscape.

The Southeast Michigan Council of
Governments (SEMCOG) has projected
that Novi will be the [astest growing com-
munity in the Detroit metropolitan reg-
ton in the coming decade. Thatl's a pre-
diction, and like most predictions, it
could be wrong. But few are disputing it
right now.

And the only things holding back
this development boom at present are an
economic downturn and a moeratorium
onnew waler taps. But the recession will
eventually break, and a water line al-
ready under construction will eventually
reach the city and the moratorium will be
lifted.

When it breaks, the resulling
growth and the speed of that deveiop-
ment are likely to make all the previous
construction binges in this town lock
like a mere prelude.

This past year, 1881, may have
been the calm before the storm. And
1992 could be the year the rush to build-
out begins,

What that means for city officials
and residents is that they have a bit of
time tolook around, make sure the deve-
lopment of the city Is headed along the
right course, and that they have one last
chance tochange things before the boom
begins.

Once things break open, there will
be little opportunity for alterations. And
when the dust settles 10 to 15 years
hence, Novi's future will be cast in con-
crete .. . and bricks and mortar and
framing wood and . . .

THE MASTER PLAN

Much discussion has been given to
the idea of opening up master plan for a
thorough revision. Many oppose theidea
on the grounds that they like the masler
plan the way it is currently laid out.

But if there Is going to be a review of
themaster plan, nowls the time. It would
seem to us a worthwhile project, even if
the changes are minimal. Think of it as
one last look to make sure things are in
order before the work begins. Putting off
thistask for a few more years will make it
a worthless exercise. No point then in
planning for work already completed.
And it seems to us the master plan is
more likely to hold up if challenged dur-
ing the coming boom if it has recently
been reviewed.

PARK LAND

Nodoubt aboutit, Novi needs more
park land. We've suggested the mini-
mum amount of park land we would like
to see preserved for the city would come
toabout five percent of itstotal land area,
The city administration has said it be-
lieves it is about 100 acres shy of what
will eventually be needed.

Much of the reason Novi hasn't al-
ready done something about this prob-
lem Is the cost of land. Novi land s quite
valuable, and absent voter approvalfora
new lax, the city has not had much mo-
ney to work with for park land
acquisition.

But there Is another factor to con-
sider. Once developed, the land may
never again be available for parks, You're
not likely to tear down subdivisions or
take down office complexes to put up
parks. So, expense aside, if Noviwantsto
preserve open space for parks, it will

=

vrnmnt

have to do so soon.

Several options are under consid-
eration, from the outright purchase of
land somewhere in western Novi for a
mafor park lo a proposal (ojoin a consor-
dum with nearby communities in order
to combine their resources for park land
purchases, .

But however it Is to be accom-
plished, this issue should be considered
a priorily for the coming year.

ROADS

Novi's roads have already received
much altention, but they are going lo
need more. With rapid development
comes traffic. And we may be surprised
at just how quickly our roadway network
gets jammed up.

Last year, Novi volers approved a
bonding program toraise money for a se-
ries of road improvements. In the mean-
time, the state and federal government
have proceeded along with work on the
Haggerty Connector, through north east
Novi. And the state has promised badly-
needed attention to the Beck Road in-
tersection with 1-96.

But recent problems with East

" Lake Road show how easlly traffic can

outpace roadway construction. The only
solution to the congestion and hazards
there is the construction of two roads —
the Decker extension and the Haggerty
Connector — that will take years tocom-
plete. And now economic troubles have
cast doubts on the viability of the Decker
extension,

Our point here is that roadway de-
velopment will require constant vigi-
lance in Novi in the future. Waiting to see
what problems arise will only mean the
city will have to suffer inadequate roads
for years to come, Obviously, staying on
top of road needs rnust be a top priority.

AFFORDABLE HOUSING

The topic of affordable housing has
not received much attention in Nevi so
far. Some thought has been given to se-
nior housing, which must alsc be afford-
able for those on afixed income. But little
discussion has been given to affordable
housing for young adults, just starting
out in the world,

We believe it is a topic worth the
city’s attention. If the desire is to create a
hometown atmosphere herein Novi, and
we belleve it is, then young adults just
starting out in life and not yet having
achieved financlal means should be able
to find decent places to live in town,

That may not seem that important
to some, be youngsters being forced to
move to less expensive communities to
buy their first homes are not likely tofeel
deep loyalty tothe City of Novi when they
return . . . if they return,

ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION

Like parkland, you cannot restore
the environment once it's been deve-
loped over. Novi has taken great sirides
to protect its environment, but one piece
is not yet in place — a survey of Novi's
wildlife.

There has been debate about how
far the city should go to protect wildlife.
But in our minds, we won't know what is
here worth protecting nor will we know
what protections are needed until a wild-
life survey is completed.

Nicknamed
“Main Street of the
United States,”
there Is a road that
cuts through
America from New
York City to San
Francisco. Through
it doesn't go
. through Michigan,

it was the fled
Barbara Detrolt auto m%llg;g-
i that was respon-
Louie ;Ji%lc for the cprza-
tion of the coast-to-coast Lincoln Highway tn
the early 1900s.

Novi and Northville residents who are famtl-
iar with the City of Detroit know the names of
Joy, Ford and James Couzens as major urban
thoroughfares,

Henry Joy, Henry Ford and James Couzens
were prominent Detrolters in the early days of
this century. Back in those days, when Ford's
cars were becoming commonplace and gaining
nationwide popularity daily, these men worked
together onaradicalidea: the creation ofa tran-
scontinental highway.,

After 1910, with nearly 200,000 registered
automobiles in this country, the automobile
was a well-esiablished staple of the American
household. The roads the cars traveled on,
however, had not kept up with the improve-
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ments necessary for motorized traflic, and
travel from state to state — though feastble —
was an unpleasant, unsafe and aimost an im-
possible feat.

Road conditions throughout the country
were consistently poor, As early as 1864, a let-
ter to the Delroit Common Counctl complained
that “the condition of {Russel} street to-day is
such that it is with the greatest difficulty that a
hackney coach can reach the bulldings.”

Despite the complaints, problems, delays
and headaches caused by muddy, unpaved
roads, the situation went virtually unchanged
for decades.

According to Drake Hokanson, author of
“The Lincoln Highway,” “the motorists of 1912
had some two and a half milllon miles of road to
drive, but less than seven percent was im-
proved In any fashion.”

In 1909. when Detroit's Woodward Avenue
between Six and Seven Mile became the first
mile of road in the warld tobe paved in concrete,
encouragement ran high for the future of roads
In America.

Qut of this optimism rose hope for vistas pre-
vicusly unheard of in the automotive world.
Carl Fisher. originator of the Indianapolis Mo-
tor Speedway, came up with the original idea of
a transcontinental highway in 1912. He lmme-
diately came to Detrolt to approach the core of
the auto industry for support in such a project.

ast to coast

With preparations being made for the
Panama-Pacific Exposition in San Francisco in
1914, the promoters [eit the time was right for
the creation of an improved road that could
take motorists from one coast to the other.

According to Hokanson, “Carl Fisher knew
that the support of Henry Ford was essentlal to
the success of the ten-million-dollar road fund
. . . If Henry Ford thought it was a good idea,
then the whole world would stand behind it

James Couzens, whowas secretary and trea-
surer of the Ford Molor Company at the time,
was recruited to convince Ford to go along with
the {dea.

Henry B. Joy, president of the Packard Motor
Car Company, was also approached. He wrote,
“Let good roads be built in the name of Lincoln.”

When what had been known in the planning
stages as the Coast-to-Coast Rock Highway
was suddenly changed to the Lincoln Highway,
Henry Joy agreed to become a moving force in
the project, and it gained tmmediate headway.

Construction of what was to become
America’s first transcontinetal highway began
in 1914. It traverses more than 3,000 miles
from coast to coast and exists today In mid-
western areas as U.5. Highway 30 and as U.S.
Interstate 80 in the West.

Picture a sandy beach, a sparlding ocean and
people chatting in French, German, Spanish and
English. Where are you?

Europe, maybe?

No. Try Miami's trendy South Beach area nick-
named “SoBe.”

It's like New York's Greenwich Village, attract-
Ing visitors and artisans from around the world.

Since 1885 the square-mile historic district has
had a $150 million face lift that makes it the most
spectacular art deco district in the country.

Ocean Drive and its surrounding area are lined
with pastel shaded hotels dating bek to the 1920s,
The major restoration has lured film producers
{the backdrop for many scenes from the Miami
Vice series) and European fashion photographers,

In 1980, 52 percent of Miami Beach's popula-
tion was over 65, but it's cnly 30 percent today.

Steel frames are
gaining in popularity

Using steel instead of wood (n
the constructton of framing for
new homes {s becoming increas-
ingly popular.

Steel has significant advantages
over wood, according to Jerry
Hughes, owner of Anaco Building
Systems, a Callfornia-based con-
struction cempany.

“Using steel in framing for resi-
dentlal construction is the wave af
the future.” Hughes said. "Steel
offers many advantages, and yet
it's less expensive. Only tradition
and lack of public awareness hus
slowed the use of stee! studs and
trusses in home construction.’

Key advantages of steel are that
it's stronger and less expensive
than wood, Hughes sald. Studs
are seven Umes stronger. And steel
doesn't burn, rot, warp or provide
meals for hungry little termites,

Steel frames also are more
earthquake and wind resistant.
And it's 80 percent recyclable,
according to Hughes. It is the
environmenti-friendly product for
framing. And since {t's nonin-
flammable as well as stranger
than wood, 1t often results In
lower Insurance premiums, he
sald.

“The only downside to using
steel 1s that it can't be sanded or
stalned.” he admitied. “Wood is
the product to use to achieve nat-

ural wood finjshes.”

The lower cost of steel s proba-
bly the most potent incentive for
using this up-and-coming preduct
and technology. About a year ago,
a third of residential framing cost
could be saved by using steel
framing instead of wood. Now,
with gencrally lower Jumber
prices, the saving ts about 10 per-
cent, Hughes estimated.

“Wood is a dying resource. Using
steel frames in the construction of
homes will become the standard in
the future,” he predicted.

Q. Do home sales increase or
decrease during winter months?

A. Typically, sales decrease dur-
ing winter. This was pointed out,
and documented, in a letter |
received recently from Realtor Art
Tidey.

"No business has a perfectly
consistent monthly sales average,”
Tidey wrote. *I know of no stere,
chain or industry that averages
exactly 8.33 percent of their annu-
al sales volume each month,.

February, May and December.
Jewelers do half their annual
business in December.

“Real estate activity is no differ-
ent. Not a singlz November,
December, January or February
exceeds 8.33 percent of annual
sales figures.
